Paradoxial as it may seem the cool 
damp summer through June and July 
and part of August afforded the best 
conditions for late sown spring wheat. 
It was thought at the time the spring 
wheat was sown that the young and 
tender plants would too soon be sub­
jected to the blighting influence of the 
extreme hot weather which would nat­
urally follow in June and July. On 
the contrary, the- weather remained 
cooler than usual and* gave the young 
plants a chance to mature to that de­
gree when they normally required a 
hotter season.

The spring wheat is not ripe here 
yet, but before the fall wheat is all 
in the stook the spring wheat fields 
will be ready.

The farmers of this district will be 
rushed from this date until Christ­
mas. The fall wheat acreage is a half 
larger than last year when 25 per 
cent, of it wak left unthreshed until 
this spring. In fact, I saw a few 
stacks today that were put up from 
the shock last June. The Wheat is 
in good condition and will be thresh­
ed this fall. Mr. James P. Law, of the 
Alberta Pacific Elevator Company, 
here, told me that he received into 
the elevator in Cardstqn wheat of 
1906 threshed on August 1st, 1907, 
that graded No. 1 Alberta Red. More 
threshing outfits have come into the 
district this year and every attempt 
to handle the crop in good time is 
being made. Harvest labor, however, 
is scarce, which will interfere with 
the expeditious disposal of Uic mam­
moth crop. Two hundred men are 
needed at once from Raymond to 
Canlston. Jn view of the compara­
tively light harvest in Manitoba, it is 
possible that many of the harvest 
hands arriving from the East will be 
carried on past Moose Jaw to points 
as far west as I’iricher Creek and 
Cardston.

Some are in -the 
stocks and give indications of from 
25, 30, 40. and in many fields as high 
as 45. There is no denying that 
many fields have given mammoth re­
turns. The ripening grain is well 
advanced especially the wheat and 
out of any danger of frost that is 
likely here at this season. The oats 
are for the most part green, but on 
the turn, the gray tinge is in evid­
ence and before the farmers arc 
ready, the oat harvest will be upon 
them.

There has been plenty of rain this 
year and the hills, slopes and plains 
are covered with luxuriant grass. 
Dotted oyer the prairie are great 
herds of cattle, careless and content­
ed, knee high in grass. Here are 
prime three year olds and four year 
olds butter-fat on grass alone, then- 
big rounds shaking like jelly, as they 
walk off to be a safe distance from 
"the "thrëàtSîiTng'TboU loot of the iron 
horse.

The produce of the 
first carload was sold the next year 
for seed. Next year the C. P. R.

quickly as it is produced or facilities 
to transport it.
The West Dependent on Crow's Nest.

Almost all of Canada from Winni­
peg west, is dependent for its coal 
supply on the mines lying on the 
Crow’s Nest branch from Taber to 
Femie. The consumption of coal in 
Western Canada during the las ttwo 
years has increased out of all pro­
portion to the production, so that it 
is impossible to make any provision 
against a fuel famine. And now 
comes the word that already the 
mines of The Pass are working under 
time on account of the car shortage. 
Up to four weeks ago cars were pretty 
well supplied, but about that time 
the International at Coleman was 
forced to cut down to half its capa­
city.

Wm. Whyte Gives Assurances.
To obviate any fear on this score 

William Whyte, second vice-president 
of the C. P. R., has assured A .C. 
Flumerfelt, president of the Interna­
tional Coal and Coke company at 
Coleman, that the C. P. R. will move 
the coal from the mines at all costs, 
even if they have to take every gravel 
and construction train and press them 
into service.

Operators Do Their Share.
The mine operators are doing their 

Share to prevent any coal shortage. 
The opening of the colliery at Leth­
bridge by the Royal Collieries Limit­
ed is a step in this direction. Exten­
sive developments are in progress in 
the mines of The Pass. H. N. Galer, 
vice-president of the International, 
stated to your correspondent today 
that the nlternational would increase 
its capacity to 2,200 tons per day, 
while at Lundbreck improvements 
were all but completed which would 
add 200 tons to the daily capacity 
of that mine.

The mines of the Western Canadian 
collieries are prepared to take large 
supplies. On the eastern slope of the 
mountains, as the lignite fields are 
aproached, very considerable develop­
ment has taken place and marked 
progress is to be seen. The mines are 
being equipped,new machinery instal­
led, and if there is a fuel shortage 
this winter the shame and the guilt 
will lie with the C. P. R.

UNION WILL NOT BE 
RECOGNIZED.

Chicago, Aug. 21.—Every telegraph 
operator who went on strike two 
weeks ago must make individual ap­
plication for re-instatement before he 
will be taken back. The policy of 
the companies was announced to-day. 
It means not only will there be no 
union recognition, but that even a 
committee from the strikers will not 
be received. The Postal company has 
prepared a formal contract which 
every applicant is required to sign, 
while the Western Union is merely 
requiring each operator to make ap­
plication as an individual.

The Contract To Be Signed.
The contract of the postal com­

pany is as follows : “I hereby agree, if 
given employment by the Postal Tele­
graph and Cable Co., to render full 
and faithful service at all times, re­
fraining from all agitation and inter­
ference with the company’s business, 
and I further agree that I will work 
carefully and well with every opera­
tor, be he or she union or non-union."

President Small, of the Telegraph­
ers’ union,, announced to-night that 
he would be in New York on Satur­
day.

The Situation in the East.
New York, Aug- 21.—There have 

been no important developments in 
the strike of the Commercial telegra­
phers in the east to-day. The strik­
ers and telegraph companies claim to 
be satisfied with conditions. As far 
as the movement of press despatches 
throughout the East is concerned, the 
strike has lost significance. The. 
messenger boys of the Western Union 
and Postal Telegraph companies met 
to-night, and took steps to organize a 
union. They are promised a charter 
from the American Federation of La­
bor. The boys were encouraged by 
officials of the Telegraphers’ union. 
The telegraphers will attempt to or­
ganize the clerks employed by the 
companies, and if they succeed will 
have all branches of employment by 
the companies represented in the 
ranks of organized labor.

A largely attended meeting of the 
strikers was held this afternoon, at 
which addresses were made by mem­
bers of the union and by Mr. T. M. 
Pierson, vice-president of the Order 
of Railway Telegraphers.

AN INCREASE OF MILLIONS IN 
VALUE.

Montreal, Aug. 21.—As the city as­
sessors will soon have completed the 
work of assessing property in the city 
for the current year, clerks at the 
city hall have for some time past been 
figuring on what the increase in pro­
perty values for 1907 will be.

According to the figures completed 
it appears that the total increase for 
the current year in assessed real es­
tate values will be no less than twelve 
millions of dollars. Such an increase 
is considered phenomenal, when it is 
remembered that last years’the values 
made the record increase of twenty- 
one millions.

CAR SHORTAGE AT THE MINES 
EVEN NOW.

Staff Correspondence.
Lethbridge, Aug. 19—A new colliery 

will be opened in Lethbridge this fall 
by the Royal Collieries, Limited, with 
a -capacity of 1,500 tons per day 
Among those interested in the forma­
tion of the new company are Messrs 
A. C. Flumerfelt, Victoria, president 
of the International Coal and Coke 
company, of Coleman; H. N. Galer, 
of the International, and Andrew 
Laidlaw, of Spokane.

Situation of/the New Mine.
The new coal mine will be situated 

about five miles down the Belly river 
from the city. The company have 
purchased the Barnes mine, one of 
the oldest in the Lethbridge district 
and, in addition, have acquired the 
rights on 7,000 acres adjacent to it on 
the east side of the river immediately 
opposite the Diamond City mine. It 
is the intention of the company to 
open several collieries within this 
area as the market warrants, each of 
a capacity of 1,500 tons per day per 
colliery. The construction of the tip 
pie, which will be of steel, and shaft, 
the installation of the machinery and 
equipment will total an expenditure 
of $250,000. Negotiations have been 
completed with the C. P. R. to con­
struct a spur line from a point near 
Lethbridge on the Crow’s Nest branch 
to the mine and work will commence 
immediately.
Increasing Demand for Alberta Coal

Mr. Laidlaw, who will in all possi 
bility be the manager of the new 
company, stated on Saturday night 
to your correspondent that there was 
an increasing demand and marVrt for 
Alberta coal in Wyoming, Idaho and 
Washington territory. At present the 
total out put of the Southern Alberta 
mines is about 4,000 tons per day, and 
2,000 tons cf that output could find a 
ready market in Spokane and the cit­
ies of the Western States, where coal 
is being imported from Australia at 
$8 and $11 a ton. The market for 
domestic coal in the States has grown 
immensely in the last few years and 
besides, the rapid increase of rail­
ways and rolling stock is responsible 
for a large consumption. Such min-1! 
as Rock Spring, Camera, Diamond- 
vale, Monarch and Sheridan in Wy­
oming ; Bridger and Sand Coulee 
Carnevville, in Montana, are working 
to' the"ir full capacity and still unable 
to sppply the market. The capacity 
of these mines is estimated at 10,000 
tons per day.

The Car Scarcity. i
The scarcity of cars is again the 

question of the hour. Will the C. 
P. R. be able to supply cars enough 
to the mines to remove the full daily 
production when the crop movement 
begins? The operators1’ and dealers 
who are conversant with the situa­
tion state that notwithstanding the 
bitter and tragic experiences of last 
winter the same improvidence is ram­
pant in the country as has always 
characterized western people in secur­
ing supplies of winter fuel. No at­
tempt is being made to lay in a por­
tion of the coal stock during the lata 
summer months though the coal of 
any of the mines in the district heir

WILL SEARCH FOR GOLD AT THE 
PASS.

Calgary, August 21.—Mr, Gordon 
Carling, a rancher of the Cochran: 
district, and Mr. L. C. Ward, a well 
known guide and prospector, are 
arranging a gold prospecting expedi­
tion into the Valley of Sheep Creek 
in the Yellowhead Pass district. 
Gold prospectors have been there be­
fore and the gold is there, rich, free 
milling quartz but not until the pre­
sent was thee any prospect of suc­
cessful development.

Now that the Grand Trunk Pacific 
and Canadian Northern ra-lways are 
to run through the Yellow Head Pass 
and Sheep Creek Valley the great 
gold deposits supposed to be located 
there receive enhanced value. Messrs. 
Carling and Ward will take in a train 
of, '80 horses and striking the Cigar 
Wat-èr trail will head through / the 
Mountain pases into one of the pret­
tiest valleys in the west. It is about 
twenty miles long, three-quarters to a 
mile in width, and is watered by 
Sheep Creek. It is said to be rich in 
fertility and is a natural home for 
fruit.

The valley is inhabited by a band 
of Indians who are living in peace 
and seclusion. They are supposed to 
be descendants of the Iroquois, who 
once roamed the plains of Illinois. 
During Black Hawk’s time in Illinois, 
these Indians were driven by other 
hostile bands away from their homes 
near the present site of the .Cl-y cf 
Chicago. Through strange lands they 
traveled towards the northwest driv­
ing before them their vast herds of 
horses through the great Mormon setr 
tlementg and the land of Sitting Bull 
and through the bad lands on to the 
Canadian Northwest; and finally a- er 
three years of travel and hardships 
those who had not been killed by the 
deadly arrow or smallpox reached the 
present site of the Yellowhead Pass.

They do an extensive fur hunting 
business disposing of the pelts at the 
pretty little village of Ste. Anne, on 
an island in the beautiful lake of that 
name which lies northwest of Edmon 
ton.

HARVESTERS ARE NOW COMING
WEST.

Winnipeg, August 21.—The first har­
vesters’ excursion, consisting of some 
five thousand young men from the 
Maritime Provinces, is being rushed 
across the continent with all speed by 
the C.P.R. and will arrive in Win­
nipeg on Saturday morning.

The first train pulled out of Halifax 
yesterday afternoon loaded to its 
capacity with husky harvesters, in­
tent on seeing for themselves the 
greatest wheat belt in tne world, and 
from now on excursion trains will 
leave the east every few days. . From 
Ontario and Quebec, specials, con­
sisting of njany sections, will leave 
on the 27th and 30th of August and 
also 4th, 10th and I2th of Septem­
ber. It is expected that almost as 
many excursionists as last year will 
come west.

Big Crop Expected.
It will, no doubt, come with a rude 

shock of surprise to those who have 
taken a pessimistic view of the crop 
outlook to learn that the C.P.R. has 
received requests from their agents 
all over Western Canada for 21,000 
men, and it is estimated that even 
more than these will be needed to 
harvest the bumper crop expected, 
which in Saskatchewan and Alberta 
will far exceed in yield that of many 
years past.

Calling For Help.
The provincial government immi­

gration office and employment bureau 
are already receiving requests from 
all over-the province for men. One 
district alone, Gladstone, sending in 
an order for fifty harvesters. Every 
employment agency in the city, too, 
is beseiged with requests from coun­
try points for farm hands, and with 
flaring signs in front of their premises 
offer wages that are of a much higher 
standard than has obtained in, any 
other past year.

Vancouver. Aug. 20'.—The fisheries

NEW PLAGUE IN INDIAN EMPIRE.

Consumption of Alcohol Is Greatly on 
the Increase.

London, Aug. 21.—Replying to a 
deputation which drew attention to 
the growing consumption of intoxi­
cating liquors in India, John Morley, 
secretary of state for India, said :

“I confess it is shocking that while 
we are flattering ourselves that we 
spread Western civilization in the 
Blast—a long and difficult operation— 
we, at the same time, by transporting 
our industrial systems, to some ex­
tent And in other ways spread one of 
the main causes of the ruin of much 
social happiness in the West.”

