This is what we 
lived on till December 12tli. The 
more you boil it the harder it seems 
to get.” On the 12th the party reach­
ed an encampment of Indians wt|r 
were living on lynx and rabbits. 
There was feed for the exhausted 
horses here, and Harper decided tr 
leave them behind with Constable 
Stevenson.

Going on for two more days, the 
officer and packer reached and cross­
ed the Smoky RiVer three times cr 
foot and reached Grand Cache. "The 
water took ns about the waist, anti 
then froze onr clothes and we were 
all in when we got there.” Here 
there was fresh news of the fugi­
tive. Constable Stevenson was sent 
for. and the party pushed on for the 
Muddy River on foot.

FURNITURE and FURNISHINGS
Ottawa, Feb. 25.—A story of heroic- 

devotion to duty, of indomitable per­
severance in the face of extraordin­
ary hardship and privation, is told in 
à report iiust received at the offices of 
the Royal Northwest Mounted Police. 
This report constitutes one of the 
most remarkable of the many hun­
dred remarkable documents in the. re­
cords of the Mounted Police, and 
breathes the spirit that has made this 
force feared and respected all over 
Western Canada, from the forty-ninth 
parallel to the Arctic Sea.

It is the statement of Sergeant C. 
S. Harper, who was in charge of a 
patrol sent from. Lake Saskatoon in 
the early part of November to effect 
the arrest of Asa Hunting, a trapper, 
charged with abducting a fifteen- 
year-old girl named Mildred Shaw. 
Hunting had fled With the girl in the 
direction of the mountains, through 
an almost trackless wilderness cover­
ed with deep snow and intersected 
by half frozen streams.

Sergeant Harper started in pursuit 
on November -ith, taking with him 
Constable Stevenson and a packer. 
Richard Harpngtpn. They had r. 
pack train and three horses and r. 
month's provisions. After travelling 
for a week, they found it necessary 
to cache most of the provisions, ow­
ing to the difficulties of travel. Hal: 
the pack train was left behind at tbit 
point, and the party began the asceni 
of Nose Mountain, "which is about 2. 
500 feet high” and “is very steep am 
difficult owing to snow, especiall: 
the last 500 feet. One of the pacl 
herses lost its footing and xolleti 
down about fifty feet until caught bj 
a tree."'

numbers, otter are not plentiful, mar­
ten are rarely seen in places where 
formerly they existed in large num­
bers; beaver are nominally protect­
ed and are in certain localities in­
creasing rapidly, but. large, numbers 
are taken illegally every year in 
many other parts of the Island.

If the existing game laws 
were strictly enforced auci if regula­
tions making absolute close season 
for all animal life every 3rd or 4th 
year were ]>assed and enforced as 
strictly, we would soon have a great 
and perpetual source of wealth that 
docs not exist at present.

It appears to me that at the present 
time money can be easily obtained 
for carrying out- everything outlined 
above: we are now compelled to sell 
our foxes in this market at about one 
half their value in Canada. This dif­
ference in price goes into the pock­
ets of wealthy individuals who are 
fox farmers, and is at least equal *o 
the sum of $1,000 on every silver fox 
sold. * I’lJf

There are at least 200 silver foxes 
iu farms in Newfoundland to-day, so 
that $200,000 has been taken out of 
the pockets of the trapper and given 
tr the wealthy man by the decent 
regulation of the Game Board.

Repeal this law prohibiting expor­
tation and charge say $500 on every 
fox sent out of the country, apply the 
money so collected to the strict en­
forcement of the Game Lrws and also 
towards the importation of animals 
l.ot indigenous to the country.

It is for this 
amongst other reasons that gas is be­
ing frequently substituted for the elec­
tric light. The latest example is, per­
haps, the Society of Medical Officers oi 
Health, which has recently installed 
gas on its premises, after experience 
with the electric light.—Dr. Jamieson 
B. Hurry.

He would merely add that no mem­
ber who had experience of their meet­
ing room under the old conditions 
could deny the improvement that hat 
taken place since gas had been sub­
stituted for the electric light and the 
r.ew system of heating and ventilation 
had been installed.—Dr Reginald 
Dudfield, before the Society of Medi­
cal Officers of Health.

I have in my mind’s eye. at the mo­
ment. a hall which, in the old days 
v.-as lighted by gas, and in which a 
large audience could, with comfort, sit 
through an hour's lecture, or with 
pleasure through a three hours’ din­
ner. but which, with the march o!

latter being applied with all the latest 
refinements to effect the lighting un­
der the best conditions, with the re­
sult that any large gathering within 
its walls leads to a state little short 
of asphyxiation.—Vivian B. Lewes 
Professor of Chemistry at the Royal

We 
had driven in through some low 
bushes sticking Up out of the snow, 
and, therefore, after first bringing in 
all of the .four horses through the 
door way, I attached myself to a rope 
of which I left the end with my com­
rades. To- go out without being tied 
would have meant, being lost in -the 
blizzard.

All Efforts Unavailing.
“Taking my little hand-axe, I now 

cut as many sticks as • I could, am) 
then, when perished by the blizzard, 
I had re-entered the hut, my com­
rades took it in turns to be tied tc 
the rope and go out for more fuel. 
Not even the heat of the fire and all 
of the people and horses within that 
shack, could make the place at all 
warm, still, as the cold became less 
intense, we worked away at the task 
of trying to preserve the frozem limbs 
of those miserable creatures, by rub­
bing them wKh snow.

“We fed them meanwhile, including 
the baby, and at length the arms of 
the man, a Scotsman named Fraser, 
began to thaw, likewise the hands 
and feet of the lad. Upon the unfor-
