The War and 
Rumors of More Wars.

During the past few days there has
been a considerable number cf ru­
mors of war fever or of attempts to 
stir up war fever in the countries of 
Europe which so far have been neu­
tral. These rumors affect every coun­
try which is not now engaged in the 
war. Germany has accused Great 
Britain of an attempt to stir up a war 
feeling against her in Scandinavia 
and Denmark. A few days ago, there 
were press messages of unrest among 
a section of the Spaniards who were 
anxious that Spain should join with 
France, and that the meeting of the 
Spanish Parliament had been post­
poned in an effort to allay the feeling. 
The President of Portugal is reported 
as stating that the republic is only 
waiting a call from England to join 
her in the war. Demonstrations in 
favor of war against Austria have 
been frequent in Italy. Turkey has 
been threatened if she moves in favor 
of Germany and Austria, she will be 
not only cleared out of Europe but 
her Asiatic dominions attacked. To 
King Constantine of Greece, is attri­
buted the statement that, if any of 
the Balkan States begin war, Greece 
will fight on the side of Britain and 
France. In Roumania it is reported 
that there is a serious difference of 
opinion between King Carol, who is 
Hohenzollem and a sympathiser with 
Germany, and his ministry and peo­
ple, who favor the Triple Entente. It 
is also reported from the capital that 
Russia has offered Roumania the 
Austrian provinces of Bukowina, 
which she has overrun and of Trans­

ylvania, a province of Hungary, which 
is practically unattacked, on condi­
tion that Roumania invaded Transyl­
vania. Now comes the story from 
Austria that Bulgaria and Servia are 
at war grips and that Bulgaria has 
invaded the territory of Servia won 
from Turkey and about which a new 
Bal.kan war arose after the Turkish 
debacle, and that they are attacking 
Ishlip, a town about 40 miles inland 
over the frontier. This news has not 
been officially confirmed, and we 
should await confirmation of the news 
of any war between Servia and Bul­
garia before placing any reliance in 
it. The most important news from
the western theatre of war is the fur­
ther extension of the Allies’ wing 
north of Lille, the recrudesence of 
Belgian attacks on the Germans .in 
the parts of Belgium, to the north 
and northeast of Lille, at Ypres in 
West Flander and at Oundenarde in 
East Flanders, the cutting of the 
railway at Thorout, roughly half way 
between Ostend and Cour.trai, which 
is itself about half way between 
Ypres and Oudenarde. The severing 
of the railway line at Thorout has 
probably been effected by the Ger­
mans to hamper the sending of Brit­
ish reinforcements into these neigh­
borhoods from Ostend. And in addi­
tion to all this is the report that the 
serious bombardment of Antwerp by 
the Germans was to commence this 
morning.

The weather was clear and the sea 
calm, and the destroyers could plain­
ly be seen cruising before the mouth 
of the Ems. Suddenly observers saw 
a high column of water rise near the 
bow of the destroyer. The vessel 
immediately turned over and sank in 
three minutes. Shortly after the ex­
plosion the periscope of a submarine 
came above the surface of the water 
for a moment, but as soon as those 
on board of the plunger saw that 
their torpedo had struck its mark, 
the vessel was again submerged. The 
German cruiser and torpedo boats 
came quickly to the rescue of the 
crew of the ill-fated destroyer who 
could be seeTT swimming about in the 
vicinity of the disaster, or clinging to 
wreckage of their sunken ship. As 
Schiermennikeog is close to the Is­
land of Berkum, where the Germans 
have a naval base and within sixty 
miles of Heligoland and the naval 
arsenal at Wilhelmshaven, the dash 
of the submarine is considered here a 
particularly daring one. The Dutch 
naval staff announces the sinking of 
the destroyer occurred seven miles off 
Schiermonnikeog, well outside Dutch 
territorial waters. A despatch to 
Central News from Harwich, England, 
says that a rumor is in circulation 
there of the sinking of a German 
torpedo boat destroyer.

IT WAS HIT OR MISS.
HARWICH, To-day.

The members of the crew of the 
submarine E. 9, which has arrived 
here are jubilant over the second 
successful engagement of their craft 
against German war vessels. One of 
the members of the crew said that 
while the sinking of a torpedo boat 
destroyer off the Dutch Coast was 
jnore easily accomplished than was 
the case when E. 9 sent the German 
cruiser Hela to the bottom, luck was 
with the submarine. We knew when 
we left Harwich harbor, said a sailor, 
that it was a case of hit or miss. 
When we rose we saw two German 
destroyers travelling at a speed of 
about thirty knots. Our Commander 
was at the periscope and ordered the 
forward tubes to be fired. I fired the 
first tube but could not say whether
my missle hit. We then rose to the
surface and the Commander said,
"Look at her, the beggar is going 
down.” Then we saw the German 
rise perpendicularly and her men 
rushing to her stern, and dived into 
the water. The submarine then was 
submerged again and made her way 
back to Harwich. I don’t want to 
boast, but we got our torpedoes 
home.

