Efforts to Eseape..

“Evidently the Zeppelin found it
too warm to be pleasant. It was then
heading due west, but swung round
to the north-west, and lost no time in
rising to a still higher altitude. But
the inexorable circle of light rose too,
and the Zeppelin was more clearly
outlined than ever, the firing, if any-
thing, increasing in intensity. Then
it appeared to rift almost broadside to
the wind in an easterly direction, and,
after being nearly stationary for a few
seconds, turned rapidly towards al-
most every point of the compass, as
though seeking some way out from
the terrible circle of light which sur-
rounded it. Try as it would it could
not escape; the outer darkness, so ap-
propriate to its mission, was unat-
.tainable.

“Then it seemed as though it was
coming lower, and it approached so
closely the high' ground where others
and I were standing that it was pos-
sible in the strong glare of the search-
lights to detect the gondolas beneath
the great body and to discern faintly
the outlines of its frame.

“Suddenly flames broke out from,
apparently, one of the gondolas, and
an instant later one end of the body
of the Zeppelin was seen to be on
fire. For a few moments the doomed
airship hovered and turned.

The Blazing Airship Falls.

“We watched, fascinated, the terri-
ble death of the Zeppelin. The blaz-
ing airship swung round for an in-
stant, broadside on, as though un-
burning end
dipped, the flames ran up the whole
structure as her petrol tanks one after
another caught fire. In another second
or two the Zeppelin, now perpendicu-
lar, was falling headlong to earth
from a height not much short of a
wcouple of miles, a mass of roaring
flame. So tremendous was the blaze
and so intense the light that she
seemed to be an immense incandes-

fcent mantle at white heat and envel-

oped in flame, falling, and illumin-
ating the country for miles round.

“In her descent thefe was a series |
of explosions, due, perhaps, 'to her:
petrol tanks blowing up. With ever-
increasing momentum she sped down
until at last she struck the earth
with a crash’ that could be heard for
miles. A dull red glow brightened
the heavens for a few seconds, and
a distant mass of still burning wreck-
age was all that was left of the Zep-
pelin.

Your Boys and Girls.

In the child who responds quickly
in obedience is seen one already on
the path to trained and instant obedi-

ence, without servility, simply show-
ing the recognition of simple direct-
ions, a valuable point in the educa-
tign of children. In another a careless
habit of mind is noted, a lax recogni-
tion of the mother’s authority, which
should be recognized in every way.

There are three ways that mothers
govern children—first by manouvering
and artifice; second—by reason and
aflection; and third by authority. Of
the three methods the last is the only
one ‘which can be followed either with
comfort to the parent or safety to the
child, and this method can be
brought effectually into operation by
gentle measures. It is indeed true
that the. importance of tact and skill
in the training of the young, of cul-
tivating their reason and securing
their affection' cannot be overrated,
but the .influences secured by these
means form at best’ but a sandy
foundation, without gentle but firm
atthority.

The forces that are to take it are too
far away and separated from it by
obstacles too formidable. The Grand
Duke is distant hundreds of miles,
though the pressure' he exerts .upon
the Turkish armies is undoubtedly
considerable. The advertised drive,
too, through Roumania is not yet evi-
dent, and may well have been serious-
ly postponed by Mackensen's offen-
| sive, which anticipated it. But the
situation is such that a sudden and
overwhelming change may transform
it at any moment.

The ‘Herald’ yesterday indulged it-
self at our expense in its account, evi-
dently ingpired, of the trial of the man
Connors for assault, in the Magis-
trate’s Court, It states that ‘‘the evi-
dence against him, although somewhat
conflicting, was thought by the Magis-
trate, Mr, Morris, to be too conclusive
to admit of any doubt.” This may be
correct: we have had no opportunity
of ascertaining Mr. Morris’ opinion of
the case; but it is a little irrelevant in

tried it. The value of the ‘Herald's’
report may be gathered from this
statement. 'It goes on to say that Mr.
R. T. McGrath (counsel for the de-
fence) “read to the court an account
of the affair which had appeared in the
Telegram and which he thought to be
not. only ridiculous but exaggerated to
an extent that might influence the
opinion of the court against the pris-
oner,” It is true that Mr. McGrath
produced our account of the affair, but
he was strangely careful not to read
a single word of it. However, “the
reading of this clipping drew from the
Magistrate some strong terms.of de-
preciation (sic) against such writings,
and from the Inspector General a tir-
ade against reporters.” 'The truth is
that the Judge disagreed emphatically
with counsel’s criticism of the report,
while there is no need to defend the
Inspector General against this insult-
ing statement: he merely remarked
that the police had given no informa-
tion whatever to any reporters. The
‘Herald’ concludes its imaginative re-
cord of proceedings at which it had no
representative present by a referencg
to the “vagaries” of our reporter. We
merely say that if it be a “vagary” to
tell the truth, we plead guilty: it is
obvious that no one will convict the
‘Herald’s’ repgrter of the same offence.

