Nicaragua Grants
-~ British Demand

On Tuesday, April 30, 1895, a re-
markable event occured in Nicar-
agua, a republic occupying the largest
State of Central America, its 51,660
square miles extending from the Paci-
fic Ocean to the Atlantic. Of about
310,000 inhabitants, one quarter are
American ntaives, ignorantly called
Indians by the first European discover-
er of that continent, and others are of
a savage race named Mosquitos, while
the rest are mostly of mixed descent.
It was, therefore, not ‘surprising that
they did not then know the sort of
treatment . which the British Govern-
ment would require. Mr. Hatch was
serving’ as British pro-Vice-Consul at
Bluefield, on its. Atlantic coast and he
was accused of conspiracy against the
Nicaraguan Government and was ar-
rested, along with other British sub-
jects, and expelled. The present Earl
¢f Rosebery was thén Prime Minister,
and on March. 197 1895, £15,000 were
demanded fromi Nicaragua as"repara-
tion for.these injuries. Nicaragua, on
April 15, proposed that all the ques-
tions should be referred to impartial
arbitration; but, on the 22nd, three
British ships arrived at Corinto, a
seaport on its west coast, and on the
24th demanded this compensation to
be be paid within three days, which

A Chinese Typewriter

OF UNIQUE DESIGN.

Mr. Hou Chow, a graduate of the
‘Massachusetts Institute of Technol-

"I'ogy, who was one of the original Chin-
1ese indemnity students to be educated

in the United ‘ States, formerly aero-
nautical engineer for an American
aex;oplane company and now mechan-
ical engineer for a printing press
company of Shanghai, is the invent-
or of a typewriter which utilizes 4,000
Chinese characters.

The ordinary Chinese printing office
uses about 6,000 characters while a
complete Chinese dictionary may con-
tain as many as 50,000. For all prac-
tical purposes, however, the 6,000
characters commonly used in a Chin-
‘ese printing office are found to be
quite sufficient.

Mr. Chow’s invention has been ex-
hibted by him at the American con-
sulate general at Shanghai, and was
found to be simple in design and port-
able. It should be egmparatively in-
expensive. Obviously,, however, no
great speed will be possible in opera-
ting the machine as now constructed.
The 4,000 characters are distributed
over an ordinary metal matrix drawn
about a cylinder which is approxi-
mately 6 inches in diameter and has
the appearance of being about 16 to
18 inches in length. The characters
represented on the cylinder Are print-
ed on a flat table surface attached to
the front of the machine, and by
means of a rod attachment to the
cylinder it is possible to locate any
character by placing the pointer at

The Act of Union.

The Act of Union between England
and Scotland, which had been carried
through the English Parliament with- |
out serious opposition, and had re-
ceived the royal assent two months
before came into operation on May
1, 1707, which was appointed as a day
of thanksgiving. Unquestionably it
was the greatest and most fruitful
event of Queen Anne’s reign, although
Marlborough’s victories loom largasr
in the popular histories. The follow-
ing were the more important articles:
—THat the two kingdoms should be
united under the name of Great Brit-
ain; that the succession -should he
vested in the Princess Sophia (Elec-
tress-Dowager of Hanover) and Ler
heirs, being Protestants; that thsre
should be but one Parliament of the
United Kingdom, to which 16 Scottish
peers and 45 commoners should be
elected; that there should be com
plete freedom of trade, and naviga-
tion threughout the United Kingdom
and a reciprocation of all rights,
privileges, and advantages. ‘“Here is
the end of an auld sang!” exclaimed
Lord Chancellor Seafield,.. when tne
Bill passed the Scottish Parliament,
and it was natural that in the north-
ern kingdom feelings of sentimental
regret should have held some sway.
But, from the material point of view,
the measuré was eminently beneficial,
and the disfavor with which it was
regarded by the older school of
Scotsmen could not long survive in
face of the prosperity with which its
working was attended. In the event,
it has proved, as Queen Anne’s Ad-
dress to the English Parliament prog-
posticated, “a lasting blessing to iis
wealth and power, and a firm secur-
ity to the dominant religion”; and
not without reason did she assert that
she looked on it “as a particular hap-
piness” that the work should have
been successfully accomplished in
her reign.

Dried Fish.

