THOMAS J. DULEY.

We chwonicle with regret the pass-
ing of Mr. T. J. Duley, the well-known
jeweller of Water Street. On Thurs-
day of last week he was taken sudden-
1y ill and on Sunday evening was tak-
en to the General Hospital, where, up-
on the advice of his medical advisors,
he underwent an operation. His weak-
ened condition prevented a rally, and
at nine o’clock last eveing he passed
away to the pemceful sleep which
knows no waking. During the two
days he was in hospital he was aware
that his end was near, but with a
tranquil spirit he bade farewell to his
loved ones and left this earthly ex-
istence with resignation.

The/ Inte Mr. Duley always took &
prominent part in any movement
whose object was the betterment of
the social and moral conditions of the
oity of which he was such a good
citizen. In the Congregational Chureh
he was a recognized pillar, and to
that church his passing will entall
a bad loss. For the past ten years,
Mr, Duley has been the Hon. Treas-
urer of the Tasker Educational Fund,
and for many years a member of the
Bible Soclety. His record in Masonry
was throughout one of honor and
prominence. He was a Past Master
of Avalon Lodge, a charter member
and Hon. Treasurer , of Whiteway
Lodge, for many years Hon. Sécy.-
Treasurer of the Benevolent Fund,
resigning that position on his ap-
pointment as Hon., Treasurer of the
Tasker Educational Fund, and at the
time of his disease was the District
Grand Senior Warden. His business
record was that of an upright and
honorable man, whose word was his
bond. By probity, eficiency and abil-
ity he built up the large and success-
ful business of T. J. Duley & Co., liv-
ing up to the firnf’s claim as “The
Reliable Jewellers.” St. John’s has
lost in his death ome of her best citi-
zens and Newfoundland one of her
most worthy and respected residents.
Mr. Ddley was born at Birmingham
on July 29th, 1862, and came to St
John's 87 years ago as jeweller to
the firm of Ohman, Lindstfom and
Northfield. On dissolution of the
partnership he joined Mr. Ohman, sub-
sequently starting in business for
himself in a store on the site of the
present Pitts’ Building. After ths
fire of 1892 he transferred the busi-
ness to the present premises, and in
recent years has been assisted in its
conduct by his sons. There are left
to mourn the loss of a beloved hus-
band and father his widow, former-
ly Miss Soper, neice of Mrs. Lionel
Thomas Chancey, who at 91 still sur-
vives, two daughttrs, Mrs, J. B. Court-
ney, of Winston-Salem, North Caro-
lina, and Miss Margaret Duley of this
city, and two soms, Capt. Cyril C.
Duley and Mr. Nelson M. Duley. The
youngest son, Lieut. Lionel Duley,
made the supreme sacrifice in 1918,
To them and to the relatives abroad
the Telegram extends sincere syme
pathy.

The Galt of St. Lawrence Shipping
Co.'s steamer Runa arrived in port
this morning. She was covered with
ice and frozen smow and presented a
most unusual sight to the few spec-
tators that turned up to see her. The
story of her adventure, as told by the
crew, follows:

Leaving New York on Deec. 7th for
this port, laden with Xmas goods, she
struck a storm when four days out.
This storm developed into a raging
blizzard, lasting five days. During
the blizzard one of the crew—a Nor-
wegian donkeyman—was washed over-
board and drowned. This was a new
hand taken oh a few days before the
ship left port. Coa! ran short and at
the conclusion of the five-day storm
there was not sufficient fuel to carry
her to this port and she continued to
the Azores, the nearest port. All the
woodwork on the ship was used for
firewood and two derricks also were
cut up. Half speed only could be
made. ' The weather was still very
stormy and great difficulty was ex-
perienced in making the Azores. The
deck house was burned and in fact
everything available but the boats was
used up. The deck cargd was washed
away, At the Asores—which is not &
coaling station—she had to wait for
(some days for coal from ships. Eight
days ago she left Fayal for here and
on account of heavy storms all the
way across made slow progress. The
mails got wet and some of the cargo
was damaged. Captain Gunnerson, a
native of Norway, is the master. The
crew—comprised mostly of negroes—
is all well and fit.

War Words From France

The war has added many French
words to current English use, and the
number of them continues a process
that goes back to the Norman French.
