Half Yearly Report 
of Newfoundland 

Board of Trade.

The Skipper 
comes

Ws£mm.

Tour Council hate decided to re­
vive the custom prevailing In the 
early years of the life of the Board of 
Trade, of presenting reports at in­
tervals during the year. The last Iti- 
tertm report was presented at the 
close of the half year, and ended -the 
30th June, 1914; and it has now bean 
decided to present one for the half 
year ended the 30th June, 1920. fa 
making this report, however, , the 
Council wish it to be understood, that 
it will not be in such detail as is cus­
tomary in the case of the annual re­
port, it" being the intention to make 
the usual report at the end of the 
year, covering the whole of the years 
activities, and to deal in this report 
with just those matters that are of a 
special importance. It is not possible 
to give any figures of the trade of the 
Dominion in addition to those already 
published, except those of the export­
ation of Codfish which for the six 
months from the 1st June to 30th 
June, 1920, were 599,543 quintals. 
In our last annual report we estimated 
that the stock of fish then on hand in 
Newfoundland was 600,000 quintals, 
60 that it will be seen that assuming 
all the old fish had been exported By 
the 1st July last, our figures were ap­
proximately correct. The stocks of old 
fish now on hand in Newfoundland are 
reported to be small and it is estimat­
ed that they do not amount to 100,600 
quintals. The new season commences 
with the stock of old fish at a low 
level, and exporters should, therefore 
be able to devote their energies to the 
marketing of the new seasons catch. 
Conditions of trade in Newfoundland 
during the past six months have un­
dergone a great change.-

During the war period owing to the 
fact that our exports were mainly food 
products,, it was possible to mark;! 
our produce freely at very profitable 
.figures. Trade was in consequence 
easy and there is no doubt that the 
financial resources of - the business 
community and the general public 
were very largely increased. The 
facilities of trade are to-day very dif­
ferent. The demand for our: produce 
is not so great, it has been necessary 
to market the large stock of produce 
remaining over from abundant fish­
eries and competition with other pro­
ducing countries has been and is still 
very keen. As a result of these alter­
ed conditions, losses have been made, 
foil the Newfoundland business com­
munity is to-day in a far stronger fin­
ancial position' than heretofore tnd 
well able to stand any strain that Is 
likely to arise.

The Council however; desire to re­

peat Qie note of warning that appear­
ed in the’ir lait report, and in their op­
inion great caution must be exercised 
during the next year or two it we are 
to maintain the position we so for­
tunately occupy to-day. There has un­
doubtedly been considerable inflation 
of business and credit, which condi­
tion may bring in its train serious dif­
ficulties during the period of readjust­
ment, unless all branches of the busi­
ness community adopt a policy of 
cautious but sound trading.

The energies of the Board of Trailç 
in general and the Council in particu­
le r, have during the past six months 
been very much occupied in dealing 
with the Regulations of the Exporta­
tion of Codfish. The last annual report 
contained a synopsis of the events 
leading up to the issue of the Pro­
clamation providing for the Restric­
tion and Regulation of the Export of 
Codfish. It will be remembered that 
at the last annual meeting, it ' was 
agreed that a special meeting of Boa-d 
should be held for the purpose of riv­
ing the members an opportunity of ex­
pressing their views on the subject of 
these Export Regulations. This meet­
ing was held on the 5th February, jvas 
largely attended and adjourned until 
the 7th February and again adjourned 
until the 9th February when • the fol­
lowing resolution was passed:—

(a) That the Newfoundland- Board 
of Trade recognize that the Fish

. Export Regulations are eseen-, 
tial: but those now in force do 
not entirely meet the require­
ments of the Trade of this coun­
try.

(b) It is the opinion of the New­
foundland Board of Trade that 
the Advisory Board, should if 
at any time it is essential that 
the prices are to be adjusted— 
and supplies regulated—meet

. the whole body of St. John’s 
Fish Exporters, and as many 

/ Ontport shippers as posslb'e,
. ' and fully discuss the matter tnl 

recommend to the Government 
the, necessary alterations.

(c) That the Newfoundland Board 
of Trade is of the opinion that 
shippers should have the right 
of offering their supplies of Cod­
fish direct to the buyer in all 
markets excepting Italy at pra- 
sent, and Italy as soon as con­
ditions will permit, .providing 
they maintain the prices and re­
gulations set forth.

