In July 1914 the 
Asquith cabinet had tempertoed for 
days on the question of whether Brit­
ain should support France In the 
event of war, and only decided on ac­
tion alter Bonar-Law and Lord Lans- 
downe in a Joint communication writ­
ten in behalf of the Unionist party 
pledged support of the opposition to 
any war measures the Government 
might adopt. Bonar-Law seams to have 
been the real man of the hour, though 
he modestly effaced • himself for 
months.

It may be that Lord Esher had not 
read the books of Hindenburg and 
Ludendorff when he wrote “The Pomp 
Of Power” for he seems to assume that 
the attrition policy of. Joftre, Robert­
son and Haig accomplished little, 
whereas the Germans reluctantly ad­
mit that it accomplished a great deaÎT 
But in the latter period of the war 
brought to the front soldiers like Foch 
and Retain, Wilson and Byng, who had 
more dash and initiative and accom­
plished results that the war of attra- 
tion could not have brought about.

Incredible as it appears an 
Influential party in the French Cham­
ber wished to give the chief command 
to General Sarrail,—an utter failure 
at Salonica,—because he was suppos­
ed to be a sounder Republican than 
Foch. Clemenceau was so far impres­
sed by the argumente of his anti­
clerical friends, that he actually offer­
ed the supreme command to Sarrail. 
The latter refused to accept, save on 
one condition, the release of his old 
political leader and the head of the 
Anglophobes of France, Calllaux. This 
was too much for Clemenceau, who 
shortly retired Sarrail from his com­
mand. It to well that It was, for Brit­
ain would never have consented to 
place, her armies under the command 
of an incompetent political general 
like Sarrail. New light is thrown on 
Calllaux, by Lord Esher. He was not 
an active traitor but at the time the 
war broke out a pro-Germ an, who 
stqck to his theory that an alliance 
with GeYihanÿ against Britain was the 
true policy for France. The charges 
that he tried to asstot Germany after 
the outbreak of the war are regarded 
as unfounded. *

little contemporary humanity knows 
about the small and concealed events 
which shape their history.—Saturday 
Night, Toronto.

Measures Atoms.
Most expert machinists think they 

are very accurate when they measure 
to the •quarter of a thousandth of an 
inch, but science goes them more than 
10,000 times better. Dr., W P. Dsvey 
of the General Electric Company has 
been able to use the waves for the di­
ameters of atoms.

To express these diameters in inches 
it would be necessary to write down 
a decimal point and 7 zeros before 
putting down the first significant 
figure, and Dr. Davey doesn’t -stop at 
the first figure, either, tie measures 
to three and sometimes four figures. 
For instance, followed by seven zeros, 
and if then, after the'last reZo, you 
put down 123 you would have the di­
ameter in inches of the atom or ion 
of chlorine in ordinary table salt

The number is accurate to 1 per 
cent. ‘ Some of the measurements are 
10 times as accurate as this; for .in­
stance, the diatanc» from-" the centre 
of the chlorine ion to the centre of 
the sodium Ion is 0.00000001108 Inches.

To date the diameters of 25 different 
kinds of tons have been" measured. 
The X-rays not only show the di­
mensions of these tops, but aiqo their 
arrangement tn space. Some' crystals j 
have all the ions apparently arranged 
on the corners of tiny imaginary 
cubes, and still Others have Ions at 
the corners of cubes and extra ions at 
the centres of the cubes, and still 
other crystals have an even more 
complicated structure. i

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Contumacious
Germany.

Just a few days over eight 
years ago, Germany began her 
war of aggression and prospec­
tive conquest and subjugation 
of the world to her will. Her 
statesmen yelled themselves 
hoqrse in telling just what they 
were going to do with France, 
likewise Belgium, and lastly, 
with Britain, for having dared 
to take a hand against the all 
conquering legions of the Ger­
man war lord. They boasted that 
all the Northern coast of France 
was to become German terri­
tory, and such other ports as 
might be found desirable were 
to be taken, and in addition 
French mines and minerals 
wherever situated. Moreover all 
the British, French and Belgian 
colonies overseas were to be oc­
cupied by Germany, and after 
victory war indemnities were to 
be imposed on the conquered 
countries sufficient to enrich 
the Prussian Empire, even after 
its war expenses had been paid 
out of them. Vanquished na­
tions were to be given no 
chance to arise out of their 
ruins, but were to be kept in ab­
ject poverty for all time. Such 
was the German programme, 
but there was a fly in the oint­
ment. Following four years of 
titanic struggle, Germany was 
placed at the mercy of her con­
querors. The situation was re­
versed. Instead of the men of 
blood and iron demanding and 
collecting at the point of the 
bayonet the last penny or franc, 
as in 1871, the despised opposr 
ers of the Prussian war policy 
were the victors. They imposed 
the terms of peace and the in­
demnification sums. But has 
Germany paid? Is she paying? 
Her own soil remained free 
from invasion. The victorious 
Allies did no more than cross the 
border. The might and majesty 
and strength of their panoplied 
armies were not exhibited to 
the German population. They 
did not enter Berlin as the Prus­
sian hordes entered Paris, in 
conquering array after the sur­
render of the French capital in 
1871. They halted at the border, 
and trusted to the good faith of 
German politicians to complete 
the terms of peace. What has 
been the result? Germany has 
been hedging ever since. France 
and Belgium have received noth­
ing but empty promises from 
the enemy. Both shattered and 
exhausted themselves in the 
war. Great Britain and the Em­
pire emerged from the war with 
an indebtedness in excess of all 
German expenditure in a con­
flict of the latter’s own making. 
Italy was also blighted finan­
cially, and the United States 
was forced to incur burdens of 
debt which they are now feeling 
keenly and will long continue to 
suffer from the effects. And it 
is to-day remarkable (but not so 
much so when German charac­
teristics are taken into ac­
count) that the late vanquished 
enemy refuses to pay the in­
demnities to which she pledged

