The Executive of the Canadian Dairy­

men’s Association are desirous of making 
the annual Convention of the Society of 
the greatest possible advantage td the 
dairy interests of the country. With this 
object in view, we have selected and noted 
below the principal subjects that will be 
presented for the consideration of the As­
sociation.

Hon. J, S. McDonald Introduced a Bill 
founded on the resolutions adopted by the 
house with regard to a provincial duty on 
tavern keepers.

On motion of Hon. J. S. McDonald, the 
Bill to authorise the publication of an 
Ontario Gazette wag read a third time and 
passed.

On motion of Mr. Fergusson, the Bill to 
amend and consolidate the Acts imposing 
a duty on dogs, and for the protection of 
sheep, was read a second time and referred 
to a committee.

The members 
of the different Agricultural Societies 
would soon hold their customary meet­
ings, and ought, before long, to have an 
idea of the Government measure.

Hon. Mr. Carling replied that the Bill 
would be distributed this afternoon or to­
morrow, and he had ordered copies of it 
to be sent to the secretaries of the differ­
ent Agricultural Societies.

The Land Grant Resolutions.
Resolutions to be moved by the Hon. 

Mr. Richards in Committee of the Whole.
1. That in the opinion of this House, 

free grants of public lands to actual set­
tlers would tend more rapidlv to develop 
the agricultural resources of the Province, 
and that it is expedient that authority 
should be given to provide for such 
grants, under regulations to bo prescribed 
by the Lieutenant-Governor iri Council, 
nut inconsistent with the following reso 
lutions.

2. That such grants should be confined 
to lands lying in the townships between 
the Ottawa river and the Georgian Bay, 
to tho west of a line drawn from a point 
opposite the south-east angle of the town­
ship of Palmerston ; north-westerly along 
the western boundaries of the townships 
of north Sherbrooke, Lavant, Blithfield, 
Admaston, Bromley, Stafford and Pem­
broke, to tlxe Ottawa river, and to the 
north of the rear or northerly boundaries 
of the townships of Oso, Olden, Kennebec, 
Kalador, Elzavir, Madoc, Marmora, Bel­

Grant’s Lifk before the War.—The 
new life of General Grant, written by 
Colonel Radeau of his staff, thus sketches 
the ante-war life of the now foremost 
man ih the country :—“Thus, when the 
civil war broke out, Grant was a private 
citizen, earning his bread In an insignifi­
cant inland town. He was of simple 
habits and tastes, without influence and 
unambitious. Having never been brought 
in contact with men of eminence, he had 
no personal knowledge of great affairs. 
He had never commanded more than a 
company of soldiers and although ho had 
served under Scott and Taylor, it was as a 
subaltern, and without any opportunity 
of intercourse with those commanders. 
He had yoted for a president but once; he 
knew no politicians, for his acquaintance 
was limited to army officers and western 
traders ; even in the town where he lived 
he had not mot tho member of Congress 
who represented the district for nine suc­
cessive years, and who afterward became 
one of his most intimate personal friends. 
Of his four children the eldest was eleven 
years old. He lived in a little house at 
the top of one of the picturesque hills on 
which Galena is built; And went daily to 
to the warehouse ot his father and broth­
er, where leather was sold by wholesale 
and retail. He was thirty-nine years of 
age before his countrymen became ac- 
quanted with his name.”

THE EASTERN DIFFICULTY

BY ATLANTIC CABLE.
Copenhagen, Jan. 16th—It is reported 

that efforts of Chamberlain jPonstansen, 
in negotiations with the United States to 
secure certain privileges and exemptions 
for merchants of St. Thomas, have been 
defeated by Secretary Seward.

Toulon, Jan. 16th—-Admiral Farr a gut, 
whose fleet arrived here this week, was 
received with every attention by the city 
authorities, end was superbly entertained 
by the officers of the French navy at this 
port. The U. S. squadron soiled today 
for Naples.

