the first time. Late though it was I
sallied out and saw a liltle of London on
o Baturday night. Th) great thorough-
fares, such as Fleet street, the Strand,
&c., were crowded with the never-ceasing
throng of pedesirians, omnibuses were
rolling hither and thither, the gin palaces
and beer houses were gorgeously lit up,
and yet I saw no person the worse of
liquor. After going as far as Temple
Bar—the old ancient barrier which marks
the precincts of the city proper—I re-
traced my steps, feeling as if I was in a
new world. The stranger on first tra-
versing these old streets, the names of
which have been familiar to him for
years in books and periodicale, feele—
stranger though he is=—thilt they are not
entirely foreign to him, and when he
reads their names he begins to think that
he has got among old friends. Buch was
my impression in wandering through
London—in going up Ludgate Hill, in
watching the great tide of life ever and
anon moving up and down Cheapeide, in
making the circuit of St. Paul’s Church-
yard, and in poking about through
Paternoster Bow, and other classio re-
gions. The memory at once reverts to
episodes in history closely connected with
many of these streets, and one naturally
feels a sort of pride and pleasure in being
near the places which in days long gone
by were the scenes of great events, inti-
mately associated with the history of the
Empire.

On the Bunday morning sucgeeding my
arrival I and my friend from Guelph
went to hear Mr. Spurgeon preath. Hav-
ing the advantage of & ticket from the
proprietor of our hotel we readily gained
admission to the Tabernacle before the
general public were allowed access to the
interior. The scene presented outside
this vast building was one to interest a
stranger, and which he can see nowhere
but in London, but perhaps nowhere
there but at Spurgeon’schurch. Crowds
from all parts of the great city kept con.
verging towards the one central point of
attraction. The members of the church
passed through the outer gates without
hindrance, but etrangers who had not
the good fortune to secure tickets were
standing in hundreds waiting for the
time when they would be admitted.
Once inside the building the stranger is
smazed at its size, yet pleased at its
light and airy appearance. It is built in
the shape of an oval, with two galleries
running all round. He is also greatly
pleased at the good order, and quiet and
devout appearance of the people, who,
though entering by more than half a
dozen doors, make no noise whatever.
Exactly at the hour, when Mr. Spurgeon
makes his sppearance the doors are
closed, and g¢rangers who have been
admitted by ticket are allowed to enter
any pew which has a vacant seat. After
singing the first hymn the doors areagain
opened for afew minutes, and non-ticket
holders are then admitted, who soon fill
every vacant seat, and also improvised
ones in the passages. The service then
goes on undisturbed. On the day in
question there must have been 5,000
people present, and yet I never saw any
service conducted with so much order
and quiet. It is moreover very simple,
and much the same as that common
among Presbyterians. The singing was
simple and plain, yet it rose almost to
the sublime. No instrument is used, no
new-fangled tunes are sung. 'he leader
simply starts the note, but it is instantly
taken up by the vaet assembly, who pour
ont their hearts in song with so much
heartiness and fervour that one canpot
but feel solemnized and elevated at the
spontaneous burst of melody from so
many voices. Of Spurgeon’s preaching
I will only say this, that having once
heard him, I am not in the least sur-
prised at his extraordinary and long sus-
tained popularity, or at the no less
extraordinary influence he exerts in his
ewn congregation and throughout the
Christian world. There is a power, an
originality, a peculiar pith, and an
earnestness about his discourses which
arrests the attention and compels one to
pause and think, He is not eloguent in
the highest sense of the word. He does
not roll out his periods or study his
climaxes ; but he gives to his thonghts
such a personal, yet withal such an
universal applieation as to make his words
welcome to his own people and to readers
in every part of the world. His congre-_
gation is endowed with the same earnest-
ness a8 himself. They are all workers,
and the consequence is that his church

