Many Things Happen at the An­
nual Meeting of the National 

Baseball Association
New York, Jan. 10—Because the 

board of arbitration of the Nation­
al Association of baseball leagues, 
decided to admit the Tri-State lea­
gue to the territorial rights of Wil­
mington and Trenton, which quash­
ed the application of the Atlantic 
League, the Atlantic league has de­
cided to pull out from the National 
Association.

The ground upon which the Tri- 
State League's application for ter­
ritorial rights was granted wap that 
the league, although recently ad­
mitted, had a prior claim upon its 
field on account of its older organ­
ization.

With a view of regulating salar­
ies and making them uniform in 
each league at leant to the extent 
of putting a limi,t upon them, an 
important amendment to the con 
stitution was adopted. This pro­
vides for a maximum monthly sal­
ary limit for each clubof the sever­
al leagues below class A. The clas­
sification is to be governed by 
population requirements, and to be 
fixed by the respective leagues-

A statement of maximum limit 
must be filed with the secretary of 
the board of arbitration immediat­
ely after the opening of the cham­
pionship sôason in each of the lea­
gues affected, and it will be the 
duty of the National board to en­
force it.

The association took a stand like 
that of the major leagues with re­
ference to post season games and 
amends it’s constitution to the ex­
tent th^t no club will be permitted 
to participate in such games except 
under the regulations of a hoard 
of control. 1

The National board was given 
power to impose penalties fojr vio­
lations against this amendment. The 
board adopted a resolution putting 
all players who are ^ineligible to 
play in the eligible list of the Tri- 
State League.

Provision was made for the trial 
of players and umpires against 
whom charges may be made. An 
amendment was made to the con­
stitution imposing a penalty of $50 
for invasion of territorial rights.

The Herald complains because the 
population of Edmonton was reduc­
ed. The first bulle,fims referred to 
the population as turned in by the 
enumerators. It was not given out 
as a final count. It was found that 
some persons had been enumerated 
by more than one assessor and also 
that some were improperly enumer­
ated. Upon revision these names 
were removed from the list. Is there 
anything wrong about that ? It 
shows the care that was taken by 
the people in the census department.

The Albertan is inclined to believe 
that the enumerators in Calgary 
were not as quick counters as they 
might have been, but once the list 
was turned in to the department the

Calgary can never hope to haye 
good civic administration without 
able and efficient administrators, 
which do not develop under the 
out-of-date committee system.

Now that moré people are in 
need of coal, there is not so mulch 
coal, or as many cars to ciynry the 
coal, according to the argument in 
the .Calgary Herald.
