L REGOLATONS

Vessel Owners Say Any Further Re-
strictions Will Kill the Busi-"
ness Altogether.

Unwilling o Sell But Expeet Com-
pensation if the Industry
is Ruined.

Several of theleading sealing men were
yesterdayinterviewed upon the press dis-
patch from London, published on Sun-
day, saying that there was some possi-
bility of the British government re-
opening the Behring Sea question at the
solicitation of the United States. The
unanimous opinion on this subject was
that there was a North American Com-
mercial Co. tinge about the whole inter-
view with Mr. Liebes, president of that
big Alaskan monopoly, that showed that
in his case the wish was father to the
thought. The company are naturally
anxious to get all competitors out of the
way and it would be a great stroke of
business, metaphorically ‘speaking, to
kill off the Canadian sealers, so that the
comrany could then monopolize the
‘whole trade and dictate pricas for skins,
irresgectiv’e of the number of skins
caught., . g

Captain. J. G. Qox, president of the
Sealers’ Association, being shown Mr.
Liebes’ statement that Mr. Leopold Bog-
cowitz had said all the Canadian sealers
would be very glad to be bought out, re-
marked: )

‘“ We sealers do not want to sell. We
have our inherent right to catch seal in
the open sea, and want to use that right,
but if Great Britain for the purpose of
pleasing the United States places such
restrictions on our industry as will prac-
tically destroy it, then we want to be
paid full compensation for such action
on the parf,of Great Britain,

“Under existing conditions,” con-
tinued Capt. Cox, ‘‘ the sealing industry
is very’ precarious owing to the restric-
tions imposed, and any further limita-
tions would simply kill our business.

. £ Mr. Liebes makes a false statement
when he says ‘On the one side we
have the ownership of the property and
on the other side they (the Canadians)
have legally the right to destroy it.” It
was distinctly laid down at Paris that
the United States had no ownership of
the seals in the opensea. They are wild
animals and no nation had a right to
claim ownezship in them.”

That wad the: gist of what Capt. Cox
said, and Mr. E. B. Marvin substantially
agreed with him. The only ownership
that the United States could claim, he
said, was the right to deal with the seals
on their own territory but not when the
seals went outside the limits of the
United States. He expressedipractically
the same views as did Oaptain Cox
in reference to Mr. Boscowitz’s state-
ment a8 to the selling out. Mr. Boscowitz
was not speaking for the sealers, but the
effect of it was that if the government
were going to destroy the business the
sealers should be compensated.’’

*‘ Supposing the sealers were compen-
sated,” eaid Mr. R. Hall, *“ what right
would a comparatively small number of
sealers have to trade away a national
right? .

CIVIC ASSESSMENTS.

Court of Revision Now Hearing Ap-
peals of Dissatisfied Prop-
erty Holders.

A Possibility That a Number May
Be Ruled Out for Imperfeet

The civic court of revision yesterday

The
ship’s cabin, wherein the patient was
placed, was firststeamed, then fumigated
with sulphur, and afterwards washed
with a chemical solution, but as his did

Very few people have any accurate
conception of the extent of Mr. Gibson’s
enterprises. His original business was
that of a lumberman, and he is still the
greatest lumbermanin New Brunswick.

80 much sothat, according to
some dealers, it will mean that some of
the new establishments will remain idle
this year and may throw difficulties-into
the paths of otbers. It is reported that
a number of fishing boats which were
ordered for a new cannery near Vancou-
ver and which are ready for delivery are
now offered for sale by the builder,

is nevertheless a fact that there are at
least eight rice mills at work in Victoria
and every one of them is owned and
operated by Chinese. When a duty
was originally placed on cleaned rice a
stipulation was made that the mill-
ers 8o protected should create a
new industry, and to carry out this idea
the uncleaned'rice was only admitted at
a reduced rate when imported from the
country of growth. ‘As long as this
clause was kept in the tariff the rice had
to be imported from India or the rice
fields of China, which fostered quite
an industry to the advantage of the
white workmen. But as soon as this
provision was droned from the tariff,
which was some few years ago. some of
the Chinese installed small milis of a
primitive type and started to clean their
own rice, the uncleaned article being in-
ported in small quantities from Hong-
kong. These mills are of the simplest |
character, being simply large stone ham-
mers which are raised by cams ahd
allowed to fall of their own weight upon
a quantity of the rice contained in
hollowed out stone receptcales. Gan
Fook Yuen, who operates three of these
mills at his establishment on Govern-
ment street, has applied steam power to
work " the hammers, but says that in
China ~ “man he workum feet.”

THE DIAMOND KING’S CAREER.

How From a Poor Circus Performer He Be-
came One of the Richest Men
in the World.

