Hon. Mr. McBride replied: The gov-
ernment is considering the question of
introducing legislation with respect to
the provincial civil service. This would
include the matter of superannuation.

Education Bill.

Hon. Mr. iMcBride continued the de-
bate on the second reading of the educa-
tion bill. He pointed out that the first
critic of the bill (Mr. Oliver) had re-
garded-the measure from a narrow point
of view, namely from the standpoint .of
the coustituency of Delta. The member
for Delta argued that the measure was
a blow at the school system, and that
rural municipalities would not respond
to the obligations imposed upon them.
He disagreed with this, and having
some kmnowledge of the character of the
farming population, believed that they
would prove quite equal to do what was
required of them by the bill. That the
efficiency of the public schools had at-
tained such a high state, under the
system adopted in 1893, was an argu-
ment against the criticism that deter-
ioration would result from the present
measure, which was only an extension
of the principle then adopted. He believ-
ed that as a result of the bill they might
expect to see better school management,
inasmuch as the people would feel more
directly their responsibilities_in connec-
tion with the system. Many inequali-
ties now existing would be removed by
the bill. It was manifestly unfair that
some districts should receive more as-
sistance for education alone than they
were contributing to the provincial trea-
sury. ‘This would be ~~rrected. The
explanation offered by Mr. Oliver for
the failure of certain constituencies to
make good the edueational grant, that
lands within the Dominion railway grant
to_the C. P. R. were not subject to tax-
ation, was not applicable, as there were
no railway lands within the Delta rid-
ing. "Geunerally speaking, the riding of
Dewdney was affected, by this measure,
but the burden was fairly distributed,
and he had no fear as to the ability of
the people there to meet it. All mea-
sures involving an increase of taxation
in any respect naturally provoked some
opposition. It was impossible to draft
such a bill which would meet the views
of all. The necessity for the changes
proposed was apparent. The demands

In framing the bill, the government had
derived a great deal of inspiration from
the New Brunswick law, the details of
which were copied in many respects, He
invited to the measure the careful study
of the House, believing that muech of
the disfavor in regard to it would dis-
appear with real knowledge of its pro-
visjons.

Mr. Munro (Chilliwack) congratulat-
ad the Minister of Education upon his
presentation of the case. It was only
reasonable that the member for Delta
shonld regard the bill from the stand-
noint of his coustituency, and he (Mr.
Munro) helieved that, if all other mem-
bers of the YMouse would gét a better
representation of the whole subhject than
if members indulged in abstract specnla-
tions. He concurred with the idea that
this auestion should he regarded from
the standpoint of economy and efficien-
cv, but it was not claimed on bakalf of
the measure that either of these objects
would he therehy conserved. Ina word
the government said it was up to the
wonle to seek efficiency or econamy’ as

v chose, This was an indefensihle
nrinciple, The government shonld keep
n view the greatest good of the com-
v vealth. Tn the ease for better
terme, special treatment was asked of
he Dominion beecanse of the peenliar
‘onditions obtaining in this province.
Yet in relation to the school system zmow

This
duty devolved upon the government.
They should see to it that the standard
was maintained. As for the solicitude
expressed by the government for the
maintenance of roads, in this connection
he pointed out that there was room for
the greater part of their solicitude in his
district,. and that owing to the by-elec-
tion in Lillooet, Cariboo had gone short
of its allowance in this respect last year.

The municipal committee met yester-
day meorning, Mr. Macgowan in the
chair.

ence to a large number of suggested
amendments to the Municipal Clauses
Act. 'One amendment asked was that
the city of Victoria might be given pow-
er to vote a sum of money to the Tour-
ist Association, and another provided
that the voters’ lists should be printed a
week earlier than the date now fixed for
the greater convemience of the ratepay-
ers.
Another suggested amendment had
referénce to the settlement of claims
arising from damage to private property
by the ecity or from the expropriation
of property. In effeet it was that one
arbitrator should be appointed (a Su-
preme court judge) for this purpose jn-
stead of three arbitrators as at present.

A deputation representing the resideni
commission merchants of Vancouver
Victoria ‘waited on the government with
refereuce ‘to the “proposed taxation af-
fecting their interests. They took ex»
ception to clause 10 ‘of the report of the
assessment commission, contending that
this should not be embodied in any leg.s-
lative enactment. About thirty gentie-
men attended, and the spokesman of the
deputation was Mr. Martin, of the firm
of Martin & Robertson of Vancouver.
Aside from any particulars of the sug-
gested legislation, Mr. Martin took' the
broad ground -that no measures of class
distinction should be adopted. He said
that resident commission men were quite
willing to begr their fair share ofi taxa-
tion required to meet the nécessities of
the povernment. He thought that the
taxation of compmercial men would work
out eventually to the disadvantage of
the province. The commercial men wers
not only selling agents. but they weres
educators. as it were, the purveyors' ot
inter-provincial sentiment, and if they
were discriminated against in this way
it might lead to Tetaliatory measures be-
ing adopted by other provinces against
British Columbia salesmen, and iy this
connection Mr. George Carter of YVie-
toria interpolated the information that
his firm was today sending travglers as
far as Montreal and that it was mot he-
yond the .ambitions of the commercial
men of this province to become large
distributors for the rest of the Domin-
on.

Mr. Machin suggested that if other
provinces followed the example sought
to be set by this bill, travelers coming
from the Old Country would be up
against a tax of $700 or $800 before
they reached the Pacific coast. He
also pointed out that in many cases these
travelers came mot only to sell but to
buy here. Aside altogether from, .the
practical aspects of the question, Mr.
Martin pointed out that ethically the
proposal would be disadvantageous. The
very best of feeling mow existed be-
tween members of the commercialy fra-
ternity, and he instanced that a .IThrge
sum of money had been contributed by
the commercial travelers of Winnipeg to
furnish a ward in the Vancouver gen-
eral hospital. He said that in collerting
such a tax, as proven by the experience
of other places where such legislation
had been experlmented with, insur-
mountable obstacles would be encounter-
ed.

STEAMER OR"EGON BURNS.

All Efforts to Quench Flames Have
Proved Unsuccessful.

Bureka, Cal, March 1.—Up to dark
the efforts of the officers and crew of
the ' steamship Oregon, which was

the flamies have been unsuccessful.
The method adopted of attempting to
fill the vessel with water was inade-
quate to the situation. It has been de-
termined that the vessel cannot = be
flooded by means of her own pumps
and the men are now engaged in bor-
ing holes through the steel plates,
through which hose will be inserted.
A tug or other engines will then be
secured and the space between decks,
which the water now being pumped in
does not reach, will be flooded. Since
pumping began the Oregon righted
considerable and went further up the
beach. The bow of the vessel is now
even with the shore line at low water.

The steel plates are becoming hot-
ter and the smoke is still rolling out
from her after skylight. To remove
the hatches would give a draught that
would certainly encompass the destruc-
tion of the vessel. It is believed the

Jﬂames~wul be under control by to-

morrow night, and the efforts of. to-
day will be redoubled tonight, the offi-
cers being fearful of an explosion of
gases accumulated in the air-tight
hold. The vessel lies in a soft mud
and sand formation, and the damage
to the hull will be slight, if any. All
she will require is the efforts of two
tugs to pull her off the flats when she
is ready for sea.

AUSTRO-HUNGARIAN CRISIS.

Efforts of Emperor to Relieve Situation
/ Prove Ineffectual.

Vienna, March 1.—The last ten days,
which have been filled with endeavors
on the part of Emperor Francis Joseph
and the Hungarian political leaders to
effect a solution of the political crisis,
especially the formation of possible
neutral legislation and routine busi-
ness, have brought. no results and no
improvement. Coalition of the various
Hungarian parties making together the
parliamentary majority, still continues.
The politicians have not succeeded in
affecting any change therein. The ex-
tremie element of the independence
party insists upon concessions from the
throne on military questions. Francis
Kossuth *(leader of the united opposi-
tion), however, counsels moderation,
and even a postponement- of the ex-
treme military demands. To these the
Emperor gives no direct sign of con-
ceding. His Majesty evidently is wait-
ing to see what the Hungarians will
do. The Hungarian Diet reassembles
March 8, and the combined opposition
does not conceal its determination to
maintain its strong positions. It is ru-
mored that it may persist in continu-
ing the signing of the Diet March 8 if
in the meantime no cabinet is formed
and that the Diet will again be ad-
journed by royal reseript.

Miss Berner
said to the correspaondent of the Asso-
ciated Press: “We went to a picnic
yesterday and were planning to go to
Halelwa, a suburban resort. Our lunch-
eon Yesterday consisted of the ordi-
nary cold dishes prepared at the Moana
hotel, and there was nothing in it of
the canned variety. Mrs. Stanford ate
very heartily. She expressed great en-
joyment in her trip and said she felt
very well. :

“We returned to the hotel at 4 o'clock
and Mrs. Stanford retired to her room
for a rest. Later she dressed for din-
ner. When the soup was Served she
said that would be sufficient as she
was not hungry. .

Wilson, positively declin-
ed to discuss the report that an at-
tempt to poison her was made in this
city. Mr. Wilson is awaiting advices
from the Honolulu officers before tak-
ing any action rcgarding the business
affairs of Mrs. Stanford, which are in-
timately conneeted with those  of the
great university, which she and her

institution has already been endowed
with $38,000,000 in property and coin,
to which may be added about $10,000,-
000 from ‘Mrs. Stanford.

Two weeks ago the followigg despatch
was’ sent out by the Associated Press:

“San Francisco, Feb, 18.—The Bulle-
tin today says that - an attempt was
made to murder Mrs. Jane L. Stanford
in Her California- street mansion- within
the lagt month by placing poison in a
bottle of mineral water. - Mrs. Stanford
drank three t'---~ ~f the mixture, but
the poison had been msed in such large
quantities that it aected as an emetic,
Mrs. Stanford was -taken violently ill
The contents of her stomach and the
contents of the bottle from which she
had taken three doses was diagnosed by
a physician. It was found strong enough
to kill a dozen people if ** had been used
with any judement. Mrs. Stanford has
gone to Japan. Several servants, it is
said, are being closely watched.”

FOUNDERED AT SEA.

New York, March 1.—Captain J. A.
Minot, of the steam dredge Texas,
which foundered at sea with a loss of
twenty-two lives, was brought here to-
day .on the, steamer Rotterdam, from
Rotterdam and Boulogne. - The other
survivors of the Texas were landed at
Waterford several weeks ago, having
been rescued by the brigantine Merce-
des, after a terrible experience with
hunger, thirst and cold in an open
boat. ;

The Texas, which sailed from Dant-
zic for Galveston in December, foun-
dered at midnight on Christmas eve.

The Peasants

Fear Movement May Spread to
Seven Milllons of
Poles.

Subversion of Nltlo_nalh Lan-
guage and Economic Ques-
tions the Grievances,

Dally Murderous Attacks on Po-
lice Cause Anxlety to
Authorities.

