Earnings Do Not Improve

Messrs. T. 'W. Tamplin &  Co. of
London, in the course of their half-
yearly review, imake the following re-
marks: The year 1908 was' a year
that the majority: of shipowners will
hardly regard as satisfactory, as al-
though the liners have in aertain di-
rections (notably those largely en=
gaged in carrying , emigrants) done
well, the net earnings of the general
body of tramp steamers were redumced
to a minimum. In too many cases
these did not cover the ordinary de-
preciation of the steamers, as what
little improvement there was in freight
was neutralized by the inerease in the
working expenses. In our opinion had
it not been for the very large quan-
tity of tramp tonnage which was or-
dered in the autumn of 1908, ‘and
which came on the freight market dur-
Ing 1906, added to the increase in the
effective carrying tonnage brought
about by the new freeboard rules, we
should have seen a. much greater im-
Provement in freights. Unfortunately,
howevgr, the abnormal activity of the
shipbuilders does mot necessarily mean
a proportionate increase of prosperity
to the shipowners. As we stdted In
our issue of last July, prices were
then nominally the same as at the end
of 1905—viz., about 16 per cent up
from the lowest point; but early in the
autumn of last year certain builders
were getting anxious for work, and the
result was that some contracts were
placed at a reduction.

Euglfsh papers
just to hand contain reports of a remark-
able meeting of unemployed, held in Toot-
ing on February 23, at which Mr. Smart
made an offer to provide a hundred of the
men ‘with work. He said that the Grand
Trunk Pacific Rallway was constructing
a line across Canada to the Pacific coast,
and work wgs being offered to men on
very good terms. In order to assist the
Tooting men he was willing to make them
a speclal offer. If each man. would find
£1 towards his passage money out, the
company would provide the rest, which
could be paid baek by the men out of
| their wages in the first six weeks at the
rate of 30s. weekly. The total cost of
the passage out to. Winnipeg, near where
the work was provided, was fifty-two dol-
lars, a little over £10, and the minimum
wage was 8s. 4d. per day, but they were
now paying about 9s. 6d. per day. The
contract would be for six months, Hut men
could find plenty of work afterwards.
Arrangements were also made for the men
to. be provided with board and lodging.

He had been
strongly recommended for the vacancy.
The subject will be discussed in both
houses tomorrow. Senator Resaulles
took his seat today.

Dr. Thompson, member for Yukon,
in-a lengthy speech today advocated
a full elected council for the Territory,
and . prompt settlement of: the conces-
sion. tangle. He -also desired . the
establishment . of an experimental
farm, subsidies to. boats on tributaries
of the Yukon and wireless telegraphy
over- the dangerous portions of the
existing telegraph route. Hon. Mr.
Oliver foreshadowed a wholly elective
council after the forthcoming one. He
said the government was taking action
in the exchequer court against the
concessionaires_to secure their ejec-
tion.. Wireless telegraphy he declared
to be still in its elementary stages.

Mr. Greenway announced that sev-
eral witnesses had answered in con-
nection with the alleged western
timber enquiry and proposed that the
committee should sit daily.

EXPLOSION

Terrifying Occurrence on Board
» French Battleship at
Toulon

| LONG LIST OF DEAD AND INJURED

Disaster Caused by ‘Unaccountable
Explosion of Torpedo—Victims
Mangled

Toulon, March 12.—A terrible disas-
ter occurred here this afternoon, when

the powder magazine on"* board the
French battleship Iena blew up, re-
sulting in the death of Capt. Adigard,;
her < commander, Captain ' Verbock,
chief of staff of the Mediterranean
Squadron, and from 75 to ‘80 blue-
Jackets, and. frightfully injuring Rear
Admiral Manceron and hundreds- of
others. ./

Naval circles are aghast at the cat-
astrophe, and the public is stunned,
coming as it does so soon after loss
of the French submadrine -Lutin, in
which ;16 men perished.

Practically the entire afterpart of the
Iena was blown to pieces. The bodies
of the victims were hurled through
the air by a succession: of explosions
and the panic-stricken” workmen at
the arsenal fled from the -dock for
their lives, -~ Scores ' of<the’men board
the Iena jumped either overboard, or
to the stone quays, and sustained se-
rious injuries.

