., g0 people would call a ** big thing.” “l'he
" "Quebec Telegraph says that the sum of two
million dollars is about to be lost by the
province and gained by private parties, in
whose interests Mr. Chapleau is mava.ing
the business. Our contemporary argues
that as long as the Dominion controls the
Intercolonial the Quebec government should
hold fast to the North Shore road as a valus-
ble provincial possession. Between Levis and
Metapedia the Dominion owns 420 miles of
railway in the province of Quebec, and the
provincial government, it says, should
make strong effort to keep the 300 odd
miles between Quebec city and Ottawa.
We must say that it is our way of looking
at the matter too; but we have to ask
whether the thing be practicable, with the
prevailing public opinion so far wrong as it
is on the question of government ownership
or control of railways. Ever since the
present generation could read, they have
had it hammered into their heads, with all
- the authority of great names in political
and ‘economical science, that governments
should have nothing te do with railways,
beyond the giving of charters to all com-
panies asking for them. If under peculiar
circumstances the building of a railway by
government was unavoidable, it was held to
be the government’s duty to sell out to some
company or other at the first feasible oppor-
tanity. In Canada public men on both
sides of politics have been literally
«¢ possessed ”’ by this doctrine ; the govern-
ments of Sir John Macdonald and Mr.
Mackenzie have been  alike com-
mitted to it Holding the interests
of the commonwealth above those of
railway companies, the sound doc-
trine would be that, where government
ownership of all railways is impracticable,
some important lines, at all events, should
be retrained as the property of the whole
people, as a check upon the lines o wnel by
companies. When the North Shore ro:d
was opened between Montreal and Ottawa,
the railway freight on goods carried from
the tormer to the latter city fell to about
one-third of the old rates. With so great
a public benefit as that to be secured, it
would be for the pubiic intererst that the
governments, both Dominion ard Provincial,
should own some railways, and continue
to run them too, even if the construction
capital were regarded as money sunk with-
out any direct return expected, and the
roads made to pay merely for running ex-
penses, repairs and small' extensions
and no more. This is what ought
to be, but what we fear cannot be in Can-
ada, for many a day te come. The North
. Shore road is a perfect eyesore to the
companies, because its cheap service
to the public is a startling reproach to them
by contrast. It is further an object the
possession of which is sought with the very
intensity of covetuousness by railway
schemers, because, with it once in their
hands, they can work a big game of grab in
other quarters as well. Suppose, for in-
stance, the North Shore road and the St.
Lawrence river line of steameis to pass into
the same hands, or to become subjeci to
some combination arrangement. The public
would thereupon quickly discover what
they had lost, and what certain syn i~ es
bhad gained, by the change. Alre: 'y it
may be considered a certainty that the pur-
chase of the river and lake shore steamboat
lines by the railway schemers, the consoli-
dation of the land and the water
transportation interest together, the
end of competition, and the establish-
ment of practical monopoly in the
province of Quebec, will be accomplished
facts before the regular opening of navigation
this spring. There are *‘ bosses” in com.
mand who may challenge the people to say
what they are going to do abovt it, and
the people cannot help th m<rlves, Some-
body is going to make a m'll.ou or two out
of the Quebec railway trausfer, and it may
be worth while to watch the developments,
just to (ind out, if possible, who that some-
body is or is to be.

A SHOW OF FIFTY MILLIONS.

