A gentleman from Buffilo was interviewed
at the strikers’ headquarters last night by
a World reporter, and puts the state of ai-
fairs in that city in pretty strong terms,
He s1ys business is practically closed up
and merchsnts are letting their clerks go
for their holidays. The commission mer-
chauts sag.that if the compauies do not do
their bustuesd up better they will take
legal action agaiost them, He says that
one of the operators employed there took a
message from ‘‘Montreal, Oatario Qaebec,”
and a saloon-keeper pasted it up in his win-
dow so that the public might see what kind
of men the company employed. The fact
is that there are altogether over 80C) men
on strike and about 900 engaged at work,
of which number at least 600 are incompe-
t:nlt& aod the managers must inevitably
yield.

It was reported last night that General
Eeokert and J Gould had quarreled, Gould
blaming Eckert for the state of affairs and
wishing to compromise, The gentleman
from Buffalo says that part of & conversa-
tion between them w~as overheard: Gou'd—
“Are you a fool or a knave, or both !’ The
teply was inaudable, but & very angry alter-
cation is said to have ensued.

THE BRITISH PUBLIOANS.

Thelir Preotest Against Sunday Closing,
Local ©Option, and Other Proposed
Measures.

A London letter says : Among the other
restrictive measures with which the present
goverament will deal, the most important is
that by which it is proposed to put England
on a level with Scotland and Ireland in the
matter of Sunday closing, A bill to secure
this was introduced some months ago, and
will come up shortly for its second reading.
Whether it will pass so soon is another

. question, but that it pass eventually would
be sorrowfully sdmitted, I think, by even
the dismayed publicans; nor is there the
shadow of a doubt that when it is passed it
will be strictly enforced. Meanwhile the
agitation goes on, and your readers may
possibly be interested in what is being said.

1 cannot, however, give both sides, and as

1 always had a feeliog of pity for the

fellow that was getting the worst of it

in & fight, I will allow the poor
publicans to be heard. There is
an organization here called the Licensed

Victualers National Defense league. Its

pame sufficiently indicates its nature, and

what such a body may have to say on the
pending struggle is sure to be at once per-
tinent and authoritative, Imagine a repre-
sentative gathering of the wholesale and
retail liquor men of the whole United States
and you will have a fair idea of the scope

Usually, if & man wauting & license, can
make 1t appear to these functionaries that a
few people in the neighborbood  would be
sccommodated by & new public nouse, or,
f.i.ing to do that, can bring any social or
official i1 fluence to bear, he gets it, But
the new local option law threatens
to plaee the l:centing power in the hands
of a board that will be amcnable for its
doings and mirdoings to the rate-payers of
the community, To this, of course, the
publicans object, as in the aforesaid resolu:
tion, But the speeches made on the occa-
sion referred to were passed. Emphasizing
the fact that there were'at present as many
as seventeen different temperance measures
before the parliament, the chairman said
those .or whom he spoke were determined
to form one grand phalanx and fight as one
man to protect their rights and ve ted inter-
ests against the tinkering legislation that
threatened them. Anotber speaker paid
his respects to Lord Wolseley, the suc-
cessful commander of the campaign in
Egypt. His lordship has the reputation of
being a total abstainer, and of trying to in-
fluence bis men to be #o, too, He is said to
have expressed the opinion that if all her
soldiers were teetotalers Eugland would
have the finest army in the world. Sgch
views act with the publicans as much o8 a
red flag does upon a mascuiine bovine,
and the general gets it right eud left. The
speaker who tack'ed him at this meeting
said that personal inquiries in Egypt among
the troops showed that Lord Wols-ley was
anything but in favor among them in con-

| 85000 Worth Naid to Have been Sgolen
fiom n Jarvis Street House.

