Many persons have fled for
refuge to more dangérous places. ‘*He ad-
vises that only weakly constituted and
nervous, ' timid people should Ieave the
city. Strong, healthy people are perfectly
safe in Paris if they avoid excesses and
-banish all fear of disease.

1. That some eleven years ago the then
students of Universitr coll established
amongst themselves a Youn, en’s Christian
association for the benefit of such of the col-
lege students as desired to avail themselves of
its advantages,

.2. That for some years past the associa-
tion’s glaoe of meeting has been in Moss hall,
a building on University grounds near to the
college, and also used by the students as a
place of meeting for the various literary and
scientificc organizations, asium, etc,

_3. That since its establishment the associa-
tion has continued in active ogrstion making
steady progress, and its membership amounts
to-day to about one hundred and seventy, all
students of University coll

4. That the association has new outgrown
all availab e acommodation in Moss nall, and
this circumstance happily evidencing the ex-
istence of earnest spiritual activity amongst
the great body of students attending Univer-
sity college, urges your petitioners to seek for
such enlarged accominodation as will, with-
out any cost to the university, meet the grow-
ing demands of the association for some time
to eome.

GRAIN AND ROOT CROPS,

THE REPORT OF THE BUREAU OF
INDUSTRIES FOR NOVEMBEK.
——i

A Plentiful Yield of Wheat, Barley, @ats,
Peas, Potatoes, Mangolds, Carrots and
Turnips.

The report of the bureau of industries
for November deals chiefly with the grain
and root crops of the province, and
gives tables of produce based on 1250 re.
turns made to the bureau on Oct. 25. Those
tables show that the harvest of grain crops
has been even more bountiful than appear-
ed by the estimates of Aug. 1, and form
a gratifying contrast to the tables of last
year’s harvest. The quality of the grain,
too, is generally excellent, being plump,
hard and heavy. Barley, however, wasbad

ly discolored by the rain of the harvest sea-
son, and /the bulk of it does not rank
higher than second grade. Wheat is re-
markably free from defects of any kind.
The grain is above the standard weight,
and the average yield of the spring and
fall varieties is 22.3 bushels per acre, or
9.6 more than last year. Oats also show a
large yield, although in the northern wnd
northwestern counties this and other spring
grains suffered from the drought of June
and July, Compared with the harvest of
1883 the aggregate and average yield of
cereals is as follows:

The total yield of peas is 13,691,607
bushels, or 3,000,000 bushels more than
last year, while the average per acre is 24
bush., or 43 bush, more than last year.
The quality is of unvarying excellence,
little or no damage having been done by
the bug.  Beans and corn, which were in
an unpromising condition .at  the end of
July, made a surprisingly good recovery in
August and steadily improved to maturity.
The yield of the former "is 592,044 bush.,
and of the latter 12 935,889 bush., being
an average of 23 8 and 74 bush. per acre
respectively. = Last year both crops were
destroyed by the early frost.

The root crop is gemerally an excellent
one, especially potatoes, mangolds and
carrots.  Turnips suitered to some extent
from the August drought, but they are of
good quality. The aggregate and average
yield for 1883 and 1881 is as follows:

The clover midge has been very destrac-
tive on all fields from which a first crop of
clover was taken, but where ficlds were
pastured until the beginning or midille of
June the seed was unharmed,
Fruit trees are in a healthy condition,
and have made a good growth of mew
wood, but with the exception of apples the
crop of the season has been less than an
average. Apples are plentiful and of good
quality.
The area of fall wheat sown this year
appears to be somewhat less than last year,
but the land at seed time was in a much
better state of tilth,-and the yonng wheat
has made a vigorous growth.

The meetings of the association have been held
in Mcss hall, which is also set apart for a
gymnasium, reading room, literary  club
purposes, etc. At present that build-
inz is unable to accommodate them,
and so the association last night petitioned tbe
senate for a site on the college property,
whergon they might erect a building in which
they could hold their mestings and which
would be forever devoted to the purposes of
the association,

The sepata:may or may mot grant the
prayer; what we wish to point out is, that the
existence of this voluntary association, its
memboership, above all its carnestness, forma
a sufficient answer to the charge of godless-
ness which has been repeatodly hurled at the
provincial university.

