She Had 700 Italian Emigrants on Board
Bound For New York, and Hundreds
of Them Went Down—The Collision Oc-

GIBRALTAR, March 17.—The British steam-

ship Utopia, from Italian ports bound to |

New York with 700 Italian emigrantsaboard,
collided to-day with the British ironclad
Rodney, anchored in Gibraltar bay, and
sank soon afterward off Ragged Staff. A
southwest gale was blowing at the time of
the 'collision, . Many women and children
were drowned. A large number clinging to
the rigging have been rescued by boats frony
the Channel Squadron.

On entering the bay the Utopia,
before colliding with the Rodney,
ran into the British. ironclad Anson.
The Utopia. sank within a
minutes. Boats were immediately lowered
from the Britlsh ironclads and also from
the Swedish- man-of-war Erera. These
boats rescued 180 persons who are
now on board the various vessels

¢“ PLON PLON” IS DEAD.

Prince Jerome Napoleon Bonaparte Dead
—One of the Familiar Figures of the
Second Empire ifi France.

RoME, March 17.—Prince Napoleon Joseph
Charles Paul Bonaparte died this aftérnoon.
Prince Napoleon has been a familiar figure
in Europe for more than 40 years. Cousin of
the man of destiny who was to become Em-
peror of the French and second son of
Jerome Bonaparte, at one time King of
Westphalia, by his second marriage with
Princess Frederika of Wurtemberg, he was
born in Trieste and his earliest years were
those of the exile.

. He was a great traveler in his youth, visit~
ing pretty nearly every &uuter of the globe
before his marriage in 1859 to the Princess|
Clotilde, daughter of King Victor' Emanuel
of Italy. Asa Bonaparte he was forbidden
to reside in Paris until 1845, when Louis
Philippe granted him permission, which was
soon withdrawn in ccnseqlence of the
prince’s compromising himself with the re-
volutionists.  After the downfall of the
Bourbons in 1848 the prince was elected to
the Constituent Assembly. ‘At the breaking
out of the Crimean war he was put in com-
mand of an army corps, but, proving his
4 llad .nd 1 " | on
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“gick leave.” His next military excursion
was in the Franco-Italian war inst Aus-
tria, which broke out immediately after his
marriage with Clotilde. He crossed the Ap-
ennines in a march of great brilliancy and
dash, but arrived in time only to witness the
signing of the treaty of ce at Villa-
Franea. Hé visited the Uhnited States in

1861

He returned to Paris shortly before the
outbreak of the Franco-Prussian war, but
was expelled in 1872, this time forcibly,
for which he brought suit for (]
then retired to his chateau, near Geneva,
where he has lived with his wife and two
sons, nding part of the time in Italy,
where he died. Eugenie hated him and gave
him the mickname of “Prince Plon-Plon,” or
“the dipper.” His resembiance to Napoleon
L wag very marked, and Beranger, alluding
to Plon-Plon’s fatness, said he was “a genu-
ine Nn]goleon medal dip in fat,” whence
came Eugenie's gibeat his expense. By his
death his eldest son, Prince Victor, bornin
1862, becomes heir t0' the Imperial throne—
whas there is of it. .

Where is the Liberal press now? One week
age it enquired with a sneer when the
comnrissioner would start for Washington to
discuss trade relations.

If these
objections exist the people of the United
States may be trusted to state them. What
farmer could sell his horse at fair value with
his wife advising the purchaser that the ani-
mal was unsound and vicious and her hus-
band a rascally man to deal with? Such is
the Liveral attitude on the trade question—
like a wife determi..ed to rule the homestead
or ruin it.

Eut the Liberal press is mixed in its attacks
upcn Sir Charles Tupper.  While the leading
orgen in this city proceeds to tell of his
absurd plan and its certain failure, the organ

Frank abandonment of the impossible by
the Opposition would unite the whole coun-
try in an impressive approach to our neigh-
bors. All Canada would then virtually say
to the United States:

“We have invited you on many odca-
sions to extend your commerce with us. We
gave the invitation when your Government
abrogated the former treaty; we repeated it
very formally through the Hon. George
Brown fifteen years ago; we repeated .it in
1885 when you had abrogated the fisheries
clauses of the Washington ftreaty; we
then gave you a year’s free fishing
on the assurance of your President that he
would recommend to Congress negotiations
for widening internavional trade; though
your Senate refused to comsent we repeated
the friendly invitation in 1887, by Mr.
Chamberlain and Sir Cnarles Tupper; and
now, once more, we tender the olive branch.
All these years you appear to have rejected
the fair and friendly tender for no other
reason than that you supposed we could, by
your refusal, be induced to join the Republic.
All these years we have believea that you
would become donvinced of that error
and then consult your own interests
by agreeing to.a fair deal: Because of that
belief we have not resorted to the ~policy
which would be most to-our interest if reci-
procity were put out of consideration.
Should you refuse the present fair offer we
will be reluctantly compelled to Believe that
your policy of retusing fair trade with us is
pational, settled and pursued in the vain
hope to bring us to annexation. We have
proved that we can live very comfortably
without reciprocity; and, with the rejection
of this offer, we must drop the whole thing
and goon to a policy. which. will militate
formidably against the possibility of its re-
sumption.”

Were both Canadian parties substantially
united in that declaration, as bpth would be
did the Opposition frankly confess the im-
possibility of continuing the agitation for
unrestricted reciprocity, the probability of a
favorable settlement would surely be in-

And if no settlement were then ob-
tained the Dominion, having done the right
and dignified thing, could accept the refusal
as a finality and proceed to consider the
various courses left open to her people.

One of those alternatives is to continue
and develop the policy of the N.P. All of us
who are oppdsed to protection  believe that
policy to be by no means the best of the
aiternatives. But the allegation that its con-
tinuknce is not perfectly practicable and

That the real tendency of the N. P. lias
been towards disintegration might be ques-
tioned if tendencies were not so difficult to
distinguisb.

Ifit.did not seem beyond question that
agriculture is more profitable in the older
provinces than in the older states, if the
decline in farm land values were not greater
in the statesthan in the provinces, if the
mortgages on American farms were
not proportionately greater than those
on Canadi farms, and if the exodus
from the Eastern States were not
greater than from Canada, one could more
easily perceive the N.P. to be responsible
for the smallness of o;xr' population.

For the addition to otu' public debt we have
to'show the Pacific Railway, many minor
roads, the deepened canals, and a great
variety of public works and institutions
more or less useful. The total increase of
our public debt since the N.P. came in is
measured by an ‘additional interest charge
of little more than $4,000,000 a year, If the
people would rather keep that sum, some
80 cents per head, than have the Pagific
Railway, the other works, and the institu-
tions referred to, then they may say they
havenot received full value for the increase
of public debt. A similar view may be
taken of the increassd expenditure igemer-
ally.
