During the st week the bears seemed to take
& new lease of power and for a time maintained
ascendancy. Early inthe week London became
& free seller on this market; as some suppose
partly on short aecount, and principally on Louis-
ville & Nashville, about whose financial condition
foreign holders are re rted to have received ad -
vance information. This opened a weak spot, to
which the bears gave prompt attention. A tem-
mry fnjunction issu in New Jersey against

ading also caused some selling of that stock,
which, however, was found to be well supported.

The professional traders paid some special at-

tention aiso to Rock Island “and Burlington &

Quincy, probably to offsét the fact of both stocks

being very larzely oversold.

In all this, hewever, the suffering
is confined to one rcsv.ric!ei ass, while all others
areindirectly benefited. cheapness of iron
is creating an unequalled lonsumption of that
staple, and. the railroads a benefiting through
being able to make libe 1 improvements at
“much below the usual rate gf cost.

Taking the situation al ¢he prospects as a
whole, we construe them gs fairly favorabie to
securities, but at the momient there are certain
un«mvelopedgnqtors whigh tend to hold conser-
vative operators in checkjand e, therefore, for
the present, counsel buyihg on drops and realiz-
ing upon moderate profifs. g
