The Conservative Leader Delivers An Ad.

Preston, Eng., Oct 17.—Salisbury in a 
peech here to-day denounced the action of 
the Government in driving the-Home Rule 
bill through the Commons to the exclusion 
of graver subjects. He instanced the great 
coal strike as a matter of much larger im­
portance than Home Rule. He said the 
attack on the House of Lords was a coward­
ly expedients to avoid consulting the 
try. He admitted that the House of 
Lords was not perfect, but insisted that its 
existence was necessary to guard against 
one man’s power. If, however, the Home 
Rule bill does not appear at the next session 
it must be regarded ai abandoned. In 
amining this measure you not only consider 
its effects upon the finances of the country 
nnd its destruction of the liberties 
of the House of Commons, but its weigh ty 
external effects. You would be weaker 
in every negotiation and weaker on every 
shore of Europe directly you allowed an 
alien, hostile and independent republic, as 
Ireland practically would be, to establish 
itself beside you.

If yon 
consider what has been pming in Asia and 
what is now passing in the Mediterranean 
you must agree that this is not the moment 
when England should put off her armor or 
appear in the eight of foreign natjons weak­
er than she has been.

The prince, smarting under 
his loss, placed the police on the woman’s 
track and she sought refuge in flight.

Pams, Oct. 17.—At sunrise the streets 
were alive with people bent on enjoying a 
holiday and giving a welcome to the Russian 
sailors. At 7 o’clock the streets 
densely crowded. Work throughout the 
city is at a standstill. Among those who 
packed the streets were tons oi thousands 
oi work people. Every train was landed 
with thousands from the country. Tfils in­
coming kept up until the day far advanced. 
Along the streets where the Russians 
likely to be seen the windows, balconies, 
house-tops and chimneys were black with 
people determined to shout themselves 
hoarse in honor ot the Russian visitors. 
The streets were nearly hidden with decora­
tions, and the moving mass of people con­
spicuously displayed badges and other 
blema of Russian and French colors.

The Russians arrived at Gare de Lyons, 
which had been handsomely decorated, at 
9.20 a.m. and were received by the Cabinet 
Ministers and deputations from various re­
ception committees, thousands of people 
crowded around the station and packed the 
platform shouting 44Vive la Russie,” wav­
ing handkerchiefs, hats, sticks and um­
brellas, seemingly determined upon making 
as much noise as possible.

Hun<lr«xl* of Thousands Participate.
Admiral Avellan and officers stood up in 

the carriages awaiting to escort them. The 
Military Club replied to the cheers by cry­
ing “Vive la France.” Some idea of the 
number of people assembled around the 
Gare de Lyons may be gathered from the 
fact that the police admit that 100,000 people 
were around the railroad station boulevard. 
Every street leading to the Military Club 
was black with people, shouting for Russia 
and the Czar. It was impossible to move 
the carriages through the street faster than 
a slow walk, owing to the immense surg­
ing, cheering masses which blocked the 
way. t

Admiral Avellan, replying to an address 
of welcome at the railroad station by the 
President of the Council, said he was happy 
that he had been chosen to return the visit 
of Admiral Gerv&is to St. Petersburg, and 
with a few complimentary reinar 
France ceased speaking. The officers ap­
peared thoroughly tired after their long 
journey, and the Toulon entertainments 
which preceded it.

treme good humor. They displayed ab­
solutely no violence, while hundreds of 
thousands of men waved hats. Almost as 
many women waved handkerchiefs and 
sunshades, crying “Vive la Russie,” as the 
Russian sailors slowly walked to the Mili­
tary Club.

Admiral A. Vellan and hie officers no 
sooner entered the club than the tremen­
dous roars of cheering in the Place del' 
Opera compelled them to reappear on the 
balcony. In reply to the greeting of the 
multitudes the admiral and staff waved 

. their caps and cried, “Vive la France.”
C-^i&Fhis caused the climax. The crowd went 

<4 kgs' fairly mad with excitement. The Russian 
commander's cry of “Vive la France” was 
followed by a deafening roar from the crowds. 
Cries of “Vive la France,” “Vive la Russie,” 
“Vive la Marine Russe” and “Vive le Tzar” 
could be distinguished for a long time. 
Admiral Avellan stood bowing and waving 
his cap on the balcony, while the crowd 
shouted itself into a state of frenzy. The 
shouting continued long after the Russian 
officers retired to luncheon. After luncheon 
the Russians attended divine service in the 
Russian Church, Rue Daru. Ou- the way 
to church the "scenes witnessed on the way 
from Gare de Lyons to Place de l’Opera were 
repeated. The crowds around the church 
and Rue Daru were almost as great as at 
Place de V Opera.

The ceremony in the church was confined 
to the singing of the Russian hymn. The 
church was crowded, among those present 
being all the members of the Russian Em­
bassy and many French officers. At the 
conclusion of thg services in the church the 
Russians were driven to the Military Club, 
receiving another ovation as they passed 
through the streets back to headquarters. 
As^eu the occasion of the first arrival at 
Ufe club Admiral Avellan was forced to 
appear on the balcouy and bow to the 
plaudits of the multitude in Place de 
V Opera. The enthusiasm of the crowds was 
worked to a high pitch by the fact that the 
Russian hymn was sung by a troupe of 
skilled musicians. This brought a storm of 
cries, amid which tor the first time was 
heard the obnoxious cry, the shouting of 
which was not considered good taste of 
“Vive la France Arme” and “Vive la 
Russie Arme.”

