8accession Taxes Paid in the Colonies to 

Be Deducted From the Doties Payable 
to the Imperial Government—An 
Amendment to the Budget to This

London, June 21.—The House of Com­
mons debated again this evening Sir George 
Baden-Powell’s motion made on June 14 that 
in case of property held abroad the amount 
of the death duties paid in the country 
where the property was situated should be 
deducted from tbe duties payable in Great 
Britain, this arrangement to be effective 
only with countries making similar exemp­
tions in the converse case.

Sir William Harcourt said tbe Govern­
ment approved of the principle of the mo­
tion. The arrangement ought certainly to 
be reciprocal The Government would soon 
introduce a clause in the budget embodying 
the provision in question as far as the col­
onies were concerned ; not, however, in 
reference to foreign states.

Sir G. Badeu-Powell responded to this 
declaration by withdrawing his motion.
