At Craven Cottage, six
furlongs from the starting point, Hunlan
was & quarter of a length clear of Frickett,
and at the Creek, about two miles and a
half farther on, took the Australian's
water. Off Barnes Terrace, but a short
distance from the Creek he was leading
Trickett by fifteen seconds.
