An Alligator Nursery.

The first movement of the alligator in
building her nest is to fill her mouth with
dead leaves, grass shrubs of wet soil, and
carry them to where she intends to build
her nest. After laying the foundation which
has a diameter of six or seven feet, she
piles her material carefully by using her
head as a trowel, and sometimes her fore-
paws. When the walls are from four to
seven feet she opens a hole in the top and
drops her eggs, seperating them into layers
by means of earth, dry grass and leaves, .
and when all arc laid she covers with
another layerof the same material, arranging
it carefully in order to make it as protecti\‘e
as possible. *‘ This done,” continues John
Mortimer Murphy in this interesting
article in Outing, ‘‘she retires to a conve-
nient shelter close by, leaving her eggs to be
batched by the heat of the sun and the
steam arising from decaying vegetation.

The eggs are about as large as those of an
ordinary goose, having a decidely musky
odour, and, like those of all reptillia, have
a tough membrancous covering instead of
a shell. They are eagerly devoured by

. last twenty years, has been very remarkable
and most salutary. Before that time we
paid the workmen of other lands, some of
them being foreigners, to manufacture our
cotton and woolen, and sugar, and iron,
and many other goods for us, and the
money which represented the cost of these
went out of the country, for our imports
always did, as they do still in a lessened
degree, exceed in value our exports, and
the balance had, as a matter of course, to
be paid in cash, thus gradually, but cer-
tainly impoverishing the country to that
extent annually. All this has been chang-
ing of late years. To-day we largely manu-
facture our iron goods, our coarser cotton
fabrics, our woolen goods, our sugar, cor-
sets and a hundred other articles, thereby
furnishing a means of profitable employ-
ment to our own people, and adding a pro
_rata value to a home market for our farm-
ers and mechanics.

It is with pleasure, therefore, that we
announce the inauguration of any new
industry in our midst. In a former issue
we made reference to the reported arrival
in Wilmot of the machinery necessary to
bottling the waters of the Spa Springs in
that township. The recent severe illness
of Captain Hall, their proprietor, seemed
to have delayed the commencement of work,
for we heard nothing more concerning it.
On Monday of last week, being in that
vicinity, we paid a short visit to Captain
Hall, (who reported himself almost entirely
convalescent), and saw his hands at work
at the Springs. On his invitation we
visited his bottling rooms, and inspected
them. On our arrival we fouud several
men and boys, the foreman of whom, a Mr.
Hascomb, of Boston, was engaged in giving
instructions to his subordinates in charging
the waters with carbonic acid gas, and in
the manufacture of the same. One of the
cylinders devoted to these purposes was
the gas generator, the other held the spring
water to be charged with the gas. In less
than half an hour the indicator attached to
the generator exhibited a pressure of 150
1bs. to the square inch, when it was relieved
by admitting the gas into the other cylin-
ders, and the operation of -bottling was
commenced with a pressure of 80 lbs. to

the inch. From the room above, where
the ginger syrup is manufactured, a rubber
tube descends to the room below to the bot-
tling apparatus. This latter apparatus is
toosintricate for us to fully describe. Three
people are required to do the work,—one
bottles and corks as fast as two can cap and
wire them. The results of two hours’ labor
during our visit amounted to 30 dozens, or
360 bottles ready for exportation, at which
rate 150 dozen may be thus prepared daily
by unpractised operators, but we were told
that these amounts would be doubled after
a little experience by the same hands. The
bottles, as soon as they are filled, corked,
and wired, are boxed, stencilled with the
trade mark, name, in which condition they
will be shipped to Boston and placed on the
market, by Mr. Hascomb, already named,

a gentleman who has had 25 years’ exper-

ience as a manufacturer and salesman of
mineral and wmrated waters in that and
other cities.

In reply to a question as to duties
chargeable both ways, he said the duties
would not materially affect the enterprise,
as the same or like waters are largely im-
= | ported into the United States and pay the
same duties. “‘In fact,” said he, ‘‘it is
the imported article that is chiefly con-
sumed in our large cities.” As regards the
quality of ginger ale made in Wilmot, it
may safely be said that none so fine is made
in the world. The Belfast article imported
in such vast quantities into America, and
so much esteemed is, no doubt, as fine as
any made from the use of ordinary water,
but the Wilmot ale has the advantage of
being made from one of the most valuable
of medicinal waters, and from a medical
standpoint must, therefore, other things
being equal, be a very superior article.

