‘I'hie Rev, C, Breaat, of whom we in
thic ixzue present a fine cut, hag had n
life experience which  cannot  recenve
anything like justice fu the space at our
divpounl, but a few words of one whao
statdly, in charaeter, and consceration,
ax well a« in phy<eal height, well ex-
pressed i the lines of Goldemith which
appear ot the head of this sketeh, will
be acceplable to the remlers of the Res
voriler,

Mr. Bryant, ne might be  expected,
came of tealy plous stoek, ami from the
happy village dife of dear old Englaml,
His mother was one of the “salt of the
varth,” being ever enguged in work for
the ndvancement of the Kingdom of the
Lord, “whose ghe wag,'” from the days of
her chilthoad, It wax hers, for years,
to colieet the missionary money in the
circuit of Netherton, near to Dudley.
She was u woman singularly gifted
praver, and many were the hearts touch-
o1 by hier appeals {o the throne of grace
for the baptism of the Spirit, For long
years she was the devoted collector for
the British and Foreign Bible Society,
little thinking that one of her children
should yet be, in the land to which the
soviety and its work would be a boon
mmpmlmbie. ITer son Cornelius was
born in the year 1838, and reccived his
early education from his mother, and In
the schools of the village, When but a
Iad it was his delight to read the litera-
ture of the missionary and Bible societies
with which the home was ever weoll sup-
plicd on account of the faithful work
of the mother. From such reading the
boy roceived his first desires for travel,
degires which were afterwards to  de-
velap into the journey which brought him
to the field of his.lifework. In the
“home land” the boy came in contact
with the work of the Wesleyan Methodist
preachers nad, under the teaching of his
mother, and the holy men who preached
the gospel in the church of his native
pace, be was early in life led to the sur-
render of his hear!, and service, to the
Christ who had redecmed him, and who,
as it appeared sioee, bad for him a place
in the ranks of this most honored minis-
ters on the fields of pioneer missionary
work. It was in the year 1855 that the
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great change of the “newbitth” eame to
the boy of seventeen, and from that to
the present hie has not felt a panse of sore
row at the life then frecly chosen, Willing
to work for the Saviour to whom he had
resigned his all, he was not long till he
graduated from the Sunday school class
to the position of superintendent.—a pro-
pheey of the place for which God was
then preparing him in direet answer to
the prayers of his mother.

In 1836 the young man hid farewell
to the land of his birth, and to those
as dear to him ax life, many of whom he
was never again to see till he shall

“Qee the King in Iis beaunty.”

Having friends in Nanaimo he turned
his face to this terra incognito, and.
after a wearisome voyage, was linded
safe and sound in the “Bluck Diainond®’
village, How a prosperous city.

Iaving presented himself te the super-
intendent of cducation, then TRev, 1.
Cridge, now the Reverend Bishop Cridge
of the Reformed Episcopal Churel, Vie-
toria, young Bryant was e.amined, and
appointed as geloul feaslier in Nanaimo.
In this positon e continucd for many

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vears, awd, not a few of those who have
made a suceess of business in this coun-
try, can trace, to the excellent work done
hy the young school teacher of early
days, the foundatiow of such sueccess.
But teaching was, after all, not to be
the life-work of Mr. Bryant, and this
was seen in the fact that it was on the
15th day of February, 1837, he held the
first religious service ever held in Na-
naimo, The Church of Englund form of
service was wsed, and many, who had
bheen hungry for some form of worship
wore greatly delighted.  This start was
followed by the gathering of the children
together for sincing and instruction in
the serviees, which once begun, were not
ailowed to drvop. May were the kind
words uttered by the officials of the
country as they attended the services
conducted hy the stripling teacher,

Brother Bryant was also the father of
the temperance work of Nannimo, for it
was through his cfforts that the first
Band of Iope was formed, and from
then till now the place has had some
kind of temperance organization

The work hegun in such a small way.
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being nevertheless il of promise, sonn
Rrew o a¥ to attract the  issionary
authovities in Eastern Canada, anmd i
Febrary, 150, the Rev, Arthar Brown
ing wax stationed at Nawaitne, mueh to

For thirteen and a baft years My,
Bryant  tanght  the  Napsiwe  pubhe
selinol, amd onls left it when the Jord
made @@ plain to him, and many others,
that there Was a more importanmt work
bofore hime It jndt ot he forgollen
that for o mumber of years Mr, Bryant
hept the post othee nt Nunaimo, for whiel
he hax 3ot o preepive the first cent of
vemutvration,

