A LONDON AND LIVERPOOL CANAL.

A ahip canai botwaon London and Liverpool for large.ciass vcs.sols le
proposod by the Liverpool .rourna1 àf Commerce. The distance between
these two cities ie about 20>0 miles. Thore cre îîiroady soine amali canais
on t-ha route that are proposed ta ho utilizod. The principal raon urged
for t-ho building cf eucb a canal is for national do fonce, but it le aise dosignod
for the passage of marchant vassea ta and froin the Mersey aýnd t-he Thames
and the ivhole of the midland countles. In t-ho avant of %var it wauld
onahie gunhoats, torpedo vessais and ordinary sthips of war t-o ho conducted
froie tbe North Sea ta the Irisb Channel, on emergcncy, witbout their hoing
oxpased ta att-ack by an infarior or superior naval force. Vesais cf war by
eueh a canal could ha concontrated et picasure for t-ho defence of the Mersey
and Thames, %vhichovar inight ho thresaned and in need cf support. The
canais on this route could ho ivideutd, deepoed, und utilized for t-ha
onlarged canal for war vesseis and commercial *Jessels. Thora vuld ho
numberless t-owns and cit-les built up olo-3 ite lino that would ho grest morts
of trodo and industry. Thoae lao praposed intersection cf thia lateral
canai et Biirmingham by anather canai cannecting the lIumhor and Severn
rivera. This wouid unito, in the manner indicated, t-he ports on the Narth
Sea and Engieh Channel 'with thoso on t-he Bristol Channel and frieh Soa.
This wouid rueko a complote and granid 8ynter t-a accommodate t-he require.
monta cf t-rade and commerce. Lt w.uild ho a boon t-e the Pgricuiturists, t-be
manufactureas and t-bo tradesaxen, and ta the calliera, anc a sure and con-
veulent inaus cf defance au, affance for tha nation.
