Tue Bishop of Chestor has received a dona-
tion of £400 for the Chester Clergy Pension
FFund from the executors of the lato Mr, W, T,
Mann, of Tarporley, Cheshire.

Tk 800th anniversary was commenced on
Sunday, Aug. 13th, of the opening of the parish
church, St. Lawrence and St. John Fvange-
list, Heanor, Derbyshire, England.

Tue Rev, A. Hamilton Baynes, B.A., will be
conseerated to the Bishopric of Natal on
Michaclmas Day. Delay has been oceasioned
by the tardy legal formalities in South Africa,

Tne health of the Rt. Rev. Bishop Whipple
and of Bishop Gilbert, his Coadjutor, is re-
orted a8 much improved. The former has
Lcen ut Marblehead, Mass,, and the latter in Ire-
land, Scotland and Wales.

Six thousand flve hundred pounds have been
subscribed towards the £7000 required for re-
storing the west front of Rochester Cathedral.
Over £3000 are required to earry out other re-
storations, for which Dean Iole is making a
divcesan appeal,

ViscounT Portyax and Lord Wimborne have
cach promised to contribute £1000 towurds the
Bishop of Salisbury’s Clergy Relief Fund for the
diocese. The Bishop, who is to be an annual
subscriber of £50, is endeavouring to raise £15,-
000, the yearly interest of which is to be de-
voted to relieving tho pressing need of his
clergy,

THE ancient ¢hurch of the IIoly Cross at
Pamsbury, Wilts, was reopened last weck after
restoration by the Bishop of Salishury. The
structure which has been restored—rebuilt and
reroofed would boe a more correct description—
was erected in the thirteenth century on the
site of one built and consecrated there at the
commencement of the tenth century.

Tue Primate of New Zealand (Bishop Had-
field) has forwarded Lo the Bishop of Audkland,
as senior bishop, & letter of resignation of the
see of Wellington, to take etfeel on Octoher 9,
the twenty-third anniversary of his consecra-
tion. The Synod of the diocese, it appenrs, his
delegated to the Archbishop of York and the
Bishop of Durham the nomination of 2 succes-
sor, with the stipulation that no clergyman is
cligible who las held a cure in New Zealand,
The Bishop of Auckland, as senior Bishop, will
act as Primate till the ordinary session ol the
Gieneral Synod in 1895, unless a special session
be called previously.

Tuk Bishop of Versuilles recently allowed the
village of Gif], in his diocese, to be the scene of
ano less unnsual ceremony than that of the so-
called exorcism of an evil spirit.  The Bishop
having accorded his cpiscopal authority, the
village priest and the superior of the great sem-
inary of Versailles went to the house of the poor
zirl who was supposed to be possessed of the
evil spirit, and proceeded to east it ont.  Ques-
tioned by the representative of the Lemps con-
cerning this revival of the Middle Ages, Mon-
signor Goux, Bishop of Versailles, said that in
giving the suthorisation for the ceremony, and
in sending the superior of the seminary to ofli-
¢iate in it, he was simply acting in conformity
with the spirit of the Roman Catholic Charch.

Ix the Convocation of Canterbury recently,

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THE SUNDAY SCHOOL AND TIE
CHURCIIL

Tnerensed interest is evidently heing tukenin
Church Sunday Schools. There is abundant
ground foril. L is called for by their existing
defects : the diflicultics in the way of their radi-
cul inprovement, and the  vitul importance
which nttaches to their churacter and work,
There are problems fouching these points which
are hardly exceeded in gravity hy any con-
nected with the canenieal work of the Chureh
and which, in not a few enses, reem ineapable
of wolution,

Tho Sunday Sehool has beeome @ prime face-
tor in the home-worlk of tho Churel, 1t is the
direet wnd most potent feeder of the Contirma-
tion clars, and, through that of the Chureh it
gell, 1t s abuost the only ageney thraigh
which  yowng communicants  can he  well
grounded in the doetrines and usages of the
Church, "The Confirmation Class has its propir
placo in suecession, amd onght to be male as
gound and as effective in its lessons as is pos-
giblo. Mueh, very wuel indeed, vemitins to he
done in this divection; awl it onght (o be morg
curnestly and widely attempted.  Bat the time
which it in possible Lo give 1o the training of
the Confirmation elass is commonly too limited,
aned rogalie nttendanee and systematic study
too hard to seenrve, to make it o suflicient
agoeaey, withou! the previous work of the Sun-
duy School, [l is enongh for 3G 36 it supple-
menin the Sunday School teaching and training
with higher inslruction in the Catechism, the
purts and ures of the Prayer Book, amd the na-
. ture, elaims and funetions of the Chareh.

Indect], nne might go farther than Chis, and
s nflirm Lhe Sunday School, vightly constituted
and conducted, to b veally our ehiel” depen-
deneo for a proper gropnding ofadnlt communi-
cants in fundamental Chareeh trath, Not, of
course, that they are to he tound in the Sunday
School ¢liasses,~it is a misfortune, and a re-
pronch to our religion, that they are not com-
monly there as teachers, -=bat that these whe
by grown up in the Charel trom their ehili-
hootd may have leen thas properly trained in
the Sundny School.  Ax for any other prepara-
tion of adulix for Confirmation, it is impossible
{o get them engged inoany class for instrue.
tion, and private, or ndividuad justruction,—
hadf the time next to impracticable,-—ix, at the
best, limited and desultory,  Beyond  this —as
fow will give any attention to selffinstruction
by reading,~thoir only chance for growth in
knowledgo of Churelr truth ties in the weekly
deliverances of the pulpit, This is too often
cither unequal to skilled tenehine or is o
Ygore et and hindered” against  docetrinal
preaching to be able to dispel any sueh ignor-
aneo ax is not only natural, bt is wlso continu-
ally oozing into the Churele from the Denome
inntions,

