His enjoy-
ment is not likely to be much disturbed, He
may lounge there long and often enough with-
out meeting any other lourger. Taken on
the whole, church, churchyard and river, it
is not easy to imagine 8 scene more interest-
ing and more suggestive of picturesque asso-
ciation. Yet it hardly ever bappens that any
ouc turns in to have & look at the place ; and
it lies on the banke of the Thames, and if youn
lean a little forward over the churchyard wall
and look to your right you can, on any dav of
rensonnbly clear wtmosphere, have a good
sight of the towers of W estminater Pulace
aud the dome of St. Laul's.

Behind the church lics a town-—it is not
quite casy to say whether it ought to be euiled
a town or only suburb of London. 1tisnob
much outside tlie four intle radivs, and it is
certain that you can walk from the old church
right into Trafalgar-square without a sivgle
breach of contiuuity as regards strects and
honses, Yet it srems unreagonable to deseribe
the place us a suburb of Loadon. It hasan
existence ull its own, and London absolutely
ignores that cxistence. It isu forlorn place
sitogedier, Modern ways have not touched
it ; the prosperity of the capital has given it
no shave, Geographieally it is un ensy walk
from Chairing Cross ; morally and socially itis
huudreds of miles und several geverationy
awey from the life of Londou. It is intensely
interesting in a sert of way ; it hes the pictur.
cequeness of decay and faildre and utterly
hope!less prosiration, Graes grows in the prin-
cipal thoroughfures ; while rows of houses are
to let. Ancient meusions, which look us if
they had & curse npon them, fall into green-
moulded ruin behind great high enclosing
walls. Some of these may bave been, pro-
bably must have been, the dwelliugs of
high and mighty personages in days of
yore ; in the days, perhaps, when the
cause of the Stuarts yet had hopes, and
victims, aud heroes. Now they are ten-
antless, and nobody seems to mind or take
any account of them, It would be curious to
know what would happen if somebody were
guietly to settle down as an occupant in cne
of them; were to light fires in the rusty old
grates, and briog a besom to bear oun the
epider-draped windows. Would any aunthor-
ized caretaker come to interfore with him ;
to ask him what he was doing there ; to raise
the question of ownership and rent? My
impression is that nothing of the kind would
bappen; that the venturcsome sguatter

gentleman’s return to power during the
period of their natnral lives, or of the lives of
any of thoso who will remember the disas-
trous effects of] that policy.

But there is more than that point to be con-
gidered. We bave to takeinto consideration,
after all, what is the sentiment of the people
amongst whom we live, what are the views
of the ladies themselves. (Hear, hear.} My
jidea is that ‘it would not elevate the
ladies to bave them interfers in
eleotion matters.

This bill
is 90 framed that the tenant, the
mechanic, the laborer, every olass of
our society, have a right to give utter-
ance at the polls to the views they entertain,
and in view of this fact I feel that the right
hon. leader of the Government hes done well
to bring this mensgre forward at the present
pession I do not intend to urge the very
many reasons whiok justify the Government
in thos placing the crowning stone, as it
were, on the edifice of our Confederation, in
thus affording an opportunity for the Local
and Federal Governmenta to work independ.
ently of each other, without being obstructed
by any political combinations or temporary
exigencies (cheers). I belisve that through.
out the length and hreadth of the
country there is a feeling of eatisfuction with
tho general principles and details of the mes-
sure, which now has boen before the country
for two years and a haif, and which bas not
evoked that hostility which hon, gontlemon
opposite state jt does evoke in the minds of
the people at large. They hove said that this
mensure is unpopular. If so, why have they
not adopted the meuns they know so well to
establish that? Whether it be us regards
female snffrage or any other part of the
bill, whether it be with respect to
those ladies to whom it is now sought
to give the franchise, they knew very well
how to call public meetings to denounce the
measure, but they have not dered to do it
{Cheers.) They ure calling meebings now in
one section of the Dominion, the purpose of
which we know very well the grent leaders
of the party will be the first to disavow, but
which I am satistied they will be particularly
carcful to take the full henehic of when the
proper time and the opportunity present
themselves, (Loud cheers.)

GLADSTONE'S SPEECH ON THE
MOTION FOR THE VOTE
OF CREDIT.

———

He Defaes England®s Postlon Very Clearty—
She will Maintaln icr Eagagemeonts and
Preserve Her Honor.

