the utter hopelessness and absurdity —of the Fenian
movemeLt, and with them reasoning is altogether
thrown away. They, and those who hold their
opinions, or abare in their delusion, regard remon-
Birance a3 the language of cowardice or slavery, and
they pronounce every man a traitor to his country
who #ill not believe with them—believe against his
judgment, hig reason, the eviaenees or his penses—
that the * Brethren’at home, aided by the Brethren
abroad, are to wrest [reland from the power of Eng-
land, snd establich an independent republic by the
side of one of the oldest and most powerful monar-
chies of Enrope. These are people wha despise rea-
goniog, and who only ges and hear atd believe ac-
cording a8 their delusion prompts. But we still
venture to think the majority of the poor fellows in
gao!l and their relatives are now of opinion that the

of his money and gaods by the plausible patriot who
recited the fiction of his  miseries in Richmond gnol,
He was employed as reporter on the Belfast Whig,
and soon disqualified himself by his misconduct for
any position in that or any other respectable estab-
ishment. His career after be left Belfust was a con-
tinuation of the swindles which be perpetrated here,
and which are too notorious to need recapitulation.
Hoe tricked his creditors, deserted his wife, abandon-
ed hip children, and fell to the lowest depths of de-
gradation.

But we
trust that the coming session of Parlinment will not
be far advanced when that remnant of a peraecuting
code: will be reckoned among the thinga that were.
Woe.bave the more hope of such a reform, as the lats
trial and ‘the remarks of the judge who presided on
the. ocoasion have brought the subject again into
potortety and given it & claim on the attention of the
Legislatare which it would be criminal to disregard.

In the present cage, it would appear that a koow-
ledge of the 1aw on the part of the eulprit was one of
his inducements to commit the offence. This fel-
low, a scoundrel named Thomas Fannia, was proved
in evidence to bave been married a8 & Protestanttoa
woman named Maryanne Stewart, in the Proiestant
Church of St. Peter's, Dublio, on the 4th of October,
1858. And on the 23rd of last April be was married
in Saint Andrew’s Catholic Oburch, Westland-row,
by the Rev. Mr. Barry, 0.C., to a woman named
Catherine Brien, his former wife beiog still living.
Fagonin, whom Catherine Bried had known for about
giz months, had represented himaelf 1o her as unmar-
ried and a Catholio, and in the belief that such re-
presentation was correct, he was m rried by tae
Catholic clergyman, after banns for the parties had
been duly calied three times in the Church. When
puton his trial for this crime, Fannia's defence wus
simply that 88 he was iu fuct a Protestant at the
time.of the second marriage, which was celebrated
'by a Popish prieat,’ there was, ia law, o marriage
at all,-and, as theres was no marriage, there could be
no bigamy ! Fortuoately, however, for the interests
of justice, counsel for the prosecutioc was able to
refer to precedents which showed tbat where the
prisoner had represented bimzelf a Catholic, be, not-
withstanding that the marriage remained null and
void in law, subjected himself to the penzlty of big
amy. Guided by thess facts, the jury had uo diffi-
culty in bringing in 8 verdict ageinst Fannin;
whereupon the judge, to the immense astonishmennt
of the prisoner, passed upon him a sentence of five
years' penal servitade. Mr, Fannin, it was plain,
had been relyiog upon fthe laws of bis country’ to
enable him to do wrong; the laws of his country,
indeed, afforded him very great facilitiee for 8o doing ;
but he, to some extent miscalculated tkeir scope. He
presumed rather too much on the privileges legalised
to bim by his Proteswantism, But it i3 maovifest that
the law, conceived in a apirit of peisecurion towards
Catbolics, and intended for their ipsglt and igjury, is
the chief criminal in such cases. Wkat cau be more
crue] and unjust than the enactment that marriages
ia the Oatholic Church, if either of the contracting
parties has been a Protestant within twelve mouths,
can at any moment be trested a3 null and void, up-
getting the arrangements of property if such there be
ic those cases, and rendering the children illegiti-
mate. That the ouly principle in tkis piece of legis-
ation is the principle of bigotry, i3 evident from the
act that no such siuipuletion exiata concerning the
faith of persons who mey bave tuweir marriages per-
formed according to the ceremoainl of the Protestant
Chburch.

