- Of the Changes of -the Moon.

Many perfons, underftanding that the mean time be-
tween one new Moon and another is 29 days, 12 hours,
44 minutes and a fraion, imagine that, to find the
full or quartersof the Moon, they have only to adda
half or fourth part of that time; and when they do
not find the changes marked: in the Calendar to cor-
refpond with this method, they impute it to xyfﬂdu
in the calculation of thofe changes. It is therefore,
neceffary to put them in mind, that the great inequa-

dityof the Moon’s motions renders the above rule ex-
tremely inacourate, fo that nineteen times in twenty,
it mufl fail in giving the true conjun&ion or charige.

1603, a Patent was granted to Sieur de, Monts, for an

build huts, on the 3d July 1608, and here he pafied the
wintet,—=A company of rich merchants, compo.fed of
107 perfons, was eftablithed by Patent, in 1628, for an
exclufive trade, at firft, and in 1642 acquired aright
of foil—Quebec was takcn by sir David Keith and his”
brother in 1629, but {urréndered to France by the trea-
-ty of faint Germain en Laye. The charter of this
" company was revoked 1663, and Canada was put under
the éovemment of the Company *¢ des Indes Occtden-

tales in 1664—The King, was however to govern,
till they were able.

Phlpps, with an armament from Bofton in
New England, fummoned Quebzcin 16go==The town
was canonaded and 1500 Englifh troops were landed at
la Canardiere—Sir William finding the place too ftrong
and his ammunition expended, failed on the 23 O&o-
ber for Bofton--General Hill and Admiral Sir Hovenden
Walker, with a large body of troops from England for
the attack of Quebec, entered the river st.

pofleflion of Montreal until the 8th September 1760,
when that city and the whole Province furrendered by
capitulation to General Ambherft, and which was confir-
med to Great Britain by the treaty of 1763, under
whofe dominion it.has fince continued—Gen Mont-
. gomery in the winter 1775, befieged Quebec, and when
re-inforced by General Arnold, attacked the City, by
affault on the 31t December, when the General was
defeated, himfelf killed and his two Aides de Camp.
feveral of the Provincials were killed 2nd wounded a-
mong the latter Arnold.---The blockade continued
during the winter 1776, and on the arrival of troops
from England, the fiege was raifed and the Provincials
driven out of the Province.
