chiirgiag (or tlie c.irriaKe of any good'*, wares, merchandise' or thing, or of
.Mensiiring any land, goods, materials or other thing, for the purpose of

diarging for of ascertaining the price to be paid, or the charge to be made
therefor, any weight or measure, or weighing-machine which has not been
duly inspected and stamped accordiisg to this Act, shall be guilty of an
offence against this Act; and shall, na conviction, incur a penalty of not
msN! than fifty nor lesfl than five dollars for each such offence; aud every
such unstamped weight, weighing-machine or measure so used, found in

his possession, shall, on being discovered by the inspector, or his assistant,

be I'oriieited and forthwith seixed and iiroken by him, without suit or other
imthority than this Act:

Except that the manufacturer of or dealer in weights, measures or weigh-
ing machines who has in his possession for sale any weight, measure or
weighing machine, sLall not be bound to have the same inspected and
stamped aooordiiig to tkie Act, so long as the same remain in bis raauufac-
tory or warehouse ; but no such weiglit, measure or weighing machine shall

be removed from his premises, sold or taken into use for trade without hav-
ing been inspected ami stamped:

Anj^ trader not beinc a msaufacturer of or dealer in weights, measures or
weighing machines, navin^ in his possession any unstamped weights,

If anv person forges or counterfeits any stamp used for the stamping,

Act, or wilfully increases or diminishes any weight or measure so stamped,
or ill any way alters or tampeis with any balance or weighing-machine
which liae been so stamped, so as to cause it to weigh unjustly, he shall bo
liable to a penalty of forty dollars for the first offence, and for each subse-
quent ofienee k^ shall incur a penalty of one hundred dollars and two
months iniprisonoleivt

:

Any person who knowingly uses, sells, utters, disposes of, or exposes tor

sale, any measure, weight, balance or weighing-machine, with such forged
