ST. PETERSBURG, Feb. 26.—(Can. 
Press.)—Demobilization of the Aus­
trian and Russian forces has been de­
cided upon according to information 
from a most reliable source as a re­
sult of the recent exchange of letters 
between Emperor Francis Joseph and 
the Russian emperor. The extra units 
concentrated on the respective fron­
tiers, It is stated, will be simultan­
eously withdrawn in the near future 
and the reservists disbanded.

It is understood that the details of 
this measure were discussed at a spe­
cial council, which assembled at 
Tsarskoe-Selo yesterday, under the 
presidency of Emperor Nicholas. The 
premier and the ministers of foreign 
affairs, war and marine, and the chief 
of the general staff were present.

This action coincides with the pre­
parations for the tercentenary celebra­
tion of the Romanoff dynasty, which 
it is desired to mark by peace in in­
ternational relations and good will in 
internal politics.

Ontario’s revenue Is growing by 
leaps and bounds, and Its expenditures 
are keeping pace. This fact is Indi­
cated In the public accounts for the 
fiscal year, ending Oct. 31, 1912, which 
were tabled in . ithe legislature yester­
day by Hon. I. B. Lucas. The total 
receipts for the year amount to $10,- 
042,000, and the expenditures $10,287,- 
991.59, leaving a deficit of $246,991.59. 
This deficit is owing to additional 
expenditures for divers public enter­
prises.

The accounts show that $1,603,916 
was carried forward from the fiscal 
year 1910-1911. Including the total 
receipts of slightly over ten millions, 
the gross revenue, which takelfTn pro­
ceeds from sale of property, munici­
pal debentures and bonds, and loans, 
amounts to (15,326,678.

The total of ucurrent receipts for 
the previous year amounted! to slight­
ly over eight million dollars, nçhlch 
means that Ontario took a Jump of 
two million dollars in one year.

Among the large items which built 
up such a revenue are the’ subsidies 
from the federal government, three In 
all, which amounted to $2,397,196.08. 
Frtiin the lands, forests and mines de­
partment there was an income of 
$2,900,204.74. Licenses brought $805,- 
161.48; -hydro-lectric, $181,704.84; pub­
lic Institutions, $281,244.66 ; Timiskam- 
lng and Northern Ontario Railway, 
from earnings, $510,000.

Some Big Expenses.
Among the large expenditures were: 

Civil government, or money expended 
for Salaries and contingencies in all 
the departments and branches, $680,- 
461.95, increase of about $78,000 over 
the previous year; legislation, $281,- 
426.73, an increase of $653,383.69; edu­
cation, $1,963,261.64, an increase of

stitutions, $1,313,969.48, an Increase 
of $116,243.10; agriculture. $687,503.04.

May Go Up Fifty Cents.
If the bill Introduced by J. G. An­

derson of SouthxBruce goes thru, the 
farmers of Ontario who pay In cash 
for their statute labor will In future 
find that their “cost of living” Is high­
er than in years past. According to 
the present Statute Labor Act a farm­
er can pay the municipality $1 a day 
for his statute work.

At this figure It is difficult to see 
why more farmers have not commut­
ed their statute labor. Some munici­
palities, however, say that by accept­
ing II a day from the farmer and 
hiring men to do the work on-—the 
roads, more progress is made. In 
view of Mr. Anderson’s bill, however, 
this does not appear to be the case. 
The bill provides that when a farmer 
wishes to pay for his statute labor in 
money, he shall be required to pay 
6Ï.50 a day instead of 61 a day. In 
explaining his bill Mr. Anderson said 
tnat he had received complaints from 
many municipalities in his riding to 
the effect that they could not hire 
men to do the work on the roads for 
an<y less than $1.50 a day.

During this time he hopes 
to wipe off the map much of the white 
space indicating the unexplored re­
gions of the far north.

Stefansson and his companion 
eight or ten picked men of science— 
will sail out of Esquimau, B.C., the 
latter part of May or in early June, 
on the 247 ton steqm whaler Karluck, 
barkentlne rigged, purchased fob the 
expedition by the Canadian Govern­
ment The Karluck now lies in San 
Francisco harbor. During the next ten 
days she will be overhauled and sent 
to Esquimau, where she will be fit­
ted up as a government vessel. She 
will fly the British flag, as the en­
tire cost of the expedition is to be 
borne by thes Canadian Government 
and will carry a crew of 14.

Back in Three Years.
From Esquimau the barkentlne 

will carry the party as far north as 
ice-tilled seas will permit. If the wea­
ther be fine and the winds from the, 
east they expect In September to reach 
land somewhere In the Bea.ufort Sea, 
now unexplored. There they wjll es­
tablish a base, sending the vessel back 
and remaining during the winter. But 
If western winds prevail and the Beau­
fort sea Is filled with ice, the expedi­
tion probably will land at Herschel Is­
land, remain there a week to establish 
a primary base, return to Prince Pat­
rick land, and either here or at Her­
schel Island, spend the winter. In the 
spring they will go north. They will 
return to civilization in September, 
1916. Dr. R. M. Anderson, who was 
with Stefansson on his last trip, will 
be second in command. The others 
have not been selected as yfct. .( 

Explore Million Square Miles.
A million square mites of snow and 

ice north om the American continent 
and Siberia will be explored, so far as 
possible.

