_The absorbing question‘] of the day is

that of Bgypt, and there is naturally great .
anxiety felt tlnounhout. the Empire as to

the consequences ‘of the action recently

‘taken “by the British Government. It
seems to us highly desirable that the posi-

tically independent, although it was only
in 1873 that the right of maintaining
armies and concluding freaties with. for-
eign powers. was - conceded: by Torkey::
'l‘he title Khedive or King was granted in
18606, at whlch time. the annual tribuge to
the Sultans civil list was raised from*

£376,000 to £720,600, and the- succession:

to the throne was ma(le direct from fathe
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to'son. The present Khedive is the sixth
of the dynasty of Mehemet Ali, who in

1811 made himelf absolute master of the’

sountry by force of arms, and he succeed-
ed to the throne’ on the abdication of his
futher Ismail the 1Ist, in 1879, under the
pressure of the British ‘and French Gov-
ernments, then acting in perfect concord.
The debt of Egypt is close on $500,000,00,
and in 1879, soon after the abdication of
Ismail, whose extravagance had brought
his country to ruin, it was agreed that the
administration of the Government should
be carried on under the supervision of
France and Great Britain, each represent-
ed by a Controller General, invested
with great powers, as will be gathered
from the Khedive's decree of 10th No-
_vember, 1879, which is as follows :

Art. 1.° The Controllers General have full
powers of investigation into every public ser-
vice of the State, including that of the public
debt, Ministers and  all public oflicials of every
rank are bound. to furnish the Controllers or
theiragents with all documents they may think
fit 1o to require. The Minister of Finance is
bound to furnish them weekly with a statement
of -receipts and expenditure. Other adminis-
trators must furnish- the same every month,
Art. 2, The Controllers General can only be
removed from their posts by their own Govern-
ments.

the Controllers General will not take the actual

" direction of the public-service, their duties: nre
limited ut present to'enqlury control, and. sue-
veillance,  Art.- 4. “The: Oonuollurs General

regulating the relations - between Egypt
and her. creditors to be binding on all
parties concerned. In the preamble of
the decree’ it was stated “that Great Bri-
tain, France, Germany, Austria, and Italy.
had alvready declared - their acceptance of
the law of llqmdahon, and would collec-
tively x'eqnest the adhesion of the other
powers represented on the international
tribunals.

It is generally. known that Lngland
acquired during - the administration’ of
the Earl of Beaconsfield, a considerable
interest in the shares of the Suez Canal,

“but it is not improbable that the precise
“character of the acquisition may. be less

known. ' The .capital stock of the Suez
Canal Company is 400,000 shares' of ‘500
francs or .£20 sterling ‘each. Of these:
176,602 belonge tothe Khedive, but at a
gsettlement between the late Khedive and
the Company, in (869, it was ascertained

‘that he- had alienated all ‘dividends ‘on -

these sl'_xarés up to the'year 1894.. When,
therefore Great Britain, to relieve the
Khedive's necessities, ‘and also to obtain a

large interest in the Canal, purchased his

shares for nearly twenty millions of dol-
lars, it was agreed that the interest should
be paid out of the general Egyptian funds.
Great Britain has therefore a direct claim
on the revenue of Egypt for about a ‘mil-
lion -of dollars yearly. Moreover, since

inhabitants, nearly 80, 000 of which are
foreigners.. Of these latter there are
34,000 Greeks, 17,000 - French, 14,000
Itahans, 6,370 Austrians, 6,000 English,
1,100 Germans, and the remainder natives - -~
of other countries, The  demonstration
before Alexandma was obv1ously intended
to give weight to the decision of the Con-
ference' at Constantinople, which -is. still
sitting. The action, or perhaps it would
be more proper to say the inaction, of.
Turkey at this crisis, we 'do not . presume
to be able to comprehend. It seems to
have been the general desire of the Euro-
pean powers which took part in the Con-
ference, that Turkey, as the Suzeram
power, should take the lead: in putting
down the msunecmon in Egypt, but all
that is known up to the present time .js -
that the Conference has not yet come to
any decision.

