This is
the moving sequel of the conviction
secured against the husband and fa~
ther.

Yuletide Vision for s Father,

Callaghan got 60 days in jail, Judge
Vi'inrhnter was more merciful to the
prisonér than to other members of this
family. If Crown Attorney Dewart
and others who conducted the prose~
cution with such ferocity had families,
Helpless children and a delicate wite,
just as susceptible of abject torture
as Callaghan’s, this spectre of the Cal-
laghan Womocents might hover near
their family circles during the festi~
vities of the approaching holidays. Here
s the picture for them to contemplate,
as viewed yesterday by a World re-
porter;

Children Cold and Hungry,

Mre. Callaghan had just sold the car-
pet from beneath the fect of her iit-
‘-3 ones to provide a little cosl and
sufficient food to prevent the members
of the family from perishing. They are
dGtterly destitute. She is trying to de-
termine whether she shall send the two
babies to the Home for the Friendless,
find a place for the two older children
to work for their Hving and do some~

thing of the kind herself. This was
the suggestion of a .deputy sheriff, who |
was at the house eéarlier in the day,i
after discerning the hopelessness of |
thejr situation.

Her eyes were red, and the lines
where th - tears scalded thefr way down
h¢r cheeke were plain. She was not
cryjng, Later, one of the Httle girls
explained that “Mamma ecried for #0
many nights there were no tears feft.”

LA glirl of 15 gat near a table. A 7=
year-old sister leaned her head on her
arms, and a toddler of § scrambled
acrosy the room, swinging a cat by the
neck. A famlly council had evidently
been interrupted. All looked the grief
they feit.. The only ray of sunshine
wag -the prattling baby, unconscious
of the blight that had settled over the
home. This was the heartirending
spectacie in the Callaghan residence.

Overwhelmed by the Calamity,

A NEEDED PROTEST.

Whether the defections from the Lib~
eral ranks in North Renfrew are great
or small, it is the Aget that Liberals
could render no better service to the
true ipterests of thel party than 1o
eondemn the disfranchisement of the
constitpency and the unworthy appeails
that are being made to the electors.
The real strength of a4 party does not
Hie in office~holding, and party infer
ests as well as public interests are
gerved by more frequent changes than
are ususl in Canada. Thirty years, or
for that matter, fifteen years, is too long
for any party governmgnt to remain in
power, A reasonabfe combination of the
greedom of opposition with the restraint
and experience of office Is the best
training for a party.

Above all, no set of political leaders or
office~holders whould be allowed to be~
lleve that they are masters instead of
servants of tlie people. When official
insolence goes so far as to tell a con~
stituency that it will receive less than
fts share of public works unless it
elects the government nominee, it is
surely time for the people to assert

themselves, and put the public servant

in his proper place,

To the rank and file of either party,
the party complexion of the office~
holder makes little difference. The of-
fice~holder is the pald servant of all
parties, and he ought not to be allowed
to become an active partisan. There

are many good and efficlent men in the |
_Ontario service, who are satisfied to

do the public work for which they are
paid. but there are others who are {00
fond of trying to run the political ma-~
c¢hinery.

The marine weaith of the bay is g0
vast and varied that it is eamy 1o
understand why Canada vhoulﬁ be dé~
isirous of preserving it to her people
alone, Chief among the denizens of
fts waters are the mighty “bowheads’”
or Arctic whales,  These have the long~
est and finest whalebone, worth $14,-
000 a ton, and an adult bowhead will
yield 1500 pounds ‘besides the oil ob-
tained from its carcase, %o that a whale
is valued at from $12,000 to $20,000,
according to size. United Btates sta-
tistics show that during ten years the
whale fisheries of Hudson Bay realiz-
ed a total value of $1371,000 for fitty
voyages, or $27,430 per voyage. These
figures illustrate sufficiently the feeling
with which American whalemen wiil
view a proposal to expel them from the
region, for mot only would their ex-
clusion prevent their fishing in Hud-
son Bay or Strait, but it would also
debar them from access to the chan-
nels which strike north thru the terra
incognita west of Batfin Land,and which
|are now the favorite haunt of the polar
| whale. From their winter quarters at
Marble Island whalers pursue th?ir
prey every gpriig fs soon as the ice
breaks up and all thru the season until
navigation closes. Besides these black
| whales, which are sometimes 70 to 90
feet long, white whales about »4 feet
long and valuable for both hide and
oil are also found in great numbers,
one Canadian. explorer asserting that
he has “observed the surface of the
water as far as the eye could reach
from the deck of a vessel appear &n
cndulating sheet of white caused by
ivast shoals of them.”

The claim of organized labor for in=
areased wages on account of the ma~
terial advance in the coet of living has
jrompted the Employers’ Assoclation of
Toronto to gather information to prove
how far this argument holds good. 80
far it has been imposgsible to obtain
uny definite figure of the comparalivel
periods In Canada, but the statistical
branch of the Department of Agricul=
ture at Ottawa has supplied the follow=
ing interesting statistics ghowing the -
creased cost of living covering a1 period
of &n yeuars in the United States and
¥ngland.

in England, Sauerbek’s index mum=~
hers are generally taken, being the
price of forty-five commmodities in gf-n-i
eral use, The Index numpers indicats |
in England a ize in 1902 of 10 per
cemt. over 1804, of 11 per cent. over |
INOS. and of 13 per cent, over the low=
est year in the decade, 1896,

Bradstreet's index for the United
States is made up frem the prices per
pound of ninety-six articles in general
use and seomz to show an increase of
b per cent. in 1902, compared with 1893,
and of 28 per cent, in 1902, comipared
with 1806—the year of lowest record.

As Studied in US,

Recently a careful study was made
of the changes which had taken place
in the cost of living in the United Statzs
1 the working man., Two thousand
five hundred and sixty=-seven familics
were studied for the year 1901. It
was found that the average income per
family from all sources wag £827, and
the average expenditure $708.54. The
average prices for the ten year period
(1890—1899) were taken at 100, For
the year 1893 the figure came, but|
104.4, for 1806; 95.5 (Joweston the rz-|
cord), and 110.9 for 1902. This mode of !
calculating gave the advance in the |
cost of food in 1902 as 109 per cent.
