No
longer: would it be possible for John
to marry Jame simply because he con-
sidered her ‘the ,only..girl.” Science
would have them -mumbered, their
good and bad qualities tabulated that
Mr. County Clerk might at a glance
sce whether or no their marriage was,
scientifically, to be desired. Love
would play but a minor part in the
union of the future were this plan to
be adopted.

The world numbers, according to the
assistant secretary, would serve to
join genealogies into one numerical
system so that all relationships could
be traced. Whether or not this would
suit the soclally ambitious nouveau
riche with plebian ancestors is another
matter. It would at all events prove
e harder matter to manufacture an
aristocratic “family tree” if the enter-
iprising searcher of genealogies were
compelled to confine himself to nu-
merals rather than to the unmcertain
spelling of illiterates . which may be!

Was Limited—Water Wasted
Thawing Pipes. e

In regard to the report that Earls-
court residents would wait upon the
city engincer Saturday morning as a re-
sult of the poor water pressure avalil-
able for fighting the fatal fire in that
district Friday, Deputy Engineer Fel-
lowes stated that it ‘'was impossible to
have provided higher pressure as the
capacity of the high-level pumping sta-
tion was limited to one hundred pounds.
He was inclined to think too that the
onus was with the parents in leaving
their children alone with nobody to see
that they were kept out of mischier.

Asked as to whether tiiere was any
improvement in the general water sup-
ply he said there was little or no
change, as the people were still consum
ing between fifty-two and fifty-three
million gallons daily as the result of
running the water to prevent pipes
from freezing.

Mr. Fellowes is strongly in favor cf

' the meter systemn of supplying water,

on the ground that the residents, rath-
er than resort to letting water run to
prevent freezing, would take the less
ex.pensive method of having their pipes
rroperly protected.

Another great Indian Prince is the
Rao of Kutch, and as he is the Indian
Potentate wih whom I am best &c-
quainted, his position can be precisely
deﬁned, He is a sovereign monarch,
and among those of his subjects who
Speak English—a very small number,
by the way, his highness is usually re-
ferred to as “the King of Kutch.” And
this is no misnomer. The Rao-Sahib
of Kutch exercises all the attributes
of a monarch. Hp rules with the as-

surance of a despot. Hoe is an island
king, whose country can only be reach-

ed by sea for the greater part of the
year. The Rann of Kutch, which shuts
the country, off from the mainland of
India, is dry for three months in each
year, but it can only be crossed by
camels, as it is a salt desert.
Fortified Cities. .

His highness has his palace high up
on the top of a hill, within the embat-
tled walls of a furtified city. To enter
this city one must pass thru great
gates and over the drawbridges of a

splendid lake. In fact, the City of|

Bhuj, of which probably ;nine-tenths
of those who read these’ lines have
never heard, is i wonderful walled
stronghold, capable of housing all the
people of Kutch in time of war, and
which, even to-day, would be a hard
nut to crack for the soldiers of the
king-emperor. if ever the day came
that Britain found herself seriously at
loggerheads with the Kutchi sovereign.
A white man is almost a rara avis
within the walls of Bhuj, and when T
drove thru the city in one of the rao-
sahib’s carriages, to pay a ceremonial
call upon his highness, the natives
gazed at their monarch’s guest in open-
eyed amazement.

He has beneath him a great feudal no-
bility, all of them rulers of their own

quota of men for the defense of their
island country. One of these feudator-
tes of Kutch is no less famous a sports-
man than our old friend Ranjitsinghi.
| Not many pcople are aware that when
he was placed upon the gaidi of Jam-
nugger; he was not recognized as jam-
sahib of his state until he had paid his
liege visit to the palace of his highness
the Rao of Kutch, and done homage to
his feudal lord. Yet not until the rao
has presented the jam with his robe of
office, 'and the huge curved sword
which marks his princely rank among
the rajahs of India, was the popular
Rafjitsinghie admitted to the gadi of
Nawanugger—as it 1s more generally
krown in England—by his own people.

A Petite Durbar, -

A durbar at the palace of Kutch,
| when all the feudatories come to pay
their tribute to the Kutchi king, is a
wonderful sight. They are animated
by the most consummate loyalty to
- thelr rajah. Their ignorance of Eng-
land and its king-emperor is almost
complete. Thero are no rallways in
Kutch, as the rao is supposed to have
a dislike to anything 'in the way of
western progress.. At any rate, the
utter powerlessness of the British raj
in his country has becn manifested for
many years in a distinctly humiliat-
ing measure by the refusal of the rao-
sahib to allow the Bombay govern-
mwent to run the projected railway from
Sind to Bombay thru his country. The

also mints his own coins, and ap-
points his own judges to his own law
‘courts, in which 1o Britisher ever
appears. He makes his own laws, ad-
ministers his customs, and collects his

every sense of the word.

