ThisNEW YORK, Sept. 5—A Havana speci­
al to the Herald says that a movement,

out them the industries of the island and 
ite egrieufltore most perish. One of t'he 
chief efforts of the Cuban congress was to 
attract immigration, the expenses of fam­
ilies smlisiiiii to settle here being paid,by 
the public treasury which was especially 
active in inducing workmen to borne from 
Spain because the best harvest is the en­
ormous sugar crop.

Fully a thousand, it ia said, of these 
immigrants are preparing to go back 
home. This report was practically con­
firmed at the office of the Hamburg-Am­
erican tine whose steamship San Juan 
will on Wednesday carry nearly 300 of 
these men to Coruna. It is said that pas­
sages have been «old to many others and 
that the outgoing ships will he filled to 
their utmost capacity for some time. 
This is at very serious blow to the pros­
perity of the island.

In other 
words they discount the next two yearn 
There are others, and not a few who re­
gard the average as fairly measuring na­
tional prosperity and as several points 
below the level which would represent a 
fair capitalization of the business of the 
next two years. Amid this diversity of 
tongues the cautious trader will be apt to 
take his chances ameng, eQ@ritief, whtoh 
manifestly have not shared to an equitable 
degree in the prosperity of the properties 
they represent.

To the professional eye, however, the 
outlook is tolerably satisfactory; and a 
speedy resumption of the activity of the 
early part of last week is expected.

Vancouver, B. C., Sept. 4—Punctual to 
the very minute the “overseas” mail steam­
ed into the Vancouver depot this morn­
ing precisely when due, 3,070 miles from 
Quebec by the route it traversed and an 
hour later the steamer Empress of China 
flying the red and white house flag of the 
C. P. R. fleet cast off and with favoring 
breeze started out on the voyage across 
the broad Pacific.

While a little lees than half of the en­
tire distance between both countries and 
the little British possession at the south­
ern part of the China Sea, it is true, has 
only been covered, there is small room 
for doubt that the great feat before this 
Empress of Pacific will be accomplished. 
From Liverpool to Quebec via Belle Isle 
is 2,633 knots approximately, or 3,009 land 
miles. As the Empress of Ireland is the 
first Canadian Pacific 'ahip to use this route 
on the new mail schedule no comparisons 
can be drawn as all the beet previous pas­
sages have been made between Liverpool 
or Moville and Rimouski. It is 4,283 knots 
from Vancouver to Yokohama or in land 
language 4,895 miles and from Yokohama 
to Hong Kong via the ports of Kotseaa, 
Nagasaki and Shanghai at which the C. ! 
P. R. steamers call 1,988 knots or say 2,275 
miles. The Empress of China has there­
fore to cover the distance between Van­
couver and Hong Kong, 6.271 knots or 
7,160 miles, in eighteen and a half days.

In Vermont the Indepen dent-Democrat­
ic, or the Clement-Democratic, fusion 
movement is declared by its friends to be 
a revolt against machine rule—the quarry 
entrenched machine of the Proctors, fa­
ther and eon. hi the- nomination of 
Fletcher Proctor for governor, the fusion- 
ists see the awful prospect of Vermont's 
becoming as much a heritage of the Proc­
tors as Pennsylvania ever was of the Cam­
erons.

The reaJly good showing made by Per­
th val W. Clement in the three-cornered 
campaign of four yeans ago pointed to 
his candidacy as tihe -welcome straw at 
whidh Vermont Democrats are always 
ready to catdh. A ‘fusion’ that appears to 
be rather a case of adoption started a 
campaign which from the first has been 
largely one of personalities. The Repub­
licans ‘stood pat’ on everything, on the 
record of every state and county official, 
on every law ever enacted by a succession 
of wise Republican legislatures, and on 
the public life and characters of the two 
Proctors. Mr. Clement's choice of issue# 
seems to have been controlled by a per- 
veree fate, for every specific charge he 
has launched against the Republican 
regime has -been so satisfactorily answer­
ed as to cover the author. with ridicule, 
and win for him the n«$me of ‘flimflam- 
mer’ and ‘arch defamer of our good 
state.’ His graft charges resulted in his 
own investigator, who inspected the books 
of the state auditor, declaring, ‘I find no 
evidence of dishonesty or -extravagance,’ 
•while at the eleventh hour his charges 
that the state was selling diseased beef 
were found to rest upon affidavits lacking 
'both definiteness and probability.

Finally in answer to Mr. Clement's 
charge that Vermont has -been standing 
stilll for the past fifty years, comes a bit 
of ‘Federal interference’ in the shape of 
a bulletin of the Census Bureau, which 
shows that during the past five years 
Vermont has led all the New England 
states in percentage of increase of capit­
al invested in manufactures, and in per­
centage of increase in the number of 
■wage-earners employed. Not all the ill- 
luck has attended Mr. Clement’s charges, 
however, for the story of his sale of 
the Rutland Railway to Dr. W. Seward 
Webb at a fictitious price was proved 
to be so entirely groundless that it was 
publicly retracted by Republican press 
and speakers alike. Indeed the despotism 
of the Proctors has -been of such a benev­
olent stamp, a-nd ithe distressed patriotism 
of Mr. Clement of such futile sort,.that 
we can scarcely expect the lesson of to­
morrow in Vermont to teach us a great 
"deal as to the faite in store for other self- 
satisfied stand-pat communities next Nov­
ember.

Interest in the result in Maine next 
week will be increased by the Republican 
victory in Vermont yesterday.

