WORLD SHORTAGE

Ten Countries In Northern
Hemisphere Produce
12 Per Cent Less

ORONTO, Nov. 5~Due to a com-

bination of adverse conditions, tn-

favorable weather for the growing crop
in the spring, and fall blight, rot and
early frosts, bringing about a greatly
reduced - production, potatoes today
reached the crowning price of $3.25
for a 90-pound bag, and still mounting,
compared with last year’s value of &
cents a bag.

In 1920 housewives paid between §6
and 87 a bag. Whether they will be
called upon to pay this price, again,

before the next crop arrives, remains !

to be seen. Dealers are very cautio
and “have nothing 1o say.

SUPPLY 1S SHORT.

The fact of the whole matter is that
the supply of potatoes this year, is
short, not only in Canada, but in the
United States, and in many other
countries. An estimate of the produc-
tion of 10 countries in the Northern
Hemisphere places the yield at 877,-
488,000 hupdredweight, against 482,-
952,000 for the same countries in 1924,
and an average for the five years 1919-
28, of 410,215,000 hundredweight. The
American crop is placed at 211,960,000
hundredweight against 272,870,000 last

year.
SMALLEST ON RECORD.

The Canadian crop of 41,258:000
hundredweight is believed to be the
smallest on record, and compares with
a harvert of 56,648,000 hundredweight
a year ago, and a five year average of
66,258,000. Old timers in the potato
trade say that such a situation as ex-
ists at present, has not prevailed since
the year 1869.

It is stated that the upturn in values
wus due in the first place to the oper-
ations of United States buyers and not
to the purchases of Canadian dealers.
At the close of one week, at the be-
ginning of last month, potato brokers
were working hard to effect sales at
90 cents to $1 per bag. By Tuesday
of the next week, the situation had so
changed that commission men, instead
of having to work to find a buyer, were
scouting around the country trying to
buy carloads lots ready for immediate
shipment.

MAY BE WORSE.

Indications are that there will be
very little easing in the situation, but
rather the reverse. In ordinary years,
prices moved upwards in the spring,
when supplies in the warehouses were
becoming depleted and bad roads
handicapped the farmers in market-
ing their surplus supplies. This year,
however, the shortage has occurred
early. What the result will be, time
alone will decide. In 1920, when the
price reached $7 a bag, with no indi-
cations of a halt, Toronto housewives
took the matter into their own hands,
and inaugurated an unofficial boycott
with some material effect in causing a
collapse of the market.

BUYING BRISK.

ST. CATHARINES, Ont., Nov. 5—
A raid is being made on Lincoln coun-
ty potatoes by American buyers this
weck. Several carloads have been
hought and shipped to Buffalo and
other points in New York state. The
farmers have secured $2.25 per bag, a
slight advance on the local wholesale
price.

HALIFAX PRICES.

HALIFAX, Nov. 5—The price of a
90-pound bag of potatoes in Halifax
this morning ranged from $2.25 to $2.75
according to quality.

NEW GRAND EALLS
SCHEME IS. HINTED

Development Planned by Group
of Corporations, Says Globe
Story

(The Saint John Globe)

The Royal Securities Co. and the
Montreal . Engineering Cd. are inter-
ested in a new proposal for develop-
ment of the Grand - Falls, according to
a report from Moncton. ‘The scheme
is, it is alleged, to have the develop-
ment carried out by a group of cor-
porations, including the International
Paper Co., the Frasers and other big
North Shore lumber concerns. Plans
for the work provide, it is said, for a
smaller development than was laid
out by Dr. H. G. Acres, eminent hy-
draulic expert, who was consulting
engineer to the Veniot government,
the Moncton story relates. It is ar-
gued on the other hand that a saving
in initial cost would be attained, but
there is the objection that a smaller
canal would limit the flow of water
and would entail construction of an
additional canal should it be decided
later to attempt to take advantage of
the maximum possibilities of the
Grand Falls.

The latest proposal would involve
development under private .corpora-
tions who would take for their own
use a certain amount of power and
would sell the balance for general con-
sumption.

The presence in Saint John for sev-
eral days of W. C. Pitfield, formerly
of this city, and now vice-president of
the Royal Securities Corporation,
Montreal, lends some color to the
Moncton report. It is further sup-
ported by the fact that Colonel Allen
and D. Stairs, of the Montreal Engi-
neering Co., were also here. Mr.
Stairs is reported from Fredericton to
have inspected the Grand Falls,

Since the Grand Falls is the only
first class hydro possibility in the
Maritimes, there is keen interest in
suggestions which relate to that great
water power, and rumors and reports
have been current in this province and
in Montreal which indicate that the
Grand Falls has not been lost
of. There appears to be some di
tion to limit the proposed develop
to water. obtainable from Canadi
territory. ;

SOME TEACHERS DECLARED TOO FUSSY

Text Books, Home Study and Schools and Sport Provide
Interesting Material in Addresses Given at
the County Institute.

RITICISM of school teachers who in their desire for uniformity make un-
reasonable demands on pupils in the matter of exercise books, pencils, pencil
boxes, etc, was voiced by Dr. W. S. Carter, Fredericton, Chief Superintendent
of Education for New Brunswick, in his address this morning before the open-
ing session of the Saint John County Teachers’ Institute here in the High School

assembly room,

“I can heartily sympathize with
teachers who want some system in|
their work,” Dr. Carter said, “but
sometimes this borders on fussiness
and makes our schools unpopular and
brings our department into disrepute
over a matter which they have little
control. Certain teachers want a cer-
tain exercise book, of a certain color,
and some have even gone so far as to
demand that a year’s supply be pur-
chased. This is wrong, and I hope
no one of you present does any of these
things.”

