Journal from Caracas, Venezuela, says:
“The cabinet held a protracted session
vesterday. It was devoted exclusively
to the consideration of the treaty which
has been agreed upon by Secretary Ol-
ney and Lord Salisbury for the arbitra-
tion of the Guiana boundary dispute.
At the close of the meeting it wds an-
novnced that the ecabinet has formally
accepted ‘the treaty, subject to ratifica-
tion by congress. That body’ does not
meet in regular session until February,
but it not improbable that it ‘will be
specially called to act on this matter
of rejection reposed in it by the consti
tutional prerogative. But the action of
the cabinet renders it all but ecertain
that the agreement will be ratified. The
press and public generally are adverse
to the treaty.

“If ‘Anything were .required to con’
vince the people of Europe and Am-
erica that China is still, despite her de-
feat by Japan and all the talk about re-
form, pretty much the same: old China
as- when her sovereign patronizingly
complimented George the Third on his

tion, but at-the same time felt con-
strained to deny him the privileges he
sought, two recent events would seem
te be sufficient. The first of these is
the humiliation and punishment of ILi
Hung Chang for trespassing in Imper-
ial precincts. This aged Chinese offi-
cial, after attending as one of the most
distinguished and remark\able guests,
the coronation of the Czar, hobnobbing
with some of the greatest men of the
present céntury, and being for several
morths actually the chief public figure
on iwo continents, returns home to be
deprived. of his honor.and.mulcted of a
sum of money, fined because of what
to Western eyes is nothing more than
a trifling /breach of etiquette. - What
substantiality can there he in the pro-
mises or even in the hopes of Li Hung
CEang 1f he is liable at any moment to
be despoiled of power and influence for
the inadvertant contravention of a
court reogulation?- The second event
that should possess significance for the
Westerner is the attempt of the Chinese
nminister in Lcndon to abduct,—doubt-
iess with the view of dealing satisfac-
torily with him in China—a Chines - doc-
tor mamed Sun Yat Sin, who appears
tc have been connected with, if he was
not himself the leader of the con-
spiracy discovered last year at Canton.
It is difficult to understand how Sir
Halliday Maecartney, the foreign ad-
viger of the Chinese legation, could have
approved of such g measure. It is pro-
batle that he did not; more than pro-
habie *hat the Chincse officials . kopt
him. completely in the dark. In either
case—whether the Chinese cooly ignor-
ed his protests, or deliberately left him
in ignorance—Sir Halliday Macartney
appears to have been subjected to =
putblic - affront. There are not many
Britishers, we imagine, who will sSyni-
pathize with him should it prove that
his Chinese employers have so treaiod.
him, for h> has often im the discharce
of his ‘duties been instrimental in ad-
vancing Chinese at the expense of those
of Great Britain. Passing by the for-
eign adviser, however, public opinion in
the Occident' will probably view the
high handéd action of the leghtion as

an apt illustration of that comibinatién '

of arroganée and ignorance which has

been s0 often attributed to Chinese of-'

ficials. The two occurrences combined

AIR MOTORS FOR CARRIAGES,

For several months past experiments
have been conducted at the American
Wheelock Engine Company’s works in
South - Worcester upon an air motor
adapted to use upon: hackney carriages,
heavy wagons and private vehicles
These experiments and the work upon
the motors have been carried on entirely,
independently of that on the compressed
air street car motors now building there
for the Metropolitan Traction Company
of New York. It is understood that the
Metropolitan Traction Company is in
no way interested in the motor carriages
although some of the individual stock-
holders of the traetion company have
been to a certain extent concerned with
the experimental work. Like the motors
for street cars, secrecy has been main-
tained in the experimental work in con-
nection with the motor carriage, and no
one, oufside ‘the works and only a few
connected “with the establishment have
becn aléwed to mote the progressrmade.
The work has all been in charge of an
expert New York engineer, who has
himself done most of the designing and
devising incidental to the application of
an air motor to an ordinary vehicle.

The carriage has had several trial trips
in the yard, but not until last week was
it taken upon the street and the public
given an opportunity to witness it. They,
were not invited, even then. The car-
riage in general appearance much re-
sembles “the ordinary four-wheeled ve-
hicle, ‘excepting for some experimentai
machinery visible underneath the body
of the carriage. Its first appearance
was made Friday afternoon, when it
was subjected to a trial trip on lex-}{
avenue, and from every indication it
worked satisfactorily. President Hoad-
ley manipulated the power and a party
of men ‘occupied the seats, of which
there are two. Pneumatic-tired wheels
are used. In the trip Friday afternoon
a speed of at least 25 miles an hour
was obtained without uny apparent ef-
fort.

