Patbiabchs Sixletn years ago, when we met in this ancient city 
of Kingston, we had but about 25 Encampments, with a membership of a little 
over 1,000. To-day we have nearly three times that strength While not a 
p r omenal increase, still it has been steady. A few of our Encampments, 
started in weak localities, have ceased to work. Out experience reveals the fact that 
the Order has within it that power which will give it lasting and eternal strength. 
Its principles are founded upon the Word of God, and wilFlast as long as the 
heavens above os. Recognizing it to be our duty to minister to the wants of frail 
humanity, to cultivate that beautiful fraternity that links us in that golden chain 
of brotherhood, to reach out our protecting arms even beyond the pale of our 
society bounds, smooth the pillow of affliction, hold up the hands of the weak 
and suffering, protect the widow and the fatherless, educate the orphan and bury 
the dead, we must live and endure until time shall be no more. The past year 
this branch of the Order has expended nearly the third of its entire revenue in 
relief. We have no desire, however, to boast of our own special charity, but to 
say that the Order aplarge presents a record worthy of imitation.

•STATE OF THE f^RDER.

The reports coming in the present term are most encouraging. More than 
three-fourths of the Encampments already reported show an increase which is tery 
creditable. Dufferin Encampment, No. 41, Point Edward, that was considered 
removed from our Roll, has taken a fresh lease of life, and sent in capitation tax 
for 5 terms. The present term they have added II new members. Charity, No. 
5, Quinte, No. io, Friendship, No. 24, and Excelsior, No. .39, have also done 
good work the past term.

One new Encampment has been instituted during the year, 
campment, No. 71, Trenton, by the Grand Patriarch.
