Tne Cook Arctic Bepeditioa.
Sydney, N. S , Sept. 5.—The members of 

the Cook expedition are at the Sydney 
Hotel to-day. They arrived at North Syd­
ney this morning on the United States 
fishing schooner Rigel, Capt. Dixon, of 
Gloucester.

The party reached South Sukkertoppen 
Greenland, on the steamer Miranda, Aug.
7, and left there again on Aug. 9, with an 
Esquimaux pilot on board, who left them 
just outside the harbor. About seven miles 
northwest from Sukkertoppen the Miranda 
struck a rock and broke her bottom immed­
iately under the ballast ‘ tanks. A heavy 
gale of wind was blowing at the time, and 
the steamer returned to Sukkertoppen, being 
kept afloat by the pumps.

On Aug. 11 a party was sent north to 
Holstinbnrg by a small boat, having heard 
that some United States fishing vessels 
were there. On Ang. 20 the schooner Rigel, 
of Gloucester, Capt. Dixon, arrived at 
Sukkertoppen, and the passengers and pro­
visions were transferred to the schooner. 
Some of the schooner’s fishing tackle was 
thrown overboard to make room for the 
party, the vessel being only 99 feet keel, 
and having then on board 91 men. On the 
following morning, Ang. 21, the two vessels 
left, the schooner in tow of the Miranda. 
When 192 miles from Sukkertoppen, at mid­
night on the 22nd the steamer began to 
ffcTue, and it was decided to transfer the 
crew and their effects. At 4 o’clock in the 
morning the steamer’s boats and the dories 
of the schooner were employed in trans­
ferring the effects to the schooner.

On Thursday, Aug. 23, the Miranda was 
left to her fate, with nothing on board, 
except two small pigs. The first eleven 
days on board the schooner very little wind 
and dense fog was experienced. They 
arrived at Punch Bowl Harbor, eleven days 
out from Greenland. Five of the crew left 
the party at Punch Bowl. On Ang. 31 
they arrived at Henly Harbor. On Sept. 
2, Sunday, left Henly Harbor, and arrived 
at Sydney this morning.

The party are staying at the Sydney 
Hotel, and will give a banquet in honor of 
Capt. Farrell of the Miranda and dapt. 
Dixon of the Rigel to-night. Some will go 
overland, and some will take passage on- 
the Rigal to Gloucester. The party are all 
well and in good spirits after their event­
ful trip to the frozen north. They slept 
in the hold of the schooner daring their 
passage from Greenland, and lived on fish 
two meals a day. \

Nothing except the sailors’ bags was 
saved from the Miranda. The passengers 
lost all their baggage except the clothing 
worn when they were on board the relief 
vessel at Sukkertoppen. Many ot them 
lost expensive scientific instruments and 
hunting equipments. All the botanical, 
geological and ethnological collections, and 
all the photographs, probably the finest 
ever taken in Greenland, went down with 
the Miranda.

Professor Dyohe of Kansas University 
lost a fine lot of Labrador and Greenland 
birds. Professor Wright of Oberlin Col­
lege was able to make interesting studies 
of the glaciers near Sukkertoppen, but 
otherwise the expedition was a failure 
from the scientific standpoint, as it was 
also from that of the sportsmen.

The Miranda had an unfortunate trip, 
first striking an iceberg off Cape Charles 
and returning to St. John's for repairs. 
While at Sukkertoppen a fire occurred in 
the pantry, but was discovered before 
much damsge was done. The Miranda 
was built in 1884 for the St. John and New 
York trade. She is famous as the vessel 
which lost the celebrated Larry timber 
raft off Long Island Sound. For two years 
s&e has been running to Cedtral America 
and the West Indies. She is said to have 
been insured for $90,000.

Strangers Always Made Welcome.ed. New Dominion Cruiser.

The new cruiser Aberdeen, which was 
built at Paisley, Scotland, by Flemming 
and Ferguson, for the Dominion Govern­
ment, arrived at Halifax on Thursday 
last. She is intended for fisheries pro­
tection, buoy service and lighthouse sup­
ply. To the Halifax Recorder we are 
indebted for the following particulars

