NEW CGARDINALS

No Names Other Than Those
Aiready Announced

Consistory Was Attended With all the
Usval Grandeur and Impussivengss
—f Pictur,squ Scene,

ROME, April 15—Pope Pius X held a
secret consistory today in the Vatican
and created 3even new cardinals, as
follows:

Mgr. Cavallari-Patfriarche of Venice;
Mgr. Rinaldini, papal nuncio to Spain;
Mgr. Lorengzelli, ex-papal nuncio at
Paris; Mgr. Lualdi, archbishop of Pal-
ermo; Megr. Mercier, archbishop of
Maliness; Mgr. Maffit, archbishop of
Pisa; Mgr. Aguirre y Garcia, bishop of
Burgos, Spain.

The event was awaited with great
interest as it was the first function of
the kind in which the present Pontiff
had created such & large number of
cardinals, and at the Ilast moment
hopes had been entertained that an-
other prince of the church might be
added to the five Italians, the one Bel-
gian, and the one Spaniard, announced
since March 23.

The ceremony took place in the hall
which takes its name from the consis-

tory, and was performed with the us-
ual gorgeousness and impressive pomp.
First, “all the cardinals met there,
headed ~by - their octogenarian dean;
Oreglia de Santo Stefaio, thé only sur-
viving cardinal created by Pius IX.
They divided into three groups accord-
ing to their orders, that of the bishops,
including besides Oreglia, the two Van-
lutellia brothers, Agliardi, Satolia, and
Cassetta; that of the priests, the most
numerous, headed by Rampolla, and
that of the deacons, just deprived by
death of their dean, Cardinal Macchi.
The scene was  most picturesque.
Pius X., robed in white, entered the
hall on foot preceded by the Swiss
guard, flanked by the Noble Guard and
followed by the Cystine Choir singing.

KING LEOPOLD'S CONGO ADMINISTRATION
IS RECEIVING A LOT OF ATTENTION.

THAW GOT ANGRY
ANDDISMISSED DELMAS

Objected to Hearing Evidencé
as fo His Sanity

—

Western Lawyer Retires From the Case
and a New Man Will Condugt
* the Future Defence,

NEW YPRK, April 15—Interest in
the case #f Harry K. Thaw centres
about th probable changes he will
make in staff of lawyers. ‘While no
official afinouncement has been made
in this régard, intimations have come
from tha’ lawyers themselves that
changes have been made and that
others will follow. Delphin M. Delmas,
who led‘the fight at the recent trial,
has, it is stated, severed his connection
with the case, fIn tis connection the
story of .the remarkable proceeding of
Thaw at'a critical period of his trial is
Published here today. The story recites
that whén ihe trial was resumed after
the repofrt of the lunacy commission,
Mr. Delmas called Dr. Ilamilton to the
stand to have him testify as to Thaw's
mental ¢ondition when the murder was
committed. He was just about to ques-
tion hini when he received froin Thaw
a note which read: “You are no longer
in charg'e of my cese.” Delmas, sur-
prised, Wd ihe court’s permission
to conféb with his client and when he
asked Thaw what the note meant Thaw
is said fo have repiied, “It means just
what it'says. You are not going to
make these men testify that I am in-
sane. I am sane and you know it. You
are no longer in charge of my case.”
Mr. Delmas then asked Thaw for per=
mission to withdraw, but his request
was refused. Delmas, under the law,
could not drop the case, and asked
Thaw what he wanted done. “I don’t
want You to put. Dr. Hamilton on the
stand haln," was ;the reply. Delmas

‘attempted to réason with Thasw-

was immovable. Delmas then xbsted
the case and Dr. Hamilton was excus-
ed.

Daniel O’Reilly makes the announce-
ment that he is now counsel of record
in the case, and will be in charge here-
after. He was appointed a couple of
weeks ago, he says, succeeding Clifford
'W. Hartridge. Thaw appointed O’Reilly
the ddy Mr. Hartridge started to cross-
examine Dr. Mabon, Mr. O’Reilly says,
and tried to frame a hypothetical ques-
tion, which the judge ruled out. Mr.
O’Reilly is authority for thé statement
that he is the only one of the five law-
yers to be re-engaged so far, and that
Thaw is fond of Lawyer Peabody, and
that he will be retained. Lawyer
O'Reilly will move within a week to
have Thaw released on bail and he
says he expects to succeed.

