FERNHILL CEMETERY

What Has Been Done and
What is Planned

s

Entrance Improved ; Artificial Lake and
New Shelter Among Future Plans—
Westmorland Road Needs
Attention

s

YWith the advent of spring prepara-
tions have been begun to add further
to the beauty of the last resting place
of St. John citizens at Ferninill. In
this quiet spot beyond the city limits
another city has been steadily growing
—the city of the dead; and during the
last few years it has been growing into
a very beautiful place in which those
whe have finished their life on earth
may be laid away.

For the coming summer no less than
twenty-four thousand plants and flow-
ers have been prepared for plurmx\k
and these will be put out as soon as
the weather permits. This represents,
in one way, the growth of ihe modern
methods new governing the cemetery
for only a dozenp years or so ago there
was not a single flower planted out-
side of private lots and - there was not
a solitary public flower bed. The num-
per of plants prepared for the year
shows the change in this policy.

Among the most noticeable improve-
ments being made in the cemetery this
year is the change in the driveway
from the rear entrance on Westmor-
land Road. Formerly this driveway
was twenty-five feet wide with a Trow
of shade trees on each side and a path-
way outside the trees. The trees have
not flourished as there wasnot suffic-
jent soil for them in the roadway. This
year the driveway has been widened to
fifty feet and the trees have been
transplanted to its outer edge. Down
the middle of the drive a long flower
bed has been laid out divided into sec-
tions in geometric. designs, each sec-
 tion being outlined in turf. This will
add considerably to' the attractiveness
of this entrance which is used entirely
for funerals and by most other visitors.

Plans have been drawn up for other
imorovements which although they
may not be carried ‘out immediately,
will no doubt receive attention before
very long. :

Among these is the plan for an orn-
amental lake to be made to the east-
| ward of the shelter house, This ground
is too mdarshy to be used for graves
and by removing material which- is
needed to fill in otfger places a very
attractive lake could be formed at this
spot, surrounded as it wéuld be by
shade trees and flower 'beds., Back of
the shelter house and the projecy.ed
lake is the ground reserved for memor-
ial day services.

‘Another improvement which has been
planned is a shelter house to replace

STREET IMPROVEMENTS
ARE TO BE RUSHED

m——

Special Meeting of Board of
Public Works to be Galled

Large Gangof Men WIll Be Put 1o
Work and Repairs Completed By
July—For Preparation 1o
Lay Dust

Aldarman McGoldrick, chairman of
tite Board of Public Works, talking to
the Star, expressed his intention of
calling a special meeting of the board
next week. The alderman says that
there is too much work to walit for
the regular meeting at the end of the
month.

Last year, he sald, they were tinker-
ing on the roads all summer and the
snow was on the ground before they
were . through. This Yyear the policy
will be entirely different. A large
force of men will be put on right away
and the work vigorously" attacked. It
is hoped to have the streets in good
condition by July.

This will mean employing a larger
force of men, but keeping them em-
ployed for a shorter time. 'There will
be four repair gangs instead of three
as at present. The present west end
gang will continue its work, as will
the one in the North End, and the
city gangs will be doubled. For large
pieces of work each gang will
as a unit. For the ordinary work the
gangs will be sub-divided into sections
each of which will be put in charge
of certain streets.

This work will be quite separate
from the scavenger work which will
continue along the usual lines.

An extra gang will be. put on the
asphalt work and . the .spring repairs
will be rushed in order..to have the
pavements in good -condition for the
tourist traffic. :

A new proposition for the improve-
ment of the city streets. wiil.be brought
up in the form of a suggestion to coat
gome of the streets with a dust pre-
ventative.

King street is a good - example of
those requiring this treatment, as it
is too steep f®or ordinary pavements
and the dust nuisance causes annual-
ly the loss of hundreds of dolllars
worth of stock to the merchants to say
nothing of the unpleasantness of it.

Ald. McGoldrick has been getting in-
formation regarding a preparation call-
ed tarvia, which is manufactured by
the Barret Manufacturing Co., for
which the Carritte-Paterson Mmfrg. Co.
are the local agents.

The preparation fis made from tar
and is sprinkled over the roadway in
the same manner as oil preparations
have been appplied. The liquid pene-
trates the roadway and acts as a bin-
der, giving a firm, even, dustless sur-
face. The result is much the. same
as asphalt but is not as slippery. The
surface needs -to be sprinkled only
once a yeatr and the tost has been in
other places about, $300 per mile for a
sixteen foot roadway.

