Effort fo Prevent the
Slaughter — Vietims De-
fended Thelr Homes for
Two Days—Streets Ran
With Blood

BEIRUT, April 27—Delayed de-
spatches just received here say .that
the carnage in Adana was renewed
Sunday night and many were kilied.

The first massacres in Adana where
an American missionary was killed, re-
sulted in the slaughter of 10,000 per-
sons., Advices indicate that the Moslem
hordes have again attacked the eity.

CONSTANTINOPLE, April 27—Fol~
lowing account of the disorders in
Adana has been received here by tele-
graph from the Rev. Herbert Adams
Gibbons, a missionary: “‘“The entire
vilayet of Adana has been visited dur-
ing the past five days by a terrible
magsacre of Armenians, the worst
ever known in the history of the dis-
trict. The terror - has been universal
and the Government {8 powerless to
check the disorders. Adana, the capi-
tal of the province, has been the storm
center. <Conditions have been unset-
tled for some time and there has been
animosity between Turks and Armen-
ians owing to the political activity of
the latter and their open purchasing
of arms, BEarly last Wednesday morn-
ing I was in the market I mnoticed
that the Armenians were closing thelr
shops end hurrying to their homes.
An Armenian and Turk had been killed
during the night and the corpses were
paraded through their respective quar-

| ters, The sight of the dead inflamed

the inhabitants and crowds at onece
began to gather in the streets armed
with sticks, axes and knives. A few
young Armenians assembled in the
center of the covered market and be-
gan firing revolver shots Into the air.
By 11 o’clock in the morning the ecrowd
had ‘begun the looting of shops. The
military commander of Adana was by
my side in the market when the firing
commenced. He had not the courage
to endeavor to disperse tho mob. He
returned to his residence and did not
venture out for two. days. 'Willlam
Chambers, Field Secretary of the
Young Men’s Christian Assoclation,
and myself proceeded to the Korak
and found a hcwling mob demanding
arms with which to kill the Giaours,
We then went to the Turkish of-
fice to summon the British Consul.
On the steps of the bullding we saw
three Armenians who had been mass-
acred. Their bodies had been mutilated.
While we were in the telegrap™ office
a mob burst into the room wi e we
were and killed two Armenians before
our eyes. The unfortunates were sup-
plicating the protection of the Vall
when they were struck down. We
managed to make our way into the
next room where we made represerta-
tions to the Vali. This otﬂ,clal said he
could do nothing. He was/afraid even
of his own life and he made no at-
tempt to protect us.

“Somehow we managed to get to the
interior of the Konak, where we re-
mained at the side of Government of-
ficials for the next forty-six hours.
*“That afternoon the situation grew
distinetly worse. The Armeniays with-
drew to thelr quarter of Adana which
is situated on a hill and converted
their houses that had advantageous
positions into fortresses. Flere the
fighting went on for two days, during
which the Armenians succeeded In
beating off their Turkish assallants.
“Wednesday evening Major Daughty-
Wylie, the British Vice-Consul in Mer-
zina, arrived in Adana and -established
headquarters in the house of a drago-
man of a wealthy Greek resident,
where many refugees had been recelv-
ed. The wife of the British Vice-Consul
who was brought into Adana under
fire on Wednesday tended to many
wounded women and children,

“Adana was a hell. The Bazaars were

looted and set on fire. There was con-
tinuous shooting and killing in every
part of the town and fires raged in
many quarters.
“Moslems from the neighborhood be-
gan pouring into the city, and notwith-
standing our vehement protests, tlie
Vali distributed armg to these men, al-
leging that they were Turkish reserves.
CONSTANTINOPLE, Apr. 27—There
was a fresh outbreak of fanaticism and
murder last night at Adana accom-
panied by looting and incendiarism.
The situation there is crucial.

Reschad Proclaimed Sulfan

CONSTANTINOPLE, April 27.—
Abdul Hamid II. has been deposed as
Sultan of the Turkish empire.
Mehemmed Reschad Effendi, his broth-
er, will be proclaimed his successor
probably at 3 o'clock this afternoon.
The deposition will be through the re-
gular form prescribed by the tenets of
Mahommedan faith. It is understood
that Sheik Ul Islam, the head of the
church, will issue the decree
of deposition. The news of the deposi-
tion of Abdul Hamid and the selection
of his brother to succeed him caused
great excitement throughout the city.
Crowds also began to gather in the
principal squares and thoroughfares
and around the imperial palace of ¥il-
diz in anticipation of the proclamation
of a new sultan.

CONSTANTINOPLE, April 21—Fifty
Turkish officers have been arrested in
Erzeroum by their troops and de-
spatched under ~escort to Trebizond.
The exact significance of.this action is
not yet clear but it is feared that it
means the beginning of a revolt of the
provincial troops against the Young
Turks officers.

AN AUDIBLE WARNING

P

Proposed In London, England, That Motor
Cars be Fixed With Aulomatic
Device.

e

LONDON, April 26.—A novelty is to
be added to the din of the London
streets. At a near date all public car-
riages propelled by mechanical means
are to be fitted with an automatic de-
vice, which shall give audible warning
to the driver and the police when the
vehicle attains a speed in excess of
that legally allowed. The new order
promulgated by the Assistant Com-
missioner of Police, Sir Alexander Car-
michael Bruce, is as follows:

“In consequence of the frequency of
reports to the Commissioner of the ex-
cessive speeds of motor omnibuses and
motor cabs, and consequent danger tO
the public and damage to property, he
has decided that means must be adopt-
ed which will make it possible to drive
these vehicles at such speeds without
detection.

“The Commissioner has reason to be-
liave that it is possible to give audible
warning of excess of speed to the po-
lice and others, and to the driver him-
self by means of an automatic device.

“The commissioner, therefore, wishes
it to be understood that he will require
at an early date, all public carriages
propelled by mechanical means to be
fitted with such a device, so made and
attached that it can be sealed and can-
not be tampered with. The audible
warning must be loud and continuous
so0 long as the statutory speed is being
exceeded.”

The order is doubtless aimed at mo-
tor taxi-meter cabs and motor omni-
buses, which come under the jurisdic-~
tion of Scotland Yard as licensed hack-
ney vehicles. Electric tramways are
under the jurisdiction of the Board of
Trade, and the order, therefore, prob-
ably does not apply to electric tram-
cars.

HALIFAX MAN TAKES HIS
WN LIFE WHILE DRUNK

FOR OVER-SPEEDING |

SHOT DOWN IN A
PARISIAN  ATTIC

A Mysterious Murder in Which
Crimina! Left No Trace.

e ey,

Shot Three Times and Three O:her
Bullets Found in Celling of
His Room.

