A channel is to be 
dredged between the basin and break­
water, a distance of 6800 feet and of 
500 feet in width. The total amount of 
dredging to be done is ten and a half 
million cubic yards. The total quan­
tity of rock to be removed amounts 
to one and a half million cubic yards.

"The dry dock which Is Included In 
the contract of Messrs. Norton Grif­
fiths Company will be 1,150 feet in 
length, the width at the entrance to 
be 110 feet, depth of water on till at 
high water, 37 feet, one of the largest 
in the world.

ST. tom. !Few Canadians fully realize that the nurtonal idea bus 
tieveloped in Canada within a few years aud what such 
Bn Idea means to the whole country. At Confederation 
Canada was made up of four Provinces, brought into 
political union, mainly because , the leaders of thought 
throughout the whole country realized that if the British 
flag were to remain on this continent it could only do so 
Ly a union of the colonies. The tight between the Con­
federates aud the autl Confederates was a bitter one and 
the dregs remained after the political union was brought 
about. Then there were divergent interests and while 
the Maritime Provinces made no objection to the Donrtm 
ion of Canada being extended from the Atlantic to the 
pacific the people realized that the greater Provinces of 
Ontario and Quebec would reap the lion's share of the 
benefits resulting from this enormous expansion of ter­
ritory. while the Maritime Provinces, though sharing in 
Ithe expense, would be the last to benefit.

With the departure of the generation from which 
Ike "fathers of Confederation" and their opponents had 
been drawn, aud the rising up of younger men, who knew 
nothing aud cared less tor the bickerings and quarrels 
of the past, a new national sentiment began to dawn 
Bud a feeling of pride in the Dominion took the place ut 
that feeling of envy and sometimes of malice that hud 
been manifewted in the early days of Confederation. For 
more than a quarter of a century Canada has been a 
united country. Its people are proud of its develop­
ment and have an abiding faith that ere long it will over­
shadow the Motherland in population. No country in the 
world possesses greater natural resources or more unde­
veloped wealth and the people fully realize the import­
ance of conserving these for the benefit of Canadians 
present aud future.

Since the completion of the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way the whole energy of the Government has been largely 
expended in the development of the great West. It was 
the favorite child but It has now grown to an extent that 
the Government can turn its attention to the East and 
pursue a policy of development.. The Courtenay Bay- 
works are as necessary to the West us the railways 
which have opened up the country, for without proper 
facilities at tide water for handling the products of this 
great amt growing country the trade would flow through 
other channels which would not be for the benefit of the 
country as a whole. Vast sums of money have been 
Invested in Canadian railways for opening up the country 
Bud it is to the credit of Parliament that these great 
pational undertakings have been extended Eastward as 
IWell as Westward.

The people of St. John have a direct personal inter­
est in the new works officially inaugurated at Courtenay- 
Bay yesterday, but, as poiuted out by both Mr. White 
end Mr. Reid, the works are national in their character 
and attract as much attention in the West as they do in 
the East. They are in reality an expression of the 
national idea which pervades Canada from end to end 
It was pleasant to hear such expressions of opinion from 
the Ministerial representatives of Ontario in the Cabinet 
as fell from the lips ut Mr. White and Mr. Held yester­
day.

I wick, was the only port whose competition New York had 
to fear. Mr. Stone was a careful observer. He saw 
the North West of Canada being rapidly opened up for 
settlement and the dawn of a national sentiment that 
would eventually demand that Canadian trade should 
flow through Canadian channels. He recognized also 
that with the development of this new sentiment would 
come also closer union with Great Britain, and that the 
constantly growing tariff of the United States would fur­
ther separate Canada from the Republic.

Mr. Stone was no dreamer. The time is not far dis­
tant when the United States will pay dearly for erecting 
that almost unsurmountable tariff wall for the purpose of 
harassing the trade of Canada aud forcing this country 
into a political union—for that has always been the pur­
pose of the Congress of that country, all denials and 
repudiations to the contrary notwithstanding. In a doz­
en different ways St. John's prosperity has been adversely 
affected by United States legislation, but it will not be 
long before the people of that country must lower their 
tariff for self-protection and this will be done no matter 
which party elects a President in November next.

