Britain Objects to Free Pass-
age of American Vessels
Through Panama.

Formal Note Presented to Am-
erican Government Main-
tains Canal Administration
Bill Violates Agreement.

e

Washington, July 11.—The lines
are drawn tonight for a great diplo-
niatic struggle between the United
States and Great Britain over the
question of whether this country may
discriminate in favor of American
vessels in the administration of the
Panama Canal, The wordy war may
terminate in the submission of the
question to the Hague Tribunal, A
series of diplomatic and legislative
conferences- today developed the fact
that the forces in the American gov-
ernment which faver allowing Ameri-
can ships free passage through the
canal are in control. These forces
take the position that there is noth
ing in the Hay-Pauncefote treaty un-
der which the canal was bulit to pre-
vent this concession.

The diplomatic struggle precipitated
by the note received today from
Mitche!ll Innes, charge of the British
Embassy, it is expected will  be
fought along the following lines:

ireat Britain will take the posi-
ticn that the Hay-Pauncefote treaty
provision which forbids discrimination
in favor of the interests of any nation
in he conduct of the canal would oper-
ate against the provision of the Pan-
ama canal bill now under considera-
tion in the senate. This position will
be supported by a lengthy argument
now on its way from London by mail,
which will be presented to the state
department and transmitted to con-
gress immediately upon its arrival.

The United States will hold that so
long as the ships from all foreign na-
tions #re accorded the same treat-
ment in thc use of the canal, the
United States may pass American ship
free or rebate the tolls charged them:
This position was taken by the house
when it reversed the report of the
house intersiate and foreign commerce
commitrea which would have prevent-
ed free passuge to American ships and
passed the present bill.

Legislation Seems Certain.

The ultjnate passage of the meas
ure now Vefore the senate seems as
sured. The men behind the bill iu
the senate sald today that the British
note would not prevent consideration
of the meagures whenever it could
be reached in the ordinary course of
business.

But the position of Great Britain
will strengthen the opposition of the
free provision.

After a conference with President
Taft Representative Sulzer of New
York, chairman of the house commit
tee on foreign affairs, made a state
ment supporting the bill,

Kineo, Maine, July
chell Innes, the charge of the
British Embassy, refused today
to discuss Great Britain's request that
the enactment of the Panama canal
administration bill be held in abey-
ance until he could present a note
in behalf of his government., He said
that the state department at Wash-
ington had all the information and
that he did not feel justified in talk-
ing about the matter,

Washington, D. C., July 11—Later to-
day the formal note to wnich Charge
Innes referred, was received by Secre-
tary Knox. Although the text was with-
held, it was sald at the state depart
ment that the British Government
felt that to allow American vessels to
pass through the Panama canal with-
out the payment of tolls or to refund
tolls collected, would be to violate the
Hay-Pauncefote treaty.

As to the coastwise traffic, the Brit-
ish government felt it would be diffi-
cult to frame & provision that wouid
not be unjust to its interest It was re-
quested that congress hold the pend-
ing bill until the embassy hai an
cpportunity to transmit to the state

THE SPEECHES.

Mayor Frink opened the proceedings.

He paid a tribute to the government
which had undertaken the works, and
spoke briefly of the activities of Mr.

It is
a great pleasure, and 1 deem it an
honor that I have been asked to assist
at the ceremonies connected with the
inauguration of the St. John harbor
works.

“These are the largest of the kind
and most important in many ways
that have ever been undertaken in
the city of St. John. A very large ex-
penditure is involved, and they must
have a& most important influence upon
the growth and development of the
business of the city.

Facts and Figures. .

“] have a statement, which I re-
celved from the contractors this
morning from which I have taken some
figures which I think, may interest
you. The expenditure involved will
amount to thirteen millions in all,
that is the present contract with Mes-
grs. Norton Griffiths and Co. including
the construction of the dry dock.

“A breakwater 4,670 feet long is to
be constructed, the object of Y,Pk‘h
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St. John, but to the Province of New
Brunswick end the whole of Canada.
I can hardly find words to express the
pleasure I have felt while visiting
your city and obgerving the many
evidences of progress and prosperity.
I have only one regret, and that is
that my colleague Mr. Hazen is unable
to be present at this ceremony. You
know how ably he has represented
the need of these works, how much
he has at heart the development of this
port, and I know he would have been
happy to be present on this auspicu-
ous occasion. But he is now in Lon-
don with our honored leader, Mr
Borden, receiving a right royal wel-
come, & welcome as hearty as ever
has been tendered representatives of
the Over-sea Dominions.

