Blind Calculator
In Wonderful Feats
In Other Respects is Mentally
Deficient—Has Been Blind
from Birth. .

London, Jan. 6.—Extraordinary cal-
culating feats of a man of 26 named
Fleury, blind from birth, are describ-
ed by Dr. L. Lette, of the asylum at
Armentieres. Despite his ability,
Fleury is of inferior general mental-
ity, if not insane,

“Fleury can give the square root
of any number runming into six fig-
ures in six seconds,” says the Lancet.
“He gave the cube root of 465,484,375
in 13 seconds.

“These seem mere trifles, however,
compared with the following: He was
asked how many grains of corn there
would be in any one of 64 boxes, with
one in the first, two in the seconq,
four in the third, efght in the fourth,
and so on in succession. He gave the
answers for the 14th (8,192), for the
18th (181,072), and the 24th (8,388
608) instantaneously, and he gave the
figures for the 48th box (140,737,488,
355,328) in six seconds. On the re-
quest to give the total in all the

Searchlight Also Installed on

Lexington, Ky, Jap. 6—Search-
lights and & buMetproof steel tower
are being erected here to guard the
Ol Pepper Distillery, on the turn
pike between Lexington and Frankfort,
from the thirsty raiders who descend-
éd recemtly on the plant, killed a Un-
ited States revenue agent and stole
several barrels of whiskey.

The tower already has been erected
on the top of the distillery, and work-
men are now enstalling the searchlight
insfde it. Guards work in two
heur shifts and from sundown to sun-
up the searchlight will be kept con
stently playing on the sgrounds and
the roads aear the distillery. Besides
these precautions a speefal electrical
alarm system is being {mstalled and
huge signs are posted  everywhere
warning everybody \ keep off the
&rounds.

The Old Pepper Distill now holds
several hundred thousands of dollars
worth of aged Bourbon liguor, and vir-
tually everybody in Kentucky  wants
some of it. Many have tried to get it,
but nobody was successful except the
raiders of a few weeks ago.