The deputation, which was received 
at the India office, comprised repre­
sentatives of the London Missionary 
Society, the Church Missionary So­
ciety", the Wesleyan Methodist Mis­
sionary Society, the Baptist Mission­
ary Society and other bodies. It was 
introduced by Mr. Herbert Roberts, 
M. P„ who said that in 1874-5 the 
revenue on intoxicating liquors con­
sumed in India amounted to 1,755,000 
pounds; while in 1906-7 it had risen to 
6,510.000 pounds.

RICHEST FIND YET IN COBALt.
Cobalt, August 20.—The cluster of 

mines round the Green-Median mine 
in Bueke are almost without excep 
tion making good. The latest t? 
come iii luck’s way is the Cobalt 
Contact mine.

This property was for a long time 
a smaltine proposition, but they have 
now silver both in the shaft and on 
the surface. Last week a great find 
was made on the surface, not more 
than a hundred feet away trom the 
main shaft. The silver bearing vein 
is eighteen inches across, and the 
wall; rock on either hand is heavily 
shOt'through with silver. Within tlie 
eighteen inches three veins of pink 
ealcite splashed with silver run 
parallel and between them is decom- 
po ed vein matter which when pann­
ed yields small blocks and plates of 
silver. The whole eighteen inches 
of vein is heavy with silver and black 
with argentite. It is probably the 
higiiast find in camp since the Temis- 
kaming and Hudson Bay made their 
great strike. As yet only a small 
hole is open on the vein, but con­
siderable rich ore has been taken out. 
The main shaft on the property is 
now down 108 feet. The levels are 
at U) and 60 feet. Within the last 
lew days a stiver vein has been cut 
oh the 30 foot level, the drift running 
north showing un a six inch vein.

On a lake several port­
ages back from the haunt of the 
millionaires he struck an iron moun­
tain and promptly staked it. The 
vein, he says, is over a hundred feet 
wide and runs across five lots. It 
is magenitite and shows assays from 
50 to 65 per cent, of ore.

The Mackenzie & Mann railway 
from Sudbury will run within two 
miles of this mountain of ore and put 
it within reach of a market.

RETURN FROM TRIP TO ICELAND
Copenhagen, August 20. — King 

Frederick and the members of the 
Danish parliament will (return to­
morrow for their trip to Iceland. The 
visit has been exceedingly successful, 
and it is hoped that the intercourse 
betwen Iceland and Denmark will be 
greatly improved. A fleet of vessels 
of all descriptions, with 30,000 per­
sons on board, will welcome nis 
majesty in the sound. The king's 
trip into the interior of Iceland lasted 
a week. The whole party travelled on 
horseback, often riding twelve hours 
dai'y. His majesty is accompanied 
by a thousand horsemen and horse­
women, including 200 tourists, Dases 
Americans, British and Germans.

ENCOUNTER WITH TROOPS.

Odessa, Aug. 20.—An encounter has 
taken place at Kryvososera between a 
detachment of troops and a band of five 
anarchists. The anarchists barricaded 
themselves in a house. They opened 
fire from the windows and held the 
troops at bay for 18 hours. The chief 
of the local police and several cossacks 
were killed. Two of the anarchists lost 
their lives but the other three managed 
to escape. General Gregorieff, who has 
been prefect of Odessa for nearly two 
years .has been dismissed*yid as s re­
sult there is a great anxiety among the 
Jews of this city. General Gregorieff 
succeeded in repalling a serious anti- 
Jewish attack last February by report­
ing personally to the Emperor the im­
pending trouble.

POWERS TO GRAB HOLD OF 
CHINA.

Washington, August 21.—Càble- 
grams announcing that the Empress 
Dowager of China proposes to audi- 
eate at the next Chinese New Year 
give added significance to - e report 
mentioned recently regarding the pos­
sibly remote object of sending the .,-g 
American fleet to the Pacific in the 
eariy winter. As stated, well posted 
commercial interests insist that the 
fear of troublous times in China when 
the Empress Dowager steps aside more 
deeply concerns the high officials ui 
this government than the prospect i-l 
any severance of friendly relations 
with Japan.

That deep-laid schemes with res­
pect to affairs in China are insubat- 
ing is the firm belief of persons who 
have been in touch with Orienta 
affairs, and there are at hand some 
fresh reports ,of mysterious activity 
here and in Europe that give strength 
to the statements that have been 
given in half whispers. For one 
thing a Chinese person named Rung 
Yu-Wei has been in evidence in this 
country and in Mexico on some secret 
mission.

Kung Yu-Wei was once the tutor 
to the present emperor of China, and 
has been recognized as a leader of the 
progressive element. His activities 
excited the ill-will of the Empresr 
Dowager, who marked him for deatn. 
but he escaped, and a price still is 
set upon his head.

After a visit to Mexico, the purpose 
of which is unknown, this fugitive 
Chinaman is said to have very re­
cently placed a big order of some 
kind with one of the big trading con 
cerna -of this country, after which hé 
departed for Europe. The mystery 
of his mission adds to the general 
interest in the Chinese situation oi 
the part of those who have been 
watching developments.

ENDORSE ALL-RED ROUTE.

St. John, N. B„ Aug. 22.—The an­
nual meeting of the Maritime prov­
inces boards of trade opened y ester 
day with many important subjects 
slated for discussion. The following 
resolution was passed unanimously:

"This convention of the Maritime 
Provinces Boards of Trade believing 
that last and high class mail, pas­
senger and express freight services 
between the British possessions 
would be of immense material and 
political advantage to Canada and all 
parts of the Empire, hereby heartily 
endorse tlie All-Red line, the project 
proposed by the Premier of Canada, 
and unanimously adopted at the re­
cent Imperial conference, and urge 
the Canadian Government to take all 
possible steps to hasten the inaugu­
ration of the scheme."

AN ALTOGETHER 
WEAK PLATFORM

Is That Upon Which Conserva­
tives Propose Fighting Next 

Elections.

Montreal, Aug. 22.—Commenting on 
the Borden platform, the Montreal 
Star says: “He deals in hints rather 
than dramatically positive assertions. 
His platform contains several good 
ideas, but it is not ,too much to say 
that he appears to be a trifle afraid 
of handling them himself."

The Montreal Herald finds that in 
eight out of the fouilteen planks 
there is no new issue raised, and 
meets the proposal for government 
telegraph and telephones with the 
query, "why."

The Montreal Witness devotes the 
entire editorial page to articles deal­
ing with various planks, laying chief 
emphasis on the declaration for purer 
elections and expressing doubt as to 
his ability to carry out the pledges, 
which are accepted as sincere. On 
public ownership, the Witness does 
not think Borden can carry the party.

Toronto, August 23.—A despatch 
from Madoc says that on yesterday 
afternoon, three children, Willie, Bur­
nett and Helen Green, aged respec­
tively nine, seven and six years, 
were drowned at Grassworth Lake 
while their parents were absent and 
an older brother was putting the 
baby to speel. The three children 
climbed into a light skiff and pushed 
it from short. When about forty or 
fifty feet out the craft capsized, 
throwing the children into the deep 
water.

He saw the skiff 
floating upside down, but there was 
no sign of the children. The bodies 
were recovered several hours after 
ward.

Red wheat is deteriorating, owing to 
the carelessness of farmers, is the 
opinion of A. M. Ten Eyckv professor 
of acrenomy in Kansas State Agricul­
tural College, Manhattan. Prufessoi 
Ten Eyck arrived from the South this 
afternoon. He is here representing 
the Kansas Legislature to investigate 
and make tests of Alberta Red seed 
for importation to Kansas.

“I am w^ll pleased with the crops,” 
declared tne professor yesterday, “but 
from what I have seen so far all 
the wheat appears to be mixed with a 
soft wheat called Odessa, which while 
not affecting the' grade to any material 
extent, serves to keep down the price.

“There is one tiling the farmers ol 
Alberta must look into,” he conclud­
ed, “and that is a careful selection ol 

. .pure samples of seed. I shall now 
sow the samples I have obtained this 
fall and1 they will be threshed about 
the tenth of July. I shall then make 
my tests and report to the Legisla­
ture. What I would advise the farm- 
firs here to do is to get the purest 
Turkey Red seed they can and sow it 
on clean land. That is the only way 
they can get pure Alberta Red."

In the 
rocket, it is said, that there was 
ound a letter addressed to Prior and 
which , bore the imprint made by a 
bloody hand reaching apparently into 
the pocket. If this damaging evi­

nce can l>e connected with the pris­
oner. as it was thought it can, there 
will doubtless be a strong chain of 
circumstantial evidence against him.

While Trying to Arrest Indian in 
Ontario Were Fired 

Upon.

Pembroke, Aug. 21—In attempting 
to arrest an Indian on the Goldeii 
Lake reserve, two Pembroke con­
stables were fined upon by a party oi 
Indians. À visiting Indian named 
Sernzan, while drunk on Saturday, 
made a violent assault on an Indian 
woman, Mrs. Seymour, lacerting her 
face and beating her badly.

PRICE LOWERED 
IN ELEVATORS

C.P.R. In Fort William Elevators 
Lower Rate for Grain Stor­

age to One-Third Cent. ^

Winnipeg, Aug. 23—The announce­
ment was made today by F. W. Pet­
ers, assistant freight and traffic man­
ager of the .C. P. R., that a change 
would be made this fall in the charg­
es made by the company in connec­
tion with the storage of wheat in the 
elevators at Fort William. The re 
quest for the change was made by 
the Grain Growers' Association, and 
in .full consideration the officials oi 
the. company have decided that the 
request of the association should be 
granted.

Rates of Storage.
Uu to the present time shippers 

who desired grain stored in the ele- 
vatrs at Fort William wre required 
to pay three-quarters of a cent per 
bushel for the first term, and three- 
quarters of a cent per bushel for tin- 
second term of thirty days or for any 
portion of this term. It was to the 
last clause of the agreement that ex 
ception was taken by the members of 
the Grain Growers’ Association.

Clause Objected to.
Under this clause a shipper who 

had grain in store for a single- day- 
after the first term had expired was 
called on to pay the second charge 
of three quarters of a cent per bushel 
It was felt that there was some in­
justice in this charge and the- re 
quest was made by the association 
that instead of calling on the shippei 
to pay three-quarters of a cent pei 
bushel as storage charges for a period 
of thirty days or any portion thereof 
the company should levyz a per diem 
charge for the second term.

Have Met Request.
The company have recognized th ; 

justice' of this request prid in future 
shippers of grain will be called or 
to pay three-quarters of a cent pei 
bushel as storage charges for the first 
period, but after the expiration o 
that time they will pay one-third o' 
a cent per bushel per day. The 
change lies with the full aprpoval o 
the Gi*ain Growers’ association anr 
will result in a considerable saving 
to many of the independent shippers 
and farmers of the West who shi; 
tlieir own grain.

_ Other Companies Agree.
Similar changes in the storage rate: 

will be made by the four big com 
panics which operate terminal ele- 
vators at the lake port. Notificatior 
of the change in the rate for tife 
storage of grain will be at once giver 
io the warehouse commissioner ant 
all the wheat of the present season 
will be stored under the new sched 
ule.

For Shooting Phillip Gilbert.

Plan Relief of 
the Money| 

Market
Secretary of the United States 

Treasury, Cortelyou, will take 
Bull by the Horns and Deposit 
Government Funds in Banks 
to be Used to Tide Country 
Over Stringency Period.

New York, Aug. 23.—Secretary of 
the Treasury Cortelyou announced to- 
day a new plan oi depositing govern­
ment funds in New York, Boston and 
other cities, to afford relief toi the 
money market in the approaching 
crop-moving period. Beginning next 
week the secretary will plage each 
.week, at such points in the country as 
he shall designate, government funds 
to such an amount as he deems suf­
ficient to prevent an acute monetary 
strmgency and possible panic.

Striking New Plan.
The plan of the secretary is new 

to the financial world, and one he be­
lieves will prove more efficacious than 
the old method of waiting until the 
country was severely shaken finan- 
cially, and then coming to the rescue 
at the last moment by placing a large 
deposit of government funds in New 
York, Boston and other points, the 
security required to be approved 
state, municipal and railroad bonds, 
acceptable under the existing require­
ments of the department, with the 
understanding that if «tiled for such 
deposits shall be returned after Jan­
uary 1 in instalments to be fixed by 
the secretary of the treasury.

Avoid Acute Stringency.
“The action is taken to meet the 

commercial and industrial needs of 
the country at this seâson, and is be­
lieved to be preferable to waiting un­
til a time of acute stringency, when 
the only alternative would be a large 
general deposit. The latter policy the 
secretary desires to supersede by one 
that shall have as its ultimate object 
the adjustment oi'the operation of the 
treasury department, as rapidly as 
may be practicable under the existing 
law, in such a manner as shall pre­
clude their being in any sense a dis­
turbing factor in tpe busines world."

Studied • Financial Condition.
The plan is one that the secretary 

hopes will find general favor in the 
financial and business world. The 
secretary has kept close watch on the 
world’s money market, and he decid­
ed to obviate, so far as he was able 
under the law. the possibility of panic 
this fall, when the west is drawing 
heavily upon the east for funds. Sec­
retary Oortelyon’4 plan is all his own, 
and he has consulted no one regard­
ing it. Investigation of results attain­
ed under the old plan of waiting un­
til the last moment, and then placing 
a large amount^ of government funds 
in New York, /disclosed to Secretary 
Cortelyou th a1t as a rule the placing 
of a large amount of money, while it 
helped, was generally ill-timed, and 
either came too soon or too late.