HENRY FIELDING died 1754, aged 

47. “The Father of the English Nov­
el,” the events of his life are not 
easy to trace. It is certain that on 
the failure of his wife’s fortune, he 
took a theatre, and, when this failed, 
tried his hand at law.

“Joseph Andrews,” published soon 
after the appearance of Richardson’s 
“Pamela” made his fame.

ed on its face, when possible.
2. Cancellation of stamps shall be 

made by the person cancelling, writ- ' 
ing, printing or perforating his name 
or initials with date across stamp.

3. Bills of Exchange, Cheques, Pro­
missory Notes, Bills of Lading, Ship­
ping Receipts, and Charter Parties 
shall be stamped and the stamps there­
on cancelled as follows:—

(a) Bills of Exchange, Cheques and 
Promissory Notes drawn or 
made in the Colony by the per­
son signing the same; provided 
that in the case of a cheque on 
a Banker, the Banker to whom 
it is presented may, if it is un­
stamped, stamp the same and 
cancel the stamp.

(b) Bills of Exchange, Cheques and 
Promissory Notes drawn or 
made outside the Colony by the 
person in the Colony into whose 
hands any such bill, cheque or 
note shall come unstamped be­
fore he in any manner negoti­
ates or pays the same.

(c) Bills of Lading executed outside 
the Colony by the Consignee in 
the Colony Into whose hand any 
such Bill of Lading may come 
before he in any manner nego­
tiates the same.

(d) Bills of Lading executed in the 
Colony by the shipper. Provid­
ed that if any Bill of Lading is 
presentfed to any person or Com­
pany for signature unstamped, 
such person or Company may 
stamp the same and cancel the 
stamp.

(e) Shipping Receipts by the ship­
per. Provided that if any Ship­
ping Receipt is presented to any 
person or Company for signa­
ture unstamped, such person or 
Company may stamp the same 
and cancel the stamp.

(f) Charter Parties by the person in 
the Colony last executing the 
same.

(g) Charter Parties executed whol­
ly outside the Colony by the per­
son in the Colony into whose 
hands any such Charter Party 
comes unstamped before he in 
any manner uses or takes any 
action upon such Charter Party.

4. The person upon whom the ob­
ligation to stamp and cancel any in­
strument is imposed by these Rules 
shall be deemed to be a person issu­
ing an instrument, and, if he fails to 
stamp such Instrument with its pro­
per stamp, or to cancel such stamp, 
he shall be liable to the penalties im­
posed by Section 22 of the Act 61 Vic­
toria, Cap. 14, entitled “An Act re­
specting the Payment of Certain Fees 
and Charges by Stamps."

“5. Any Rules and Regulations which
may have been heretofore made under

the provisions of “The Stamp Acts, 
1898-1914,” are hereby rescinded.

Great Britain, with only 2,500,000 
actes in Woodland.

There can be no doubt that in the 
Reman days Britain was a well- 
wooded country, judging from the 
remnants of ancient forest, such as 
old oaks and chestnuts that may- ba 
seen in Epping Forest, Hampton, and 
other places near London.

To-day Great Britain stands in 
woodland area thus:—England, 5.3; 
Scotland, 4.6; Wales, 3.9; Ireland, 
1.3; as compared with Denmark, 4% 
per cent.; Sweden, 44; Norway. 25; 
Russia. 33; Germany, 26; Austria, 
32.6; Hungary, 27.o; Belgium, 7.3; 
France, Î7, and Holland, 7.9.

In America the United States has 
(without Alaska) a forest area of 
540,900.000 acres. India has 133,000.- 
000; Australia, 173,000,000; New Zea­
land, 20,500,500; Tasmania, 11,000,000, 
and Japan 28,500,000 acres. Of 
Africa the records, both English and 
American, vary considerably. Mean­
while, the Continent abounds in valu­
able timber, including 1,250,000 acres 
of mahogany in Matabeland. This 
area produces timber of enormous 
size and value. Only a few weeks ago 
a single stick from the territory was 
sold in London for $8,000.