Britain Finds Way
to Combat Zeppelin

Solved Problem as They Did That of
The Submarine.

New York, Sept. 27.—The military
expert of the Times says: The in-
creasing efficiency of the London de-
t:ences against aircraft has been clear-
ly demonstrated. The invention of
powerful war machines - capable of
crossing a broad expanse of water and
dropping destructive bombs upon a
city from a tremendous height was
‘remarkable enough. The invention of
means by which these engines of de-
struction can be destroyed or dis-
abled without increasing the sacrifice
of life in the cities they have attack-
ed is really a much greater achieve-
ment.

There has been no great faith hith-
erto, in the utility of stationary anti-

jair, there is no reason why a -dozen
may not be vanguiahed The  British |
‘have obviously found a way to com- |
q hat the Zeppenn, as they mund a way

aircraft guns. It was felf that if
one should effectively. hit its object the
descent of the Zeppelin on the city,
with its cargo of -explosives, might
cause greater destruction than the
machine could cause while in the air
But the defenders brought down the
two monster Zeppelins, one blazing,
the other only disabled, beyond the
city limits; they caused no destruction
of consequence in their fall.

The work of the defenders was ably
pertormed There is- ne doubt what-
ever that it can -be -greatly’ improved
upon. It is likely, too, that the de-
fense does not rely entirely upon the
anti-aircraft guns, of which we Hhear
so much, while we hear next to noth-
ing of the employment of other de-
vices which are known to exist. The
two Zeppelins destroyed may be the
only ones of the twelve. in Saturday
night’s invading fleet which reached
the invirons of London. The dispatch-
es tndicaté’ that there may have been
a third. But if two Zeppelins can|
thus be effectively overcome in mid-

“We May Wake Upany
Morning to Fird That
Franece is Free.

“The retreat from France and Bel-
gium was sounded with the fall of
Falkenhayn,” says A. G. G. in the
Daily News. “It may be in progress
at this moment. We may wake up any
morning to find that France is free.
but before that let us hope that the
blow on the Somme will be driven
home. We do mnot want the enemy to
secure their retreat in the West be-
fore they have sustained visible and
indisputable military defeat.

“That defeat accomplished, Ger-
many driven back upon her own soil,
her allies fallen away, her people
faced with a seige as complete, as in-
exorable as that which their armies
imposed on Paris forty-six years ago,
the moment will have come for con-
sidering the terms of surrender. The
overtures may come from either side.
If Germany makes them they will
have to be made in accordance with
the accomplished fact of her defeat.

" | That' fact will be so demonstrable and

irrefutable that the Allies may pro-
perly take the initiative. It would be
idle for them to talk of terms when
the enemy are on their soil, and are
pointing to ‘the map’ and claiming the
position of conguerors.

“But when we have set the seal of
defeat indisputably upon German
arms we can and we should disbur-
den ourselves of any responsibility for
continuing to make Europe a charnel
house. We should state the terms
upon which Germany may havé the
peace that she so criminally broke.

“Those terms wiil not ‘be easy to
formulate, for all the Allies have
their own separate aims and look for
their own particular rewards which
will not always be reconciled. But
there are certain principles which
must govern their character and pur-
pose. They must be terms of stern
justice, but not of revenge. The full
price must be exacted for the wrong
that has been done; but we must do
no wrong in establishing the right.
The authors of the crimes against hu-
manity and the laws of nations must
be punished, whoever they are and
whatever their rank, as Mr. Asquith
has said, but we must not outrage any
principle of mnationality.

“That principle will be the sure
guide in solving the problem of. ter-
ritory and governance, and we must
take care that the Peace Congress
does not repeat the ' crime  of the:
Yienna Congress by settling the fate
of Europe on dynastic grounds.