The dried fish situation, although far

from encouraging either to exporters
here or producers and shippers to the
Eastward, seems to have improved in
a degree since the settlement of the
strike in Cuba and because of the more
active market in Porto Rico. It is re-
ported that stocks of dried fish which
have been held in Havana are now
moving into consuming channels in-
land and that the tensity of the situa-
tion is much improved as a result.
The market at Havana, however,
shows no signé of immediate improve-
ment, for there is still a quantity of
dried fish therc to be moved, and the
consumption demand has not de-
veloped as it waes hoped it would.
There is reason to believe that the
West Indina markets will show some
more marked improvement within the
next few weeks. Porto Rico is a little
stronger and prices on good quality
fish are holding fairly firm, according
to advices received this week. New
York factors arc quoting cod on the
basis of $65 for large Newfoundland,
medium and small being quoted at $61
and $57, respectively. Other grades
of dried fich contiue weak, ‘but the
improvement may be said to be more
or less general. Haddock and pollock,
which are reported to have been sell-
ing as low as $43 and even Iless,
are again back to 48@50, according to
factors in the trade, and other grades
are a little firmer. According to a re-
port from Halifax, the tendency._cf fish
prices there is downward. Shore cod
is selling at a nominal price of $10
ex vessel. The Lunenburg fleet is on
its first spring trip, but the weather
has been stormy and it is reported
that there have been few good fishing
days. The vessels may be expected
back in a short time. There is mno
special movement in the New York
market ¢t prescant, but some business
is being done all the time, and factors
here lcok for an improvement as the
spring season develops.—N. Y. Fisi-
ing Gazette.

Learning to Fly
by Kinema.

(By Leonard Donaldson;, in “Daily
Mail.”)

A kinema school. for pilots is the
latest development in the aeronautical
world. In the future the chauffeur of
the aerial: limousine is to become
conversant with the rules of the air
by means of a series of screen tests,
it having been proved that the kinema
:n invaluable as a demonstrator in
this direction.

The theory is that -when -civilian
flying becomes general, no man should
be granted a pilot’s certificate until
it has been definitely proved that he
is capable of acting promptly in the
face of danger.

Some recent tests have been carried
out in the United States in which the
pilot was placed in an aeroplane in a
darkened room  specially equippad
for the purpose.

The machine was raised from »the
floor, allowing the wings free move-
ment. Immediately in front of the
aeroplane a screen was erected on’
which motion pictures were shown.
Films showing the correct method of
passing other machines in flight
were shown, the student being in-
structed to act as if the incidents de-
picted were actually taking place.

The system has proved to be highly

successful, and pilots who have pass-
ed the “kinema test” have invariahly
proved to be careful and efficient fly-
ers.
| Omnibus and tramway companies
have a similar method of giving in-
struction calculated to decrease the
number of streeet accidents.
{ One picture recently shown por-
trayed the unhappy plight which be-
fell an elderly passenger who alighied
from an omnibus with the right foot
foremost.

. changed situation it has to face. The
,delegates are expected to complete
‘their labors very shortly as far as
. the signing of the actu#ll peace treaty
is concerned, but there will still re-
:main many knotty questions to be
i disposed of before a condition of har-
mony can be said to prevail among
the various nations. The secrecy at-
tachig to the deliberations is some-
what oxaspera\ting to those who were
told that everything would be con-
ducted with the utmost publicity. We
know as much about the doings of the
conference as we did V‘ﬁth regard to
the plans of Marshal Foch during ihe
war. The visit of the Irish delegates
to Paris has aroused some specula-
tion in many quarters as to the kind
of reception they will receive at the
Peace Conference. If Ireland. is ad-
mitted to the deliberations it will be a
recognition of that country’s right to
be considered a separate natioh.
Wilson’s reception of the delegates
was most cordial, and it would appear
that there is evidence of a changed
attitude of mind, with regard to the
claim of Ireland, on the part of some
of the representatives of the Big Foaur.

Japan’s present attitude is not very
reassuring and the intelligence re-
ceived from China and Corea have
cast grave doubis upon that nation's
sincerity. Japan is still very much
of a supporter of the militaristic idea,
and under different conditions thare
is no doubt where her sympathies
would have been, when Germany
flung down the gauntlet to the whéle
of BEurope. The danger of a race suych
as the Japanese becoming supreme in
the Pacific, is not to be treated light-