(d) - That the Newfoundland Board
of Trade write the Government

The Regulations were very thor­
oughly discussed at these meetings 
and it was with much satisfaction that 
tbs Council wnre able to observe the 
great interest that the members of 
the Board of Trade were taking in this 
matter. The Resolutions were duly 
conveyed to the Government and your 
Council were able to note with plea­
sure that the Minister of Marine and 
Fisheries in a speech made by him !» 
the House of Assembly expressed the 
intention of the Government to accede 
fully to the desires of the trade as ex­
pressed in the resolutions. An Act to 
regulate CTe Export of salt Codfish 
was subsequently passed by the Legis­
lature, which, if properly administer­
ed should overcome many objections 
to the regulations as enforced last 
season. This Act calls for the appoint­
ment of a special Board for the Regu­
lating of the Exportation of Codfish. 
This Board will consist of seven mem­
bers, two of whom shall be appointed 
by the majority of Fish Exporters in 
general meeting, the others by the 
Governor in Council. Hon. W. B. 
Grieve, O.B.E. and R. B. Job, Esq 
were elected, by the fish exporters as 
their Representatives on this Boar-1 
and those appointed by the Governor 
in Council are, Joseph Sellars, Esq., 
G. M. Barr, Esq., J. T. Cheeseman, 
Esq., M.H.A., all of whom are mem 
hers of the Board of Trade. There is 
so far no official Information obtain- 
albe, ae to the form that the regula­
tions will take this season, but as the 
Act provides for a meeting of the Ex­
porters to be held in the first week 
in September when the Codfish Ex­
portation Board will report on all mat­
ters relating to the export of fish for 
the ensuing season, we presume no de­
finite action will be taken until after 
this meeting. v

During the months of February and 
March a special Committee wâs ap­
pointed by the Fish Exporters to pre^ 
pyxe a scheme for the improvement of 
Ta cure and the standardisation and 
the inspection of Codfish. This Com­
mittee met on numerous occasions 
and prepared a series of proposals for 
the improvements of the cure, inspec­
tion and standardization of Codfish. 
These proposals were submitted to 
the Commission appointed by the Gov­
ernment, under the Codfish Stand­
ardization Act of 1920, and adopted by 
them without any material alteration. 
They have now been published 
throughout the Dominion. It is report­
ed that already, much improvement 
has been made in the curing of this 
season’s fish, and there is evidence 
that'many of the fisherman are mak­
ing every effort to carry out the sug­
gestions made for the improvements 
of the cure.

Since the last annual meeting, the 
Board of Trade has been conducting 
an inspection of all Codfish shipped to 
Brazil. This Inspection has been car­
ried out under the supervision of oar 
Secretary, with the assistance of a 
number of sub-inspectors, and has wo 
believe given satisfaction. The Cod­
fish standardization Commission pro­
pose and indeed have decided, that all 
cargoes and shipments of fish from 
Newfoundland must be inspected ih.1 
certificates issued before they can be 
exported. This inspection is to be car­
ried out under the control of the De­
partment of Marine and Fisheries, and 
in consequence the inspection by the 
Board of Trade will not be required 
in future.

LOCAL TRANSPORTATION.
The Council are pleased to note 

that the Government propose to make 
a provision for an increased terminal 
facilities at both ends of the Reid 
Newfoundland Company Line, and that 
the Coastal Steamer Service appears to 
be meeting the present requirements 
of the Trade^

WATERING VESSELS.
The present and previous Councils 

Ltive given considerable attention to 
the improvement of facilities for 
watering vessels, and the position 
it now stands is fully disclosed in a 
letter received from the Municipal 
Council, dated the 26th March, read­
ing as follows:—

No. 1.—The Council would request 
that the owners of each premises shall 
Install water supply, at their own ex­
pense, consisting of a 4 hydrant with 
2 steam pipe and hose ,
Ho. 2.—The application for water to 

be ae -at present, and the water 'man 
or a man from the Water Department 
to be sent to he premises to turn the 
water on and off.

No., 3.—The water to be turned on 
by no other person, except by, servants 
of the City Council.

No. 4,-^The approximate cost of the 
installation for each premises is be­
ing prepared by the City Engineer. He 
Is interviewing the principals of the 
firms interested regarding the details.