her sacred word. Perhaps the 
document which her plenipoten­
tiaries signed is even now only 
regarded as a “scrap of paper.” 
Much maudlin sympathy is 
being expressed for her by those 
who were the greatest sufferers 
at her hands, and this misplaced 
pity is being taken advantage 
of, and used as a reason why 
Germany should not be com­
pelled to make good her obliga­
tions. Such was not shown to 
France in 1871. Is there any 
reason now why Germany 
should be permitted to have her 
own time in making good the 
damage done by her armies 
from 1914 to 1918? Can it be 
wondered at that France objects 
to the latitude allowed?

Whales Declared
to be Sperms.

VALUABLE CAPTURE FOR MEN OF 
KEELS.

The Telegram learns from a well 
known business man who has Just re­
turned from Keel’s and other points 
in Bonavista Bay, that the whales 
driven ashore by the fishermen are 
belonging to the sperm species. They 
are 28 in number and all bulls. The 
animals are moored in a beach at 
Castle’s Cove, and the captors are en­
gaged collecting the oil. For this 
purpose a hole is cut in the side of 
the head and the valuable content is 
dipped out with buckets. The pro­
cess Is very slow but the men obtain 
from IB to 20 barrels of oil from each 
head. The whales are young, and 
average about 50 feet In length. The 
very valuable substance ambergris is 
sometimes found in the intestine of 
the sperm whale but so far the men 
have not found any. Ambergris when 
first taken out is a deep grey color of 
waxy consistency, with a disagree­
able odor, gradually becoming sweet 
when exposed to the air. It is used 
in making perfumes.

A Diamond “Rush.”
A great event on the alluvial 

diamond fields, known as “The River 
Diggine,” is the proclamation of new 
ground.

For some weeks before the day of 
proclamation, people from far and 
wide have been moving along the 
roads in wagons drawn by teams of 
bullocks, donkeys, or mules, taking 
with them their digging gear in order 
that they may be ready to start dig­
ging as soon as possible after their 
"claims’’ have been pegged.

On the day of proclamation all 
roads to the new “rush” are alive with 
traffic of every description: and the 
veldt in the vicinity of the rendezvous 
is crowded with motor cars, wagons, 
motor and push-bicycles. horses, 
mules, donkeys, bullocks, and even 
fowls and goats.

Corrugated iron houses and bell 
tents are dotted about all over the 
place. Thousande of people are wan­
dering over the kopjes (hills) and on 
the flats, spying out the likely ground 
and looking for indications of open 
“faces” of gravel in the sluits (water 
courses.)

An hour or so before the time for 
the reading of the proclamation, thr 
Mounted Police clear the ground of 
people and marshal the would-be dig 
gers behind a line of white flags. Tb‘ 
Union Jack is hoisted and the mer 
are told that the dipping of it will b' 
the signal to start the "Rush.”

Each man carries four pegs on 
each of which is his name. At the slg 
nal the whole of the four miles line 
breaks Into a seething, swarmin’ 
rush of men. racing to peg the! 
claims In what they consider the bee 
ground.

“A claim” measure# fifteen yard 
square and pegs must be visible at tl- 
four cornera. In the rush that follov 
the proclamation there is aeeeeaerli 
much confusion, croee-pegging, a- 
over-pegging, leading to hot dispute 
and in some cases fist» are reeortr 
to until the claim# inspector com- 
r°und with hie tape measure and d 
cides which piece of ground belonr 
to which man.

After all disputes have been settle 
and the claims registered, the owns 
are entitled to begin digging oper 
tlons as soon as they wish. Some il 
gers collect their native “boys” 
once" and start them at work wit 
Pick» and shovels to prepare to groan 
for the gravitating machina

The majority of those who hav 
“pegged” return to their respectif 
homes to wait until reports as t 
"finds” begin to be circulated.

If the "finds” are good they will re­
turn to work their claims.

Do not put the head of 
lettuce in the icebox and then remove 
the number of leaves needed for your 
salad and trust to an immersion in 

. cold water to make them crisp. In- 
| stead, pull the head of lettuce entirely 
apart the minute it comes from the 
market. Wash all the leaves thorough­
ly,then shake in a colander and put 
the loose leaves in a paper bag,, plac­
ing the bag near the ice. Each leaf will 
keep crisp and firm and all the leaves 
can be used, though you may have to 
replace the paper bag occasionally 
when the paper becomes torn from 
moisture.

ED.
LONDON, Aug. 16.

The printers strike, which has long 
disorganized English provincial news­
papers, has been settled at a joint 
conference, and an agreement sign­