Brussels, Jan. 16.—Intelligence of the 
death of Maximilian was for the first time 
communicated to his widow four days 
ago.

London, Jan. 16—The official returns 
of the Bank of England show that the 
amount of specie in vault has increased 
£26,000 stg. during the week.

London, Jan. 16—The police at Man­
chester have arrested a man supposed to 
be the Fenian Deasy. Two Americans, 
Barrett and O'Neil, strongly suspected of 
Fenianism, have been arrested at Glas­
gow. Papers found on them strongly 
implicate them. The motion to try Shaw, 
Burke and Casey in London, instead of 
Warwick, is likely to be granted.

Trieste, Jan. 16-—'The fleet bearing the 
remains of Maximilian entered the har­
bor of Trieste this morning. The frigate 
Momra was immediately boarded by an 
Archduke, who covered the catafalque 
containing the corpse with wreaths of 
flowers. Great preparations are made for 
the funeral.

London, Jan. 16th—It is reported that 
Lord Bloomfield, British minister to Aus­
tria, and Lord Clarendon, have gone on 
a mission to Rome, to request the Pope 
to use his influence with the inhabitants 
of Deland for suppression of the Fenian 
agitation.

London, Jan. 16—The aggressive po­
licy of the Russian government in the 
Eastern question causes much alarm in 
Turkey. The Northern Post of St Peters­
burg, declares that Russia does not desira 
an extension of territory. Her only aim 
is to secure the safety of Christian sub­
jects of tho Porte. The St. Petersburg 
Gazette asserts that both England ana 
Franco have urged the Sultan to make 
extensive military and naval preparations 
in the Mediterranean.

4. That after a continuous and actual 
residence thereon of years next after 
the date of such location, and the clearing

and cultivation of not less than acres 
annually, for the period ot years next 
after such location, and the erection of a 
house thereon of at least feet by 
feet, and in compliance with the regula­
tions aforesaid, the locatee should he 
entitled to a patent for such land.

5. That to give greater encouragement 
to occupy and Improve lauds, the subject 
of such location or grant, it is expedient 
that such lands should not be liable for 
any debt or ‘cause of action incurred or 
accrued within years from the date of 
such location, and that the lccatee should 
not have power to alienate, mortgage or 
pledge such land within that period.

6. That such locations should be made 
only upon lands suitable for actual settle 
ment and cultivation, and not upon lands 
valuable chiefly for their timber or mine 
ral resources ; and that it is expedient 
that all merchantable timber, mines, 
minerals, àc.^ upon any lands so located 
or granted should be reserved.

Government and the Telegraph.- 
The London Observer says : The bill to be 
introduced to enable the government to 
obtain possession of the electric telegraphs 
of the United Kingdom, will not be de­
posited until the usual time for depositing 
private bills. It will, in the first instance 
be treated as a private bill, and will go* 
before the select committees in the same 
manner as other bills proposing to deal 
with private property. * On the passing 
of the oill through Its usual-stages, and 
becoming an Act of Parliament, it will 
then be the duty of the government to 
introduce a money bill to enable them to 
give effect to the measure. It is not pro­
bable that anything will be done in the 
matter until the session of Parliament of 
1868. Meanwhile it may be assumed 
that the government will, in a matter af 
fecting eo many vested rights, be pre­
pared to treat in a fair and liberal spirit 
those whose interest may be affected 
by the bill, especially the female clerks, 
of whom -Shere are some two or three 
hundred, in the employment of the Elec­
tric and International Company alone, 
earning an honorable livelihood by that 
occupation, and who are understood to be 
the most competent telegraphists in ex­
istence. On this point all parties will 
have ample opportunities of being heard 
before the committee to which the bill 
will be sent for examination.