I eannot to attempt to speak of
London in detail. The vastness of the
city overwhelms the stranger. It is only
after a week’s incessant travel through it
that he begins to have a faint idea of its
extent, and even then he can only have
have seen but a very small part of it. To
give one an idea of its rize I may say that
one day for my own satisfacticn I got on
the top of an omnibus at Chelsea and
rode all the way to the Bank of England.
At that point I took another 'bus to the
opposite or morth-west extremity of the
aity, and when I arrived at Stratford I
had travelled more than fourteen miles
through crowded streets the whole dis-
tance. Nor can I speak of the many
places of interest which the stranger
visits,such as the Parks, Gardens, Picture
Galleries, British Museum, the Parlia-
meént Buildings, Westminster Abbey, the
Towet, the Crystal Palace, and many
other sights. To properly describe them
would require & large volume. It would
take one a good month to do anything
like jusfice to them all, and even then he
would leave places unseen which are well
worth a visit. Besides, the public have
often read descriptions of some of the
most noteworthy of these places. I shall l
therefore merely hint at a few of more re-
cent date, and with which they are not so
familiar. »
The Thames embankment,of which my
readers have all heard, is a noble monu-
ment of perseverance and skill. It ex-
tends from Blackfriars’ Bridge to below
the Parliament Buildings. The massive
wall of Aberdeen granite forms a resist-
less bulwark to old Father I'hames, and
the top of the embankment from the wall
back many yards forms a gpacious prome-
nade, which has been planted with trees.
In a sanitary point of view the Embank-
ment has been a great benefit to London.
The Albert Memorial in Hyde Park, in-
augurated more than a year ago,is the
finest and most elaborate structure I ever
saw. Standing on an elevated positiona
first view of it strikes the beholder with
admiration, which is deepened as he
begins to examine it in detail. There
are allegorical representations of the four
querters of the globe, of science and art,
busts of all the great poets, musicians,
philosophers, orators, &oc., of all ages.
The statue of the late Prince Consort is
not yet put in its place. The Memorial
rises to a great height, aud the whole
design and executiou—the beautiful
tracery, and the elabrate gilding—give
evidence of the great skill and labour
bestowed on this most beautiful monu-
ment. The British Museum is almost a
a worldinitself. After wandering through
it a whole afternoon one only begins to
realise the vastness of the building and
the immense cellection of euriosities.
The Library attached to the Museum isa
wonder. Fancy an immense amphi-
theatre hundreds of feet in diameter,
carried up to a great height under a glass
dome, and filled in every part with in-
numerable books—comprising,I blieve,a
copy of every work now extant, besides
thousands now entirely out of print —to
say nothing of the valuable and rare
manuseripts, parchments and other writ-
ten documents which if lost could not be
replaced.
I had the good for{une to see Dore's
great painting—Christ leaving the Pre:
torinm—which was on exhibition while I
was in London. The figures are all life
size. The majestic yet divinely placid
countenance of the great Sufferer is the
highest trinmph of the artist’s genius.
The faces of the High Priest, the princi-
pal Jews who urged on the crucifixion of
Christ, the Roman soldiers, the crowd of
idlers and others interested in the trans-
action, and above al! thespeechless agony
and suffering depicted in the cou

you can gaze for hours and continually
see some new beauty. To me the sight
of this great work afforded one of the
greatest pleasures I experienced in Lon-
don, and my recollectioff of almost each
individual figure is even now as vivid as
when I first looked on it.

When in London I had, throuvgh the
kindnegs of a relative, the privilege of
calling on Thomas Carlyle. The dis-
tinguished philosopher lives in a plain,
unpretentions brick house in a quiet re-
tired street in Chelsea. I do not think it
right to give thhe details of a purely pri-
vate interview, but may say that the re-
ception was all I could desire—frank,
genial,and kindly, Mr. Carlyle keeps his
age well. His cheeks thongh somewhat
sunk, still preserve some of the freshness
of youth; his hair has lost some of its
iron grey colour, and is inclining to white,
and his hands show some of the tremn-
lous movement of vld age. But the mind
appears to be as fresh, clear and vigorous
a8 ever, while his half humorous, half
satirical flashes have all the pungency
and force that mark his best writings.
There was also running through his re-
marks a vein of grave—I may even with-
out exaggeration say devout—reflection
which many would not be inclined to
give him credit for. Altogether I was
more than pleased with my interview,
which will remain among the most
pleasant recollections of my visit to the
old land.

Being anxious to get a good sight of
the Thames, I resolved to take the
steamer from London to Edinbvrgh, and
80 one Saturday afternoon found :nyself
on board one of the vessels of the line
wich plies regularly between these ports.

Hon. John Young and the Ministry.

The Montreal Herald, of Wednesday,
publishes a long letter from Hon. John
Yourg to the electors of Montreal West,
in which he explains the whole affair of
the Pope-Macdonald letter. He says that
he applied to the Hon. T.N. Gibbs on
the 19th ult., asking him for the form in |
which he should apply for his commis- |
gion as flour inspector under the new
Act. Gibbs replied that, as it was an
office of some emolument, it would, if |
accepted by Lim, prevent him from re-|
taining his seat in Parliament ; nio‘he‘
Gibbs) had not contemplated submitting
his name to tke Governor-General for re-
appointment. Hon. Mr. Young then
went to Ottawa to see Gibbs. He saw
Pope, who thought the Inspeclion Act
did not interfere with his continuing as
member of Parliament and as Inspector
also. On the 25th ult., he received an
unintelligible telegram from Pope: “I
will see you to-morrow on my way home.
No cause for alarm.” He then says:

When
I realized that it was genuine, and recol- |
lacting that it was 1n reply to Mr. Pope's
letter, after seeing me here on the 27th, |

public men. While Pope and Sir .L._)m‘
were assuring me that there was no in- |

to rob me of boun, under the belief that
I would Le compclled to yield to the
pressure f:.om necessity. Macdonald |
wrote on the 6th Sept., saying he would
be justitied in publishing Young's letter
of the 23rd Anug., laying Young's case
before the Government. Young replied
to publish it by all means, but he added
that he hoped Sir John would also pub-
lish all the private and official letters to
the Department of Inland Revenue. The
Premier dare not do tktat. Mr. Young
leaves it for the electors to decide whe-
ther he has done 1ight or wrong. Hutch-
inson his deputy, haslaid a petition before
the Superior Court, prayfng that a writof
mandamus be issued, authorizing him to
take the office of Flour Inspeetor, on the
grcund that he is better qualified than
Young.