The late Barney Barnato was in many
respects the most remarkable speculator
of the century. Of all the Englishmen
who have taken part in the development
of South Africa, two only have secured a
world-wide reputation. These have been

often and less respectfully styled Barney
Barnato. Barnato wasan assumed name,
a sort of 'stage name, for he began his
lifein Soush Africa by exhibiting a trick
donkey some twenty-five years ago. He
was then about twenty years of age. -
Barney Barnato was an English Jew.
Boint where his fortunes began
e made money by leaps and
bounds, and in 1895, when his good for-
tune was at its zenith, it was estimated
that he controlled interests worth in the
neighborhood of £100,000,000. It was the
fashion to¢all him the richest manin the
world. At that time he was virtually
the king of the London money market.
In the autumn of 1895, when the boom
in Kaffirs, the shares of the compar-
ativelgondw gold mines of the Trans-
vaal, South Africa, was at 1its height,
every man, woman and childin London,
with money to invest, invested it in
Kaffirs. The craze was the last of those
financial fevers which periodically at-
tack conservative England, the  South
Sea Bubble” being the first. . For
months it was the controlling passion in
London, and it was most rampant in
Paris and Berlin. The shares went to
unbedrd of figures, and fortunes were
made in a day. The centre of this tre-
mendous financial outburst was Barne;
Barnato, and he was conservatively esti-
mated at that time as worth between
$100,000,000 and $150,000,000. Among
his assets was a banlf originally capital-
ized at" $12,500,000. In a very few
months its capital stock rose in value to
$45,000,000.
Barnato was born in London. Little
is known as to his early life except that
he received his instruction from a pri-
vatg tutor, instead of attending the
public schools. He was a younger son,
and at the age of 20 went to South
Africa, then a much more unknown ter-
ritory than it is now, thinly lpopnmted
by Englishmien or persons of English
descent. The Kimberley diamond mines
were just bpginning to be productive,
With his few. pounds of capital he began
dedling in diamonds in a small way. He
was ¢lever and pushing. - Everything he
tonched he made successful. In five
years he had earned enough in the retail
sale of diamonds to purchase shares in
the mines from which his merchandise
had come. Before another five years
had elapsed his holdings at Kimberley
had become very large, and when the
Transvaal gold fields were discovered he
had profits to invest in them.
In 1886 Barnato was a definite money
power in South Africa, and began to be
spoken of as the rival of Cecil Rhodes.
Unlike in temperament, the two men
started out to be opponents, but in 1888
they reached the conclusion simultane-
ously that their respective interests
could be best promoted by combining

It was not what any one was
expecting,  and its nov%lty -and wholly
volantary. character lent it a dramatic
interest. The world _ is largely in-
fluenced by sentimental considerations,
and under this offer of preferential trade
there isa_sentiment which appeals to
the popular fancy of Britons, even
thouzh there may not be a dollarin it
to them in a eommercial point of view.
Hitheto the Mother Country has looked
upon. the Colonies as those to whom
much was to be given and from whom
little was  to be expected; but Canada
has offered something and asked nothing
in return.

The
dispatches speak of possible opposition
(to the treaty by Great Britain and
France. This seems quite unlikely. No
valid reason can begiven why the United
States should Inot be allowed to annex
the islands if the islanders are willing.
Great Erjtain certainly, does not want
them hergelf, Ty :

Annexation would undoubtedly be a
very excellent thing for the Hawaiians,
for it would give security to business and
property interests, there that they can-
not have now. . It would also secure per-
manenf gommercial advantages for the
products of the islands. It seems quite
clear thatyag things. are now drifting.
Hawaii cannot long remain as it is,
A strongjgovernment is needed, and no
element of the popnlation is able to pro-
vide it. Some foreign country musttake
control, - We should have been glad to
‘have seen Great Britain do so; butas

probably befteralllround thatthe United
States should do so.

But when the effect of this new de-
parture upon the United States itself is
congidered there seems to be more
reasop for hesitation than appears on
the face of theicase. Very much stress
ig laid in‘some of the California papers
upon the evils of Hawaiian compatition
in gugar and some few other lines, but
this is & small matter. The_ political
effect of the proposed arrangement is the
important feature of it. By annexing
the islands the United States has stepped
off . the . North American continent.
Hitherto its traditional policy hag been
to confine its territorial expansion of the
republic to the continent, and content
itself with giving notice to the world
that no European power would be per-
mitted to extend its dominions in Am-
erica. This was all well enough so long
as the United States was content to re-
main an American power; but now that
it is about to go beyond seas for new ter-
rifory, the case is radically altered.
Europe will never permit the United
States to regard America as its exclusive
preserve and to exercise the same rights
of territorial aggrandizement elsewhere
ag other nations enjoy.- The annexation
of Hawaii will be the death blow to the
Monroe doctrine.