ARSAW, Feb. 27.-'—-Accor&§ng
to reliable information reaching
Wafsaw today, the Poland
peasants’ revolt —in view of

the fact that the peasants numpber
7,000,000 out of a total population of
10,000,000—will, if it spreads, c:esu]xt in
disorder far greater than anything that
thas arisen during the presemnt agitation.
The peasants hitherto have mot figu
to any great extent in this agitation,
swhich is confined to the two million of
‘workmen in the cities and towns. The
Socialists recently sent emissaries inte
the country distriets to stir up the vil-
lagers. According to reports, they met
-with speedy success. As the pea’sa,nts
are unable to read, they were easily
ded away by the Socialistic oratory.

The movement began at Pruseka and
-extended at once to Plotsk. It first
reached serious dimensions in the dis-
trict of Yedle, where a majority of the
«Greek ‘Catholics or Uniats reside. Em-
‘bittered by religious persecutions, they
«quickly joined in the agitation a.ud ap-
iproached the landed proprietors with a
«demand for an increase of 50 per cent in
their wages. Their demands being re-
fused, they promptly struck. In many
instances the peasants resorted to vio-
Disturbances have been reported
from mearly fifty villages, where the
strikers burned ‘government alcohol
shops, the authorities making no inter-
ference,

Peasants’ Grievances.

The peasants’ real grievances are in
connection with the language and eco-
nomic questions. They smart under the
methods of the local bureaucracy in
‘making obligatory the mse of the Rus-
sian language, which they do not un-
derstand. It is stated that already 130
villages have declared that they will not
receive official proclamations in-the Rus-
sian language. While there appears to
be mo danger of the real peasant revo-
lution, a revolt against the co;n-pnlsory
‘mse of the Russian language is feared
and the situation is regarded as far
from reassuring. gL

The police in three districts have de-
manded an increase of pay, wh_lch was
granted. ‘The authorities are instruct-
ing the military in police duty in order
to be prepared for further distuxfgances,
and consequently most of the policemen
are accompanied on their beats by sol-
diers.

Murderous Attacks Daily.

Murderous attacks occur daily on soli-
tary policemen or small patrols in the
streets of Warsaw, causing the gravest
anxiety to the authorities, who are at
4 Joss to know how to protect the po-
Tlicemen. The force of police, which is
-entirely inadequate, gonsists of only 1,000
men t0 a population of 800,000, of whom
at least 40,000 are’ known to ‘e crimi-
mals of the most desperate class. Re-
ports are current today that the mtir-
ders will continue until the number of
policemen killed equals the total num-
ber of persons killed in the January dis-
tunbances.

TALE OF A THIRST.

Soggy Soldiers and Their Doings While
Transporting Large Bundles.

Sodden with beer, two soldiers of th
garrison piled up’a list of offences, for
which the military court will demand
satisfaction, now that the military po-
lice have taken them from the lock-up
where they were held for safekeeping.

A soldier had bought a new bicycle.
‘He valued the bike. The two. who
drank more schooners than they could
carry, stole the wheel and rode toward
BEsquimalt, taking turns. The wheel,
carrying the weight of the man’ and
the load he carried, wobbled, and
finally, having more to put up with
than a respectable’ wheel could stand,
it broke—badly broke.

The soldiers, unable to get it to go,
and having all the cargo they could
handle without putting a wheel atop,
gave it away to some children.

Now the owner wants his wheel, and
the soldiers, having slept off the bundle
of the previous night, cannot recall the
circumstances, nor find the children.

‘When the couple reached Govern-
ment street they had spent all their
money, but their thirst remained. It
was a long thirst which refused to be
assuaged. Like a filend the thirst cried
for beer—and bartenders do not give
beer without nickels, so they began
pedling the long boots they wore to
all and sundry, offering the long boots
belonging to King Edward and Hon.
Mr. Brodrick for two round Canadian
dollars—forty drinks. What cared they
if they did go barefoot; the climate
was not so bad as the stay-at-home
Britisher thinks—and they could have
forty long “tubs” with foam atop.

There were also other offences—all
culminating in a noisy celebration,
during which the military police patrol
located them, and, after a‘ strenuous
time—for they showyed fight—lifted
them into the patrol wagon and they
were held for safekeeping until yesters

ay.
A bluejacket also had trouble in as-
suaging a deep thirst. He was begging
for ten cents—“Just to get home to
Esquimalt, Mister.” His story was that
he had rented a cabin and bought a
pair of blankets,” which he had left
with a barkeeper for safckeeping.
"When he returned for the blankets the
keeper refused to know anything
about them, and he had his choice of
going back to the ship or sleeping on
the boards. He wanted ten cents to
get back to the ship.

Collapse of Auditorium.

The congregation was waiting "in
silence for the arrival of the body, and
Pastor James was standing at the altar]
awaiting the summons to meet the fu-
neral procession at the door, when a
sharp cracking of timbers was heard,
and in an instant the half of the audi-
torium nearest the door collapsed,
carrying down more than 100 persons,
who were crushed in the wreckage of
¥the flooring.

A great volume of dust for a few
minutes hid the view of the victims.
The remainder of the audience finding
themselves cut off from the doors and
expecting every instant that the rest of
the floor would collapse under them,
fought madly to reach the windows,

COAL FOR THE FAR EAST.

It 4s significant of  the remarkab'e
secrecy with which the negotiations for the
purchgse of Welsh steam coal have lately
‘been carried on by the belligerents that
without any perceptible disturbance' of
market conditions, over seventy vessels,
carrying altogether between 250,000 and
300,000 tons, have cleared at *‘Cardiff and
Newport for the Far East since the first
week in December. . In the early stages of
the war the placing of an order elther on
Japanese or Russian account became known
on the market almost immediately, but this
proved disadvantageous to the buyers, and
by purchasing circuitously they are now
able to obtain ‘practically all they want at
current market figures. - It is only“throug]
the customs clearance returns. that one is
able to obtaln any clue as to what Is tak-
ing place, and an examination of those
rcturns . discloses the surprising fact that
between the beginning of December last
and the end of ' January 38 steamships
cleared at Cardiff and Newport for Hong-
kong, 13 for Shanghai;,’ 6 for Singapore, 6
for Colombo, 4 for Batavia, and 2 each for
Saigon, Sabang, and Bangkok. Included
among these vessels ‘were 41 British, 14
Norwegian, 6 German, 2 Swedish and
Italian. In the absence of information it
is impossible to select how many of these
vessels are engaged in ordimary trade, but
ic is safe to say that they are very few
in number, and that the great bulk of the
tonnage has been taken up for the..trane-
port of coal imtended for the Japanese.
In not a single instance, however, has a
vessel been cleared for a belligerent port.
A week or two ago a vessel was chartered
on the Cardiff market for Vladivostock,
but this week she has cleared for Hong-
kong, and in this, as in all other cases
where the coal is intended for a belllger-
ent, the 'ship’s _papers ' have been filled
neminally for a neutral port.

St. Petersburg, Feb. 27.—(7 p. m.)—A
despatch from General Xuropatkin,
dated February 26, says :

Metropolitan = Methodist
church.

fire, Fortupately the fire was noticed
by Mr. Quagliotti, who lives near, and
the . fire department quickly -extin-
guished what had threatened. to be a
serious conflagration, The damage will
not exceed sixty. dollars; and, as far as|
‘could - be learned ‘last mighty. litele, . if
anything, was taken by the barglar.
Entrance to the parsonage was gained
by breaking a pane of glass at a bath-
room door at the rear of the house; the
burglar, who evidently had waited for!
the minister and his family to leave for
the church, had brokep the glass aud
reached his hand to thé key, ich was
in the lock on the insid§. He then pil-
laged the house, going \from room to
room, turning out the contents of the
drawers and turning over the bedding
and pillows; in fact, thoroughly looting
the house—with little result. . s
There are three bedrooms upstairs,
and each was in a state of disorder
when the firemen came; bedclothes were
scattered, pillows torn from  their aec-
customed place; bureau drawers were
all rifled and left open, with their con-
tents scattered about. In the library
downstairs the desk of Rev. Mr. Adams
was rifled, the wvarious drawers being
scoured. A search of the premises was
made, the burglar seemingly going
through the house systematically, but
he failed to find what valuables there
were. A gold watch belonging’ te Miss
Adams was in a drawer of a wash-
stand inJene of the bedrooms; some
checks and five “shinplaster”. bills—the
old 25-cent . certificates = weébe  in ~a
drawer in the minister’s desk. These
escaped ‘the notice of the thief.
.Presumably angered because of his
failure to find loot, the burglar made a
determined attemptto destroy the house.

 He gathered a quantity of paper and

other, inflammable material in the bay-
window of the dining-room at the front
of the house, facing Blanchard street,
and in the library at the rear of-the
building a quantity of paper was built
up, under the books of the reverend gen-
tleman. These were fired and a fire
was also started in the drawing-room,
where the burglar ignited a drape at
the mamtel. In the dining-room he fired
the curtains, and thinking, doubtless, to
destroy the house, escaped.

The fire in the drawing-
room was out when the firemen arrived,
but the other two fires made by -the
incendiary burglar 'were assuming
threatening proportions, and had the
mneighbor not given the alarm so quickly
it is probable  that serious damage
would have resulted, if, indeed, the
house had not been burnt down.

Examination- by the firemen and po-
lice who arrived ou the scene showed
plainly what had happened. The rifled
drawers, the heds with the bedding torn
aside, the pillows disarranged, all told
‘of the work of the burglar, who, dis-
appointed, had added arson to his crime.
As far as could be learned last night
he had secured nothing. The house is
insured, but there was no insurance on
the damaged furniture, The burglar
and incendiary left mo clue and the po-
lice have, so far, no trace of him. Seem-
ingly he is the same man who burglar-

Mr. J. A, Harvey of Fort Steele is
in the city to convey certain representa-
tions, embo_dxed in resolutions passed by

e Associated Kootenay Boards of
Trade, to the local government. .Speak-
ing of his mission at the ‘Driard last
night, Mr. Harvey said that some time
4g0 a previous government granted a
couple of blocks of land, known as 4590
aud 4589, to the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way Company, to 'supply deficiencies. in
the land nt of the B. C. Southern
railway. e blocks it is claimed
-F'were net eompletely surveyed, and it is
now held that the C. P. R. in appro-
puiating the lands, are running the lines
farther east than they were in the origi-
nal survey. The associated boards ask
that this matter be investigated by the
government, and if there is anything
wrong, that a remedy be effected or the
grant cancelled.

The resolutions ask also that fruit in-
-speetors be placed at different entry
points on the boundary, to strengthen.
the system of inspection. It seems that
gnuc)x imported fruit now escapes exam-
ination because all the points of entry
are not covered.

There is another point, said Mr. Har-
vey, of more or less local application,.
namely that HEast Kootenay sheuld be
‘made a separate judicial district. Un-
der present conditions there is one coun-
ty court for the whole Kootenay coun-
try. The population is growing and
naturally the amount of work is increas-
ing to such an extent that the appoint-
ment of another judge is necessitated.