The primary cause of the accident
was the explosion of a torpedo. Why
this instrument exploded is unknown,
the powder magh¥tries ‘weére soon afire
and their contents™in ‘exploding ruined
one of the finest vessels in the French
navy. She had just undergone a final
inspection of her hull and machinery.
The latter had been 'completély over-
hauled preparatory to her joining the
squadron tomorrow.

The crew was at its full strength;
being composed of the rear admiral,
24 other officers and 630 men. The
magazinas  had been replenished re-
cently, and contained many tons of
both smokeless and black powder, as
well as a number of charges for tor-
pedoes. The crew of the Iena had fin-
ished their midday meal only a short
time before the explosion, and had dis-
persed to various parts of the vessel.
Most of the men were engaged in
work connected with the approaching
departure of the warship, but quite a
large party had been detailed to at-
tend a lecture which was being given
forward. ¥

The explosion came without warn-
ing.

The first detonation was extremely

The hundreds of men below
deck were enshrouded in blinding
smoke, and while they groped their
way towards the exits, suffocating
fumes caused many of them to fall
unconscious. ;

In the meantime the explosionshad
becomé more frequent, and -the entire
afterpart of the Iena caught fire. Shells
and charges of explosives in the mag-
azines continued to explode and mass-
es. of metal were hurled into the air
to fall everywhere about the docks
and the arsenal.

The lower decks were littered
with the pieces of shattered and torn
bodies, while ' the surrounding Wwater
was + dotted with human fragments
dripping with blood. It will be  im-
possible to ascertain the exact num-
ber of killed and wounded until to-
morrow, when a roll call will' be held,
many of the men were completely
ﬁown to pieces, while others were in-
cinerated.. Many of those who. escaped
death suffered. severe injuries, and be-
coming insane they rushed frantically
about the vicinity of the drydock un-
til they fell exhausted. - The ‘arsenal
authorities ‘organized an  ambulance
corps without loss of time, and soon
a long procession of injured men were
on their way- to the hospitals,..
After- the firstioeXplosfonzsqifady: o
workmen and sailoYs Approdched the
scene at the peril of their lives, and
as they neared the Iena’s dogk, .they
could dimly observe,.through the dense
smoke, human remains™cflying con-
stantly in the air. Then followed fur-
ther explosion# on the doomed vessel,
which presented a terrible spectacle,
and caused the arsenal employees to
wring . their hands with horror.. Sud-
denly blackened forms. with haggard
eyes rushed madly through the lines.

“Tt is difficulf to défine the limits
of that part of the Peace Rivef Dis-
trict lying within British Columbla, as
comparatively. little" has: béen-done to
fix these, owing to the absence of sur-
veys. Generally stated, however, the
eastern boundary of British €olumbia
follows the summit of  the Ruocky
Mountains to latitude 54 d At
this point it passes due no on the
120th meridian to the 60th parallel, and
thence westward to the Pacific. That
part which lies east of the Rocky
Mountains is what is usually known at
the Peaece River country, and includes
a great ‘agriculturdl region both north
and south of the river. In making a
sketeh of this region, it is not desfrable
to limit its extent to that part immedi-
ately within British Columbia, as no
definite points have been fixed. .On this
accolmt 1-reproduce-that part of Dr. G.
M. Dawson’s report of 1879; which
deals. with the extent and capabilities
of the district in question:

On this account it is fair to
assume ‘that our opinions dre not too
much, and that when proper suryeys
are made, 10,000 square miles of this
will fall to the portion of British
Columbia. g

“Poplar and spruce for all purpeses
and of good size are - to’ be found
throughout the district,” except where
prairie predominates..Many flne prair-
jes are to.be Seen in the drier part, but
in all cases these 'prairies seem to have
been caused by repeated fires. The
‘Grande Prairie,’ which is sdid to be of
great extent, is emineéntly suitéd for
agriculture, as it is meadow and copse,
and in places covered ‘with ‘berry-
bearing bushes, chiefly saskatoon ber-
ries~Amelanchier alnifolia). It is now
well known that'spring opens about the
same ' time between Winnipeg and
Peace River.  Summer frosts are prac-
tically unknown,. but local late spring
and early fall frosts may be expecte
for years to come. These will seon
pass away as cultivation increases, 1
the same ‘way as they have done in
Manitoba and the Territories. At pres-

Awakening Has Come.