That was a scene highly characteristic of
the neighboring republic and of the present
time which was enacted in New York the
other day. It had to take place in New
York, for the reason that it could not have
taken place anywhere else in the world,
except perhaps at some selected spot in the
adjoining State of New Jersey. Reports
had got abroad that Jay Gould wasselling
stocks very largely and noton speculation,
either, but for the cogent reason that he
was ‘““hard up,” and had to raise money
somehow. Particulir friends were kind
enough to inform him that these were
damaging rumors, and that his credit was
suffering in consequence. So on Monday
morning Russell Sage, Cyrus W. Field,
and a few othr magnates of the
railway and telegraph world met by iuvi-
tation at Gould’s office, and were asked
there and then to look over several pack-
ages of stocks in his posscssion. These
unofficial inspectors duly counted over
Western Union (telegraph) shares to the
amount of twenty-three millions ; Missouri
Pucific railroad, twelve millions ; and Wa-
bash railway and other stocks cighteen mil-
lions. Itis added that these certificates
were the original ones issued to Gould by
the present companics, and were wnot iu.-
dorsed by him, circumstances which are
supposed to show that they had not been
hypoth cated tu anybody for the purpose of
raising money upen them. (What a bless-
ing it would be, by the way, if every official
examination of bank and insurance com-
pany affairs were as satisfactory as the un-
otficial ove !) This is what Mr. Sige re-
marked to a reporter, after the show was
over,

It amazed me exceedingly. ] told Mr.
Gould on Saturday that persous were circu-
lating ugly stories about him, and he then
assured me that there was no foundation

[

for the report'that he was selling his West-
ern Union and Missonri Pacific. He told
me that he held $20,000,000 of W::rern
Union. I had supposed that hLe wight
have about half that amount, 'and conse-
quently I acce?ted the assertion with a
little grain of salt. He sent for me this
motning, I didn’t know what he wanted
I went in and there were several peisons
there, and Mr. Gould asked me to lovk at
these stocks. It wes periectly amazing.
Why. there was $3,000,000 more of West:
ern Union than he had told me about, I
was particularly interested in Western
Union and Missouri Pacific, and there right
before me were the original certificates
issued to him. There is not another man
in the United States, except Mr. Vander-
bilt, who could make such a display ol se-
curities.”

Have we any Gould’s or Vanderbilt’s
amongst us in Canada, either ‘present "or
prospective—of course on a much smaller
scale ? Some people think we have, and
that the Gould and Vanderbilt business is
in a fair way of growing to alarming pro-
portions in this Dominion.

ONTARIO LAWYERS IN MANITOBA.

The output of lawyers from Osgoode Hall
during the past few years has been con-
siderably in excess of the demand. Accord-
ingly the young/ limbs have, half of
them, nothing to dp. Where shall they go?
They are going to Manitoba as fast as
they can, and all those that have gone are
doing well. | But there is a difficulty in the
way : an Ontario lawyer must pay a cer-
tain fee, undergo a year’s probation, and
pass an examination before he is allowed
to practice in the prairie province. These
two latter conditions are a stumbling block
in the way of ma' y : [ they go up to Man-
itoba they wish to begi.u practice at once.

1t islikely that a bill will be introduced
into the Manitoba legislature this session
to remove these two hampering conditions
as regards Ontaro members of the bar. So
that therafter any Oatario lawyer may be
admitted to the Manitoba bar on the pay-
ment of the fee.

To remove these objections is in the in-
terest of the people of Manitoba. What
they want above all things is population
and capital, and if they are disposed to
deal liberally with our lawyers they will
find that quite a number of ‘them will go
up and take money with them.

But Manitoba should also be prepared to
admit our law students ad ewndem statum.
There are at least a hundred law students in
this city who would go up to the North-
west to-morrow if they were admitted to
the same standing in their course as they
now enjoy here. Some of them have al-
realy abandoned the offices in Toronto and
have gone up to begin anew.

Doctors, dentists, lawyers, surveyors, in
fact, professional men of all kinds, if from
reliable Ontario institutions should, for a
few yearsat |least, be welcomed in Manito-
ba, not restricted in any way.

EXCEEDING THEIR POWERS.