It is not a common ocourrence in s re-
porter’s rounds for eight persons to stop
him on the streets in ¢ne day and whisper
that vhey have ‘‘a big sersition for you ;
special too; mnome of the other papers will
have it.” But this was the experience of
s World man yesterday. No Jess than
eight men dohfidentially imparted this wel-
come information to him at different times,
but, strange to say, the ‘‘big sensation”
was on the same identical subject every time,
which took  the starch out of it
considerably. Ia every iustance it

was 8 big diamond robbery, Rothschild &
Co. being the victims, “‘But don’t tell
them 1 gaveit away; I got it on the quiet”
was the uniform remark of each informant
as he closed his tale. A World man called
at Rothschild & Co.’s place of business, 14
King street west, up stairs, where he met
Mr, Louis Bush, a partner of the firm.
Mr, Bush told the story of the robbery, or
burglaty, as'it ' proved to be without any
hesitancy. He lives at 173 Jarvis street,
aud on Saturday nigbt took home a package
containing 66 iamonds, valued at
§5000. Oa retiring he left the
precious stones in his pants’ pocket,
alongeide the bed. When he got up Sun-
day morning, they were gone, also s gold
watch, $90 in cash and a cheque for §29.18,
His theory us to the disappearance of these
art'oles was that thieves had entered his
room duaring the night and stolen them, the
intynders leaving no clue as to their identity
nor marks es to their place of entrance
and ex't Mr. Bush repoited the case to the
deteciives Sundsy ' forcnoon, He added
that he had-tsken the diamonds home for
safe-keeping, Detective Newhall having
informed him about three weeks ago that
there were designs on his place with a view
of robbery.  Since then he has carried the
precious parcel round in his pocket. *‘But
you see,” he said, ‘‘the stones are gone, but
the safe is not blown up yet.”

The detectives did not like to give an
opinion of the affair—it was not their busi-
ness to do that kind of thing.  But they
appeared to be bafflsd as to how the bur-
glary was accomplished. There was noth-
ing to show for it, they said, and then
gezed suspicioualy into space.

AN EPISUOPAL MANIFESTO.

Irish Bishops or the State of the Country
and its Requirements.

The Roman catholic bishops have issued
& manifesto upon the distsess in Ireland and
the guestion of emigration or migration as
a remedy. Their expression ot opinion was
likited to this suhject, and was embodied
in the following : First, that owing to the
misgovernment of Ireland in the past a
chronic state of misery and want bas been
produced in several districts of the west,
southwest, northwest and other parts of
the country, where the people have been
compelled to crowd on the poorest and
least productive lands, Secondly, that in
every county in which this state of con-
gestion prevails there are large tracts of
land once cultivated by the people, but
from which they have been driven in recent
times, and which are now in grass, and in
many cases deteriorating, while there are
also in the same counties extensive tracts
of land capable of improvement, These
lands would maintain in comfort
and happiness the surplus popula-
tion  of the congested  districts.
Third, that with every recurring
period of agricultural depreseion the people
of these districts are reduced to a condition
boraering on starvation, and therefore must
be an abiding scurce of solicitude and
anxiety to every one having the welfare of
his country at heart., Fourth, that the pro-
visions of recent remedial le%ishtion have
not extended in any appreciable degree to
this deserving but destitute class, Wifth,
that state-aided emigration as a means of
curing this evil is unwise and impolitic, and
tends only o promote disaffection among
the Irish race at home and abroad. Sixth,
that the evil can be cured in a statesmanlike
manner and with the happiest results by
promoting the migration of the surplus
population of the congested districts to the
lands already referred to, and which exist
in adequate area in every county in which
congestion prevails, Seventh, that believ-
ing a8 we do in the justice and expediency
of this measure of social reform, and believ-
ing also that its adoption would be a real
message of peace to Ireland, we earnestly
press it on the attention of her majesty’s
government,

PLAGUE-STRICKEN EGTPT

LEPHOSY ADDS 1 HOKRURS TO
THUSE OF OLEBRA.

The People Dying in Handreds—Fearful
Ravages in Cairo—One of Gen. Weod's
Force afllicted.

LonpoN, July £3.—Reéturns of the mor.
tality from cholers differ. One dispatoh
gives the number of deaths at Cairo yester-
day as 427, Ghizeh 68, Chibin 150, The
government will despatch twelve dootors,ex-
perts in cholers, to Egypt to-morrow, A
doctor with forty assistdnis has been or.
dered to proceed from Simla to Egypt.

A serious outbreak of cholera is expected
at Bombay. Thirty-seven sporadic cases
occurred last week, At Suez the quaran.
tine againet infected ports has been re.
newed.