Canada is a christian country, Ontario, Is a
christian province, and the fund and property
of the university belong therefore to a chris-

“tian  community. In harmony ' with
this relation- the university is .and
ought to be a chistian - umiversity.
But that does not mean that it ought to be de-
nomingtional, or that its resources ought to
be frittered among the denominational col-
leges. There is a8 much spiritual life,as much
christian character about the students, pro-
fessors and governors of the provincial insti-

- tutions as there is about any or all of the de-
nominational colleges in the province put to-
gether. Christianity doesnot consist in sub-
scrihing to the creed of a denomination; nor

-is education best promoted by letting any de-
nomination control what the state has sei
apart for that purpose. .The state itsolf is the'
best judge, and the stats'is the one and the
only ons that ¢an give us anything like a first
class university. o

Gypsy is Charles Godfrey Leland, th
distinguished anthor in {’hiladel;;hi:
€ was seen recently by a reporter for
the Press, and in the course of a conver-
sation his knowledge of the Romany
race was mentioned as a matter of com-
pliment. !

“Oh, yes, I do know considemble.

about the gypsies,” he said in the course
of conversation. “I was with them
constantly for several years in England,
and even now, in America, I see some
of that queer folk nearly every week.
The way I came to know them was
through my studying philology. = For
months I spent entire days in their

“tents, using only the Romany language.

By the bye, their language is the bost
index of their origin. The gypsy is un-
questionably a Hindoo. The European
gypsies of to-day have retained much-of
their race characteristies. But they are
amalgamating more or less with other
races. They thrive better in America
than elsewhere.  In England the pase
sage of the enclosure act virtually abol-
ished all ecommons; and so the gypsy
has now no place to pitch his tent, un-
less he becomes a trespasser. = The fact
is that the great inerease of population
there of 26,000,000 of people in that
small country necessarily put a stop to
Bypsy encampments. Now very many
live in cities during the winter season,
In summer they resume their nomadic
career, ™

* Their avocation for the most part ise

horse-trading and fortune-telling. They
}x‘ave th'e reputation of siealing horses.
They don’t deserve it. I regard the
gYPpsy as a mluc!x more honest character
than many Christian folks of a superiox
standing and higher culture. Many
people think they steal household ar-
ticles. I am sure they don’t. = Why,
if an articie is missed within five miles
of a gypsy tent, the entire neighborhood
for miles around makes a raid on the
tent. If they ever did steal, this would
prevent it. Besides, there is no need.
All gypsies are rich. The men are very
shre_wd horse-traders, and they earn
considerable money at the business.
The women always find superstitious
persons from whom to extract money for
telling their fortunes. Their habits are
economical, and their modes of life very
inexpensive. The gypsy never cares
about personal surroundings. Even the
old taste for fancy costumes is disap-
pearing, if it has not entirely disap-
peared.

* How many gypsies there are I can-
not say. I was only able to trace about
one hundred family names in England.
Most of these have representatives in
America. There are a few Spanish
gypsies here also, but the great bulk are
English stock: Most of the older folks
in America now were born in England.
Only the younger .generations are na-
tives. The Scotch gypsies are of a
higher class, but they are not numerous
now. Irish gypsies? Yes, there are
some few.

* They are for the most part tinkers
or tinklers. They have a dialect of
their own, of which I am the first phil -
logical discoverer. The only mention
of it in literature is by Shakespeare,
who makes Prince Hal say: ‘I can taik
with the tinker in his own dialect.” The
dialect is called the ¢ Shelta.’

“ Some time ago I saw an Irishman
tinkering in the back yard of my house.
I went up and addressed him in Romany.
He replied in that tongue without show-
ing the least surprise. Ithenaddressed
him in the Shelta. He at once exhibi-
ted unfeigned surprise. The fellow told
me he knew very few who spoke the
dialect, and that he wag surprised to
find me use it. From him I learned
much more of the dialect than I had
known. I made his instructions t¢ me
the basis of a chapter in a work on
gypsies. A London journalist said that
the Irishman had poked off au ancient
Irish dialect on me. I jokingly re-
proached my instructor in Shelta. ‘Be
dad,’ said he, with a strong Irish ac-
cent, * if there was but one ]nngua.ge,‘ as
you think, would I be after learning
two.” The Irish gipsy is a half-breed.
They are all tinkers.