Hlswed the British Embassy.
The Russians drove to the Palais Elyaeo 

this afternoon. The route was packed with 
enthusiastic people. Some persons raised 
hisses before the British Embassy, but this 
demonstration was soon suppressed. While 
the Russians were en route to the Palais 
the crowd sang the Marseillaise and cheered 
Russia, the Czar, France and the French 
army. On arriving at the Palais the R us- 
eian Admiral and staff were received with 
military honors and presented to President 
Carnot by Baron Mohreuheim, .the Russian 
ambassador, in the grand salon on the first 
floor.

President Carnot, addressing the visitors, 
said: “May the loyal interchange of our 
feelings and friendship be an inspiration to 
All who have at heart the benefit of peace, 
confidence and security. The great Em­
peror who sent you, Messieurs, and whom I 
greet from this place.cntrusled you with an 
exalted mission which you have worthily 
carried out. I bid you, therefore, wel­
come.”

Admiral Avellan replied briefly, thank­
ing the President for the courtesies ex­
tended to himself and officers on French 
soil.

The double crown epidemic has struck 
the city and is spreading.

Bakers must be mak­
ing good profits just now in selling the" 
four-pound loaf at 10c. to 12c. Choice 
Manitoba patents sell at $3.80 to $3.90 per 
barrel, and counting 66 loaves to the barrel, 
which sell say at the lowest price 10c., the 
gross revenue from a barrel would be $6.60.

At the time of the Franco-German War.

But little has been heard of Marshal Mao* 
Mahon since he retired from the presidency 
on Jan. SO, 1879. Mme. MaoMahon, who is 
still alive, has the title of Duchess ot Cas­
tries.

The MacMahons were always a fighting 
race, and the name is prominent in French 
military annals, sharing in glory and in dis­
aster. One of his ancestors was at Water­
loo, and it was he who led forward the regi­
ment which made those three terrible 
charges that are recorded among the great 
deeds of the French army. Only 109 men of 
its number remained, and of these all bat 
eight were wounded.

A recent biographer, speaking of Marshal 
MacMahon’s Irish descent, says that he was 
a direct descendant of Brian Born, the 
famous Irish king who conquered the Danes 
at Clontarf. He then goes on: “There is 
ranch romance connected with the story of 
the settlement of the Irish MacMahons in 
France. Away back in the 17th century, it 
is told, one Terence MaoMahon was a retain­
er of the famous house of Sarsfield. He 
owned a farm at Leadmore, County Clare, 
which had belonged to his ancestors for 
many years. But he was fallen in fortune, 
and was glad to serve the great Sarsfields. 
He had a son named Terence, and this son 
married Anne Clarke, a waiting maid who 
had served the Castlemaines and bad been 
brought to Ireland by Lord Tryconnel. 
This couple went back to Leadmore to live. 
Of all their children only one, John, lived to 
grow up, and as a companion for him they 
adopted a nephew. John Baptist MaoMahon.

The present year will see all the sl$et car 

lines within the city converted to ttie elec­
tric system. Up to the present the Street 
Car Company has had no time to consider 
extensions within the city or out into the 
country. Next year will probably witness a 
big development of the suburban lines, 
which will either work in a close alliance 
with the city system or become part and 
parcel of it. This development will probably 
cater not so much to the passenger as to the 
freight traffic. Therein will the suburban 
lines have to look for their profit. Accord­
ing to a recent issue of The Railroad Gazette, 
the steam railways of the United States are 
becoming much concerned at the inroads of 
the trolley lines on the suburban freight and 
passenger traffic. A pronounced instance of 
this is the traffic between Sit Paul and Minne­
apolis. Before the introduction of the trolley 
into those cities the steam lines did a big and 
profitable business, but once the former 
began to run the railways found themselves 
outclassed and they have gone out of the 
business altogether. It is only a question of 
a year or two before the whole suburban 
freight and passenger traffic for a distance 
of ten or fifteen miles about Toronto will be 
handled by the trolleys. The Grand Trunk 
is making no effort to meet the electric lines. 
It is probably good policy on its part not to 
make the attempt, as it is bound to get but a 
very small portion of the business in any 
event

Some of these took high-sounding 
titles belonging to their mother’s family, 
such as Marquis da Viango, Comte de Char- 
ney and Baron Sully. The second son, who 
bore the last two titles named, fled to Brus­
sels during the French revolution and 
married a lady of the great Caraman-Chi- 
may family, a niece also of Mirabeau. 
Their third son was named Marie Edmonde 
Patrice Maurice MacMahon. He was born 
at Autun in 1808, and became the “Grand 
Old Man” of France.

The Author of “Faust” and Other Operas 
Dies In Paris,

Paris,Oct. 17.—Charles Francois Gounod, 
composer of “Faust,died thie morning.

Charles Francois Gounod, composer, was 
born in Paris, Jane 17, 1818, where he 
entered the Conservatoire at the age of 26, 
and the following year carried off the great 
“Rome” prize, entitling him to residence in 
Italy, where he studied early church music. 
On hie return to France he soon became 
known as a lyric composer for the stage 
by his paafcoral of “Philamon and Ban- 
cisis.” Few composers who have risen 
to eminence have had more fail­
ures at the outset of their careers 
than the author of one of the most suc­
cessful of modern operas, “Faust,” which 
although not actually the first successful 
work of Gounod took all the lovers of 
operatic music by surprise. What rendered 
his success more remarkable was the fact 
that Goethe’s masterpiece had been pre­
viously set to music a hundred times. 
Not one of these efforts was considered 
worthy of the theme. M. Gounod is 
the composer, amongst other works of 
“The Mock Doctor,” “Romeo and Juliet,” 
produced in Paris and London in 1867; and 
“Polyeucte” produced at the Grand Opera, 
Paris, Oct. 7, 1878. His opera, “The 
Tribute of Zomora,” was produced at the 
Grand Opera in Paris on April 1, 1881, and 
in the following year his sacred work of 
“The Redemption,” was produced at the 
Birmingham musical festivaL