With careful management this manufac-
ture ought to prove successful and a source
of profit to the enterprising proprietor.

An Act in Relation to the Public Health.

At a meeting of the Board of Health for
the Districts of Bridgetown and Carleton’s
Corner, comprising Wards 4 and 11, held
on Saturday evening in Bridgetown, the
Sanitary Inspectors for said Districts were
ordered to notify the inhabitants as
follows : —

SecrioN 20. Whenever any Board of
Health has any authority to direct that
any matter or thing should be done by any

vson or corporation, such Board of

ealth may also, in default of its bein
done, direct that such matter or thing shaﬁ
be done at the expense of the person in de-
fault, &e.

Secr. 21. Sanitary Inspectors, for the
purposes of this chapter shall have charge
of all streets, highways, passages, docks,
markets and market places, common sew-
ers, drains, vaults, privies, vessels, wharves
and other places, and shall cause all nuis-
ances and filth to be removed therefrom, or
destroyed, and may open and enter all
places where various substances, dangerous
to the public health, may be reasonably
suspected to exist, &ec.

Sect. 22. Directs that every dwellin,
house within the limits of the District o
any Sanitary Inspector shall be furnished
with a suitable drain for carrying off waste
water, also with a suitable water-closet,
earth closet, or privy and vault attached
thereto, and the owner of such dwelling
house who shall neglect to provide the same
shall forfeit a sum not exceeding twenty
dollars,

Secr. 23. Directs that there shall be no
communication between the privy and any
public sewer or drain, and the drain from
any privy shall not at any point be less
than three feet below the surface. Every
vault shall be tight and the contents shall
not be less than two feet from surface of
ground.

SECT. 24. Directs that when any vault
is reported offensive by the Sanitary In-
spector, the owner or his agent or the occu-
pant of the land, may after having reas-
onable notice thereof, be ordered to be
cleansed and disinfected at the expense of
the owner, agent or occupant, and if neg-
lected, the same shall be done under the
order of the Sanitary Inspector, and the
person guilty of such neglect shall forfeit a
sum not exceeding twenty dollars.

SEct. 25. Directs that no vault or privy
shall be emptied without a permit from the
Sanitary Inspector, and in no case be-
tween the fifteenth days of June and Sep-
tember, unless by order of the Board of
Health, but every privy and vault shall be
emptied and cleansed at least twice a year.
Skects. 26, 27 and 28. Referring to tene-
ments, cellars, lots or vacant grounds, and
offensive matter put in any place on land
or water, are equally important.

Under SEects. to 31, The slaughtering
aud dressing of animals is regulated, the
limits have been defined, and any person
complained of for the slaughtering and
dressing of animals in the Town will be
fined, penalty as high as forty dollars.
Seor. 35. Directs that it shall be the
duty of every Board of Health to see that
there is an abundant supply of wholesome
drinking water for the occupants of all
houses, and owners can be compelled to pro-
vide it.

Secr. 36. Directs that all wells which
are in use, whether public or private, shall
be cleansed out once in three years, and the
Board of Health may order any well filled
up.

SEcT. 38. Directs that any person who
violates any provision of this act shall be
liable for every such offence to a penalty
not exceeding twenty dollars besides costs.
All persons will please take notice there-
of and govern themselves accordingly. The

At 9 o’clock a dense ice field was entered,
the engines being stopped and the ship ly-
ing to until daylight. Snow fell at mid-
night. The morning of the 22nd was spent
ploughing a passage through heavy field
ice. At 7.30 the sailing vessel Samson was
spoken, and at 8.30 the second officer and
three sailors came aboard, walking across
the ice, and advised the captain to turn
around and go back to clear water, report-
ing closely packed ice up the gulf as far as
they could see. This was done, Cape Ray
being reached on the 23rd, after ploughing
through dense field ice. The voyage was
resumed on the 24th, the ship being worked
around the edge of the field, and the en-
gines put at full speed. At 5.30 there was
a heavy swell. At 10.40 field ice ahead
was reported, necessitating the slowing
down of the engines. The ship laid to for
the night. The rest of the trip was a suc-
cession of ploughiﬁg through field ice, with
frequent stoppages. The Lake Nepigon had
plenty of provisions on board, and there
was very little anxiety, considering the
circumstances, displayed by passengers.
Other vessels arriving also report sharp en-
counters with ice.