In Mureh, 1834, Mr. Boyant was mar-
vid to Miss Murdow, then a wember of
the Fir«t Presbyterian chneel in Viee
toria, and althongh of a different chureh,
time ha< shown that God was in the
marriage, for, ail though a long and lolog-
ons life of mixdonary effort, with not a
few trinls which cannot be read fully
it cold tipe , she has shown herselt to
all with whom she came i contact, to
be the true missionary. Many times, nd
at many places, Mrs. Bryant had to de
work whicl now ix done by large com-
mittees and by the modern faeilities of
whicl the early pioneer knew nothing.
But she toiled on and that withont mur-
muring, and Heaven alone will be a full
reward for her life of sacrifice.

The Rev, (O, Rryant was recoived as
a probationer for the Methodist ministry
in the year 1870, at the Distriet Mecting
held that year in New Westminster, of
which meeting the Rev, 1. White was
chairman,  Perhaps fow have  enterad
the Ministry with a1 belter experience,
thase Bro, Bryant, for had he not §illed
overy pliace possible to a layman, from
the wetabiee an trial to the local preacher
preparing for the minkstry?  If oxperts
enee Wik worth anything he had it, and
hix wise administration of the affairs of
the charch iu alt the offices held by him
in after days proved how well he had
learned the legsons of eavlier life,

[t was in the month of July of 1870,
that the young preacher ieft us comfor-
table home at Nanaume aund, with s
wife apd chiliren, lnunched out upon the
Nfe of the Methodist itenerant tmsston-
ary,—a life by the was, of which we
have found no counterpart m the heavens
above nor in the earth beneath,

New Westminster, the place where he
had preached his trial sermon at six n
the morning but a few  weeks before,
was the station to which he was sent—
but it must be remembered that the mis-
sion of the above name stretehed an

But, ne-
thing daunted  the early Mithodisg mis-
sionary, and Braunt was trie to the ot
type.

I'roln Nunaimo  Brother Bryang was
<ot to the Chilliwaek valley, where he
tepeatted  the unlaftering offorts of the
seary past i the othier places and where
le saw senres of people conmverted to Ganl,
Al while there he wag w conspicuous
figure in the annual camp meetings, for
whielt the Chilliwack peopie have be

A he sits at hiz door
and gazes downrd the south the =smoke
of Vietoria tells where the eity rests by
the gen, and farther sHll rise the bhold
and  rageged  ranges of the Olympian
mountaine, whose feet rest in the blue
waters of the ocean while their heads
are crowned with coronets of untainted
snow, But far above and beyond is the
Blue of Heaven whose clondemonntaing
keep the seerets of the great beyomd,

We have written bat little of all the
toil and trivmpl, but the “time and
space” fail me to tell the story which
<hall have justice only when the things
hidlen amd unsung shiall he revenled,

pany above referred to, I believe T am
the ouly one left to teld the tale of sub-
sequent adventurex, the othiers al having
crossed that bourne whenee no traveller
returns,

My first arrival in Victorin was on a
Saturday, and the next belng the Sabe
bath, I made inquiries on the street as
to the whereabouts of the Methodist
Church. and was directed to the city
prison—ya qucer location, I thought, tor
Methodist niissionaries to drop anchor in
A new country, That, however, was the
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day of smatl things, and the location not
altogther Inappropriate. 1 found about
a dorzen people nssembled for worship,
and the Rev, Dr. Evans engaged in pro-
claiming the truth and offering to those
whe henrd lim the bread of life, “with-
out money and without price.” At the
elaxe of the gervice a cse meeting was
hold, at which 1 was plensed to remain
and take part, Just as the formal open-
ing proceedings were through, a stranger
entered the room  and took a hurried
look uround, then awalked over to where
I .was sitting and Inquired it I was a
printer, to which I rejlied aflirmatively,
He then fntormed me in a whisper that
he had been sent to hunt me up and in-
torm me that [ was wanted at a cer
tnin printing oifice to Ko to work that
day. 1 told him to inform the person
who had sent him that I had never
worked at my business on the Sabbath
day, aml never iatended to, He looked
somewhnt surprised, sald that ¢very-
body worked on Suimday here, and retir-
o}, Thoe interview was very: short, nor
did it all disturb the procecdings. of the
elinss,