The true mission of the Charch Sunday
Schwol, then, is to prepare the way tor the ton-
frmation class teaching and pulpit instruction,
by laying a—simple it may be bat yot,—sound
and  solid foundation of Churech trath i the
child's mind, heart and tife.  This is to be done
only by thoroughly estaldizhing the ehild in the
knowledge of the Catechism, and by habituating
him in some important measure {o the use of
the Prayer Buok wid the Chureh servives, Dry
and uninteresting, hard to dearn and diflicult to
toneh, as many think it, the valne of the wrmer
cannat bo overestimated.  No tewer words have
been written than the following, from the pen
of an English Roman Catholie essayist: * Hwo
would discover the seeret of the wlolesome in-
fluoncy exoreised by Anglicanism upon the gen-

cral mind of the eountry for generations, we
shull find it in the pages of the Book of Com-
mon Prayer which put before us u ¢ Catechism,’
that is to suy, an instruction to be learned by
every person before he be bronght w be eon-
firmed by the Bishop; a beantiful document in
which the primary verities of Christian faith
and morals are impressed upon the tender mind,
in language nt onee simple and stately as that
aof the linglish Bible)”  These words might well
he inseribed in letters of gold on the walls of
every Sunday School room, They ure enough
of themselves to demeonstrate the folly of the
tou common practice of tarmng aside, under
one pretence or another, to the ® Leaflet” and
“(Juestion  Book,” with their diluted wund
rambling “study of the Bible,”—the favorite
instrumentalities of the seets, 2 practical con-
eession to their methods, often colorless us their
undenominationalism, wnd even when clothed in
Churchly guise, & sort of reflection upon the
value of the Catechism pure and simple.

"T'he successful teaching of the simple Cale-
chizm, of course, depends Jurgely upon the ca-
1 uhility of the teacher, and theiden entertained
ol the true method of teaching.  Fovr example,
much as we may admire her generous devotion
in wndertaking, in the absence of adult teach-
ers, the cmre and instrucetion of the Sunday
Sehool class) the young givl herselfhalf-tanght,
with no understanding of whatit is to teach the
Catechismy, and with no experience in teaching,
and, perhaps, no native aptivude for ity we can-
not expeet the Sunday Schuol to attuin any
reul suceess through such agencies. Bt asidle
from this widely existent aml almost insur-
monntible diflicubty s to teachers, we are con-
stantly Lhaving to meet and conlend with alien
notions, and blind objectiony to the simple teach-
ing of the Catechism—objections which are gen-
erally as stubliorn as they ure preposterous.

To some persons it is an objection that the
stidy of the Catechism primarily and neees-
sarily is so mueh a matler of “mere memoriz-
ing.”  But how short-sighted and unintelligent
thiz is ! T'he child’s first learning is always the
noting, aud fixing in the memory, ol forms as
fitets, The reabzing of these tforms as facts
comes later; and fast of all, it reaches the un-
derstanding of both forms und facts us reali-
ties, The child's memory is, therclore, its
trewsire-house of materials for its future con-
sideration and comprehension. That anything,
then, at this carly stage, serves to discipline its
memory into the habit of lixing and holding
any form of “sound words” and certain truth,
is of the tirst utility,  To learn the Catechism
by heart is, then, in accordance with both the
lvws of mind and the vital importance of true
veligion,

This abjection is, however, very commonly
re-cnforeed by the plea that the child does not
and cmmot understand what le s learning.
This is only applying to the Sunday School th
absnrd principle so often Iaid down in the Pab-
lie Schools,—that the child should not be re-
quired to learn anything that he does not un-
derstand,  This has already been substantially
answered,  But it may be added that to thor-
oughly memorizo the formula first, facilitates
the work of attaining ity comprelension, both
by giving the mind the mastery of what is to
be comprehiended, and by leaving it free for the
exercise of the comprehending thought, with-

- oul having, at the same time, to toil for the lost

portions of the formula.  Besides, who does not
know that there are thousands ot things which
may be known ax fiets and truths, and muay be
elfeetively and wsefully applied, which are not
at all understood in  their inner nature or
philosoplhy ; not a few, indeed, which are even
beyond the comprehonsion of the profoundest
thinkers ¥ Especially is this true,—in reference
to revealed religion. That, indeed, would be no
true religion at all, if it did not involve profound
truths, supernatural facts, and Divine mys-
teries, which, while knowable, are necessarily

beyond finite comprehension. The rellgion of
him who will believe nothing which he does not
understand, is & compound of profound ignor-
ance and sublime cgotism. And the religion of
those who are always for holding the young
back from Church duty, because * they are not
old enongh to understand,” generally consists,
rather in fluttering themselves that they under-
stand, than in endeavoring to practice what
they really know.

Another class object, that the study of the
Cathechism is 5o dry and uninteresting. This is
simply falling in with the current craze for *‘a
gond time generally,” which would turn the
Church into s Sunday club-house, and Divine
worship into a sort of sacred amusement, The
Sunday School ought, of course, to be bright
and spirited in its conduct and generul exer-
cixes, as ameans to a greater life and earnest
ness in the class work, but not as an end in it-
self or as a “*catch-penny” device. Unfortu-
nately in the effort to increase numbers and
compete with rival schools of a proselyting
character, the struggle is not €0 much to secure
honest study and sound teachiog as to devise
attraetions, execitements, — something  which
“avill draw,” It1s puinful to see to what anex
tent in some sectarian Sunday Schools this is
arried ; into what agonizing funcifulness of il-
lustration, sentimental jingle in music, and
semistheatrienl shows and  performances, it
feads,  But this neither aceords with the aims
of" the Church nor the mission of the Church
Sunday School.  The complaint of the religious
amusement-secker, thut the study of the Cate-
chism is too dry and uninteresting is, then, of
an alien and unchurchly origin,  Besides this,
il the alleged defect appears so far real that it
seems to necessitate u change for some more
popular line of study, the fault lies in the
capacity of the teacher, erroncous aims and
methods in tenching, or someo defect in the gen-
ernl management of the Sunday School.