Loxpos, April 28.—The House of Com-
mons on Monday evening, ut Mr. Gladstone’s
request, rejacted, by a vote of 229 to 186, the
motion made by the oppoesition to separato
the vote of credit. Thia motion called for a
division of the vote for expenses of the Sou-
dan enterprise, and another for special pre-
parations account. The object of this motion
wag to secure » dobate on the government’s
Soudau policy, by questioning the outlay of
that part of the credit whick would by its
division hava been applicable to the expenses
of the Khartoum expedition. The housethen
went into committee of supply, and tho vote
of credit a8 a whole being up, Mr. Gladstone
explained the government’s object in asking’
for it. He disposed of any probable discus-
sion of the Soudan question by a short and
powerful argument. In this he urged that it
was now the paramount duty of the govern-
ment * to hold the British forves in the
Sondan available for service wherever the
eall of duty and honor may take them
in the service of the British ¥mpire.”
Tae utterance was received with cheers. Mr.
Gladstone continned as follows :— I now
come to the subject of the preparationy with
regard to which I have heard with great
satisfaction nusurances of hooorable gentle-
men opposed to the government that they are
disposed to forward inevery way the grant of
fuuds to ns (cheers from opposition benches),
shich to the beat of our mind aud judgment
are required for the muintenance of what I one
« former occasion described as w nutional aud
Imperial policy. (Cheers,) Certainly nn
adequate sense of our ohligatious te our In-
disn empire has mever yet been exclusively
claimed by ey oue party in the State. In
my opinicn he wonid be guilty of wmoral
offence and gross political folly who should
endeavor to claim on behalt of his own
party any superiority in that respect over
those who are habitunily opposed to him,
(Cries of hear, icar.) It is an imperial pol-
jey in which 'we aro engaged. (Cheers.} . In
respect to this voto I have heard that there
are comments upon its smallness, but it is
the largest vote of eredit asked for within the
last seventy yecars except that in the time of
tire Crimean war, and is contemporaneouy
with a large increase in the annual estimates
for the army and navy. It is alse possible
that it will receive a considerable addition
from the £4,500,000 we put down as likely
to be spent in the Soudan, and more impor-
tant still, it must bo horne in mind that this
case is primarily an Indinn case, a case of
military preparation. Those who might want
to know what is the totzl amount of the
charge now going forward as likely to be en-
tailed by present preparations would require
to know what wo ourselves do not know,
namely, what will be the rost of the vigorous
and elfuctive measures which, as we hope and
believe, nre being taken in India to meet ita
share of the preseat obligations. (Cheers.)
8. domand for information js always a plau-
gible demand, often » reasonable demand,
never & demand to be treated with anything
but respect.

gromoters of the Scott act could wish. The
difficnlty of enforcing the act will be very
great; it will requive a cordon of police
around the countiea and a host of epies
through them to detect illicit manufacturers
and vendors of poisonous stuff that they will
sell for liquor that will quickly bring on
delizium tremens, and finally insanity and
other miseries, so that instead of one respect-
able vendor of aafe liguora there will be ahoat
of parsons without conscience or oharacter,
who willMtraffic in thia poisenous liquor,
which will cause a greater evil than that
which some people desire to have suppressed
I am guite sure that the exmmple of the
immense part of our population by their
exhortationa’' and societies will put down
intemperance safély and quietly in
the small mivority 83 has happened
elsewhere, Moderate drinkers, we may say
en passant, can vote for modorate drinking
and woderate selling, but their pretensions
should not allow them to vote for total pro-
hibition. It js difficnlt to enforce any moral
virtue on an unwilling people ; they will al-
ways claim the right of doing as they please
rovided they do not imjure their neighbors.
he Catholic Church hss encouraged volun-
tary temperance by the means of associatione,
and the 'ope has even granted indulgenoces
for thess tamperance societies,
One of the great caused of intemperance is
weakness of constitution and poverty of blood.
Give to the laboring man fair wagea by which
he can have u comlfortable brenﬁd'aat in the
morning of meat instead of a little tea and
bread, often without butter, and thore will be
little craving for strong drink, and hence less
intemperance, Men working in our foundries
and factories require strong nourishment, and
if they bad a good bowl of soup for their din-
ner or lnnch there would be less craving for
strong drink.
In the vine-growing sountries thera is very
little drunkenness, we mnat except the north
of France and Belgium, where the cultivation
of the vine, owing to the climate, is not suc-
cessful.
Let the government have conscientious in-
spectors of liquors, and alao punish alt adul-
terations moat severely, and we should not
have many cases of habitual drunkenness and
delirium tremens. Let the government slso
puuish severely a repetition of public drunken-
nces hy confinement in guol with hard labor,
even by compelling the offender to clean the
atreets.
It hns been asserted that the use of wine is
roliibited in tho Bible. This ia not the case.
8\“ Divine Redeemer instituted one of his
reutest sncraments in bread and wine, and
St. Paul advises his disciple Timothy to use
o little wine for his stamach's sake, for there
ara pergons of wenk constitations that require
such nourishment. There is sn old and a
good suying, * Always cat when you drink,”
and this double nourishment will prevent
drunkeuncss.
Wo lurgely depend for wine for sncramen-
tal purposes upon vineyurds in the south-
western purt of Outario, Dordering on Lake
Erie, and we hope that such an industry will
not bo disturbed, as we can rely fully on the
integrity of those gentlemen who keep theso
vinoysrds not to adulterate the wine.
1 shall not enter inte the finencial difli-
culty thet will nttend the enforcement of the
Scott act. Tons of thousands will be thrown
out of employment in the hop fielde, vine-
yards, cooperages, cte., ete. I there were a
public necessity for the Scott Act, all theso
inconveniences should be overlonked. I have
not heard of a single county in Optario where
the people are so besotted as to require tho
Act, The fow drunkards that are amongst
us can be reformed by good nourishment, and,
above all, by a strict inspection of intoxicn-
ting liguors,