and found thai one of the inmates, a boy about twelve
years of age nomed M'Auley, had become suddealy
ilt a short \ime previcusiy, snd had been removed to
the infirmary of the inostitution. Og examination, I
fonnd hum labouring under a clearly defined attuck
of Asiatic eholern. His pulse was imperceptible, and
he was 10 a state of collapse, His debility was ex-
treme ; he complaioed of cramps in the limbs and ab-
domen; and,previous to my arrival,b-ut not afterwards,
he bad womiting aod purging. His mother assisted
in aitendance upen him. | administered a large
quaaticy of stimuiaunts, ordered auitabie food, and
warm applications to the surface of his body, with
other appropriate remediez. He never rallied, and
nisdeats aoccurred at haif-past one o'clock of the
same day, after an illoess not exceeding seven or
eighthours. I have hud extensive experiance in the
tieatment of Asjatic cholera atthe time of its laat
and former vigit to thig country, and I have not the
slightest doubt 1hat the pzesent was & merked <ase of
it, exhibiting every symptom oecessary to an idenci-
ficution of the malady. On the following day I was
called to attend another boy, an inmats of tke work-
house, who had become ill. On examination I found
that the caee wns only a Bevere attack of disrrheea,
and under proper treatment he recovered. No other
case has occurred, snd the general health of the
workhouse inmates I consider &s good.—Abrabam
Kidd, M.D.?

and Protestant, that even {rom the Bench, on a
late trial, the Judge denounced them as infamous
and as a disgrace to the Statute Book.

THE NEGRO MASSACKES AT JAMAICA.—
There are many points of resemblasce betwixt
the Sepoy Muticy w Tndia, and the late sap-
guinary outbreak of the Jan.aica negroes, and as
in the case of the Sepoys, it 15 not an easy mat-
ter to determne the provoking cause. ‘The mu-
tiny of tae former was conimonly, perhaps erro-’
neously attrebuted to the greased cartridges ; that
of the negroes is inexplicable, seeing that they
had o grievance real or imaginary, to complai
of. Tbhe thirst for blood which seems iuberent,
and ineradizable in the African negro, which dls-
plays itselt in the ** grand customs” ot Dahomey
and all over the African Continent inbabited by
the true negro race, can alone account for it,
and for the fiendish cruelties exercised by the insur-
gents towards the whites, without discrimination
of age, sex, or condition. The object of the
Jamaica murderers, if definite object beyond
blood ard: pluader they bad, hke that of the wmu-
tineers in India is enveloped 10 obscurity : but
the case of the former, the chief inciters to the
diabolical work, and the most prominent actors
theremn were Protestant preachers of the Bap-
tist sect—and some of them seem to have been
men with a smattering of education. It is a
conselation to kno v that many of these sangui-
nary wretches have already mel their deserts on
the gallows; whilst of the minor fry, a number
bave received salutary admonition to behave
themselves from a vigorous application of the
cat-o nine-tails.

Ax Iuporrant DEcisioN. — At the receat session
of the Circunit Court in St, Jonn's, Mr Justice Sicotte
rendered adecision of great importaunce on that much-
vexed point in the School Law, as to the right pos-
gagsed by a non-resident proprietor in the disposition
of his school taxes. The action was brought forward
last term by the School Jommissioners of Lacolle
against Wm. Bowman, of St Valentine, The de-
fendant is the owner of property ia Lacolle parish,
on which he refused to pay taxes to the Commis-
gioners, claiming tho right to apply the amouatto
the support of the dissentient schools. The Commis-
gioners urged that ag he wa3 only a propristor and
not a resident, he was not allowéd by law the pri-
vilege of lissenting, Mr. Sicotte declared in favor
of the defendent, ruling that it is the manifest inten-
tion of the law, whetber the proprietor is oris nota
resident, that he has a rizht to dissent in the pay-
ment of his school taxes. This decision is the reverse
of that given by Judge Short, of Sherbrooke, a ghort
time since — Herald.