Affects Manning of Ships.
Continuing, jie declared that the 

unsettled condition of the navy ques­
tion in Canada was seriously affecting 
the manning, of the Nlobe and Rain­
bow.

"The Laurier policy involves personal 
service; the government’s policy dtros 
not involve personal service.” (Ap­
plause.)

Continuing. Hon. Mr. Oiler stated 
that the government’s brand of loy­
alty was a poor one. The only true 
loyalty was the kind which Involved 
personal service, and even "sacrifice, If 
necessary.

He said tha the prime minister sup­
ported the present policy because Bou- 
rfcssa supported it. and that Bourassa 
fvtid the Nationalists opposed the Lau­
rier policy because It did not Involve 
personal service.

\Vp “I am now convinced that the up­
lifting of the morality of our people 
lies, above all and everything else, in 
educating the children, rationally and 
morally. I believe that more evil has 
been done by the squeamishness of pa­
rents who are afraid to instruct their 
children In the vital facts of life, than 
by all the other agencies of vice put 
together. I am determined to over­
come this- obstacle to our national 
morality. I have not the slightest 
hesitation in saying that the right 
way has been found at last. Thou­
sands of men have asked me why they 
were not taught the danger of vice in 
their youth, and I have had no reply 
to make to them. I Intend now, with 
God’s help, to remove this reproach 
from our land.”

"X believe that children should be 
very simply instructed in regard to 
the meaning of the relation of sex. 
The precise age must depend upon the 
development and character of the 
child. In normal circumstances a boy 
should be Instructed by his father, 
girl by her mother. The instruction 
should be put on the plainest 
most solid religious and moral ground. 
It should be given with earnestness 
and affection, and, having been given 
once, it should not be repeated, but 
left to do its work enforced by ex­
ample rather than by precept

“I do not believe in teaching the 
details of anatomy and physiology to 
children, or in giving them any in­
formation or advice, even with the 
highest moral purpose, which shall 
direct their attention constantly, or 
even frequently, to the relation of 
sex. Human nature being constitut­
ed as it is, such attention often pro­
duces the most disastrous effects in 
the way of morbid and abnormal de­
velopment.

"Much of the trouble in our modern 
civilized life comes from our false and 
unnatural way of living. Children get 
too ‘little fresh air, sunlight, cold 
water and healthy exercise; and too 
much unwholesome food, both for the 
body and for the mind, 
more sane and hygienic life, and, 
above all, we need to get back to the 
old-fashioned Idea that purity of life 
is demande^ by God, and is a duty 
that we owe to Him, as well as the 
crown of a noble manhood and wo­
manhood. It is a great misfortune 
that we have drifted away from this,

God will surely punish uncleanness.”

North Yonge street goes on Its 
merry way, making money for the 
people who got in before the present 
movement materialized, and making 
business for the real estate

Property owners In the northwest 
outskirts of the city are more than 
elated these days. Influential develop­
ments that should mean the speedy 
upbuilding of the section are confi­
dently anticipated. Prices are rising 
steadily under a very strong demand.

Some of the largest land owners, tir­
ing of waiting for the city to extend 
car service out to them, have raised 
sufficient money to build eight or ten 
miles of street car lines to serve and 
colonize the whole Egllnton avenue 
and Forest Hill district and to con­
nect up with the Toronto Railway’s 
Avenue road cars. The men behind 
the project are all landowners, who 
declare that if they get the right to 
build, the city can have the line any 
time at close to the cost of construc­
tion. They are willing to let the Qn- 
tarlo Railway Board arbitrate the pay­
ment. While running It they would 
use hydro power. The people of the 
district affected appear in favor of the 
project.

On Tuesday morning the promoters 
will take a big deputation up to the 
Ontario Legislature when the right to 
construct the road will be asked for.

The promotors declare that they are 
prepared to start the line as soon as 
they get the permission, and they 
would probably charge a three cent 
fare. They propose to run a line up 
Forest Hill road from Dunvegan road 
to Egllnton avenue, a line on Egllnton 
avenue west from Bathurst street to 
a point one mile west of Dufférln 
street, a two mile line up Bathurst 
street from Egllnton avenue, and a 
two mile line up Dufferin street from 
Egllnton avenue. v

The proposal to build this system 
has occasioned quite a movement In 
real estate along the streets mapped 
out for tracks, and has been a further 
Incentive to old belt line buying. It 
Is realized that the giving of street 
car services to the district would re­
sult In the immediate erection of hun­
dreds of homes, settling at once the 
housing problem for the factories that 
have bought up sites or Intend to lo­
cate along the old belt line. Front­
age along the O.T.R. S belt line tracks 
during the last few weeks has met 
with an unusual demand, and prices 
have naturally gone up. Some front­
age west of Dufferin street has been 
sold at $40 a foot during the week,