- Mr. Gladstone is not only denounced; he
is misrepresented. He stated in his place
in Parliament that he could not have
anticipated such outrages as were com-
mitted in Alexandria, and tliis is distorted
into'a statement that he did no$ antiei-
pate armed resistance. [t is hardly neces-
sary to observe that Mr. Gladstone never
uttered such an absurdity. Tor armed
resistance he was prepared, but for 4 vio-
lation of the usages of all civilized nations
he was not prepared, and moreover it is
- difficult to comprehend how, if he had
been gifted with the prescience which it is
pretended he ought tohave had, he could
have taken any other course. The case
lies in a nutshell. Was Great Britain to
allow a rebel leader to erect in the very
face of her fleet, fortifications with the
object of destroying that fleet? It has
been said that there should have been an
army to suppoxb the Hleet.. There might
be some force in this allegabion if war
* had been declared, or even if it' was con-
templated.  Pending the action of the
Conference at Constantinople, Great DBri-
tain would not have been warranted in
invading Egypt, and’ even now she has
merely expressed -her readiness to sup-
press- the rebellion, either with her own
forces or concurren tly with those of other
powers. -So longas Turkey receives the
large uribute of about $4,000,000 from
. Egypt, the Buropean powers have aright
- to claim that public order will be main
tained, and that rebeliion will be sup-
pressed ; and if ‘Curkey refuses or neg lee(s
to fulfil her obligalions to the civilized
world, she must be called on 1o abdicate
her Suzerainty, and the other nations
of Burepe must supply her place. . Any
thmw more disgusting than the comments
of -the United Sbatea press on the events
in Bgypt we havenever read. Not a word
of censure is uttered against the blood-
thirsty rebel who is responsible’ for the
destruction of life and property at Alex-
andria, but Mr. Gladstone is held up to
censure because, when left in an isolated
position by France, he -confined himsell
to what were strictly measures of self-
defence and protection for the British
Mfleet, and abstained from sending an

dian crops will as usual lead to an expan-
sion of discounts and an inflation of the
currency. If concurrently with these de-
maids for bank accommodation to the
public there should be alarge withdrawal
of deposits consequent on invesiments in
buildings and lands in Manitoba and else-
where, ib is highly probable that we may
have a stringent money market before the
wintersets in. [tisreported,moreover, that
Quebec 5 per cent. loan of §1,500,000,
which is offered at par to the public is
Likely to be subscribed for by leading
financial -institutions in Canada. The
Quebec Treasurer is said to have informed
a reporter that he had received an offer
{rom England for the whole amount, but
that he had no’ doubt that it would be

taken up in Canada, in which case it will

cause a withdrawal of an equal amount of
deposits, a very doubtful benefit to the

country. It seems d‘esi‘mble ‘that those

who have large liabilities for circulation
and deposits should weigh niost carefully
the probability of early demands on them
and the  prospect of
realizing at short notice on their assets
{t is satisfactory to: be assured that the
prospects of a good harvest continue to
be favorable, and we are inclined to think
that our principal importing houses are
fully alive to the danger of exte‘nd‘ing
credits beyond legitimute bounds, ' One
of the gravest subjects for alarm is the
apparent determination of the Quebec
Provincial Government to-stimulate the
construction of railroads that are not likely
to'be remunerative, and the countenance
given to such underlakings by gentlemen
whose pastexperience, it might have been
supposed, would have led them to dis-
courage all such schemes. It isnot likely
that during a period of inflation such as
we are now passing through there will be
any tendency to indulge in gloomy fore-
bodings as to the future, but there isquite
enough to cause anxiety, and to induce
prudent men to be cautious.

WIHARF ACCO\IMODA’ 'ION,

We have noticed with regret more than
one attack on the Harbor -Commissioners

onthe subject of wharf accommodation.
The agent for the line of steamers to Brazil
complains that the consigners of goods.
by his ship have been seriously incon-
venienced, and although the Harbor Com-
missioners appear to have done all 1th’tt‘.
they could have been reasonably expected
to do to meet the public. requirements,

“there seems to be an opinion gaining

ground that the harbor ought to be ex-
tended. More than one scheme has been
ventilated for effecting this' object, but
we fear that there are insuperable ob-
stacles in the way of any immediat®
action. No proposition for carrying out
any large scheme of harbor improvement
by ajoint stock company would, we should
think, be entertained for a moment.
Whatever plan it may be deemed expe-
dient to adopt shonld be carried out by
the Harbor Board with or without the
assistance of the Government. Unfortun-
ately the Harbor Commissioners are ab
present in the position of suitors to the
Government for relief from the linbilities
whicli . their predecessors -were virtually
compelled to assume, owing to the omis-
sion of the Government to undertake the
deepening of the channel of the St. Law-
rence between Quebec and Montreal. It
is the general opinion of the citizens of
Montreal that the Government, which

“undertook to construct the - ship canals;

and to deepen the channel of the St.
Lawrence above Montreal, should have
extended its operations to the deepening

"of Lake St. Peter, and other parts of the

river above Quebec. For along time the
state of the finances was such as almost .
to preclude the hope of justice being

clone, but sueh is not the case at present,

and from, time to time vague hopes have

been held out that relief would be granted.
Even, however, if this were done, it may.
be doubted whether the Harbor Commis-
sioners could venture on undert akmvany

large scheme of harbor extension without
obtaining the assistance which has been

freely given to ports of much less import-

ance. Whatever may be - done in the
future, we fear thas it will be impossible

just at present for the Commiissioners to

provide better wharf accommodation than

circomstances have hitherto enabled them

to give. . '

THE BANK S'l“A'l‘EMEN'l‘S.