Not all the Maharajahs of India are
teiritorial govereigns liks his highness
of Kutch, b1t tha:e who are have the
same sove powers, and the Brit-
ith resident ¥rho presumes to interfere
with the internal affairs of any state
in India, except in so far as they re-
late to other states, is quickly reward-
ed with a spell of “long leave,” and a
job a thousand miles from his former
activities.

I
am informed that they purchased about
20,000 horses 'believing that reciprocity
would be passed and these horses are

mow coming into the Northwest. Many
of these horses are sajd to be drivep:
over by way of the Wood Mountaln !
Sask., without any 'duty at all being
paid on them.

They are also shipping in a lot of
gnares and stallions, saying that they
are registered, and when the papers
ere looked into they do not correspond
with the horses at all, they are marked
differently and are older; and they
have brought in a lot of diseased horses.
and they are having a lot of trouble
in that country. We have men here
who tell us that they know this to be
absolutely correct. .

'‘REMOUNTS IN FRANCE:

Nine Million Doliars to Be Spent by
the Government This Year,

A correspondent writes:

Notwithstanding all the efforts that
have been made to encourage horse-
breeding in France, it is surprising to

learn that there is still ‘the prospect
of a shortage of horses for military
purposes. Thirteen years ago an an-
nual credit of $240,000 was considered
sfficlent for remounts, but this has
since been considerably increased, and
the government is to be ask this
year to provide 45 million francs
(which is equivalent to a sum of $9,-
000,000), in order to place things on a
firmer basis. Horses are still being
bought from Ireland and other coun-
tries, as many of the French farmers
do not find it sufficiently profitable to
keep mares and maintain their produce
for four years, notwithstanding the
advantages offered to  them by the
government in the matter of stallions.
It is the aim of the minister .of agri-
culture to have all horses for the
French army bred in France, and so
make the army independent of outside
assistance in case of war.
- A-High Standard,

Thanks to the state patronage of
racing, the standard of the horses now
bred in the country is particularly
high, and the French cavalry will com-

 pare favorably with any in Europe. A

“groupe hippique’” has been formed in
the French parliament, the members
from Normany and Britttany taking

an active part in it. This group will
agitate for augmenting the price atj‘
present paid to farmers, which is $240°
for approved four-year-olds. They say .

the government should take over, the
horses at three years of age, and
should pay at least $260 a head. More-
over. 4 premium of 10 per cent. on the
purchase price should be paid to the
actual breeder of the horse, no matter

 from whom it may be bought. This is

a cut at the middlemen, for at the
present time farmers, being short of
money, often dispose of their foals and
yearlings for a trifling sum to a horse
dealer, who maintains them until the
requisite age. The ministers of war
and agriculture are called upon to
combine with a view to encourdge the
horse breeders of the country, and
when the estimates. for this year comeé
before parliament, I expect We shall
have a very animated discussion.

: HISTORY

Derby and St. Leger Winners
~ That Have Been Ridden as
Hacks—A Reminiscence of a
Descendant of Cromwell's
- Sir Harry Vane.

The late Duke of Westminster once
rode the great Ormonde in Rotten
Row, says the London Sporting Times,
and was said to have been the only
man who had ever ridden a horse of
that distinction in such a manner. He
was not. A St. Leger winner over a
hundred years ago was ridden In
Rotten Row by his owmer. Te Lon-
donderry family got most of ' their
money and all their coals' from Sir
Harry Vansz, whose horse, Cockfighter
won the St. Leser of 1709, and the
Cup at the same meeting. In
“Raike’s Diary” reference to this
sporting Baronet:— “Saturday,
May 21, 1837. Lord and Lady
Londonderry have left Paris for
London. Her father, Sir Harry Vane

Tempest, from whom she inherited all
the Winyard property, was one of the
handsomest men of his time, but one
of the handest livers. He married the
Countess of Antrim, and heifess to the
|Glenarm property in Ireland, which,
added to hiz own income, rendered
him one of the richest commoners in
England. He was a very expensive
man, fond of hunting, ocock-fighting,
and the turf, but not addicted to play.
He once attracted great notorlety in
Hyde Park on a . racehorse who
in the preceding week had won for him
the St. Leger Stakes at Doncaster of
immense value. He was a good-natur-
ed man, tho not of refined manner, as
may be inferred from the bet svhich.
he once made with Hervey Aston,
that he would knock down the first
man that came into the stand at New-

In those days there still = existed
among the men of fashion some ves-
tige of the wild outrages of the Mo-
hawks, as they were justly termed.

Eventually,
Mr. Hill decided to give Moorhen a fur-
ther chance of proving herself at the
stud, and after much animadversion
decided that Isonomy, then standing at
a fee of 100 guineas, should be her
mate. His enterprise met wth a fitting
reward, for in the spring of 1884 Moor-
hen threw a wonderfully fine foal,
which as a yearling held out much
promise.