IN RUSSIA
The conditions in Russia since the dis­

solution of the Douma have proved that 
without a parliament of some kind the 
country cannot be pacified. The situation 
appears to ibe very well summed up by a 
New York paper as follows:

“The scheme for the distribution of the 
appanage lands would presumably have 
been welcomed two years ago; today it 
appears to make little impression. Sim­
ilarly, before the closing of the univer­
sities and higher schools had scattered the 
natural leaders of revolt throughout the 
empire, to proceed against agrarian agi­
tators through the police might have been 
an effective policy; today wholesale ar­
rests in the provinces will do about as 
much to avert revolution as a popgun to 
frighten wolves on the steppes. For, a 
manly attitude towards a desperate un­
dertaking Premier Stolypin deserves all 
credit. But it becomes week by week 
more evident that without the Duma 
nothing can be done. From hated hands 
favors may indeed be received, but never 
contentment; and Russia is apparently 
in the position of hâting the forces that 
move the hands of the Czar. But no 
remedy except that provided by th 
tional assembly is likely eveh to have 
a trial. The time has passed when con- 
cessicyi can satisfy qr recession terrify. 
It is not erven certain that a travailing 
nation would obey its own parliament; 
yet that still appears fo offer a chance 
for an orderly solution. Every other 
way anarchy seems to lie.”

The identification of the murdered man 
was made by three persons who are con­
nected with the Seamen’s Baptist bethel 
at 332 Hanover etreet. They are John 
Wdéh, no relative of the murdered man, 
who is called the seamen’s millenary; 
Bemsrd Johnson, sexton of the bethd, and 
a sailor named Gustavos Almgrcn.

FIRE IN tANGEVIN BLOCK
OTTAWA, Sept. 5—(Special)The Lange- 

vin departmental block caught fire last 
evening but the blaze was soon extin­
guished. ’

The Langevin departmental block Jhas a 
political history.

A question now arises which must be 
dealt with. Granted that episcopacy 
dates from apostolic times. But is it of 
such vital importance that it cannot be 
surrendered to the exigencies of Christian 
union? And, again, is there any certain 
warranty from Holy Scripture that any 
of the apostles consecrated bufhops 
separate order? To both these questions 
we enter an emphatic yes! If there were 
no other passage than ray text that would 
be an all-stificient answer. But let us 
briefly refer to other passages:

(a). Acts i. 20: "And his bishoprick'let 
another take.” I am aiwwre that an alter­
native word found in the margin and re­
vised version is "overseer.” 
due respect, I maintain that “overseer’’ is, 
not an English synonym, or a true equiva­
lent of Bie original. The Greek word is 
episkopen, which gives lis the word epis­
copate. Let us substitute this word for 
bishoprick and overseer, and then we dhall 
better see its significance. “And his- 
episcopate let another take.” This was 
gaid by an apostle, Peter, of an apostle, 
•Tudas. a ibad, wicked apostle, doJbtlesa, 
but still an apostle. The date of this ap­
plication of the word to the higher order, 
ordained by Christ Himself, was A. D. 34.

Wilfrid, the Saxon. Colman based the ar­
gument for the whole Keltic church, Irish, 
Scotch, British, on St. Columba of Iona, 
back to St. John the Divine.

Kink Edwy de­
cided jn favor of Wilfrid and against Col- 
man. The reason for his decision would 
be considered most ridiculous by my hear­
ers, But that is not my, argu­
ment. The point is: the Gael refers to St. 
Columba' and St. John, the Roman refera 
to St. Augustine and SI, Peter and St. 
Paul. St. Columba was St. Patrick’s dis­
ciple, and held the’ usagés and customs as 
received from St. Patrick, which were con­
trary to those of St. Atigustméy who had 
been sent to England by the pope. Need 
I Bay more?

n. St. Patrick and the early Irish 
church were Catholic. They accepted the 
Apostles’ and Nicene Creeds as .extant in 
their day. They had the three-fold minis­
try in their church. They used a Liturgy 
and wore vestments. They held the us­
ages and customs and doctrines as deliver­
ed by St. John to the Ephesian church 
(and such as we may reasonably conclude 
prevailed largely in the seven churches of 
Asia), such as St. Polycarp claims he re­
ceived from the beloved disciple. They 
were never accused of heresy or schism, 
except by certain of the popes of Home, 
■Adrian IV., for example. ■ Thus they were 
Catholics, but not Roman.

IH. St. Patrick and the early Irish 
church were apostolic. It is worthy of 
note that the apostolic succession is traced, 
not through Rome to St. Peter and St. 
Paul, but through Ephesus to St. John 
and St. Philip. The most celebrated ^ii*- 
ciple of St. John was Polycarp, who 
ceeded him in Ephesian episcopate, 
carp’s most eminent disciple wae Iren eus, 
who became Bishop of Lyons in Gaul. Not 
far removed from St. Ireneus was St. Mar­
tin of Tours. St. Martin's sister, Con­
ch essa, was St. Patrick’s" mother. His 
father, Calpurnius, was a deacon, and his 
grandfather, Potitus, a priest, . We are 
assured by Ireneus that he delivered the 
customs and usages to the Gallic church 
as he had received them from St. Poly­
carp. A bishop of that Gallic church, St. 
Germanus, from whom the town of St. 
Germans, on the confines of Devon and 
Cornwall, is named, was the 'conesorator 
of St. Patrick, who was sent by the church 
in Gaul to take the oversight of the church 
in Ireland. (I may here remark that there 
Were Christians in Ireland and England 
long anterior to St. Patrick). But St. 
Columba, a disciple of St. Patrick, was the 
founder of the great college and monas­
tery of Iona, an island to the north of 
Scotland. From Iona and Cornwall, Chrii-