MORE THAN 250 THERE.

The attendance at this morning’s
session was one of the largest in years,
there being more than 250 present. One
of the outstanding features was an
exceedingly practical address by the
president, E. J. Alexander, who in a
vivid manner brought before the
teachers their responsibilities in the
great profession t6 which they be-
longed. A short address was given by
Inspector George J. Marr, while the
' gession concluded with the reading of
an interesting paper by Miss Dorothy
Norwood on the question of sports in
schools.

This afternoon, Fletcher Peacock,
head of the local vocational school, will
be the chief speaker, followed by
arithmetic classes, conducted by Miss
Catherine Farle, Miss Genevieve Dever
and Reverdy Steeves. Tomorrow
morning Dr. George J. Trueman, presi-
dent of the Mount Allison University,
will speak on “Intelligence Tests.”

PRESIDENT’S ADDRESS,

E. J. Alexander, president of the
institute, said the institute provided
a needed opportunity efiox"tetu:hers t(f)
discuss the many-sided Qplgua of
their work and to keepﬁhu# from |
getting into a rut. It stimulated their
minds, renewed interest and enthusi-
asm.

The speaker canvassed reasons why
they took up the téaching professicn,
and said: “Trudy those who enter
upon and continue teaching from the
standpoint of money and social stand-
ing must become filled with bitierness
and envy which is sure to find an va-
just vent on the innocent children.
Most of us. I hope, entered into and
continue in the profession of teaching
because in it we can best serve human-
jty in a calling which is -second to
none. Our work is two-fold, namely,
to impart knowledge and io develop
character.” .

THE ALPHABET.

The teacher, because imparting
knowledge became so commonplace,
was apt to lose sight of the import-
ance of what he taught. - He instanced
the alphabet, which he said was the
greatest invention in the world, not
excluding modern wonders. It was
greater than all the battles ever fought
and more important for civilization
than all the constitutions ever written.
Teach a child how to read and write
and wonderful possibilities were his.
The speaker thought spelling was not
so well mastered as of old, and said this
was a pity, but was due in part to
overcrowding of the curriculum. The
old spelling matches and pride in spell-
ing might well be revived. So, too, one
of the greatest assets a boy could ac-
quire for saccess in life was the ability
to write well. v

As to mathematics, he said, this was
perhaps the best subject for develop-
ing the thinking and reasoning powers,
‘but addition, multiplication, subtrac-
tion and division formed the most
pructical and impertant part of it.

AS TO SPECIALIZATION.

The age was described as material-
istic, and people criticized subjects not
labelled with the dollar sign. They
forgot that dreamers had produced the
best things in life; that there was a
realm of the soul and mind, They
said to let a boy specialize, but was
every boy, or parent even, qualified to
judge what was best to select? He
advised matriculation before they
specialized. He spoke for a golden
mean between the classical extreme of
the Middle Ages and the dollars-and-
cents extreme of the present, stressing
the essentials, reading, writing, spelling,
grammar and arithmetic, without
negleting those other subjects that
" proadened and deepened life.

«  ATTITUDE OF TEACHER.

The teacher failed unless the pupil
was taught to think, reason and form
correct decisions from his own ob-
gervations. The teacher who regarded
teaching as a necessary evil to provide
money for food and lodging as well as
for pleasure could never be satisfled
or have real love gor the work. To
such a teacher children were noisy,
troublesome or positively disagreeable.
They might secure order, obedience
and grind out, or in, a certain amount
of knowledge, but offences were liable
to cause lost control of temper ex-

ressed by a shout or by the stamp-]

g of a foot. Such not only weak-
ened the teacher’s control and lessened
the pupils’ respect for the teacher, but
was imitated by the children.

This class of teacher became embit-
tered as the years went by when he
compared his modest income with the
apparent wealth of classmates. Benefit-
ing by experience he might win a repu-

ward yrith dread to entering his class
room.

HOME STUDY.

\ These teachers were likely to give
unnecessary and unreasonable imposi-
tions. Lessons, too, were likely to be
too long for conscientious pupils, some
of whom would read the dictionary
backwards if told to by an unreason-
able teacher. He did not advocate

abolishing home study, and, among
reasons, gave this as one of the few
restrictions placed on the overcrowded
programme of pleasure of the youth of
this self-indulgent age. He advised
that the teacher know how long it
took pupils to do  thelr home tasks.
Most parents did not object to home
study, but resented lessons so long that
they must teach the lesson while the
teacher heard it. Shorter lessons
taught and exacted were better and
fairer than longer ones simply given
and heard. Teachers were paid to
teach and not to be armchair critics.

Turning to the other side, Mr. Alex-
ander said the teacher should have a
real interest in and love for the pupils.
Personality exerted a subtle influence.
He must inculcate a due respect for
law and order. He must keep the
moral atmosphere clean and invigor-
ating. He must cultivate a pleasant
manner in his teaching. He could not
be idle or allow his pugﬂs to be so. He
must always be a student.

ENCOURAGING.

In this latter respect he said the
signs were encouraging. More teachers
than ever were securing their Gram-
mar school licenses. He thought it
falr there should be a movement to
give the Grammar school government
grant to all who hold that license and
did High school work. Increasing
numbers were thking summer courses.

The teaching profession, he said, was
being overcrowded in all provinces in
Canada. ~

THE CHILD'S PLEA.