It has heon stated that-those who are
back of the carriage air motor - intend,
in case of success, which now seems as-
sured, to form a stock company fpr the
purpose of running a system of air mo-
<tor cabs in some of the large citics
the country. The moter carriage con-
structed in Woreester is the first 1n
which compressed air is used as rhn' mo-
tive force. Tn a’l other motor carriages
propulsion is ¢btained either by a storage
battery or a miniature engine.—\Worces-
ter, Mass., Spy.

At a recent gathering of the survivors,
of the 42nd Highlanders, says the
Glésgow Herald, after dinner Sergeant
David Russell submitted the annual re-
port, which shows that by means of gen-
erous support from General Rollo, Sir
Jchn Campbell Orde, and other officers,
the committee had been enabled to dis-
tribute the sum of £20 amongst old
members or their widows, whilst the
association was instrumental in finding
situations for those who had left the
colors.

As Sun-
day (20th) was the forty-second anni-
versary of the storming of the heights
of Alma, it would be interesting to the
younger members to know that of the
thirty-two officers who sailed with the
regiment for the Criméa ten were still
alive; of the forty-five sergeants only
five remained; while so far as he could
ascertain from all sources, of the S30
rank and file there was not a hundred
men léft to the present day. The honor-
able chairman proposed the toast of the
Queen, which, he said, the members of
the 'Black Watch Association would
drink with all possible sincerity and en-
thusiasm. They might be proud to think
that the Black Watch would form the
guard of honor for Her Majesty when
welcoming the Ozar to Balmoral.

He said that he had
found the whereabouts of John Cotts-
ford, a hunter on the Carolena in 1886,
and had brought him to town in order
to allow the-British counsel to examme
him and finish their case.

Mr., Peters said. that .
cotld not examine this witness now, as
he had not been able to see him previ-
ously.

Mr. Bodwell said that he had sent
for this witness, who had sent back
word that as he was subpoenaed to the
legislative assembly building, and here
ucder the payment of the United States
government, he could not come.

John Cottsford was then called by
Mr. Dickinson. He said he was now a
resident of Seattle. He had been a
resident of “Victoria on and off for about
thirty years. 'Last Tuesday he was told
to come here on behalf of the United
States government. His people are all
in Victoria. In 1886 he was on the
schooner Carolena when she went to
Bebring Sea. It was his first season.
Messrs. Munsie and Bechtel employed
employed him in May, 1886. On. the
way to Behring Sea the Carolena stop-
ped at Clayoquot to get camoes. Mr.
Bechtel “went up to Clayoquot with
them. It was about the end of Jume or
July 1st that they began dealing in
Behriag Sea It was generally thought
that they ‘would leave Behring  Sea
about August 20th or 23hr. The re-
mark was passed among the men on
board that if they did not they would
run short of provisions. He saw no
flour taken off the Carolena when she
was seized. After the seizure, and when
they got to Unalaska, they were told
that only half of the crew could go
ashore. Half of them ,vent ashore, and
afterwards the whole crew went. They
were there about @ week or ten days;
then they were put aboard the steamer
St. Paul and sent to San Francisco,
where they were about a week. There
were nine = of them. No seals were
caught on the coast by the Carolena on
the way up. There were about five or
#ix boxes of pilot bread on board.

To Mr. Peters witness told of his
shooting ability previous to going seal-
ing, and recited his accomplishments
with a rifle. He had never found a dif-
ficulty in killing -seals, and was per-
fectly ‘at home in a canoe. About fif-
teen seals, he said was an average day’s
catch. = He did not know how much
prcvisions were on the Carolena. He
did not see the money paid for the can-
ocs at Clayoquot. Eleven dollars was
the price, he believed, of the canoe he
got. He was well satisfied with it. It
was a little more expensive than the
others.

Mr. Dickinson then put in a copy of a
letter written‘by Captain Ogilvie from
Ounalaska on Amgust 7th, 1886, relating
to the seizures.

An adjournment was then made for
lunch, after which Jokn Cotsford, who
was recalled, produced a memorandum
book of,his catch and identified a picture
of a canoe tendered as an exhibit ay one
similar to those used by the Carolena.

A. J. Bechtel, recalled at the request
of Mr. Dickinson,; said he was owner of

LAW INTELLIGENCE.

Yesterday afternoon the full court al-
lowed the defendant’s appeal in' Hatris
vs. Kielen and Sproat vs. Kielen, from
an order of ‘Mr. Justice Drake refusing
to transfer the actions to the supreme
court.