“The Aberdeen has the following dimen­
sions : Length, 180 feet ; breath, 81 feet; 
depth of hold , 16 feet 6-10 ; draught, 12 
feetp She is constructed throughout of 
Siemen-Martin ship steel, and was built 
under special survey of Lloyd’s register of 
British and foreign ships, and is fitted 
and equipped in all respects to the require­
ments of the Imperial Board uf Trade and 
Steamboat Inspection Act of Canada. She 
has a double bottom, running the whole 
length, including ballast tank ; main deck 
of eteel cased with pitch pine. The crew’s 
quarters are arranged unde; the forecastle 
deck, with a space for eighteen men. 
She Ьаь steam steering gear. . The accom­
modations for the captain and officers are 
arranged between decks. The hoisting 
gear consists of one derrick attached to 
the foremast, with gear of sufficient 
strength to hoist 12 tons, and one power­
ful steam winch. The boat is wired 
throughout for electric light dynamos and 
all necessary apparatus provided, and also 
has a search light. The engines are quad- 
ruble extension, designed aud of sufficient 
power to maintain a speed of 12 knots at 
sea. There are a surface conductor on the 
latest improved principle and tubes of the 
best improved make, three-quarters of an 
inch external diameter. The boat has 
two patient water-tube boilers, to be fired 
in the latest and most improved manner. 
The platings end stays are of Simone- 
Martin steel, and the boilôr is of such 
dimensions as to supply a constant full 
pressure of steam at 200 pounds per 
square inch, and to give the vessel and 
mantain the required speed. Her cost 
was about $87,000.”

“No illustration can be given of the 
terrific rapidity with which the fire must 
have spread in the three states. Some vague 
impression of it can be gathered from the 
thrilling story of Engineer Root’s ride with 
his clothes aflame in the cab of his engine, 
forcing his iron horse to the utmost to save 
the lives of hundreds of passengers who sa w 
the fire leaping np against every window in 
their train. It is good to know that the 
brave .Root is likely, to recover from his 
frightful injuries. Some idea of the speed 
of the devouring element can also be formed 
from the graphic description given of Agent 
Bullis and Flagman Jessmer at Sandstone

HOUSES TO RENT. Bangor, Sept. 5.—Yesterday morning 
E. W. McAllister, a young Bingor jeweler, 
was at his father’s home in Orient, up near 
the Aroostook border line, and starting to 
drive to Dan forth, overtook and passed 
three hard-looking strangers. They did not 
seem like ordinary tramps. Their clothing, 
while somewhat dilapidated, was more like 
that worn by the city toughs.

McAllister thought of the burglaries 
which have kept every postmaster and 
dealer in eastern Maine on nettles for the 
past three months. Last Thursday night 
the safe in the store of postmaster C. E. 
Berry of Danforth was blown open and 
robbed. Sunday night a store in Canter­
bury, N. R., suffered, while breaks have 
occurred at Calais, Milbridge, Sedgwick, 
Sargentville, Baring, Veiaie, and Newport.

McAllister drove to the Danforth post- 
office and obtained a description of the 
three men seen in the outskirts of that town 
the day before the burglary. He summoned 
deputy sheriff A. W. White, and taking 
postmaster Berry, retraced his steps. -

Reaching Bancroft it was learned that 
the three travellers had passed the place, 
and McAllister drove after them. On the 
dusty road the track of the mien was plainly 
discernible, and they were followed until 
4 o’clock yesterday afternoon, when they 
disappeared, the men having gone ipto the 
woods to wait for nightfall.

The pursuing party drove on to the bridge 
across the Matawamkeag river, stabled their 
horse at a near-by house, enlisted the ser­
vices of two men with shotguns, and posted 
a small boy far np in a field to warn them of 
the approach of the burglars. Then McAl­
lister and his supporters went down to^tbe 
bridge prepared to wait, and if neceisary, 
fight. The sheriff had a shotgun and 
McAllister and the postmaster revolvers.

At dusk the boy came to the bridge with 
the information that the men had left the 
woods and had entered the first house which 
they reached for supper. Their evening 
meal was never finished.

McAllister and his force marched on the 
house,two entering one door and three an ap­
posite one. The pedestrains were seated at 
the table. “Hold up your hands,was Mc­
Allister’s greeting to the strangers, who 
looked up only to face the muzzles of five 
shooting irons. Two complied without a word, 
bat the other passed one hand beneath the 
table* “Throw ’em up,” commanded Sheriff 
White, as he pushed the muzzle of his shot 
gun directly against the fellow’s head, and 
the invitation was complied with.

While the men were covered by his com­
panions McAllister searched them. Etch 
was provided with a self cocking revolver 
of heavy calibre, drills, powder and all safe 
blowing requisites. On the three men were 
$500 in cash and a Urge quantity of postage 
■tamps.