BRUSSELS, April 15.—King Leopold’s
return is expected to mark the begin-
ning of a new phase of thé struggle
between the monarch and parliament
over the question of the annexation of

In parliament the majority is strongly
convinced that the destiny of the im-
mense population in the Congo state,
comprising 900,000 square miles,demands
that a government controlled by public
opinion and a cabinet responsible to
parliament should be substituted for
the irresponsible will of one man.

The fact is the King’s Congo admin-
istration goes annually deeper in debt.
It has outstanding bonds amounting
to $60,000,900, not including the 27,000,-
000 francs loan made by Belgium, in
return for which Leopold made his
will in favor of the state. Notwith-
standing the yearly deficit, however,
untold millions continue to pour out of
the Congo, and the profits on conces-
sionary imports are enormous.

How much the king’s revenue really
is has always been a matter of specu-
lation. It has been estimated at
$6,000,000 to $12,000,000. He is supposed
to get half the profits of the conces-
sionary companies. The king seems
apprehensive of English intervention
in favor of a decree to revoke his
trusteéship. The English interests,
both  sentimental and economiecal,
stirred by stories of atrocities and
brutality which  originally attracted
human attention to the Congo, have
keen aroused. = Since 1393 there’ ' 'has
been a deep résentment in BEngland
because English goods are pra,ctlcally
barred from the Congo.

The other country most feared by
Leopord is the United States, and he
has made an especial effort to disso-
ciate America from England in any
step the latter may contemplate. This
is universally accepted here as the
secret of the immense -concessions
made by the king to an American syn-
dicate.

EARTHQUAKE SHOCK CAUSES
A PANIC IN MEXICO.

But it Was a Well Conducted Afair and Did Not Cause Any
Serious Loss—Some Buildings Damaged

MEXICO CITY, April 15—The official
record of the meteorological bureau on
last night s earthquake give the dur-
ation of the shock as lasting four min-
utes. The movement was from east to
west in an oval shape. The observer
declared that the centre of shock was
probably to the southward and it is to
be feared towns in that region may
have suffered.

A driver of a circus wagon who was
takinz paraphernalia to a railroad de-
pot was thrown from his seat by the
force of the shock. He was uninjured
beyond slight bruises, but every one
of the animals he was driving were
killed. Telegraphic communication as
far south as Oaxaca and San Juan
Bautista has been re-established but

beyond the report that the shock was
heavy in that region nothing more was
learned. From the city of Vera Cruz,
south, the shock is reported to have
been very severe. At the time of the
first shock the theatres were filled and
for a time panic was feared but owing
to the peculiarly steady swing of the
earth’s movement the crowds. left the
buildings in comparatively good order.
This shock was accompanied by two
bright electric flashes whieh lit up the
sky to the northwest of Mexico City.
Up to this time the property loss is re-
ported small, Numbers of walls in
Union street and substantial buildings
collapsed, and one on Bucharli street
narrowly missed burying the ileeing
inmates of the hotel.

The provincial sec-
retary reported on the rights of the
riparian owners upon the Restigouche
river. Chief Superintendent of Educa-
tion Inch was instructed to call atten-
tion of. the several schjol boards to
the resolutions passed in regard to
placing of flags cn school buildings. A
committee consisting of the premier
and provincial secretary was appoint-
ed to confer with the commission in re
the establishing of a sanitarium for
tuberculosis. The surveyor general was
empowered to complete the purchase of
56,000 acres in Victoria and 3,200 in

Madawaska for settlement from the N.
B. Land Co. The gavernment will meet
again this afternoon and expect to go
to St. John this evening.

TROUT FISHING BGINS

IN ENGLISH HOTEL.