It has been used with much success
in othetr cities and loooks promising
for St. John. Engineer Peters is in-
vestigating the matter and wil report
at the meetink of the Board of Pub-
lic Works.

Alderman McGoldrick says thit
there is only a limited amount to be
spent on the streets.

The review begins at 10 o’clock Fri-
day morning when the gunboat York-
town with the secretary of the navy
and a party of guests on becard leaves
the Qakland shore to tour up and down
the four lincs of battleships, cruisers
and torpedo boat destrovers. The fleets
reviewed today constitute the heaviest
fighting force the navy has ever known
in 2 single command, and no such force
in all the history of navies of the world
was ever before assembled under a
rear admiral's flag.

Admiral Evans expects to leave for
Washington Friday night, so when his
flag is run down the Connecticut’s hal-
yards Friday his last sea service will
be done- He relinquishes command now
at his own request because of ill health.

To ask the provinc¢lal government to
pay half the cost  of the Courtenay
Bay borings, to request the C. P. R.
to give up its rights to the Beacon
Bar, to ask the Dominion government
to make a survey of the Beacon Bar
and to dredge wharf sites in that local-
ity, to ask the same government to ex-
tend the breakwater to Partridge Is-
land—the foregoing are the recommen-
dations passed last evening by the
joint committee on harbor improve-
ment appointed by the Common Coun-
cil and the Board of Trade.

The meeting, which was held in the
City Hail, was very barmonious and
the business done although of a pre-
liminary nature, was extensive.

Whole Question Discussed

The whole question of harbor im-
provement in its many phases was
talked over, ‘tention was given the
proposed extension of docks on the
West Side and also the pos-
sibility of dredging Courtenay Bay for
the purpose of providing wharf accom-
mocations for the National Transcon-
tir ental. The discussion was of a
general character but resulted in the
passing of some important resolutions.

It was resolved to recommend the
opening with Premier Hazen’s govern-
ment of negotiations for the purpose
of having the province bear half the
cost of the borings in Courtenay Bay.
If undertaken these borings will be
carried out to an extennt sufficient to
afferd information concerning the bot-
tom of the bay.

The second recommendation dealt
with the West Side and particularly
with the scheme for building docks on
the flats to the south of Sand Point.
At present the C. P. R. has certain
rights to a sixteen hundred foot strip
rurning along the Beacon Spit. It was
recommended the railway be asked to
surrender these rights {in order to
facilitate the construction of wharves.

“To the ordinery man Lord Rayleiga
is probably best known as the dizcov -
erer of-the inert gas argon, the definite
existence of which he announced
jointly with Sir William Ramsay, to
the British Asscciation at its Oxford
meeting .in 1894, although it had in all
Ykelihood been actvally cbtained by
Henry Cavendish more than a century
previously. But this ciscovery, strik-
ing though it was, is by no means the
moest remarkable of Lord Rayleigh’s
achievenments, and it is not even a very
important part of the foundations up-
¢n which his scientific reputation rests,
Indeed, if he had never made if, his
fame would not have been less than it
is now, Yet it affords an excellent il-
lusiration of two characteristics which
mark his scientific work.

THE GCOMPOSITION OF THE AT-
MOSPHERE.

It was soon found,
too, that argon is associated with four
prc\'iously unrecognized companions,
and thus its discovery meant the ad-
dition of an entirely new and interest-
ing group of gaseous substances to
those already on the list of the ele-
nmients. In the 'second place, the isola-
tion of argon illustrates the extreme
accuracy and carefulness of his work.
The existence of argon was detected
solely through exact weighing.
“Wishing to test the so-called law
of Prout that the atomic weights of
the other elements are exact multiples
of that of hydrogen, Lord Rayleigh un-
dertook a long and laborious redeter-
mination of the densities of the prin-
cipal gaseous elements.

DR. ELLIS REPORTS
ON THE LANDSLIDE
AT LA SALETTE

e

A Scientific Explanation of Disaster—No
Prevention Possible.

OTAWA, May 8.—Dr. H. W. Ills, of
the Geological Survey, who went to
Notre Dame de la Salette the day af-
ter .the landslide there, has made a
report on the occurrence, The report
deals also with similar oecurrences
which have been recorded from time to
time in the Province ot Quebec.

Dr. Ells’ report in part is as follows:
“The wrecent landslide at Salette on
the Lievre, occurreg at 4.30 Sunday
morning, April 26. As compared with
other landslides in the Province of
Quebec the land damage was quite
small involving not more than six ac-
res, but in the attendant loss of life it
was the most disastrous hitherto re-
corded in Eastern Canada.