PARIS, April 26.—Recently the con-
cierge of a house in the Rue Mont
Thobor, within a stone’s throw of the
Place Vendome, took up breakfast as
usual to one of his lodgers, known as
Louis Donald Farquharson Fleurot. On
opening the door, which was not lock-
ed, he saw Fleurot stretched on the
floor, in a pool of blood, with a six-
chambered revolver, empty, beside
him. He went for an English doctor,
who lives next door, and then called
in the police, who at once commenced
an inquiry.

GIVEN NOTICE.

So far .as can be learned, the deceased
passed as a lawyer, but he lived in a
mysterious manner, and had already
received notice to quit. The concierge
cannot remember having seen anybody
call upon him during the night, but a
fellow lodger on the fifth floor, im-
mediately below the apartment occu-
pied by the dead man, declares that be-
tween four and five o'clock on the pre-
vious day Fleurot went upstairs fol-
lowed by a fair young man. Soon af-
ter the lodger heard a great noise, as
of a scuffle,and furniture being thrown
about. In a few moments, however, all
the noise ceased.

LIVED REGULARLY,

All that has been ascertained 8o far
i{s that Farquharson ,or Fluerot had
lived in the same apartment since Oc-
tober, 1907. It is on the top floor, im-
mediately under the roof, and only has
one small window looking on to the
street. He always paid his rent regu-
larly, though often with difficulty, and
seemed poorly off. His orders were to
let anybody who asked for him up to
his “bureau,” but the neighbors were
very sceptical of his business existence.

THREE BULLETS.

His body bears the traces of three
bullets, one in the neck, one in the
throat, and another in the left cheek,
whilst three other bullets were found
in the ceiling.

A head tax of $4 levied by the United
States authorities upon returning Ca-
nadians from the West Indies has
brought forward a story from G. A.
Hilyard of St. John which may be
taken as a warning to intending trav-
ellers. Mr. Hilyard booked his passage
and that of L. T. Rowley on the Prinz
August Wilhelm of the Hamburg-
American line on April 15th for Can-
ada via New York. Before, however,
receiving the tickets he was told that
$8 more was required for a head tax,
otherwise tickets could not be issued.
Capt. Forward, the Kingston agent,
told Mr. Hilyard that the money would
be refunded at New York, but would
not gzive a receipt for same.

At New York on the 21st of April the
two gentlemen applied for a refund,
according to instructions, and were in-
formed that they could not get their
money back. After a considerable per-
iod, in which endless arguments were
uscd, they were told that if they
signed a declaration to the effect that
they were going right through into
Canada, it might be posible to refund

the money. This Mr. Hilyard and Mr.
Rowley did, but could not even after
doing so obtain a refund. Finally the
clerk informed them that if they were
not badly in need of the money they
might apply upon their arrival at their
destination and they, the Hamburg-
American line, weuld endeavor to get
them the money. Mr. Rowley con-
tinued his journey to Montreal, vowing
that he would never patronize the
Hamburg-American line again, and
Mr. Hilyard, in disgust, with the same
determination, continued on to St.
John.

Mr. Hilyard, in speaking to The Sun
yesterday said that he understood
that from all such taxes Canadians,
Cubians and Mexicans Wwere exempt,
and then ssuch taxes were only placed
upon second class,third class and steer=-
age pasengers.

The Royal Mail Steamship Company
did not levy such taxes. Where ‘the
taxes which are guaranteed, but sup~
posed to be returned—and are not—go

If the present commission is eventu-
ally to be the means of dealing an ef-
fective blow at this class of smug-
gling some steps should be taken to
prevent further shipments in the above
manner. The probability is that this
route would be utilized to a much
greater extent should it be rendered
impossible to deal from Austria via
Malta, as it would be an easy matter
to import the hasheesh through the
Soudan provinces into Egypt proper.

FINDS PROFIT IN
RUNNING DEER FARM

e

John Griggs, Pioneer lowan
Trapper, Has Made Success
of Unique Occupation.

Began With Pair of Deer and Is Now the
Owner of a Herd of Nearly
One Hundred.

MASON CITY, Iowa, April 26—Deer
farming in Iowa is limited to one farm
and to one man—John W. Griggs, who
lives twenty miles southwest of Mason
City, near the borcCer line between
Hancock and Cerro Gordo counties,
where may be seen & herd of nearly
one hundred deer, with all the instincts
of the wild life from which they are
but a few generations removed, and
where the visitor may spend hailf a
day in as delightful an outing as can
be imagined.

John Griggs is a typical pioneer,
who -came ‘to Jowa as a trapper and
hunter forty years ago, but whe, un-
like ‘others of his profession, settled
down upon her virgin soil and applied
himself to farming, while at the same
time- he surrounded himself with all
the “wild 'life he could induce through
domestication or caphivity to remain
with him.

Mr. Griggs’ farm for more than three
decades has been a zoological garden

.of animal curiosities fresh from their

wild  haunts, nhot because Mr. Griggs
to be different from other
Jowa farmers, but because he loved
animals and wanted them for their
company and for the inspiration they
gave him. !

He has made a success of tilling the
soll and now, after attaining years

..4.when the activities of farm life must
:be eased up, he. finds ample and con-

stant employment with a side line as
unique as any in the world—deer
farming. Fifteen years he has been In
the deer business. Wolves, wild geese,
antelope, elk and other animals have

2 in -succession oc¢cupied his spare mo-
‘ments in cultivating - their acquaint-

ance ‘for thirty years, but in no line
has he succeeded so well as with deer.

Fifteen years ago Mr. Griggs began
with a pair of Virginia deer, but by
careful study and added new blood he
has. huilt up a herd which are crosses
or true bloods of black tails, Columbia
black tails, Virginians and Minnesota
deer, though none of these breeds seem
to do so well in Towa as the northern
deer, which vary little in size from
other. breeds, but seem better adapted
to Iowa climatic conditions,

INBREBDING DISASTROUS.

The white tail js a much finer bon-
ed, finer haired animal than the Min-
nesota deer, but is not hardy; so it
may be said that this herd has veered
around in its breeding in fifteen years
tp practically full blooded northern
breed, of many types, but nearly all
the same, and has grown from two to
a hundred head.

This has been done by careful man-
agement and the prevention of in-
breeding, which, as with otHer animals,
is disastrous to the health of the herd
and will in time produce mere scrubs
from beautiful, healthy, agile progeni-
tors.

Mr. Griggs thinks that careful selec-
tion of the does and securing at inter-
vals a buck, caught young in the woods
of Northern Wisconsin or Minnesota
is the best and safest way to keep up
the standard of his herd. Strange as
it may seem, deer in captivity are gen-
erally prolific breeders. The mating
season is in November and the fawns
are born along in June or May, from
the young does one at a birth and from
the older ones usually twins. As Mr.
Griggs has it figured, from thirty
does on his farm a crop of fifty fawns
is expected. The fawns are spotted un-
til fall, when their new coat comes.
They require no attention, only to be
let severely alone . with the does.