The banquet given by the St. John 
board of trade to commemorate 
the formal lnàuguratlon of the harbor 
works and construction of the dry dock 
at Courtenay Bay, at the Union Club, 
last evening, was well attended, and 
proved an Interesting and Inspiring 
function. The arrangements were of 
a very elaborate nature; the banquet 
table» were beautifully decorated and 
the menu wai one of the best ever 
spread at a banquet board In St. John. 
The service was excellent. Striking 
speeches were made by Lt. Governor 
Wood, Hon. W. T. White, minister of 
finance; Hon. J. D. Reid, minister of 
customs: Hon. XVm. Pugsley, Geo. W. 
Fowler, M.P., Premier Flemming, May­
or Frink and Percy W. Thomson.

After the menu had been discussed, 
the toast to The King and the gov­
ernor general were duly honored.

VV. H. Thorne proposed the toast 
to Lt. Governor Wood. Before doing 
so he extended a welcome on behalf 
of the board of trade and city, to the 
members of the federal and local gov­
ernments, and others who came to 
take part In the ceremonies at Cour­
tenay Bay. He said It was fitting that 
the minister of finance should 
Inaugurated the work there, as the 
federal government was paying the 
cost. He pointed out that compared 
with the public monies spent on the 
railways, very little had been spent 
on harbor development, and he did not 
think there was one fully equipped 
port In Canada. Mr. Thorne then paid 
an eloquent tribute to Lt. Governor 
Wood.

This Interesting visitor has been 
engaged In business In Jamaica and 
Barbados for several years. He Is 
deeply.

Geo. W. Fowler, M. P. followed Mr. 

Pugsley. Mr. Fowler complimented 
the two ministers on their good work 
and went on to say that Canada has 
the greatest future of any country In 
the wotitf. To develop this country, 
said the speaker, broadminded men 
were needed. He was glad to say 
that the ministers were such.

Large sums, said the speaker, need 
to be spent on agricultural work, and 
suggested that the government buy 
a farm In each county In the province 
so that all phases of farming might 
be thoroughly worked out.

Premier Flemming.
W. S. Fisher then proposed a toast 

to the legislature of New Brunswick 
and said he was glad that such prac 
tlcal speeches on the needs of the 
province had been made. The toast 
was honored with the singing of the 
Maple Leaf Forever. Mr. J. K. Flem 
mlng. when he rose to reply was 
greeted with loud applause.

Hon. Mr. Flemming said he was 
pleased to see that two members of 
the Federal government had taken a 
part of their valuable time to visit 
the province.

The speaker then weqt on to eulo­
gize the great men who had to the 
past given all that was best iu 
for the advancement of New 1 
wick. Coming down to the present 
time, said the speaker, the leglsla 
ture of New, Brunswick compare» fa­
vorably with that of any other pro­
vince. Further that that, he believed 
the government that was elected a 
few days ago would prove as able 
and painstaking in its duty es the 
government that preceded lt.

Hon. Mr. Flemming then referred 
to the farm settlement policy of his 
government.

Hon. J. A. Murray then proposed 
the toast to the city of 8t. John and 
Mayor Frink replied.

P. W. Thompson, the Norton Grit 
flth immigration expert, was the next 
speaker and briefly responded 
toast in his honor.

Ef 
forts should be made to disseminate 
scientific knowledge and make farm 
life attractive by giving the farmers 
good roads, telephones, rural mall de­
livery, etc.

The speaker was glad to see New 
Brunswick showing the way In pro­
viding for the settlement of the peo­
ple on ready made farms. The prov­
ince should not be afraid to apend a 
little money on Immigration.

In conclusion the speaker referred 
to the need of broad views, and con­
scientious effort to make our national 
life deep and rich.