“Through the courtesy of friends
it has been my pleasure and privilege
to make a tour of imspection of this
great bay and its emvirons, and I de-
sire to caqgrstulate St. John on the
possession of such a magnificent har-
bor. I feel I have a right to con-
gratulate the people of all Canada on
the possession of such a harbor on
our Atlantic coast.

A National Work.

“This great work, this noble enter-
prise, inaugurated here today repre-
sents faith—the faith of the people
of Canada in their splendid country.
It is a work not only for the present,
but for the future.

And beyond
there is British Columbia, described
sometimes a8 a sea of mountains, but
also a sea of fertile valleys, with its
inexhaustible minerals, forest - and
fishing wealth, probably the richest
province in e confederation.”

Continuing Mr. White pointed out
that Canada, with its vast territory
and splendid resources was attract-
ing an ever-increasing stream of im-
migration, and that with its rapidly ex-
panding manufacturing industries, al-
ready with an output of one billion
dollars a year, its great mining and
fishing and agricultural industries, it
needed a constantly improving trans-
portation system to handle the grow-
ing trade.

Already half a billien dollars of
public money had been spent to de-
velop our rallway and canal systems,
and serve the interest of trade. When
the grain crop increased four or five
times we would have to increase the
railway facilities. We now had 25,000
miles of railway in operation, and 10,
000 miles under construction, but
these would not meet the need of
the country for long.

The Great Problem.

“Qur great problem,” he added, “is
transgportation. We must not wait till/
the problem develops; we must anti-
cipate the future and be prepared to
take care of our growing trade. and
to this end we must in addition to
providing more rallways; develop the
harbors, not only of 8t.

Chatham Man Tells Thrilling
Story of Experiences in Re-
gina Catastrophe — Wind
Carried Structure Away.

FLAMES--TROOPS
WERE NOT NEEDED

Halifax Soldiery Ready to
Fight Forest Fires Near
Hubbards But Were Not Re-
quired—Damage $75,000.

Halifax, July 11.—Forest fires have
been raging for a week on the south
shore, about five miles from Hubbard’s
in lumber areas owned chiefly by the
Lewis - Miller Company

Two hundred men have been fight-
ing the fires. This afternoon they
feared they could do nothing more
and application was made for troops
from Halifax to go down and take
up the battle, Three hundred men of
the Royal Canadians and Eungineers
paraded ready to proceed by special
train at 7 this evening. At 4 o'clock
a tremendous downpour of rain came
and word was received in the mean
time that troops meed not be sent
down. They were accordingly held
pending  further advices.

Montreal, July 11-—A thrilling
story of the Regina disaster is told
by Harold Logie, who was in Montre-
al today, on his way to his old home
at Chatham, N. B. At the time of the
cyclone Mr. Logie and his wife and
one child were at their home on Smith
street, Regina. They had just re
turned from a walk, and had left the

“When the cyclone struck us,” said;
Mr. Logie, “I had no idea that the
rocking of the house was caused by
the wind. The house was swaying
to and fro as though from an earth
quake, and my wife and myself, as
well as the furniture, were being
thrown from one side of the room to
the other. It was not till afterwards
that I realized that this swaying
happened while the house was in the
air. It was a wooden house and the
wind simply took it up, carried it a;
short distance, and let it fall with g
crash, I don’t remember what hap-
pened then for a time, for was
stunned.

“When I woke up somebody was
ghaking me and pouring cold water
in my face. Our house was simply
a heap of broken wood and neither
my wife nor child were to be seen.
Ultimately we found the child dead
By and by we heard knocking under
one corner of the ruins, and after
much labor we dug out my wife. She
was practically unhurt, two collaps-
ing walls having met over her and
prevented her from being cruished ”

GILT EDGE RACING ON THE
MOOSEPATH TRACK YESTERDAY

The second day's programme of
the 8t. John Driving Club drew &
greater number of spectators than
the first day's card, the racing was
certainly of & very high class and of
the brand that kept the rail birds
guessing and the grand stand om
their feet.