Use Treasury Balance.
Under thp new plan he will place 

funds in advance in amounts large 
enough to /meet the situation. For 
this purpose, he may use all custom 
funds, which is permitted Under the 
Aldricfh apt, and if these funds are 
not sufficient he will augment them 
from the . available treasury balance 
which increases each week after the 
usual July/ deficit. Secretary Cortel­
you, in placing the government funds 
throughout the country, will depend 
:nuch upoii the bureau to learn where 
the stringency is being îeît mast.

Prevent Speculators Profiting.
In thin' way the funds of the gov­

ernment will be deposited where they 
will effect the greatest benefit. Sec­
retary Cortelyou believes that t)y not 
advancing the amounts to be deposit­
'd he .will preevnt speculators from 
taking advantage of the situation to 
obtain money which he believes 
should go into other channels. ' The 
ecretary believes that the new plan 

will do much to prevent a movement 
if gold to Europe. In previous years 
the sudden outpour of money from the 
National treasury, when a eropfmov- 
ing stringency was absorbing all 
ivailable funds, produced a sharp re­
lief, and made a good export move- 

•fnetit possible by the violence of the 
reaction.

Will Not Issue Bonds.

The present financial situation has 
attracted the attention of the secre­
tary for some time, and he is doing 
what he can under the law to bring 
monetary relief. Notwitlistanding a 
heavy demand for $30,000,000 bonds 
which are still unissued, the "Secretary 
declines to place them on sake at this 
lime, as the government does not 
need the money, and their purchase 
by the banks and public would tie up 
additional millions at a time when 
money is most needed elsewhere.

Increase and Shorter Day.
Cincinnati, Chip. Aug. 21—At the 

national convention today of Union 
Metal Polishers arid Brass Workers, 
.ere, a resolution was introduced 
vhieli calls for an increase of 2C per 
ent. in wages for the members of 
he union and an eight-hour day. This 
vas with other resolutions referred fo 
i committee.

Knew Bank Would Fail.
Portland, Ore., Aug. 22.—Warrants 

were issued at the District Attorney's 
'flics for the arrest of the officers 
md directors of the Oregon Trust & 
Savings Bank, which closed its doors 
yesterday, a receiver having been ap­
pointed. The charge is accepting de­
bits after they were fully awaie of 
the bank’s unstable conditions.

TINKERING.

Mr. Borden has begun his political 
pilgrimage for promulgating the pol­
icy of the Oppostion as he understands 
it. .As no policy however has been 
framed in any party convention, and 
as Sit. Borden has consistently re­
frained from giving the party any 
such!! opportunity to frame a policy, 
his present tour is necessarily rather 
an attempt to persuade his followers 
what Vthey should think than to in­
form the country as to what they 
think. The pronouncements from Mr 
Bordent may be what Mr. Borden 
thinks-» they may accord with the 
opinioni of the majority of his par­
liamentary followers, but he has no 
authority to announce them as the 
opinions ’of the rank and file to whom 
be has persistently denied the oppor­
tunity of. expressing any opinion.

Perhaps it is for this reason that the 
policy so far as Mr. Borden has out­
lined it as yet is one of tinkering and 
tampering rather than of initiative or 
construction. Realizing as the Opposi­
tion leader ! must realize that he has 
no mandate from his supporters to 
announce what they think the best he 
can do is t.» say what he would have 
them thjnk, trusting to their party 
loyalty to adopt the suggestion and 
to public credulity to mistake his an­
nouncements of private belief for the 
opinion# of the party of which he is 
the nominal leader, but pf which he 
has never been, and is not the dom 
inant force.

Nor can the followers of Mr. Borden 
find much to arouse their enthusiasm, 
much less to awaken the interest of 
the public, in the suggestions he has 
as yet advanced. Generally these 
suggestions are confined solely to the 
extension or development of lines of 
policy long since adopted by the gov­
ernment, and the instances in which 
he departs from the leadership of his 
opponents only prove how badly he 
fares when he attemps to go alone.

The amendment ol the election laws 
is the subject of perennial debate and 
frequent legislation. As the defeated 
candidate soothes his wounded ambi­
tions with declarations that the game 
was not fairly played, the disappoint­
ed leader seeks consolation for his 
rejection in the same expedient. The 
election laws of Canada have been 
amended from time to time as found 
necessary, with good results, and they 
will doubtless continue' to be modified 
as the need becomes apparent. Mean­
time Mr. Borden need nuit delude him­
self with the notion that his repeated 
defeats have been becaus|i the people 
of Canada were bribers apd bribe-tak­
ers, or that any probable .amendment 
of the election law or anjl other law 
would have made his chatices better. 
The cause of his troublesi lies nearer 
home.

The appointment of a commission 
to control the civil service is by ro 
means an original suggestion, nor js 
it one which will meet wi.\h the un­
qualified approval of Mr.' Borden’s 
supporters. Canada has not ytet aban­
doned faith in responsible! govern­
ment; until she does so we’, are not 
likely to turn over the executive ma­
chinery to an irresponsible fir non- 
responsible body

More stringent regulation of. immi­
gration is only a back-handed way 
of saying that Mr. Borden does not 
approve of the quality of immigrants 
now coming to this country, a matter 
in which he is at direct variance» with 
those who best know the economic 
value and mental and moral worth < f 
these people.

The suggestion that the public 
should retain a fuller control . of 
franchise-holding corporations only in­
dicates that Mr. Borden has recog­
nized the ' tendency of the times -as 
shown in the difference between tjlie 
bargain, made by his predecessors with 
the Canadian Pacific and that made 
by his opponents with the G. T. P- 
Again his awakening comes too latp 
to be novel

An independent commission to man. 
age the government railways has been 
proposed before. Its eventual adoption 
would be entirely in line with the 
policy of the Government as indicated 
in the appointment of the Railway 
Commission and the Transcontinental 
Commission. Heretofore the govern­
ment railways have not been able to 
support the smaller machinery by 
which they have been managed, 
without the burden of another salary 
drawing body. When they become 
capable of supporting it will be the 
time to propose its appointment.

The reorganization of the Railway 
Commission as a body having admin­
istration over all corporations owing 
public utilities has nothing objection­
able in it if it can be proved to be 
necessary

save the money necessary to multiply 
the machinery, for that it would have 
to be multiplied is clear from the over­
worked condition of the Commission 
at present.

National telegraphs and telephones 
have been heard of before. Canada 
has had a government telegraph sys­
tem in Western Canada for a quartei 
of a century and one of the chief re 
suits of the enterprise has been the 
problem of how to make it pay ex 
penses. Alberta has taken up the 
telephone question and solved it in 
a way open to every other province 
and is not at all anxious that the 
Dominion should come along and 
take a good thing out of the hand; 
of the. Province.

The “restoration” of the public 
lands to Alberta and Saskatchewan ir 
merely another way of saying that oui 
provincial subsidies should be cur 
tailed—a proposal toward which we 
must be excused from showing am 
uncontrollable enthusiasm

“The promotion of mutual prefer­
ential trade” is Mr. Borden’s way oi 
announcing that he would give Brit 
ain no preference unless Britain er­
ected tariff barriers to keep out the 
posai that unless we can dictate the 
tariff policy of Britain we shall tax 
products of other countries—a pro- 
ourselves for revenge.

Mr. Borden’s remark concerning 
the all-red line, that more people arc 
interested in freight than passengei 
traffic, is both true and irrelevant. Ii 
he wants a freight service added he 
is free to propose it and prove the 
need of it. His present announcement 
neither condemns nor supports. It i.- 
simply an attempt to divert attention 
from a project which he fears is be 
coming too popular for his own well­
being.

On the tariff of course the leader 
sound—except with his western

parliamentary followers. He stands 
for taxing ttie consumer so heavilj 
that the manufacturer couldn’t stay 
out of business if he wanted to.

Presumably the speeches already 
made outline the general course Mr. 
Borden will pursue in his tour. There 
is little in them to inspire his follow, 
era with the idea that he is a leader, 
and less to delude the country with 
the notion that he is a constructive 
statesman.

ALWAYS ASSUME THAT IT IS 
LOADED.

Tomorrow this peace-loving country 
will be under arms. Civic holiday 
and the opening of the duck season 
are coincident. Naturally scores, per 
haps hundreds, of sportsmen from the 
city will flock early to the laker 
throughout the country and doubtless 
scores more of farmers will sacrifice 
a half day for an outing with the gun 
Our usually quiet valleys will resound 
with the roar of musketry and the 
hills give back the booming of ten- 
bore artillery. There will be indi­
vidual firing, sniping, wing shooting 
volley firing by sections, most of it si 
unknown angles, and hastily gauged 
distances, and generally in all direc 
tions. Of course the execution will 
not be at all proportionate to the 
noise and occasionally it may be a 
matter of judgment whether the ducks 
or the sportsment are in greater peril 
Usually however the regrettable ac. 
cidents which maim men for life and 
plunge homes in sorrow do not come 
from this indiscriminate firing but 
from improper handling of a gun 
either by the victims oi by their com­
panions. Fortunately there is a limit 
to the linge of a shotgun and few are 
the hunters who do not owe their lives 
to this wise provision of nature and 
of nature’s laws. But the man who 
does not know how to handle a gun 
and equally, the man who knows how 
but forgets or neglects to practice his 
knowledge, is the real peril both of 
himself and of his companions 
Against this ignorance and careless, 
ness neither nature nor law can set 
a guarantee. The man who pulls 
gun muzzle foremost from a canoe, 
who clambers through a wire fence 
with his weapon pointed straight at 
the heart of a comrade and who per­
sists in carrying liie gun loaded and 
cocked miles from any Jake—Ittiis' 
man is courting death and imperilling 
the lives of his companions. He is- 
greater danger than the rattle-headed 
creature who lets go whenever and 
wherever he sees anything in motion 
He should be sharply reprimanded 
with a hob nailed boot, and if this 
fails, should be tied to a post far 
from the scene of action and left till 
the party returns. It is sXirely not 
too much to demand a hunter to re­
member that he is carrying a deadly 
weapon and that a human life is of 
greater value than many ducks. The 
i-afe rule is to always assume that 
gun is loaded and to handle it ac­
cordingly. ,

THE ISOLATION HOSPITAL.
The Bulletin strongly urged the ne 

cessity for an isolation hospital in 
this city and supported every move 
to establish the same. During the 
present year a substantial brick build 
ing was erected and though there has 
been a good deal of delay in opening 
the building we were confidently ex 
pecting that Edmonton was to have 
satisfactory building in which to take 
care rtf its citizens who were unfor- 

Otherwise we had better I tunate enough to contract contagious

diseases. This was too much to ex 
pect, however. The general business 
methods that prevail in the manage­
ment of civic affairs could not escape 
the isolation hospital.

The circular letter issued by the 
city medical health officer to the 
physicians in the city best explains 
the condition of affairs. It reads :— 

Dear Doctor:—
The new isloation hospital 

building will be open for the re­
ception of cases of measles and 
scarlatina on August 21. I shall 
be at the hospital from 3 p in. to .
5 p.m. of that date to show the 
building and to explain the sys­
tem I have organized for the re­
ception and accommodation of 
patients and the conduct of the 
institution. The diet list will be 
ready for your inspection ; and 
any suggestions you may be dis­
posed to offer regarding any of the 
items will receive consideration.

The health department intends 
to handle diphtheria in subsidiary 
wooden buildings when these are 
available ; until then, the present 
system of tents will be employed. 
Chickenpox will be handled in a 
similar manner. Typhoid will 
only be received in the event of 
all the other hospitals being filled 
and the patients will be accommo­
dated in tents at their own ex­
pense. Tuberculosis cases which 
may have been refused at the 
general hospitals will be received, 
and *housed in tents, at the pa­
tient’s own expense, whenever 
the accommodation at the disposal 
of the hospital will permit. Should 
smallpox occur, it will of neces­
sity demand special arrangements 
in some other locality Erysipe­
las will be received, in the tents, 
whenever possible but always at 
the patient’s own expense, since 
all cases not quarantined perforce 
must be prepared to assume their 
liabilities, however, all charges 
will be as moderate as the depart­
ment can afford

citizens’ money has been expended 
for a hospital for “measles” and 
‘scarletina,” two of the most harm 
less diseases known, v hi le the uii- 
■ o-tunate people w ! -. - cmtiact diph­
theria mu-»t lie in mod iii tents and 
tl ose who Me foo'ish e. ough to be 

with scarl-t fe- er me entirely 
overlooked. It is not necessary to be 

medical expert to see the foolish­
ness of the proposition. Isolation 
hospitals are built more for the care 
of scarlet fever and diphtheria than 
for any other disease. Patients suf 
fering -from these diseases usually 
have high temperatures and require 
good nursing and the best accommo­
dation and yet after the expenditure 
of a considerable sum of money upon 
an isolation hospital this city is ab­
solutely without any place to take 
care of patients suffering from either 
of these diseases. This is one of the 
worst pieces of bungling of the pres­
ent year.

It appears that the isolation hos­
pital contains four wards, the inten­
tion being to treat four diseases in it, 
but as the contingency of male and 
female patients only suggested itself 
to the wiseacres in charge after the 
building had been erected, the ac­
commodation is limited to two dis­
eases and the selection of these two

ed so badly.

will be 75,000 cubic feet.but the build­
ing will be double this size, to permit 
of ready extension of the insulated 
section as needed. Rooms will be so 
arranged that products of various 
kinds may be kept at the temperature 
necessary for their proper preserva­
tion, and separate compartments will 
be provided for local butchers and 
dealers.