Mashonaland and the Congo Basin 
are equally rich, but Cape Colony, 
like many parts of our country, par­
ticularly near our line of railroad, 
has had much of its timber wealth 
wasted by the prodigal destruction of 
its inhabitants. The figures for Afri­
ca are 224,000,000 acres. Algeria is 
raid to have 8,000.000 acres.

Of South America the potential 
value is enormous, but the actual 
facts are meagre. There are immense

merce of mpny nations, has been the 
means of bringing our timber re­
sources before the British market in 
a more advantageous manner thin 
anything that has happened since the 
opening of the Grand Falls pulp 
mills. The quantity of timber used In 
the collieries of Great Britain has 
been reduced by thé supply from 
Europe being practically cut off. The 
collieries must have mine timber. We 
have the supply they are looking for. 
Shall we make good use of the op­
portunity thus offered? Our success 
or failure to reap advantage from- the 
present opportunity rests mainly with 
ourselves. We must show the Brit­
ish market that we have the material 
they want and that we can supply it 
as quickly and as cheaply, if not 
cheaper than any other country on 
this side of the water. If we cannot 
do this we shall_not shore in the ad­
vantages offering.

I regard the present as an oppor­
tune moment to present to your read­
ers a short review of the available 
world supply of standing timber as 
far as can 6e ascertained from statis­
tics of Various countries which, al­
though they cannot bè vouched for as 
absolutely accurate, may be accepted 
as approximately correct.

The world’s supply of growing 
timber is estimated ' at 3,800,411.000 
acres, exclusive of China, Korea and 
certain parts of Africa and South 
America. Canada, our big neighbour 
across the Gulf, has a forest area of 
800,000,000 acres. Of that area On­
tario has 7.500,000. Quebec has 
70,000,000 acres.

The forest area of Europe is 750.- 
000,000 acres, and of that area Rus­
sia in Europe (with Finland) has 
500,000,000 acres of forest land, and 
with further 325,000,000 acres in Asia 
is the largest forest-bearing country 
in the world. Sweden, 42.000,000; 
Austria-Hungary-. 42,000,000; Ger­
many, 34,000,000; France, 20.000,000: 
Spain. 19,000.000; Norway, 16,000,000 
acres. That leaves 77,000.000 acres 
for the rest of Europe, and that of

and the “booms” have proven to be 
somewhat of the nature of South Sea 
Bubbles, as unsubstantial as a mid­
summer mirage and resting on no bet­
ter foundation than ihe get-rich- 
quick desires of adventurers, specu­
lators and exploiters.

There have been, however, some 
honourable exceptions. I can name 
some men of substance and practical 
knowledge who have been interested 
in our timber areas through the ef­
forts of the writer and others hold­
ers of limits both on the Newfound­
land/ and the Labrador coasts. Still 
no practical results have followed 
their enquiries and investigations, 
and it would be interesting to ascer­
tain why such earnest endeavours to 
■utilize our pulp and timber areas, 
which have been so assiduously ad­
vertized for years, have failed. Is it 
our climate or our laws which deter 
and debar the investment of more 
capital in industries that give marvel­
lous returns in Canada and the 
United States and on' the Continent 
of Europe? We have the water pow­
ers. We have the finest shipping 
ports in the world, many of them open 
all the year round. We have the raw 
material. We have it in sufficient 
quantities to become a vast source of 
wealth, if it can be developed. And 
that it can be developed admits of no 
doubt.

The war is now at its height; and 
judging from the position of the vari­
ous forces, and the vast array of men 
and ammunition that are in action, 
and the long stretch of border line 
that is covered, it is not an exaggera­
tion to say that it is one of the 
greatest battles if not the greatest 
that the world has yet witnessed. So 
far the war has been confined to the 
land, but soon will the booming of the 
cannon tell the tale that the mighty 
Dreadnoughts have met anad opened 
fire, and that the waters of the Norta 
Sea are being colored by the blood 
of sailors brave. The guns of these 
mighty ships are now primed, and 
when they belch forth their deadly 
missels from their turrets, and point 
their cannon from their embrasures 
it will be in order for some one to 
give to the world a report of carnage 
and blood-shed, such as the sea has 
never before witnessed1, and such as 
will turn the tide of this war.

The ship left here 
on Sept. 19th and made all the ports 
of call as far north as Nain, going and 
returning. Boisterous weather was 
experienced during the whole trip. 
The Kyle brings word that the fish­
ery is now practically over and that 
the “floaters” are ail on the way 
south. Owing to bad weather the cur­
ing of fish was delayed, and some of 
the late catches will not be ready for 
shipment for some time. The storm 
which raged along the Labrador coast 
about a fornight ago did much dam­
age to shipping.