Above all, the purpose should be to
make the settlement one that will heal
the wounds of the nations and lift
from our children the menace which
has brought our world to ruin and
sorrow. If we emerge from this
dreadful ordeal only to begin again to
pile up new armaments and stagger
towards a new catastrophebmore vast
than this the world would be deliver-
ed over to bottomless despair.”

GERMAN ATTACK REPULSED.
LONDON, Oct. 2
British troops on the Somme front
last night repulsed a German attack
on British advanced positions to the
east of the Village of Eaucourt Lab-
baye, the war office announced to-day.

EXPECT FALL OF PERONNE.

NEW YORK, Oct. 2
The Evening Sun publishes the fol-
lowing: With the French armies be-
fore Peronne—Naval forces have join-
ed the Allies here in the great land
hattle of the Somme, seventy miles
from the sea. Ironclad monitors are
utilizing France’s magnificent net work
of canals alor}g the Somme, centering
at Peronne and participating daily in
the bombardment of Mount St. Quen-
tin. They advance slowly towards the
German stronghold, as the land lines
creep forward, and have done much
effective work. Meunt St. Quentin is

the French in the same manner that
preceded the capture of Combles.
The position is a strong one and
stands on the summit of a hill over-
looking Peronne. When the proper
time comes, Mount St. Quentin will be
taken by the French with a minimum
of loss in men. An artillery officer
said to-day that in the final assault the
infantry will dash forward, preceded
for 100 yards by curtain shells, which
will not permit the surviving Germans
to inflict any serious losses.

FRENCH TAKE PRISONERS.
PARIS, Oct. 2.
The war office announced to-day
that the French captured a trench and
prisoners on the Somme front last

night in local operations east of Bou-
chevesnes.

SERBIANS ADVANCE,

PARIS, Oct. 2
Following up the advantage gained
over the Bulgarians at Kaymakcalan
height on the western end of the Ma-
cedonian front, the Serbs advanced

Bulgarians made a counter attack on
the positions newly won by the British
on the left bank of the Struma. The
statement says that the Bulgarians
were repulsed leaving many dead on
the fields.

RUSSIAN GAINS.

VIENNA, Oct. 2.
Gains for the Russians in their new
drive towards Lemberg, are admitted
in a statement issued by the war office.

ON THE STRUMA.

LONDON, Oct. 2
The portions of the Bulgarian line
on the Struma front which were cap-
tured on Sept. 30th, include the vil-
lages of Kara, Seakoibata and Kara
Seakoizir, says to-day’s official report
of the operations on the Macedonian
front.

LONDON GOSSIP. }

LONDON, Sept.-18th, 1916.°
THE NEW GUARDS” BATTALION.
People “whose knowledge: of the
Hcusehold Cavalry has been limited
to a daily sight of ' the  gorgeously-
apparelled sentries in Whitehall have
been under the impression that the
oniy part played in the war by Life
and Horse Guard§ has been an orna-
mental one. Indeed, one paper here
wceicomed the formation of the new
infantry battalion from the ' reserve

regiments of the Household Cavalry,
because it would turn these troops ‘“to |

good use.” For this grievous mis-
statement the erring one has done fuil
penance, but it is to be feared the mis-
conception is widespread. Therefore,
a few facts will not be amiss. As
early as August, 1914, a composite
reziment of the Household Cavalry
went to France and covered itself with
glory in the retreat from Mons and
the<subsequent hard fighting on the
Aisne and around Ypres. Two months

later this regiment was absorbed in |

the Household Cavalry Brigade. Ever
since they have done their share in
the fighting, and, to put it quite mildly,
any theory that these gallant fellows
are only ornamental soldiers is an in-
sult to them. As a matter of fact, re-
cruiting for the regiment has been so
successful that the new infantry bai-
tallion is to be formed out of their
reserve. It is said to-night that His
Majesty is responsible for the estab-
lishment of the new battalion. Whe-
ther that be so or not, the King is cer-
tainly taking a keen interest in it.

HUGE PRICES FOR SHIPS.