No. 6,—It is to be understood that If 
the owner of the premises does not 

to the proposals, the Council 
not be able to supply the water 

that particular premises.

fit would be derived by owners of ves­
sels and cargoes making Gibraltar a 
-port of sail an the passage to the Medi­
terranean, if a supply of spars, booms 
and necessary gear, were kept at 
Gibraltar which would be available 
for Newfoundland vessels requiring 
repairs there. The difficulty of ob­
taining "such supplies at that time nec- 
•«slated the vessels lying in Gibral­
tar tor many weeks. Since Captain 
Kennedy’s return from Gibraltar, he 
baa supplemented his report by a per­
sonal statement given at a meeting of 
Shipowners, called together by your 
Council. In this report he recommend­
ed,

(1) That Gibraltar should he 
abandoned as a port of call, and 
that Malaga should be substi­
tuted as such.

(2) That all vessels making Malaga
a port of call on entering the 
Mediterranean should immedi­
ately notify the Government 
Agent. ,

(3) That where possible Ship busi­
ness should be conducted 
through the Government Agent.

(4) That a sufficient supply of spars 
and gear be maintained at the 
port of call to be available when 
repairs are necessary for New­
foundland ships.

It was albo "agreed that a scheme 
should be prepared for putting into 
operation Captain Kennedy’s sugges­
tion as to vessel supplies.

The meeting of Shipowners, after 
thanking Captain Kennedy tor bring­
ing the matter to their notice resolv­
ed,

(1) That Malaga, and not Gibraltar 
be made the port of call for 
orders for vessels bound to the 
Mediterranean.

t3) That Masters and Owners 
* should place their interests in 

the hands of the Government 
Agent

(3) That definite instruction should 
be given by the Custom Au­
thorities (St. John’s), that mas­
ters calling at Malaga as a port 
of call must report to the Gov­
ernment Agent on arrival.

INCREASED WATER SERVICE IN 
ST. JOHN’S.

The Connell are advised that the 
Government have decided upon the 
laying of a water main from Long 
Pond, Petty Harbor, to supply the 
Lunatic Asylum and Government 
Sanatorium. It is reported that this 
service will entail an outlay of from 
forty thousand dollars and will supply 
these two institutions only. Your 
Council think that an expenditure of 
this magnitude should provide some­
thing more than a supply for these two 
Institutions, and that provision should 
be made to supply, if desired any pro­
perty within the vicinity of the main 
with'water.

It is also felt that the public should 
have had an opportunity of consider­
ing the proposal for the installation 
cf this service before the scheme was 
definitely concluded.

Ponzi Has Served
Prison Terms.

Previously Convicted in Montreal and 
Buffalo.

Boston, Aug. 11.—Sensation follow­
ed sensation in the’ Panzi case to­
day. Charles Ponzi, who recently 
jumped into notoriety as a spec­
tacular financier, admitted that he 
was the Charles Ponzi who served 
terms of imprisonment in Montreal 
and Atlanta some years ago.

At the moment that he was making 
a formal confession of his past, the 
Hanover Trust Company, in which 
Ponzi was a director, was closed by 
Bank Commissioner Joseph C. Al­
len. Mr. Allen declared that the re­
ports of Ms agents indicated that 
the Bank was doing business in an 
unsafe manner. Ponzi resigned from 
the directorate of the Bank this af­
ternoon.

The admission of Ponzi and the 
closing of the Trust Company were 
quickly associated in the minds of 
hundreds who had been waiting anx­
iously in the downtown streets for 
developments that had been hourly 
expected. A crowd soon gathered 
in front of the Hanover Trust Com­
pany at the corner of Washington 
and Water Streets, and presently the

street was filled almost to the ex­
clusion of traffic.

Ponzi, who organized the Securi­
ties Exchange Company and took In 
millions for investments from thous­
ands of clients, said in his state­
ment jo-day that he took the blame 
for another person in Montreal. He 
also Insisted that he was still sol­
vent and could pay all notes now 
outstanding against him.

THE DEACONS CERTAINLY SLIPPED 'JE FF A TOUGH ASSIGNMENT. 'v Mud Fisher.
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Fish Regulations 
and the 5. W. Coast.