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*• Signs of Peace In Europe.
* A Short time ago when the Empor- 
or Napoleon opened his parliament 
by a speech of guarded phrase it was 
doubted whether peace was so firmly 
established in the Empire as he assur­
ed,first his audience of legislators,and 

•secondly the world at large that it 
was. The recommendation to push 
through the bill for the re organiza­
tion of the army as speedily as possi­
ble together with the known fact that 
Chaaaepot rifles were being turned 
out by thousands left an impression 
on nearly all who read the speech, 
that the wound which the Emperor’s 
pride had received from the bold and 

' clever Bismarck had not been com- 
plctly cicatrized. The bill alluded to 
has been passed. We do not recollect 
the precise terms of it, but it is model­
led somewhat after the law which re­
gulates the military service of the 
male population of Prussia, and will 
put France in possession of a million 
and a quarter of fighting men. Of 
course it will be some time before 
this force can be rendered thoroughly 
effective. The recruits whon^ the 
jiew law will bring to the aid of the 
regular army must be drilled ; but 
after that has been done ijapoleon will 
have a force at his disposal second to 
Bone in Europe in point of numbers, 
and perhaps it will be numerically su­
perior to any other. He has thus re­
solved to maintain an armed peace, 
an expensive luxury indeed, but one 
rendered necessary by the peculiar 
circumstsnccs of France as she has 
been placed by the peculiar disposition 
of her Emperor.

During all the time that Napoleon 
was reiterating his declarations of 
peace, Bismarck preserved an ominous 
silence. Whatever the former might 
say the latter kept his own counsel, 
and it was only very recently that he 
has thrown off the cloak of taciturnity 
and condescended, in a speech lately 

, delivered at Berlin, to give the assur­
ance that the relations between Prus­
sia and France were of a pacific char­
acter and that war between them 
*'this year was a phantom.” The 
words of a man like Bismarck carry 
with them much more force than 
those of Napoleon. He does not pos­
sess such an amount of duplicity as 
the latter, and it is believed that when 
he says war or peace he means exactly 
what he says. Furthermore we find 
the newly accredited representative of 
the North German Confederation, at 
an audience given him by the Emper­
or on the last day of the old year, 
speaking as follows:—“The King of 
Prussia eagerly desires to maintain 
and develop more and more the rela­
tions of good feeling and confidence 
between France and the Confederate 
States. This desire is, at the same 
time,conformable to the sentiments of 
sincere friendship which the King en­
tertains towards your Majesty’s per­
son, and the orders of the King pre 
scribe to me to fulfil my functions in 
that spirit.” .

Whereto the Emperor replied:—“In 
notifying to me the new functions with 
which you arc invested, as the repre 
aentativc of the Confederation of the 
North, you renew the assurances of 
the friendship of the King of Prussia.
I thank you fur it- On my part, I 
embrace the opportunity with pleasure 
to confirm the good understanding ex­
isting between the two Governments.
I beg of you to be the interpreter of 
my sentiments to the King.”

This alone is a strong indication 
that a spirit of harmony once more 
reigns between two mighty powers, 
whose quarrel if unsettled would del­
uge the plains of Europe with blood, 
and produce results that none can fore- 
ehadow. But there is a still stronger 
ground for the belief that the feeling 
of animosity has fled, for a late cable 
despatch informs us that they are “to 
act together on the Roman question, 
so far as to restore relations between 
the kingdom of Italy and the States 
of the Church to the exact status ere 
ated by the September convention be­
tween Italy and France.” This 
perhaps not exactly what Italy would 
have expected from Prussia, but that 
ia another point altogether, on which 
we have no design to speak at present. 
Whether Italy’s hopes from Prussia 
will be disaupointed or not, the co-op­
eration of the two great continental 
Powers is indicative of a continuation 
of peace in Europe. Siuce their pas 
aions being soothed, no very direful 
consequences of war need be imme­
diately dreaded.