The teeling of a great many of
Sir ‘Wilfrid’s supporters in respect 1to
this matter is that he should, irrespective
of the rights or wrongs of separate
schools, have left the question to be set-
tled by the Legislatures of the new pro-
winces themselves. Education being a
anatter over which provinces have ex-
«clusive jurisdiction, a province de novo,
awith no constitutional traditions to up-
shold, it is held, should have been permit-
ted to deal with educational matters as
the B. N. A. Act’ contemplated.

The provisions of the bill relixting te
.separate schools are as follows:

The provision of section 93 of the Bri-
@ish North America Act, 1867, shall ap-
.ply to the said Proviunces as if, at the
«date upon which this Act comes into

.force,“the Territory comprised \therein'

were already a Province, the expression
“*‘the union” in the said section being
itaken to mean the said date.

Subject to the provisions of said sec-
.ion 938 and in continuanee of the pria-
~ciple heretofore sanctioned ' under the
.Northwest Territories Act, it is enacted
that the Legislatures of the said Pro-
vinces shall pass all necessary laws in
vespect of education; and that it shall
:therein always be provided:

(a) That a majority of the ratepayers
vof any district or portion of said Pro-
“vinces, or oft any portion or sub-division
‘thereof, by whatever name the 'same is
known, may establish such schools there-
in as they think fit, and make the neces-
-sary assessment and collection of rates
-therefor; and A

(b) That the minority of the ratepay-
~ers therein, whether Protestant or Ro-
«man Catholic, may establish separate
-schools therein and make the necessary
-assessments and collection of rates
therefor; and

(c) That in" such case the ratepayers
establishing such Protestant or Roman
“Catholic separate schools shall be liable
conly to assessment of such rates as they
ic;\pose upon themselves in respect there-
of.

In the appropriation of public moneys
by the Legislature in aid of education,
Aand in the distribution of any moneys
paid to the Government of the Province
arising from the school fund established
by the Dominion Lands Act, there shall
be no discrimination between the public
:schools and the separate schools, and
-such moneys shall be applied to the sup-
port of public and separate schools in
sequitable shares or proportions.

Sir Wilfrid in his speéch introducing
vthe measure made a long and seduective
speech on the subject of separate
schools, in which he reviewed their
“whole history in Canada. Briefly stated,
his stroug position on the subject was
that in 1867 Mr. Brown sacrificed hig
convictions on the separate school ques-
tion fon the sake of carrying Confedera-
tion; that it was not intended at that
itime to confine the protection of minori-

ies-'to Ontario and Quebec, but to give
ﬁ same privileges to thie people of the
new provinces it was intended ‘to create;
and that, in 1875, Mr, Mackenzie, then
Prime Ministgr, deliberately introduced
a system of separate schools into the
Northwest. Sir Wilfrid dnsists that the
constitution makes it imperative bn us
to respect separate schools wherever
they exist. That was not his .position
en the question when it became so acute
in Manitoba as to demand interference
on the part of the Dominion.

As we understand Mr. Sifton’s posi-
tion it is, as stated in a despatch from
Ottawa, that the clauses as above quot-
ed westablish a duval system of schools,
which goes far beyond that which is at

present established in the Northwest
Territories, and furthermore seek to
divert a portion of a very large fund,
which ‘wil arise from the sale of school
lands in the Northwest Territories.

Lieutenant-Gover-
nor-in-Council, shall pass all necessary
ordinances in'respect: to education; < but
it shall therein always be provided that

a majority of the ratepayers of any dis-
trict or portion of the Territories, or of
any less portion or sub-division thereof,
by whatever name the same is known,
may establish such schools therein as
they think fit, and  make the necessary
assessment and collection of rates there-
for; and also that the minority of rate-
payers therein, ‘whether Protestant or
Roman Catholic, may establish separate
schools therein—and in such case the
ratepayers establishing such Protestant
or Roman Catholic separate schools
shall be liable only to assessment of sueh
rates as they impose upon themselves in
respect thereto.”

THE PROGRESS OF AGRICULTURE

Hon. R. G. Tatlow, Minister of Agri-
culture, gave some intpresting facts
about the develonment of several im-
portant branches of agriculture in Bri-
tish Columbia during the past few years,
while addressing the ‘Central Farmers’
Institute on Tuesday. If the progress
made had not been-reduced to an actual
statistical basis, few persons would be
inclined to accept it as real. Since 1901,
when the last decennial census was tak-
en, 6000 acres of land had been set out.
in fruit, making a total area of 13,500
acres of orchards in the Province. So
that in three years the whole previous
record of development had been about
equalled. Taking $150 per acre as the
average output of a well kept orchard
in British Columbia, being one-half of
what some commercial orchards are now’
actually producing, the capabilities of
our present orchards are over $2,000,000
per annum—an important industry, as
yet only in its infancy. At the present
rate of increase we shall have, in ten
years, an output.of $6,000,000 worth of
fruit. Some are sanguine enough to say
it will be $10,000,000: :

In dairying, @n even greater rate of
development ‘has taken place. The out-
put of our creameries in 1904 was 1,-
210,000 1lbs., representing a value to the
producer of $302,500. Seven years ago
the output of creameries was practically
qil. In ten years from now, the value
of the output will, at the anmual rate of
increase, represent $1,000,000. With
prospective developments, as the result
of railway coﬁstruction, it may reason-
ably be.expected to:reach $2,000,000.

We are told, and we believe the state-
ment is founded on authentic returns,
that the agricultural products, of all
kinds, marketed iu 1904 aggregated a
value of $10,000,000. Considering the
results id mining, timber and fishery in-_
dustries, agriculture, insignifieant as it
may be considered to be, takes 4 place
of importdnce not to be despised. 'What-
ever our anticipations may be respect-
ing the other great resources we possess,
it will be found that the total of our
farming products before many years will
represent=at least half of -all other pro-
ducts put together; and it will represent
profits and benefits to the community in
. a far greater degree. When the element
of speculatiofi- shall have been wholly
eliminated and the Province has steadied
down to actual production for financial
results, we shall have learned not to
despise the day of small things and to

trust more to the steady accretions of
our cultivated acres thanVto all other

sources of wealth,

THE FINANCIAL BASIS OF THE
NEW PROVINCES.

It is generally conceded that in the
bill to block out two new provinces in
the Northwest, the Dominion Govern-
ment proposes to deal generously: with
th'em in the financial terms allowed.

When eithér of the Provinces has a
population in excess of 800,000 its rev-
énue will be: Civil government, $50,-
000; subsidy, $640,000; debt allowance,
$405,375; compensation for lands, $1,-
125,000; total, $2,220,375. And that
sumy will remain the maximum which it
can receive from the Dominion Govern-
ment,

When British Columbia reaches 400,-
000 in population it reaches the limit of
allowance at 80 cents per head. Our
subsidies can, therefore, as at present
arranged, never exceed $500,000' per an-
num. - ‘We do not say that the new pro-
vinces are receiviug too much; but when
we compare the physical conditions in
(British Columbia and those now in the
new provinces and consider the ease of
adkinistering a_population in the latter,
it is at once obvious that the allowances

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years both of the mew provinces will
have reached and passed the 800,000
limit allowed them. After 33 years Bri-
tish Columbia has but barely reached
200,000 of a population, or half of her
limit. Moreover, ‘the Dominion is
‘spending large sums of money annually
to bring in settlers there and nothing
in British Columbia. Two new trans-
‘ccntinental railways are being bonused
by the Dominion t¢ immediately develop
the Northwest, which costs that country
nothing. From present appearances
British Columbia will have to give large-
ly of its substance in lands or cash if
either or both of those lines are to be
constructed to the Coast within the near
future. - It only requires half an eyeto
see how tremendously we are handicap-
ped by our'present position in Confeder-
ation.

DEATH OF SIR HENRY CREASE.

‘The death of Sir Henry Pering Pellew
Crease removes another of the pioneers
of British Columbia from our midst.
For many years he was a prominent
figure in the province, and so familiar
that it is quite unnecessary to refer at
any length to his career, so fittingly
culminating with knighthood. He had
the 'distinction of being Attorney-Gen-
.eral Successively for the old colony of
British Columbia and the colony after
‘the union, and sitting in both Legisla-
itures. / In his position as Attorney-Gen-
seral and leader of the bar, he took a
ileading part in the revision of the laws
‘of the colony. He was an advocate of
Confederation and had' the honor of
opening: the debate on Confederation
which led to the adoption of Terms of
Union  taken by the British Columbia
delegates to Ottawa for consideration
there. - Just at the time of Confedera-
‘tion he was ‘appointed senior puisine
Judge, inwhich. position ‘he led an active
career until 1896, when he had an honor-
able retirement. X

STATES WELL VREPRESENTED.

‘Considering that less than a month
has elapsed since the costly buildings
erected by severaJ States at the Louisi-
ana Purchase Exposition were razed and
carted away for old lumber, it is re-
markalble to ‘note, says a letter on the
subject, that liberal appropriations are
being made almost daily, for the erection
of similar, and as costly temporary
structures, at the Lewis and Clark Ex-
Doesition.

With the exception of one or two
north «Central States, all of the States
are to participate in the exposition, and
it is expected that an extensive exhibit
will be made by .the Southern “States
collectively. Eastern States have been
almost unanimous in their hearty ap-
%olval of Oregon’s enterprising Centen-

al.

With a few exceptions, in every in-
stance where appropriations have been
made, they were later deemed insuffi-
cint, and steps taken toward providing
for larger amounts. Exclusive of the
state appropriations, the largest is that
of the United ‘States governmeunt, which
amounts to $475,000. Taking the initi-
ative amtz&go the States, ‘Oregon appro-
priated .$480,000. Oregon’s appropria-
tion averages almost $1 for every man;
‘woman and ¢hild' #u the state. This i
considerably in excess of any allotment
ever made by a state of the same . size
as Oregon.  However, inasmuch as Ore-
gon ’hag no_state debt and is constantly
increasing her population, she is better
able to make so large an appropriation,
and for this reason the extent of her
participation is not in the least surpris-
ing. An additional $475,000 was raised
by. thes expesition company among the
people of Portland in two days, making

The
real disadvantages may not be as great
as they have been made to appear; but,
in the most favorable light, the situa-
tion created is always a source of com-
plaint and dissatisfaction, Certainly un-
der private control there is not the in-
ducement to prospect for minerals or tJ
buy and develop land suitable for agri-
culture, and, as we have already ingi-
mated, the fact of it being under pri-
vate control is a source of public dis-
content in itself. It may have been a
mistake in the first instance, and proh-
ably was. to have parted with so much
of the public domain. - That cannot now
be helped. The land is worth what it
wiil cost. There can be no doubt about
that, otherwise private parties would not
now be anxious to purchase it for the
price at which it is offered to the gov-
ernment, We  consider, therefore, it
‘would be a great mistake to allow the
opportunity to pass without a deal being
consummated which would place back
in the possession and control of the

It is true that 674 8 a'very small
number to take out of London’s mil-
lions, and not many to add to the popu-
lation of Canada. ‘' It represents, how-
ever, only the work of one society, and
there are others at work as well. The
question is, can we look after a very
large number of these people? Cer-
tainly we cannot in British Columbia,
where the difficully of finding employ-
ment for immigrants of most classes is
very great as it is. Conditions in Can-
ada are not so bad as they are in Lon-
don in’'a sense; but they are very dif-
ferent. Few of such, except those skill-
ed in certain lines, can find employ-
ment for which they are suited: They
cannot work on the farm, or in the
woods, or in the fisheries or in the
mines. In time they can learn to do
these things, but, as a rule, employers
would prefer to pay good wages to men
able and who know how to work in
preference to teaching men who are so
ill adapted to learn. Under such cir-
cumstances it would be a mistake to
induce many such persons to come to
Canada, and more especially to British
Columbia.