“After having seen the growth of
vegetables and- cereals at Dawson, in
the Yukon District, and remembering
what I have séen om PgacerRiver, the
y.#nfl the reports
from the Skeena & { I am led
to believe that the day’ a generall
awakening has corhe, and we can now.
say that Northern - British Columbia
will in the future, support a very large
population on its own productions,
Throughout the whole region, including
the Yukon District, fodder for horses
and cattle in any quantity can be
grown. At Dawson, clover and timothy
were found last season to do remark-
ably well. Qats, barley,and wheat were
found in the same field. The two form-
er were ripe on August 23rd, and the
wheat ‘so far matured that, after dry-
ing, the ears lookéd rips. Last month
I sent three ears of wheat grown at
Dawson in latitude 64 degrees 15 min<
utes, to the experimental farm in this
city, to have it tested. The report re-
celved the other day was ‘100 graind
planted, 100 grainss sprouted, and 100
grains were vigorous, and 1no  weak
plants were préduced.! Such a report
as the above shows that all lands suit-
able to grow wheat in the Peace River
region, Northern British Columbia, and
the Yukon Distriet, have climatic con-
ditions ~suitable for the growth of all
necossaries In a civilized-community.

“The whole district, as said above,
is an almost level plateau, with a slight
dip to the valleys of thé Pedcé and
Smoky Rivers. Owing to the depth of
these valleys and the absence of rock,
the conditions for drainage are perfect,
and all boggy places and wet er damp
tracts will ﬁ eagily dralned, As will
be seen by consuiting & map, the finest
tract lies between the Smoky River and
the Peace, and here the earliest settle-
ments will ikely take place."The shelt-

“iPhe mission, for the purposes of

Conference and the Rev, Enoch Weod,
general superintendént of its missions.

““The first band of Wesleyan mis-
sionaries appointed to Vancouver Isl-
and and British Columbia arrived at
Victoria on the 10th day of February,
1859, connsisting of the Rev. Ephraim
Bvans, D.D.; as chairman of the dis-
trict, . and the Reverends Hdward
White, Ebenezer Robson and Arthur
Browning.

“+Of this, the first Protestant church
erected in these colonies by voluntary
contribution, the following persons con
stitute the first board of trustees, viz.,
Rev:. E. Evans and Messrs. John
Pidwell, Charles Dodd, John Cooper,
Henry W. Thain, Robert Elford and
Richard King.

“aphe site was kindly presented by
the Hon. Hudson’s Bay Company and
conveyed in trust to the above named
pergons and their successors, by Alex-
andet G. Dallas, Esq., acting on behalf
of the compény. ; .

““The building was designed by, and
is' to be erected under the superintend-
ence of Mr. John~ Wright, architect.

* "With these memoranda are depos-
ited some coin of the realm, the Chris-
tlan Guardian of June 15th, 18569, pub-
lished in Toronto, C. W., containing
the first conferential list of stations of
Wesleyan ministers, in ‘which
missions are included, with the latest
received numbers of the Missionary
Notices, as also of the Halifax, N.S,,
Provincial Wesleyan, the New York,
San Francisco and Porfland Christian
Advocates, and - thé British Colonist
and Victoria Gazette of this town.

.“His Excellency then descended from
the platform:-to the northwest corner,
Mr. Pidwell put the tin box, with coin
and papers into' the cavity of the gran-
ite stone. Mr. Wright, architect, assist-~
ing. His BExcellency took the trowel
and gavel, and laild the corner stone
of the first Wesleyan Church founded
in Victoria.

“Returning to the platform, His Ex-
cellency congratulated the Rev.'' Dr.

The church was cohtlnuéusly occu~
pied by the Methodist denomination
until some 16 years ago, when the con-
gregation removed to the present Met-
ropolitan  Methodist church, .