A man was recently convicted by the
police magistrate of Guelph of the infrac-
tion of a city by-law, which requires the
tires of certain wagon wheels to be of a
prescribed width, for the purpose of pre-
serving the roadways from being cut up
and free from ruts. The magistrate im-
posed a fine, whereupon the defendant
moved against the conviction and brought
it before the superior courts. Mr. Justice
Osler the other day quashed the convictiou,
holding that the corporation of the city of
Guelph had exceeded their jurisdiction in
passing the by-law recognizing certain ex-
ceptions and differences. This and other
cases somewhat similar that turn up from
time to time give countenance to the
opinion that both magistrates and muni-
cipal councils do frequently go beyond
their lawful powers, and that many a judg-
ment and many a_by-law might be reversed
if only tbe parties hurt by them had the
time and the money to spend in appeals to
the higher courts. This consideration ghas |
an important bearing on the efforts fnow
being made to suppress the social evil ; and
it may be that our Toronto police authori-
ties are not altogether without good legal
reasons for proceeding cautiously in this
matter. *‘The liberty of the subject” is
ati old and very solidly-settled tradition of
British law, and one to which our learned

judges are likely to pay all due respects.

PUBLIC OPINION.

Montreal Btar: ' The Unjted States gov-
ernment are going to order all immigrants
to vaccinated immediately on landing
into the try. In view of our own heavy
prospective imimigration this year, this wise
precaution might be imitated.

New York Tribune : Last fall the editors
of The Youth’s Companion casually offered
a prize of $500 for a short story. The
result is that they now have 3000 short
stories to choose from. The committee to
award the prize will have the sympathy of
the entire country.

The American Agriculturist maintains
that potatoes are always an expensive
food. That is to say, comparatively. A
bushel of potatoes (60 lbs.) contains nearly
50 Ibs. of water and only about 10 Ibs. of
solid nutriment, which is mainly starch.
At present wholesale prices here this is
pearly 10 cents a pound for the food they
yield. Fair wheat flour at $8 a barrel, is
only 4 cents a pound. Corn at 80 cents a
bushel (56 1lbs) has mearly 50 lbs. of
nutriment, costing less than 2 cents rer 1b.
Taking the country altogether, and the
price of potatoes, corn, wheat, etc, high
and low, from year to year, the average
nutritious food obtained in the form of
potatoes costs four to five times as much as
it does in the consumption of corn or
beans, and 2} to 4 times as much as in the
form of wheat flour, or oatmeal, beans, rice,
ete.

The Elephant Jumbo,

The London papers of latest date deal
largely with the question of the disposition
of the elephant *‘‘Jumbo.” Mr. Ruskin
writes excitedly against his removal from
the zoological gardens, Land and Water is
in favor of it, and a writer in the Field
thinks that, in view of his growing infirmi-
ty of temper, Jumbo had better be got ri!
of at ence. ‘‘In America,” he says, ‘‘with
Barnum’s travelling circus, much more
scope,can be given to the muscular power
of thé animal, and, by dint of harder work
than it is possible for him to have in the
Regent’s park, he may be kept within
reasonable bounds; whereas, in the gar-
dens, his fits of irritability would have goue
on steadily increasing in intensity, and
like all other old males in confinement,
he would have had to be destroyed, but
probably not until after he had caused
some- fatal mischance.” = A noble peer,
with a knack at verse making, writes to
the London Post ;

The personage
who, during the last few days, has fignred
in the feunilleton of the Gaulois as ‘‘ Sans-
Nom,” has now had restored to him his
original designation of Vabre, ot which, at
the pressing solicitation of some living
bearer of the name, he had temporarily
been deprived ; and three Josserands and
one Mouret, who have recognized them-
selves in the Josserand and the Mouret of
““Pot-Bouille,” and have cemplained to
the author on the suhject, are intormed
that their olleged grievance cannot be re-
cognized, and that M. Zola will make no
further alterations in his names unless he is
lagally compelled to do so.

The Vineyrrds of Spain.