Advices from Egypt state that in addi.
tion to the cholers at( Foieskour, eight
miles southwest of Damiem,' lopro.uﬁn
appeared and is 8 reading rapidly, There
are no doctors and no médicines,

A Cairo despatch statds that the disease
is spreading everywhere, and the mortalit
increases homly. The evictions at Buh{
were ordered by the native ministers, The
inhabitants were suddemly driven out of
their homes by the police during Friday
snd Saturday pights, and were huddled on
board barges, Kight hundred of them were
landed at Tursh to-day, Since then there
has been a case of cholers among Gen,
Wood’s force at Turah, The deaths at
Cairo on Sunday were 481, besides fearful
mortality among the Egyptian artillery,

Panis, July -3 —Inspectors are visiting
all the houses in the populous quarters to
guard against cholera. .

WasHixctoN, D, C., July 28,—A rumor
has reached here that cholera has appeared
in the London dock. The secretary of the
treasury at the suggestion of the
surgeonegeneral of marine  hos-
pital service cabled imstructions to the
American consul at Liverpool to immedi-
ately appoint sanitary inspectors who shall
inspect all vessels leaving the United King-
dom for the United Statés and notify by
cable the health authorities of this country
of all such vessels having disease aboard or
which are liable to develop disease on the
voyage. It is reported to.day that yellow
fever has appeared at New Orleans, but
Surgeon Godfrey of the marine hospital ser-
vice telegraphs that the report is false,

CURIOSITIES OF THE CHOLEBRA.

The Place of 1fs Origin and the Regular-
ity of Its Visitations.

R. G, Jennings, F.R,A.8., writes to the
Pall Mall Gazette, ‘‘to call attention to
the attack of cholera on southern and west-
ern Europe now due, Such visitations
come with more regularity than most peo-
ple imagine, It is remarkable that eyery
attack on Egypt is followed by an extension
to England. Such cholera is not of the
true Asiatic type ; it makes its appearance
first in the Hadjiz, on the tropic of Cancer,
in the neighborhood of Meccs, sometimes
the year before, sometimes the sswe year,
in which it appears in Egypt. In 1831 it
broke out at Mecca, the same year
appeared in Egypt, and traveled in a
northwest direction to England. In 1887,
six years after, it appeared in
Eogland again, having started from
Hadjiz in 1835, In 1848, eleven years after,
it broke out at Mecca, appeared in t,
and reached England the same year. Ip
1854, six years after, it was in England
again, having brozen out at Mecca two
years before, and spread to Egypt. In 1865,
eleven years after, it broke out at Mooc}
spread to Egypt, and reached Englan:
the same year. In 1871, six years after, it
broke out near Mecca, but extended as far
as the north of France onmly, In 1882,
eleven years after, another attack on
Earope fell due, It will be observed that
these outbreaks occur every six and eleven
years alternately ; a great outbreak hap-
pening every seventeen years, as 1831, 1848,
1865, and 1883, In every instance in
which Egypt has been attacked, southern
and western Europe have suffered.
There has been some delay in regard
to the commencement of the present at-
tack; but that is a reason for believing
that the advance will be rapid. In the
other great attacks the cholera has advanced
from Egypt to England in a few months,
On March 25, 1865, the disease broke out
at Mecca; on June2 it appeared at Alex-
andria, killing six'y thousand persons in
Egypt in three montbs; on June 11, only
pine days after, it reached France, and on
September 11it was in Eogland, I% would
appear, then, that the cholera which visits
our shores is not Indien, but Arabian—dis-
eases generically the same, specifically dif-
ferent, There are, as I endeavored to show
eleven years ago, when I stated that the
next great attack would bein 1883, as a mat-
ter of fact, seven different species, which de-
scend from the atmosphere at seven differ-
ent points, situated equally distant from
each other along the tropic of Cancer, snd
move in a northwest direction, The Indian
and Arabian streams intersect in England.
As a matter of fact, the Indian, from its
much longer course, exhausts -itself in
Russia and Germany, and in all probability
we have never had an attack of it, ual
perhaps, it be when the north of Englan
suffered in 1831, As regards the assertion
one 8o often hears, that all cholera can be
traced to the Ganges, what is to be said
about the cholera which commenced last
July in Mexico, and last January was car-
rying off by fearful ravages an immense
number of victims? Before the present
year closes I expect to hear that cholers has
broken out in every quarter of the globe.