+ The religion of the gypsy was pure
atheism. They are the only absoluto
atheists I ever met. But now, however,
in England, they are beginning to prac-
tice formal religion. Some of them have
the babies baptized, and others afiect
legal marriage. With this change may
come a love of civilized and cultured
pursuits. :

« Ag far as I can trace, no gypsy 1as
risen in literature, art or scicnce. How-
ever, if he should, it me?(! 'l:c‘ diﬁic:}l;
to prove, for pride would 1 the crigin.
1t is said that Daniel Webster and Han-
nibal Hamlin were of gypsy descent. 1
do not believe the assertion has good
foundation. President Lincoln certainly
did look like a gypsy, and yet I know no
reason to assert that sprung irom
these strange people. With these am
gamations with the Gentiles comes aiso
a desire to settle down. There are tho
Coupers in Boston and tl}c Harrisons in
Washington ; they are rich, and, as far
as I know, they never go on the road.
1 Lknow a few other families that have
given up tent life, and who now perwa-
pently reside in houses.”

The Causes that Induce Partinl Blind-
ness—lojudicions Reading.

From the Albany Express.

““With the single exception of the in.
tane, I doun’t think any class appeal more
etrongly to “us for sympathy ‘than.the
blind,” said a well konown and phHilan-
throphic physician yesterday, “iruly

v

they are deserviog of pity. B .; despite’

their terrible and irreparable lo s, it is a
nreat mistake to imagine that suc) wander
rhrough the world as if they werc «hut up
in an iron cage. True, while in t':c midst
ot light and air, and where lau_hter is
heard and tears are shed, and where looks
are interchanged the blind are shut ont.
Bus then blind men and women have nfuch
enjoyment in theit own peculiar way.
They can appreciate the glories of ' ex-
vernal nature and the sweetness of gocial
intercourse as much as any ove, I often
thiak that when they feel the warmth of
the sun, a picture of exceeding brightness
i+ forméd in their minds. The different
tones loved voices have for their éars be-
tray to them often more guickly than the
most carcful study of a face will do what
18 going on in the hearts and minds of $heir
friends,” :

“Do you come across many cases of

blindpess in yoor practice ?”
! §*“Well, I encounter many cases of im-
paired vision or partial blindness. I dare
tay two out of every three persons are
troubled with some eye disease which ma-
rerially affects their vision. It isa terrible
thing even to centemplate the number in
this ¢ity who thus suffer.  Oae of the
yost common complaints is short-sighted-
nees, The people suffering from this could
not be enumsrated, for their name iglegion.
I tell you the American people do not take
nearly enough care of their eyes, The mun-
impaired scnse of asight is a priceless boom,
and too mmich care eannot really be ‘he-
stowed in order to keep the delicate optic
organs free from disease.”

“*What cavses this impaired. vision?”’

“Mainly icjadicious reading. (Many
people have had their eyes ruined at school;
and teachers, I am bound to say, are large-
ly responsible for this, Many instructors
of youth permit the little ones to read with
their books close up to their eyes,' This
is a grave mistake, and the practice is pro-
ductive in the highest extent of shott
sightedness. Then again, some people con-
tract diseace by reading by dim and flick-
ering lights. This practice cannot be too
strongly condemned. The use of tobacto
in excess*will also produce discases of the
e '.'..J

“‘Are there any intellectual fields of labor
open to the blind ?”’ 2

“‘Are there? Yee, more than the casual
thinker ‘tight supposre. A biind man or
woman 'musieally incliced can ea¥n vo in
considerable income as an organist or
teacher of music. . Bost of the schools for
instructing the blind recognize this fach,
and cultivate to the utmost their pupil
musical powers. I consider the study of
languajes, and especially the foreign
tongues, a valuable accomplishment to the
blind. It would afford them lucrative em-
ployment, and would also be camparatively
easy of attainment,”

*‘Any other field of labor?” ¢Yes, that
beautiful and wonderful machine, the
American type-writer, " It premises to
open a new gate in the world’s vast work
shop for the blind to enter at, Thesimple
cxpadient of the lettersa and the numbers
being carved upon the keys, instead of
being printed, as is originally the case,
makes this accomplishment easily learned
hy a blind person, with but modetate ap-
lication.”