MR. EpiTor,—As the columns of your
valued newspaper are as a rule generously
open to anything affecting the public weal,
I would call the attention of our street
commissioner for the central part of the
town, to the condition of Queen Street,
where it joins Granville Street. It will be
remembered that last fall when the old
Quirk stand was being repaired, a lot of
clay was thrown to the surface and allowed
to remain in a rough state, and a large
quantity of gravel was placed there also,
with a view, it would appear, of elevating
the side-walk to bring it well up to the
platform built to accommodate the new
store. The result is that all through a long
and tedious season of ice and snow the pub-
lic has had to climb this mound at a risk to
life and limb. When icy, one had to flce
to the street or on to the platform, which
is private property, to get around the turn,
and then to get to the street again to avoid
the numerous teams anchored in the qua-
drangle which the public has had the use of
ever since the first buildings were-erected
here, some sixty years ago. Again, this
sidewalk and corner has been built and
left altogether too sloping, the angle being
at one time about 45 degrees, when it
should be level, or nearly so. The public
has been badly imposed upon in this mat-
ter, and although long suffering, will insist
upon having this encumbrance removed
and made right.

apples, wool goods, etc.—and as Ontario
flour as well as western corn and meal, pork,

Murderer Palmer Hanged.

Coxcorp, N. H., May 1.—Soon after 8
o’clock this morning Sheriff Coffin and his
assistants began the erection of the scaffold
in the prison *corridor upon which. James
Palmer will to-day expiate his crime for
the murder of Henry J. Whitehouse in
Portsmouth, May 27, 1888. The prison offi-
cers remained with Palmer all night. At
a late hour he retired and slept some time.
Before retiring he looked at an illustrated
paper and a prayer book and spent some
moments in prayer. He awoke at mid-
night and partook of a luncheon. At inter-
vals during the night he conversed with
the officers upon various incidents of his
past life, but in no instance did he refer to
the killing of Whitehouse. Palmer at
breakfast ate steak and eggs, and the war-
den said no man in the prison was in more
buoyant spirits.

At 10.54 the sheriff read the death war-
rant, Palmer listening attentively, although
he appeared unmoved. Immediately the
procession to the gallows started, on reach-
ing which Palmer’s legs and arms were
pinioned and the rope adjusted around his
neck. Sheriff Coffin then said: ‘‘ James
Palmer, I now proceed toexcute the sentence
of the law and may God have mercy on your
soul,” to which the chaplain responded with
a fervent ‘ amen.” Almost instantly the
fatal spring was touched. The body shot
downwards five and a half feet, the
neck being broken by the fall. There
was no struggling, two or three slight
twiching movements being all that were
visible. Life was pronounced extinct at
11.18, after hanging just 14 minutes.
Palmer showed remarkable nerve during
the awful ordeal. His step to the gallows
was firm and elastic. Deputy Whidden
adjusted the rope and noose before he put
on the black cap, and even when it had
been placed about his neck his countenance
did not seem to change in the least. He
made no confession. His body, at his re-
quest, will be interred at Portsmouth beside
that of his mother, who died since her son’s
conviction.

Canadian Fishermen In Gloucester.

Special Treasury Agent T. Aubrey Byrne
testified before a Congressional Committee
at Boston Friday as follows :

‘¢ Alien fishermen from Canada are now
pouring into Gloucester at the rate of 75 to
100 per day. From 65 to 75 per cent. of
the fishermen who are manning American
fishing vessels are aliens, and they work
for less wages than citizens of theg United
States. Their relatives in the Provinces
are there engaged in fishing, The latter
sell their fish to American fishing vessels,
and these fish are brought to our ports and
entered without paying duty as American
fish. Thus American citizens are crowded
out of the fishing business, and fish caught
by aliens are entered without paying
duty.”

GREAT GUNS For Russiax Forrs.—The
largest gun yet manufactured at Krupp's
works at Essen, which is intended for the
naval fortifications at Cronstadt, is made
of the finest quality of cast steel and weighs
270,000 pounds (about 135 tons), the cali-
ber is 16} inches, and the barrel 44 feet
long, the core having been removed in one
piece. The test diameter is 64 feet,
and the range about twelve miles. [t will
fire two shots per minute, each estimated
to cost £300. At the trial the projectile,
4 feet long and weighing 2,600 pounds,
was propelled by a charge of 700 pounds
of powder and penetrated 19 inches of
armor, going 1,312 yards beyond the tar-
et. I was carried from Essen and Ham-
urg-on a car specially constructed for the
pu . Work is reported as now being
pushed forward on several guns of this
class, and a number of smaller ones have
recently been ordered.