Tinless I give some explnation of the
words “my finst arrival,” at the com-
mencement of the nbove parvageaph, it
might give rise to some misapprehension
in ‘the minds of rcadifr's.‘“‘Mrﬁr;t ar-
rival in Victoria was in August, 71859,
and my next was iu April, 1860, -On
ocaasion of my first arrival the hoom
czused by the unexpected Invasion of
sevaral thousand straungers in pursult of
«zold Lad suddenly coilapsed, and the
rush out of the country wus almost ne
great as the Tush tn. The reputed gzold
fields were declared to have no existence:
the country, H was sid, was a barren
wildernesd, fit only as n piace of Tesi-
denee for Indinns, bears and panthers,
and the sooner people left §t the better
it wwould be for thcm. When T witnessed
ships deaving the harbor, crowded with
passengers, and all with one accord con-
demning the couwntry, I concluded there
must be something in the statements
made, and as & vesult I dritted off with
the crowd. Back to Ontario T went,
and there spent the winter. Having had
time to refleet, T concluded I had made

a wistake, and rowlved to return to
Vancouver Isxind again in the spring,
which I did, and arrived in Victor'a
Aprit Gth, 1860, I had not been In the
city more than an hour or two, when
I placed fn the handse of Dr, Fvans wy
certificate of membership in the Metho-
dist Church.,  After completing so long
a journey I naturally felt inclined to
lontn something about the country, and
to obtuin from my pastor what good
advice he wight be able to give: but he
palitely informed me he had no thne just
then to spare, and zraciously bowaed me
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out with an lnvitation to call again, 1
do not remunber ever to have aceepled
the {nvitation.

At this time the first Vandora Strect
Chureh was In process of construction,
and when completed war considered a
beantitu) spevimen of chureh architee:
ture and an ornament to the city, Many
preclous souwls experienced the new birth
unsder that roof, some of whom remain
untl] the present day, while not u few
have fallen asleep in hope of a glorious
tesurrection,

Possibilitics of Methodism in

It may seem an assamption for one so
recently come to this new Lund, to ate
tempd to diseuse w subjeet which e
mande the cahin consideration of onge of
matare years aml sound judgment who
hax in hiv possesdon an historie record of
the past and an eapetience in following
the influence and devddopment of those
forees which have made onr condition
what it is ax a chureh,  But while these
qsifications are most  easential, and
while @ writer o any subject conneeted
with the future of snr chureh would pro-
ditee o better and stronger artiele did he
possese them, there arve,  nevertheles,
greal gewerad prineciples, which uwniderlie
the progres< of the chureh fn every age
and every elime, and these principles of
steersTil progress must be recognized
in our advancement as 0 Chureh here as
elswewhere, not, however, forgetting the
advantages awl obstacles peentinr to our
work in this provinee,

1 The possible future of the Chureh.

‘That our chureh haz a future none wih
doubt, and as British Columbia is by
nature a land of greatiuss, it seems to us
not & vain hope that there should he
sreatiess of devdlopment, mentnl  and
moral, on the art of all these who have
come in eontaet with the pgreater heart
of uature.

"The doots are all open: mul-
titndes are comdug (o ugy and we are
simply to be fully prepared to minister
to thelr necids ax they come.  No land
i« a0 Inepiring to the Gospel preacher ne
thic, Na privilege in granted any wman
greater, than to e identificl with the
growlh and spiritual 1ife of this Wextern
worll,  While the posecesion of this land
for Chtist and the Choreh is onr gonl,
we cannot possese it by merely crossing
a Jordan and MNowing a fow rama’ horns,
That will do for Jericho, hut thix i net
Jericho,  May we venture to sugiest 0
fow of the facts peecssary Lo be congid
ered i the successful progecution of one
wark in thie provinee:

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The best interests of a country can be

served only by all factors of  society
working  lavmoniously  together,  'U'ne

two fuctors, labor and eapital, applied to
natural opportunitics, that is land, air,
and water, produce wealth  or  those
things necessury 1o the existence and
vomfort of the individual,

The taborer with his implements whieh
constitute  his  capital,  prepares  the
giound, anl with the assistance of cape
ital in the form of eattle and jmplemeins,
reaps the grain or wealth, 1o seours
the seas with his ships, or c¢apital, to fesd
aud  clothe  humanity; or he usex ihe
forces of nature to drive his machinery
in mills, mines, ete,, for the production
of fuel, lumber, means of conveyanee, :ll
of which is wealth,