Another objection is, that * Bible-teaching”
should have a lavger, i not the chief place, in
{he Sunday School instruction. This, also, is
largely an importation from the sects. It isin
accordnnee with their theories that “ the Bible
and the Bibleonly is the religion of Protestants,”
and that it is competent for any one to inter-
pret the Bible for himself. It involves the pre-
valent and growing use of the leaflel systom,
and ils natural concomitant,—verse-and-text
dizsection and exposition,  Oue may cheerfully
admit the excellence of the intention which ani-
mates the current, wide-spread “ Bible Study”
ol the Sunday Schools, Bible clusses, Bible read-
ings and Prayer meeting text-repoutings of the
sects,  But when he looks at the genceral in-
crenso of superticiality in the knowledge of the
Bible, and at the startling prevalenos of levity
and irveverence in the populnruse of the words
of Huly Writ, he cannot but doubt the wisdom
ol the ngencies and mothods employed, and must
deprecate their adoption by the Chureh.  This,
however, does not fuvolve objecting to the care-
ful menwrizing of select portions of Holy Serip-
ture, such as are xet forth in the Prayer Book,
by pupils in the Sunday School, provided it
does not interfere with the paramount study of
the Catechism, The truth is,—though the
Bible-study objectors seem not to know it,—the
Catechism and Prayer Boolk are from beginning
to end instinet with Bible truth, and are, for the
aims and usos of the Church, her best instrumen-
talities for perfecting her children in the knowl-
edge of its letter and practice,

Dismissing these objections as alien and un-
tenable, it has only to be addeu that they have
been thus fully considered, not only because
they are caleulated to embarrass and mislead
those who have the charge of the Church Sun-
day Sehool, but also because they lead to the
diserediting of the Catechism as fundamental in
Chureh training, and utterly ignore the fact thut
in its character, aims and methods, the Churck
Sunday Schoul is and must be a something quite
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apart from thosoe sustained by the sects and de-
nominations, This is the more importaunt, be-
cause there are so muny among us who do not
yet understand that, apart from her Liturgical
torms of worship as the one thing which they
think of and like, the Church is, in other things,
deeper and more vital, the opposite of a mere
Christian denomination, She is among them, but
not of them.

Now, it is doubtless the fact that, taking
things as they are in many parishes, the ground
here taken with regard to the mission of the
Church Sunday school, and the place the Cate-
chism is to occupy in its course of instruction,
may appear extreme, and the methods it neces-
sitates impracticable; both must be insisted
upon as right in principle. Fur short as we
may fall in practice, the standard must be main-
tained intact. According te thut standurd, the
mission of the Church Sunday school is not
merely to please the children, nor to keep them
by hireling devices from straying off to rival
schools, nor to indoctrinate them with o color-
iess, undenominational religionism; but to pre-
pare them thoroughly for the Confirmation
clazs and the Church services, by teaching them
the Catechism and familiarizing them with the
Prayer Boolk ; and from first to last, these de-
termine the ruling line of instruction, and sup-
ply the matter to be taught and learned.

The people’s sins are
wt confessed, the penitents are not absolved,
the voice of the people speaking by their minis-
ter is not heard in holy praise and thanksgiving,
their profession of faith is not made before God,
the spiritual and temporal needs of high and
low are not brought hetore the throne of grace,
if their priest, their parsun, who gathers them
in his uwn person, and represents them all be-
fore the Father, neglects his duty of’ praying
and making intercessions for them inthe Name
of the One Mediator and the Divine Interces-
sor, A work full of blessing is thus neglected
by the one person in the purish who was or-
dained and commissioned 1o do it. How great
and tiur-reaching that blessing really is will be
known only in that great day of revelation
when the way in which we have helped or
hindered eanch other will be fully manifested 1o
our exceeding joy or our abiding humiliation
and loss—Literary Churclman,

Rev. D. B, Parnther, a well-known clergy-
man of the Church of England, died this morn-
ing at his residence in this ¢ity. M. Parnther
was born in Mantego Bay, Jumaica, where his
father was a planter, over cighty years wro,
He was educated in England, and eame ont to
Montreal, at which he was ordained by the
Bishop of Moutrenl, and at once beeame a mis-
sionary of the Colonial and Continentsl Churceh
Society, serving in Lower Canada awd fora tiine
in the West Indies.  He was subsequently ap-
pointed assistunt minister of St, Paul's church,
Charlottetown, and while there married Miss
Cambridge, & member of a well-known and
prominent family on the lsland, who survives
hin, In 1871 he succeeded his hrother-in-iaw,
the Rev. Mr. Swubey, in the rectorate of St
Jude's churen, Carleton, and yemained there
over seventeen years, & faithful and earnest pas-
tor, und an able and often eloguent preacher.
Advancing years compelled his retirement about
five yeurs ago. e has not since that time
done uany active work.  Mr. Parnther was a
man of conrteous manners, mikd and unobteu.
sive gentle with the erring, and kind and hon-
orubie in all his relations,  He leaves no family
except his wite, The funeral ook place on the
afternoon of 3lst Augnust and was largely at-
tended.

A PLEASANT DAY WITH THE ARCHDEACON,

Ou Monday, July 31tst, the writer, through
the kind thoughtfulness of the editor and pro-
priotor of' this jouraal, shaved with him an in-
citation Lo pay a visit to the Ven. Archdeacon
MacMurray-.

Privileged with a courteous request that wo
ghould spend  the day with him at Niagara we
bonrded one of the splendid stemmers running
upon this line, and made a delightful journey.
Livory one knows Ningara and has heavd of its
rector, but everyone has not had the honour of
sponding o fow hours in the enjoyment of the

conversation and  hospitality of one who has
played wo large a part, both in England and
America, in the development of the Church's
work in Cunada. Few have had the opportunity
of inspecting the old and beautiful church with
its goud appuintments and interesting reminis-
CenCes.