Berrisg CoLomwpla will be ezceedingly
fortunate and will have much to be thankfal
for if England declines to take up the
gauntlet which Russia has thrown across the
Afghan frontier. A declaration of war at the
present moment would find that provioce in
an almost helpless and defenceless state,
and an easy prey to the Russian fleet.

Th.ln, on the fa.ce of it, i#'an ob]ectmnnble
extension of ‘the franchise, not because of the
color of the Indian, of hisintelligence or of his
stake in the conntry, but on account of being
wards of the government, of their obligations
to it, and especially of being in the power
and under the control of a government official.
An elector must be left absolutely independ-
ent and free in his choice of a represents-
tive. Ar Indianm, in such circumstances,
wonld bave neither freedomnor independence
in the exercise of the franchize, even with a
secret ballot. Instead of being a benefit it
would be an injury -to the country to
create an extension of the franchire, where
there would be a possibility of interfering
with the freedom of its exercise,  On these
gronnds, which are the foundation of consti-
tutional government, the clansé should be
struck out, Any and all opposition to
s proposition that strikes, po matter
how slightly, at the root of free government
;8 justifiable. The Indian clause is such a
blow at our mode of government, and it is
sn imperative duty . on all honest citizens to
ward it off, We sincerely trust- that the
promoters of the Franchise Bill will come to
see the perniciousness and inexpediency of
the Indian clause, The httle that might be
gained by it for party purposes is mot a valid
sad sufficient reason for ita passage and
adoption. ‘

THBE INVIOLABILITY OF FORRIGN
CONSULS.

Tre Couxt ov Premio. Reay, Consunl.
General of Spain for the Dominion of Canada,
and residing in Quebec, engeged a native
painter, Mr. B. Leonard, to paint and deco-
rate the offizial residence. This the knight
of the brnsh did with much art and taste,
In the course of time he sent in his bill to
the Connt. The latter was rather dilatory
in footing it, and the painter was obliged to
enter an action in the Superior Court for the
price of his labor, skill and material. The

Consul General, to estape the payment
of the debt, took an exception to
the action, and through his lawyer

raised the extraordinary pretension that
the courts of Canada had no jurisdiction
in the case, and were incompetent to make
him pay the Canadian painter. Judge Caron,
who presided, seems to have been fascinated
by the subtlety of the argument, and to have
been theroughly beguiled by it. His Honor
has decided that the property occupied by a
foreign coneul is held to be no part of our
country, but belongs to the country which
the consul represents. He further decided,

in consequence, that & judgment ren.
dered by our courts could not be ex-
ecuted against the Consul no more

than against a citizen in a foreign land ; and
finally, that Canadian bailifls had no power to
effect & seizure at the residence of the Span-
ish Consul. The court accordingly endorsed
the pretension of Count Premic Real, and
maintained his exception to the action for the
recovery of the debt. This ruling of Judge
Caron must sppear altogesher extraordinary
to average common-gense people. We con-
sider it illogical and untenable, for it will
lead to unmitigated confusion and to a per-
fect subversion of all law and order. Itiza
dangerous thing to trifle with civil rights or
netural justice on specious or fulse pretexts,
Either the decision of Judge Caren is a cor-
rect interpretation of the law aa it stands or
it is not. If it is, the law is both absurd and
iniquitous ; if it is not, then the decision is a
crue! mockery of a citizen's demand for jus-
tice.