flect how he is to do that ; his plans, if not set down
upon paper, are doubtless gettled in his head. What
are they ? You will pot bs far wrong if you beliseve
their principal feature to be 8 multure-tax—an impost
on corn-grincing ; or, in other words, & tax upon
flour. Truly, s most important, not to say a jor-
midable resolution on the part of Signor Sella, if we
remember how very farinaceous is the food of the
lower ordera of Italians, consistiog, besides bread, of
macaroni and similac pastes in a far larger proportion
to the animal fobd consumed than is the case in most
other conctries. There is a great deal to be done in
Italy in the way of administration which wou'd have
results highly beneficial 1o the revenune. There are
taxes of which the cost of collection is so exorbitant
a8 10 be explicable only by corruption or by great
miswansgement. Others, like the jncome-tax, are
80 unequally distributed ag to give rise to the utmost
digeonteat, aca to call loudly for bett-r regulation.
But such reforms require time, and the present need
is urgent. The choice lies between another ioan at.
no very distant period or the imposition of & new tax
which sball bring a large sum into the treasury. It
geems that the multure-tax is the best Mr. Sella has
been able to devise. Doubtless he means i% to be
very productive. It would be folly to resort to so
uppopolar 8 measure except for the sake of large
results, The queastion is will it be carried, and, if
carried, cap it be collected ? Many persons donbt
that the new Chamber will pas3 it.~ Times Cor.

In ome of
those passages the Piedmontesa deputy professes to
give a conversalion he had with the Pope, in which
Pius apoke (o Lkim ag follows : —

* Fraace is profoundly Catholic,' His Holiness said
to me at Castel Gandolfo in the begianing of the
month of September,—

¢ Novwithstanding the Voltarianiam of its political
men, Prince Louis Napoleon would pot have been
elected President of the Republic if the Catholic ma-
jority bad not given him s auffraga--won by his
letter to the Apostolic Nuncio at Rome, and by the
pledges he had given to the Catholic religton. The
Prioce President could not have proclaimed himself
Emperor if the French Oatbolics had not given him
their aupport, their wotive being the attitude he had
mssumed in opposition to the revolutionary warty,
enemize of the Pope aund of religion. Nuapoleon Il
wisbes to die Emperor of the French, and to leave,
if he can, his throne to bis son  Kcowiug his coun-
try well, he knows that both those things become
very difficult if he wounds the Qatholic senti-
ments. Do you know bow leog it ia that I have left
him at liberty to depart? Sevea years ago I wrote
to him that he might Jeave Rome and Civita YVec-
chia when he pleased. Seven years ago 1 declared
to him that be waa wrong to trouble bimself about
me ; that the proteciion of Providence suffices ; but
he bhas not stirred. When Napoleon IlI. told the
Austrian Ambassador at the begioning of the month
of Japuary, 1859, that there was a little State in Italy
for the guarsntee of which the presence of two for-
eign armies was necessary, and that it might from one
moment to another be the cause of a general confla-
gration, 1 immediately wrote two lettera—oce to the
Emperor of ‘Austria, the other to the Emperor of the
French~declaring that I would not be the cause of
conflicts and the effusion ot blood ; that they had be:-
ter both withdraw their troops at once withont
troubling themselves abont me, for [ had put my
truatin God. Well, the Anstrians went, bat only
becauge they were driven away. The French have
not stirred, and will not so easily stir.'

¢ However,' I (Boggio) then said, Napoleon took o
solemn an engagement ia tbe face of Europe by the

‘Oonvention of the 15th of September that I do not
see how he can evade it - ' o

-¢Itis an engagement atlong date,’ said bis Holi-
ness, smiling; 1 have no knowledge of the 16th of
September ; it was stipulated without consulting me,
and disposes of thiogs that concern me. They left
me aside, and I continue to have nothing to do with
it.. Asofien a8 they have tried to appruach the sub
jeet, 8o often bave I. turned it off.’ I do not concern
myeelf whether they go or come ; Ileave the matter
to Providence; but, I repeat to you, the Emperor of
the French will think abont it more thap twice before
really recalling his troops.