It is when a comparison is
instituted between the present year and
1881 at the same period that the increase
in' the liabilities and assets of the Banks
appears almost startling. . The total lia-
bilities in June, 1881, were a little over
$195,000,000, and in-June, 1882, they were
$1563,000, 000 an increase of $28,000,000.
The cuculn.blon is “about $6,000,000" in
excess, the Dominion deposlts %5,000,000,
and deposits from the public about $14,-
000,000. " The ordinary discounts have in-
creased by about $27,000,000, It mustbe
borne in mind that in 1881 the amount
under discount at the end of October was
about fifteen millions in excess of June,
and the circulation about nine millions in
excess, The tendency has always been
to have a coosiderable expausion aflter
harvest; and duving the marketing of the
crops; and as there is every prospect of a
good harvest, it may be expected thai
from August to October the Banks will
have to increase their discounts consider-
ably.. It may be hoped that there will be
no. large withdrawal of deposits during
that period. 'The chief feature in' the
Dominion note statement is an increase

The understanding
is, that Canadian houses can purchase in
the foreign markets, and bring their
gaads through the United States, but that
they cannot: buy in New ‘York or else-
where - from.

The trade between different natious and
between sections of the saume country is enrried
on by an exchunge of commodities, but is never
equally balanced by them ; and unless credits
are being established. the movements of coin
Aunerringly indieate on which side the balance
exists. It the United States bay of other
nations more than they sell to them, it is evi-
“dent that o balance is thus ceeated which must
ejther be settled in coin ‘or continted as a debt.
That balances between nitions should be
Prompl\y paid is the dictate of wisdom, because
by prompt payment the adverse current is
checked before the debtor nation becowes seri-
ously involved; while, on the other hand, if
they are permitted o uccumulate, they may,
when the day of payment cun nv longer be
deferred, “prove not only ‘disastrous to the
debtor, but greatly disturb’ the busiuess of the
creditor nation.. Kven with the vast increase
o gold and silver which has taken place with-
in the last gquarter of a century, the specie which
is possessed by commercinl nations is a very
incongiderable sum in. comparison with theie
foreign and dowestic properly exchanges; and
no nation eu atford o'continue a traliic which
leaves it with o hiewvy deébi 1o be pnid in the
precious metals, wiless these melals are a part
of its productions, und then only to the extent
that they are productions, -When there ure no
artificial obsineles in"the way, and balunges
between nations are promptly settied, the flow
of coin from one to the other produces but
little embarrassment to the: debior nation. The
nation that loses coin cither diminishes its pur-
chases, or, by n reduction of the prices of its
commodities which the loss oceasious, becomes
a more inviting market than before, and by
attragting purchases, reverses the current and
draws again 10 itself the coin of which it had
been deprived, . -
~ All this is well understood ; and if trade

between nations were carried on by an ex-’

chiange of produets and. a prompt pryment ot
balances 1 specie, no nation would ever
becomie indebted 1o another to an extent
serivusly to affect its prosperity.  All serious
embarrassment growing out of commercinl
intereourse between the people of difterent
nations results from failure in the prompt pay-
mient of balditnees, and the earrying forward of
these balances by extensions ot credits.

The trade between the different  sections of
the United States is subject 10 the same luws,
1f oue section, in the course of wade, becomes
i debtor to nuother, the tiilanees most be car-
ried in the form of debt—always expensive, and
genernlly dangerous to the debtur section—or
settled with money.

A Leuden Buil jor Qolden Fish.

The State Nutionn! Bank at Elizabeth, New :

Jersey, hns been the vietim of n long series
of thefts by n method as unique as it was inge-
nions. The jnstitition is one of the soundest
and most substantial in the United States, nnd
as ancient as'the Brond Street building in which
it is located; and the fact thatits employecs
hive always been trusied, and that two paying
tellers were ruined before the mystery was
solved,—even with the aid of two chicfs of
Police—is ouly calenlated the more to show
the necessity tor more than ordinary vigilance
and scrutiny on the part of bank officinls in
these times of uniqu - swindling aud orher oper-
ations, The New York Graphic. of the 12th
inst. furnishes the fullowing account of the
modus operandi : b

“ His buit and hiz cateh were a'ike unigue,
When BEdward Sherwood was puying teller of
the bauk, and was & much respected and thor-
oughly liked young man, le could not make
his seeounts balunce, nud said so to the cashier,
James Mc¢Guire, and to other officers of the bank.
On July 16,1881, he was $200 shrt; on Sep-
tember 19 he was $340 short; on November 27
he was $320 short, and on Jaunary 9 of this yesr
he was short $180, Personally respousible for
his own balances, he could not affurd to lose the
money, and said so to-the bank people, who re-
lieved him and Mr. Joseph McGrure, the buok-
keeper, a brother of the eashier, who had also
offered to resigy,  Sherwood and McG-ire had
throughout steod jogeiher at the snme desk,
and thie ensh bad been taken from time to time
from the drawer under Sherwood’s desk, and ul-
ways during business hours, since the cash was
never thiere at any other time. . .

“The place of m{ying teller was given to
Charles Halsey, who is 2 gvod man and  mem-
ber of the Gommon Gouncil, and on January 1,
just one week after. liis. predecessor's. lpss, he
wasiunable to balance his accoumts within 3480,
the largest loss of all.