In closing, Mr.. Alexander spoke for
the pupils, especially the little ones
most molded and influenced for good or
bad by the personality of the teacher.
He set forth the viewpoint of the
teacher as follows: “I come to you
expecting to love and be loved. In the
early grades I expect to be mothered
a little and not to be treated ds if I
was always in the way. I am full of
energy and réstless and can’t keep still
like grown-ups, but will do my best if
you are only patient, fair and kind.
My parents think' I am wonderfully
clever, and you think I am stupid, but
please give me a chance. Please-don’t
make me a control monitor to spy on
other little children and tell tales.”

Too much self-denial and humanity
could not be put into teaching, Mr.
Alexander said. There should be co-
operation with the parents. The
pupils should be sent forth with a
thorough knowledge of essentials and
with their loyalty to and faith in the
teachers of the county unshaken. He
suggested adoption of the slogan often
heard from the children’s lips, “Play
fair.”

Touching on the importance of teach-
ing, he referred to the eulogy of ' Presi-
dent Coolidge, who said that teaching
underlays all business, ail professions,
all services to the state, supported them
and made them efficient, and that a
teacher left upon the pupil a mark
which lasted for all time.

INSPECTOR MARR

Following the presidential address,
Inspector George J. Marr was called
on. He complimented the president on
his very excellent address and said he
hoped some time would be given to the
discussion of the problems of the un-
graded schools in the country. He urged
country teachers to give their very best
to their pupils as the best was sure to
come back to them. “The greatest re-
ward in a teacher’s life,” he said, “is
to have a scholar come back and say
that the teacher has helped him or
her in life work.” He urged all teach-
ers to take advantage of every oppor-
tunity to better fit themsleves for their
work, particularly through books and
articles on the profession.

DR. W. S. CARTER

Before introducing Dr. Carter, the
president took occasion to express re-
gret that Dr. H. S. Bridges, who for
s0 many years had been one of the
outstanding figures in education in the
province, was still confined to his home
through illness and would be unable
to attend. “He asked me to tell you,
however,” said Mr. Alexander, “that
he would be with you in spirit.”

Chief Superintendent Carter referred
in complimentary terms to the large
attendance. In former years, he assert-
ed, the Saint John County Institute
was the best-attended and probably
the most important in the provinces
and while today it was largely-attend-
ed, its importance had relatively de-
reased through the tremendous growth
of the other county institutes, particu-
larly Westmoreland, which had 250
teachers at the recent meeting in Monc-
ton. Albert county furnished 50 for
that meeting. Part of every week since
September, he said, he had spent at-
tending institutes and so far as attend-
ance went, he had never seen it better.
The local county institute, he felt,
lagged behind when it came to secur-

tation of being good teachers, but chil-
dren, especiallly littte ones, looked for-

ing outside speakers for their meetings.
Moncton, he-pointed out, had a Harv-

ard man and Charles G. D. Robertsl
on their program.

Taking up the matter of textbooks,
Dr. Carter said he was there to confess
that a great many changes were needed.
Some five years ago Dr. Bridges and he
had gone to Halifax and there con-
ferred with Nova Scotia and P. E. L
officlals respecting uniformity in this
matter. Only slight progress had been
made. Just recently he had advocated
changes to the Board of Education and
while they had been favorably received,
the opinion was expressed that New
Brunswick should get in touch with the
other Maritime Provinces. 8Since the
last meeting, he sald, the Government
had instituted free distribution of text
books to the junior grades. Thig was a
step in the right direction and he look-
ed forward to the time when it would
be on a larger scale.

SOME COMPLAINTS.

He: sald -he had received complaints
regarding the arbitrariness of teachers
on the matter of textbooks, exercise
books, etc. One man who had several
children in different! grades complained
that he had been compelled to buy
separate geographies for each child.
When he went-to school, Dr. Carter
sald, geographles wére as high as they
are today and he belonged to a large
family. *“‘One geography suited us,” he
remarked. Teachers, he said, should
not make unreasonable demands along
this line and he criticised teachers who
were fussy in thig respect. In conclus-
ion, he referred briefly to book agents
and warned his hearers not to believe
any canvass that certain lines had been
endorsed- by the Board of Educatton.
Dr. Carter wag loudly applauded on re-
suming his seat.

President Alexander, referring to Dr.
Carter’'s remark th at some outslide
speakers should be brought in, said that
if the institute wanted something like
this at the next meeting, it would be
necessary to rwovide the funds. The
fee now was 25 cents—the same as- it
was in 1875, he said, and he expressed
the opinion it should be raised to at
least 50 cenmts. ;

It should always
be borne in mind, however, that over-
indulgence in sports-was as harmful as
intemperance in eating and drinking
and no part of the physical macaine
should be overstrained.

Of late years the education world
had come to realize that “play is not
trivial, it is serious and fraught with
deep meaning” and that no better place
to encourage it than in the schools of
the land could be found. The child
expressed itself more fully in play and
play actually helped work. Play should
be directed in order for the child to get
the most from it. s

All playing should be Hygienip, cor-
rective, educative and recreative, and
the teacher should enter as fully as
possible into the spirit of the game.

TEACHES GOOD LESSON.

Nothing could more quickly teach
the children the lesson of being good
losers and the almost more difficult
lesson of being good winners than par-
ticipation in games.

The spirit of sports was the spirit of
joyfulness, alertness and optimism,
which all loved to see in others and all
educators were agreed that the chief
purpose of education was the acquir-
ing of an alertness of mind and right
mental habits.

By having organized play the burden
of the teacher was lessened, with bet-
ter results. There were better fellow-
ship, -health and school spirit and the
pupil went ‘more willing to school.

In closing she expressed the hope
that every boy and girl in Saint John
City and County might enjoy the privi-
leges of organized play and sport.