Sheriff White had only one set of hand- 
cuffi, but with these two of the fellows were 
■hackled togther. The hands of the other 
were tied behind hin with a stoat cord, and 
then the legs of all three were tightly 
bound and the trio loaded into a* hayrack 
and hauled into Danforth accompanied by 
their captors.

This morning the three men were landed 
in jail in this city and it is not decided 
whether they will be turned over to the U. 
8. officers or taken to MachiaT for trial 
under the state laws. Probably the latter 
coarse will be penned. They have talked 
little since their capture, but were beard 
before leaving Danforth to carte McAllister 
roundly.

Mineral Wealth of Labrador.
V REWARD.k LABRADOR FILLED Wlfu MIXF.R M WRtLTH.

A RIVER THAT FALLS 800 FEET IN A MILE. —
DESCRIPTION OF SIGHTS SEEN IN A 16
MONTHS’ EXPLORATION BY MEMBERS OF THE
GEOLOGICAL SÜBVÉY STAFF.

Quebec, August 31.—Sixty thousand 
square miles of an iron bearing formation, 
a new lake larger than Grande lsc Mistassini 
and the proof of the fact that the big falls 
of the Hamilton river are the largest in 
America, if not in the world, these are 
some of the many discoveries of value made 
by Messrs. A. P. Low and E»ton, of Ottawa 
on their sixteen months’ exploration of the 
interior of the great Labrador peninsula 
which has terminated by the return of the 
explorers’ party to Quebec and their dis­
bandment here to-day.

After traversing Labrador last year from 
south to north, and sailing from Ungava 
bay to Hamilton inlet where they spent the 
winter, Messrs. Low and Eaton ascended 
the Hamilton river to the Grand falls on ice, 
and succeeded in taking a splendid lot of 
photographs of it with ice cones and other 
surroundings.

The remains of the burnt boat belonging 
to the Bowdoin college expedition were 
found below the falls, and further on the 
bottle containing a record of their trip to 
that point.

The river falls 800 feet in less than six 
miles, with one clear steep fall of over 300 
feet. The stream above the falls is as large 
as the Ottawa ; below the falls it narrows 
into a canyon of only 30 to 40 feet wide 
with steep walls on either side hundreds of 
feet high. Mr. Low brought back beautiful 
specimens of Labradorite of the most 
valuable kind of the gem. It exists in

warm and dry. A stable that falls in temper­
ature, at any time, much below the freezing 
point is not a good place for a milk cow. She 
should have a good bed kept strictly clean. 
Some pat their cows on a bard plank floor 
without bedding. They may get along 
there, and so might we if we were need tjo it, 
but they, as well as we, would do better on 
a good bed.

The cows will require careful treatment 
in the summer, good water, the flies kept 
off them, such as horn fly, Ac., and for this 
purpose use some of the preparations such as 
kerosene emulsion or tar, turpentine and 
fish oil, Ac. The latter will not improve the 
appearance of-the cow bat will keep off the 
fly. These preparations should be need 
every day or second day as they rub and 
wash off, and the more they do, the more 
the fly will trouble the cow.

The remainder of the time was occupied 
by S. L. Peters in the mechanical part 
showing bow the batter should be treated 
or rather how the milk should be handled 
from the time it left the cow till it appeared 
in the market. He said the farmer could 
not be too particular in having the milk 
kept clean. Some took their milk to the 
creamery, without straining and you would 
be surprised to find how many impurities 
would be in it.

The wire strainer of the tinsmith was not 
a good strainer as although it would take 
out the straws it would not remove all the 
imparities.