LONDON, April 13.—The trout fish-
ing season at the Carlton Hotel begins
today.

The experiment initiated Ilast year
of keeping live trout in a large tank so
that visitors might select their fish
and catch it themselves if they would
and have it served at table an hour
later, was so successful that the hotel
authorities are starting their trout
fishery nearly four months earlier than
fishery nearly four months earlier this
year.

Between July and October last nearly
2,500 trout were thus caught and cook-
at the Carlton. The figure will pro-
bably be doubled this year.

Mr. Jacques Kraemar, the manager
of the hotel, told a newspaper man
yesterday that between sixty and
eighty trout will be put into -the tank
today, and that eighteen of the fish
will be selected specimens, weighing up
to six pounds apiece.

“Customers will again have the priv-
ilege of catching their own fish if they
like,” he said, “and they will have the
satisfaction of knowing they could not
fare better if they landed their trout
on the bank of a Highland loch. The
trout will come fresh from Scotland
every day.”

SYNOPSJS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS,

Any even numbered section of Dome
inion Lands in Manitoba, Saskatche
wan and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26,
not reserved, may be homesteaded by
any person who is the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years of
age, to the extent ¢f one-quarter sec-
tiecn of 160 acres, more or less.

Entry must be made personally, at
ihe local land office for the district ia
which the land is situate.

The homesteader is required to pers
form the conditions connected ‘*heree
with under one of the following plans:

(1) At least six months’ residcnce

upon and cultivation of the land in
! each year for three years.

(%) if the father (or mother, if the
father is deceased) of the homesteader
resides upon a farm in the vicinity of
the land entered for, the requirements
as to regidence may be satisfled by
such persen residing with the father or
mother.

(3) If the settler has his permancnt
residence upon farming land awned by
him in tho vicinity of the homestead,
the requirements as to residence may
be satisficd by residence upon the sall
land.

Six months’ notiee in writing ¢hould
be given to the Commissioner cf
Dominfon Lands at Ottawa of intention
to apply for patcnt.

The superintendent of education and
the chancellor of the provincial univer-
sity have, after thorough considera-
tion, reached the conclusion that free
text books should be furnished the
school children in New Brunswick. This
opinion seems to be shared by a major-
ity of members of the board of educa~
tion, and the report of the sub-com-
mitteée will be taken up in the near fu-
ture. The Star has from time to time

. §s 'Proposed, but has come to the con-
clusion that a small fee should be
chdrged eéach pupil. It has béen found
in Toronto where free books are sup-
" plied that the annual cost to the city
& pverages eleven cents per pupil, while
in London, Ont., a much smaller city
the expenditure is taree or four cents )
higher. In & whole province, made up
' of many scattered districts, it is only
fair to suppose that the outlay will be
at least twenty cents. While this is not
wvery much for each child, it will
amount to a large sum in the aggre-
' gate, such a sum indeed which need
piot be given, although the prineiple in-
wolved is & good one. Parents in New
. iBrunswick a:re now compelled to
/spend’ from $1.10 to $8.00 per year for
* each child attending school, the amount
inereasing as the pupil advances. A
man with six children is not, however,
led upon to hand out as much money
as six men with one child each, for
many! of the books used are good from
year to year.

Yet the demands are on the whole so
heavy, that if a fee of say twenty-five
cents per pupil were charged the par-
. ents would almost consider that they
" svere getting the books for nothing
while at the same time the government
would be reimbursed. This is the plan
adopted in London, and it is found an
excellent one. In the last school year
the twenty-five cents charged not only
paid the first cost of the books and kept
them in repair, but left a balance to
be added to the general fund. Along
with this there should be in operation a
system of fines, under which pupils
who through ecarelessness or with in-
tent destroy their books, would be call-
ed upon to pay for them.

NEW YORK, April 15—Among the
passengers who arrived last night on
the steamer Segurania, from Santiago,
Cuba, were. six .seamen .who were
wrecked in the British bark Trinidad.