‘“The length of the slide along the
river Lievre from north to south was
about 1,350 feet, with a maximum
breadth of 350 to 400 feet. The height
of the clay band affected was aboeut
60 feet above the present 'evel of the
river.

‘“The elay areas in which the land-
slides occur are bounded on both sides
by hills of Laurentian rock, granite
and gneiss mostly,and the original clay
deposits rest upon these rocks, which
often show smoother or glaciated sur-
faces, which have been caused by the
action of the glacier ice. The known
slides, however, do not move along the
rock surface, but along partings in the
clay deposits.

-““When these deposits are undisturbed-

the elay is usually the blue, tough and
plastie- variety, known as [e da clay.
sands
dcposits known as Saxicava sands.
the clay often lies in thick bels, teuar-
ly horizomtal, or with n gentie sicpe
towards the river, and the layers ére
generally separated oy thin leds of
arenaceous slit.

MOUNT ETNA ACTIVE

Eariiquakes Believed 1o be Heralds of an
Extensive Eruption,

MESSINA, [taly, May 8.—The conail-
tfon of Mount Etna {s worse. An
earthquake was felt this morning and
is continuous. The shock is believed to
herald a more extensive eruption.

A party of volcanologist went some
way up Mount Etna on Saturday and
found that a new crater had opened
at a height of 7,000 feet from the base.
After ejecting columns of steam and
clouds of stones and ashes, which fteli
largely on the village of Acireale, the
crater became the source of two

Gathorlug,ﬁrop Statistics

Arrangements are being made by the
Minister of Agriculture to largely ex-
tend the work of the bureau of census
and statistics by including a uniform
system of gathering crop statistics
from all ower the Dominion. Hitherto
the federal department of agriculture
in gathering statistics of this kind has
been obliged to rely principally on in-
formation furnished by the provincial
authorities. In some instances it has
been found that the provincial returns
have not been very reliable and have
not coincided with the information fur-
nished the department by federal offi-
cials. The need of accurate statistics
respecting crops, etc., covering the
whole Dominfon is manifest. It is be-
lived that by extension of the system
now pursued in connection with the
fruit branch, the work required can be
done with but very little ad-
ditional expenditure, The fruit
pranch .now has correspondents all
over the Dominion who send
in reports to Ottawa without being
paid any salary. Therefore the depart-
ment is now engaged in selecting cor-
respondents in various Dparts of the
Dominion from whom at regular inter-
vals reports may be received on any
subjects that may be desired in con-
nection with the agricultural interests

One naturally asks whether this re-
sult was gained through the strength
of a real religious fervor or through
the clever playing of an astute and
purely selfish game.

It used to be said about 1880 by those
who were in a position to know best—

had the misfortune to express an opin-
fon that did not agree with his wishes.

An officlal in the Palace described
very frankly—it is wonderful how free-
1y and frankly Turks express their opi-
nion; this seems inseparable from the
Turkish nature—to an Englishman
whom he knew well the situation in
the Palace at ‘the time when an ulti-
matum had been presnted, and before
it was known what would be the issue;
how the Sultan was flattered up to be-
lieve that he had only to go into Egypt
and resume possession, and that the
English would never resist. The Eng-
lishman remarked, “But you know bet-
ter than that, and of course you give
better advice when the Sultan asks
your opinion.”” “God forbid,” was the
reply, “that I should say to the Sultan
anything except what he wishes me to
say. No! when he asks me, I reply
that of course the master of a million
of soldiers has only to enter Egypt and
it is his. And it is not for nothing
that I do this. The Sultan is pleased
with me, and signs some paper that
I have brought him, and it may be
worth 10,000 piastres to me.”

HATES ENGLAND,

The Sultan hates England with a
permanent and  Ineradicable hatred;
thig feeling domipates and colors his
whole policy; it is only for this reason
that he tolerates Germany which oth~
erwise he dislikes. England -has al-
ways been ‘the friend of the Reform
party in Turkey; and the Sultan is the
great reactionary who has trodden the
Reform party in the dust. But worse
than that, England, pretending to nelp
Turkey, - took possession of Cyprus,
nominally to enable her to guarantee
Turkey z2gainst Russia in Asia Minor,
but really (as it seems to the Turks)
by purt theft, because all pretence of
using Cyprus as a basis of operations
against Russia in Asia Minor was ab-
andoned in 1880, and yet England kept
Cyprus.