Years in domestication of the parents
dces not rob the young of all the in-
stincte of their wild life. It is impos-
sible to get near th2m for some weeks,
znd even when practically mature if
frightened they will charge a - wire
fence at breakneck speed in an effort
to get away. For this reason Mr.
Griggs finds that woven wire fencing
{8 best, eight feet high and with posts
set close to each other to hold it.

The natura] food of the deer is ten-
der plants, shoots, leaves, sprouts,
fruit and berries, which generally are
found in the woods; so a wood is es-
They eat
weeds but do not care much for ordin-
ary grass, though clover and alfalfa
are delicicacieg for which they pass by
fodder, oats, straw and the like. Corn
is the best grain, and the does must
be fed a little grain during the sum-
mer to keep up the floy of milk if the
young are to be pushed for market. In
winter the deer lose their appetite and
will eat little food, thus coming cut in
the spring thin though not poor.

LAWS RESTRICT HUNTING.

Pléenty of running water is needed,
though in winter they n221 no water
if snow is on the groand, as they eat
that.

No shelier is ne2ded save that of a
grove of trees to break off the wind.
The coat of hair of a deer is water-
proof and they will hot enter a shed.

There is good profit .n raising deer
for the market, as Mr. Griggs is well
able to testify. Deer are not as large
as one would think. A full grown buck
would weigh irom 150, to 300 pounds
ond does from from 129 to 175. Deer
are fully develop2d at four years of
age. The fawns, if they ceme early
and the coes are well fed, weigh' at
the age of six months from 70 to 90
rounds, and at eighte2n months from
120 to 170 pouunds.

The demand for venison is constant-
1y on the increase.

The laws which restrict hunting and
{imit the number of d2er to each hun-
ter have prevented a high price at this
#ime for the dressed carcasses in Chi-
cago.

They are so, small, so timid, so lithe
and active that it takes more power
and skill than can usually get around
them to perform ithe act without de-
struction to the deer. -

Elk were discarded a few years ago
by Mr. Briggs in favor of deer. They
are much larger than a deer, will eat
as much as a steer, and are not so re-
liable ad deer when it comes to profits.

The bucks as a rule are docile and
harmless, but will bear watching, es-
pecially during the mating season. The
does will not attack unless molested
when the fawns are young and will
then fight to good purpose and ~ften-
{.mes without reason. To be let alone
is a deer lesson the hreeder must learn
or his deer will teach him.

As 'a rule the loss from various
causes is not great in the nerd. Deer
if properly cared for are profitable.
Self injury when frightened causes
some loss and a mad buck may stab a
doe with his horn during feeding time,
making a wound from which she is
pretty likely to die.

G. K. CHESTERTON'S
VIEW OF THE WAR SCARE

Everyone is talking just now about
machines of death made out of steel
or iron. People whisper in a panic-
stricken way that Germany is builld—
ing ironcluds of the size of small is-
lands; and one can almost fancy that
the sun is darkened at noon with fly-
fng ships, like a flight of iron birds.
I have my doubts about both the moral
and the nuilitary value of this sort of
imagination. Machinery is only ar-
mor, and armor is only clothes; and
a very superfitial study of some sub-
urban dandies will suffice to show
that it is no good to have clothes if
you do not know how to put them on.
'We do not offer exquisite trousers to a
man who has no legs. Nelither do we
offer difficult machinery to men who
have no heads, nor dangerous machin-
ery to men who have no hearts.

An obvious historical parallel sug-
gests itself. Armor-plating is no new
thing; ironclads are very old and ro-
mantic objects. Only in the old time
the individual was an ironclad.' They
plated the man instead of the ship;
but they calculated it carefully, so as
to repel the shafts and bullets of the
enemy. And this making of helmets
and breast plates was a very subtle
and exacting trade; the armorer
was both an artist and a man of sci-
ence.
men were often killed, like Dundee at
Killlecrankie, only because one hole
was found in their harness. No doubt
there was a certain amount of inter-
national competition, and the advisers
of a mnation said: ‘“Remember that
you have to meet the steel coats of
Milan,” or “Remember that your ene-
mies have admirable blades from Da-
mascus.”

il

Still, these fears were kept within
the four corners of dignity. I abso-
lutely refuse to believe that any Eng-
lish gentleman at the time of Crecy
ever shrieked at the top of his voice:
“Nine more new visors for the Knights
of Acquitaine!” or “Seven more Bar-
bary . horses seen in Gascony!” or
“French Governments still buying
Florentine gauntlets!” And, if we at-
tempt to analyze the difference, I
think we shall simply find it to lie in
a sense of honor. Such an Englishman
would have thought it cowardly to at-
tach so much importance as all that
to a difference of armaments. He
would, as a reasonable person, inform
himself about the weapons of his cne-
my; and if he heard that his enemy
had a curtal axe which was rather a
neat thing, he would probably go and
buy one,

But he would not talk as if he could
be conquered by the axe, and not by
the enemy. He would not talk as if
there were a shower and hail of cur-
tal axes darkening the sun. He would
not say that the German axes were
growing larger and larger by a huge,
incurable law of the cosmos. In the
last resort, his own manhood would
despise an open fear of defeat as
much as defeat itself. For, after all,
the only possible shame of defeat is
that it may have befallen us through
fear. But we seem eager to confess
the fear before we need confess the de-
feat. :

e

That is the obvious difference- be-
tween the mediaeval Englishman and
the modern. He talked of contending
against a German knight, not against
a German lance. Nor would he have
been scared if you had told him that
German lances were growing longer
and longer and that whereas ten years
ago a German lance was forty feet
long, it was now two hundred and
forty feet long, and would soon be a
mile long. He would deny that this
was any reason for his really being
afraid of the German knight—a degree
of degradation which he would, indeed,
have refused altogether to discuss. He
would have denied it for two very for-
cible reasons, both of which are in
their turn well worth consideration at
the present time.

He would have denied it, first, be-
cause his common-sense would have
told him that the mere elongation of
lances, at enormous expense and with-
out any reference to the swift acci-
dents of battle, was a piece of clum-
siness and stupidity in the mere art of
war. It would be much more worth
while to teach a lange number of
healthy men to manage a short lance
than to teach a few acrobats to man-
age partially a long lance- that could
not really be managed. And while a
lengthy spear might be likely to strike
an enemy first, it would be much
worse than useless if it did not strike
him at all; as he would simply sit
smiling with a spiked mace in his hand
until the monotonous lengths of tim-
ber had gone by him.