Uncertainty in heats was the order
and as & consequence & winner Was
hard to pick until the heat was flo-
ished and it was a horse race through
the whole route. It took four hotly
contested heats to decide & winner
in the 2.14 trot and 2.17 pace, while
three heats made a winner in the 2.17
trot end 2.20 pace; the attendance of
upwards of a thousand people being
amply repaid for their admittance by
& programme of horse racing not
often witnessed as handy as the home
track.

The management of the track are
to be congratulated on the success of
their efforts in bringing together such
an excellent aggregation of speed,
everyone expressing the opinion that
the second day's racing even excelled
that of the previous day. Mr. Power
wag in the stand as official staiter,
performing his arduous duties with
full satisfaction to both man and
beast.

SECOND RACE.

The second race was the 2.17 trot
and 2.20 pace, the horses in the follow-
ing positions coming up for the word:

FROM THE WEST INDIES

Matthew H. Hashan in City in
Interest of New Company—
Islands Want CanadianReci-
procity.

Matthew Henrigues
Bridgetown, Barbados,
endeavoring to interest
Anglo-Africans in the
John Trading Company which he is
organizigg. It is Mr, Nashon's in-
tention that the company shall trade
in West Indian fruits and other pro
ducts and that the capital shall be
provided by men of his own race and
color,

This interesting visitor has been
engaged in business in Jamaica and
Barbados for several years. He is
deeply interested in the prospect of
reciprocity between Canadda and the
West Indian Islands and expresses
the bellef that a reciprocal trade
agreement will prove to the material
benefit of all concerned.

Mr. Nashon is of the opinion that
there is & good market in the West
Indies for Cnaadian canned meats,
codfish in three qualities, butter and
cheese, flour and all lines of cauned
goods. Canada in turn would take
coffee, cocoanuts, oil seed and West
Indian fruits.

The West Indian Islands, with the
exception of Jamaica, he says, are all
favorable to the reclprocity idea.
Jamaican banana exporters express
a fear that if they agreed to a better
trade agreement with Canada it
might interfere with the market for
their fruit in the United States but
Mr. Nashon thinks that any logs from
this source would be more than made
up once the Jamalcan trade was di
verted to Canada.

The banquet given by the St. John
board of trade to commemorate
he formal inauguration of the harbor
works and constructien of the dry dock
at Courtenay Bay, at the Union Club,
last evening, was well attended, and
proved an {interesting and inspiring
function, The arrangements were of
a very elaborate nature; the banguet
tables were beautifully decorated and
the meénu was one of the best ever
spread at a banquet board in St. John.
The service was excellent. Striking
speeches were made by Lt. Governor
Wood, Hon, W, T, White, minister of
finance; Hom, J. D. Reid, minister of
customs; Hon, Wm. Pugsley, Geo. W.
Fowler, M.P., Premfer Flemming, May-
or Frink and Percy W. Thomson.

After the menu had been discussed,
the toast to The King and the gov-
ernor general were duly honored.

W. H. Thorne proposed the toast
to Lt. Governor Wood. Before doing
80 he extended a welcome on behalf
of the board of trade and city, to the
members of the federal and local gov-
ernments, and others who came to
take part in the ceremonies at Cour-
tenay Bay. He said it was fitting that
the minister of finance should have
inaugurated the work there, as the
federal government was paying the
cost. He pointed out that compared
with the public monies spent on the
railways, very little had been spent
on harbor development, and he did not
think there was one fully equipped
port in Canada. Mr, Thorne then paid
an eloquent tribute to Lt. Governor
Wood,

Speaking of the events of the day,
he said he was surprised, but glad
to see the federal government spend
ing money in harbor development. He
pointed ont that with the development
of Canada its trade was growing
rapidly and this progress was reflect
ed in the rapidly expanding exports
of St. John. He thought the harbor
works at Courtenay Bay could not be
completed too soon, as the traffic was
already testing the capacity of the
present harbor facilities at St. John.

Another evidence of progress was
the fact that the C. P, R. was un
dertaking extensive improvements on
the west side. The railway would
not incur an expenditure of millions
unless it expected en expansion of
traflic.

He then took up the gquestion of im-
migration and spoke appreciatively ot
the plans of the Norton Griffithe Com-
pany to bring farmers and laborers
to the province.