The need of a properly equipped 
cold storage warehouse in Edmonton 
is amply apparent. The nearest es­
tablishment of the kind is in Cal­
gary, and owing to this fact the dairy 
and poultry trade of the province cen­
tres in Calgary instead of in Edmon­
ton, though the bulk both of dairy 
and poultry products are produced 
in the country properly tributary to 
Edmonton. Butter and eggs produced 
in this section cannot be stored here 
owing to the lack of cold storage 
facilities. In consequence they arc 
shipped to Calgary, and then re-im- 
ported in the seasons when the de­
mand exceeds the supply—the con­
sumer and producer of course suffer­
ing the loss of this unnecessary rail­
way haul.

At present the Edmonton dealer <_r 
consumer is altogether dependent on 
the continuous supply from the coun­
try, having no means of storing up 
produce in the seasons of plenty for 
use when production falls off. This 
has caused some expensive but ri­
diculous situations during the' past 
year. For example one local firm in­
forms the Bulletin that during last 
winter they imported 45,000 pounds of 
butter by express from Montreal, and 
sold it here at 40 cents per pound. 
During the winter the same firm im­
ported four cars of eggs from the east, 
and only three weeks ago brought in 
another car from Lindsay, Ontario. 
This is surely an unhealthy condi­
tion of affairs to exist in the metro­
polis of the best mixed-farming coun­
try on the continent. That it existed 
was not because these commodities 
were not produced here, but because 
there were no means of storing them 
in the months when they were pro­
duced, for use when the production 
largely ceased. Having no means for 
preserving them at home we sold 
them abroad and then imported for 
our own use.

This hand-to-mouth condition of af­
fairs hits the producer as well as the 
consumer. At present the prices of 
all kinds of perishable farm products 
fluctuate with the seasons from very 
high to ridiculously low figures. When 
the producer has them to sell they 
are scarcely worth hauling to town 
when he has none to sell they are 
worth fabulous prices. Yet the far­
mer must sell them when he has them 
whatever the price may be. He has 
no means of holding them until prices 
improve. As a result he gets only 
the low prices which prevail in a 
glutted market. There is no uniform­
ity in price, and therefore can be 
no stability and little profit in the 
business of supplying produce.

An efficient cold storage warehouse 
tends to equalize both the price the 
producer receives and the price the 
consumer pays. When the supplies 
are ample the farmer can hold for a 
better price by storing his produce ; 
while the consumer can take advant­
age of the low prices in certain sea­
sons by storing produce for future 
use. The establishment of such ware­
house means money in the pockets 
both the consumer and the producer. 
More than this, it means money kept 
at home instead of money sent abroad 
or paid in railway charges.

road can hope to be fully abreast cf 
the progress. The farmer, busy with 
his own affairs, has not time to travel 
about the country to see what his 
neighbors are doing. The city man 
knows even less of the variety and 
quality of the products growing on 
our farms. It is of first importance 
that we be informed ourvselves.then we 
shall be able to inform others. What 
appears to be lacking is somebody’s 
willingness to take the initiative 
in launching the fall fair.

THE PROPOSED COLD STORAGE 
WAREHOUSE.

On Monday next the ratepayers will 
vote on a bylaw proposing to give tax- 
exemption, free water and light and 
power at cost to the Edmonton Pro­
duce company for a proposed cold 
storage building to be erected in the 
Canadian Northern railway yards. 
The tax exemption includes only the 
general business tax on the portion 
of the building not used for office pur­
poses. The proposal of the company 
is to erect a warehouse in accordance 
with the act passed at last session of 
the Federal Parliament. Under the 
terms of the act the location, plans, 
equipment and cost of the building 
must meet with the approval of the 
Governor in Council. Such establish­
ments are subject to inspection by 
Government experts and the tolls 
charged must be approved by the Gov­
ernor in Council. Failing in any ol 
these particulars the owners sacrifice 
such percentage of the Government 
bonus as is considered proportionate. 
A clause is included in the by-law 
providing that if the projected ware­
house does not comply with these con 
ditions it shall be maintained and 
operated to the satisfaction of the city 
commissioners.

BUFFALO IN NORTH IN DAN­
GER 0FEXTERMINATI0N

Inspector Jarvis of R. N. W. M. P. Visits Herd and Appeals for 
Its Protection, Suspicion That Indians are Killing Them 

Off. Unless Resident Guardians Are Put On 
Grounds Herd Will Not Last 5 Years.

Fort Smith, Great Slave River, Mac­
kenzie river district, June 30 (via 
Athabasca Landing, July 30).—Does 
Canada possess large herds of wild 
buffalo in its far northern country?

Are these herds being exterminated 
by four-legged or by two-legged 
wolves? , -

Is it not the duty of the government 
to take such action as will preserve to 
Canada for all time to come the buf­
falo who are ranging the unknown 
north?

How best can that work of preser­
vation be done?

These questions are brought before 
the people of Canada in concrete form 
as the result of an expedition taken, 
by official orders, by Inspector A. M. 
Jarvis, of the Royal North-West 
Mounted Police, who has just return­
ed here.

Major Jarvis, who had been detail­
ed by the Commissioners of the R. N. 
W. M. P., to report upon the wild 
buffalo in the far north, left Edmon­
ton on May 14 for Athabasca Landing, 
in company with Mr. Ernest Thomp­
son Seton, the well known naturalist, 
and after a journey full of the vicis­
situdes usual to travel in this section 
of Canada, reached Smith Landing at 
11.30 p.m, on June 7.

The Cry of “ Wolves.”
As the party proceeded north they 

were told repeatedly that wolves were 
destroying the buffalo in the northern 
country. The fact that his mission 
was known, that, as usual, in a case 
of this kind, the news of his coming 
had been mysteriously sent ahead of 
his arrival, and that all the traders 
united in telling of the wolves; arous­
ed the inspector’s suspicions. _ The 
day after his arrival here he met the 
chiefs and hunters who knew the buf­
falo country, told them that he had 
been sent by the government, to in­
vestigate the question of the buffalo, 
and take steps to destroy the wolves, 
and that he must go in person to the 
buffalo country.

And- They A,II Made Excuse.
At onoe countless objections were 

raised. He was told that the whole 
country was under from one to five 
feet of water, that the party would 
not get a dry spot to sleep upon, that 
they would be devoured by flies, that 
they would die of rheumatic fever, 
and that after all the buffalo might 
be hundreds of miles away. To all 
these objections Inspector Jarvis an­
swered in the habit of an officer of 
the Royal Northwest Mounted Police. 
He had his instructions, and he was 
going to carry out his duty, no matter 
what the obstacles or the difficulties.

He wanted a guide of course ; and 
equally of course he met again with 
all kinds of difficulties. Like the peo­
ple hidden to the marriage feast in 
the parable of the Scriptures, they all 
forthwith began to make excuse. The 
horses were all lost; wives and child­
ren were sick and could not be left; 
contracts and promises, long since 
passed into the limbo of forgetfulness, 
were suddenly remetnbered and de­
claration made that “previous engage 
ments” prevented.

And eo the parleying went in for 
hours. Finally the chiefs promised to 
give an answer next day. But when 
the next day came the chiefs had dis­
appeared. Their promise was swept 
aside in their desire to -baulk the mis­
sion of the missioner of the King. But 
Inspector Jarvis was not the kind of 
man to be baulked by a little thing 
like that. He persevered and finally 
five days later persuaded one Sousi 
Beaulieu, a half-breed of good repu­
tation, to act as his guide, provided 
that the trip did not take more than 
a week and that a substitute was pro­
vided to look after his nets at the 
fishing grounds during his absence. 

The Country is Good.
Thus it came about that Inspector 

Jarvis, Mr. Thompson Seton and 
Beaulieu set out from here on June 
13 for the buffalo grounds. The first 
day’s journey was through, a level 
country covered with mixed poplar 
and spruce ; then came a number of 
swamps, but these were not as bad 
as expected, in one place only a true 
bog being met with. The party halted 
for the night at Salt river.

The following day found the party 
travelling through a magnificent piece 
of country rising to the upland known 
as Salt Mountain. This section is em­
inently fit for settlement. The 
ground is a rich clay loam. The 
growth is chiefly black and white 
spruce, tamapac, aspen, poplar and 
Balm of Gilead, while birch and wil­
low abound. As the country rises the 
soil grows lighter and jackpine, 
ground cedar and ground hemlock ap­
pear. The pasture is fine. The trees, 
plants, vegetation generally, the ad­
vancement of the season, the rainfall, 
the soil and the climatic conditions 
seemed about the same as in central 
Manitoba. The only important Mani­
toba tree not observed was the oak. 
The French priest in charge of the 
mission told the inspector and Mr. 
Seton that oats, barley, potatoes and

On the eve. of his tour the voices 
that reach Mr. Borden can scarcely be 
regarded as encouraging.

Shaughnessy, who promised them the 
best of everything ; and for Mr. Mann, 
who was kind enough to be on the 
platform when their train arrived in 
Toronto. He was generosity itself, but 
from these conjunctions of great men 
some of the present woes of the Con­
servative party spring.

The Star is well advised, therefore, 
when it cautions Mr. Borden as to his 
choice of companions in his jaunt. It 
especially warns him against Messrs.
Foster and Fowler. It says:—

Two members whom Mr. Borden 
should certainly leave at home are 
Hon. Mr. Foster, of Toronto, and Mr.

First View of the Buffalo.
The story of the discovery of the 

first herd of buffalo is thus told bv 
Inspector Jarvis: “The trails, wallows 
and chips of buffalo became notice­
able, but as. they were old we gave 
them only passing note,, but when two 
perfectly fresh ones appeared we dis­
mounted to follow them on foot. 
Beaulieu stalked the animals just as 
he would a moose, and in about an 
hour led Mr. -Seton (who was armed 
with his camera) to an open glade, 
where in plain view were a herd of 
thirteen buffalo, two big bulls, one 
calf of this year and the rest cows 
and yearlings. Their photograph was 
taken three times at sixty yards be­
fore they became alarmed and ran 
off. Bear tracks abound everywhere, 
and that night Beaulieu shot an old 
bear and two cubs within fifty yards 
of our camp.

“In the morning Mr. Seton remain­
ed in camp for purposes of photogra­
phy, and Beaulieu and myself travel­
led all day until 10.40 p.m., when we 
came on fresh tracks of what appear­
ed to be a large herd. We tied our 
horses in the woods and followed 
along for about- a mile through wet, 
swampy ground until wè came in 
sight of a bunch, all of which were 
lying down except three big bulls. 
They were on a large salt lick. We 
crawled up to within (what we after­
wards found by measurement to be) 
fifty paces of them. * took out my 
glasses, but owing to our position 
could not get correct count of them. 
After resting for a little while we both 
walked down into the open.
I took out my pocket book and wrote 
down as follows: ‘Four big bulls, one 
yearling, four little calves, three two- 
year-olds and eight cows.’ They then 
saw us and got up one by one and 
stared at us, showing how easily they 
can be approached and killed. Beau­
lieu then shouted and they galloped 
into the woods behind them. The 
bulls were magnificent looking ani­
mals. They had not yet shed all their 
wniter coat, but the cows were sleek 
and fine-looking.”

Wanted to Kill “Just One.”
Then the half-breed guide gave an 

illustration of the methods of his race. 
Mr. Jarvis proceeded :

"Before going into the open,, Beau­
lieu, who had his rifle along, said : 
‘Mon Dieu, Major! Let me kill him 
one cow !” I explained to him that 
we would be fined $500 and that I 
would lose my position. He then 
said : ‘Let me kill him one for the 
government !’ but I would not permit 
it.”

The inference is that if the inspec­
tor had not been along Beaulieu 
would have committed slaughter 
among the herd and. would have 
thought it no crime.

Two Legged Wolves at Work".
The conclusion that Inspector Jar­

vis comes to as a result of hie investi­
gations is that as they had seen thir­
ty-three buffalo and the fresh tracks 
of ten or twelve more, possibly bulls, 
in the woods, they had seen all the 
buffalo in that particular district. But 
he also reports that a careful investiga­
tion found very few traces of wolves 
and that he arrived at the decision 
that wolves are very scarce there. In 
fact he is of the opinion that the 
constant cry of “wolf” is a mere 
ruse to divert attention from the two- 
legged depredators who are really do­
ing the slaughter of the buffalo. . The 
fact that moose are - plentiful gives ^ 
the hunters an excuse to claim this 
region as their hunting and trapping 
grounds.” They go in ostensibly to 
kill moose and come out plentifully 
supplied with pemmican, but with 
very few moose skins. This is very 
suspicious to say the least. These 
men did all they could - to T*re" 
vent me going in and I consider it no 
longer doubtful who is killing the Buf­
falo.”

Should Preserve These Animals.
Before proceeding upon his jour­

ney, Inspector Jarvis told the Free 
Press representative that he thought 
the government should be urged at 
any cost to preserve these animals. 
His idea would be that the country 
between the Peace, Slave and Hay 
rivers as far down as Fort Resolution 
should be set apart for a government 
park. It would be far wiser to do it 
now than later, when settlement be­
gins, and if at any future time the 
government should decide to throw it 
open for settlement they could do so, 
but in the meantime the buffalo 
would have been preserved. There 
are spots of country which, if seen by 
cow-men from the American side, 
would send them, crazy ; thousands 
upon thousands of tons of hay can 
be got by just putting in the machine 
and horses. There is also splendid 
shelter for cattle and loads of timber 
for sheds and buildings.

“Unless these animals are given 
protection now,” said Inspector Jar­
vis, “I am sure it will be the same 
as hapenped thirty years ago further 
south. Canada will wake up to the 
fact that the buffalo are extinct and 
they will wonder how it was done. 
Now, when a novice can creep up 
to within fifty paces of a band of 13 
and 20 of them, how easy it would be 
for a good hunter to kill every one of 
them. I am of the opinion that the 
buffalo are is danger not from wolves 
but from the poachers who live at 
Smith Landing in the summer time, 
but who could be easily controlled by 
a local patrol police. I have so re­
ported to the Commissioner and have 
recommended that if it is the wish rf 
the government to protect the buffalo 
resident guardians be placed upon tin- 
grounds, otherwise the buffalo will 
not last five years.”