"All the European c¢ountries—Greece
being the last to take action of the
kmd—are now; I understand, prevent-
ing the sale of their merchant vessels
to other flags, and in consequence of
this curtailment of the market and the
enormous demand for tonnage extraor-
dirary prices are being pédid for al-
most any type of ship. In most cases
the increase is over 300 per cent. Many
pieasure yachts have been transformed
into profitable traders, and although
drastic as well as costly alterations
are involved the new owners do not
appear to be at all doubtful about the
soundness of their investment. Even
old sailing ships the. existence of
which seemed to have been overlook-
ed for years are being re-equipped and
fitted with auxiliary oil engines and
put into the deep-water trade. The
Americans and the Japanese, who as
regards the disposal of ships are not
yvet under any restrictions, are, I hear,
making the most of the situation, and
as a rule neutrals, especially Nor-
wegians, are the chief buyers. For
the delivery of new steamers in course
of construction I learn as much as
£30 a ton is being paid, as compared
with about £6 or £7 before the war.
The other week it was announced that
the Commonwealth Government had
refused the offer of a British owner
for the sale of six 11,000 ton steamers,
on the ground that the price asked
was too high.. It was not, however,
a British but‘a” Japanese firm that
made the offer, and about £400,000

SOUVENIRS."

There was a hawker 1in the' Strand
to-day carrying a trayful of possible
Zeppelin scraps, labelled, with an eye
to the Defence of the Realm Act, “of
no military importance.”

TOWARDS SMALLER HOUSES.

A SCIENTIFIC SUPER-SPY.

The story of Karl Peter’s activities
in London under his scientific dis-
guise is worth recalling, if only as a
warning to the innocent.

The “Cologne Gazette's”
contributor was one of the most
trusted of such, and when Herr Peters
took the chair at any of his special
lectures, or when he himself conveyed
an invitation for an enjoyable and in-
forming week-end' with® his  distin-
guished patron the Count, he was re-
garded as the embodiment of German
Kultur. - Immediately on his return
to Cologne this acknowledged spy pub-
licly boasted that he had so completely
thrown dust in the eyes of our London
learned men that, if he had chosen,
he could have remained unsuspected
in his teaching capacity here. The
ease with which his superior—the
super-spy Karl Peters—eluded official
vigilance here justified his boast.

Badges for Rejected Volunteers will
be issued on application to the Offi-
cer Commanding Depot at Headquar-
ters, St. John’s, subject to the under-
noted conditions as approved by the
Governor in Council and published in
the Royal Gazette of September 26th,
1916.

7. Penalty on owner of badge sell-
ing it or giving it away or permitting
it to be worn by any other person,
$25.00.

8. Badge-holder required to produce
badge for inspection to Regimental
Authorities or their appointee when-
ever called upon to do so. Penalty,
$10.00.

9. Badge-holder losing badge to re-
port loss forthwith to Regimental Au-
thorities, and if required, furnish affi-
davit of loss. Penalty, $10.00. A new
badge may be issued on satisfactory
proof of the loss.

10. Badge-holder leaving the coun-
try to return badge to Headquarters
and receive a certificate in exchange.

Nild Seaman Killed
at North Sydney.

Mate of Newfoundland Schooner, Pur-
sued by Gang, Runs Into Car—Dies
in Hospital Three Hours Later.

North Sydney, Sept. 29.—A dis-
tressing accident occurred on Com-
mercial Street last night about mid-
night, whereby a seaman named
Charles Stroud, mate of the schooner
Bessie C. Lake, of Rose Blanche, lost
his life by being struck by an auto-
mobile. ¥

It appears that the unfortunate man
Stroud, in company with a Captain
Street, had been set upon by a gang
of toughs and chased down King
Street. They beat Captain Street
pretty badly and it is reported took
fifteen dollars off him before he made
his escape. Stroud, who got away
from them, ran down King Street,
right across Commercial Street. In
his hurry and fright he ran right into
an automobile, owned and driven by
Mr. Colin McKenzie, of Sydney, who
was proceeding homewards with a
party of friends and driving along
very slowly when the accident oc-
curred.

Stopped His Car.

Mr. McKenzie at once stopped his
car and saw that the man was quite
badly injured. Police Officer Gilbert
happened along just at this time and
summoned Dr. M. T. McLean, who had
Stroud removed to the hospital in Mr.
McKenzie's car. Everything possible
was done for the poor fellow, but he
never regained consciousness and
passed away at three o’clock It is
said that the only mark to be seen
is a bruise on the forehead. The body
is now at Dooley’s undertaking par-
lors, and an inquest will be held in
the court house this morning at 10
o’clock before Coroner A. R. Forbes.

Suspeet Arrested.

This morning a fellow named D.
Burke, who is supposed to be one of
the gang who chased the victim and
his companion, was arrested and
placed in jail. Three warrants have
already been issued for other suppos-
ed members of the gang and their ar-
rest will likely follow through the
day.