Under present conditions it is 
practically impossible to do 
business on the South and West 
Coasts, and the mercantile com­
munity is so hampered and 
handicapped by Government 
control that fish buying in 
many places has been greatly 
curtailed, if not stopped alto­
gether. The Telegram is not a 
preacher of blue ruin, but no 
sane person can remain un­
appreciative of an unprecedent­
ed situation such as exists in 
some of the Western Districts. 
Everybody is uneasy? Shippers 
and fishermen alike regard the 
prevalent state of affairs as 
verging upon ultimate disaster. 
The whole system is tied up be­
cause of the difficulties thrown 
in the path of exporters, and 
tiie trade of the West Coast is 
in danger of being utterly de­
stroyed. Notwithstanding all 
the protestations of the Govern-'* 
ment Press to the contrary, the 
Fish Export Regulations con­
stitute a restraint of Trade. 
When regular exporters are not 
permitted tb ship their cargoes 
unless they submit to annoying 
formalities, detrimental to their 
prospects, and this by Act of 
Parliament, sit is a restraint of 
trade. By this restraint neither 
fishermen nor suppliers are 
profiting. The former cannot 
dispose of their catch, because 
the latter will not buy, and the 
reason why is that the condi­
tions imposed do not allow them. 
Under such conditions is it any 
wonder that the Fishing Indus­
try on the West Coast is almost 
paralyzed. The chafing restric­
tions under which «new fish can­
not be, exported to Europe until 
*11 the old stocks on the market 
and in Newfoundland have been 
cleared out, are very disturbing 
to Wbst Coast shippers, " who 
are ready in June for the ex­
port of new fish. Thus there is 
created another restraint of 
trade.

There may. not be any cause 

for alarm, but there is cause for J 
great uneasiness. Notwith-j 
standing that a section of the 
Government press says that the 
situation is daily improving, 
there are evidences that this— 
unfortunately—is not so.

Police Court.

Mr, G. M. Barr at the meeting was

New Speed Record.

AVERAGES 17.40 KNOTS FOR NEAR.
LY FOUR HOURS.

NEW YORK, Aug. 7.—The Cunarder 
Aqultania, which sailed from New 
York on July 81, at U.ao p.m., made 
the last 12$ miles of her journey to 
Cherbourg on Friday In three hours 
and 48 minutes at an average speed of 
27.40 knots, or 31 land miles an hour, 
beating the Mauretania's speed re­
cord for short distances by more 
than a knot an hour. The Mauretania's 
former record was unsurpassed on 
the Atlantic Ocean.

While the Mauretania still holds 
the distinction of having crossed the 
Atlantic Ocean in th^ fastest time 
on record, the Aquitanla's perform­
ance of 87.40 knots, maintained all 
records for speed of merchant ships.

An Ad to Regulate the Ex 
portatton of Salt Codfish.

Be It enacted by the Governor, the Legislative Council and House
of Assembly, In Legislative Session oearoaod, aa follows:—
1. There shall be a Codfish Exportation Board (hereinafter 

called the Board) which shall consist of seven members, namely 
the Minister of Marine and Fisheries, who shall he Chairman, 
four members appointed by the Qovernor-in-Couacil, who shall 
be licensed exporters of Codfish, and two members appointed by 
a majority of tbe exporters of Codfish holding licenses thereun­
der. Three members shall constitute a quorum of the Board at 
any meeting thereof for the transaction of business. The Min­
ister of Marine and Fisheries shall have power to appoint a 
substitute to act In his place as Chairman at any time during his 
absence. A vacancy in the Board shall he filled in the same man­
ner as the original appointment was made,, and in the temporary 
absence, through any unavoidable cause, of a member, the 
Governor-in-Co an ell or the licensed exporters, as the case may 
be, may appoint a substitute to act in Ms place during such ab­
sence. Failure on the part ot the said exporters to nominate 
or appoint any members of the Board shall not prejudice or in- 
validate any acts or proceedings of the Board,

2. It shall be the duty of the Board to advise the Governor- 
in-Council generally as to the exportation and marketing of salt 
Codfish; and more particularly to recommend to the Governor- 
in-Council rules to regulate;—

(1) The issue, holding, suspension and cancellation of licen­
ses to export salt codfish.

(2) The conditions and terms of sale abroad.
(3) The minimum prices for the sale of salt codfish in par­

ticular markets at particular times.
(4) The maximum quantity of salt codfish which may be sold 

for or exported to any particular market at any particu­
lar time.

(5) The Board may also from time to time recommend the 
modification, suspension, or repeal ot any rule already 
approved and published in- the Royal Gazette. . .

3. Any rule recommended by the Board, approved by the tiov- 
ernor-in-Council and published in the Royal Gazette shall have 
the same force of law as it included in this Act. Such rule may 
be modified, suspended or repealed by a new rule, recommended 
by the Board, approved by the Governor-in-Councll and published 
in the Royal Gazette.. Immediate notice by telegram of any new 
rule or the amendment of any existing rule shall be given by 
the Minister of Marine and Fisheries to all licensed exporters 
of codfish. In recommending any rule respecting the fixing of 
prices the Board shall not have power to interfere with any con­
tract lawfully made under Rules and Regulations existing at 
the time of the finalizing of zuch contract.