Another Attempt.
The second attempt at incendiarism 

within five days, and the efforts of villainy 
being directed towards the destruction of 
the beet business portions of the Town, 
are sufficient to strike us with dread. 
While such lawlessness ia permitted to 
creep around beneath the shield of mid­
night darkness, who can go to bed in­
dulging the hope that he shall net be 
penniless in the morning, or who can 
promise himself (tor we know not what 
next may be attempted) that his own roof 
shall not fall upon his head, and he perish 
in the flame which a monster's brand had 
kindled? It were useless to speculate 
upon motives when fearful facts stand 
before us. It is of the smallest possible 
practical importance whether the deeds 
we speak of were committed by a malig­
nant misanthrope, who has resolved to be 
revenged upon the world for some fancied 
Injustice, or by some avaricious fiend for 
the sake of plunder. In either case the 
effect would be the same, and no cause 
could be advanced as a palliation of the 
crime. Terrible evidences that there is a 
Cataline in Guelph have been revealed to 
us during the week, but there is an end 
to all thidgs, even to crime, and the 
wicked shall not go unpunished. The 
public safety, and apparently the "very 
existence of the Town demands an extra 
and unremitting vigilance on the part of 
the authorities. Had the fire broken out 
on Wyndham-st. on Sunday last ; had 
the fire not been so soon discovered on the 
Market Square (and there is no reason for 
believing that the latter would not have 
been essayed had the former succeeded) 
what would have been the result ? The 
ground Guelph occupied would have re­
mained, but it would have required a 
long time for Guelph to rise from its 
ashes. To the Council we would say, 
« Courage and promptitude,” for both are 
requisite in the emergency. They have 
an important duty to perform, and that 
right speedily. How fires shall be extin­
guished has become within the last few 
days a question of less importance than 
how incendiarism may be prevented, and 
villains brought to justice. We have no 
doubt our Municipal Fathers will prove 
themselves equal to the occasion, and give 
no rest to their eyes, nor slumber to their 
eyelids until they have devised some plan 
likely to be effective in discovering the 
perpetrators of such horrid crimes, or at 
least of promoting the security of life and 
property in the Town.

The Vote on Tuesday.—The 
Toronto correspondent of the Hamil­
ton Times says the vote on Tuesday 
night last on the investment.of the 
surplus funds of the Province in Do­
minion stock—for that is what the re­
jection of Mr MoKellar’s amendment 
amounted to—was not, as the Leader 
and other organs df the Government 
assert, à triumph of the Ministerial 
party over the Oppostitm, and there­
fore a test of the Ministerial strength 

because some of the most determin­
ed opponents of the Government in 
theHouse voted with the Government. 
It is true the vote was not wholly di­
vested of a party character, but still 
there was not enough of that element 
in it to justify the tone assumed by 
the Leader. The Government, I have 
reason to know, do not consider the 
decision of the House as indicating 
anything more than its opinion on that 
particular measure. They are per­
fectly aware that the relative strength 
of parties has not yet been put. to a 
decisive test. •

Cold Weather.—The Quebec Daily 
News says:—To write of cold weather 
would be simply moonshine. Since the 
23rd of November last when tho winter 
set in in earnest, although the latter end 
of October and month of November were 
unusually cold, we have had but two or 
three days of comparatively speaking 
mild! weather. On each x successive day, 
since then, it has either blown hard, frozen 
hard, or snown with violence. A harder 
winter than the present has not been ex­
perienced in Quebec within the memory 
of the “ oldest inhabitant.” Added to this 
the want of employment among the poor 
classes must in great measure aggravate 
the misery they have to endure. No one 
can tell the amount of poverty and suf­
fering that exists in Quebec to-day ; yet 
we hear nothing of Soup Kitchens or 
other provisions made for the relief of 
suffering humanity such as we have had 
in winters past when there was much 
less misery abroad. That this should be 
the case is just as possible as Qiat the 
Ship Carpenters’ Union should strike for 
higher wages at a period when they had 
work or starvation before them. It is one 
of the anomalies of our existence that 
philosophy has yet failed to find a cause