THE SCHOOL BILL.

mates of 1809 and 1905 reveals the fact
that between those two periods the cost of
education. increased from ,622 in ‘the
former year to $444,846 in the latter, and
in like manner the expenditure on public
iworks decredsed from $621,200 in. the for-
mer year to $365,250 in the present year.
Surely these figures should cause the rhost
‘heedless person to consider the import of
this state of affaire. :

It must be admitted by everyone that
the development of the province is of the
most vital impontance; money laid out in
roagds, bridges and trails and the like is
an investment at compound inferesf, open-
ing up the latest resources of the coun-
try, creating markefs, developing indus-
tries and leading up”to fresh sources of
revenue. Surely such works as ° these
should take precedence of a system of so-
called public education, a mere cramming
of book-learning into unwilling heads that
within twelve months are none the wiser,
and none the better, and yield no return for
this wasteful expenditure of public money.

The government very wisely says, in ef-
fect, to the municipalities: ‘If you must
keep up these cramming institutions, get
those who reap the benefits to shoulder
their proportion of the burthen; our basi-
ness Is the development of the province.”

Municipalities should certainly be gov-
etned on sound commercial principles.
Does any commercial company, any benefit
soclety, admit for a moment the Tight of
any but ‘“members in good standing’” to
vete in the management of its affairs or
the election of its officers? Would they
elect any person as director or trustee
who had not a definite stake in the con-
cern? Does not this principle apply to the
school trustees and the voters by whose
suffrage they are elected? Surely no per-
son should be deemed eligible for so im-
portant an office as trustee who had mot a
substantial qualification, and mo person
should have the right to exercise the suf-
frage that is not ddentified with the place
by reason of his stake dn the municipality.

The broad principle of school mainten-
ance is from three sources, provincial aid
to the teachers according to class and
status of school, municipal or county aid
by poll tax, and the balance by special
rate loaned on the real estate on the dis-
trict or ward tributary to the particular
school. This varjes in amount in the dif-
ferent provinces, but the principle in all is
the same. . Schools are more or less in the
nature of local improvements, and the
burthen of taxation should be borne by
those who may deem these improvements
of special importance to the well being of
their particular echool district. They are
better analified to  understand the urgency
of their needs and to know just how much
tkey can afford and are willing to pay for
the_local improvement they seek to effect.

I would therefore suggest the formation
| 0f school distriCts, as in other provinces,
each district electing, say, three trustees,
charged with the management of our af-
fairs and levying its« own special rates.
And, to use the words of the New Bruns.
wick School Act (seetion: 73), ‘‘Any parent.
master or guardian; who pays district
school rates In any-schoel district shall be
entitled to send apy. child nnder his care,
custody or control to the school such
district.” Or if he is assessed in more
than one district” he shall have the right
10 send 'his children (or any of them) to
the school in any district dn which he may
he assessed.”  This would greatly tend to
equalize the burthen of taxation for educa-

tlonal purposes.

Sir—Through your courtesy I have, for
the last few years, been enabled to submit
annually for the consideration of your
readers, a statement showing the com-
parative mortality per thousand since 1891.

It is assumed that the increase of popu-
lation hras been uniform since that date.
Deaths of persons not residents of the
city, as also those due to the Point Ellice
bridge accident, have been emitted in the
following tabde:

Taking ‘the results in periods the average
wortality has been from

1891 to 1893, inclusive, 20.576 per 1,000.

1894 to 1898, inclusive, 15.008 per 1,000.

The method adopted in the report of the
medical health officer for the computation
of the death rate is misleading. Why a
fixed population of 25,000 for a period of
years should be assumed, when the ratlos
of increase give 21,717 in 1893, and 22,182
in 1904, it is a difficult to understand. The
death rates in. these two years have been
13,860 and 12,172, instead of 11.57 and
10.08, as incovrect'y stated in the report.

It has been said you can prove anything
by figures, and you can make the death
rate appear as ,ow as you please, by sim-
ply assuming a correspondingly larger
population than exists.

According to the last authoritative ratio
. T increase the population of Victoria in
the present year will be 22,658, as shown In
my letter of the 30th January, 1904. i

The report shows a satisfactory reduc-
tion in the mortality caused by distinct-
Iy preventable disease, the deaths being 4
in 1904, as against 14 in 1903, with the
corresponding peduction of 280 cases of
preventable sickness.

misleading, as it conveys the jimpression
that the Lumberman’s correspondent wan-
dered far from the truth, or misrepresent-
ed known facts, while the ¢omment on
the Lumberman’s article can scarcely claim
to be In good taste, as it brusquely
charges him with getting himself into dis-
repute when he said ‘“‘the export tax on
logs does not apply to these lands.”” Why
should it be disreputable to make such a
statelment, especially when it was made un-
der a misapprehension, founded on a
statement published in the Colonist about
two weeks ago? The Colonist, in an-
ncuncing the sale of the timber lands in
question, said the 1imits were purchased
from the B. & N. Railway Company, or
Mr. Dunsmufh, I forget which; bat in
elther case, as it is generally supposed
that the E. & N. Railway ‘preserve” .is
exempt from- taxation, it was but natural
that one should accept as & fact that tim-
ber cut on such land would also be exempt.
If logs cut on the newly acquired limits

as the Colonist persists in calling it—so
much the better for the province; but if
the owners pay the tax and export the
logs as others are doing, the correspond-
ent of the Lumberman must still adhere
to his opinion, that the ’’big deal” is a
positive misfortune instead of a blessing
to the country. Aliens who buy our tim-
ber should be compelled to manufacture it
into lumber in the province; if the export
tax is not high enough to secure the coun-
try against the loss of population and busi-
ness caused by the exportation of logs, in-
crease it—make it prohibitive.

NEWS IN BRIEF.
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Geneva, Feb. 1.—Leopold Wolfling,
the Austrian archduke who renounced
his royal rights in order to marry Mlle,
Adamovitch, the lovely actress, has be-
come a ‘Swiss subject.

At present Herr ‘Wolfling is living like
a eountry squire in a little village near

Swiss friend: “I do not, and never will,
regret the step in throwing up all empty
honors to marry the woman I love.

“I am very happy, and pity those who
are forced to contract political alliances.
In the same éircumstances I would do
the same thing again.”

The ex-Archduke and his wife are
very fond of outdoor sperts, especially
walking, climbing, archery and riding,
and are greatly .loved by the Bwiss
peasants among whonY they have made
their home. .

Thes latest strike has taken place in
a workhouse. 1t is not a strike of labor
against capital, but a strike of paupers
against tinned beef. Stranger still, it
has been successful. The paupers won.

Ounly a few weeks ago the inmates of
‘Windsor workhouse. fared sumptuously
On. roast beef and beer, plum-pudding
and oranges. So epicureau did their
tastes (become that on Sunday they
turned against the tinned beef prepared
for them. Sixty of them flatly refused
to eat it.

“We eapecially object to tinned beet,”
said one pauper, voicing the general pro-
test, “and we wili not eat it. We want
Bnglish meat. We also object to bread
and jam and boiled rice and milk, which
is served up repeatedly, although it is
only fit for children. We protest against
being treated like so many babies.”

The master was admirably tactful.
“The food you receive is set out in the
dietary table arranged by the local gov-
ernment board,” he said. “However,
will bring the matter before the guard-
ians.”

‘Still obdurate, the paupers left the
tinned beef untouched. going without
their iSunday dinner altogether. Then
for hours they walked about complain-
ing of hunger.

The guardians discussed the matter
in a tone of pained surprise. They were
not used to acting as a conciliation
board.

“I may say that a committee consid-
ered this question before this meeting
again,” said the chairman, “and the
members thought that' cold roast beef
might be substituted for the tinned beef
which has been served on Sundays. in
order to save the trouble of cooking.”

‘“Tinned beef was good ernough for the
soldiers serving in the Boer war,”’ ob-
served the eclerk.”

Hearing that the tinned beef cost
5%d. per pound, Mr. Reavell asked why
they should insist on the inmates eating
it, for they could buy butchers’ meat at
a penny a pound cheaper. Mr. Carter
then moved and Mr. Reavell seconded,
that the inmates should have roast or
boiled beef on Sundays, at the diseretion
of the'master. This was carried with-
‘out further discussion.

French Correspondent Talks of
Russlan Prospects—He Is
Hopeful.,

The Immense Loans Which Mr.
Taekahashi Comes to Float
Iin U.8.andEngland.

(From Thureday's Dailly.)

Steamer Empress of India, which ar-
rived yesterday morning with 58 sa-
loon, 14 intermediate and 39 steerage
passcagers and 2,610 tons of general
cargo, brought smong her /pausengers
Lieut. Kouratchkin, of theslate Russian
warship Retzivan, one of those sunk at
Port Arthur by the eleven-inch mor-
tars behind 203-Metre hill: M. Maxime
Condert .de Prevignaud, war correspon-
dent of Gil Blas ‘with Kuropatkin’'s
forces; T. Takahashi, once governor of
Dai Nippon Ginko (Imperial Japanese
bank), who floated the previous loans
abroad for Japan, and, affer reporting
at Tokio concernihg the flotation, is
now en route to New York and London
to float a new loan, part of the $1,150,-
000,000 considered necessary by the
Japanecz finance minister. The Pol-
lard opera company was also included
in the passenger list.
Like othrt naval men from Port Ar-
thur, the Russian officer censured
Stoessel severely, this fact being learn-
ed from a fellow-passenger who could
convarse in Russian, the on!v language
known to the released prisorer. He
was ore of 1,062 Russian prisoners who
arrived at Nagasaki on February 14 in
a Japanese transport. According to
some of these the account books at
Port Ar.ar stow ‘aat the provisions
were to have lasted for a year and a
half more, and an investigation will
aoubtless be heid at St. Petersburg to
show why they were exhausted. At
Shanghei the Russian refugees from
Port Arthur are telling tales to Gen-
eral Stoessel’s discredit. ‘They say he,
being a favorite, w 'I possibly never be
punished, bu: langing is what Rus-
sians lirzering in Shanghai think
would meet his casz. He always ex-
punged General Smirnoff’s name from
despatches, and when the' Japanese
were embarking the garrison he re-
fused tk2'r invitation to take a seat in
the private carriage given Stoessel. He
said: “I have nothing to do with that
general.” Crowding into a carriage
with trcops, Fe sat during the journey
to Dalny with only a thin partition
and a deep hale between him and
Stoessel. G
M. de Previgunaud, the French war
eorrespondent, said he had accompan-
ied the army of Kuropatkin at Wa-
fangkon, Kaiping, Haicheng, Liaoyang,
the Shakhe and Heikantai, and al-
though the past had shown reverses,
he believed in the ultimate triumph of

constantly reinforced; the Japanese
were at their last resort. He based his
opinion on those premises. ' The battle
of Heikantai was sanguinary, more so
than previous battles. Since the Rus-
sians have greatly strengthened their
works, which are now like fortifica-
tions. True, there was some depression
amongst the Russians because of the
fall of Port Arthur, and more particu-
larly the disturbances in Russia, but
the coming battle would inspirit the
forces.
An English missionary who has re-
turned to Pekin from the direction of
Mukden, states that at the battle of
Heikazutai the Russians sustained 12,-
000 casualties, of whom 7,000 were kili-
ed. The Russians, he says, are gen-
erally dispirited. The officers and men
are not on good terms. Some comman-
lders of army corps hold different views
of General Kuropatkin, The Russians
will be unable to maintain, their pres-
ent position. They are constructing
railways at various places to facilitate
their retreat.