Fresh vineyards are besng planted with
great rapidity in Spain, and are driving out
grain crops, which do not now pay so well,
the very reverse of what, owing to the phy-
lioxera, is occurring in France. Of course
it is the growing French demand that
causes this activity in Spain. Comuwon
country vines, which hitherto sold for next
to nothing in the villages, began last year
to be exported in large quantities ; the only
difficulty in the way being want of means
of transport. It was the wine dearth in

e, too, which last year nearly trebled
the price ef wine at Corfu. Being of a deep
red color, with much roughness and body,
and an alcoholic strength of from ten to
fifteen degrees, it is well suited for *mix-
ing.” The wines of Santa Maura and
Cumi, which are of the same character, were
also exported to France, as was white wine
of Santorin. .

A Texan Cow-Boy Arrested in Et Thomas—

Slashed With Bowle Knivesand nwn:’&n

With Bullets. :

Moore, alias * Will “of the West,” an indi-
vidnal who has indeed lived a life of ro-
mance and interesting adventure. The
yarn which he spun to a Times reporter
during the short lulls following succ:ssive
outbreaks in the demoniac howlings of a
poor wretch with the delirium tremens con-
fined in the cell adjoining, is given below,
and presentsa curious picture of life in the
remoter settlements on the confines of
civilization.

There is hardly a portion of Moore’s
anatomy that has not been perforated by
bullets or slashed with bowie knives, and
wken he stripped to the waist in the chief’s
office, the sight he presented was ‘peculiar,
The left thigh bears the mark of a bullet
wound, and the hard pellet, which was not
removed, can be felt beneath the skin. In
theleft arm above the wrist, another bullet
is still lodged. A gaping orifice iu the left
side just ahove ‘the heart, shows where a
““calet,” (4 Spanish dirk, 18 or 20 inches
long, in shape like a spear head, but as
pliable as whalebone) was thrust by a
greaser in a border raid ; while another un-
sightly hole in the back of his neck shows
where the point of the weapon came
out. A scar which crosses the forehead,
and runs partially around the head, repre.
sents where he was scalped by Indians, who
made a descent upon the ‘‘cow-boys,” kil-
ling eight of these desperadoes and wound-
ing two besides himself. Over the left eye
is another bullet wound and a portion of
his ear is missing. In obedience to his re-
quest, our reporter counted the scars made
by knife thruscs on his back and head,
with the result that fourteen distinct and
separate slashes were discovered, five of
which were on the head and neck. The
digits of his left hand are frightfully dis-
torted, the result, he says, of a ratilesnake
bite. His right leg, from the knee up, he
states, was riddled with buckshot, and its
appearance bears out his assertion. . Not
the least interesting of the disclosures he
made in response to the persistent entrea-
ties of the scribe for an *‘ experience” were
those in reference to the life of the *‘ cow-
Loys” on the Mexican and Texan frontier,
those free riders of the plains who have a
special fondness for cattle, and very little
scruple as to the berd from which they
take tiiem. As he chanted in his cell the
low musical refrain which the cow-boys
sing to sooth the cattle and let them know
of the presence of their herdsmen, he be-
moaned the fate which led him here, and
expressed the wish that he were back again
ensconed under his tent ¢loth in a deep
“ draw”’ or ravine, enjoying his old-time
toilsome and adventurous but irregular
life, with its alternation of *sport” and
ease—the rush, the dash, the danger and the
triumph of successful operations, followed
by the wild debauch and the intervals of
loafing. Possessed of a handsome, brown
face, with large, finely marked eyes and
curling black hair and moustache, Moore
does not by any means present the ap-
pearance of a desperado, albeit when he ar-
rived here on Siturday morning, he had a
natty $25 selfecocking revolver in either
boot-leg, with which he offered to wager he
could knock the neck off a bottle at fifty
steps every time, These he had made
away with at the c¢ime of his' arrest, in
effecting which the officers had considerable
trouble. Barely five foot two in height,
he is as lithe and agile as a panther, and
he left the marks of his teeth on P. C.
Allan’s hands, although Chief Fewings,
whom Le has to thank for his apprehension,
escaped injury. The substance of Moore’s
statement is contaived in the following :