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THE NEW SCHOUL READERS.

If we exoept politics there are few tLings
more demoraliziog to the community than
a trade fight among school beok publishers,

““Qur readers will no doubt have noticed that
between two publishing firms in the ciy
there has broken out a uot very civil war
over the question, first of authorization, and
setordly, as to the respective merits of two
ne w series of school reading books. The
firms concerned ia the fray are Messrs.
James Campbell & Sor, who have just is-
sied an admirable series of schoel text.
books, under the title of the ¢Royal
Readers,” and Messrs. Gage & Co,, who
have furbished up an adaptation of a Scotch
series in competition with ‘“the Royals,”
and for which, with no little arrogance,
they claim the title of *‘Cinadian Readers.”
Into the trade scrimmage we have no in-
tention of entering, further than concerns
the teaching profession and the public, who
are vitally interested in the character of
the reading books now being approved by
our educational authoritieg for use in the
schoo's of the country, The trade dispute
is a trumpery matter : the larger question
is as to the literary character of the text
books, and their appropriateness for use in
Canadian schools, To dismiss the trade
difficulty, it may suffice to say, that Messrs,
Campbell & 8on have had a certificate of
authorization from the education depart-
ment for the immediate introduction of the
“Royal Readers” into the schools of the
provinee, and they are further in possession
of an official document which awards

. their series the honor of ranking
first in competition with the other readers
submitted to the department for its approv-
al, The only other series as yet authorized
is that of Messrs, Gage & Co.,, which has
had a conditional authorization, permitting
its use by the peofession after revision, and
the correction of errors which appear in the
serier, and which. the department very
properly would not allow to pass unchil.
lenged.

For both series we bave already had
something to say in these columns, *‘the
Royal,” as it deserved, receiving ocur un-

" qualified commendation, The—*/Canadian
Readers” we took somewhat on ‘trust, un-
derstanding that it was an glfgls country
series, originally of repute, ‘Caud learning
that the house that reissued it “here had
spent money on its adaptation and fmechani.
cal outfit, The recent outburst of trade
rivalry, and the fact that the ¢‘Canadian
series” has had from the education
department only condifional authorizition,
pending revision, have led us to look more
critically into the Gage series, and to con-
trast it not only with its competitor, * the
Royal,” but with still another and an ex-
cellent series, for which authorization has
not yet issued. The result of this examina-
tion is not only adverse to the Gage series,
ut it suggests grave doubts as to the wis-
dom of the department in giving it even a
conditional anthorizition, The authorizing
body at the elucition office, we may pre.
sume, are the better judges, and we dare
say are able to justify their action in con.
tingently recommending the series for use
in the schools, But while un-
willing to do more than question
theic approval of the Gage series
of *“Canadian Rsaders,” we most decidedly
object to the assumption by the publishers
of the national designation of the issue, and
to much that is to be presented to the youth
of the dominion under the gunise of a so-
called Canadian series,

For Messrs, (3age to call their readers
“(Canadian” is uot flattering to the national
vanity ; they merit the title as little as their
publishers have a right to call their books
good literature, They are neither. The
literary character of the publications of the
house that issued them have at no time
been noteworthy ; in the present instance,