Edinburgh, May 2.—While the Duke
and Duchess of Edinburgh were attending
the ceremonies of the opening of the elec-
tric exhibition yesterday the jewels of the
Duchess were stolen from her apartments
in the Balmoral Hotel. There is no clue
to the robbers.

A ST. JOHN MAN'S SUDDEN DEATH.

New Bedford, Mass., May 4.—Charles
S. Watson, aged 36, had an attack of bleed-
ing of the lungs while the rest of the people
in the house where he resided had gone to
church to-day. He went out on the street
to seek aid when he had another hem-
orrhage and expired. Watson came to this
city from St. John, N. B., four years ago.
His relatives reside at St. John,
London, May 5.—The St. James Gazette
admits that an enormous number of men
took part in the demonstration but mini-
mized its importance. It places the num-
ber of men in the park at 250,000, but
claims a large portion of them were idlers.
The 7'imes, Standard and the press of all
shades of opinion agree that the demonstra-
tion was of an impressive and significant
character.
New*York, May 5.—Two hundred boss
carpenters have granted the demand of the
men, and only thirty-five have refused. In
the latter places only the men struck this
morning. The housesmith’s did not strike
to-day, their-demands having been complied
with. The entire police force is on reserve
duty to-day, but no troubles called for their
interference.
Chicago, May 5.—To-day will probably
see an amicable adjustment of the labor
troubles in the lumber district and on the
“ Black road.” It is believed that all the
planing mill owners will grant the eight
hour day. Inall the iron works on the
““ Black road,” with the exception of the
Malleable, business was resumed as if noth-
ing had happened.
Providence, R. 1., May 5.—The legisla-
tive joint committe, appointed by the Rhode
Island general assembly, has just adjourned.
It met this morning as an inquisitorial com-
mission to investigate charges preferred
against the management of the state home
school at Klmhurst. Mrs. Welcome H.
Foster, a former manager, nurse, cook and
seamstress at the institution, testified to a
number of cases of excessive punishment of
children by Superintendent Healy.

STRIKES AT CHICAGO.

Curcaco, May 2. —The iron moulders in
most of the large manufacturing establish-
ments of Chicago declined to go to work at
the old rates this morning.

The Illinois stecl company granted 200
moulders the 8-hour day.

The Fairbank Canning Co. has refused
the demands of 500 employes for an eight
hour day and a strike will be inaugurat-
ed on Monday. Kighty coopers struck
this morning.

It is understood 135,000 more will .strike
before night, unless their demands are con-
ceded.

SUICIDE AT GUYSBORO.
Guysboro, May 1.—A sad drowning acci-
dent happened here Tuesday. A farmer
named James B. Cook, who had been ill
most of the winter from the effects of a
severe attack of la grippe, lately became
melancholy and at times slightly insane.
Tuesday morning he left his house, as sup-
posed, to visit the barn, but not returning
when expected a search was made by his
friends for him, when, to their horror, they
found the unfortunate man drowned in the
river which runs through his farm, only a
short distance from the house. The deceased
was a kind hearted and agreeable man.
Much sympathy is felt for his bereaved
family.

COMMITTED FOR TRIAL.

New Glasgow, May 2. —The preliminary
investigation in the case of James McLeod,
of White Hill, charged with administering
poison to his wife, which was in progress
at Westville before Stipendiary Munro,
during the past four weeks, was concluded
to-day. McLeod was sent up to the
supreme court for trial. The case has
excited great intcrest. McLeod made a
statement to-day in which he said he was
innocent. O. D. MecDonald, barrister, of
Pictou, acted for the crown; while J. F.
McLean, barrister, of New Glasgow, acted
in the interest of McLeod.

THE VESSEL CONFISCATED.
St. John, Nfld., May 4. —The Gloucester,
Mass., schooner Howard Holbrook, Captain
Dominique, undertook to obtain a supply
of bait at Harbor Breton, without conform-
ing to the law, which provides that every
foreign vessel shall pay a license fee of $1
a ton every time she comes into port for
bait. The Halbrook is 90 tons and her
license fce would cost $90 a ton. Captain
Dominique got the bait aboard all right

was captured. Yesterday he was tried and
fined $500 or three months in jail and the
vessel and her cargo confiscated. Notice
of appeal was given to the district court,
which meets in September, and meanwhile
the captain offers honds for himself and
vessel. The facts have been cabled to
United States Consul General Frye, at
Halifax, and he is actively at work in the
interests of the owners of the vessel.