Thus we s:e the intimate relationshp
that exists belween Iabor amd capital,
The closeness of this relatiopship  be-
comes more apparent as we sve that cap-
ital is the result of Iaber, or the surplus
product of labor, after satisfying the de-
mands of life and comfort. turned into
other forms to assist the efforts of future
labor,

The history of man ix the history ot
the evolution of labor, [First we see
man in a rude state, using  only  the
rudest of implements which he had fush-
ioned from forest or quarry,  As tuune
passes we find that the pressure on wan
wal labor had becotne dess, as man by
hig Iabor out of nature’s story hiouse Junl
producad  means  whereby  his physieal
exertion had heconte lightened and with
less labor was able to produce greater
vesuits. As the eaertion required of the
laborer to produce a given amount ot
wealth weame less wman wasg enabled to
turn his atteation more and more to in-
vention, science, Jetters, art mut enguivy
into th.ags that concern his moral and

spiritual  growth. To-day one uuin
through the advance in science, cte,

may do the work of fifty, one hundred
vears agzo, and behind it all has been
labor. ‘Lhe results of labor is the foun-
dation of our advance of the present.
Capitald is labor in another form aiding
the efforts of labor. Iaving scen the
relation these two fuctors bear to cach
other and how both aro essential to the
production of wealth, and remembering
the essetial prineiple of harmony, we
can come to no other conclusion than
that any cause which sets or tends to set
one against the other inflicts an injury
upon both, and also on sodiety, and s
therefore inimical to the interests of the
nation, society and the individual. Doqs
not such a cause exist finding its wmani-
cogtation in almost upiversal discord?
Unions of labor and orzanizations of
cavital watch each other like two hostife
armics. Class is arrayed against class,
and in this internecine warfare labor and
eapital that should he employed in pro-
ducing wealth is wasted. We have read
of men working Fyear after year and in
old age having {o exist on charity: of
yvoung men of good education committing
suicide for want of works of girls being

/
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forced into at life they would not choose;
of men pleading betore the magistrate
that he took at loaf of bread beenuse lus
children were starving, LDeople arve born
in the slums of vur large aties and die
there, year after year, like animals
kuowing nothing of the aspirations ot
nitshood and womanhood, and contnib-
uting possibiy the greatest proportion of
our criminal  classes,  We see trusts,
combines gl sweatshops; over-produc-
tion and tarvation; we find this interest
and that interest enleavoring to contro}
legislation,  Why all this coufusion?
What is the eaure?  We >ce order, the
corlain operation of law, and eocordina-
tion of foreex in the materinl universe,
aned eant we believe that its Desiguer had
neither plan nor purpase nor provided
means whereby ihose created in His own
image could live havmoniously together.
We are compelled to believe that a Cre-
ator all wise, just, loving, and omnipo-
tent, could have had ne other purpese
than the happiness of ull His children
and plieed within their reach the means
of obhtnining 1t.  We van only, therctore,
conelude that the evils of to-day are not
a part of the nature of things but are
the effect of departing from the intene
tions of the Creator. Remembering how
labor in a rade condition of society pro-
dueeld not only the means of sustaining
life but a surplus out of which capital,
art. seienee and letters grew, aiding n
turn to hecome more efficient, we would
exepet, that in 2 more civilized state,
with its greater vesowrees, labor wounld
he able to produce suflicient to satisty
at least the nceessities of life, Instead
we find men under the fear of want re.
fusing others (o abtun a knowledge of
the tradex by whiel they live, the em-
plozed fighting the employer, the employ-
ers combining to tixht the employed or to
drive one another ont of existence, Why
thiv anomaly?  Beeause our social $ys-
tem rests on an unjust basis, else the res™
sults which attended libor un-ler disads
vantigeous  civeumstanees  wonld  be
much greater with our present greater
civilization and advanthges.  T'rom this
it is evidont that the producer does not
receive the full value of what he pro-
duees,  We must therefore  sceure  to
every man the values of what he produces
as the recompense for his labor,  Fhis
would b+ a rveturn to justice and would
result in a great imreetus being given to
all that wonld benefit hamanity.,