Aswe approached the rectory through the
well kept and spacions grounds, the writar re-
membered the last and only time, when wuit-
for a train in a north country village, he for an
lnur conversed with the Ven. Archdeacon, who
hal not long before returned from Ingland.
The subject of conversation then was Keble,
aned it was with feelings of reverence he listened
to one who had touched the hand ofthe Chureh’s
grent and sainted poet, This remembrance
stirred up high expectulions which wero not
disappointed,  After a kind and generous
weleome we were shown into the drawing room
of the handsoine reclory. Then, after kind en-
quiries of . general kind, the Archdeacon per-
mitted us to lead him into a recital of events be-
longing to his long career of sixty-three years
as i priesy of the Church,

{Lis not ensy to realize the long fength of
sieh a period, with all the changes, successes
vk disappuintments which in the providence of
Gl must have come daring such an extendel
ministry.  Yet here we ave brought face to fuce
with (he thought, and with the man who had
survived them all,

Of those sixty-three we lenrned theee awers
spent in o and near Toronto, which then was
littie better than o villuge; six in missionary
work among the [ndians at the Sauit, at a time
when it ook thirty days to reach the place,
andd when it was difffenlt to ascertain where it
was to be found even when the journecy had
been enmmenced.  Aftor this came years of
Inbour elsewhere, until the burden of thivty-
seven years' ministry was taken up for the
present parish, Niaguara,

This splendid record of sixty-three years’
clerical work, of which thirty-soven have heen
spent in loyal devoted service inone parish, is
incomparuble in the annals of the Cunadian
Church. may we not say, of any Chuarch,

Such o life is o remarkable one, Yot there it
ix, un oxamplo Lo every priest of single-hearted
taithfulness and devotion in the Catholic Church
of God, and ot encourpgement, ay T observes
the rich fruits of unhesitating faitl und patient
cndeavour,

The Archdencon iz possessed of a wonderful
maemory.  Fvents, names and dites were spoken
of with aspontaneity and preeision that astonish-
ed us.  Apparently with case to himself il to

‘our great enjoyment, he velated first one inci-

dent and then another, somelimes moving us to
langhter as he touched upon some amusing evenl
lutig sinee gone by, somelimes to tears almost,
ns he told perhaps of the conversion of some
poor Indian chiet to gondness and truth, right-
cosness and peace, from the misery and dark-
ness of heathenism,

Not only in this strictly priestly life has bis
mreer been remarkable, but during the last
sixty-threo years; the Archdeacon has often
taken & praminont part in the public life and
weltare ot the Canadian Church.

Amid tho great political changes which have
tuken pluce in this country, the Church has
passed through crises in her history when her
interests were in great peril, when it requived
brave heart and consnmmate skill to gain the
Justice that was due to her.

It was no small pleasure to meet with one
who had tukon a leading part in those great
strugeles, and who had Deen the trusted advo-
cate of tho Chureh’s rights before human
governments,  trusted by the great Bishop
Strachan, and by clergy and laymen, many of
whose names are fimous in Canadian history.,

The name of Arehdeacon MacMurvay haslong
beenidentitied with the educational interests of
the Church, in this country, especially in con-

neetion with the University of Trinity College.

In the dark days when King's College was lost
to the Church, and Bishop Strachan in his old age
made his appeal for help to English and Ameri-
can Chuarchmen, Archdeacon MaeMurray was
sent Lo lay the case before and to invite the
sympathy of our brethren in Kngland and
America,

We were made to realize, as wo had never
done before, as hie spoke of his mission, the keen
interest then aroused, and the large generosity
then bestowed st this critical period,

The names of the Archbishops ot Canterbury,
the Bishops of London and Oxford, of noble-
men, statesmen, and divines, with many others,
were mentioned. Requests to preach in a lurge
number of important churches und eathedrals
were gratefully rememembered. Invitations to
a Lord Mayor's banquet 2nd other splendid en-
{ortainments and hospitalities were proudly re-
culled, as ways and means by which the friends
of the Canadinn Church sought out and gave to
her representative an opportunity of proclaim-
ing the object of his mission. Such assistance
and opportunities mast have been of inestimable
calue, yet it wus impossible to escape the
thonght that all this generous co-eperation coulil
not and would not have been given, had not the
man entristed with the mission been possesseed
of wonderful power and tact and also of a per-
sonal chiarm and bearing which stimulated their
zeal and provoked their honest sympathy.

What has been said of Churchmen in Englund
is true of Churchmen in the United States.
They seem tu have left nothing undone to make
the Archdeacon’s work a suceessful one, and to
show a substantinl sympathy for the sister
Church,

A report of the mission to England has been
printed, Itis to be hoped that a report of the
work done in the United States may be treated
in a similar manuer, Such doguments may somy
day prove of inestimable valae to thoso who
in future years to come may look with reverent
regavd upon the aehivvements of men wha luid
the foundation of future and permanent
SUCCess,

The church in Niagara is one of the oldest, if
not the oldest in Canada. The building wus
commenced in the very boginning of the century,
Sinco those days it has been enlarged, and i
now large and bexutiful,  Being built of stone
it has o substantial appearance. Daring thy
American war there were times whon it stood
in the midst of contonding soldiery. Around it
have clustered friend and foe.