He could not
call in Canadian assistance, for Canadian
anthorities, according to Judge Caron’s
raling, have no jurisdiction therein. What
is sance for the goose must be sauce for the
gander, When a Consul iz given every op-

It's a poor saw that
will not out both ways.- We believe that
Judge Caron has placed a dangerous weapon
in the hands of the Consuls, not only to
otherg, but to themselves. If an injured
cifizen cacnot obtain redress in our courts

THE COLONIES -AND FOREIGN WARS

One of our evening centemporaries is very
anxious that Canads, snd the colonies general-
ly, should take a hand in Great Britain’s
foreign wars, and especially in the approach-
ing contest, when the*‘resonrces of the Mother
Country will be greatly strained.” In'its op-
inion, if there is ever & time when assistance
from the colonies will be appropriate, xthllbe
when this Anglo-Russian war begins. Pointing
to Australia, it says ** there can be no
doubt that everyons of the Australasian
colonies will send large contingents well
equipped, well officered and well paid.” Xo-
stead of their being no doubt there is every
doubt that Augtralia will do any such thing.
There is no more desire among the bulk of
the peopie at the Antipodes to participate in
foreign ware and bear the expenss of snch
participation than there is among the masses
of the Canadian population: It is a mistake

to imagine that the expedition from
New South Wales to the Sondan
met with popular approbation. The

New Zealand Tablet says the action of
the authorities in that colony was with-
out justification snd not caleulated to raise
colonial statesmen in the eatimation of sen-
sible people. This is all the more emphasized
by the fact that the reighboring Government
of New Zeaiand bave decided to refrain from
taking any action toward assisting the Mother
Country. The press of that colony do not
hesitate to felicitate the Government upon
their regolution, which they describe as wise
aud deserving of the cordial approval of the
people.

All this does not tend to show that there
can be nodoubt that every one of the Austra-
asien colonies will send large contingents,
well equipped, well officered and well paid.
Coloniel kelp iz a fond but a very vain deln-
sion. All the spare money and men the colo-
nies can muster will not be expended in
maintaining the acquired grandeur or the
pretensions of the mother country, but both
men ard money will have to go toward build-
ing up our national fortunes ard enabling
us to take a free and independent rank in the
sisterhood of nations. This is Canada’s aspi-
ration, and it is also that of Australia, as can
be seen from the following study of the situ-
ation by the New Zealand Tablet. Iteays:
¢ 1t would, indeed, seem absurd to enter on
a foreign and expensive war whilat our own
conntry remains without even rudimentary
defence, and whilst oar chief cities
and towns lie absolutely defenseless and at
the mercy of every eruiser carrying a couple
of guns. Why, it is only necessary for the
Mahdi to hire a single crujser and send her
to New Zealard waters to throw us
into & panic. Matters are mnot quite
8o bad so far as New Sonth Wales and
Victoria are concerned. These have not so
many places to defend as we have, and they
have not utterly neglect:d the means of
defence for Sydney and Melbourne.  8till it
oan be hardly doabted that even one hostile
cruiser in their waters would cauee pgréat
alarm and depression in business in both
these colomies. In our opinion, this
Sgakim  expedition s uacalled for,
unneeessary, and injurious. In addition,
we fear that it does not express the
resl eentimente of eyen n very large portion
of the population. Were England engaged
in a war with either Russia or France we
very much doubt if an offer of assistance, in
the shape of an expedition to either of these
countries, would be made by auy one
of the Australasiun colonies. People would
feel that they should have more than
enough to do to protect their own shores,
And if so, what call is there on anyone here
to go to fight in the Soudan! Indeed, it may
fairly be doubted whether, in the event of
Engiand being engaged in war with any of
the great powers, a large party would not be
found here to advocate colonzial independ-
ence, and total separation from the Home
country.”