There is a great Propaganda in favor of Protest-
antism earried on by the English jadies redident and
the Pagsaglian priesta. A new church and schools,
close to Saa Paequale bave beec opened, and
wretched children are paid to go there on the most
approved system. A few Liberala go there to spite
the Oatholic clergy, but more in the scoffing than the
praying mood, and with the best will in the world,
tbey cannot respect their new pastors, who are all
ootoriously immoral, :

In December it is probabla that all the orders will
be swept awsy and Garibaldian prieets appointed to
ail the monastic churches, At Plede grotta one
priest alone remains. The rest of the Lateran
canons were expelled in May, and the government
has twice tried to place a Liberal thers, but the po-
pulation rose at once and resisted it.

they bave full and earnest sympalhy. The Royalista,
I was told, are very much worge treated than the com-
mon criminels, but not by the soldiers who guard
them, and who are almost all young Neapolitang, —
At Messinas thers are 2,000 convicts for reaction—at
Iachia, 700, at Ventature, 300, at San Stefano, 500, at
Ancooa, 1,000, and so on, to the fearful number of
180,000, counting the relegations, penitentiaries, and
preventive prisons,

The army is apparently in a most effcciive state ; but
I kaow from iudubitable sources that it is completely
digaffected, and prepared, at least where the regi-
ments are Neapolitan, to desert en musse or turn on
their officers.

Tbe Piedmontese regiments have baen now mixed
with the recruits of other provinces, and this hes
eadly dintressed the army, a8 there nre now elements
of disaffection inevery corps. The . returp of the
Bourbons is looked for ¢ a3 the coming of the Measiah,’
ag an old soldier said to me a few days since, and
this feeling only waits & crisis which cannot ba far

Editors and others are further to be prohibited
from adding figores to the names of any persons
which would make ‘them appear to be legitimate
successors of 8 dynaasty,

RUSSIA AND POLAND.

- An Imperial decree has been issued, dated Octo-
ber 26, which ordera *he recruttment for the Russian
army {0 take place throughout the empire from the
16th of January to the 161h of February, 1866.

The pumber of soldiers required is equal to four in
every thousand of the male population.

Official accounts published in the Rossian papers
state that the Russion sieam pavy was composed to
the beginning of the presemt year of six ships of the
line, eight frigates, two iron-coated frigates, 22 cor-
veties, one clipper, three iron-caeed Latteries, 11
iron-coated gunbosts,80 barka mounted with cannon,
four yachts, 24 galliots; 70 transports, and four ligh-
terg for landing troops, being two vessels less than
the previous year. The Russian steam navy repre-
sents a force of 37,244 horses. It is armed with 2~
005 cannon, The Rusaian navy is farther composed
of the following sasiling ships :—Qne corvette, six
schooners, three tenders, i1 transports, nine yaeh!s,
two gun brigs, and 11 barks, carrying 75 guns. To
thoge must be added 14 iron-plated floating batteries
carrying 28 guns, The ships in the floating docks
and those attached to the various seaporss are not
comprged in these returns.

With the wonderful elagticity of their race Polish
patriots seem to be takiog courage agein. I.do not
know what little bird has whispered te them that
after all that bas ocenrred it is yet 100 early to say
die ; but the fact is, that, in theic opinion, a conatell~
ation of in'ernational politics more favourable to sheir
purposed than any that hes yet existedis drawing
near. A Pole, cannot help being sanguine about the
foture, though the present may be all misery and
despair. As a sure sign that the flattering dream of
their lives is obtaining mastery over their minds again
the three revolutionary papers in their native idiom
which were publishing at London, Brussels, and Zu-
rich bave been discontinned. It is slso a symptom
of the timee that the Pan-Sclavonic nationality ides,
which in Austria ig chiefly advocated by the Czechs,
bas been again and again rejected ns altogether non-
sensical by the Czas, This organ of the Polisk na-
tional aristecracy loudly asserted but a few daya ngo
that the Slavonian races have been too variously
developed in the cuurse of history to consider them-
selven us one in these modern days; and that tie
Poles in particular, even in their decline and fall,
kave no reason to render the recovery of their liber-
ties depondant on the establishment at some future
period of a united Russo-Polo-Czecho-Servo-Croato-
Bulgarian empire, Naturally enough, the severity of
the Russian authorities is not diminished by this hea.