THE LAST

Scientific Students To Get
Training As They Work

FRONTIER

: By DAVID DIETZ.
AN ATTEMPT to provide closer
contact and co-operation between
the college world and the world of
industry has resulted in the adoption
of a new plan by the Massachusetts
Institute of Technology, one of the
world’s leading scientific schools.

A selected group of students who

have finished two years of the regular
course in electrical -engineering will
be transferred to New York city,
where they will be placed on the pay-
roll of the American Telephone and
Telegraph Co.
. Instructors from Cambridge will
conduct classes for them in the eve-
nings. But during the daytime, they
will be under the direction of the tele-
phone company’s executives and ex-
pected to earn their day’s pay by doing
a day’s work. As soon as a student
learns one job thoroughly, he will be
shifted to another. Thus the students
will be continuously learning something
new as well as doing useful work.

The students will spend half of the
eight months of the school year in New
York and the other half in Cambridge.

The following year they will do special
research in the Bell Telephone labora-
tories.

Because of the advanced nature of
the work and the heavy demands which
it will make, these students upon
\graduation will be awarded the degree
of master of science as well as the de-
gree of bachelm; o£ sc'imce.

SHORTLY after the first of the
coming year, the new Hall of
Reptile and Amphibjan Life will be
opened in the American Museum of
Natural History in New York.

This exhibit, which was started un-
der the direction of the late Mary C.
Dickerson, is said to be the finest of
its kind in the world.

It will contain artistic and striking-
ly life-like groups of various reptiles
posed among duplications of their nat-
ural living places.

A display of the great reptilian mon-
sters, the iguanas, discovered by Wil-
liam Beebe on the Island of Galapagos,
will be included.

“The latest official returns having
made it apparent that as a result
of the general election held on Oct.

. 29, no one of the participating poll-

tical parties would of itself have &
clear majority in the House of Com-
mons when parliament assembles, it
became my duty as Prime Minister to
acquaint His Excellency, the Gover-
nor-General with the situation and to
advise His Excellency as to the
course which should be pursued.
After several Interviews with His
Excellency at which the position
brought about by the recent general
election was fully discussed and all
alterntaives presented, I have taken
the responsibility of advising His
Excellency to summon parliament for
the earliest practicable date in order
to ascertain the attitude of the par-
llamentary representatives towards
the very important question raised
by the numerical position of the re-
spective political parties. His Ex-
cellency has been pleased to accept
this advice.

DUTY TO MEET HOUSE.

“After careful consideration of the
constitutional precedents and their
bearing upon the situation which has
arisen as a result of the general elec-
tion, the cabinet decided unanimously
this afternoon that it was their con-
stitutional duty to ‘meet parliament at
the earliest possible moment, regard
being had for the legal requirements
with respect to the time necessary for
the return of the writs and the official
gazetting of the members who have
been elected. ;

“In the interval until parliament as-
sembles it is the intention of the Gov-
ernment to refrain from making ap-
pointments beyond such as are essen-
tial for the proper carrying on of the
public business. :

THREE COURSES OPEN.

“In the present situation there are
three possible courses of procedure
each of which has been carefully con-
sidered by the cabinet.

«1—That His Excellency be asked to
grant an immediate dissolution of par-
llament.

Parliament will be called at the earliest

“2—That His Excellency be asked to
call upon the leader of the largest po-
urical group to form a government.

“3_That His Excellency be asked'to
summon parliament at the earliest
practical date for the purpose aformen-
tioned.

SHUNS NEW APPEAL SOON.

“With respect to an immediate dis-
solution, it was felt that it was not in
the interests of the country to occasion
the turmoil and expense of another gen-
eral election until at least parliament
had been summoned and the people’s
representatives in parliament had been
afforded an opportunity of giving ex-
pression to their views.

“With respect to the leader of the
political party having the largest defi-
nite number in the House of Commons
being called upon to form an adminis-
tration, the cabinet holds the view that
responsible self-government in Canada
rests upon the principle.that the ma-
jorlty are entitled to govern, the major-
ity so understood meaning not the po-
litical party or group having the largest
number of members, but the majority
as determined by the duly elected rep-
resentatives of the people in parlia-
ment. Far from indicating that Mr.

Meighen is in. position to command a |-

majority in the newly elected House of
Commons, the results of the election
appear clearly to indicate that he is
not in such a position. I am not aware
of any precedent in Great Britain or
Canada of recommending before parlia-
ment meets thht the leader of a party
not commanding a clear majority in the
House of Commons should be called
upon to form a government.

PROCEDURE WARRANTED.

“To summon Parliament and to al-
low the House of Commons to disclose
its attitude upon division is the pro-
cedure by constitutional precedent and
by the present circumstances.

“To take any other course would be
to fail to recognize the supreme right
of the people to govern themselves in
the manner which the constitution has
provided, namely expressing their will
through their duly elected representa-
tives in Parliament and in accordance
witl}’ recognized parliamentary prac-
tice. ! i

CONSERVATIVE
AND LIBERAL

OTEATE LD

Senator David Tells Way for

Ending Injurious
Situation

ONTREAL, Nov. 4—In an

article written specially for
the French language newspaper
*“La Patrie,” Senator, the Hon.
L. O. David, discusses the pres-
ent political situation and ‘de-
clares there is a feeling in cer-
tain quarters that sooner or later
an ‘‘entente’”’. between Liberal
and Conservative elements will
be necessary in order to put an
end to ‘‘a political and national
situation injurious to peace and
harmony which is now more
than ever necessary for the
country.”

Senator David continues: “But there
are two questions in particular that
will render this entente difficult—high
protection and extreme imperialism.
Who is the man or men sufficiently
strong to give effect to un entente on

these two questions, and to make the
interest of Canada above all the basis

* of this understanding that will be ac-

ceptable to the majority.”
DRAWS PARALLEL.