He used in addition two thicknesses o|. 
cotton cloth over the wire strainer and had* 
the strainer made to that end. He then. 
churned a sample of cream into butter, in 
32 minutes. The cream was at a tempera­
ture of 62 degrees. When he saw that tqe ‘ 
granules of batter began to form he pat in 
a dipper or two of water at a temperature 
of 48 degrees but said if he had J ice water 
he would use that, as it made the butter 
form better and quicker. Then churn again 
notill you get it all in the granular form. 
Then came the washing. Draw off the 
buttermilk. Tip the churn to prevent 
spilling the buttermilk when you draw the 
plug and hold a wire strainer against the 
hole to catch any batter that may come out. 
When you have drawn all the buttermilk 
use as much water to wash the butter as 
their was buttermilk then turn the churn 
a few times and draw off the water. He 
thinks one washing is sufficient, as it takes 
off all the buttermilk, and more only takes 
away the churning flavor of the butter, and 
Injures it. Then comes the salting. 
Use one ounce of salt td the pound of batter. 
To know the quantity of batter you have 
you should know the weight of year churn, 
then weigh the churn, butter and all and 
yon have the weight of butter. Now, salt 
the surface of your butter in the 
churn, then tarn the churn and 
у >a have another surface, salt that, 
then turn again, and etc. The lecturer 
uses Ashton salt but any fine clean salt 
will do, but some is stronger and better 
than others. Butter may be packed io the 
granular form in firkens if"you leave it for 
36 hours in strong pickle before packing, 
but even then it is better to work it a little 
to break the grannlars but he generally 
works it and it is absolutely necessary 
where satt is used. Clean your butter 
worker thoroughly, as indeed all the 'utensils 
you use. The object of working is to 
extract the moisture and firm the granules. 
Too much working is as bad as too much 
chaining, in working batter with a ladle, 
you should not draw the ladle over the 
butter but press it. It is direct pressure 
that is required, it should be worked till 
the drip stops, it is allowable to leave 12 
per cent of moisture. After the working 
was over the lecturer took a print so con­
structed as to take up just one pound of 
batter and then laid it out in a nice square 
block when he wrapped it up in moistened 
parchment paper, having the Dominion 
Dairy Commission stamp on it and every 
one admired the beautiful appearance it 
presented, and he said that he would make 
a present of it to the gentleman who had 
furnished him with the cream, and he did 
not think the gentleman would object and 
he hoped he would find it a good article. 
He slid it was not altogether the salt 
that kept the butter in good con­
dition, but excluding thi air was the main 
point. If yon put batter in new firkens 
don’t wash the firkens but soak them in 
pickle, pack in your batter then cat one 
or two pieces of cotton cloth the shape of 
your tirken, soak them in strong pickle snd 
cover them, it ought to keep 10 months 
if it is properly put up. In small dairy• 
if yon want to keep butter till you have 
enough to fill a firken keep your butter in 
granular form in strong pickle till you have 
enough then pack. •

STORE TO RENT.DECIDE AS TO HIS GUILT.Mb. Editor I wish to give you a few 
notes in reference to the meeting held by 
the Dairying Commission at the Napan 
district in this county on Monday the 10th, 
but unfortunately I was more than ao hour 
late and when I arrived I found only a very 
few farmers present (7 I think) but quite a 
number of ladies and indeed the ladies 
all through the meeting seemed to give ranch 
more attention and seemed, more interested 
than their hnsbands. Questions were asked 
and very explicitly and satisfactorily 
answered by the speakers who seemed to 
thoroughly understand their business and 
very anxious that their audience should do 
so, also. When I arrived W. W. Hubbard 
was speaking and I only got the last of 
what was evidently a very interesting, and 
instructive lecture, of whiefi I will give you 
a few notes of thè latter part. He said 

To have an accurate knowledge of your busi­
ness is one of the first points necessary to suc­
cess in any business. To test the value of 
the milk is one of the first things required to 
insure accuracy jn the milk business. The 
lactometer will tell the tale and you are 
paid for what you sell, only. The test also 
tells how welt you do your work and also 
what you are losing by pefee cows, Ac.

Exercise all your skill and knowledge to 
get good cows. A co v should milk foi^lO 
months in the year to pay, some say it is too 
cold to milk in winter. The way to make 
milk pay is to have your cows come in, in 
the first of the winter so as when they will 
be dryidg up in the spring you will be 
letting them out to pasture, and they will 
improve and prolong the milking and you 
will be raising your calves after .haying and 
when you are not so busy.

Characteristics of good cows.
Good dairying cows are generally 

nervous cows. A troting horse, a good 
milk cow and a laying hen have the same 
nervous development. The production of 
milk is largely due to nervous development 
and is to a certain extent an unnatural 
state. You do not want a milking cow to 
trot a mile in 3 minutes but you must study 
her points just as accurately as you would 
do that of a trotting horse if you want 
her to be a success. She must have a 
mild eye, a long neck, sharp shoulders, 
solid back, long sloping ribs giving good 
depth, strong loins, sharp hips that you can 
hang your hat on if you like and good 
length to tail. Over this framework a nice 
yellow mellow skin, fine soft silky hair, a 
large udder with a large surface of attach­
ment coming well forward and well up 
behind so as to give plenty of room for milk 
veins and ducts, for the udder ie not merely 
a pail to hold milk in, but is an organ in 
which mille is manufactured from the 
material of the blood in some way that we 
do not know now and, perhaps, never will.