The Trinidad left Santa Cruz March
28 with a cargo of mahogany. On
April 10 she ran into a hurricane,
which blew for two days with terrible
force. The men were at the pumps
all the time, and as she had lost her
masts and rudder she became unman-
ageable. The stateroom "and cabin
were flooded and all provisions were
ruined. The men were completely
exhausted and almost crazy from
their sufferings. On the fifth day they
were picked up and taken to Nassau
by a spongeing schooner. Captain
Christiansen and several others are
still at the hospital. The others
came to New York. One of the crew,
Mr. Quez, says that when found they
were chewing bits of leather. The
Trinidad was built in Nova Scotia.

LONDON, April 13—A correspondent
of the Evening News declares that he
is able to throw light on the methods
pursued by the Russian terrorists in
securing arms and ammunition. He
says that it is the duty of no fewer
than twelve revolutionary organiza-
tions, possessing headquarters in Lon-
don, to assist political refugees and to
provide arms and ammunition, the lat-
ter being -always required. The de-
mand at the present time is consider-
ably in excess of the supply.

GONFLIGT BETWEEN
FRANGE AND VATIGAN

ROME, April 14.—In his allocution at
tomorrow’s consostory, Pope Plus will
devote an important passage to the con-
flict between France and the Vatican.
It will be a protest against the condi-
tions the new law has made for the
church and the methods the French
government has accepted all through
the controversy, especially with regard
to the seizure of the documents in the
Papal nunciature and their publication.

The Vatican denies that it intends to
publish a White Book in answer to
the publication of the documents of
Mgr. Montagnini. The congregation of
the propoganda has decided to grant
the claims of the Ruthenian Catholics
in the United States for the appoint-
ment of a bishop and has named Ste-
phen Setere Brtynsky, who is a mem-
ber of the Ruthenian order of Basil-
lians, as titular bishop of Daulis,
Greece, with the mission to assist the
Ruthenian Catholics throughout the
United States. His nomination will be
announced at tomorrow’s consistory.

It is expected this concession will re-
vive the claims of the Poles in America,
who for years, have desired their own
bishops, but whose requests have been
denied.

George Mirisses had signed over the
property to Peter Petropolus. Sper-
dakes then laid information against
Mirisses.

Dear Sir,—Dr. Lyman Abbott has
warmly. espoused the cause of peace
in ‘“The Homilitic Review,” placing it
on the strongest ethical basis, going
so far as to apply Christ’s definite
teachings on the subject, Matthew
18:15-17, to present day peace proposals

ence. On the enforcement of such de-
cisions, as the Peace ‘Tribunal may
make, Dr. Abbott says: ‘“One of the
great objections to the plan proposed
at The Hague conference has been
this: There is no way, it is said,
of enforcing the decisions of that
court. When a court or state issues
its decree the sheriff is ready to en-
force it. but The Hague Tribunal has
no sheriff to enforce its decree.
“Christ points out the last step to
be taken. It is a very simple one, but
I think it will be very effective. Treat
the nation that refuses to accept the
decision of The Hague tribunal as a
heathen and publican. That is, have
nothing more to do with it. It won't
be necessary to go to war. If a nation
says after a decision has been ren-
dered, we won’'t accept this decision,
all that is necessary will be to say:
“Very well, we won't take your im-
ports, we won't send you our exports,
and won’t allow your people to come
here, we won’t have anything to do
with you. We will treat you as if you
were on another planet.” No nation
could stand apart from any other nat-
ifon. No army, no navy, no executive
of the sword and scabbard would be
required.”
People will say that this impractiable.
But Dr. Abbott meets the objection.
“It is often said that Christianity is
not practicable. Why, my friends, it
is the only thing that is. Is war a
practicable method by which to settle|
controversies—war, with its desolations
and cruelties of the battle fleld, the
widow, the orphaned children and the
impoverished homes; with the fiery
passions that it stirs up in the hearts
of men, inflaming them with wrath
like tigers, and followed with the cor-
ruptions which always follow in the
path of war? Is war practicable—
war, that never yet in all the history
of mankind settled what is just, but
only what is powerful; that never yet
determined what is right, but only
determined which of two wrestling
powers is the greater power? Chris-
tianity is the only thing that is prac-
ticable after nineteen centuries of
graping. We are gradually coming to
adopt the method which so long ago
our master recommended to us for
the settlement of difficulties between
nations, between individuals, between
communities, between persons. First,
settle by conference; second, by con-
sultation; third, by leaving the ques-
tion of tHe issues to the judgment of
the civilized world,