Now to the Sultan the sting les in
this, that Cyprus was his private ap-
panage, and not part of the State. The
whole refrenue of Cyprus went to the
Sultan’s privy purse. But worse still;
at first England paid over the Cyprus
revenue—about $475,000 a. year—to Con-
stantinople; but after the Gladstone
government came into power, in 1880,
this revenue was diverted to pay in-
terest on the Turkish debt, emptying
the Sultan’s private purse into the lap
of the European bendholders.

The Sultan therefore, welcomed the
@German intervention, for the Germans
encouraged him to govern as he pleas-
ed. They even pernsuaded him that rail-
ways were necessary for military effi-
ciency, and showed that the Hedjaz
Railway must be the foundation of his
Khalifate.

The German policy has seemed to be
very successful in promoting German
interests in Turkey. But after all, the
ground fact is that the German pol-
jcy was an opportunist policy, and the
English policy ignorant and ill-manag-
ed, as it has been, was founded on
deeper priceiples. History will record,
therefore that the former proved 2
failure, and that the hatred of a peo-
ple more than compensated for the
favor of an evanescent tyrant. The
same struggle is going on in Turkey as
in Russia—the educated part of the
people on cne side, a tyranny resting
cn bureaucracy and obscurantism on
the other. Whatever may be the faults
0° Abd-ul*Hamid, his worst enemy
must place him on an immensely
higher level than the Czar on any point

PNEUMONIA THE MOST
DEADLY OF SCOURGES

A Malady That Outranks Even
Tuberculosis

In New York, Boston, Chicage and
Philadelphia the Death Rafe
is Fearful

it

Contrary to the general opinion,
tuberculosis is no longer the scourge
of society. Its place as a death-deal-'
ing destroyer has been taken by an-
other disease which is making great
havoc the world over. This dominant
slayer of the race is pneumonia. It is
now the most deadly of all diseases.

Every year it is killing off about
140,000 persons in the United States.
Allowing a mortality rate of one-fifth
of the total number of cases, this
means that there are about 700,000
cases annually in this country. In
New York, with its sudden changes of
weather and -severe winters, 36 in
every 10,000 persons die of this disease
every year. Boston comes next with
a death rate of 30 in every 10,000, and
Philadelphia and Chicago are not far
behind.

In some European cities, however,
the ghastly results are much worse
than in the United States, notably in
Viennna, where pneumonia carries off
40 in every 10,000 persons every year.
London’s population suffers severely
from the inroads of the disease, as
also that of Stockholm and other cit-
fes. Berlin is pfrhaps the best off of
the European ¢ities in this respect;
its mortality rate from pneumonia is
about 18 in every 10,000

“Pneumonia,” said Dr. Thomas Dar-
lington, commissioner of health of New
York city, “has been second only to
pulmonary tuberculosis. No wit has
outranked even that captain of the
men of death.’ During the period
from 1881 to the present pneumonia
has increased in practically every place
in the United States and Europe.

“In this country, in the ten states
where vital statistics are accurately
recorded, there was a general increase
in the number of cases during the per-
fod from 1900 to 1904, In 1905 the num-
ber of deaths markedly decreased,
while since then an upward tendency
in the death rate has again been ap-
parent.

“In all of these states the death
rate in the cities has beeen and is per-
sistently higher than in e rural re-
gions. This condition is not peculiar to
this country, for - a recent register
general’s report states that in England
and Wales the city rates were in ex-
cess by betweeen 80 and 90 per cent.

“Of course, in the cities there are
varioug provocative conditions. The
artificial mannner of life, the rush and
strain, the constant inhalation of
dust, smoke and other irritating for-
eign particles all have their undoubted
effect. Then there is the question of
climate in its relation to the preva-
lence of this disease. It would be of
vast importance to know the exact
climate, conditions, temperature, hu-
midity, altitude and state of the soil
in those fortunate localities where
pneumonia is practically non-existent.

It will be recalled that the Eskimos
brought back by Commander Peary
from the Archic regions several years
ago practically all succumbed to pneu-
monia socn after reaching New Yark.
Yet the disease is unknown in their
home climate. In a recent lecture Com-
mander Peary made the statement that
during his latest trip to the far north
none of his party suffered from coughs
or colds yet they lived for many
months in a temperature of from 25
to 75 degreces below zero. No sooner
did they get back to this country than
all were taken down with respiratory
troubles.