Now, the average citizen is not an
expert either upon lances or battle-
ships. He cannot know much about
the subject; but he can (I think) know
a good deal about the expert. The
good citizen possesses a sense of smell,
given to him by God, like that of the
dog: he has, in a mystical way, a nose
for nonsense. And he smells some-
thing wrong when people g0 on talking
blindly about bigger and bigger ships,
though he’ may Know nothing about
naval war; just as he would smell
something wrong if people went on
talking about longer and longer lances,
though he might know nothing about
the technique of tilting. <Common-
sense tells a man that indefinite devol-
opment in one direction must in prac-
tice over-reach itself: that wearing
ninety overcoats cannot be the way to
cure a cold, that drinking ninety pots
of beer is by no means a protection
against thirst. If you perceive your
enemy plunging on blindly in a parti-
cular direction, the real thing to do, it
you have any spirit and invention, is
to calculate the weakness in his course
and advance yourself in some other
direction. You ought to take advantage
of his infatuation, not to imitate it:
you ought to surprise his plan of cam-
paign, not copy it laboriously. If he is

building very big ships, the best thirg |

you could do would probably be to

build small ones; ships lighter, quick-

er, and more capable of navigating

rivers. If he has gone quite dotty on

long lances, the chances are that you

will win the battle with daggers.
e

But there is another reason besides

A great deal depended on him; |

this more flexible experimentalism in
war which would, I think, have pre=-
vented the fine old English gentlemén
from going in for a mere blind race in
the length of spear-shafts. He would
have known that if lances really grew
longer and longer past all reason, there
would certainly come a point when Eu-
rope would step in and stop it. Eu-
rope was a great deal too keen on the
common sport of chivalry to let it be
wiped out by cut-throat competition.
They would have had sumptuary laws
to cut short a gentleman’s lance, as
they had them to cut short his plumes
or his expenditure. But these could
fonly have been enforced by a general
! agreement of Christendom. And
those old, barbaric, superstitious, dim,
dark, and damned ages, there would
have been a general agreement of
‘Christendom. It might have been an

it might have been ratifled by eccles-
iastical mysteries, but it could have
'been obtained. It is all nonsense to
jsay that we Europeans could not have
jan agreement about disarmament. We
could have it well enough if we loved
|our civilization as much as we hate
' each other, People cannot love Europe,

ANAGEMENT BOARD

OTTAWA, Ont., April 26.—The Min-
ister of Rallways today tabled in the
Commons the order in council for the
construction of the new board to man-
age the government rallways.

The history of the Intercolonial is
reviewed in the order and attention is
called to the fact that although the
Intercolonial had expanded consider-
able in length and traffic, no change
has been made from the original ad-
minstrative plan to meet the new
conditions. Hon. Mr, Graham, the or-
der states, has for some time been
considering the vartous questions in-

"volved in the operation of the govern-
! acte governing them, with the appro-

.ment systemm of rallways from both
“the administrative and the financial
spoints of view and has corcluded that
~a change from the present system of
management is desirable. He - has
therefore determined to place the
management under a board of which
the Deputy Minister of Railways, M.
J. Butler, will be chairman, without
increased salary. There will be three
other members of the board as an-
nounced, each with an annual salary
of six thousand dollars.

The board will make monthly reports
to the Minister of Railways and an
annual report. :

Details Specifizd
For the organization of the board the

following details are specified: 1—
The position of general mameger of
government rallways to be abolished.

2, The boand'to be constituted under
the name of “The Government Rall-
ways Management Board.”

The board is to supervise and direct
all departments of the government
railways.

. To define the dutles of the board it
is stated:—

1. It is to have the powers ususlly
vested in the executive of the rallway
corporations.

2. It is to prepare, under the several
val of the government general in
council, rules and regulations::

(a) For the organization of the staff
and officials,

(b) For the conditions of employment
in the railways service.

(¢) For the purchase of supplies and
the sale of materials.

(d) For aecertaining and collecting
the.railway tolls, dues and revenues.-

The new board, Messrs, Butler, Pot-
tinger, Tiffin and Brady, held a pre-
liminary meeting here and informal-
ly discussed the way in which the
work of management is to be handled.
There will be another meeting some
time this week at which a definite plan
will be agreed upon and announced.

THOUSANDS OF
ARMENIANG AT
MOSLEMS MERCY

ALEXANDRBTTA, Asiatic Turkey,
April 26.—Refugees who have made
their escape from Deurtyul, which is
a small town not far from Alexan-
dretta, bring most alarming accounts
of the situation there. They afliirm
that 10,000 Armenians are beleaguered
by 50,000 Moslems. The besieged are
half starved and the conditions within
the walls of the city are pitiful. It is
certain that there are no Americans
at that place.

BEIRUT, - April 26.—~The town of
Hadjin, about 100 miles to the ‘north
of Alexandretta, where the regiments
have withstood the assaults of the fan-
atics for the past wecek, was in flames
yesterday. According to reports re-
ceived here several of the guarters
escaped, and up to midnight Sunday
all the Americans were safe, At this
place there are five American women
missionaries.

Letakia, in Syria, has been relieved,
thanks to the unceasing efforts of the

American consul general at Beirut, Ga-
briel H. Revndal, who secured the co-
operation of the French cruiser Jules
Ferry, which arrived at Latakia this
morning. Thousands of refugees have
been pouring into Latakia, and the
presence of the French warship there
will have much influence in controlling
the situation. The refugees are mostly
women and children, many of the
members of the familes having been
killed. The consul general has also
suceeded in inducing the loyal authori-
ties to take measures for the relief of
the people and they are responding
sympathetically and energetically.

Our Southern Neighbor Trying
to Obtain Its Long-De-
ferrad Aim,

Shall Camada Try fo Bulld Up Empire
or Drift Info Move Toward
Reciproolly ?

Lally Barnard writing in The Vie-
toria, Colonist on ‘“‘Reciprocity,” says:

“In the editorial columns of The
Colonist of March 26th appears this
paragraph:

“The loyalty of the Colonies has been
put to the test,” and as Kipling would
say, “the well-forged links prove true.”
May I venture to suggest that the loy-
alty of Canada to a line of policy,
equally important in the success of Im-
perial Defense and consolidation, with
that of naval armament, is to be test-
ed to its utmost at this moment in our
history. ® ;

Reciprocity in ocoal and timber be-
tween the United States and Canada is
mootsd, Are ‘we or are we not, to
change the direction of the channels of
our trade and commerce, from east and
west to east, to north and south? Are
we to weaken with the stroke of a pen
the work of imperial consolidation
which has been going forward for
nearly half a century? Let Canadians
who are dazled with the project of any
species of reciprocity with the Repub-
lic to the south of us, study carefully
the history of the relations between
the United States and Canada in the
past, and let them weigh in he balance
the ultimate benefits of inter-Imperial
trade as contrasted with the sugges-
tion that our raw material should be
utilized to build up the giant indus-
tries of & nation, which unhappily,
may from force of cirsumstances, one
day be compelled to become the open
enemy of the British people.

BUILD UP EMPIRE.

Are we to persevere in the magnifi-
cent policy of building up an empire
or allow ourselves to be diverted
from the task which we have set our-
selves to accomplish, by the political
adroitness of a power which is mnatu-
rally concerned in preventing the close
amalgamation of the greatest Anglo-
Saxon force the world has ever seen?
Numerically the people of the British
Empire are not as  strong as the
85,000,000 of Americans. But bound to-
gether under a stable constitutional
monarchial government and forming
outposts of an extraordinarily power-
ful Furopean centre, We can, by con-
solidation of interests and unity of leg-
islative ideals sway the destiny of the

world. s
TARIFF REVISION.