The chairman then read telegrams
of regret from Hon. W. C. H. Grim
mer, St, Stephen, and Wm. Dennis,
Halifax Herald.

Faith Needed.

Referring to the ceremonies at Cour
tenay Bay, He sald he believed we
would be justified in going ahead and
developing to their maximum capacity,
ull the ports of Canada. He thought
we needed greater faith in the future
of Canade, and should endeavor to
meet the needs of our future pro-
gress. 1 belleve the Maritime Pro-
vinces are on the eve of a great ex-
pansion. But what are you golng to
do in St. John? Are you going to be
content to be a mere point for. the
distribution of traffic? The passage of
traffic through your port will not be
of very great benefit to your city.

Help the Farmer.

Continuing, Mr. White pointed out
thut the farmer was the basis of a
nation's wealth, and said that scienti-
fic eultivatipn would multiply the agri-
culture production of New Brunswick
four-fold. Intensive and mixed farming
was being tried in Ontario with great
success. Everything that could be done
to assist the farmer would help the
Maritime . Provinces as a whole. Ef
forts should be made to disseminate
ecientific knowledge and make farm
life attractive by giving the farmers
good roads, telephones, rural mail de-
livery, ete.

The speaker was glad to see New
Brunswick showing the way in pro-
viding for the settlement of the peo-
ple on ready made farms. The prov-
ince should not be, afraid to spend a
little money on immigration,

In conclusion the speaker referred
to the need of broad views, and con-
scientious effort to make our national
life deep and rich.

western provinces were clamoring for
an outlet for their products. Only
last winter he had been asked to ad-
mit American locomotives to Canada
to carry Canadian grain to Duluth.

Money for Eastern Ports.

Continuing, he said that while they
were developing the west, they should
provide outlets in the east for the
western products, He was going to
raise a surplus of $30,000,000, more
than they ecould possibly spend on
the four eastern ports. If Mr. White
ever got pessimistic, he would be on
hand to remind him that the money
wag avallable. When the Canadian
canals were started, it was thought
they would meet traffic needs for cen-
turies, 'ﬁ:t in spite of the great canal
developments, the country was now in
precisely the same position as when
they started, so far as accommodation
of traffic is concerned.

Continuing, Mr. Reid spoke of the
great water power development of On-
tario, and sald he was surprised to
hear that only about 33,000 horsepower
was developed in the Maritime Pro-
vinces, What position can your manu-
facturing industries be in? he asked.

In conclusion; he said it was the
duty of federal and local governments
to assist the development of water
ports. or anything else that would
contribute to the progress of the coun-
wry and the prosperity of the people.

Mr. Pugsley, the next speaker, was
given a hearty reception.

Speaking of the expressions of fear
that the plans for harbor develop-
ments were not big enough, he re-
marked that the demands upon the
federal treasury were not modest, and
it Mr. White or any members of the
present government were dissatisfied,
it would be easy to double them. He
thought that when the plans were ful-
ly worked out, the people of St. John
and the whole of Canada would be as-
tonished at the magnitude of the
works,

Geo. W, Fowler, M. P. followed Mr.
Pugsley. Mr. Fowler complimented
the two ministers on their good work
and went on to say that Canada has
the greatest future of any country in
the worMl. To develop this country
said the speaker, broadminded men
were needed, He was glad to say
that the ministers were such.

Large sums, said the speaker, need
to be spent on agricultural work, and
suggested that the government buy
a farm in each county in the province
so that all phases of farming might
be thoroughly worked out,

W. 8. Fisher then proposed a toast
to the legislature of New Brunswick
and said he was glad that such prac
tical speeches on the needs of the
province had been made. The toast
was honored with the singing of the
Maple Leaf Forever. Mr. J. K. Flem
ming, when he roge to reply was
greeted with loud applause,

Hon. Mr, Flemming said he was
pleased to see that two members of
the Federal government had taken a
part of their valuable time to visit
the province,

The speaker then went on to eulo-
gize the great men who had in the
past given all that was best in them
for the advancement of New Bruns-
wick. Coming down to the present
time, sald the speaker, the legisla
ture of New; Brunswick compares fa
vorably with that of any other pro-
vince. Further that that, he believed
the government that was elected a
few days ago would prove as able
and painstaking in its duty as the
government that preceded it.