Inspector Jarvis has proceeded to 
the Cariboo Mountains in search of 
other buffalo and will eventually pro-

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New Separate School Third Street
Saturday’s Daily.

The new Separate School on Third 
street, which is to be thrown open to 
public inspection tomorrow afternoon 
and will open for the school term on 
Monday recalls the fact that not the 
least of the glories of the west is the 
resolute effort made on every side to 
secure an excellent education for the 
boys and girls of today, who are to be 
the men and women of tomorrow.

This determination to provide the 
best attainable is very manifest in the 
new Separate School building, erected 
at a cost of $50,000. For attention to 
detail and modern equipment within, 
for simple elegance of architectural 
lines, for harmonious proportions and 
dignity of conception the building is 
everywhere noteworthy. As it stands 
in modern completeness, it is a cred­
it to its architect, Mr. F. Decken- 
dorfer, who projected here his ideals 
for an educational institute for young 
and impressionable beings, and to the 
contractor, Robert Manson, who put 
the ideals into material shape with 
thorough workmanship. It is also 
a tribute in masonry to the Board of 
Trustees who planned its erection.

Present and Past,
The structure, which is of fine press­

ed brick with granite trimmings, is 70 
feet wide by 120 in depth. With eight 
large classrooms, a well-equipped lab­
oratory and library it affords excellent 
accommodation for the education of 
about 400 pupils.

The frontage of the school land or. 
Third street is less than schools usu 
ally have, but the structure was de­
signed to meet this difficulty, and ir. 
the rear two lots belonging to thi 
scitool provide recreation ground.

It was under the old territorial leg 
islation that the Edmonton separati 
school district was first organized ii 
1888 to meet the demands of Catholii 
citizens, desirous of some religiou: 
instruction in their educational sys 
tern—what Lord Elgin termed religioi 
in education, “the necessary motive 
power" of all higher education, moral 
material and intellectual.

As elsewhere in Canada the ex 
penses of this system were to be me 
by the usual government grant to edu 
cation and the proceeds from that 
portion of the school tax assessei 
upon property owned by Catholic rate 
payers. This has been gradually in 
creasing, particularly in recent year- 
—there being an increase during thi 
past year of $500,000 in property as 
sussed for the Separate School.

Catholic ratepayers were few in thi 
beginning, and the first school oi 
Tenth street was small. It was taught 
by three nuns from the Convent, in c 
small building which was owned b? 
them and rented to the school board 
for a purely nominal sum.

School Branches Out.
Both ' boys and girls attended thi> 

school, until in 1894 a school for tin 
older boys was opened on Third ! 
street, on the site of the present 
school. The object was rather to se­
cure separate quarters for the older 
boys than to provide more advanced 
olucation—for in the T#ith street 
Academy a high school course was 
given and pupils prepared for the 
teachers’ examination. W. J. Mac- 
namara, now of Wetaskiwin, was the 
first teacher, succeeded by the Messrs. 
Monaghan and Connolly.

Twenty-five boys attended the 
classes here, a few going to the High 
School on College Avenue, and others 
whose parents desired for them a 
higher or broader education, were 
sent east to the Ottawa University, 
conducted by the Oblates, to Laval 
University, to St. Boniface College 
and others in Quebec.

As Edmonton grew and its Catholic 
population increased the inadequacy 
of the old schools were very apparent 
to teachers, pupils and parents, and 
the school board slowly, but very 
certainly planned for the future. 
Two lots were bought on Third street 
and paid for a few years ago when 
Edmonton real estate was valued less 
highly t|an now.

Real Estate Profitable.
The investment was good, but the 

land space was limited, so the trus­
tees further invested in some lots on 
the corner of Athabasca and Third 
street, where the Bowen residence 
was situated. It was planned to build 
a school here, but when a spur track 
running in to the warehouses, was 
built, this idea was abandoned.

The ground was resold at a hand­
some profit and out of the proceeds 
was bought last year two fine lots pn 
Fourth street, directly in the rear of 
the little Third street school. With 
this secured, and the continual re­
quests of the Catholic citizens for an 
adequate school going in to the trus­
tees, it was decided to erect a fine 
building immediately.

Cost $60,000.
To this end debentures were issued 

to the amount of $50,000, which about 
represents the cost of the present 
building. Mr. Deckendorfer was se­
cured as architect, the contract let 
to Robert Manson, and the result to­
day is the handsome building com­
plete in every detail.

On the first floor the stairways at 
either end have opposite them the 
trustees’ board-room and the library.

lit playrooms with concrete floors, for 
the use of the children in bad weath­
er.

boys.
Separate entrances have been pro­

vided for the boys and girls, the girls 
coming in lrom the side dooi on 
Third street, the boys entering by a 
large door in the rear. In all there 
are four exits to the school, and each 
floor is equipped with the hose and 
fire-fighting apparatus which will be 
used by the boys in the fire-drill for 
pupils.

Modern Equipment.
Each class is fitted out with two 

electric bells, which communicate 
with the principal’s room and . the 
janitor’s. The stairways at either end 
of the building are so broad that four 
children could comfortably walk 
abreast on them.

On the second floor is the labora­
tory for the high-school pupils. It. 
has the usual bewildering array cf 
glass, of test tubes, and phials, and 
the complicated apparatus for the

rounded cornice of fine, simplicity of 
design. One of these classes will be 
used for the High School pupils, the 
others for the girls attending the 
school.

Separate Classrooms.
On the ground floor are situated 

four other handsome classrooms for 
boys, each room, being fitted out with 
a corner cupboard in hardwood for 
books. Map cases and other equip­
ment in hardwood also occupy place 
in each room, in which, on the visit 
of the Bulletin representative, the 
desks, etc., were just being installed.

The principal’s room and a room 
for the teachers are also situated on 
this floor. The floors throughout the 
building are of hard maple ; the space 
intervening between the blackboards 
and surbase are of cement. In the 
basement are situated the two lava­
tories for the pupils, large coal cellar, 
air chambers and a large comfortable 
room for the janitor.

These air chambers belonging to 
the system of ventilation lead up to 
the roof and terminate in the oblong 
chimney-like shafts that on the build­
ing’s exterior add so much to the im­
posing lines of the architecture.

WHAT MR. CLARK 
SAW IN THE WEST

Editor of Saturday Night Gives 
His Impressions of The 

Great West.

Mr. Joe T. Clark, the bright editor 
of Saturday Night, who was a visitor 
in Calgary the other day, is writing 
up the west in his readable week-end 
paper, and here is what he published 
on Saturday last. The article was 
accompanied by a splendid view of 
Eighth avenue :

Everything in the Canadian West 
is done in a big way. There is no­
thing small about the country or the 
people. Men make money in chunks 
and spend it by tne lump. The one 
cent piece has no status west of Lake 
Superior. If you buy a copy of 
daily paper from a newsboy in Win­
nipeg or Calgary he will always 
charge you five cents for it; or you 
can get two or three different papers 
for tne same coin; but both parties 
to the transaction scorn change.

Those who do not play, and who con­
demn the practice, will tell you about 
the local game, and while cautioning 
you to keep clear of it are unable to 
conceal their secret pride in the fact 
that the town can hold its end up 
even in this respect. In one place 
a total abstainer told me in a tone 
of great satisfaction that he supposed 
there was as much champagne open­
ed in his town as in any place be­
tween Winnipeg and the coast. These 
are among the evidences of prosperity 
in a new country, and not without 
significance. A bank manager has 
just rebuked the people of the west 
for spending too much money on 
pianos and cigars, but as you ride 
in the train and see a ranchman’s 
house, a solitary speck on an illimit­
able plain, you can readily under­
stand how a piano an organ or a 
music box of some sort would be 
regarded as an absolute necessity of 
the home.

When the last race was over at the 
Moose Jaw fair there was a rush to 
get down town, and farmers and their 
wives and daughters jumped into the 
’busses and paid a quarter each to 
ride half a mile down hill. A simi­
lar crowd in Ontario would have con­
sidered it a sinful waste to spend 
money to ride half a miles—especially 
down hill.

The banks have shut down tight.

| way of a town lot boom. Three years 

ago the site of Saskatoon was an un­
broken prairie. Today it is a city 
with a past, and! a future that has 
been discounted too far in advance. 
But it has its future all the same, and 
it is bound to be a great one. At 
Regina—which used to be called 
Pile o’ Bones, but does not recall the 
name unless you mention it—the visi­
tor from the east sees a young city 
that makes a great impression on him. 
Before the snow flies Regina is going 
to be jest about the best paved town 
of its size in Canada. The mud 
there is nature’s glue. They are 
battering it do .vn, however, and in a 
few weeks all the business district 
will be paved, and even Winnipeg 
will require to look to her credit in 
the matter of street paving. Last 
year a Toronto man, who professed 
to be a friend of mine, tried to sell 
me a town lot in Regina, which for 
reason that do not affect Regina, he 
did not succeed in doing. In driv­
ing about the place it occurred to me 
as a good idea to work up a sort of 
landed proprietor’s interest in the 
scenery by viewing the lot which Un­
der other circumstances might have 
belonged to me. It was soiqewhere 
near the site of the new provincial 
parliament buildings. These build­
ings do not as yet exist,' except on 
the real estate agents’ maps, but we 
found the quarter section on which 
they jy^ll be erected. It is a very 
choice quarter section, and the pro­
vince of Saskatchewan will there con­
struct a group of buildings that will 
be a credit even to so great a pro­
vince. Bpt the site is as yet 
plain. Away oij the horizon, hugging 
the sky-line, was the lot that might 
have been mine, somewhere in the 
clutch of that vast expanse—and 
man could not feel a sense of pro­
prietorship in such a lot any m 
than he could if he were to buy 
pailful of water somewhere in the 
middle of Lake Ontario. The prairie 
lot business has boomed for a year or 
two, and people down east have done 
a great deal of buying that nobody on 
the spot would have done. These 
towns, of course, are all growing mar­
vellously, but no town on earth could 
grow as rapidly as a real estate man 
could convert quarter sections into 
per foot frontages.

The real estate story of Winnipeg, if 
printed, would read like an Alladin tale 
Perhaps it will appear in these pages 
a imia later on. To mention one 
case: An eastern man owned three or 
four lots in Fort Rouge, but threw 
them up rather than pay some forty 
dollars taxes. Four years ago these 
lots were sold for four hundred dol­
lars; three years ago they sold for six 
hundred ; last year they sold for six 
thousand dollars. It is to be hoped 
the former owner will be spared the 
pain of reading these lines.

Last winter the daily papers of 
Winnipeg, Calgary and Edmonton 
were swollen with huge real estate 
advertisement. At present all this 
business is at a' standstill. The 
banks have shut down on tee game, 
and I am told that sixty real estate 
offices in Winnipeg have taken out 
their telephones and are going to sum­
mer fallow the town lots fox the next 
season or two. They are going to let 
the people save up some money and 
give the banks time to loosen up. It 
is the same all the way across the 
west. However, the real estate men 
need a rest and can afford to take a 
holiday.

The common, ordinary copper cent 
which plays so important a place in 
the daily business of Ontario, is, as 
I have said, despised west of Lake 
Superior. Perhaps it would be truer 
to say that it was despised. One of 
the daily papers in Winnipeg tried to 
make the one cent piece respectable, 
but failed. That journal advertised 
its copies for sale at one cent and 
boys went on the street loaded down 
with coppers for use in making the 
change—but the people would not 
take to the innovation. No Winni­
peg citizen wanted to be seen accept­
ing copper change from a child on 
the main stieet. But where the press 
failed a new champion of the one 
cent pn.ee arose. The T. Eaton Co., 
of Tor' n‘o, started a branch store in 
Winnipeg and brought in one cent 
pieces by the keg. Goods are ad­
vertised at 49c., 79c. and 99c. The 
one cent piece is getting in its deadly 
work; it is taking its place on the

with no consequence. It seems this 
man had spoken too fast on one oc­
casion and determined never to be 
caught in the same way again, so 
before making any statements he re­
peats it three times to himself in 
order that he may examine it care­
fully and allow no rash fword to 
escape him.

New York, Aug. 23.—Bradstreet’s to­
morrow will say: “Buyers’ excursions 
have been a feature of the week, and 
the leading primary markets of the 
country have been filled with country 
merchants. As a result house trade 
has been stimulated, and orders for 
the dry goods, clothing and shoes, 
show considerable improvement. Fall 
goods shipments, except at a few cen­
tres, are said to equal a year ago at 
this date, the volume being made up 
of numerous orders rather than by 
any new interest or of heavy business. 
In fact many merchants display 
disposition to go slow, fearing that 
orders may fall off, not because of a 
decline in consumption, but merely 
a display of tightness. The cotton 
goods situation is in an almost un­
precedented condition. In spite of 
high priced raw material, the mills 
are prosperous, dividends large, sur­
plus heavy, and their stocks sell at 
high prices. On the other hand, ow 
ing to the uncertain money situation 
and some minor labor troubles, there 
is an increasing under-current of con­
servatism in the trade. The mills are 
oversold, many makes are "at. value 
and some of the manufacturers are 
refusing orders. Taken all in all the 
situation is such as to repay examin 
a tien. While orders on the books of 
English cotton mills are very large 
new business is considerably lighter. 
This is especially true of cloth, new 
demand for which is especially light. 
Efforts to bring about smaller pro­
duction are noted. Shipments in cloth 
and yam, all on old orders, are very 
large. New -mill building is still be 
ing done, despite the high cost of ma­
chinery, and there is little doubt that 
yam production will be heavily in­
creased in the next two years. The 
woollen and worsted manufacturers 
bought more heavily directly from the 
growers this season than ever before, 
paying fairly high ‘prices. The de­
mand is largely for worsteds, and the 
finer grades of woollen goods, but is 
rather slow at present, and the total 
of orders thus far taken is below ex­
pectations ; but this, it is hoped, will 
be remedied when the duplicate re-or- 
ders commence to arrive. The out­
look is only fair at present, as there 
is a possibility of the stoppage of 
many looms for lack of work to keep 
them running.