Car Owner Not Blamed.

No blame whatever is attached to
Colin McKenzic for this unfortunate
accident, who did all that he possibly
could for the poor seaman after the
sad occurrence. Stroud was about 25
years of age, unmarried, and a native
of Rose Blanche, Newfoundland.

Mr. McKenzie, when seen by the
Record this morning, said that he re-
gretted the accident very deeply, and
that his regret was shared by his
friends in the car.

It is learned that the other occu-
pants of the motor car were Misses
Anna and Hilda Gillis, who were vis-
iting friends here, and Mr. Morrissey
of the Bank of Montreal.

Inquiry Into Accident.

An inquest begun at the court
house at 10 o’clock this morning, but
was adjourned until 7.30 this even-
ing. The remains of Stroud were re-
moved from the hospital to Dooley’s
morgue, where they are being pre-
pared for shipment to Rose Blanche
by the Kyle to-morrow night.

After the examination of several
witnesses the Coroner’s jury return-
ed the following verdict:—

“That the deceased Charles Stroud
came to his death by being struck
by an automobile driven by Colin
McKenzie, barrister, of Sydney, at
normal speed, deceased being at the
time pursued by three drunks who
forced him in front of an automobile
while he was tryfng to escape them,
and that no blame is attached to the
driver of the car.”

C.E T. S. Meeting.

The Church of England Temperance
Society held its semi-annual meeting
last night im the Synod Hall. His
Lordship the Bishop again occupied
the chair, and devoted his address
particularly to the subject of the vol-
unteers in the city. He emphasized
the necessity of the co-operation of
the public in keeping these lads out
of the way of temptation, a necessity
that will be all the stronger now that
they are about to be again billeted
throughout the city. To help them
preserve temperance should be the
special object of all at this time.

Canon Field, who has long been
a member of the Society, spoke of
temperance as the greatest of vir-
tues. He thought that prohibition
would be of inestimable value in the
years to come.

Mr. R. G. McDonald, in a short
speech, expressed the belief that the

efforts of temperance workers should

not cease with the advent of prohibi-
tion, and in the larger sense of the
word, self-control, the lessons of tem-
perance would still need to be learn-
ed.

Canon White expressed the wish
that all the other parishes would
unite their efforts with those of the
Cathedral branch, and announced that
Canon Field had been appointed
Chairman and would preside at the
next meeting. ¥ :

Canon Bolt spoke shortly and ex
tempore, and concurred in the idea of
continuing the efforts towards tem-
perance. Teas were served at the
close of the meeting, which was well
attended.

Killed in Action.
Capt. Mould, M.C, DS.0,

Many in St. John’s will learn with
regret of the death in action of Cap-
tain Mould. He will be remembered
here through his connection with the
Methodist College, of the staff of
which he was for two years a distin-
guished member. He was born and
educated in-Chester, and after teach-
ing seven years at Tunbridge Wells,
came to Newfoundland. Leaving here,
he taught at the Dudley Grammar
School. In March, 1915, he obtained
a commission in the Worcestershires,
and won the Military Cross for dis-
tinguished services with that Regi-
ment in the Dardanelles. Later, in
France, he obtained the further honor
of the D.S.0., combined with promo-
tion to the rank of Captain. He was
killed on September 3rd in action at
the head of his company. His name
stands on the roll of honor, not mere-
ly of the Methodist College, but of the
Whiteway Lodge, of which he was a
member. Sorrow and pride in his
glorious death are felt in his native
city, which will be shared by his ex-
pupils and fricnds in this Island.

“The Germans
on the Run,”

Says a Newfoundland Officer.

The following is an extract taken
from a letter written by a Newfound-
lander, now an -officer with the B.E.F.
in France to a friend in the city. He
says: “Don’t talk about the Germans
winning; they never can. You should
see the places we took from them.

They even had water pipes for their
supply of fresh water, underground

railways, electric light and all modern
improvements, but still they could not
hold the ground, in face of the fact
that the Germans selected it them-
selves. We have none of those things,
because we do not expect to remain.
We use their water system and build
railways up to our lines. I think we
are at the beginning of the end. I my-
self do not expect it to be over much
before November, 1917, but I would not
be surprised if it would finish this
year. We have a great body of caval-
ry which began to move yesterday; we
heard the French were moving algo,
and if that is correct look out for
squalls.”

The above letter was written on
Sept. 9th and reached here by the last
English mail.