4. (1) No salt codfish shall hereafter be exported except un­
der license. Such license shall be granted to any ap­
plicant who undertakes to comply with the rules made 
under tMs Act A fee of Fifty Dollars (*50.00) shall

Hot Weather!

Building New Hotel.
Halifax is shortly to have another

The fact that another is 
deemed necessary is eloquent of the 
growing propensities of thee city. In 
Halifax one beholds an inspiring ex­
ample for St. John’s.

$1,0004KKI For Paving.
The city of Halifax at the beginning 

of this year allocated $1,000,000 to be 
spent in paving streets. Last year an 
enormous sum was expended and next 
year another will be spent By then 
practically every street in Halifax 
will have been paved. The paving is 
of asphalt, with brick paving for the 
reception of street car rails.- The 
street car line was extended several 
miles this summer, and it is now pro 
posed to extend it some more.

Trying to Force New Election.
In Manitoba the political situation 

is a rather unique one. The recent 
election thete gave the government 
a bare majority, and now it is having 
the time of its life trying to keep 
itself a "government. In opposition 
are Laborittes. Farmers and Inde­
pendents. The latter are combining 
to make things hot for the govern­
ment and thereby force another elec­
tion, in which case the Laborites and 
Farmers would combine and go to the 
country together. That they would 
Sweep everything before them seems, 
from all indications, to bo likely. The 
Winnipeg Free Press, which is not a 
Labor nor a Farmer paper, admits the 
fact That is significant. Still, one 
can never tell what may happen.

An Extraordinary Distinction.
Four men In the world to-day, be­

sides the native ones, are chiefs of the 
slx-Indian tribe of Indians at Brant­
ford, Ontario. They are: the King, 
the Governor General of Canada, the 
Prince of Wales and—a Labor Mayor! 
He is Mavor M. McBride, of Brantford, 
where he is head of the City Council, 
and a member of the Ontario Legisla­
ture. He was made a chief by the 
Iroquois Indians as a mark of their 
appreciation of a service which he 
had rendered them. He went through 
the same ceremony as the Prince did 
on his recent tour of Canada. Mayor 
McBride was in Halifax during the 
late election, and helped the Inde­
pendent Labor Party in its campaign 
The writer met him there, and heard 
from himself the story of the chieftian- 
ship.

Nova Scotia’s Apple Crop.
The Annapolis Valley apple crop 

this year will be over 1,000,000 bar­
rels. Though this will be 600,000 bar­
rels below last year’s bumper yield, 
experts say that the quality will be 
unusually excellent; some go as far 
as to say that the quality will make 
up in value for the loss in quantity. 
There Is a big crop of small fruits 
over all Canada. In New Brunswick 
however, the apple crop is only about 
60 per cent, of last year’s, and there 
is no advantage In quality to offset 
the loss in quantity.

Archbishop Was 
Hurried Into London 

in Darkness.
London, August 10. — (Canadian 

Press)—Archbishop Daniel J. Man- 
nix, of Australia, who was landed 
yesterday at Penzanze by a British 
destroyer, which had taken him from 
aboard the White Star Liner Baltic, 
off the Irish coast, arrived here at 
6 o’clock this morning.

There were only a few reporters 
and a handful of priests present to 
greet the Archbishop, but a heavy 
police guard was maintained about 
the station.

There were no untoward incidents. 
A less impressive welcome for 

Archbishop Mannix could hardly 
have been staged than that which 
greeted him when he arrived at 
Hadington station.

Only the late editions of last night’s 
newspapers published the fact that 
he had landed at Penzance and was 
coming to this city.

Therefore only a few knew that 
he was to arrive at an early hour 
tc-day. Even the priests were not al­
lowed to greet the ^rchbishop until 
he had passed the Barriers into the 
station proper. Here the police had j 
some difficulty in handling even 
such a small crowd, as nearly every 
one insisted on kneeling before the 
Archbishop and kissing his hand.

Efforts of those who took Arch­
bishop Mannix fiom the station to 
evade the public seemed to lend 
strength to statements of Irishmen 
that the Australian prelate will at­
tempt to go to Ireland, notwithstand­
ing the government’s mandate that 
he shall not.

He was first led to the subway 
platform and then suddenly hurried 
into an automobile into which his 
luggage had been placed. He was 
driven to the home of a priest in 
the suburbs.

Archbishop Mannix declined to 
say whether he had any plans for 
the immediate future, and would 
not disclose what he intended to do 
during his stay in England.