Both armies use hand gre-
nades in numbers with fearful effect
at close quarters.

Reconnoitring parties from both
forces frequently patrol the country for
miles on both flanks, to guard against
any marked or outflanking movements,
as well as to protect the -secondary
lines of communication. The Russians
are in strong force between their right
flank and Shinmintun, from which dis-
trict they obtain large and constant
supplies of food and fodder; whilst the
Japanese are equally active to the
east, along their lines of communica-
tion with the Yalu river.

The whole country .around for miles
has been swept quite clear of cover,
and as the earth is bare, rocky, tree-
less and flat, and the atmosphere re-
markably clear, surprises of any sort
are almost impossible. The only cover
for troops moving about consists of the
small river beds, now frozen over, and
the ravines, which are to be found all
over the country. :

A prisoner reported to the Japanese
|—according to Japanese vernacular
papers—that since the news of the
butchery at St. Petersburg and Mos-
cow reached the front, the disturbances
are akin to déemoralization. Many offi-
’cers return home, 'feigning sickness,
but the privates are not sent to the
rear unless seriously ill. The rank and
file are growing anxious to return home
and dislike fighting. The commanders,
in an effort to inspirit the troops,
forcibly compel small: detachmernts’ to
deliver surprise attacks on the Japa-
nese. Soldiers who distinguish them-
selves #» these attacks are decorated
with the Order of St. George, while
those who hesitate to take part in them
are summarily executed. The object of
the Russian constant bombardment is
simply to stimulate the fighting blood
of the men.

Mr. T. Takasaki, vice-governor of the
Imperial Japanese bank, while declin-
ing to discuss the financial aspect of
his country with regard to the war,
said he did not think he would have
difficulty im floating the loan. He float-
ed the prevjous war loans secured in
England and America by his country,
and is now returning after having re-
ported at Tokio concerning the flota-
tieon. He s<id Japanese bonds are
popular, despite their fluctuation. That
his mission is n. sinecure is obvious
when the immense amount of money
required by Japin to carry on the war
is considered. Count Okuma, finance
minister of Janan, speaking at Tokio
just prior to the departure of Mr.
Takahashi, said that he does not know
how long the war will continue, but
that until the elose’ of the war a loan
of about 2,200,000,000 or 2,300,000,000
yen will be contracted. He says that
if this loan is to be redeemed within
five years, the .yearly payment of the
principal and interest will be about
500,000,000 yen. Hitherto the people
murmured at bearing thé burden of a
150,000,000 yen yearly 'expenditure, so
the day of bearing a burden of 650,000,-
000 yen will not be welcomed. ‘At pres-
ent the people, stimulated by patriot-
ism, ungrudgingly bear any burden,
but when the war closes and when en-
thusiasm cools they will {not remain
without a’ word of protest over - the
amount. At the time s war with
China, Japan spent considerably over
200,000,000 yen, to say ngthing of ‘the

Kuropatkin.. The Russians were being |

B. C. FISHERIES.

Report Re Salmon and Correspondence

_ . Re Dispute With Dominion.

An interesting report from J. P. Bab-
cock, fisheries commissioner for _British
Colm;, wa uklbmltted to the lethla-tu.z
yesi . ick of space prevents
pulbication in this issue. The question of
the preservation of the salmon industry ls
exbaustively di d, and lusi
reached in favor of a close season, the
Commissioner’s position in ‘this regard be-
ing summarized dn the closing words of
his report, in which he says:

‘“The remedy for the ¢rouble on the
Fraser must he applied at the place where
the injury has been done and is now being
done—on the fishing grounds, and that
remedy is to prohibit fishing for salmon
during the years 1906, 1907 and 1908.”

‘Other papers relative to the fisheries of
the province containing the eorrespondence
between - the local and federal govern-
ments, anent’ the questions €n dispute be-
tween them, will be brought down today.
The case for the province in this regard
was submitted to Hon. Raymond Prefon-
taine, in June last, in a memorandum,
wherein the claims of the province are
thus set forth: -

1. The Dominion to repay to the Prov-
irce that amount of the total fisherles li-
censes collected in British Columbia since
Confederation which is in excess of the to-
tal’ expenditures for comstruction, support,
and maintenance of hatcheries and policing
salmon waters. b ~

The_claim for this amount: rests, since
the y®ar 1000, on the agreement made in
1801 between the Dominion and the Prov-
ince, which agreement was renewed and
continued in 1902 and 1803. 'The reasons
for the claim of the province for a setfle-
ment on the same basis for the years prior
to 1901 are pracis:.y the s¥ie as those
t1lvh'1cn actuated the agreement made in

2. The Dominion to pay to the province
a proportion of the Halifax fisheries award,
or compensation for the loss sustained by
the province as a result ‘of Ehe Treaty of
‘Washington.

3. The Dominion to agree to transfer the
entire control of the salmon and interior
fisheries in British Columbia to the prov-

and maintain hatcheries, and to enforce
regulations without cost to the Dominion,
or that this question be referred to a com-
mission.

4. Failing he immediate concession by
the Dominion to the Province of the entire
control of the salmon and interior fisher-
ies, or pending a settlement of the po_g\,
the Dominion to agree to tramsfer the -
trol of existing hatcheries and the propa-
gation of fish to the province, the prov-
ince agreeing to support and maintain the
sald hatcheries without cost to the Domin-
don. In such case, the amount claimed in
paragraph 1 to be immediately paid to the
province the agreement for us vivendi
entered into in 1901 to be ain- renewed
and continued for the current year. We
would further respectfully suggest amd
urge that the province be consulted before
new regulations are promulgated.

In regard to clalm 2, the Dominion
takes the ground that the province of
British Columbia can have mno claim to

ihe amount was paid by the United States
government to the govermment of Her Brit
amic Majesty as a compensation for priv-
ileges granted United tes fishermen on
the Atlantic coast of Canada, in excese of
tl.ose granted to British subjects by that

reaty.

With, respect to other points raised, the
correspondence seems to indicate that the
question has not advanced in the minds of
the Ottawa authoci‘les beyond that point
which . in political phrase is known as
“serious conslieration.”

Scores Drowned -
At Osaka Harbor

‘Netorlnéwa-Mnru Sinks - After
. 8triking Breakwater Near
City.

Few Who Clung to What Remain-
ed of the Steamer Were
) Saved.

Steamer Empress of India, arriving
yesterday, brought details of the wreck
of the steamer Natorigawa-maru on the
breakwater ‘at Osaka during a fog—a
disaster involving the loss of 85 of 97
persons on board. ‘The Natorigawa-
maru has been running regularly for
years past between Osaka and Tanabe,
a small port on the Kii channel, about
seventy miles distant from Osaka.

She was close to her destination at
‘the harbor entrance at Osaka. The sea
was covered by a dense fog, and the
lights at the gutrance to the harbor
could not be seen. With nothing to
guide his course, the helmsman went
ahead and ‘struck the submerged con-
crete blocks on the northwest corner of
the harbor entrance. A hard grating
sound was heard, and the mext moment
blasts from the steamer’s hooter filled
everyone on board with alarm. After
striking, the. vessel backed some 800
feet into deep water, whether by the
engines being reversed or mnot is un-
known, and then sank in about five min-
utes. The passengers rescued were
either those on deck or those making
preparations for landing. These, on
realizing the true situation, seized life-
elts and jumped overboard, afterwards,
when the steamer had sunk, clinging to
the funnel and masts which fortunately
Temained above water. But most of
the passengers were asleep below decks
and so met their fate.

The water police at Tem-cho heard
the blasts from the hooter of the Natori-
gawa, and as quickly as possible went
to the rescue with twenty boats, but it
was ouly after a rearch in the darkness
and mist lasting half-an-hour that the
masts of the vessel, reaching to about
seven feet above the water, were discov-
ered. The depth of water here at high
tire is 28 feet. Tirst to be rescued by
tthe water police was a woman clinging
to the rim of the steamer’s funnel, and
thir_teen other persons were found on
various parts of the breakwater—nine
passengers and four members of the
crew. Three passengers, one a boy of
fifteen, were picked up in the sea by the

. 8. K. steamer Hachisuka-maru,
which was proceeding towards Kobe
from Osaka, but. the boy died from cold
and exhaustion soon after being rescued.

and the Osaka Shosen Kaisha were at
work throughout Mqgnday searching for
bodies. Thirty-eight bodies, thirtéen of
which were those of women, were dis-
covered next day, most of them having
been taken from the sunken vessel by
divers. The bodies were all conveyed to
the Yuishijo Temple at Minato-machi,
where they were laid out for identifica-
tion. Most were recognized. ‘One un-
identified passenger, evidently a mer:
chant. had upon his person yen 1,000 in
yen 10 notes.

The master of the Natorigawa was
Nanjo Jibei, 55 years of age, an experi-
enced and trusted seaman, who had serv-
ed as master about tweénty-eight years.
He was last seen on the bridge.

Denver Boy Starts Out a Winner
But Did Not Keep the
Pace,

Game to the End Bat Fought
Wild to Protect Him-
self.

Francisco, Feb. —"Bat-

ling” Nelson, o# Chicago,  and

“Youung Corbett,” ex~champion
featherweight of the world, mef for the
second time at Woodward’s Pavilion to-
night in a contest to determine . which
of the’ two shall meet Champion Britt
in a return match. Between four and
five thousand people witnessed the spec-
tacle, and it is estimated that the re-
ceipts will-approximate $15,000.

Nelson the Faverite.

Nelson entered the ring a favorite in:

the betting. Corbett received a great
ovation when he entered the arena. Cor-
‘bett, who often has claimed lack of con-
«dition as the cause of his recent defeat
by Nelson, and realizing that defeat to-
night might send him into pugilistic ob-
sceurity, has trained faithfully for two
months and tonight announced that he
was in perfect shape. His statement
was corroborated as he stripped, as it
was evident that the man who twice
lowered the colors of McGovern was fit
for the battle of his life. He looked
fresh, strong and confident, and express-
ed himself as hopeful of an early and
easy victory. .