Born in New York city in 1849, he re-
mained at home until he was twelve years
of age, when ifs restraints became too irk-
some, and full of an adventursus spirit,
and feeling he could take care of himself in
the world, he did what thousands of boys
had done before him—he ‘ran away” from
home to seek his fortunes in the American
war, He enlisted with the Union forces as
drummer boy, at Donaldson, Mississippi,
under General Foster, and after travelling
through that state and Teunesee, he link:d
his fortunes with the southerners, and
travelled along the coast of Florida with
a spy scout, Afterwards he was with Lee'’s
command; at the time of the general’s
surrender to Grant under the famous anple
tree at Appowatoix, anapple plucked from
which he carried with him for some months,
After the war he went to San Automa,
Mexico, whither his father had meantime
removed, and remained home nearly a year.
It was here he met Buffalo Bill and Kit
Carson, with whose bauds he was at vari-
ous times associated guarding the stock
against the inroads of Indiaus. In onme of
these forays he received the wound io the
thigh and  half scalped, from the
effects  of which ne did  not
recover for a year. He was sub-
sequently captured by the redmen and
tied to a stake to await death on the fol-
lowing day, but was rescued by Carson’s
band, who put the Indians to flight. On
another occasion he was hemmed in with
several others for fonr days, and during
thas time subsisted eutirely on horse and
mule flesh. In 1873, he joined the cow-
boys, and for five years was an active mem-
ber of the orzanizition, assisting in stamp-
edirg the herds and driving away the scat-
tered members thereof. It was in engage-
ments with the settlers resulting from this
lawlessness that he received most of his
injuries, although it wasin an assault made
by ths Chectaw and Blacktar Indians
under Little Bear that he was ‘‘celeted”
by a renegade greaser, fifteen inches of
the dirk entered his body, The
weapon broke off short in the_ wound
and he pulled it out immediately after
the thrust. At the time eight cow-boys
were killed.

Moore is perfectly familiar with the
Younger boys and Jesse James,and relatied
many anecdotes of the exploits of these
desperadoes. In addition to the adven-
tures recorded above, he has had Judge
Lynch’s rope around his neck, has been
wrecked twice, shot for cheating at cards,
was oune of the band of murdercus strikers
at Pittsburg and Indianapolis, was chief
mate for two years on the smuggling craft
Arcadoes, on the Florida coast, and has
been more or less comnected with various
acts of deviltry committed during the past
ten years.

The above is merely the gist of Moore’s
statement, the major part of which is doubt-
fess correct since the man gives the names
of places and individuals with a promptness
wli h stimps his story as true,

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HOW AN EYE WAS
Ll O T
$tary of » Kincardine Woman’s Crime—How
the Police of the Town “Hushed the Matter
On Nov. 29 last a woman named Kitty
Richardson was stabbed in the left eye with
» corkscréw by a woman named Abbey
. Barrill at Kivcardine, Ont. The affray
took place in a house of ill-repute, kept by
¢he latter. The wound was of a very serl-
ous nature, in far- so serious that Richard-
son lost the cor -, Jete use of the orbit. She
was at once removed to the London hospi-
$al, where every attention was shown her
by the hespital authorities, but nothing
could be done to restore her sight. The
matter was at once reported to Chief of
Pelice Henderson of Kincardine, and if
gumor be true that officer and the magis-
trates of the town have placed themselves
in a very unenviable position. Magistrates
Sturgeon and Campbell were applied to
(through Richardson’s lawyer) for a war-
gant toissue for the arrest of the woman
Burrill, but those gentlemen absolutely re-
fused to grant the warrant, although 1t is
claimed by the injured woman that she had
abundant evidence to prove that Burrill was
the perpetrator of the crime. A good deal
of influence seems to have been brought to
bear on the town authorities to have
the warreat suppressed on account of the
uncom‘ortable position that it would place
s number of frequenters of the house in,
geutlemen who are said to move in the good
society of Kincardice. Magistrate McLeod
of Ripley, a village eleven miles from Kin-
eardine, was next appealed to and he is-
sued the necessary warrant, and a county
constable was despatched from: that place
to make the arrest. When he arrived in
Kincardine he began a search for Burrill,
but was informed by the Kincardine police
that the woman had left town, but they
assured the Ripley officer that if they came
scross Burrill they would apprehend her.
1t is stated on good authority, however,
that the woman walked on the streets of
Kincardine six hours afterwards, but no
attempt was made to capture her. After
Jeaving the London hospital the woman
Richardson came to the hospital here, where
she remained a couple of weeks. Yester-
day the city police were spoken to about
the affair; and subseguently the mat-
ter was reported to Deputy Attoraey-
general Scott, who it is understood,
will make an investigation of the matter.
It is said that the chief of police of Kin-
cardine had given a quasi-consent to the
existence of Burrill’s houge in the town,
and the expose that would have followed
& ventilation of the affray in court would
have been rather rough on numerous Kin-
cardineites. The woman Richardson is now
in the city, and has snfferred intensely
from her injuries.  The cause of the trouble
between Burrill and Richardson is said to
be jealousy. The former is however said to
be considerable of an Amazon, having on
other occasions threatened bodily injury on
different persons who crossed her path.