calamitous ag it ic: in view of their author
ization, the books are not fit to ecater our
schools, This fact may jast as well be
stated now as come out later on ; and the
expression of our opinion, if the publishers
are serious in their design to overhaul them,
may incite to & more thorough revision,
Here lie before us the five books of the
series, and on what-grounds, may we ask,
do the publishers justify their use of the
titje Wiw " Aglence at the fifth
book shows us, indeed, that the ti'le is a
pure gssumption, for while on title page and
book cover the volame is styled “Canadian,”
the ruoniog head title throughout the work
bears the inscription of **English” reader,
This recalls the eccentricity noticed in our
review of the ‘Miller-Millar Marmio®,”
published by the same house. If there was
any doubt that the title is au arrogant ons,
the foreign character of the bulk of the
work would immediately settle the point.
The whole of this volume, with the excep-
tion of a few pages at its close, is with.
out reference to Cauada or to matters
likely tointerest Canadian youth, This is
simply prepusterous in a national series of
school reading books. Not only is this the
case, however, but the little of Canadian
there is in the book is so pitchforced, to-
gether, without proper editorial adaptstion,
that the lessons.had better have been left
out. But this is not the worst. A graver
error has been committed in- retsining so
many lessons of o!d country origin, in which
are innumerable references to the social and
industrial coadition of Britain, whioh the
pupil is certsin to misread and apply to
Canada, Why, for instance, should he be
told so much about our country, ou. towns,
our money, our chalk cliffs, which all refer
to Eogland, while he learns little or nothing
about the possessions of Canada? O¢ why—
the greater riddle—should he be confronted
with the statement that we spend £150,-
000,000 & year in alooholic drinks and have
probably £500,000,000 invested in the
trade, which, thank heaven, is not true ot
Canads, though its youthful statisticians
will find it hero stated. We might cite
simi'ar miechicvous passages without end :
the mistake of admitting them can only be
rectified by wholesale cancellation, Ian our
school matuals it is bad enough to drv up
the springs of national life, but it is worse
than mischievous to libel the country by
satting b fore its youth what will be read as
its degradation,

Misl-ading as are the staten.ents in the
book, were the matter good as literature, it
might ba tolerated, But this is far from
being the case, and the series can hardly
be expected to shine as lamps of style, Many
of the lessons indeed suggest the idea
'that they were never designed to serve
any intellectual purpose, In the natural
history leuo@we feel this specially to be
the case, Let the following extract from
page 40 of the Fourth Book bear witness,
The subject is * Jumbo "

“If the elephant’s nose were like our
noses, or like the aoses of ordinary animals,
he could not, of course, use it for taking
hold of anything; but it is very different,
His nose is drawn out to such'a length that
it reaches from his head to the ground
when he stands upright, and everbody
knows (sic.) it under the name of the
‘trunk,’ ”

Now what ordinary or extraordinary
animal of the genius literary is responsible
for this imbecile joke ?” To come acrces
such inanity in a school reader is at once to
condemn it ; and this is but a sample of
much of the rubbish we find, particularly
in vhe lessons on natural history, through-
out the books. It is possible, of course,
that the play on the word *‘knows” crept
in unawares, and that neither editor nor
publisher saw the infelicity of the word.
There is color for this inference, for the
woodenness of much of the i and the ex-
traordinary fustian occasionally in i
are inconsistent with eveh a smirk of fun.
In any case the result is to spread among
the uncultivated a contempt for culture or
unhappily to inculcate in the pupil irrever-
ence for his work,

Elsewhere, in the volumes we have cited,
occur passages that come perilously near non-
sense, and of a grammatical construction that
i hopelessly bad, Throughout the books the
editor never seems to impose upon hiwself
the rigid necessity of writing good English,
and the typography and syllabication have
evidently been beyond both printer and pub
lisher, In youth the acquiring of our mother
tongue is at best a heart-rending task, A
glance through these books will show the
grim pleasantry of the effort that has been
made to lighten it, How it is possivle to
teach Eoglish of any respectability out of
these Readers, it must puzzle, we should
think, even the central committee to eay.
In addition to such elegancies as ‘‘really
grand,” “more lately,” “greatly hunled,”
& household of wife and children,” ‘“‘have
never been excelled by amy others,” “‘the
poet was fragie in bodily heilth,” *‘these
are what go to make,” etc , we have whole
passages of the most uncouth and jejune
writine, Of Mrs, Hemans, for instance,we
have this string of pearls : ‘‘She spent her
childhood 7 the solitary companionship of
her mother, At the age of 18 she was
married to Capt, Hemans, who, after a few
years, fell a victim to ill health, Left~with a
young family to bring up, Mrs. Hemans
found time to * * doa great deal of ori-
ginal writing.” From the elocutionary in-
structions we make the following extracts :
“Read this line slow and deep * * Read
this verse lower than verse 10 - Em-
phasize “‘happy,” and moure slightly *re.
lease,” At the feet of euch a master of
English composition are the youth of the
country expected to sit !