The Curec of Consumption.

The Medical Classics records a most in-
structive story, which Dr. Henry J. Bow-
ditch, of Boston, recently recited to the
American Climatological Association, of
the way in which his father, when appar-
ently far advanced in consumption, over-
came it by open-air travel and exercise,
and, by a systematic training of his chil-
dren in similar open-air habits of living,
overcame in them strong hereditary ten-
dencies to the same disease.

According to the story, in 1808 the elder
Bowditch had a cough, spitting of blood,
hectic fever, and great debility. In
August of that year, though very ill, he
started, with a friend for his companion
and driver, in an open one-horse chaise, for
a tour through New England. During the
trip he traveled seven hundred and eighty-
eight miles and passed through one hun-
dred and thirteen towns and cities, the
time occupied being thirty days. The first
day, after a drive of twenty-five miles, he
was so much exhausted, and spat blood to
such an extent, that the landlord at the

" hotel at which they put up, advised his
friend to take him back home to die. But
the sick man was plucky ; at the end of
the next day's journey he felt somewhat
better. He persevered in his journey,
grew steadily better, and finally when he
reached home again was in much better
health than he had when starting. The
journey, though benefitting him immensely,
did not wholly care; but it had proved
“to him the absolute need he had of regular,
daily, physi After-
ward, under walks of one and a half te two
miles, taken three times daily during thirty
years of life, all pulmonary troubles disap-

peared.
of the stomach, one lung presenting evi-
dences of an ancient cicatrix at its apex,
both being otherwise normal. He was
sixvy-five years old,—that is, thirty years
after the journey.

Slighting Housework.
When the manifold duties that come to

the housekeeper become more than she can
carry, and still keep herself up with the

current news of the day, as well as keep
her bodily health good, it is her manifest
duty to slight something.

As a woman she has no right to slight or
neglect her reading, and she has no right to
neglect her health. This last is not hers to
abuse. She may simply neglect her mind,

and find herself at last in the position of
the wicked and slothful servant, who hid
the talent. The Lord demanded it with
usury ; so the mind should have some cul-
tivation, but the health is a jion that
must have constant care. No one has a
right to destroy or undermine his' own
health any more than he has a right to ruin
the health of his neighbor. God will hold
us as fully responsible for care of bodily
health as for care of children given us, or
for special talents. Ignorance will be no
excuse. But we shall be required to ac

count for what was given into our keeping.
So the slighting must be done in the
work. Now no one has any call to be a
slovenly bousckeeper, and the woman who
advocates a bag on the back of the various
chairs into which each member of the fam-
ily may slip his plate, knife, fork and
spoon, having them ready to use overagain
at next meal, is only to be laughed at. Dirt
and dirty ways are not proper effects of
proper slighting. However, some of the
good house mothers might suggest that I
am advocating dirt when I say ‘“do less
sweeping.” It is not essential that a car-
pet be swept every day. It is very seldom
essential that a parlor or a spare bed-room,
or any room not in constant use, be swept
every week. A sweeper run.over the floor
will take up the dust, and the floor will be
quite as clean as it is often found after the
broom has made a big dust which has par-
tially settled back upon the carpet. Thor-
ough work in the sweeping, done at lon,

intervals, will do better in the long run, nnﬁ
besides taking less strength, will keep
cleaner rooms than will constant and often
daily tasks with a broom.

If all the coarser every-day clothes are
not given the special shine in ironing that
the better clothes get, is it any harm ! The
meals may be planned beforehand, and, if
need be, the baker can be patronized to the
extent of half the bread at least.

Pottery from the designing to the making
will have an important place. Women in
Ireland have already promised to send over
large quantities of lace, and an opportun-
ity will be given to see how this beautiful
material, which is so dear to the woman’s
During the sum-
mer the ladies in Ireland are going to oc-
cupy their leisure hours in preparing an
exhibit. Woman’s handiwork from the
Sand wich Islands is also promised, so it
would appear that the women of Chicago
had been hustling long before the fair had
been located. Mrs. Grover Cleveland will
have a hand in the exhibit of the Empire
State. The designs of the building will
be in the hands of the committee in a few
days, and, as has been said, will be design-
ed by a woman, which also proves that
somebody has taken a good deal for
granted.