ow ean this desirable condition he
reached? Tet us enquire into the means
somet'mes proposed to remedy or allevi
ate the evilz of to-dny: charitable organ-
iations, shart hour legislation, protection,
unions, restricted  fmnigration  laws,
These all evdenee a feeling of danger.
eannot take the placs of justice, its very
oxeveise tends to paunevize the vecipients,
Dealing on'y with effeets, it i powerless
to prevent these effeets, as it does not
touch the cause, ‘fhe eanse of loug
hours is the same that deprives Iabor and
capital of their just vecompense, com-
pelling child labor, ahnormal competition,
trades unionism. strikes, combines amd
trusts: that creites slume and i< respon.
sible for the largest proportion of pov-
erty. with its attendent infemperance,
crime and immorality: short hour legis-
lation, restrictive immigration laws, pro-
tection, trades unions. are but the appii-
cation. of sociatism, that ix the climina-
tion of compettion,
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This is the time
for House Furn=
ishing and our
stock is now com=
plete with new
goods.

Industrial capital and owner-
ship of machinery are no evil, but the
evil lies in conditions that make it pos-
sible for capital to dictate terms to labor,
and no man, and no combinativn or ag-
gregation of men, have « vight to inter-
fere jn the use by another of hix legitime
ate property while in so dofng he inter-
feres not with the rightful interests of
auother.

Secialism confiicts with nature aud s
therefore a dangerons specilie,  Paking
from the individual his rights to the nse
of the results of his labor by abolishing
private eapital and fnterest, it would put
in their place a despotic control by the
state,  Noeinlism, therefore, fails to meel
the requirementy that every man Ix en-
titled to the use of the full value of what
he produces. As this requirement is just
no individual is entitled to what he does
not rpoduce. ‘Lo deny this is to take
from another what belongs to him, and
it the individual caunot do this aeither
can the state, which is merely an aggres
gation of individuale, Yaxes, therefore
laid on capital, improvements, jncome.
business, ete., are unjust as the state
does yot produce these. But what docs
the stute or conununity produce? It
produces Tand values, and the Jand value
due 1o the presence of population, Bov-
ernmept. and public works, the state or
community has a right for the (ulfilling
of its requirements. ‘f'o illustrate, some-
where on Vancouver lsland there is 2
natural anchorage, n pood site and all
the natural advantages for a modern city.
Put it is forest. A speculator obtaius
the land at £3.00 per acre. Presentdy
popalation comes in, a town forins, Rrows
irto 1 e'ty. Now the land is worth from
{20 to 320,000 per lot and the original
owner has done nothing: he has lensed
ont the land to tenants and pockets the
Jerence hetween the 300 per aere and
the $200 and $20,000 per lot. Has he
any tight to this? Did he produee Jt?
1fe did not, and he has mo right to 1t
What produced this inerense was the
prosence of population, the institution of
vavernment, fire, pollee, water and sew-
evage systems, ele., and the conmunity
las A right to take this increase through

taxation for carrying out its require
ments. It is no wonder that the pro-

ducers are continually fizhting amongst
themselves and that poverty, crime aud
igrorance prevail when the  producer
pays the expenses of general government
and in addition the increase of value of
the land due to their own Iabor to an
idle landlord, 'This .then, is the remedy
for the discord. ‘Taking for the states
the value of Jand ercated by the state
or community and abolishing all other
fors of taxation, ille land would be
thrown opent far lahor, as it would not
pay 1o keep it idle, Labor heecoming,
than. Wore in demand, wages wonld in-
crease. so low wages is due to restricted
apportunitics for labor due to monopoly
of tand by whichsso much land is hetd
idle.. The results of labor applied to
land would be the basis of wages, as no
one would worlk for less than he could
earn upon the land. Tand under this
system being easy of access and the pro-
duce being left with the producer instend
of heing in part appropriated by an idle
tandjord. the fullest carnings of his Iabor
would be his reward, Phus wages rising
andl  prices  falling, the non-producer
wiped out, the producer keeping the

Now it can-
not he denied that aleoholie stimulents
produce a certain amount of pleasuve,
aud it therefore remains for ug to deeide
whether thix pleasure is commensurate
with the resultant harm, both as regards
the indivilual direetly affected and those
indirectly affeceted by association,  'These
auestions iie within the domains of the
medieal and social seienees, and it is my
puarpose on fuliive oceasons to give some
iea of the conclusion avrived at by their
leadlingg exponents, regarding this most
important question,