The din of wavfare has re-echoed beneath its
roof, and it has borne its honourable seavs,
Fverything aboutit betokens the most revereni
are,  Several objects of greatinterest engagul
our attention. The register of the pavish takes
us back overa lhundred yeavs. Thero are
baptisms and burials of a past century, There
is the registration of the buriul of Sir Isnac
Brock,

In the chaneel is a beautiful window plicel
there many years ago, an exact counterpart of
a window onee existing in old St. James' Cathe-
dral, Toronte, long since destroyed by fire,
There was on one of the walls a tombstone
taking us back to a burial in 1792, In the bel-
fry was a beautiful chime of bells placed in
memory of some of the Archdeacon's dear de-
varted ones,

Thoughts cvowd upon us as we stand beside
the venerable priestin this venerable churcl,
and are surrounded by so many memorials of
men and women who have departed this lite in
the true faith, after having done so well for our
conntry and Church,

The old church stands, a pride and glory to
us. s strength, its beauty its vencrable age
bid us remember the deeds of those who have
goue. and hopefully emulate their examples in
the future,

The grounds on which the church stands are
kopt in perfect order. The trees have attained
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the beauty which comes with age, and well can
we understand the exclumation of Dean Stanley
when paying a visit to the Archdeacon, *“ Abh!
{his is more like England than anything I have
seen yet.”

There are many monuments of greut inferest,
but one interested the writer especially. This
monument stands overseven graves, the graves
of seven young men who once left Toronto full
of life and vigour, to sail across to Ningara,
never to return. It recallz names once familiar,
and the old days at Trinity College.

The sun was sinking when we bade farewell
1o our kind host and hostess. The day was
drawing to its close, and it had been well spent,
The mind had been enriehed, and the heart
«tirred in the presence of the nged soldier of the
Cross, the last left to us of u noble band of saint-
Jv warriors who bravely strove for the Churel’s
fifc and honour, and then passcd on, we toubt
nat, to the rest of Paradise to await the Resur-
reetion and eternal reward.

We were s00n stean.ing towards Toronto, full
of thankfulness for the great kindness extended
to us by the Archdeacen, and with a greatful
remembranece of the gracions hospitality receiv-
ol from Mrs. MacMurray —Canadian hurch-
s,

The appuintment of the Rev, AL HL Bayues to
the Bishopric of Nutal has been heartily en-
dorsed und aecepted both by the followers of
the late Bishop Colense and the loyal remnant
who have rendeved allegianee 1o Bishop Mac-
rorie.  Thus happily ends o long and painful
episode in the history of the Church in Sonth
Atrica, 1t will be remembered that after the
trial, condemnation, and deposition of the flrst
Bishop of Natal, the civil court sustained Dr.
Colenso in his laim to the emoluments of the
sce, as conseerated under letters patent of the
crown, By this constructon of the law, Dr.
Colenso, though deposed and excomymunicated,
remained Bishop of Natal to his death, The
Catholic remnant, though in a measure dispos-
seased, remained faithfal to Dr. Macrorie, whom
Bishop Gray had conscerated ax Bishop of Mar-
izburg, AL the death of Dr, Coleasa it was
hoped that his followers would return to the
Chureh. But the animesities engendered by
these years of controversy wnd strife were too
strong Lo permit the * Colenzoites ™ 1o aceept
Dr. Maevorie as their spivitual bead.  Afer
many altempts, highly creditable 10 his head
and heart, on the part of Dr. Macroric to bring
them toa better mind, the gentle-hearted Bishop
conceived that the desired result would be ob-

tained by his own wlithdrawal,  Accordingly
he resigned and retived to Bngland,  Both sidos
then agreed to zneeept the nomination of the
Archbishop of Canterbury.  The outeome is the
appointment of Mr. Baynes and peace to g long
distracted Chureh, The story of the strugle
for the faith on the part of the noble Bishop of
Capetown, the trials and patienee of loyal
chuwrehmen, and the devoted Fpiscopate of br.,
Macrorie, will be imperishable in the history of
the Afvican Chureh, 1o whom ehmnpions of the
faith have not beetw wanting in the past,

Uhe authority
of the Pope over the Inshop< s supposed o bo
the eontinuution, by oflicial sueeesxion, of the
authority included in the primacy of St Poter
pver the other apostles. o his cel-hrated epis-
tle to Quintug, Cyprinn goes ta the very root ol
the matier and suys: “ For neither did Peter,
whom the Liord chose and upon whaom e buily,
iz Chareh, when Paul disputed with him al-
ter wards about circumeision, elaim anytiiing to
himsell insolently, nor arrogantly assume nny-
Lhire, =0 as (o say that he held the promowy,
and that he ought rather o be obeyed by no-
viees awd those lately come,”  Ngwin, toneliing
the inatter of the baptism of heveties which was
the sulgee: in dispute with the Bishop of Rome,
Cyprian wiites on behall ot himnself and his gul-
frerans: * For neither does any of us set linm
selt up s a bishop of Bishop« nor by tyrannical
terror does any compel his o eollengng to the
necessity of obedience.”” Tuis perlectly obvions
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that to Cyprian and the cighly-seven bishops at
the Seventh Council of Carthage the moedern
claim of tho Bishop of Ltome to universal su-
premacy was utlerly unknown, According to
Cyprinn the independence of the Bishops of the

Cutholic Chureh was necessary o the unily of

tho Clinreh,  Thisis ¢he same attitude as that
taleen towards Rome by the Bishops of the
Cutholic Church of Kanglind to-day, and it is
mueh move in keeping with Catholic doctrine
and Apostolic practice than the paesive obedi-
eneo of the Roman bishops who are the mere
creatires and agoents of the Pope, for whom, and
by whom they are and were created.

The Church Advacate

“Qur Diocesan Work” published at Rich-
mond, Va., makes this remarkable statemnent
respecting u child that s bapized 0 1l is not
Joined to Christ or to $1is Church in body, minl,
and wpirit, until he believes, aeeepts, and con-
fesses Christ.”