DOWN ON QUEBEC AND HER PEQPLE,

Ix an interview with a press representative
at Winnipeg, His Grace Archbishop Taché
touched wpon a question affecting the stand-
ing of the French Canadian population in the
Dominion. His Grace expressed his profound
annoyauce at the way some English papers
treat the Freach-Canadions. In manyquarters
they have been accused of disloyalty to the
Confederation, of hampering its progress and
development. These charges are the outcome
of race animosity, and, if .the truth was
fully told, perhaps of religious prejudice.
The Eunglish prees,.in Ontario particularly,
speaks of our French Canadian fellow citizens
ag if they were nothing better than inter-
lopers snd foreigners, as people who have no
interest in the country.. Archbishop Tachd
gays he believes two-thirds of the population
in Ontario actuslly think that the French
Canadians all come from France, - instead of

for centutries befsre o, und before the
British ever eaw ilie lund.

OBSTRUCTING THE IN IAN CLAUSE.

Tuenrg appesrs to be a sad lack of clear-
ness in the proposition to enfranchise the
Indiens, and of harmony in the explanations
afforded the public from the Treasury Benches
on the one hand and the Ministerial organs
on the other., Ithas been aaserted that the
intention of the bill now before Parliament is
to confer the sufffage upon all Indians,
whether of the North-\Vestor of the older Pro-
vincesof the Dominion. The Gazette, aGovern-
ment organ, says it does not for a moment
credit any such statement, and avers that
those who make it are simply seeking to mis-
lead. Apparently our contemporary in mak-
ing this declaration was itself led into error,
and was not fully cognizant of all the facta.
Oc Friday evening, Mr. Milla, M.P., address-
ing the Premier for fulier information on the
proposition to enfranchise the Indians, put
the fullowing questions :—*¢ Will the Indians
of Munitoba have a votet" ¢ Yes,” replied
Sir John, ¢“Aund the Indiaps of the North-
west Territories 7 * Yes.” ** And Big Bear,
Piapot and Poundmaker 2" *¢ Yes,” said Sir
John again.
will enfranchise the Indiaps who are burning
and murdering our settlers in the Northwest,
while hundreds of the volunteers who have
gone out againet them will be without a
vote,”

There can be no concllxatlon between this
positive statement of the Premier ard the
flat denial of the ministerial organ, that
** the present measure does enfranchise the
Indians of the North-West.” There mustbe
an error or discord somewhere.

Then as to the enfranchisement of the
Indians of the older provinces, there is a life
and death struggle between the Opposition,
-who are against this special extension, and
the Miniaterialistd, who are in faver of it.
If tne Indiane were free and thoroughly inde-
pendent of the support and goed will of the
government, and if otherwisequalified a8 their
white neighbors, there oould and would not
be the slightest objection to give them the
franchise,  But the Indians are not in that
position.

70 TAE JRIBH PEOPLE AT HOME AND
ABROAD,

Frirow CouNTRYMEN,—More than twenty
years  Bg0 the spirit of the Rev.
Daniel William Cabill, D. D., winged
it way to ite etermal home, On
bis death-bed in Boston, United States,
America, he breathed a fervent prayer that
bis bedy should be carried back to Ireland
«nd boried in his masive soil, With this
view, his sacred relics were then embalmed,
and laid in a temporary resting-place in
Hollywood Cemetery ; but the troubles con-
gequent on  the evil war so distracted
the minds of Irishmen in the Stetes at
that peried, it was deemed advisable to
potpene the transmission of his re-
mains until a more favorable opportunity
shonld arise. Again: the public mind in this
country being slways more or less engrossed
by metters demanding immediate aitention,
obetacles arose from time to time which de-
leyed the fulfilment of the dying wisk ot the
illnstrious deceased. At length, some twelve
months ago, this Committee was appointed in

The duty of garrison artillery men iz to man
the heavy guns of forts, and not to do skir-
mishing daty. Natucelly critics have been en-
quiring why the Montreal garrison men have
now been ordered to the front, and on en-
quiry it has been found that their
true  destination  would  kave been
British Columbia. A few days ago the
chances of & war with England and Ruseia were
muchk more than they are to-day, although
peace looks a very long way ofl.

Further examination of the ravine

any doubt of their loss being severe, Fifty-
five good horses were fouad dead in the rav-
ine, also the bodies of three Indians who were
tog near our lines to permit of their friends
successfully carrying them off. The fire of
the batteries must have created consternation
among the rebels.