Hon. Mr. David draws a parallel be-
tween the present “impasse” and the
days of 1840 when Lafontaine and
Baldwin “succeeded in obtaining a
majority in Upper and Lower Canada
to assure the triumph of the great prin-
ciple of ministerial responsibility.” It
was, however, the Senator continues,
easler to effect an understanding on
this principle than to do so on mat-
ters affecting the financial and national
sentiments of the two provinces.

MEIGHEN FEARED.

“It is certain,” Hon. Mr. David pro-
ceeds, “that in the province of Quebec
the fear of the extreme imperialism of
Mr. Meighen has had a greater effect
than protection. That is what [ my-
gelf have foreseen and pronounced, and
for this I have been criticised.

“The province of Quebec has not for-
gotten the sufferings, the humiliations,
the unjust treatment and the tyranni-
cal legislation of which it was the vic-
tim during the late war, legislation, the
responsibility for which it attributes
to Mr. Meighen. The disastrous con-
sequences of this war, the debt and
the financial transactions from which
the country is suffering so cruelly, and
the imprudent declarations of Mr.
Meighen at the time of the Greco-Turk
trouble were not of a nature to modify
these sentiments or to calm these fears
that are also discreetly shared by a
large number of our Anglo-Saxon
compatriots.

«And then the nomination of a com-
ission charged with studying the
question of protection and of report-
fng upon industries that need to be
protected against foreign competition
has prevented this question from pro-
ducing the effect that was hoped in
certain industrial centres, the effect
that it produced in the province of
Ontarlo.

“In Ontario the electors were farti-
cularly influenced by the fear of the
government’s policy on the tariff ques-
tion, by our participation in imperial
wars and by the domination of Quebec.
And it under the same conditions there
was another general election, tne diver-

gence of opinion and the sentiments of
the electors would be the same, as also
would the result—tnless the English
provinces align themselves against the
Province of Quebec; a possible danger
and one that has been feared for a long
time.

“An alliance, then, of the best ele-
ments to avold this danger and give to
the country peace and the wise and
patriotic policy of which it stands so
much in need, becomes necessary. But
again, the entente offers serious diffi-
culties, hard to surmount, and where
are the men who will undertake_ to.
conquer them, men whose patriotism
will rise above the spirit of party, who
will be guided by the supreme interest
of Canada, and who will act?”

Twins, that is boxes containing two
cheese, sold at 23.4 cents a pound and
triplets, those holding three, brought
23.9 cents a pound. this is a much
higher price than was paid at the clos-
ing meeting last year, when the prices
were about 17 cents a pound.

The production for the year has been
considerably better than it was in 1924
and the farmers have made a worth-
while gain from this department of
agriculture.

; Immigration Report

. Emigration, Immigration and Afrif
cplture—These three matters so vital
t6 the Maritimes, are so inseparably
isterdependent that it seemed logical to

brace them in one report. Taken
sgether, they constitute one great prob-
lem of singularly intricate and far-
mching economic significance of which

y the more outstanding aspects can
be touched. However, in the time at
our disposal, our endeavor will be to
drive home the gravity of the whole
Maritime situation; the deplorable con-
séquences of emigration upon agricul-
tural and commercial wellbeing, and
the dire and urgent need for an early
and emphatic application of the one
and only effective remedy—Immigra-
tion.

“At this point, it is well to say that
any figures used here are based upon
strictly officlal statistics specially pre-
pared by the Dominion Bureau of Sta-
tistics, Ottawa, so that they are just
as. accurate as is humanly possible.

MORE FARMS DESERTED.

“Deserted Farms—The increase in
the number of deserted farms furnishes
a reliable indication-of our agricultural
health. Therefore, it may interest to
mention that the farms deserted in
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick dur-
ing the ten years, 1911 to 1921, repre-
sented an area of one thousand, two
hundred-and-fifty-nine (1,259) square
miles. This equals three or four good-
siged counties in Great Britain. The
exact figures as given on page 17, Bul-
letin 11, sixth census of Canada, are
430 square miles for New Brunswick,
and 839 for Nova Scotia. Prince Ed-
whard Island showed a small gain.

#Consumption and Production—Let
us now proceed to a second startling
cireumstance: It is, that the con-
sumption of agricultural products in
both Nova Bcotla and New Bruns-
wick, very seriously exceeds their pro-
duction.

other provinces, but which our own
farms should and could win if they
would. The whole circumstance repre-
sents an economic leakage of singularly
undesirable character, one feature of
which is a marked increase in the cost
of foods.

“Then, according to Ottawa statistics
we find that New Brunswick produces
but 500 cases of canned fruits and vege-
tables, while her consumption is esti-
mated at about 100,000 cases annually,
most of which is imported from other
provinces of the Dominion.

FURTHER INMPORTS.

“In addition, we annually import
about' 8,100,440 lbs of oatmeal, and
some 338,061 barrels of flour, to say
nothing of many other food commodi-
ties which might and should be pro-
duced in our own beautiful, fertile
province; indeed it seems perfectly safe
to state that the economic leakage in
question may easily approximate a
total value of seven or eight million
dollars each year for New Brunswick
alone; while certain statistics compiled
by Mr. E. A. Saunders, of the Halifax
Board of Trade, indicate that a very
similar condition exists in our splendid
Sister Province of Nova Scotia. Une
fortunately, we have no data covering
the Garden of the Gulf.