MADE FORTUNE
WHLE THOUGHT
DEAD BY RELATIVES

NEW YORK, April 14.—A cable dis-
patch from Charles E. Barnes, dated
Cannes, France, to a friend in this city,
has been received, announcing that he
and Mrs. Barnes had .been reunited in
Burope and had arrived at Cannes on
their second honeymoon.

Three years ago Mr. Barnes, then
manager of the New York office of &
typewriting company, prosperous and
the devoted husband of a beautiful
wife, mysteriously disappeared from
the Fall River line steamboat Priseilia
while en route to Boston. For weeks
a rigorous search was made, but even
his wife lost hope, and it was believed
he had met with foul play or had com-
mitted suicide. 3

Willlam Barnes, the brother of
Charles, is in business in: Quebec.
While walking to his office last Febru-
ary, Willilam met a man whom he
thought to be the perfect double of his
missing brother. He stared at the man
who looked up, With startled looks
toth gazed at each other. Charles
Barnes—for the supposed double was
the real brother—reeled forward and
fell into Willilam’s arms,

Thte chance meeting on the street
had in a flash called back the lost iden-
tity, and the the memories of the past
came surging back to the mind, which
had been blank to all that had occurred
previous to the landing of the Priscilla
at Fall River.

The story of his disappearance and
the belief of all of his relatives that
he was dead was told to him. Mrs.
Barnes, who had been in straitened
means, was in Europe chaperoning a
party of giris, and as soon as her ad-
dress was learned Barnes cabled her.

BRITISH DELEGATES
10 HAGUE CONFERENGE

LONDON, April 13—The delegates
who will represent Great Britain at the
Hague peace conference have been se-
lected,and-their names will be announc-
ed in a few days. Considering the prom-
inent part Great Britain will take in
the conference in view of her proposals
for the reduction of the expenditures
on armaments, there is little public in-
terest shown here in the approaching
mesting. This is largely due to the be-
lief among public men that the discus-
sions will have no result o far as the
more important subjects are concern-
ed, owing to the great divergence of
opinions among the powers and the
decision of several governments to ab-
stain from participating the discussion
of any articles of the Russian pro-
gramme which they believe will not lead
to useful results,

The same opinion is held to a cer-
tain extent in official circles here, but
nevertheless the British delegates will
be instructed to bring up the question
of the reduction of the expenditure on

.armaments, and will broach the subject

immediately after M. Nelidorff’'s open-
ing address, in which the chief Russian
delegates will explain the Russian pro-
gramme, if the subject is not included
in that programme, which might even
yet be done by the issuance of supple-
mentary agenda. Great Britain is tak-
ing this step, not because of the belief
that the powers wiil agree to reduce
thelr armamen:s, but because she be-
Heves the discussion will have a good
moral effect among the peoples of
various countries. The British govern-
ment therefore does not understand
why Germany should dissent from the
proposal to bring up the question, as to
nullify it her delegates would simply

FOUND GUILTY ON
1463 REBATE COUNTS

CHICAGO, April 13—The Standard
Oil Co. tonight was found guilty on
1,463 counts of recelving rebates from
the Chicago and Alton Railroad on
shipments of oil from Whiting, Ind., to
Past 8t. Louis, Ill. There were origin-
ally 1,903 counts in the indictment, 440
counts failing on errors.

If the verdict is sustained the oil
company is liable to a maximum fine
of $29,260,000, as the Elkins law which
the indictment charged, the company
violated, provides a fine of $1,000 to

CHICAGO, Ill., April 14.—James H.
Eckels, president of the Commercial