The problem presented by the very
large and constantly increasing death
rate from pneumonia has been such a
cause of serious concern to the New
York city board of health that a medi-
cal commission was appointed by the
board to conduct an investigation and
find out If possible, the causes for:the
great prevalence of prieumonia in the
¢ity. This commission is composed of
Dr. Edward G. Janeway, Dr. William
Oslerfi of PRaltimore, Dr. T. Mitchell
Prudden, Dr. Theobald Smith of Bos-
ton, Dr. William H. Welch of Balti-
more, Dr. Frank Billings of Baltimore,
or. John H. Musser of Philadelphia,
Dr. L. Emmett Holt and Dr. Francis
P. Kinnicutt.

The commission and its assistants
spent a great deal of ‘time in investi-
gating the vagaries of the pneumococ-
cus, the specific germ of pneumonia
It is a rather large, lancet-shaped
creature, s germs go, and nearly al-
ways travels in pairs. It develops with
unbelievable rapidity; milliens of the
germs may be found in a single cul-
ture. After an exhaustie series of ex-
periments the commission set forth
this opinion:

“It seems therefore, more than prob-
able that practically every individual,
at least during the winter s og, when
exposed to environmental conditions
such as those existing in New York
city acts as the host at some time oOr
other, and probably at repeated inter-
vals of organismg of the true pneu-
mococus type.”

The work of the commission was ne-
cessarily largely technical in character
but it established the fact that pneu-
monia germs were prevalent even in
healthy persons; and that the disease
probably is communicable. Under na-
tural conditions these germs do not
multiply to any extent; persons in good
health, therefore, can fight them off,
as a rule. One of the chief dangers,
however, is apparently from infection.
Pneumonia can be taken by infection.
the same, it would seem, as any other
infectious disease. This fact is a very
important one, inasmuch as now that
the Infectious nature of pncumonia is
known it can, to some extent be ward-
ed off by precautionary methods at the
proper time.

These are some further interesting
facts hrought out by the commission:

Two-thirdgs of the patients suffering
from pneumania that it examined were
unmarried. Of the remainder 29 per
cent. were widowed.

Only about 16 per cent. followed out-
docr occupations.

More than half the patients lived in

tenements. Most of the Philadelphia
cases lived in private houses. The pro-
portion of lodging and boarding house
cases was high in Philadelphia and Chi-
cago.

In only 16 per cent. of cases were the
sanitary conditions described as bad
In ten per cent. the air space was said
to be insufficient; in 15 per cent. the
ventilation was bad, and in nine per
cent. the light was unsatisfactory. In
70 per cent, the premises were over-
heated.

PLAN FOR MARRIED
CATHOLIC PRIESTS

Father Francis, of an Episcopal Order,
Hopes fo Arrange Papal Consent

That urgenl appeals ars being made
by the Rev. James Paul Francis, the
head of a celibate order of Episcopal
ministers, with headquarters in New
York State, to bring about the estab-
lishmeut of a ‘“Nniat Church” as a
branch of the Roman Catholic
church, is a development of the “open
pulpit.”

Thhe Rev. Father Francis, it was
learned, has been carrying on negotia-

tions with Mgr. Falconio, the Apostol- '’

ic delegate, through several Catholic
priests in Philadelphia.

On behalf of his own order and mar-
ried ministcr of the Episcopal church
throughout the country, the Rev.
Father Francis has sought terms of
Rome whereby they might all enter the
Catholic church, though maintaining a
separate church. What is desired is a
branch similar to the Gresk church, in
which the masses are said in English
and in which the priests are permitted
to be married.

While it is not known that any de-
cision has yet been given to the Rev.
Fr. Francis, it was said by an author-
itative source that the pope would not
consider such a proposal, as it s
against all the principles of Roman
Catholicism. The Greek church is an
exceptional case.

Father Francis, in the event of an
advyerse decision with the three lay
brothers who conduct the affairs of the
order, may join the Franciscan order
of the Catholic church, upon which
their own order was remodeled.

While Dr, McGarvey, who recently
resigned as rector of St, Elizabeth
Episcopal church, Philadelphia, his
assistants, the Rev. M. L. Cowl, the
Rev. W. L. Hayward, and *he Rev.
William H. McClellan, who has resign-
ed, have refrained from openly an-
nouncing that they intended to enter
the Catholic church it is pretty well
accepted that this is their opinion.