The Tarift Revision of the United
States is simply & master-stroke of
what is called “American diplomacy,”
following the treatment accorded the
representatives of the units of Em-
pire, at the last Imperial Conference
in London by the “statesmen!” now in
control of affairs at Westminster.
Those who are “in the know'’ under-
stand fully the import of this move
on the part of our aggressive neighbor.
What the forceof American arms
could not achieve in the past Ameri-
can “diplomacy!” and American capi-
tal has set out to accomplish.

«Thé Mastery of the Pacific,” a Te
cent American speaker told a Victoria
audience, would be “decided by brains,
not armed force.” = We see exactly
what he meant. Our coal and timber
areas are required to build up the Un-
ited States cities. The American fleet
is to be remdered mobile by the pro-
duct of what is at present the great-
est asset in the matter of imperial de-
fence, i, e., the coaling stations with~
in its radius. Truly Canadian loyalty
to the magnificent project of imperial
consoldation is to be tested to the ut-
most. More British capital has been
invested in Canadian securities within
the last ten years, than ever before in
the history of our country, and we
may assume that this investment has
been made on the strength of our pow=
er as part and parcel of a giant Brit-
ish Empire. Are we to weaken this
impulse of imperialism and become the
pawns in the game of American poli-

ticlans?
ONLY A BAIT.

The bait is an alluring one, but
“pait” it is. Not long ago a distin-
guished British statesman told the
writer, that it was upon the sterling
loyalty of the great Canadian Domin-
jon that the fate of the empire rested.
The proof of his assertion is befores us
today. Between the rivets of the im-
perial links, the thin edge of the wedge
will shortly be inserted, unleas the
federal ministry, backed by the
force of public opinion, stands true to
the policy which has animated and in-
spired, not only Canada, but the whole
British Empire. Are we or are we not
capable of the merely temporary sacri-
fice of an apparent commercial gain,
offered for the greater and wider pro-
ject of an imperial power which will
ultimately result in the consolidation
of the entire Anglo-Saxon peoples?

Do we hold human life, the lives so
readily laid down for the preserva-
tion of the empire, in South Africa, as
something cheaper than the doubtful
benefit of a commercial treaty which
will rapidly denude our forests of that
great asset of unhewed timber, the
heritage of our children and children’s
children, and our valuable store of
“plack diamonds” which insures the
vitality of our coming mnaval fleet on
the Pacific coast. Let us ‘hold what
we have,” striving ever towards the
goal which promises not only the con-
versation of our individuality as a na-
tion, not only the healthful develop-
ment of this great Dominion, but the
strengthening of that wider Dominion
“on which the sun never sets.” The
British empire, governed by a coasti-
tutional monarch, beloved and revered
by his people.

THE PETROLEUM FIELDS

0F

THE WORLD.

It is not yet quite fifty years since
petroleum was valued only as a lini-
ment which was sold as ‘‘Sicilian,”
“Rangoon,’”’ or “American” oil at more
per gallon than it now fetches per bar-
el On August 20th, 1859, in Oill
Creek, Pennsylvania, it rose in the first
effective drill ever sunk fer it—and
last year the world’s output of the
crude liquid approached 29,000,000 tons.

It is & significant ciroumstance that
the development of this immense pro-
duction has spread from west to east.
The oil flelds.-of the Alleghany region
were fist exploited, then the industry
crossed the Atlantic to develop those of
Beku, whilst, since this cemtury began
the petroleum of Burma, Borneo, and
the Eastern Archipelago has come to
rank third in the world’s production.
This process is still oontinuing, and it
now appears probable that the next
great oil flelds to be opemed up will
be further east still, on shores washed
by the Pacific ocean.

LONGEST VOYAGHS

Hitherto most of the petroleum con-
sumed on both the American and Asi-
atic sides of the Pacific has been sent
there from the eastern seabord of
North Amenica. - Some goes from
Batoum, on the Black Sea; Borneo 0il
has cut into the trade, and Japan has
recently developed her native mineral
oll, but still the bulk of the supplies
required are shipped from ports on the
Atlantic seaboard. The traffic is an
interesting and romantic one if only
because it furnishes the longest voy-
ages possible from port to port under
modern conditions. Thus & sailing
vessel from New York to Shanghal
with oil has to go almost as far as
round the world without putting in up-
on the way, and may be six months,
or more, at sea without exciting re-
mark or anxiety. To San Francisco
is not much shorter, but, under- the
United Staites Navigation laws,  car-
goes for there, and for adjacent ports,
are given only to vessels flying the
Stars and Stripes. Otherwise the traf-
fic s almost entirely in British hands,
both sallers and steamers being em-
ployed. The latter go from New York
to Viadivostock and to other SHakhal-
in end Siberian destinations; recérd
trips for stéamers which may easily

. take four months on the passage. Most

of the oll is shipped in small tins cased
in wood, but some goes in bulk, and
o few steel “salling tankers” have re-
cently been built to carry, it in that

All this immense trade is at present
threatened by recent discoveries of 0il
upon Pacific shores. Of these perhaps

the most striking has been its ex- |

ploitation in Peru. There, particularly
nhear Talara within six miles of tide
water, great flelds have been located,
and have already been developed to
such” purpose, that throughout Peru it-
®self coal has fallen almost into de-
suetude as a source of power; oil fuel
or oll engines having taken its place.
So much is this the case that two
fast turbine passenger steamers for
oocean service from Peruvidn ports, now
being bullt on the Mersey, are being
fitted to burn oil only. Hitherto the
local consumption has absorbed the
petroleum output of Peru, but it is in-
creasing so rapidly that arrangements

for its export are in progress and it is p

proposed to build a pipe line across the
Isthumus of Panama in order ghat the
oil may be placed upon BEuropean mar-
kets. This scheme contemplates that
the ofl should be shipped into tank
steamers which would convey it to the
Pacific terminus of the pipe through
which it would be pumped direct into
other ‘“tankers’” on the Atlantic side,
v:'hmch would convey it to its destina-
tion.

GREAT OIL FIRMD.

If this plan is carried out it will pro-
bably have to compete with Mexican
petroleum. An exceedingly rich oil
belt is believed to traverse that coun-
try almost from ocean to ocean, but
its discovery has been so recent that,
so far, it has been developed mainly
upon the Atlantic seaboard, where,
near Tampico, an oil fire of unparallel-
ed flercensss broke out last autumn.
One of the wélls exploded and burned
for many weeks until it formed a lake
of fire over two hundred yards across
in which, it was estimated, almost a
million barrels of oil—equal to forty
million gallons—were consumed daily.
It has not yet burned out, and obvious-

ly a field with such possibilities of pro- !

duction is one to be reckoned with
on both of the great oceans between
which it exists.