In iron and steel there is more of 
a disposition to speculate as to the 
future of the trade. New business 
has declined all round, but the 
plants are well provided with orders 
for the balance of the year, and speci­
fications against old contracts are 
coming in freely. Iron continues very 
quiet, demand being of a hand to 
mouth character. The undertone as 
regards prices is less favorable. Some 
foundries are said to be seeking loop­
holes for getting out of high price 
contracts placed early in the year 
Trade in sheets, tinplates, bar iron 
and tubes is less active, and some 
falling of in inquiries for steel bars 
is noted, although in special instances 
this commodity commands a pre­
mium.

Wire and wire products continue m 
heavy demand. Lead spelter and tin 
are weak. Copper is dull,, and prices 
are weaker than heretofore. Stocks 
over sea are said to be light. There 
fore it would not be surprising to see 
some sort of a buying movement com­
ing from that quarter.

Busines failures for the week end 
ing August 22, numbered 153 against 
146 last week, 155 in the like week of 
1906; 176 in 1906; 185 in 1904. Cana­
dian failure for the week numbered 
19, against 30 last week, and 10 in this 
week a year ago.

Wheat including flour exports from 
U. S. and Canada for the week end 
ing August 22, aggregated 3,504,347 
bushels, against 2,947,433 bushels last 
week, 3,196,187 this week last year, 
and 6,606,989 in 1901.

For the first eight weeks of the 
fiscal year, the exports are 22,476,540 
bushels against 18,124,000 bushels in 
1906-07 and 51,941,534 in 1901-2.

What R. Q. Dun Has To Say.
New York, Aug. 23.—R. G. Dun & 

Oo.’s weekly review of trade to-mor­
row will say: Jobbing markets are 
well attended by interior buyers and 
country merchants, who operate with 
great freedom considering the finan. 
cial stringency which has compelled

the postponement of much contem­
plated structural work. Yet, many 
western and southern cities report 
building operations in excess of last 
year’s, and as the harvests progress 
there is more disposition to increase 
preparations for future needs. Retail 
stocks have been depleted by the cus­
tomary bargain sales and prepara­
tions for fall and winter trade indi­
cate confidence in continued activity. 
At most points there is no complaint 
regarding collections, but reports from 
Canada indicate many requests for re­
newals. Leading industrial plants 
are well occupied, many mills having 
output sold far into 1908. Inquiry for 
pig iron has improved chiefly for 
small lots and promptly, considerable 
Bessemer iron being notably urgent 
for quick shipments. But scarcely 
any can be had earlier than October. 
In most sections of the iron and steel 
industry, conditions are normally 
more quiet at this time than any oth­
er month of the year, and the moder­
ate decrease in new business of late 
has received more atttention than the 
circumstances warranted because of 
the phenomenally active period pre­
ceding. Conditions in the cotton 
goods industry continue satisfactory, 
some mills having contracts covering 
production of the next year, and find 
no difficulty in maintaining prices at 
the top. Some plants have been com­
pelled to stop machinery until the 
production of gray goods caught up, 
but otherwise the industry is fully oc­
cupied and prices are readily main­
tained. One element of strength is 
the high position of the raw mate­
rial. Weekly shipments of footwear 
from Boston again exceed similar fig­
ures for last year, and the volume 
of new business has improved over 
recent preceding weeks. Yet buyers 
persist in a conservative policy oper 
ating only in accordance with actual 
requirements. Business is more ac­
tive in the west, St. Louis manufac 
turers receiving orders more freely 
than those situated in New England. 
Leather is firmer than hides, chiefly 
by curtailed tanning, few purchaser.' 
being able to obtain concesisons.

SEARCHED FIVE YEARS.

For Woman He Wanted to Marryi 
Only to Kill Her Afterward. *

New York, August 21,—After i 
search that lasted five years and 
covered fifteen thousand miles on 
two continents, Julius Teich found 
the girl he loved and persuaded her to 
marry him, only to kill her in a fit 1 
anger after two months of wedded 
life, and then repentant took hi: 
o.vn life.

Pistol shots today aroused occu­
pants of an apartment house in West 
126th street, where Teich and hi? 
bride lived, and when the police broke 
into the flat they found Teich and his 
wife unconscious. Both died within 
a few minutes.

Emily Herter lived with her parents 
when she first met Teich, who was 
a silk weaver. Teich was possessed 
of violent temper and Emily feared 
ts marry him. Her parents also ob 
jected, but Teich was insistent, so the 
girl left Germany secretly and came 
to America. This was five years ago 
For two years Teich searched Ger­
many for her. Then her parents ad­
mitted that she was in America, but 
refus id to tell him where. Nothing 
daunted, the young man came to 
America and renewed his search. B. 
hunted New York for months. Then 
he went to Minneapolis, St. Louis, 
Philadelphia and Scranton, where he 
thought the girl had friends. He re­
turned to New York a few months ago 
and accidentally met Emily on the 
street. She was living with an 
aunt, and, in spite of her relativi s 
objection, Emily consented to marry 
the man who haa been so faithful in 
his search for her That was two 
months ago.

Neighbors say that there was a 
quarrel in the Teich apartment be­
cause Emily refused to get up for the 
breakfast this morning Julius had 
prepared. There was sharp words 
and a pistol shot. The pleading 
words for forgiveness from Julius 
followed by another shot. Then the 
police broke in and hurried the un­
conscious couple to a hospital, where 
both died. , ;

Of Saskatchewan may be Pres­

Manila, Aug. 22.—The government 

has given orders for tjie suppression 
of the Katipunan flag in the Philip­
pines and to stop the sale of Kati-. 
punan emblems. The victorious na- 
conalistas politicians flaunt the se­
cret flag on every occasion and Amer­
icans are indignant at the treatment 
accorded the American flag. A mass 
meeting of Filipinos is to be held to 
resent the action of the government. 
The final returns of the recent elec­
tions have not been received by the 
municipality. Those heard from do 
not change the complexion of the as 
sembly, which is given as follows : 
Naconalistas 31, Progressistas 16, In­
dependents 19, Immediasts, 7, Inde- 
pendestas 4, Nacional Independents 1. 
Catolico 1. The total vote recorded 
was 97,803, which is only 1.4 per cent, 
of the present population of the is­
lands.

Can’t Tell Amount Stolen.
Chicago Ill, Aug. 22.—Post Office 

Inspector Kimball declared today af­
ter investigation of the recent theft of 
two mail pouches on a Chicago, Bur­
lington & Quincy train that the stol­
en pouches contained matter sent to 
points east of Chicago. He said that 
if $250,000 had been stolen it must 
have been currency sent from the 
Denver banks to New York. The in­
spector doubted very much, however, 
that such an amount had been taken. 
He said that there was no means of 
knowing whether the pouches con­
tained $250,000 or $2.50, but that the 
amount whatever it was must have 
been bound for New York.

RUGBY TEAM ERACTISING HARD.
The Strathcona Rugby football team 

recently organized, have been prac­
ticing hard during the past three 
weeks, in expectation of a series of 
glames shortly with the Edmonton 
club. Though they have not yet re­
ceived an answer to their challenge of 
some days ago. it is understood that 
a game is being arranged by the labor 
union for the sports on Labor day. 
The Edmonton team have consented 
to play on that date.

POSECUTING ICE TRUST.

In Los Angeles—Concerted Action 
Raised Price 25 Per Cent.

Loe Angeles, Cal., Aug. 20—The four 
corporate members of the so-called 
Los Angeles ice trust were today sum­
moned into court to answer to a 
charge of conspiracy in restraint of 
trade in violation of the Cartwright 
anti-trust law. In addition, the fol­
lowing companies and individuals 
were cited to appear next Tuesday: 
Union Ice Co., National Cold Storage 
Co., Los Angeles Ice Cold Storage Co., 
Merchants Cold Storage Co., Stephen 
A. Bulfinch, J. G. Cashin, J. G. Mc­
Kinney and Fred G. Calkins. The of- ’ 
fence charged is, under the law, a 
misdemeanor punishable with a max­
imum fine of $5,000, or a ye^ar im­
prisonment, or both, for each 'offense 
and a minimum fine $50 or six month 
imprisonment, or both. The com- 
panys are charged with raising con­
ceitedly the price of ice 25 to 50 per 
cent. August 1st.

Failed to Send Representatives.
Denver, Colo., Aug. 21.—Complica­

tions have arisen in the negotiations 
for a joint conference between repre­
sentatives of the Brotherhood of Rail­
way Trainmen, who are demanding a 
flat increase of 2 ettnts an hour for 
yard-men on all roads from Denver 
west, and the managers, who are in 
Denver to meet them. Last night it 
was thought that the situation was 
cleared, but the failure of several of 
the largest railroads to send represen­
tatives caused a deadlock. One of 
the managers said they expected o 
have all the railroads at the confer* 
enee, but up to noon .today nothing 
had been heard from the officials on 
the Santa Fe, Burlington, Missouri 
Pacific, and Texas Pacific.

Resume Outrages in Colorado.
Cripple Creek, Colo., Aug. 22.—An 

attempt was made about noon today 
to blow up tre incoming short line 
passenger train with dynamite at St. 
Peter’s Dome, midway between Crip­
ple Creek and Colorado Springs. 
Every window in the last car was 
broken and M. J. Cary, of Victor, 
deputy state inspector, had his hand 
cut. A number of women fainted 
and there was great excitement. Sim­
ilar attempts were made to blow up 
the same train at Duffield yesterday. 
The dynamiters escaped, but the sher­
iff is on their trail.

Predictions of Old Moore.
London, August 21.—Old Moore, 

wizard and 'almanac maker, of Lon­
don, England, has been dreaming of 
the'year 1908, and if the familiar 
white-covered tale of his vision, just 
published, is less a nightmare , than 
usual, it has acquired an unwonted 
Jules Verne flavor.

For instance, he says, that in March 
1908, we must look out for trouble on 
battleships. "Their greatest enemy is 
in their holds ; the effects of earth 
current, acting on the vast magnetic^ 
body of metal, will be automatic in 
their destruction.”

Still dreaming of the navy, he fore­
tells, for December, “a new idea cf 
coast defence in floating circular iron­
clads impenetrable for any shots, ow­
ing to the want of a striking point. 
If necessary, they can reverse quicxly 
on a dropped pivot anchor.”

September will be marked by a la­
boratory discovery which “will cause 
double crops in many parts of the 
country,” and October by the inven­
tion of reflecting ceilings, the effect 
of which “will be funny in the ball­
room.”

In December a "new and very 
beautiful flower will appear and make 
a great sensation.”

Found Body of “Suggestion" Suicide.
Minneapolis, Minn., Aug. 22.—Po­

licemen who searched the river for 
two days found the body of Ida 
Frenette late yesterday, a few feet be­
low the steel arch bridge from where 
she jumped into the river on Monday 
night. The body evidently had not 
been carried by the current of the 
river, for the body was found about 
30 feet below the place where she 
struck the water. Mrs. Frank Adam­
son, sister of the dead girl, identified 
the body, which was turned over to 
the relatives after the coroners had 
been summoned. Neither friends nor 
relatives can learn of any love affair 
in the girl’s life that would cause 
her to take her life and the theory 
is that the suicide of Grace Adam­
son two years ago, preyed on her 
mind.

Fear for Men on Cruise.
Milwaukee, Wis., Aug. 20—A Sen- 

tinal special from Marinette, Wis., 
says : Considerable apprehension is 
felt regarding the whereabout of the 
sailing yacht Ingersoll, which should 
have returned from a week’s cruise on 
Green Bay early Monday morning.

TO PURCHASE THE 
KOOTENAY ROAD

Important Negotiations in Pro­
gress at Calgary to Open up 

Grand Country.

Bulletin Special.
Calgary, August 22.—Important ne­

gotiations aTh in progress in tiie city 
between C. Hungerford Pollen and 
J. A. Harvey, of Cranbrook, B.C., and 
Mr. Dennis, of the C.P.R., which will 
involve the transfer of the charter of 
the Kootenay Central Railway to the 
"big company.

Vice-president Whyte an’d Mr. Den­
nis went over the route recently, and 
the present negotiations are the 
sequence.

The, charter was granted, five years 
ago by the Federal house, and the 
promoters were a syndicate of Euro­
peans who own large holdings of farm 
and mineral lands in the Kootenay 
valley.

For some reason, probably finan­
cial, work was not started, and when 
the company was prepared to discuss 
active operations the government 
couldn’t see dear to do much in the 
way of a subsidy. This checked the 
plans, and as the company’s only- 
idea in building the road was to de­
velop its holdings it was thought ad­
visable to try to sell to the C.P.R.

The route is from Golden to a 
point on the Crow’s Nest line, about 
175 miles altogether.

It goes through one of the most 
fertile valleys in B.C-, where hun­
dreds of thousands of dollars’ worth 
of timber stands undeveloped.

There are wealthy mineral deposits, 
and it is said the farm and fruit lands 
are the very best'.