Nelson likewise has devoted himself
to a drastic course of training, but has
experienced difficulty in making the spe-
cified weight. He continued his condi-
tioning process until the day of - the
fight, while Corbett spent the last day
in rest. It was learned that Nelson spent
part of today in a bath establishmeu_t in
order to save his forfeit. He physical-
ly showed little signs of the wear and
tear of his training.

Principals Weigh In.

Harry Corbett’s headquarters, where
the principal weighed in at 6 o’clock,
was the centre of attraction at that
hour. Nelson was the first to appear,
and made the beam quiver at 130
pounds. It was observed that he was,
if anything, a fraction of an ounce over
weight. Corbett did pot budge the
ibeam. It was stated that the ex-cham-
pion was from one-half to three-quarters
of a pound under weight.

" Betting on the result was brisk all
day. Nelson, on the strength of his re-
cent victory over Corbett, was installed
favorite at 10 to 8. As there was plen-
ty of Nelson and Corbett money in sight
at all times the price never varied, and
when the men entered the ring ready
for action, the odds were still at the fig-
ures above quoted. Omne of the notable
features of the betting market was a
single bet of $5,000 even wagered by a
clique of race track men that Nelson
would ' not win within 19 rounds.

Seconds and Referee.

Corbett’s seconds tonight were among
the best that have been behind a pugilist
in recent years; they were Joe Gans,
“Spider” Kelley, Tim McGrath and Bil-
ly McDonald.

Nelson was well looked after, having
behind him Billy Neble, Fred Landers,
“Smiling” Metzler and Rawhide Kelly.

Jack Welsh of this city refereed the
contest.

Two six round preliminaries between
lesser lights preceded the big event.

Corbett Enters Ring.

9:45 p. m.—Corbett was first to enter
the ring. He was followed by an army
of photographers. Corbett walked about
the ring nearly three minutes, bowing
his acknowledgments of the storm of
applause. ‘

10:05 p. m.—Nelson was slow in mak-
ing his appearance. In ‘the meantime
Corbett paced from side to side, smiling
and looking.- unconcerned. © He shook
hands repeatedly with friends and once
went among the audience to greet an
enthusiastie admirer.

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FAVORS OPEN MIND.

Conservatives Can Think for Them-
selves on Fiscal Matters.

London, Feb. 28.—The political situa-
tion is undergoing some rather inter-
esting developments' and there are
several indications of the.intention of
the government to side-track -the fiscal
controversy. An attempt was made on
the part of the Chamberlain section of
the Unioni®t party to compel Lord
Hugh Cecil to resign the parliament-
ary seat for Greenwich, but Lord Cecll
politely declined to quit, and' in that
determination received unexpectedly
strong support from 8ir Alexander
Ackland Hood, chief government whip,
who, in-a publie Jetter, declines “to
act unfair to a man who has rendered
so valuable assistance to the party of
which he is such a brilliant member*
simply because he does not support
the government on the fiscal question.

This letter, which virtually accords
to all Conservative candidates com-
plete freedom of action in fiscal affairs,
is resented keenly by the Chamberlain
group, whose irritation is increased by
a letter from Premiler Balfour to the
Conservative candidate in Buteshire, in
which, with reference to changes
fiscal policy, the premier says: “Im-
portant as are the issues thus raised,
we must not let them obscure the fun-
damental principle of the *Unionist
party. If I .rightly read the signs of
the times, the policy of home rule only
awaits the advent of the radlcal party
to power to become active, militant and
perilous.” This létter is interpreted as
showing Mr. Balfour’s resolve to thrust
fiscal reform into the batvkground as
an election cry, and keen curiosity is
excited as to how the move will be
met by Mr. Chamberlain.

The Education Act.

Hon. Mr." Fulton moved the Second
reading of the bill respecting educa-
tion. He did so with diffidenee, be-
cause he felt that the bill was perhaps
the most important to which the con-
sideration of the legislature would be
drawn during the present session. As
matters appertaining to education were
entrusted to his hands, it devolved
upon him to lay the measure before
the House, and explain its provisions
as clearly as he could and the changes
it proposed in ‘the present system.

There could be no question that the
standard of education in British Co-
lumbia was very high, and all were
proud of it. Its reputation was one
of the highest, if not the highest, in
Canada, which was saying very much.
It meagnt that it was one of the high-
est in the world. This being so, it was
necessary for the House being cogni-
zant of the high standard to which the
system had attained, to endeavor, as
far as possible, to preserve its ef-
ficiency. But efforts in' this direction
must depend very largely on financial
resources. ‘It was necessary in dealing
with the school question to consider
the maintenance of its efficiency in
connection with the financées of the
country. - g

All knew the financial state of the
province. It was most thoroughly dis-
cussed at the last session, and he did
not need to go into that subject, ex-
cept, perhaps, so far as it encroached
upon, or had connection with, the
question before the House. One fact
was beyond doubt. The expenditure for
school purposes was increasing very
rapidly, and more rapidly than the
revenues of the province. Last year
the education expenditure was some-
thing over $415,000, not including out-
lays for school buildings, which added
about $50,000 to the amount, making a
total of $465,000 or thereabouts. The
total expenditure for all purposes that
year was $2,559,000, so that the ex-
penditure for education amounted to
about one-sixths\of the whole. This
year, under the the
amount required
necessarily 'be largely increased, be-
cause, as all were gware, the expendi-
ture was practically provided for by
the School Act, and under that, as
population grew, the school attendance
would intrease, and the per capita
grant in cities must increase also. Out-
side of the cities, as things now stood,
the province must bear the total cost
of education, and as the rural popula-
tion was also increasing rapidly, they
nust necessarily look forward to a
rapidly increasing expenditure in the
rural districts as weli.

Under the present system, he would
have to ask the minister of finance, for
the ensuing year, for not yess than
$466,000 for education alone, irrespec-
tive of school buildings, for which, as
estimated, over $50,000 would be re-
quired; or a total of about $511,000. On
the other hand, there were reasons for
estimating that ™e revenue for the en-
suing year would not show a very
large increase. For one thing, the
amount derived from Chinese immigra-
tion in the last few years was Rracti-
cally cut out. If the revenue \were
placed at $2,600,000 for the enshing
year, as estimated by the finance min-
ister, there was practically no increase
over the preceding year, whereas the
expenditure on education would be in-
creased between fifty and sixty thou-
sand dollars. , The question for deter-
mination then was, what wa® to be
done with the educational system?

.There were several methods, of
course, of dealing with it. Before ex-
plaining thé proposals of the present
bill he thought- it fitting to review the
history of scheol Iegislation in the
province. The first school ordinance
was passed in 1865, when British Co-
lumbia was a Crown colony. It pro-
vided for.a superintendent ef education
at a salary of $1,500. The ngxt step
was in 1869, when the act of 1865 was
repealed and provision made for school
boards with power to levy a tax to
meet the expenditure in their districts.
This was the inception®of the school
system in. the province, and by that
act the people of each district were
called upon to provide for their school
expenditures. Following this an ordi-

in{nance was passed in 1870, which pro-

vided for the ‘appointment and pay-
ment of inspectors by the gQvernment;
also for the appointment,of janitors.
With reference to provisiofx for expen-
ditures, it made no change in the sys-
tem. In 1872, after Confederation, the
first act' was passed by which pro-
vision was made for provincial assist-
ance to the schools, and the sum of
$40,000 was voted for school expenses
that year. The total expenditure that
year was $413,908.75 for all purposes, so
that the proportion of school expendi-
ture was less than one-tenth.of the-
whole.

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teration, until 1891. During that time,
1872 to 1891, the province was prac-
tically paying the whole cost of educa-
tion. In 1891 the government of that
day deemed that the time had come to
take some steps toward a curtailment
of expenditure in this regard. What
they did was to cut off part of the ex-
penditure in the four principal cities,
then practically the only cities in the
province, namely, Victoria, Vancouver,
N Westminster and Nanaimo, and
to provide that in these cities only one-
half of the salaries of school. teachers
were to be provided out of the provin-
cial treasury. In 1893 the payment of
salaries in. these four schools was fix-
ed, so far as payments out of the pro-

vincial treasury were concerned, and a
system of per capita grants was intro-
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duced. The act of 1893 made allow-
ance for a per capita grant of $10 for
each child attending the: schools, and
this was coupled with an amendment
to the Revenue Act enabling these
cities to collect the $3.00 poll tax and
use it for school purposes, instead of
paying this tax into the provincial
treasury. ?

This system was continued until 1901,
wken the government again found it neces-
sary to deal with the question, with a view
of relieving the drain on the provinclal
treasury, and in the legislation of that
year was found the system which now ob-
tained. Under this system the total ex-
penditure for school purposes is not paid
by the province. OQOutside of the cities the
province provides for the salaries of teach-
ers and for the building, furnishing and
maintenance of schools. In the cities a
part of the expenditure was locally borne.
The cities were graded into three classes.
Those of the first class, Victoria and Van-
couver, received a per capita allowance of
§13 for each pupil. The second class re-
ceived $15, and the third class $20. No
doubt, by this legislation a considerable
saving was effected to the province, a
proportion of the expenditure being thrown
directly upon the cities, thus extending
the principle adopted in 1891 with respect
to four cities only,

To show very snortly how these expen-
ditures had been increasing since the in-
ception of the school system in 1872, he
made a few statistical comparisons, ob-
serving that the Tigures for 1872, when the
school expenditure was $40,000, or one-
tenth of the total expenditure. The fig-
ures he gave showed the proportion which
the cost of education bore to the total
provincial outlay, over & number of years,
also showing the -expenditure for roads,
trails and bridges, as being a service in
which there must be increasing demands,
corelative with the development of the
country, and which must suffer if the edu
cational expense continuwed to grow in pro:
portion. Other departments such as the
administration of justice, and ecivil ser-
vice, must be kept up in.the nature of
things. They were not so susceptible a#
least to necessities of economy.

In 1893 the total expenditure was $1,431,-
438; the expenditure on schools was $§190,
658 and for roads, etc., $282,945, the pro-
portion of the total represented by tae
school expenditure being two-fifteenths,
and for roads about two-thirds.

In 1894, total expenditure, $1,514,405.
Schools, $415,353; roads, $406,612. Propor-
tion of school expenditure to total, one-
ninth; road expenditure, two-thirds.