For some time after the opening irrele
vent suggestions, assertions and declama:
tions contributed to mothing but the dis-
organization of the committee. At last
Ald. Clark insisted that the worthy alder-
men should speak to the point or be ‘ruled
out of order.

He had a program prepared which he prc-
posed to follow, if the committee would ap-
prove, which they did. It consisted of a
number of questions which he submitted
to the board. The first was: Is it
advisuble to do the scavenger work of
the city by contract?

Ald. Evans thought it could be, but the
other members thought it could not be done,
which settled that question. Ald. Kent
moved that it comprise part of the duty of
ward foremen to superintend the cleaning
of his own ward. The motion was lost.
Ald. Taylor did not think that the citi-
zens wanted to curtail expense a few dol-
lars so much as they wanted the work
properly performed and that they did not
want the present system changed.

The mayor moved that two Edison street-
sweepers be purchased at $400 each to
clean the paved streets and that the streets
should be divided into two grades of paved
and unpaved, the former to cleaned six
or three times or once a week and the latter
as often as the commissioner thought nec-
essary.

Will the street watering be dome by
contract? This was not decided and on
Ald. Evans’ motion the board resolved to
recommend advertising for tenders for
street watering and instructed the commis-
sioner to submit a report in detail of the
cost of doing the work by the city at the
next meeting.

. At 10 o'clock the committee adjourned
fo meet at 2 o’clock on Monday afternoon.

NEw York, March 10.—I was speaking
of bent-backed women. The proportion
of my sex with a slight carvature of the
spine, oneshoulder or hip higher than the
other, or some other irregularity, is so
large that any dressmaker will tell you
that few dresses have two sides exactly
alike in shape.

What He Says About the Effect of Impxuonment‘
on His Health.
(New York Telegram of Tuesday.)

Hector Legru, of Moutreal, who was arrest-
ed on the 1st inst., on the French steamer
Labrador, in this port, as she was about
leaving for Havre, at the instance of Mr.
D. Z Bessette, of the above city. Mr. Al-
bert Lafeivre, French consul in this city,
and others friendly to Mr. Legru, having
declared thet e was very sick, and that
he ought to he removed to a hospital for
treatment, the reporter called on Mr. Le-
gru to see what his condition really was
and what he had 6 say about his sickness.
Mr. Legru was found in his room on the
first floor of the jail, and in response to a
question said :—

“J am suffering severely from the open
wound in my groin, which canses me great
pain, and which requires constaut attention
to prevent py@mia setting in, My phy
sician, Dr. Fenwick, of Montreal, after
treating me for over a month and finding
that my weight had become reduced from
200 to 130 pounds, informed me that I ‘re-
quired an immediate change of climate.
"T'his is my reason for returningto France.
I have now been here nearly two weeks and
during that time have taken so little whole-
some food that I have had an attack of
scurvy. Brooding overmy troublesand
the uujustice of my imprisonment Las
brought on a mental prostration that I can
hardly bear up against. I am so weak that
I am obliged to keep my bed most of the
time, "Lo-day I attempted te go up-stairs
but found the effort too much for me; in
fact it was impossible without almost be-
ing carried up.”