We find we have given more space to our
eritique upon these readers than we had in-
tended to devote. But for the announce-
ment that the education department pur-
poses to authorize them for use in the
schools, we should not have con-
sidered them worthy of attention. As
a competitive series there may have been
policy in allowing 1ts publishers to “bow
themselves in the house of Rimmon.” But
in the race with Royal Readers, or with the

Royal Canadian seiies, #hich we unierstand

is now submitted for anthorization, $hiy
can have, we should 1l k, little chnds,
In such a period of mental activity as tho
present, and while the literary firmninent
is 8o bright with the varied tbought «f tho
time, it would really be criminal to be eon-

otber than with those -that bear the hall/
matk of competent scho'arship and good!
literary taste. For the credit of Canadian
scholarship, aud for the best interests of
education in the dominion, we trist’ that a
series of resders so unworthy of the title
they besr will be declined by the profession
with thapks.

RPPUSING TO NEGOTIATE.

When a great strike takes place, when
extensive woiks are stopped, and thousands
of the busy workers of yesterday: ere going
about idle to-dsy, we get plenty of eheap
moralizing on the subject, From ' almost
every mouth the profound remark is drop-

And very decirable it is, indeed, that the
better means of settling such disputes should
be substituted for the worse, now all too
frequently resorted to.

But if one of the parties to the dispute
absolutely refuces to treat with the other,
or to open negotiations in any sh.pe or
form whatever, what then? The principle
of arbitration is good, and it is no vision-
ary principle either, for in Englaud it has
been carried into practice on a scale so
large as to make the present telegraphers’
strike in America look small in comparison.
‘This dispute might have been settled
by negotiation, or by - negotiation
first and arbitration afterwards ;
but what cowld be done when the company
refused point blank to treat with the cper-
atorsat ail? Gen, Eckhert refused in any
way to recognize the telegraphers’ nnion, or
any ‘‘secret society,” we are told. Well,
let his high mightiness be informed that the
great iron masters of England, who have
perhaps as much reason as he has for stand-
ing upon digunity, never refuse to receive
aeputations from the men’s unions, They
may refuse the demands made, but they
never refuse to hear what union delegates
have to say, I: seems, however, that the
Western Union magnates are above all that,

In time after this, when the history of
the present strike has to be writter, it wiil
be recognized that the grand init:al biander
in the whole business was made by the
company, in refusing to treat with the
operators 2s a body or to recognize the
usion, On this point Bradstreet's, an au-
thority not likely to be too partial to the
operators or prejudiced against the com-
pany, says :

*‘Plainly the way out of the differences
between the company and the operators was
through arbitration, bnt this was remdered
difficult, it not imposeible, by the refusal of
the company to recognizs the committee of
the brotherhood, ad arbitration been
possible there is reason to believe that a

cempromise would have betn effected, ' As
it is, a trial of strength is under way.”

How Chinamen Calewnlate.

The counting machine universally em-
ployed by the Chinese differs from the
abacus, once used in Canadian primary
schools, in that the frame is divided by a
wooden crosspiece. Oa each wire there are
five buttons above and one below the cross-
piece, Below the crosspiece the wires re-
presect units, tens, hundreds, thousands,
tens of thousands, etc. Above the cross-
piece the strings of buttons represent Gs,
10s, 100s, 10002, etc, There are five but-
tons on each half of each wire, The man-
ner in which the swan pun, as they call it,
is used, is very simple, To count 4 and 1,
they put up four beads on the first wire be-
low the crosspiece, and then the remaining

one bead on the same wire above the cross-
piece; but to count 8, they put ome of the
5s on the upper wire down to the cross.
piece, and push up three of the 1s. To
count 11, they push down one of the 10s on
the sedond wire, and push up one ot the 1s
on the first wire. Mr. Wong understands
our methods of calculation thoroughly, but
can calculate more quickly with the swan
pun than with a pencil and paper. A Sun
reporter, who is rather quick at figures,
was unable to add or substract sums of
three or four figures as quickly on paper as
the Chinawen did the eame sums with
beads, Mr, Wong says that educated
Chinamen are able to perform calculations
in algebra on the upper set of beads,