Decluration proposed for Adoption by the Gencral
Synod,

We the Bishops of the Ioly Catholic Church
in Canada in full communion with the Church
of England, together with the Delegates from
the Clergy and Laity of the Diocesan Synods,
now assembled in the first General Synod of the
Cuanadian Church, and intending, under God's
blessing and guidance, to consider and deter.
mine upon such matters as shall appear
neeessary for her welfure, desire publicly to de-
clare the principles which underlie our present
and future action,

1.—We dosire the Canadian Church to con-
tinue an integral portion of the great Angliean
Communion composed of Churches which,—
united under one Divine Hend in the fellowship
of the One Catholic and Apostolic Chareh, hold-
ing the One Faith revealed in Holy Writ, de-
fined in the Creed, and maintained by the Dri-
mitive Chureh and the undisputed General
Councils, receiving tho same Canonical Serip-
tures of the Old amd New Testaments as con-
taining all things necessary to salvation,—teach
the same Word of God, partake of the same
divinely-ordained Sacraments through the
ministry of the same Apostolic orders, and
worship One God and Father, through the same
Lord Jesus Christ, by thesame Holy and Divine
Spirit, Who is given to those that believe, to
guide them into all truth®, And we aredeter-
mined, by the help of God, to preserve the
Doctrine, Sacraments, Worship, and Govern-
ment of the Church, as hitherto received and
muaintained, and to transmit them unimpuired
to our posterity.

Ti.—As the Sapreme Logislative Body of the
Canadian Church, we hereby declare our inten-
tion,—

1—Not to interfere with Lhe legislative
powers now possessed by any  Provincial or
Diocesun Synod except by way of confirmation,
revision-and amendment,or disallowance of those
acts of any such Synod which are appealed
against by any Bishop or one-fourth of the mem-
bers of such Synod, or which atffect the welfare ot
the whole Canadian Church, or endanger its
harmony and unity; )

J—Purticularly, in respeet of Doctrine, Sacra-
ments, Worship, and Government to restrict
ourselves,—

(1) To the consideration of such matters 2s
shall be remitted to the General Synod from any
Provincial or Diocesan Synod; and

(") To the confirmation,revision und amend-
ment, or disallowance of the acts of any Pro-
vineial or Diocesan Synod.

IIT.—Subject to the foregoing limitations, we
conceive that the following,or such like objects,
may fitly come wnder our consideration, as
properly coming within the jurisdiction of the
Greneral Syned :

() Mattersof Doctrine, Sueraments, Worship,
Government, and Discipline.

Qb) The ercction, division, or re-arrangement
of Provineces, i

(¢) The contitution and powers of an Appel-
late Tribunal,

(7} The consideration of such mattors as
shall be remitted to the General Synod from
uny Provincial or Diocesan Synod.

(¢) The confirmation, vevision and amend-
ment, or disatlowance of such acts of any Pro-
vincial or Diocesan Synod as are appealed
against by any Bishop or one-fourih of the
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members of such Synod, or affect the welfare of
the whole Canadian Church, or endanger its
harmony and unity.

(f) Regulations affocting the transfer of
Clergy from one Diocese to another.

() Biucation and training of candidates for
Holy Orders.

(h) The adjustment, with the cansent of the
Dinecases,nf the relation batween Dioecsesin re -
spect to Cleregy Suparannation and Widows and
Orphan3’ Funls.

(1Y The general missionary and educational
work of the Church, )

() All agoencies employed in the carrying on
of the genoral worl of the Church.

(£) Genevally the power to deal with all
matters affecting in any way the general in-
terestand well-being of the Canadian Church,

TV.—Wo further declare that nothing in Lthe
foregoing Declaration, ov in the Constitulion of
the Greneral Synod to be framed thercunder,
shall atfect any Canons or enactments of any
Provincial or Diocesan Synnd in force at the
time of the ratification of the said Constitution
by the Geeneral Synod.

THE BISOHOP OF ALGOMA ON COXNIFIR-
MATION.

Closely conneeted with the Sunday School,
even as the fruit bearing t(ree is connected with
the planted root, stands that important turning
point in the religions life known to the Church
as “ Confirmation.” Now, that Confirmation is
the complement of Baptism, investing the reci-
pient de facto, on condition of faith and repent-
ance, with all the blessings guaranteed in bap-
tism de jure ; that it is also the ratification of a
solomn convenant, in which Glod the Father
condescends to meet the doubts and fears of ITis
child half-way, and pledges Ilimself to the be-
stowal of the strength needed for the fulfilment
of the vow entered into; that it is, further,
though not sacramentally (the formulavies and

«tundards of the Chureh to which we have all’

solemnly sworn our assent forbid eur so regamd-
ing it), o means of grace in which thedevout
soul receives the earnest, the first early instal-
ment, s0 to speal, of tho sevenfold gifls of the
oly Spirit-this threefold aspect of the rite is,or
at least ought to be, clearly understood by every
well instructed parish clevgyman, [ fear, how-
ever that T can discover, here and theve, {races
of a tendeney to lower it from  this high iden,
and reduce it practically to the dimensions of a
decent ecelesiastical observance, furnishing the
only available foot-rule by which to measure the
Church’s growth year by yoar, and, therefore, to
be repeated annually, us a matter of course,
with the Bishop’s periodie visitations—demand-

ing, necessarily, a certain knowledge of the .