ARCHBISHOP TACHR'S COMPLAINT.

Avchbishop Tache was interviewed to-day
upon the situation in the North-West.

THE PRINCE OF WALES NOT LIKKLY TO BE
RECEIVED BY THR POPE.

Roarg, April 30.—The English Government
has sent a secret agent here to sound ti®
Vatican as to the Pope’s willingress or nuwill-
Ingness to give the Prince of Wales an audi-
ence. The agent has had several interviews
with prplates at the Vatican, but, though
warmly recommended by Cardinal Manning
and other ecclesiaatical digniteries, it is
doubtfal whether he will sunccead in his
mission. The Cope only once departed
from the rule not to give audience to foreign
princes who visit King Humbert, Exception
was made in 1883 in favor of the Crown
Prince of Germany. Bntsince then the Pope
has become less accommodating, and that pre-
cedent is not likely to ba followed,

It is believed that the Prince of Wales
would have a double object in coming here.
First, to arrive at an understanding with the
Vaticdn in regard to the Irish bishops;
second, to persuade Italy to form an alliance
with Eogland., Should he find it impossible
$o obtain the desired audience the Prince will
abandon the journey hither.

MICROBIC INOCULATION.

Di. FERRAN'S INTERKSTING SCIENTIFIC
EXPERIMENTS WITH CIOLERA GERMS,

Varexcia, April’30, 1585.—Last evening
Dr, Ferran, in the presence of 150 Spanish
physicians and many illustrious persons, gave
a lecture, with microscopic illustrations, npon
cholera microbes, muking interesting compari-
sons between the true cholera microbe and
that of the ucn-cpidemic cholera.  After
the lecture cighteen physicinns submitted
to microbic inoculation, and after theso
manyvthers, among them the Count de Tlouree
nud a priest named Masenners, Dr. Ferran had
with him a quantityof the bacillusgerm, which
he has been able to cultivate in a speeinlly pre-
pared Lroth (the Pierre Miguel system) of
mutton or beef, This, injected into the sys-
tem, develops in ihe patient the successive
symptoms of cholera, A siogle iroculation
gives immunity from cholera contagion for a
period of thirce months, bat a second inocnla-
tion is required within the week in order to
make sure of the etheacy of the system for
longer periods.

The flerald correspondent nlso concluded
to submit to the experiment, *“’L'he injection
was given me in both arms, on the back part,
between the elbow and the upper muscle. A
small syringe with & point like a needle was
used, penetrating subcutaneously sbout half
an inch. Afteran hour I began to foel con-
giderable pain about the gpinal region, the in-
jection causing muscular agitation, the pain
extondiog to the palms of the hands., In
two hours my temperature rose to fever heat.
This was followed by clammy hands, lassi-
tade and pains in the lega. In four hours
my arms becamo very painful, with a scnsa-
tion as though they had been severely bruised,
After this the activity of the vaccine subsided,
but themrins grew very stiff, se that I comd
scarcely 1ift them, Later onI began to expori-
ence nsusea, accompanied by a dull head-
ache, while the pain in the arms gpread to
the muscles of the back.

THEIR TERRIBLE CONFLICT WITH THE

Cuicaco, May 4.—A Lemaont, Iilinois,
speciu] says :—About one thousand atrikers
sssembled at the depot this marning
with the intention of capturing the militia,
if any came.

Tweo
companies, company ““R.,” of Joliet and com-
pony * G.” of Bloomingtor, under command
of Colonel Bennat, formed a front and charged
up the main street with fixed buyonets., The
mob were wild, Hooting and cheering they
met the main front with clubs and rocks, As
the troops advanced stendily the mob zave
way to the side of the streets and hurled a
shower of stones at them, and one fired a
pistol. Col. Bennett ordered them to dis-
perse, and & nember that refused
to leave were prodded with bay-
onets, A Pole named Ouinkowski
wos seriougly stabbed, Turtber up the
street the mob reformed and commenced
hurling stones.” A detachment sent to dis-
perse them fired s volleyand the rioters scat-
tered. Andrew Stiler and John Tusgra
were killed, The troops are now clearing
the streets of howling women and children,
The following is a corrected list of the oasu-
altiea : —Jacob Kugawa, killed, shot in the
head ; H. Lemaah, John Politsch, Adolph
Miller, all bayonst wounds.