“From the foregoing, you will agree
that the basic industry of agriculture
is not flourishing in the Maritimes, and,
it Is, of course, the merest platitude to
add that there never yet was a truly
prosperous state in which agriculture
languished. But, can you imagine the
wide prosperity which - would result
from adequate Maritime production of
agricultural products for Maritime
consumption? Think also how such
prosperity would be further augmented
did the Maritimes produce—in addition
to their own consumption—a substan-
tial exportable surplus of such pro-
;iucts. This possibility will be touched
ater.

RESULTS OF PRODUCTION.

“Now, as numerous examples prove
that farming operations can be and are
profitably conducted in the Maritimes,
it would therefore seem indisputable
that were Maritime farmers producing
sufficient for Maritime consumption, at
least three results of incalculable value
would follow: /

(1) Our farmers would be much
more prosperous, and, consequently,
more contented. The urge tq leave
the farm would lose its presert po-

tency. 3

(2) The greater prosperity of our
farmers would be reflected upon the
commercial and all other sections
with the result that the Maritimes
would be able to provide employment
for their young men and women who

now find same beyond our borders.

(8) The Maritime Provinces them-
selves would then assume an attrac-
tiveness to the immigrant which they
certainly do not now possess.

“Unfortunately, it is only too easy
to collect and ttter the foregoing dis-
quieting facts which, in a very vague
and indefinite measure, are- generally
recognized. But, let us not forget for
a moment that such disquieting facts
are merely effects, and must, on no
account, be mistaken for causes.
Therefore, our real problem is to de-
termine, if we can, the causes respon-
sible for such deplorable effects so that
we may then proceed to devise prac-
tical remedies for their removal or
modification—and, such, indeed, is the
sincere purpose of this report.

CUMULATIVE AND COMPLEX.

“Now, in the first place, it would

cumulative and complex. They have
gathered form and force with the pass-
ing of many years; and, in character
they comprise a number of far from
simple or sclf-evident factors. Prob-
ably, the simplest of such factors
would seem to be:

“That, for many years, there has
been a drastic exodus of good and
chiefly young people from the farms
of the ritimes. These have been
tragically bled of thetr youth,
strength and skill; and, there has
been absolutely no blood transfusion
in the form of immigration for the
replenishment of this appalling drain.
From this fundamental fact our trou-
ble has grown and spread.
“Naturally and inevitably, as the re-

sult of this long and unreplenished
drain, otir country is run down. Could
it possibly do otherwise? Was there
ever any country that could hope to
withstand, ccaselessly, over a prolonged
period, and wholly without replenish-
ment, the loss of tens of thousands of
the veritable crcam of its rural popu-
lation? That our present situation is

 inot infinitely worse Is, perhaps, the

ultimate demonstration of the inher-
ent strength and wonder of our three
splendid provinces.

EXODUS FROM COUNTRY.

“At this point, and so that we may
truly grasp the reality of this exodus,
may I say that, on 8lst QOctober, in
response to our query, Dr. S. A. Cud-
more, Buresu of Statistics, Ottawa,
wired stating that the normal, natdral
population increase, in a perfod of ten

years, should be between 18 and 19
per cent. Let us take the lower figure

“Thus, during the 20 years, 1901-
1921, and without allowing for a single
newcomer, our natural increase alone
should have given the Marjtimes 244,-
409 more people than they actually had,
according to the census of 1921—and,
244,409 people represent just 63 per
cent. of the present popilation of the
Province of New Brunswick. There-
fore, in terming our exodus a very
tragic circumstance, ,we are unlikely to
be accused of exaggeration.

MOVEMENT FROM LAND.

“Now, it is well to mention that the
exodus from the land—particuatly after
the second ' generation thereon—is a
natural and inevitable circumstance.
For instance, about 85 per cent. of the
prominent business and professional
men of the United States were born
upon farms. Normally, however, new-
comers fill the places of those who
leave the land, so that the balance is
not too seriously disturbed. In. our
case, however, as already mentioned, it
has been all give and no get. There
has been no replenishment and no really
serlous effort pit forth to that end.
As a result, our farms have for long
been greviously undermanned. Hence
the consumption of these provinces so
heavily exceeds their agricultural pro-
duction—because, being undermanned,
our farms are largely working on one
cylinder. This circumstance, as al-
ready stated, throws dark and far-
reaching shadows upon every concely-
able bread-winning activity in the
Maritimes.

FARM LABOR PROBLEM.

“Qf course, the farmers of our prov-
inces, like most farmers elsewhere, for-
merly depended materially upon the
labor of their sons and datghters,
which—by the way—was never a very
serious item of expense. And, when
their sons and daughters sought other
spheres of activity, it was apparent
that many farmers could not accom-
modate themselves to the new order of
things requiring the payment of the
going wages to hired help. Thus, many
of them simply did what they, of them-
selves, could accomplish on the land,
and left the rest undone. The produc-
tivity of the farm was permitted to
dwindle; and with it dwindled the
prosperity and contentment of the
farmer.

“As years passed, the sitnation be-
came more aggravated and acute, until
many who had awakened to their real
need for hired help found themselves—
rightly or wrongly—unable to pay for
same.

“Meantime, discouragement took root
and steadily grew and spread with the
passing of years. Too many of our
good people lost heart; lost initiative
and enterprise; lost faith in their land.
Such -desirable qualities gave place to
worried discontent or apathetic resig-
nation.

“Nor is such discouragement restrict-
ed by any means to our agriculturists.
On the contrary, it has infected our
people as a whole. It is epidemic in
the Maritimes; and, it seems to find its
most obvious symptom in the chroni-
cally negative attitude which we all
seem to-instictively assume toward our
own fegtile, rich and beautiful prov-
inces—their actualities, potentialities
and possibilities.