The Rev. Henry H. Sargent, a mem-
ber of the Order of the .Hq)y Cross,
with headquarters at West Park on
the ¥ludson, has been strongly attack-
ing the ‘“‘open pulpit” canon.

Mr. Woodward, the retiring warden
of St. Blizabeth’s church, estimated
that one-third of the congragation of
the church and all the members of the
Companions of the Saviour, of which
Dr. Garvey is superior, will Jjoin the
Catholic church.

This revolutionary change, Wwhich
will cause the caricaturists of the
world to revive their whole conception
of the imperial physiognomy, apppears
to have been forced upon the emperon
rather than chosen by him. It is re=
lated that while his majesty recently
was lighting a cigarette the left end
of . his moustache was singed and half
burnt off.

One of the Wonders of Prehistoric
Pueblo . Architecture.
e

Three miles south of the Mesa En-
cantada, in Mexico, is a splendid speci-
men of fantastic erosion—an “island”
in the air, a rock with qverhanging
sides nearly 400 feet high, seventy
acres in area on the fairly, level top,
indented with countless: great bays.
notched with dizzy chasms. The great-
er part of the island overhangs the
sea like a huge mushroom, and on the
top stands a town which for artistic
charm, ethnological interest and ro-
mantic history has no peer.

This little town of ‘Ancoma {s one
of the most perfect types of the pre-
historic Pueblo architecture. Most of
the houses, remain of the type invent-
ed when ‘every house must be a fort.
One climbed a ladder to his first roof
and pulled up the ladder at night, liv-
ing on the second and third floors and
using the ground floor as a cellar-
Against enemies armed only with bows
and arrows this was a fair defense.
comfort had to be sacrificed t6 safety.
Nothing except the eagle sought such
inaccessible eyries- as these victims of-
their own civilization.

Because they were farmers instead
of freebooters, because they had homes
instead of being vagrants, they were
easy to find, and they were the prey of
a hundred nomad tribes. With incon-
ceivable labor this island town . in the
air' was built and fortified. It was
reached only by a mere trail of toe
holes up the_stem of the “mushroom.”
The age of "the island. is not Known,
except that it was already old in 1540,
when the first explorer visited it and
wrote. an account of its wonders.

| MUITARY GONVICT SHOT

WHILE ESCAPING

P i

Grganized Break for Liberty Made ; One
Killed, Three Others Escape, But
One Recaptured

o

BURLINGTON, Vt., May 8 — In
trying to escape from the guard line,
Private Rynne, a convict at Fort Eth-
apalllen, was shot and instantly killed
today :by Private Thomas Mollory of
the 16th Cavalry. Three other men,
including convicts ' Hootz and Butler,
and Private Strom, of B. troop, 11th
iCavalry. who had been appointed as
' a sertry over the two convicts, made
their escape, but were later recaptured
and taken back to the fort. Late to-
night a meeting of the counsel of ad-
ministration was held at the fort’ to
investigate the shooting of the :con-
vict. s L

Rynne at the time of enlistment
gave his place of residence as New
| York City. He was put into the guard
house for being drunk and’ disorderly
and about two months ago endeavored
to escape by jumping through a win-
dow. He was arrested as a deserter
and was. sentenced to eighteen months
: imprisonment.

The shooting occurred at about five
o'clock while & squad of convicts who
had been at work on the target range,
about a mile from the fort, were being
marched back to quarters. It is be-
lieved that the attempt was made to
escape in accordance with a pre-ar-
ranged plan. Sergeant Roy Woodso of
Troop H., Fifteenth Cavalry, had
rounded up the men preparatory to
the march®to ‘the guard house and
gone on ahead himself, leaving the life
convicts to be looked after by the sen-
tries. The three men, Rynne, Hootz
,and Butler were at the rear of the
lind. They delayed putting on their
coats and starting toward the fort un-
til the other convicts had gone sbome
distanc e ahead. Rynne was under
guard of Private Mollody, while the
other two men were guarded by a sen-
try, Strom, of B. Troop.

According to Private Mollory, Rynne
tried to bribe him, offering him $30 for
the chance of making a break for lib-
erty. Mollory refused the bribe,
- whereupon Rynne started to run
! away. Mollory ordered him to stop,
{ and when he failed to do so, fired at
him a ta distance of about forty yards.
The rifle bullet entered the back of
Rynne’s head, coming out near the eye
and killing him instantly,

' atmpt to scap with thm and hadRA H
apparently .prevailed upon sentry
Strom to attempt to escape with them