On the other side of the Pacific, in
Sakhalin, a very remarkable oil fleld
is now being opened up under Russo-
German auspices. It {is near Nico-
lalevsk, the chief settlement in the
northeast of the island, and the qual-
ity of the product is reported to be ex-
ceptionally fine; whilst the gquantity
available is said to be extraordinary.
It is plain that such a source of sup-
ply would, if properly worked, entirely
supersede Amercan oil in all the prin-
cipal markets of the Furthest East.

VAST RICHES AND
PRICELESS GEMS

s

Are Hidden in Treasure House
of he Sultan,

e e

Golden Persian - Throne, the Sword of
Mahomet, a Piece of the True
Gross Are There.

Nothing in the world equals in splen-
dor the Turkish sultan’s treasure
house at Constantinople, which has
mever been photographed, and scarcely
ever entered, except by its royal own-
er, and its guardians. So priceless arc
the treasures stored therein that even
ambassadors are refused admittance.
It is only some great favorite of the
sultan who may have a passing peep
et its wonders. :

The whole treasure house consists of
but two large rooms, with single gal-
leries running above each. The first
thing that strikes the eye on entering
s the gigantic Persian throne, covered
with a huge crystal canopy. It is
made out of beaten gold one and one-
half inches thick. The seat and the
four thick legs are covered with east-
ern design®, worked out in thousands
of huge pearls, equal in size and water,
with topazes and emeralds cut = all
alike. The throne is square in shape,
measuning three yards long and two
yards high. It was made in 1501 in
?Ws,_ln Persia, for the Shah Ismael

‘Thers 1is yet another wonderful
throne of Persian work in the same
hall, This is rather different in form,
having ‘steps and being supportéd by
splendid pillars. It has a cupola of
gold and is itself of golden foundation.
Into this are incrusted cedar and san-
dal wood designs, which are again rich-
1§ studded with rubfes, emeralds pearls
-and dtamonds.” Under the cupola, at
the end of a golden chain, hangs an
uncut emerald, six inches long and
two_and one-half inches thick. It Is
covered with texts from the Koran.
This throne was made in the 16th cen-
‘tury and was used by -Achmed I,
whose - hobby was swords, and who
formed a collection of 1,018 golden
swords set with precious stones of the
very first quality.

In a crystal cupboard next to the
thrones repose three of the largest em-
eralds which have up to the present
moment been found. They are from
eight to ten inches long and from five
to six inches thick. In the 18th cen-
tury there was a wonderful emerald
in the sameé cupboard which. weighed
420 carats;, but Mustafa III., gave it to
be'put over Mohammed's grave in Me-
dina, where it hangs still.

Under the window next to the cup-
board stands a splendid bronze statue
of Abdul Azis. In the midst of the
glare of gold and stones such a thing
makes but little impression. It is, how-
ever, vaiuable, because it the first and,
as yét, only statue of a sultan. The
Koran declares is to be a sin to pat-
vronize sculpture and no other sultan
has dared to defy this prohibition of
“the devil’s art.”

Behind crystal cupboards between
the two windows are historical relics
of priceless value. There hang the
sword of Mohammed the Congueror,
which he carried in his hand on enter-
ing Constantinople for the first time;
the sword of <Constantine Dragoses,
the last of the Byzantine dynasty; the
crooked sword belonging to Bajezet II..
when ‘he set out against the Germans
and Soliman the Great’s sword which
he carried during his conquest of Bel-
grade. All these are of gold, studded
with turquoise, sapphires, pearls and
rubies.

Near them are the helmets, suits of
armor, lances, stilettos and horse
trappings once used by, these eastern
potentates. They are a blaze of dia-
monds, emeralds, rubies and pearls, all
large enough to awaken the envy of.
duchesses and so close. together that
the gold they are embedded in can
scarcely be seen. The effect is that of
a series of jewelled rainbows, which
dazzle the eye and recall the wondrous
tales of the Arabian Nights.

The second room is called the “jewel
roof.”” Nobody gives Such magnificent
presents as sultans and shahs, . Some
idea of this will bé gained by the fact
that in this second room are a @ozen
crystal vases from 25 to 80 inches high
filled with pearls, emeralds, diamonds,
rubies and sapphires, Through the
dazzle of these jewels can be seen
stones  of huge size which ars again
set with smalier jewels in wonderful
de_sd_g_ns of flowers and beasts,

" In the middle of this room is a cup-
board, crystal of course, containing a
perfect collection of every kind of Mo-
hammedan money, from the most an-
cient times-to the present day. And

not buy the stones in the vases oppo-
site. : ;

Besides the coins is a collection of
flutes studded with silver and precious
stones, which the Caliphs, contrary to
the Koran's decrce, play upon. In a
casket adorhed with the rubies ife two
pearls weighing 48 grammes.

In anothoer casket, studded with dia-
monds, is a ruby as large as a pearl.
This was the gift of Persia’s shah to
Selim on his coronation: day. In yet
another casket is a diamond of the
first water weighing 32 carats, which
probably once adorned the Byzantine
crown. A child piaying on the sands
orice found it in Aivan Seraj, where in
Roman times it was lost in the midst
of some great public ceremony.

Many priceless relics came to the
sultans from the DByzantine -dynasty.
There is a large piece of Christ's cross,
given to Constantine the Great-by the
monks of Golgotha. From the same
source came the sponge and the crown
of thorns used at the erucifixion. It is
not generally known that the head of
John the Baptist, iven #tn Salome by
her step-father, and his hand are also
in the sultan’s treasure house. But
such I8 the case, and they now lie,
ghastly relics, surrounded by the orgie
of light, color and gold.

The galleries of the treasure rooms
are lined with cupboards in which re-
pose hundreds of jeweled dresses and
drinking cups. The enormous quantity
of the. Jatter is explained by the east-
ern custom of sending a rich drinking
cup with every present to the sultan.

TORONTO, April 26—The Archbishop
of Rupert’'s Land, Most Rev. L. P.
Matheson, was this afternoon chosen
Primate of All Canada and representa-
tive general of the consultative bodv
of the Lambeth Conference, by the
Dominion House of Bishops in the
synod offices, thus consummating an
event towards which all Anglican
Canada had been looking forward with
the greatest interest. :

Rev. William White, who was rec-’
ommended by the Board of Missions
to be appointed bishop of the Anglican
synod in China, was elected by the
bishops, although the consecration has
not yet taken place, and will have to
be arranged for.

Right Rev. C. Hamilton, Lord Bishop
of Ottawa, was elected Archbishop of
Ottawa and president of the ecclesi-
aetical province of Canada.