The construction of the line by tire 
C.P.R. would add a valuable branch 
and give relief to the pressure on 
the Crow's Nest line.

It is all a matter of price, but as 
the Kootenay company have se many 
other holdings they will probably not 
he too stiff. Without the road a lot 
of investments is tjed up. Mr. Pol­
len, who was seen, said he thought 
that the road would make a fine pay­
ing one for the C.P.R., and.would 
develop a country whose richness very 
few have any conception of.

REVELATIONS IN 
SUNNY SOUTH

Ex-Governor of Kentucky Makes 
Conditions As To His Re­

turn Home For Trial.

Indianapolis, August 23.—William 
Taylor, former governor of Kentucky, 
whose extradition has been sought 
by the authorities of that state since 
the assassination of Governor Wm. 
Goebet, seven years ago, tonight gave 
out a signed statement which he says 
is the first public statement he has 
made since leaving his native state.

Makes a Statement.
He first dissects the promise of im­

munity said to have been offered him 
recently should he testify in the 
Powers’ case, and then makes a 
proposition to tne Kentucky authori­
ties to return to his home state and 
stand trial of the .charge against him­
self if granted certain guarantees. 
The statement says :

“For more than seven years I have 
borne in silence the slanders and 
persecutions of those who robbed me 
of what Heaven knows was my own, 
and who, to conceal that crime against 
liberty, and for no other reason, in­
dicted and drove me into exile, 
trust, an indulgent public will permit 
me now to break that silence.

Can Not Grant Immunity.
“Commonwealth Attorney Robert B 

Franklin knows that I have fully 
testified in the Powers case by de 
position. This testimony is a part 
of the record of the case a.nd is ac­
ceptable to him at all times. He 
knows, too, that he had a right to 
cross-examine men at the time I gave 
it, and did not do so. He knows 
thàt neither he nor any o her officer 
or combination of officers in Ken­
tucky has the legal power to grant 
such immunity, and then were I to 
return under such promise of im­
munity I would have been arrested, 
denied bail, and, like Mr. Powers, be 
subjected to nothing less than a mock 
trial by a partisan court before a 
packed partisan jury, and with a 
$100.000 corruption fund as a power­
ful incentive to conviction.

Demands a Guarantee.
The law is clear that Mr. Franklin 

pr any other officer has no power to 
promise immunity. But inasmuch as 
Mr. Franklin abounds in propositions 
and promises, and seems enamored 
of the idea that he can do things, I 
will say this, if he will in some way 
provide an absolute guaranty—not 
merely a promise, a guaranty that 
will inspire confidence among sen 
sible, level-headed, honest men—a 
guaranty, the spirit of which may not 
be violated, though the letter be ob­
served—that I will be given a fair 
and impartial trial, I will gladly re­
turn to Kentucky and submit to trial.

Conditions of Return.
“In other words, if Mr. Franklin 

will cause what remains of the one 
hundred thousand dollars corruption 
fund to be returned to the treasury of 
Kentucky, and no part of it to be used 
in these prosecutions, thus putting 
my case on the same footing as other 
criminal cases; if he will guarantee 
that all trial juries, in my ease shall 
be composed of six upright Demo­
crats, and a like number of unright 
Republicans; will guarantee that bail 
will be granted me within the limits 
of $100,000; will dismiss the indict­
ments used as prosecuting witnesses 
except myself, leaving them free to 
testify without fear, coercion or re­
strain ; and last, but by no means 
least, will in advance, by mutual 
agreement, select an able, upright and 
impartial judge to try my case, 1 
will, without any promise of immun­
ity, voluntarily and gladly return to 
Kentucky, not-only to testify in the 
Powers' case, but to submit myself to 
trial before a jury Of ray native 
state.”

To Withdraw Trans-Canada Limited.
Winnipeg, Man., Aug. 22.—On the 

last of the present month the trans- 
Canada Limited, the crack summer 
train of the C. P. R., will be with­
drawn for the season. This train was 
put on this year to accommodate the 
through tourist traffic of tiie company, 
which has grown to such an extent 
during the past four or five seasons. 
Formerly it was not difficult for the 
regular trans-continental trains to 
handle all through business. Then the 
world awoke to the jiissibilities of 
Canada, and its fame spread to all of 
the civilized countries. Immigration 
started, and with it tiie tourist move­
ment. Tourists discovered that the 
route across Canada was not only a 
direct one from Great Britain to 
China and Japan, but that it was 
fast, and offered many attractions in 
the way of scenerv. The result was 
that the Imperial Limited trains were 
put on, to help out the situation. The 
first year the limited trains were 
only on for a couple of months, but 
now the traffic has increased till they 
will probably ba left on this year 
without a break. This year the com­
pany, more or less as an experiment, 
put on the trans-Canada trains and 
the results have more than borne out 
the claims of those who pressed for 
the service. The time was cut down 
len hours for the run across the con­
tinent and tourists have time and 
again expressed their appreciation of 
tiie service given. The service was 
well patronized and, it is expected, 
that next season the train will be run 
for three or four months. The last 
train of the service will leave Van­
couver, September 1st, while the last 
one from the East will leave Montreal 
on August 31st, completing their runs 
in each case.* There will still be the 
last trans-continental train, the Over­
seas Limited, which connects with 
the through steamship service for 
England and Japan.

Appointed to Economics Chair.

“At the joint committee meeting, 
held in Banff, which I have just left/’ 
continued Mr. Galvin, “there was 
more harmony- between us and the 
opératoire than ever before. Each 
side is getting oil- a basis of under­
standing each other better, and they 
also understand their contracts and 
the operators better. The operators 
have also come to understand the 
men better since last winter.

Roosevelt and Party Return.
Oyster Bay. Aug: 21—The naval 

yacht "Mayflower,” with President 
Roosevelt and party on board, drop­
ped anchor in Oyster Bay at five 
o'clock this afternoon. It required 0 
hours longer to make the return from 
Provincetown, Mass., than was anti­
cipated, owing to the. heavy fog 
which prevailed during the early 
morning hours and practically ail 
day. Oyster Bay was reached during 
a heavy shower. The rain did not 
last long and the president and party 
went ashore shortly after the May­
flower came to. anchor.

Hat, and Swift Current, it touched 
80 degrees during the last 24 hours, 
and a dozen other localities in Mani­
toba and Alberta were well up in the 
70’s, while the lowest touched was 
well above the fatal mark of 32 de­
grees.

Cutting has been started at Car­
man, where they have harvested a 
lot of barley and oats, and some 
wheat. The reports from Brandon, 
Broadview and Souris sections are 
encouraging, although the weather 
has been a trifle cold in spots. At 
Lauder, in the Estavan section, cut 
ting will commence Saturday.. Cut­
ting has been going on all along the 
Glenboro branch for some days, and 
from reports received it is expected 
that a good crop will be realized.

BIG INCREASE IN FOREIGN 
TRADE.

Ottawa, Aug. 21—Canada’s foreign 
trade totalled $214,156,015 for the first 
four months of the fiscal year begin­
ning April 1. x

This is an increase of $22,090,054 
over the corresponding period of last 
year. Durine the four months the 
imports totalled $131,803,070, an in­
crease of ^>25,610,424.

Slight Decreasa in Exports.
There was a decrease of $1,948,653 

in the volume of exports which total­
led $82,352,945. However, exports are 
now showing a tremendous increase, 
and it is expected that the remaining 
months of the year will more than 
make up for the falling off in the 
first few months. During the four 
months exports of products of the 
mine showed an increase of $743,832, 
and agricultural products showed an 
increase of $3,847,874.

Decreases in exports for the per­
iod were : Fish $546,160, lumber $590,- 
208; animals and their products $5,- 
022,373, manufactures $342,149.

July a Busy Month.
During the month of July the vol­

ume of exports took a remarkable 
jump of $11,174,051, totalling for the 
month $27,723,599. Exports of pro­
duce of the mine showed for the 
month an increase of three and a half 
millions; products of the fisheries an 
increase for the month,of three-quar­
ters of a million; lumber of almost 
five millions; animals and their pro­
ducts a decrease of a million; agri­
cultural products an increase of five 
and a quarter millions, and manu­
factures an increase of almost three- 
quarters of a million.

But the honor of first growing this 
popular cereal seems to belong to 
Pincher Creek.

CANADAN MINT READY

In a Few Weeks—Bullion To Be Had 
From Canadian Refinery.

Toronto, Aug. 21.—A despatch from 
Vancouver, B.C., says that the Otta­
wa report that the federal mint would 
not be able to operate in absence of 
electrolytic refinery in Canada, over­
looks Trail, B. C., whre one of the 
best plants in America has been in 
operation four years. Its bullion was 
accepted two years ago by the Unit­
ed States government as the purest 
submitted for Philippine coinage.

The equipment of the Canadian 
branch oi the royal mint has so far 
progressed that it is expected the es­
tablishment will be in operation in 
six or seven weeks. The building and 
plant will cost half a million dollars, 
and the annual outlay for salaries and 
wages will amount to $100,000. The 
officials às well as the majority of the 
employees, will be brought from Eng­
land. Dr. Bonar, the director, will 
have a salary of $5,500 a year. Mr. 
Cleve, the superintendent, will, re­
ceive $3,500,, and the coinage foreman 
and minter foreman $1,200 each. The 
wages of the thirty-five employees will 
range from $2 to $3 per day.

Want Government Work Union.
Montreal, August 23.—Local labor 

unions are to petition the Ottawa and 
Quebec governments requesting that 
in future all government construction 
work throughout the province be 
given only to union men and at cur­
rent rate.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even numbered section of Do­
minion Lands in Manitoba or the 
North-West Provinces, excepting 8 
and 26, not reserved, may be home­
steaded by any person the eole head 
of a family, or male over 18 years of 
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec­
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry 
must be made in person by the ap­
plicant at the office of the local Agent 
or Sub-Agent. Entry by proxy may, 
however, be made on certain condi­
tions by the father, mother, still, 
daughter, brother, or sister of an in­
tending homesteader.

An application for entry or inspec­
tion made personally at any Sub- 
agent’s office may be wired to the 
local Agent by the Subagent, at the 
expense of the applicant, and if the 
land applied for is vacant on receipt 
of the telegram such application is 
to have priority and the land will be 
held until the necessary papers to 
complete the transaction are receiv­
ed by mail. ,

In case of "personation” the entry 
will be summarily cancelled and the 
applicant will forfeit all priority of 
claim.

An application for inspection must 
be made in person. The applicant 
must be eligible for homestead entry, 
and only one application for inspec­
tion will be deceived from an indivi" 
dual until that application has been 
disposed of.

A homesteader whose, entry is. in 
good standing, and not liable to can­
cellation, may, subject to approval of 
Department, relinquish it in favour 
of father, mother, son, daughter, 
brother or sister, if eligible, but to 
no one else, on filing declaration of 
abandonment.

Where an entry is summarily can­
celled, or voluntarily abandoned, sub­
sequent to institution of concellation 
proceedings, the applicant for inspec­
tion will be entitled to prior right of 
entry.

Applicants for Inspection must 
state in what particulars the home-- 
deader is in default, and if subse­
quently the statement is found to be 
incorrect in material particulars, the 
applicant will lose any prior right of 
re-entry, shoulu the land become 
vacant, or if entry has been granted 
it may be summarily cancelled.

Duties.—A settler is required to 
perform the conditions- under one of 
the following plans :—

(1) At least six months’ residence 
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year during the term of three 
years.

(2) If the father (or mother, if the 
father is deceased) of a homesteader 
resides upon a farm in the vicinity of 
the land entered for by such home­
steader the requirement as to rest 
donee may be satisfied by such per­
son residing with the father or 
mother.

(3) If the settler has his permanent 
residence upon farming land owned 
by him in the vicinity of his home­
stead ,the requirement may be satis­
fied by residence upon Such land.

Before making application for 
patent the settler « must give six 
months’ notice in writing to he Com­
missioner of Dominion Lands at Ot­
tawa, of his intention to do so. 
SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-

WEST MINING REGULATIONS.
Coal.—Coal mining rights may be 

leased for a period ot twenty-one 
vears at an annual rental of $1 per 
acre. Not more than 2,560 acres 
«hall be leased to one individual or 
company. A royalty at the rate of 
five cents per ton shall be collected 
on the merchantable coal mined.

Quartz.—A person eighteen years of 
age, or over, having discovered 
mineral in place, may locate a claim 
1,500 x 1,500 feet.

Thc fee for recording a claim is $5.
At least $100 must be expended on 

the claim each year or paid to the 
mining recorder in lieu thereof. When 
$500 has been expended or paid, the 
locator may, upon having a survey 
made, and upon complying with other 
liequirenients, purchase me land at 
$1 per acre.

The patent provides for the pay­
ment of a royalty of 2 12 per cent, on 
the sale.

Placer mining claims generally are 
100 feet square; entry fee $5, renew­
able yearly.

An applicant may obtain two leases 
to dredge for gold of five miles each 
for a term of twenty years, renewable 
at the discretion of the Minister of 
the Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge in 
operation within one season from the 
date of the lease for each five miles. 
Rental $10 per annum for each mile 
of river leased. Royalty at the rate 
oi ‘.Ï 1-2 per cent, collected on the 
output after it exceeds $10,000.

the hands of the council.