In 1904, total expenditure, $2,559,404.
Schools, $415,858; roads, $460,612. Propor-
tion of school expenditure, onesixth, and
for roads, something higher. :

In 1905, total expenditure, $2,442,354.
Schools, «§444,846; roads, $248,900. Propor-
tion of school expenditure to total, one.
s.xth, and of roads, nearly double. Thess
figures, he explained, did not include the
cost of school buildings and maintenance,
the amount placed in last year's estimates
for this purpose being $25,000, and this
was insufficlent to build the new schools
which were required, and for furnishing
and repairs.

school expenditure so_long /as it was fixed
by statute as it was at present, and as
the country was developed and opened up
all new seéctions of country were calling
upon the government for educational fa-
cilities. There were many sections which
were just approaching that stage which
necessitated attention dn this regard, un-
der the “assisted 8&chool” section of the
act, or if they attained to the position of
organized districts, they .might ask the
government to .put up buildings and keep
them in repair. So that knowing es they
did that the province had reached this
stage—and there were suggestions that its
future growth would be much more rapid
than that of the past, it devolved upon
he government to deal with the question
in a comprehensive way.

From the statistical year. book of Can-
ada he gleaned some figures to show a
comparison’ of the cost of education as be-
tween the various provinces of the Domin-
fon. The first table he submitted was a
comparison of the expenditure per head
of the popwlation, In 1903 the expendituce

er head in Ontario was $2.20; in Quebeo
glAO; Nova Scotia $2.08; New Brubswick,

1.89; Prince Bdward Island $1.63; British
Columbia, $2.96, the only province Iir
which the per capita expenditure was
higher being Manitoba, where #t was $5.22.
How it came that the Manitoba expendl-

ture per capita was nearly double that of

this province, where it was so much great
er than in other provinces, he had been
unable to tain. In the whoie Do-
minion, including the Northwest Terri-
;gré?, the per capita expenditure was

He believed this was the only province
in the Dominion in which the people
throughout the country were not called up-
on to bear their direct share of the school
expenditure in their district. TUnder the
present system it was the citles only that
kad to do this, and they represented only
a very small proportion of the whole prov-
ince. In this connection he introduced a
statement giving a comparison of the pro-
portion of the total expen@iture for school
purposes paid.by the government and by
assessment. In Ontario the proportion
paid by the government in 1903 was 8.83
per cent., and: that pald by the people 91.17
per cent. In Quebec the government paid
10.83 per cent., and the people 89.17. In
Nova Scotia the government paid 28.09
per cent., and the people paid 71.91. In
New Brunswick the government paid 30.59,
and the people 69.41. In Prince Edward
Island the government paid 74.37, and the
people 25.63. In Manitoba the government
paid 12.72, and the people 87.28. In Brit-
ish Columbia the government paid 78.40,
and the ple 21.60. So it would be seen
that w the exception of one province
the amount contributed by the government
toward the school expenditure did not ex-
ceed 30.59 per cent.; whereas in this prov-
ince the government contributed 78 per
cent. of that total expenditure, and the
people only 21.60 per cent.

These comparisons were somewhat start-
ling, and it seemed to him that the time

tkis province, and serious consideration
given to the question whether the present
system should be continued or whether

they should follow the example set by |

others, and call upon the people to comn-

tribute directly for school expenditures
more than they have been doing hitherto.

The present bill proposed to go a step
further than the government did in 1901,
commit a further share of the burden to
the cities, and for the first time since
1872 throw some of the financial respon-
sibility upon outside sections of the prov-
iuce. That was the maln principle of
the measure. A great deal of the rest of
it was more or less detail. The minister
then proceeded to an explanation of the
technical features of the bill.

In drafting the measure he had follow-
ed the example of other provinces.of Can-
ada. In Nova Scotla and New Brunswick
the system fallowed with reference to the
payment of teachers was almost ddentical
with that proposed, and the principle ob-
taimed that a share of this financial burden
should be borne by the people of each dis-
trict. This was dealt with In sections 16,
17 and 18 of the bill; which were discuss-
ed in detail by the speaker. As to the
method of paying teachers, the figures had
been tested pretty carefully by the Saper-
intendent of Education, and so far as
cities were concerned, he had concluded
that the difference from the present sys-
tem would not be great, and that differ-
ence would be in favor of the provincial
treasury. He explained section 18, which
provides for a further or supplementary
grant from the province of dollar for dol-
lar, of any supplementary salares under-
taken by any ecity or rural school district.
Under the act the extension or standardiz-
ing of the schools was left in the hands
of the people of the district.

The objection had been raised that the
proposed system would werk out inequit-
ably toward different parts of the prov-
ince. In his opinion the present method
did not work out evenly In this regard.
To support this view he showed that in
Kootenay in 1904 the taxes, including poll
tax, amounted to $194,566, and the expendi-
ture for education was $51,199. In Yale
the taxes amoumted to $82,847, school ex-
penditure $63,332. Cariboo, taxes $6,655,
school expenditure $2,746. Lillooet, taxes
$17,172, school expenditure $4,807. Cassiar,
taxes $17,920, school expenditure $5,572.
New Westminster district, taxes $44,178,
school expenditure $54,246. These figures
were sufficlent to show that the taxation.
so far as taxation for school purposes was
concerned, did not bear relatively. Some
parts of the province were ecsntributing
more than they receiwed for school pur-
poses, whilst with others it was the other
way. As a matter of fact, several munl-
cipalities had been receiving for school pur-
poses alone considerably more than they
contributed to the provineial treasury,
and there was every reason why these
portions of the province at all events
should be p'aced on the same footing or

tbe bill for the collection of moneys,
sbhowing that the whole board of school

trustees was required to swear to the ac- -

curacy of accounts "hich might in cases
pe not above fifteen dollars. The min-
ister sald the administration of justice and
the civil service must be kept up. He
(Mr. Oliver) thought the time was ripe for
4 reform in this connection. The appro-
priations for toads, bridges and public
works must be cut down. The \expense for
education must be curtafled; and all for
what purpose? Simply that the government
might realize its dream of approaching
the legislature again with a surplus. It
was at the option of the people whether
the efficiency of education showld be main-
tained, the mover of the bill had said. If
the measure were deferred until the next
general election, a sufficient reply might
be obtain&dd, he thought, in this regard.
He thought the government had made a
mistake. The principle underyling the bill
was that the people should pay every dol-
lar of the expenditure for maintaining the
public schoo:s. In many districts it would
be impossible to raise money to increase
teachers’ salaries over and above the gov-
erpment grant. The result would be that
the educational system would be Impaired.
In twenty-five per cent. of the rural dis-
tricts the. teachers were young girls, re-
celving comparatively small salaries, and
in cases where men .were employed they
would be placed in an unpleasant position
by the necessity of relying upon the peo-
ple of the district to supplement the sal-
ary. He pointed ount that in the Fraser
Valley the provincial government was not
recelving any revenues from lands within
the railway grant made by the Dominion
government to the Canadian Padific com-
pany. This was an answer to the point
made that n}un‘lcipnhties there were re-
ceiving more for school purposes than
they contributed altogether in taxes to the
government. z

The Premier asked how much of the
Delta constituency ~was dncluded in the
railway belt.

information that the ship left Moose
Factory on the homeward voyage to
London in the latter part of September.
The ship was due to arrive in London in
the first week of November. Owing to
its failure to arrive counsiderable anxiety
was entertained as to her safety, al-
though the company’s people fully ex-
pected that the vessel had wintered in
‘Hudson’s Bay, as had happened fre-
quently before. By a packet received
in Winnipeg on Sunday last, the first
definite news was received to the effect
that the ship had encountered heavy ice
in Hudson’s straits, and the captain,
finding winter setting in, decided to re-
turn.

THE WAR SUMMARY.

(By Associated Press.)

Fighting on a large scale is in
progress between the Russians
and . Japanese in Manchuria.
General Kuropatkin, after meet-
ing the initiative of the Japa-
nese in the eastern part of the
Shakhe valley, assum§d the ag-
gressive in the western portion
yesterday, and, under cover of a
heavy artillery fire from Putiloif
hill- and Novgorod hill, suc-
ceeded in driving the Japanese
from a position in the outskirts
of Sandiapu. Simultaneously the
Russians attacked and captured
a railroad bridge on the Japanese
centre. Much more serious are
the p operations against
the Russian wing, which threat-
en, unless quickly checked, to
oblige General Kuropatkin to
abandon the position on the Hun
river which he has occupied and
fortified during the winter. There
is no confirmation of the ‘report
that the Russian commander-in-
chief has notified the Emperor
that retreat northward has be-
come imperative.

building of high-speed ships-of-the-line,
with twelve 12-inch guns, it only be-
comes a mattér of months when such
experienced judgment will be earried
into effect by the British admiralty. We
may therefore look forwand to the buld-
.ing in the.mear future of battleships of
the type indicated by Mr. Vickers, cost-
ing £2,000,000. The same advance in
ipower and cost has taken place in re-
spect of armored cruisers, and today,
owing to the necessity of high speed in
combination with effective broadside
protection and- high-power guns — and
plenty of them—we are closely approach-
ing a cost of £1,250,000. That being so,
the question was tackled by responsible
strategists as to whether relief couid
not be obtained by the building of
special vessels for reconnaissance work,
so as to conserve the energy of the
cruisers until the enemy’s fleet was dis-
covered, when the armored cruisers
might make a collective reconnaissance
in forcing, piercing the enemy’s screen
effectually, and -ascertaining the extent
of the opposing fleet. Such ordinary
scouting work, being primarily intended
to ascertain the position rather than
the strength of the enemy, does not re-
quire the exercise of force to any great
extent. High speed is required primar-
ily for evading the enemy when discov-
ered, and also of informing the admirai
of his location.

ELECTRIC STOVES.

There is a growing use of electric
stoves and other devices of a similar
character, which is net surprising if one
remembers that, in addition 4o the con-
venience of an electric stove, it is eco-
nomical, due to its method of use. It
costs only one cent to Tun a chafing-
dish or a tea kettle for fifteen minutes.
A broiler suitable for a family of ‘five
persons will broil a steak in about five
minutes at a cost of only about bone and
one-half cents. A heating-pan costs only
three-quarters of a cent every hour of |
its mse. Doubtless, if the cheapness of
this elegant method of cooking and heat-
ing becomes more generally recognized.
its use will increase more rapidly.—

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MRS. CHADWICK’S JEWELRY.

Denij That Any . Valuables Were

Cleveland, O., Feb. 28.—The Plain
Dealer tomorrow will print a statement
by Mrs. Cassie L. Chadwick, in which
she says that any one who turned over
property once hers to Customs Collec-
tor Leach has acted foolishly, as she
did not smuggle a dollar’'s worth of
property into the United States.

Rea'r May
Begin On Sound

The Fare Between Victorla and
Seattle to Be Cut In Half
+ Today:

Queen €ity In From Island Coast

—Empress of India Due
- From Orient. -

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

A rate 'war beging tod#y on the Vie-
toria-Seattle route. Some time ago the
Alaska Steamship Co. served notice that
the rate on their steamer Whatcom
would be cut beginning on March 1 to
$1.25 for the single fare, and $2 for the

round trip—nearly half‘the present rate.
The Canadian Pacifit Railway will meet
the rate on their steamer, Princess Bea-
trice. The presemi rate is $2 for the
single trip and - §3.50 for the retuorn
trip. How long the rate will bea main-
tained is; unknown. It is certain, how-
ever, that if further cuts are made, the
rival steamner will meet them, and a
rate war will ensue which may parallel
some of those of the past. When the
Alaska Steamship Co. and the Dodwell
Co. went to war some years ago, rates
were slashed until passengers were bé-
ing carried between Victoria and Seat-
tle for 25 cents—and travel boomed. At
the cut rates which will come into force
today travel is expected to be greatly
increased.