LAUGHING AT GOULD.

Views of the Bears on the Great Speculator's

Private Exhibition.

NEw York, March 14.—Jay Gould is
the lau ghing stock of Wall strect to-d ay,
an d his alleged private exhibition of $53,-
000,000 of securities to a few of his most
intimate associates yesterday, which was
heralded throughout the morning press as
an event in the financial world, is regard-
ed with wonder by the speculating public,
and great curiosity by ‘‘Red” Leary, Abe
Coakley and others. 'The matter was
the principal topic of conversation fo-day,
and occupied so much attention that
the stock market was Comparatively
neglected, aud a dull morning was
the resulf. -‘“There never was such a
guffaw in the street,” said a prominent bear
to a reporter to-day, ‘‘and itis re-
garded as the most foolish thing he has ever
done. He mever -does anytihing like that
unless he is troubled. He evidently did
not take the advice of his friend, Russell
Rage, buk decided to make a sensation on
his own account.”

The bears have a story of the meeting
yesterday which is quite differeat frem that
mads by Gould & Co. It is to the effect
that when the gentlemen were calied
together by Mr. Gould, the Jatter showed
them the stock certiticates in his possession,
and wanted to hypothecate them for loans
or put them up as margius to protect him-
self. ltissaid that besides Messrs, Field,
Sage and Work, tnere were a dozen brokers
called in who do business for him, and they
were all asked [to “ pony up” their pro-
portion of funds,’ but they respectfully de-
clined, and the meeting broke up in arow,
and the great specilator is credited with
saying that he “would *‘paddle his own
canoe”’ and take care of himself in his own
way.

At any [frate, the veteran bears, like
Smith, Cammack and Travers, were not
the least alarmed at. the prospect of
having to ‘‘cover,” and went in to
attack certain stocks with a vigor which
they could not withstand, in the hopes of
weakening the general market. Denver
and Rio Grande was raided from 58 to 543,
and New Jersey Central from 79} to 704.
The Gould favorites, Western Uunion and
Missouri Pacific, were protected and held
very strong. Big blocks of Lake Slore
were bought by the bulls to turn the mar-
ket, and the latter advanced two per cent.
The bears say they would fill Gould fuller
than ever with stocks, and then knock the
market from under him, and he would be
worse off than now.

A story is carrent on the street that
Gould has been borrowing bills of exchange
tor sixty days, paying a sharp share of twelve
to fifteen per cent per annum, and hypathe-
cating his best securities. The bills of ex-
change were then thrown on the market to
sell, which accounts for the rate of exchange
being so much lower recently, which is a
very important matter for eévery business
man. Of course these bills of exchange
will have to Le bought back again before
the expiration of sixty days.

A veteran operator, in describing Gould’s
predicament, said that the market had
gone ‘‘from great  billowy rallies down
through the last bobtail pool until all were
played out, and Gould had to take care of
them now.”

Russell Sage was enthusiastic over the
success of the Gould coup d’etat, and it is
said of him that yesterday afternoon he
siood over the ‘“‘ticker,” and as Missouri
Pacific came out 914 up to 92, he shouted
out: ‘‘Bravo! bravo! -We've got ’em
now! We'll cut the claws of the bears !”

He called on the sguad of put-and-call
brokers who hever about his office and
offered to seil putson Missouri Pacific at 90
for eighteen days at 1 per cent, which soon

got moised about, and there was a great
rush to buy.