(‘ateehism, but terminating, practically in the
first, which s too often the last, communion as
the =ole end and purpose of its administration.
The presentation of a large class is something
1 fabor for, and strive for, and great cnergy is
expended to secure it. It looks wwell, sounds
well, reads well when reported in the Church
papers. The mission or parish must be prosper-
ing that presents so many of both sexes for the
laying onof hands, And doubtless it does numeri-
cally. But, if that be our standard, then, with
reverence be it said, the Savour's own ministry
was 2 humiliating failure. Moj the first belongs
to moral and spiritual results, above all others.
1t is these the Confirmation service everywhere
emphasizes, It is to this rule it reduces the
whole question of fitness,  JFvery line of it from
its beginning to its blessing is pervaded by a

strong insistence on inward heart-preparation,
evidenced by a solemun purpose of =elf-conseera-
tion to Christ, and the early blossom of an honest
ctfort to serve and please 1im in the daily life.
Lot a clergyman ignore this prime element or
evensubordinate it to uny other, and he vivtually
converts the rite into 1 solemn favee, iy empiy,
unmeaning mockery. Where this element.the es-
vence of the whole, 1s absent; where the life is
citreless,and the tonguc know s no restreaint, and
the temper is uncontralled, and the manner,
even in God’s house, light and frivolous, and the
daily round is wholly untamiliar with even the
decent observance of the form of prayver, or the
perusal of God's Word, and  beyond attendance
at the elass there is not o solitary sympton of
interest in spiritual things, thers a clergyman
betrays his trust, and does an injury absclutely
irreparable, unless he firmly, thougl, kindly,
rejocts the candidate.  Refusal may doubtless
diminish the number of his elass wel sorely
disappoint, if not offend, both parents amd
friends ; but his  firmuess, accompanied, of
conrse, by kindly explanation of its canse, will
etlec tually guard the avenues of approach to the
ftl membership of the Chureh, and while re-
ducing her numerieal strength, will inerease his
moral force, and sereen her from the reproach
which premature Confirmation too often brings
on the body of Christ,—Charge 1892,

While that conduetor may have
been greatly embrassed when he was reealled
to himsel by the langh in the congregation,
that story certaindy has a moral, worth our at-
tention,

There are agreal many people in onr Clureh
beating their way on the gospel train, The
state makes them pay their taxes, the Jodges
malke them pay their dues, but there heing no
way by which we can compel them to support
the Chureh they refuse 1o do it And Lo add
to thix, thewr vefusal; they show how mean they
are by cnjoying the services of the Chureh for
which their brethren have to pay.

I1.—The two great enemies of the Cross ave
love of ease and a distaste of authority. In
simple words the Apostle faithfully exposes the
motives of their false teachers who pressed
upon the Galatinns the observance of the Mosaic
Law. St. Paul goes to the root of the matter,
It was not so much o zeal lor the ceremonial
observance of the old ritual which actuated
these people, who themselves did not “ keep the
fuw,” as u desire to escape suffering and shame
and “perseention.”  They wished to effect a
compromise between the Gospel and the Law
fo a8 Lo avoid the enmity of the Jews, whowere
offended] at heaving tho Cross put forth as the
aue, suflicient foundation on which to build, all
hope ot parden and salvation,  This was “the
oftence of the Crosg,” ch. v, 11, “ A fuir show in
the flesh.” By a eompliance with the require-
ments of the Jewish Taw, Christian Truth
woukl assume & more pleasing wspeet, and bo
less repulsive to the zealots of the n&d covenant,
and would e less likely to offend the pride of
the Jews, “That they may glory in your
flesh,"—that they may boastof their cleverness
and zeal in winning you over to their views,
mud =0 “have praise of men,” a vewurd which
is ever precivus o those who have ease, and are
impaticnt of anthority in matters of religion';
the voice of men being substituted as an author-
ity for the voice of Gud, and the dictates of a
pure conseienee,

HEL—The motives and purposes of the Apos-
tle were allogether antagonistic to those of his
tradueers, those who “troubled ™ him, 1lis
“arlory P was in the eross whereby the world
was erueitied unto him, and he unta the world,
e sought o glory for himself by making
things casy in his teaching or practice, e had
nedesive o impart a personal ““colour ” to the
doetrines delivered him 1o feach.  1le would
not seek to avoid giving offence, or to advance

straint is there still amongst us in the practice
of Christian virtue, from fear of man or a desire
for selt-glory. (b) The “glory” of the Chris-
tian is in the Cross of our Lord Jesus Christ
upon which with his own hands he wrote in
characters to be read of all men, the message of
his love. () To “glory” in the Cross the
world must be crucified to the Christian. It
must be a dead thing, its glamours, its calls, its
maxims, its passions, its way of doing things,
When this is 50 then we see the “ glory ” of the
(!ross, its slrength, wisdom, life, joy and peace,
() “The marks of the Lord Jesus,”—crucified
desires, thoughts, affections, these are the
blessed stigmata of the faithful slave and soldier
of Christ. The marks of service must show in
the “body " as well as the spirit in order to
confound the gainsayers, (e) All rebukeshould
end with prayer, as it is administered in love,
“ Brethren,” the Galatians were still brethren
in spite of their folly. **The grace of our Lord
Jesus Christ be with your spirit. Amen.” The
expression not of an official pen, but of a broth-
or's heart, the tender sympathy of one who had
onco been in error, as they now were : who was
by “the grace of God " what he was. Truly
he who winneth sonls is wise, and that with tlhe
highest kind of wisdom, that enlightened, ten-
der, faithful dexterity in soul-craft of him wha
is in himself the source of all wisdom, whelher
in material or spiritual things.

IN BIBLE LANDS,

(Continued from August 2nd.)

Tl —Jerusanem.

So much that ts available to the mujority of
readers has been written about the topography
of Jerusalem, it would be unnecessury and
out of place for a transient visitor to attempt to
rive o detailed account of it.

Some recollections, however, of a four days’
sojourn amid its hallowed scenes may perhaps
be of general interest.

Ones first sensations on arriving at the Rail-
way Terminug are anything but inspiring. .\
screeching, pushing erowd of porters, donkey-
boys, hotel commissionnives, and drivers of
tumble-down hacks, a seramble for luggage and
for seats, and then a dusty drive of half a mile
towards that sido of the city from which it has
the least imposing appearance, are quite cnough
to smother most of the emations for which one
had been prepared while winding slowly toward
the summit ot those hills which “stand about
Jerusalem™ as a symbol of the Lord standing
“ rownd about His people from this time forth
for evermore,”

The carringe —such as it is—stops at the
Jatta gate, for thereis no wvehicle to be seen
within the city walls. The narrow lanes, dig-
niticd by the name of streets, which in some
places descend precipitously in flights of irregu-
lar stone steps, and in others tunnel through
the houses, are sufliciently crowded by donkeys
and pedestrians, ¢ven if \wide enough—which
in many cases they are not—to allow two
vehicles Lo puss each other.