“This, however, is not at all surpris-
ing; for, did we require a pronounced
demonstration of the kindergarten
economic triism that agriculture is the
basis of wealth, surely, it most glar-
ingly confronts us of the Maritimes.
In this connection, we do not hesitate
to state without fear of intelligent con-
tradiction, that we shall never be right
auntil our agriculture once more pros-

pers.
RESURRECTION REQUIRED.

“What the Maritimes now require in
the direct and most imperative sense
is a complete and thoroughgoing agri-
cultural resurrection. If the farmers
of any country are discouraged, so are
its people in every other line—for,
agriculfure and commerce are insepar-
ably interdependent. The prosperity
or adversity of the former is reflected
upon the latter with the certainty of
night following day. It is becailse our
agriculture languishes that our com-
merce—its economic complement—can-
not hope to provide attractive employ-
ment for our young men and women
who are thus compelled to seek a live-
lihood beyond our borders—young men
and women whom we have carefully
and expensively educated. The serious-
ness of this point warrants its present
repetition.

“One other reference to hired help:
In order to win a moderate income
for himself, the average business man
has to pay out for his hired help a
sum. that is frequently much larger
than his net income. Nevertheless, it
is only by paying out so much in wages
that he can attain a livelihood for him-
self. In a material sense, this princi-
ple applies to the farmer also; for, it is
reasonable to assume that his employ-
ment of hired help will increase the
productivity of the farm.

SYMPATHY WITH FARMER

“Now, it must not be, for one mo-
ment, assumed that this report is
critically unsympathetic toward the
farmer. It is precisely and very sin-
cerely the reverse; for, every thinking
man realizes that the farmer has long
contended with more difficult and
distracting problems than seem to
have inflicted themselves upon any
other section of the community. The
aim of this report is to simply, dis-
passionately and as accurately as pos-
sible, locate and diagnose the causes
responsible for the agricultural effects
so seriously withholding the progress
and prosperity of the Maritimes,—and,
in this effort, it seemed prudent to un-
hesitatingly face facts however unin-
viting.

“It has already been submitted that
the fundamental cause of our trouble is
the long, steady, unreplenished exodus
from our farms,—an cxodus largely
due to the strenuous Western immigra-
tion efforts of Dominion Governments,
toward the cost of which—by the bit-
ter irony of circumstances—we faith-
fully contributed our full quota of
cost, thus helping, and through long
years continuing to help along the
destruction of our supreme natural as-
set—our agricultural life.

NEW BLOOD IS REMEDY

“And, what is the remedy?
Obviously, the remedy is new
blood,—good, new blood, and just
as much of it as can be induced to
freely flow in upon our farms.
But, toward this crying need, we
ourselves must act and achieve.
The task can not, must not be left

to others as it has been for so long

with such disastrous consequences.

Hitherto, we have done lots of

telking;—but, do we now possess

on this or the other side a proper-
ly functioning organization for the
securing and placlx{g of agricul-
tural newcomers? e venture to
say without fear of contradiction
that did a hundred good agricul-
tural immigrants land in Saint

John at any time, we would ex-

perience considerable embarrass-

meat in knowing what to do with
them and where to place them.

Organization is what we have not

had and must have; organization

at both ends; on this side and on
the other. ;

“To secure the needed new blood for
the farms of the Maritimes demands
the active adoption of an intensive,
practical immigration policy which
must be extended without interruption
for a good many years. This will cost
a lot of money; but, if we, ourselves,
cannot provide that money—then, we
positively must get it elsewhere. Per-
haps, because of what we have suf-
fered through the immigration effort
of the Dominion Government on be-
half of the West, special consideration
of our case might be forthcoming from
Ottawa. At any rate, the time is past
for us to argue that this thing can not
be done. Rather must we determine
that it absolutely must no longer re-
main undone;—and, surely, experience
has demonstrated time and again that
no problem, be it ever so seemingly in-
superable, can for long withhold its so-
lution from a few earnest, patriotic
men. The problem of peopling our
splendid farm lands is not insuperable,
—provided we tackle it with all the
earnestness of our hearts and souls;
and, in this connection, the following
quotation from Carlyle’s French Revo-
lution appeals as peculiarly apt: ‘Dear-
ly beloved brother blockheads of man-
kind, let us close those wide mouths
of ours; let cease shrieking, and be-
gin considering.’ \

MOST BEAUTIFUL IN CANADA

“Qurs are certainly the most beauti+
ful provinces of the Dominion, and,
perhaps, the richest. They would
seem to possess all the potentlalities of
intense prosperity; but, we must do
our share. Whatever our freight rate
disabilities may be with regard to the
marketing of our industrial products
in Upper Canada, there can be no ques-
tion as to our very outstanding
freight rate advantage over Upper and
Western . Canada on the export of
stock and agricultural products. For
instance, it costs the farmers of Sas-
katchewan $2.48Y; per 100 lbs. export
rate, to bring butter from Regina to
Saint John harbor, for shipment to the
Old Country. Yet, these Saskatchewan
farmers last year made 82,833,902 lbs.
of butter valued at $8,744,250, a large
proportion of which was exported to a
number of couptries, some six and-a-
half million pounds going to Great
Britain. The other Prairie Provinces
are achieving similar export success.

“When we grasp our splendid freight
rate advantage for the export of farm
products to the yawning markets of
the Old Country and elséwhere, is it
not reasonable to contend that these
Maritime. Provinces might be and
should be the veritable Denmark of
Canada, if not of North America?
Surely, we have every possible induce-
ment to raise the right kind of pro-
duce in the right way and to standard-
ize and pack it honestly. The oppor-
tunity is ours. The failure to grasp it
earnestly and energetically will be ours
also.