15 LONG OVERDLE

Due at Sydney the Latter
Part of January—She Has
Not Been Reported

PN S
Anxiety is felt in shipping crclel
for the safety of the flne Glasgow™
owned ship Australian, which left
Magzattan on Nov. 25 last for Sydnev,
New -South Wales, and has not beegn
heard of although due at her destina-
tion the latter part of January. The
Australian signed on. her crew at Ant-
werp Sept. 28, 1907, and proceeded to
Christiania, where she loaded a carso
for Melbourne, leaving on Nov. 7, and
arriving at Melbourne on Feb. 11, 1908,

after a good passage.

She then proceeded to Newcastle, N.
S. W., and - from there across tha
Pacific to Mazatton, where she ar-
rived on Aug. 22, last. The Australlan
remained at Mozattan until Nov. 25
last, when she started on her return
trip to Australia, but nothing has
since been heard of her. BShe is now
152 days out on a passage which uswal-
ly occupies about fifty daye.

The ship Mario Polo left Mozatton
Dec. 14, nineteen days after the Aus-
trallan, and arrived at Newcastle, N.
8. W. on Feb. 13, after a passage of
sixty-three days. Capt. Jas. Hunter
was in command of the Australian and
she carried a crew of twenty-four men,
all told. She was a steel ship of 2.103
tons gross and 1.955 tons net register,
built in 1897 by Messrs. Russell & Co.
of Port Glasgow and owned by the
Australian Ship Co., Ltd.

Therefore the eye is almost blinded by
the dazzle of goblets and vases from
Venice and the West, from Holland,
Italy, Saxony, China, India, Persia and
Japan.

Besides these are an unaccountable
number of arms, from Bagdad, Toledo
and from Persia, ail historical and all
priceless. The collection of watches
and clocks dates from the 16th century
to the present day. One clock, sent in
1740 from the Austrian emperor to Mo-
hammed I., plays a fresh minuet every
hour, or 24 different tunes within the
day.

Perhaps the most impressive part of
this collection are the 24 costumes once
worn by sultans. The first dates from
the year 1453, the last from 1839. The
magnificence of these dresses defies
description. Each is worth hundreds of
thousands of dollars, even if you count
only the value of the huge stones that
adorn them, to say nothing of the gold
with which they are sewn and embroid-
ered. Bach dress is different in shape,
according to the
taste of its royal owner.

The walls of the galleries are hurg
with portraits of dead sultans, painted
after death, Next to the tresaurs
house is the throne room ‘of Achmed
1. and his library. But the few strang-
ers who visit these rooms pay it little
attention, dazzled as they are by the
splendor they have already seen.

The onlv words discernable were
“San Antonio, Texas.” With this
slight clew Post Office Inspector Jos-
eph P. Johnson communicated with
the postmaster at San Antonio, en-
closing a picture of Mills in the letter,
A reply to Johnson’s inquiry was re-
ceived in due season.

Mills, whose corréct name is given
as S. H. Fisher, has served two terms
in the Texas penitentiary. 1lis last
conviction was on a charge of bur-
glary committed in San Antonio in
1907. For this crime Fisher served
two years.

It was a letter addressed to Chief of
Police Charles Van Riper, of San An-
tonio, that Fisher had blotted. This
letter was received by Inspector John-
son, with a full history of the prison-
er. In the letter Fisher thanked the
chief for past kindncsses, saying be
was living a good life and expected
to return to Texas in about two years.

The letter was written from Los An-
geles, where Fisher was working at his
trade of machinist, which he had
learned while in the penitentiary. He
complained of the low wages paid in
Los Angeles, stating that he was then
working for $2.50 a day. ;
“Fisher was first arrested in Austin,
Texas, on a charge of arson. On serv-
ing his term for this offence he was
arrested for burglary by Detective
Van Riper, who is now Chief of Police.
While* in Texas he travelled under
many aliases. The initials “J. M. C.”
are tattooed on his arm, this work
having been done while he was a con-
vict.

Fisher comes from one of the best
families in the South, according to
Van Riper, although he failed to give
the address of Fisher’'s parents. In
the letter written to Van Riper I'ish-
er tells of visiting his sister in 131 Paso
while on his way to Californlia.

Mr, Crocket of Campb:liton said last
.summer the town council issued $25,000
water bonds and the citizens did aot
know where the money hads gone.
Later they made extensions to the
water system and made another bond
issue of $60,000. The citizens did not
believe that ninety-nine in every hun-
dred citizens were opposed to a fur-
ther bond issue.

Hon. Mr. Maxwell read letters from
taxpayers of Campbellton who object-
ed to the passage of the bill.

At the suggestion of the committee,
Mr. Currie consented to have a refer-
endum clause added to the issue of
$50,000 additional water bonds be sub-
mitted to a vote of the ratepayers.

The bill to amend the act relating to
rates and taxes was taken up. There
were really three bills under discus-
sion, that Introduced by Mr. Woods,
of Queens, one by Mr. Robinson,  of
York, and one brought forward by G.
H. Flewelling, of Kings. The object 'in
the three bills was identical and was
to make more effective the collection
of ‘delinquent taxes.

TIN TOMATO CAN
SAVES MAN'S LIFE

With it a Castaway Farm Hand
Bails His Boai for
29 Hours

Blown 62 Mijes by Storm—Unable fo Row
in -Great Gale, Edgar L. Brown is
Driven Across Lake Ontario.

ROCHESTER, N. Y., April 28.--kd-
gar L. Brown, who was blown across
Lake Ontario in a recent big storm in
a flat bottom punt, walked down the
gangway of the car ferryboat Ontario
at Charlotte at five o’clock a few days
later and was cheered by half the
population of the village. The famous
beat was on the ferry and was immed-
iately claimed by Michael Burns, a
farmer, who owns it. A neighbor of-
fered 1+ &'ve Burns and the boat a
lift home in his wagon.

“Not on your life,” said Burng; ‘that
boat has a record now and it would be
a disgrace to it to put iL on 2 wagon.
I'm going to row it aroand to the pond
tomorrow.”

Netther Brown nor the punt shows
any ill effects of the weird experience.
Brown says he entered the boat in
Round Pond about seven o'clock Mon-
day morning. Jle fell asleep and when
he woke up half an hour later was
nearly out of sight of land. From
then until he lanced on the Canadian.
coast, three and one-half miles from
Grafton. about noon Tuesday, he was
mostly in the bottom of the craft bail-
ing for his life with a tomato can.

His clothing was soaked in the first
hour at sea, and was sodden when
he landed. He says the waves lovked
as tall as church steeples.

DIDN'T DO ANY THINKING.

“What did I think of "% echoed Brown
when asked about his experience. “I
simply couldft think. Every faculty
seemed concentrated in 'that tomato
can. It was only Almighty God that

brought me through. Man alone could |

not have survived. I suffered frcm
cold terrtbly and the exercise of bail-
ing’ anuoubtedly prevented me from
guccumbiag from exj« sure.

“I tried to use the oars ,but saw it
was impossible to make headway
against the wind. The only course
open to me was to go with the wind
and keep her afloat until I was blown
to the other shore.