During the yeay 1906 the net assess­
ment of the city was $17,046,798, and 
the taxes collected during the year, 
*159,082.94. At the end Of the year 
the overdraft at the Imperial bank 
was $652,000' fifty thousand of which 
was current account, and the remain­
ing $6C2,000 made up as follows:—

These amounts have since bien cov­
ered by the face of the debentures sold 
to the National Trust. In the entire 
amount interest at the rate of 5 per 
cent, was paid during the time elaps­
ing between the undertaking of the 
works in question and the sale of de­
bentures. While the National Trust 
has contracted to purchase Ihesexde- 
bentures they have not yet advanced 
the whole amount of money, and, in 
consequence, in the present bank 
overdra't a part of the amount repre­
sented in these debentures is still in­
cluded. The amount whjch may be 
termed an actual overdraft is the $50,- 
000 on current account. That amount 
represents the excess of expenditures 
over receipts last year.

CHARGES GROSS MISMANAGE­
MENT OF CITY’S AFFAIRS.

Superintendent A. E. Morrison, ( f 
the City Waterworks Department, ha 
tendered his resignation to the City 
Commissioners, to take effect as soon 
as another man to fill his position 
can be secured. Mr. Morrison ir 
recognized both by the Commission­
ers and the Council as one of tht 
ablest officials in the city’s employ 
His resignation at this particular 
ime, when the city works are in i 

largely constructive stage, will be a 
severe loss to the corporation.

When waited upon by a represen 
tative of Tile Bulletin yesterday 
ifternoon Mr. Morrison was naturally 
averse to discussing the present 
situation. He, however, confirmed 
the report of his resignation and tht 
tact that he had been asked by the 
Commissioners, to withdraw it, but 
had refused to do so.

'Disgusted With Administration.
It is generally understood that the 

uperintendent is thoroughly disgust 
id with the administration of the city 
business as it relates to his depart 
n.ent and refuses to be longer iuenti 
,ied with the alleged mismanagement.

"There is no head to the adminis 
tration of affairs,” declared Mr. Mor­
rison, “Everything is going aloiij 
with no one to superintend or take 
responsibility. In, say, ten years 
time when the present bunglin} 
comes to light, I don’t want people 
to point to me as one who was iden­
tified with these works, and as a re­
mit I have resigned and am deter­
mined to get out.”

Mr. Morrison also stated that th 
waterworks system was in such bar 
condition when he took charge of i> 
that it will be a long time before i 
is straightened out. At the present 
time it is impossible to bring ordei 
out of the chaos.

System Entirely Lacking.
The main grievance in connection 

with the itrouble between Mr. Morri 
ton and the Commissioners is tnai 
city material is handled by the Sup 
erintendent of Stores and Works 
Mr. Hilliam, and the heads of thi 
departments are said to be frequentlj 
unaware of the transactions or arriva 
ul. material. As a result, Mr. Morri 
son asserts, there is involved -t 
.vaste of much money and great an 
aoyance to those who are really re 
iponsible for the work of the depart 
nents.

It is understood that Mr. Morrisoi 
ias been given the assurances by tn 
'’ommissioners that the loose method; 
if business about which he com 
ilained will be remedied. This i 
lot satisfactory, however, to him and 
ue insists that he.be relieved as sooi 
is possible from his business rela 
ions with the city of Edmonton.
"If I were to remain the result 

would be,” he says, “that those mei 
who are responsible for tne unbusi 
less tike methods, if they are snub 

bed, would be resentful towards me 
Therefore. I wish to get clear of thi; 
work altogether.”

A Case In Point.
One of the recent cases in which 

Mr. Morrison says there has beer 
displayed a gress piece oi misman 
agement came to light several days 
ago. In the middle of last June ai 
irder was given, to immediately win 
to the manufacturers for some lea' 
pipe to make connections with stree 
mains. Ever since that time, through 
mt the remainder of June and th' 
intire month of July and on int' 
August, the waterworks extension 
have been delayed in waiting for .-a 
material. Every available piece c 
’ead pipe has been purchased by th< 
department both in Edmonton am 
Strathcona, while every day the rusl 
shipment, valued between two and 
three hundred dollars, has been anx 
iously looked for, but there was m 
sign of its arrival.

Material Lying in Warehouse.
What was Supt. Morrison's surprise 

when he learned that it had reache' 
Edmonton about the first of July 
bad been hauled to the city storef 
lepartment and lay there ever sine 
without any intimation having beet 
given the waterworks departure n* 
that it had come to hand. Endorse1 

. on the invoice were the words, I'm-; 
lerial recevied and , prices con-act 
Edward Hilliam, Supt.”

This is a sample of the busines1 
methods .said Mr. Morrison. "Who 
right had Mr. Hilliam to say tha 
Prices were correct when he knew 
abaoliitley nothing about the order 
ing of the material till it reached 
him."

This is but one instance of a large 
number that have been very annoy­
ing to the Superintendent and tnat 
have caused him to insist on resign­
ing his position in connection with 
the -eit.y

As To Telephones.
Incidentally, Mr. Morrison, who, 

previous to taking charge of the 
waterworks was telephone superin­
tendent, and is recognized as an ex­
pert in telephonic work, holds pretty 
strong views oa the Lorimer auto-, 
matic telephone system, which is to 
be installed here if the present con­
tract under consideration by the 
council is not annulled.

“Edmoriton is simply being ex­
perimented on by this system,” lie 
said. “There are now only 275 
Lorimer telephones in use in the 
world, and these are all in Peter- 
boro.”

He had been told and believed that 
that city had not yet paid a cent to 
the company. It was only an experi­
ment as yet, and while it might work 
well there with 275 lines it is very 
questionable whether it would Le 
satisfactory with the twelve or fifteen 
hundred lines that will be demanded 
when the system is installed in Ed­
monton and Strathcona.

When the contract was let it was 
understood the plant would t-c; 
manufactured in Canada, but instead, : 
as far as can be learned, practically 
all the equipment is being construct­
ed in the United States. No satis­
faction can be obtained as to when 
it will be delivered, and there is the 
strongest reason to believe that it will 
not be ready for installation before 
six or eight months.

Complicated Apparatus.
The instrument now on exhibition 

at the commissioners’ office is a very 
complicated one, and from its ap­
pearance will bfe both cumbersome 
to operate and easy to get out of 
order. There will be the experi­
mental stage in Edmonton, and if 
the system fails to prove satisfactory 
the city has to begin all over again

with great ^convenience to the 
citizens who are patrons oi the ser­
vice.

"From what we have seen of the 
Lorimer up till the present time,” 
mid Mr. Morrison, “it appears to he 
merely a baby system, practically un­
tried and untested. The city of Ed­
monton is being used by the company 
more, to experiment on than anything 
else.”

While not urging any particular 
system, either automatic or manual, 
he says there are others that have 
‘his one Beaten in every respect. He 
is a strong believer in the Automatic 
Electric Company’s system, of Chi 
cago, if an automatic system is to to 
elected. This system, he says, has- 
been in use in many cities for the 
oast fifteen years and has given 
general satisfaction. ,
__ "Better even to buy out a Bell out 
it-,” he said, “than install a system 
of which nothing is known and be 
lind which there is no strong com 
oany to turn in case it does not come 
ip to expectations and to what was 
promised of it.”

MAYOR GRIESBACH REFUTES
THE MORRISON CHARGES.

Friday’s (Daily.
The statement of the superintendent 

of waterworks, A. E. Morrison, in 
condemnation of the alleged misman­
agement of city affairs, which was 
published exclusively The Bulletin 
published exclusively in The Bulletin 
much comment throughout the city.

That Mr. Morrison's charges have 
caused a great deal of discussion 
among citizens shows that what he 
bas said is regarded as having con- 
r.derable weight. This is undoubted­
ly due to the reputation as a more 
than ordinarily able engineer that he 
carried with him to this city, and that 
le has enhanced, since he took charge 

of the telephone and waterworks de­
partment.

This forenoon The Bulletin waited 
îpon Mayor Griesbach with reference 
‘o Mr. Morrison’s interview, and re­
vived from him the following state­
ment, setting out the case from the' 
viewpoint of hinjself and the other 
;ity commissioners :

Mr. Morrison’s Engagement.
“Mr. Morrison was brought here by 

he city engineeer, and was placed in 
charge of the telephone department. 
Subsequently, Mr. Morrison was also 
given charge of the waterworks de- 
uartment at a salary of $150 per 
nonth, having two excellent sub- 
leads under him in the persons of 
Mr. Gumming, of the telephone de­
partment, and Mr. Maclean, of the 
waterworks department. Mr. Morri­
son was given complete and entire 
lharge of these two departments. He 
vas told that both of these depart- 
nents, by reason of their disorganiz- 
id condition, required the closest ai­
ent! on, and the commissioners assur- 
id him that he would have the fullest 
luthoritv and the entire sympathy of 
he commissioners in the carrying on 
if the work of these two depart­
ments.

Failed to Complain to Right 
Authorities.

“Dealing with Mr. Morrison’s state­
ments in order. His first complaint 
is that the superintendent of the 
stores department certified to mate 
ial on arrival pertaining to the de­
partments over which Mr. Morrison 
had charge. In the evolution of a 
iystem the superintendent of stores 
was instructed to accept such mate­
rials as might be billed to the city, 
md hold them upon the order of the 
mperintendents of the various de­
partments in the city warehouse. If 
certain modifications of the procedure 
were necessary or advisable it was 
and is the duty of the various super­
intendents to bring the desirability oi 
such changes to the notice of any of 
the other commissioners or myself. I 
ind upon inquiry that with regard to 
his particular complaint, Mr. Morri- 
lon discussed the matter with the 
mperintendent of stores, the city en­
gineer, and the superintendent of the 
lead office department, men who are 
-Hiual only in rank to himself, and 
whose opinion on various matters is 
is good as Mr. Morrison's. Mr. Mor­
ison did not lay this matter before 
me, however, until he tendered his re- 
lignation ; and the necessary commis- 
uoners’ orders have been issued to 
rectify the state of affairs complained 
igainst, and Mr. Morrison has declar- 
ad himself satisfied so far that is 
concerned.

Their Word Against His.
“With regard to the complaint that 

certain lead pipe urgently required 
lay in the city warehouse, and that 
Mr. Morrison was not advised of its 
arrival, the superintendent of stores 
and the city engineer both declare 
that Mr. Morrison was advised upon 
its arrival.

As To Telephone Statement.
"Mr. Morrison declares further that 

Edmonton is simply being experi­
mented upon by the Lorimer Tele­
phone Co., and that there are only 
375 Lorimer phones inf use in the 
whole world, It occurs to me that 
it was the duty of. Mr. Morrison, who 
s, or was, the telephone expert of 

the city of Edmonton, to lay this im­
portant information before the com­
missioners, or the Council, but 
has held it in reserve and 
gives it for the first time to the 
world at large through the medium 
of the press. As to the truth of this 
statement the commissioners have 
every reason to believe that the facts 
are otherwise than stated by Mr. Mor­
rison.

“With regard to the general state­
ment that “there is no head to the 
administration of affairs,” and that 
"everything is going along with no 
one to superintend or take the respon­
sibility,” this must necessarily be a 
matter of opinion. Mr. Morrison was 
the absolute head of two important 
departments ; he was assured of the 
sympathy and support of the commis­
sioners, and when he saw fit to lay 
liis troubles before the commissioners 
he received an attentive hearing and 
his suggestions were carried out as 
far as it was possible oi advisable 
to carry them out, having regard for 
the claims of other departments.

Hold Morrison Responsible.
“If the waterworks and telephone 

departments were not satisfactorily 
conducted in Mr. Morrison's opinion, 
the commissioners hold Mr. Morrison 
absolutely responsible, and it is not 
for Mr. Morrison or any other super­
intendent to complain of the organ­
ization until he shall have perfected 
his own department.

“The commissioners do not pretend 
that the system in vogue in the city 
is perfect. They do, however, claim 
that it is better than it was, and that 
it will be better than it is, and they 
believe that it will only be by the ex­
ercise of patience and loyal and cour­
ageous endeavor that the more or less 
perfect organization can be obtained.

“The municipal machine is a Com­
paratively new one. Owing to the 
large undertaking and the large ex­
penditure of the current year, it was 
subjected to a severe strain, and now 
that that expenditure has been reduc­
ed, and a great many people feel that 
they have a personal grievance 
against the administration, the work 
of the various departments has been 
rendered more difficult.

"Other superintendents have been 
confronted with difficulties of various 
kinds, and they have wrestled with 
these problems until they have 
brought order out of chaos, and their 
departments are established upon a 
firm basis. These men have had pa­
tience and courage. On the other 
band, Mr. Morrison has apparently 
taken every means but the right 
method of bringing his departments 
up to standard, and I cannot but be 
forced to the conclusion that his job 
was too big for him."

INSTLUNG FIRE ALARMS.
Saturday’s Daily.

Work on the installation of the 
new fire alarm system is in progress 
4oday, the portion of the city now 
/being covered including all south 
if Jasper in the western part of the 
ci tv. In this section sixteen boxes 
will be placed, the first two of which 
are now on the corners of Jasper with 
McDougall and first.

As each box is placed in position 
it is tested and is then ready for use. 
The entire sixteen, it is expected, will 
be ready for operation by Saturday 
next. The remainder will be delayed 
some time pending the permanent in­
stallation work on the new telephone 
system.

In connection with the new sys­
tem the city commissioners are ask­
ing the council to amend the bylaw 
making the penalty for ringing in 
false alarms punishable by thirty

days’ imprisonment without the op-j 
tion of a fine. i

Chief Davidson, of the fire depart­
ment requests that all citizens make 
themselves familiar with the boxes 
nearest their homes and with their 
working. To this end he will be glad 
to give any necessary explanation 
by means of the sample box, to any 
that call at the fire hall. Also when 
an alarm is rung in it is advisable 
that the person calling out the bri­
gade remain at the box to point out 
the place of the fire unless it can 
be clearly seen without directions as 
to its location being given.

Similar collections 
of grains, etc., are being gotten at 
leading points in the province.