The new rate has not yet been offi-
cially announced by the companies, but
the facts are as stated. And, while it
is not known how long the new rate will
be maintained, the tranjsportation men
believe it will apply during the summer
season when travel brought to the coast
by reason of the Lewis and Clark ex-
position at Portland will be at its height.
Moreover, excursion travel between Bri-
tish Columbia and Puget Sound will be
increaspd, the reduced rate having a
good effect in this direction.

FROM WEST COAST.

The a ing statement was made be-
dora the City Club of New York recently
that while the aggregate mominal capital
of all the companies which entered into

KARNAK STATUES.

The continued removal of ancient
statues—the best product of Egyptian
art—from the great Temple of Ammon
at Karnak near Luxor, In Upper Egypt,
exvites enormous interest among anti-
quarians. Already 8,000 statues in
gilded bronze and more than 500 in
granite, beryl, limestone, petrified wood
and other materials have been removed.
The work has been in progress for nine
‘years, with interruptions occasioned by
the Nile overflow.

The director of the works, M. G. Le-
grain, during the course of his re-
searches, came upon a pit which had
been filed with statues or monuments
of all kinds belonging to the Ptolemaic
epoch. Almost all the discoveries in this
great cellar- under the ancient temple
'‘bear historieal insecriptions.

* ‘The find is the most important Egypi-
ological discovery of the last half cen-
tury.

ed before public announcement was
made of the terms of the autonomy
bill, some substantial suggestion of its
tenor having seemingly reached the
heads of the order or those associated
with it at Ottawa.

Thus, in the notification introducing
the subject to the attention of the va-
rious branches of the organization
throughout Canada, the following lan-
guage is cited, over the signature of
Dr. Sproule, M. P., one of the supreme
héads of the order:

“We believe an effort is about to be
made to impose separate schools for all
time on the people of the new provinces
now being established in the North-
west Territories. It behooves every
lover of liberty, and especially every
Orangeman, to lend a helping hand to
prevent this injustice being perpetrat-
ed on a liberty-loving people. Being
comparatively weak and helpless, they
maust largely depend on others to fight
their battles for them. The effort made
in 1896 to compel Manitoba to grant
separate schools nearly drove the peo-
ple of that province into rebellion; and
had it- not been abandoned would
doubtless have resulted in serious con-
sequences. In view of this it is not a
little short of criminal folly to attempt
to deprive the peogple of these new
provinces of the right to control theii
own educational affairs.”

The petition which the people are
asked to subscribe to bears a preamble
stating, in effect, that:

“We, the undersigned electors of the
Dominion of Canuda, do pray that in
granting provincial autoncmy to the
Northwest Territories, the Dominion
parliament will not, by any enactment
or otherwise, withhold from the newly-
created provinces full and unrestricted
freedom of action in all matters affect-
ing ' the establishment, maintenance
and administration of schools.”

Rigid (Sensorshmi;

Curtain Again Rung Down on
Russlan Situation in
Manchuria.

Bellef Grows That Kuropatkin
Is Now in Imminent
Danger.

St. Petersburg, March 2.—(2 a. m.)—
The curtain of a rigid censorship has
settled down over events in Manchuria,
There is no news of the result of yewter-
day’s fighting. Despatches describing
the picturesque events of the night re-
treat from Da pass, and the all-night
combat at the railroad bridge acrose. the
Shakhe river, have been allowed to come
through, but nothing to show whether
Gen. Kuropatkin is withdrawing or is
determined to stand his ground. It is
significant that no news has been receiv-
ed from the threatened left flank, the
last despatches leaving the Russians
clinging desperately to Oubenpusa
against strong forces of Gea. Kuroki's
veterans.

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RENNENKAMPFF'S RETREAT.
{ Through Bitter Cold Disheartened Men
' " Were Driven by Japanese.

Qubeenepuza, - Feb. 28, via Mukden,
March 1.—One of the coldest and most
cheerless operations of the winter’s war-
fare in Manchuria was the thirteen-mile
retreat of the Tsinkhetchen division the
night of Feb. 26 trom Da pass to Ou-
benepuza. All day Gen. Rennenkampft’s
soldiers. wearied by a week of continuai
fighting and disheartened by the aban-
donment of Tsinkhetchen, had flung off
attack after attack by overwhelming
numbers of Japanese in order to cover
the withdrawal of supplies wliich had
been accunmulated in large warehouses
at Solun. This village is five milis
north of the village of Oubenep‘xz;
~where the road from Da pass to lthe
eastward joins the main Tsinkhetchen-
Fuchun highway. . !

Unable to Stem Tide.

It became
evident to every man of the command
plodding through® the deepening snow
that the danger of being cut off was im-
minent. Only the coolness and courage
iof the commander avoided disaster.

Turn on Pursuers.

The retreat was so timed that the
rearguard reached Oubenepuza just in
time to mecet the force retreating on the
easterly road which had been driven in
on the village, and, the forces uniting,
fixed bayonets, turned about and in ut-
ter desperation drove the Japanese back
two miles.

On Feb. 27 the Japanese renewed the
attack, but the Russians repulsed the
repeated assaults. Today. Feb. 28
there was desperate fighting, but the
{Russians had succeeded in retaining pos-
session of the village. The Japanese
right, withl fanatical bravery, made sev-
eral night attacks, and charged under
cover of darkness and a fierce snow-
storm almost up to the muzzles of the
Russian batteries. which met them with
case shot and shrapnel.

New York, Feb. 25.—Bronzed by his
seafaring life among the Labrador fish-
ing flect, of which he is medical mis-
sionary, Dr. Wilfrid Grenfell is telling
scores of New York audiences of his
unique work amohg the sailors and the
deep-sga fishermen of the far North.

]t.IB good to be here mow, he says,
but it won’t be long before the fever is
upon him amd the longing to get back
to the water. 8ix months of the year
he spends afloat either ‘on his own boat
or one of the two marine hospitals in
Labrador, of which he is superintendent.
Between seasons he visits his home in
London or-comes to ‘America to tell the
people about the work toward which
many generously contribute,

Besides the Labrador fleet and ‘he
several coast ‘hospitals located at St.
Andrews and elsewhere the Mission to
Deep-sea Fishermen mainteins another
fleet among the North sca trawlers,
among which Dr, Grenfell first started
his work., It was the mission boat of
the fleet that was fired upon by the Rus-
sians. The captain of this hoat-is a
warm pensonal friend of Dr. Grenfell,
and a former-skipper of his.

‘When asked. what were the greatest
difficulties he had to contend with in his
work Dr. Grenfell said: “The imper-
fect surveying of the coast and the op-
position of persons who have been mis-
informed as to our work.

“During the six months that the sea
is ‘open, from May 1 to November 1,
fishing is the one oceupation. Six weeks
cruises are the rule and millions of dol-
lars’ worth of fish are each season sent
out from this region. But on March 31,
at 'l o'clock sharp, the men are on the
seal-hunting ground., The season opens
on this day and on the very dot of 1
they are on deck, ready for business.
Some 500,000 seals are taken during the
seagson. They are either clubbed to
death or shot. It is a most exciting and
very dangerous sport.

“You amay think that we are not up-
to-date in this far-away Northern coun-
try, but already wireless telegraphy is
being _ installed along the Labrador
coast, a this will be off inestimabie
benefit to the fishermen, for it is hard .o
tell hl_ow the fish are running, and one
thus installed would be able to gather

SALARIES OF COUNTY COURT
JUDGES.

An agitation has arisen in the East
In the press to have wsalaries of the
County Court judges increased over
what they are 'at the present time. It
is pointed: out that the salary of a
judge in Ontario in 1873 was $2,800
per annum. Notwithstanding that the
price of living has greatly increased,
the salaries are today lower than they
were then. It is stated that the judges
of the Maritime Provinces many years
ago made a demand to be placed on
the same basis as the Ontario judges.
The problem was solved by cutting
down the latter, and down they have
remained ever since. ,/The arguments
in favor of Eastern jddges apply with
much more force in /British Columbia,
because the conditions of living are
much more expensive here than there.
It is true, to equalize matters some-
what, the. British Columbia Legislature
has been in the habit of voting to each
County Court judge $500 for acting in
the capacity of stipendiary magis-
trates. That British Columbia should
be obliged to practically make good
this amoynt is unfair to the Province.

PERJURY CASE IS
IN STATU QUO

After Further Argument Yester
day Case Is Remanded
For a Week.

(From Thursday’s Daily.}

Another argument took place in the
Chinese perjury case yesterday morn-
ing and it is still undecided who prose-
cutes the two Chinese, Wong Ah Lum
and Gin Duck, accused of perjury. The
case has been remanded for a week.
The question remains unsolved as to
who appears, the counsel or the attor-

ney-general. ' In the meantime the ma-
gistrate will read up a list of autbpri-
tics quoted by Mr. Powell for the pro-
secution. = When the ecase was called
the deputy attorney-general, Mr. Mec-
Lean, stated that he appeared for the
attorney-general, who took the ground
that there was need for investigation as
to the bona fides of the case, one of the
Chinese having already been tried and
acquitted, and there were many charges
and counter charges. The attorney-
general wished to investigate and deter-
mine if the courts were being used to
wreak the private vengeance of Chinese
factions. Mr. McLean counsidered that
perjury had been committed at the mur-
der trial, but it may be impossible to
bring the charge home, and it would be
idle to proceed. Should it be found on
investigation, though, that there was
good ground for a case it would be
pressed. The attorney-general would
not, however, allow the courts to be
used to vent private spite. ;

He held that the attorney-general had
a right as attorney for the King to step
in and take charge of any criminal pro-
ceeding at any stage. The complaint
was that the King’s peace had been
broken; the crime was one in which the
interest was that of the King.

Mr. Powell, who, as stated, refusds to
#ccede to the interference of the attor-
ney-general, said he considered the at-
torney-general had no right to intervene,
though he did not disputs that official’s
right to inter¥ene after indictment. A
police court proceeding was ot a trial
merely an enquiry.  After commitment
the Crown took the part of the prose-
cutor. In the present position he Held
the' attorney-general misconceived his
position. Mr. Powell went into history,
‘Roman and modern, regarding the posi-:
tion of - the attorney-general and cited
authorities to show that it had never
been t_he custom of officers representing
the King to participate in criminal pro-
ceedings in the inferior courts. Such
an act was tantamount to degradation
of the King. Fe held that in England
today the attorney-general could not in-
terfere in a case of this kind, though he
could advise on request. He objected
to the attorney-general’s intervention at
this stage, though he did not by any
means wish to dispute that official’s
right to exercise control after indict-
ment. But not before.

The casg was remanded for a week to
allow the magistrate to look up the au-
thorities quoted by Mr. Powell.