One source of disappointment to the pilgrim
whese heart has throbbed with the Psalmist's
exclamation, “Ounr feet shall stand in thy
gates, O Jerusalem ! is the knowledge that the
city of sacred history lies buriod thirty or forty
feet below the madern Franco-Turkish town
which has been built apon the sucgessive ruins
of its many overthrows,

Another cause of disappointment is the un-
reasonable multiplication of “Holy Places™
which an insatiable credulity has etfected. The
climax of this is reached in the Church of the
ltoly Sepulehre, where upwards of forty sacred
spots are specitied in connection with the inci-
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dents of the Passion.  Not thinking it sufficient
t» mark the positions of Calvary and the Holy
Sepulchre, the originators of these traditions
have identified each place where the minutest
cvent of the Gospel History ook place, and
completely covered them all with a mass of
shrines and various superstructions which to
our mind have defoated their own object of per-
petuating the impressiveness and solemnity of
the spot,

Une turns with relief from these to pass oul-
side the gate for a survey of those scenes which
have sutfered less from the constructing as well
as the destroying hand of man. A ride uround
the ¢ty walls is full of the most absorbing in-
terest,  ‘The eye can turn in no direction with-
ont wlighting un some illustration of & score of
Seripture texts; as one passes along those val-
leys which surround Jerusalem and make it
“built us & city which is at unity in itsclf.” On
the west the valley of Gihon, passing into 1lin-
nom at the south, which in its turn omerges
into the valley of the Kedron, which skirts the
astern side of the city ard separates it from
the Mount of Olives.

A strangoe and not very well-known place to
e reached in the course of a tour around the
wills is the so-called “ Cotton Grotte,” or the
“Quarries of Solomon,” entered by a low doar.
way in the rock beneath the northern wail
close to the Damascus gate, 1ere is an enor-
mons cavern which stretehes under a great parg
of the city. 1t isin faet o series of mammoth
caves, running in all directions at a consider-
able depth and through the solid rock. IHere,
it ix helieved, was excavated all the stonework
of the city—its Temples, Palaces, and Walls,
from the time of Solomon onward, The stoue
i o hard cremmy limestone, of which the better
part of Jerusalem to-day is built, and which,
when polished, is almost as pure and rich as
murble.  On the wails and the lofty roof of the
eavern are o be seen the marks of wedges used
to detach the bloeks for building from the nu-
tive rock, and underfoot are chips and frag
ments—remnants, perhaps, of the finishing of
the Temple stones which wis ordered to be
done before they were carried to the Saered
Hill; where

** No workman's steel, no ponderous axes rung,
Like some tall pine the notseless tabric sprung.”’

Directly opposite the entrance to the Royal
(uarries is a rocky hillside with a cavity in it
known as the “Grotto of Jereminh” This
hill has recently attained an additional interest
from the now widely accepted theory that itis
the real site of Calvary,  Its likeness to a skull
ix certaindy striking ; v is said 1o have beeu the
Jewish place of exeention; but withont pro-
nonneing upon the disputed question, or enter-
ing upon its numerous “ pro’s" and “eon's,” it
may be said that one can stand upon the sum-
mit of this *green hill far away, outside the
eity wall,” feeling that il must bave been at
sume place very like itin its general aspect and
position that vur Lord was erucified, and, feel-
thg »0, can picture the awtal scene with a vivid-
ness, asense of awe and satisfaction which a
visit to the traditional site of Calvary, nor, at
any rate, within the city, and completely dis-
guised by its superstructions, entirely fails to
Hrolse,

The crowning besuty and pride of mordern
Jerusalem is the splendid Temple Area—the
Haram-es-Sherit, or +* Noble Sanctuary,” as the
Moslems call it—which oceupies the 8,1 quar-
ter of the aty, and of which the chief adorn-
ment is the beantiful mosye o F G~ Kubbet-
v Sakhra, or “ Dome of the [bheis ' L is an
ortagonal structure, dating from the 7th cen-
tury, built of white marble—largely fragments
ot ITerod’s Temple—and covered entirely with-
inand v a great extent on the outside with
Persian tiles.  Its exquisite dome completes it
as 1 model of grace and beauty, and, visible
rom cvery point, it gives dignity and grandeur

to any comprehensive view of Jerwsalem,
especially from the east and south. Within
the mosque of Omar is the Saered Rock, the
unhewn summit of Mount Moriuh, which a ven-
erable tradition, common to Christian, Jew and
Turk, identifies as the threshing-floor of Ornan
the Jebusite, and the spal where Abraham
bound his son fur sacrifice.  Upon this sacred
spot Jew, Christian and Moliimmedan sucees-
sively have worshipped, andin iis vicinity they
live together now in ontward pesee, though
with very little good will towards one another,

progress. of the Gospel in heathen
lands? Thanlk God, there is an im-
provement, and wo trust o growing
improvement in respect of this mat-
ter; and with all earnestiness and
solemnity we would urge upon those
whose dutiee and employments may
carry themn inlo the renlms of hea-
thendom to consider what a trem-
endous and yet bhlessed obligation
lies upon them to bring no reproach
upon the religion which they pro-
fess, but rather to promote, and up-
hold, and exhibit it by every mcans
in their power,

Our Dblessed Master, in deseribing
the harvest of the Gospel, not only
sags that ¥ the seed is the Word of
Gor,” but 1le also declares “that
the gnod seed are the children of the
kingdom,” Therchy plainly intimat-
ing that the propagation of 1lis
truth in the world is not only de-
pendent on the preaching of His
blessed Gospel, but alxo on the pres-
ence and influence in the world of
His devoted people.

And surely o study of the lives of