“In conclusion, it is well to add. that,
this reportis submitted with all ‘diffi-
dence .and with every deference to the
views of others. Should the opinions
it expresses seem unduly emphatic to
some, or ill-founded to others, the
hope is that, at least, it may be accept-
ed as an honést and sincere attempt to
deal frankly with a profoundly serious
matter.”

Economic Report

The following political and economic
report was presented this afternoon:

“In accordance with your request,
this committee has been considering the
political and economic status of the
Maritime Provinces as a portion-of the
Dominion of Canada, and beg to sub-
mit the following report:

“With reference to our political status
in the Dominion, this has mainly to
do with the matter of representation
in Parliament and after due considera-
tion of the subject, our conclusion is
that the amendment to the British
North America Act made in 1915 pro-
vides the only safeguard that is prac-
ticable against an undue reduction to
our ‘representation in the House of
Commons. By that amendment it was
provided that “notwithstanding any-
thing in the said act to the contrary,
a province shall always be entitled to
a number of members in the House
of Commons not less than the number
of Senators representing such province.”
Therefore as it is provided by the same
act that Nova Scotia and New Bruns-
wick shall each be entitled to ten
Senators and Prince Edward Island to
four, the number of our representatives
in the Commons, under existing legis-
lation, can never fall below those
figures. Were it not-for some limita-
tion such as that provided in the B. N,
A. Act and representation was allowed
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to Increase throughout the Dominion
in the same proportion to population
as at time of Confederation, the num-
ber of representatives would increase
so rapidly that it would be necessary
to build new Houses of Parliament
every ten years or .so to provide ac-
commodation for them.

WERE LED TO HOPE.

“At time of Confederation, we were
Jed to hope that any loss of trade we
might sustain in one direction would
be compensated for by the trade to be
developed between ourselves and the
more populous provinces of the new
Dominfon. The trade which has been
developed in that direction, however,
has proved to be of a very one-sided
character. The Provinces of Ontario
and Quebec produce, with the excep-
tion of coal, the same things that we
produce, only, in greater abundance;
and, even if that were not the case,
the cost of land transportation over
the long distance which separates us,
has proved practically prohibitive as
-to shipment of our products westward.

“Whatever may be the differences of
opinion with regard to the economic
policy of the Dominion, the various
provinces of the Dominion are banded
together, for better or for worse, as one
nation in the British Empire Common-
wealth of Nations, and we should en-
deavor to work together in harmony
recognizing the right of the majority
to rule and endeavoring to so harmon-
ige our various local interests that each
part will profit by the advancement of
the others and that all will share in the
common good.

FINANCIAL CLAIMS.

“Much has been written and said
with regard to the financial arrange-
ments between the Maritime Pro-
vinces and the Dominion Government.
Claims have been put forward by Pro-
vincial Governments and individual
members of Parliament on various
grounds for a larger share of the Do-
minion révenues. It has been claimed,
for instance:—

“A_—That the framers of the British
North American Act having deputed
to the Provinces certain functions of
Government, and having at the same
time deprived them of important
sources of revenue, the intention was
to give to each province such_share of
the general revenue as would adequate-
ly provide for properly carrying on
those functions of government assign-
ed to them. That the cost of adminis-
tering provinclal government service
has increased in a manner that in
1867 it was impossible to foresee that
this increase in cost of public service
has been in greater ratio than the In-
crease in population upon which sub-

An all round increase of
subsidies could only result in increas-
ed taxation by the Dominion Gov-
ernment to provide the additional rev-
enue required, to which the Maritime
Provinces would, perhaps, contribute in
greater proportion than others if, as
commonly surmised, our consumption
per capita of imported Commodities is
greater than that of other Provinces.
The effect would be to remove to &
certain further extent, the direct con-
trol of the people over the revenue and
expenditure of their Provincial Gov-
ernments and to that extent would be
detrimental.

MORE SUBSIDIES PLANNED.

“B—Increased subsidies have been
claimed for the Maritime Provinces in
consequence of their proprietory in-
terest in lands acquired by the Domin-
jon of Canada subsequent to Confed-
eration. In 1870 when the Confedera-
tion, the immense outlying area of
British North America known as
Prince Rupert's Land was acquired
by purchase, the Maritime Provinces,
of course, contributing their due pro-
portion of the Kurchase price. A large
proportion of this territory was handed
over to Ontarlo and Quebec when the
boundaries of these Provinces were ex-
tended in 1868 and 1912, Out of a
further portion of the acquired ter-
ritory the provinces of Manitoba,
Alberta and Saskatchewan were form-
ed, but the Dominion Government re-
tained the ownership and control of
the western lands, with the exception
that certain blocks were granted to
each of the Western Provinces the
revenue from which was to be devoted
to educational purposes. In this the
Dominion Government copied the ac-
tion of the United States under similar
circumstances, but did not further fol-
low the example of the Republic in
giving & the older States, which could
not receive accessions of territory, an
interest in the sale of Federal lands
equivalent to the actual land grants
made to the New States. Situated as
they were in the Dominion of Canada
the Maritime Provinces could not re-
ceive any accesgions of territory, but
they have not been given any financial
:auivdent to the land grants. made to

«proyinces: Eved ir’the case of
the Western Provinces, the lands are
not actually turned over to the prov-
inces but control of the sale is retain-
ed by the Dominion Government and
the provinces are credited with the
proceeds of sales. A capital sum is
thus accumulating to the credit of each
province upon which the Dominion
Government pays to the Province in-
terest at the rate of five per cent. per
annum. It would not be possible within
the compass of this report to explain
all the arguments for increased sub-
sidy to the Maritime Provinces put