“I alternately rowed and bailed all
day Monday. At night I stopped row-
ing and bailed all night. About ten
o'clock Tuesday morning I looked up
from bailing and saw the blue haze of
the Canadian shore. It was blowing a
gale then. The wind was southeast
whe‘n I started, but afterward blew
from the south.- 1 got near the land
about noon.

‘“The boat was swamped several rods
from shore and it took my last ounce
of strength to get her in and pull her
up on the land. I collapsed, but man-
aged to hang onto the painter.

GOT FOOD AT FARMHOUSE.

“When I go so I could walk I made
my way to a fammhouse, where I got
food and dry clothing. I had eaten
nothing since supper Sunday evening.”

Brown rested a little while and then
walked to Cobourg. He was too weak
to finish the seven miles to his wife’s
house in Port Huron on foot and went
by train. Mrs. Brown had heard no-
thing about his being blown out to
sea, but hig first thought was that che
would have heard it and he wanted to
relieve her mind. A letter announcing
his supposed drowning reached her
‘brother the night of Brown’s arrival in
Port Hope. He was a hero in Port
Hope and the Canadian papers of the
section were full of the story of the
sixty-two mile voyage across the lake.

“I'll get him and-the boat a good en-
gagement at a show house in Rochest-
er,” former Village Clerk John Keon
proposed to Brown’s employer, P, J.
Rigney, when the hero was being con-
gratulated in Charlotte.

“There’s a plough out on the farm
that just fits Edgar,” Mr. Rigney said,
decisively. ‘‘Come on home, Edgar.”

Brown laughed and started for the
farm. He is a self-possessed but mod-
est chap, thirty-seven years old. His
well knit form indicated the strength
that carried him through the ordeal.

Brown went to the place where he
landed, near Grafton, Friday night,
and rowed the boat ten miles to *Co-
bourg, to get it aboard the ferry.

FLIGHT OF GEESE FROM- -
SOUTH NOW RARE SIGHT

Route of Birds Brings Them Over Greal
Wheat Belt, Upon Which
They Feed.

TOPEKA, April 26.—The rssidents of
Kansas ‘'know that spring days are
near when the flight of wild geese
from their southern winter home to
the northern nesting place begins. But
the ranks of this once mighty aerial
army have been thinned by the sports-
men.

Thirty years ago the army of wild
geese contained millions. In addition
to the slaughter of the birds in their
flight from summer to winter home
they have been pursued in North Da-
kota and Canada, and in their winter
home along the shores of the Gulf of
Mexico.

The path of the wild geese over
Texas, Oklahoma, Kansas, Nebraska,
and the Dakotas, many persons be-
lieve, is selected because of the direct-
ness of the route. This is not the rea-
son.. The states named comprise the
great wheat belt of the continent,
upon the fields of which the geese
feed on their journeys. When they
go south in the late fall the scattered
grain from the season’s harvest on the
stubble fields provide them with food.
When they return in March the green
fields are inviting all the way from the
Red River to their Canadian home.

SAY MURDER VICTIM LIVES :
{L0RD’ SERVING A LIFE TERM

Two Persons (dentify Man as One Supposed
to Have Been Slain by Barrington;
Who Posed as Nobleman,

DES MOINES, Towa, April 26. — In
J. C. Maybray, a man in jail here, on
charge of working fake horse races
throughout the country, federal au-
thorities have identified “Jim” Mc-
Cann, the St. Louis turfman, who was
supposed to have been murdered in St.
Louis in 1903, and for whose death
“Lord” Frederick Seymour Barrington
is serving a life sentence in the peni-
tenitary at Jefferson City.

Two persons are positive that May-
bray is McCann. They are Louis Dem-
ing, a broker from St. Louis, and Mrs.
Laura Gates, who says she represents
the British society of St. Louis.

Standing before Maybray in the jail
today Mrs, Gates positively identified
him as MocCann. Later, further iden-
tification was fade by Deming.

Barrington is an Englishman, who
came to this country after a record as
a crook and petty thief, which extend-
ed from England half way around the
world. He posed as a member of the
British nobility and a former officer in
England’s army.

Under this pretense, he won the love
of a g'i}'l in Kansas City and married
her. Later his wife left him, and he
was sent to the workhouse. It was
shortly after he had been discharged
that he met McCann. The turfmun
took a liking to him.

One night McCann disappeared and
Barrington told his wife that he had
seen. him in a fight the night before.
Several weeks later, when the nhorse-
man did not return, Barrington was
arrested.

Barrington was convicted and sen-
tenced to be hanged. There Seemed to
be a doubt of his guilt and many per-
sons protésted agalnst his - execution.
Governor Folk granted a commutation
to life sentence in 1907.

WAVES BEFORE EARTHQUAKES

Discovery by Ifalian Priest—nPremonitions
Too Late for Use.

PARIS, April 26—The Figaro says
that Father Maggioni, director of the
seismic observatory near §Siena, has
discovered a new class of waves which
are propagated through the earth
some minutes before the mechanical
waves, which are the first manifesta-
tions heretofore known of earthquakes.

He has constructed an apparatus
which renders the new waves percep-
tible and permits the forctelling of an
earthquake.

The apparatus was successfully test-
ed on April 11, when it twice announc-
ed earthquakes which occurred within
a radius of twelve miles from the lo-
cation indicated four minutes after
the apparatus had signalled them.

Any person who is the sole head of
a family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter-section of
available Dominion land in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan or Alberta. The appli-
cant must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency
for the district. Entry by proxy may
be made at any agency, on certain
oonditions, by father, mother, - son
daughter, brother or sister -of intend-
ing homesteader.

Duties.—Six months’ residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each of
three years. A homesteader may live
within nine miles of his. homestead on
a farm of at least 80 acres solely own-
ed and occupied by him ,or by his
father, miother, son, daughter, brother
or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quar-
ter-section alongside his homestead.
Price $3.00 per acre. Duties..—Must re-
side six months in each of six vears
from date of homestead entry (includ-
ing the time required to earn home-
stead patent) and cultivate fifty acres
extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted
his homestead right and cannot obtain
2 pre-emption may take a purchased
homestead in certain districts.

opportunities of studying law in Saint
John in former years with those of the
present day. It used to be the cus-
tom for students at law to go into the
offices of leading practitioners, who,
being very busy, had little time to give
instructions to students. The young
men’ were left to grope their way as
best they could, there being no rys-
tematic course of study laid down.
About the only text books were Black-
stone’s Commentaries, and Chitty on
Contracts, Chitty on Bills of Exchange
and Chitty on Pleading. Some of the
barristers would occasionally examine
the students, but this was an exception
rather a rule. TUnless a student had a
very strong determination to learn the
law he would put in four years with-
out acquiring very much legal know-
ledge. The advantages now . were as
good as could be had anywhere, there
being a systematic course of study ai-
