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COLONIAL REPRESENTATION
IN THE PRIVY GOUNCIL,

An Important Announcement by Mr. Joseph Chamberlain
on the Australian Federation Bill,

London, May 14—The secretary of state
for the colonies, Mr. Joseph Chamberlain,
rose in the Iouse of Commons today to
introduce the Australian commonwealth
bill, which he described as a great and
important step towards the organization of
the British Empire.

Mr. Chamberlain said it would make
‘Australia an indissoluble federal common-
wealth, united for the most important
fanctions of government with intercolonial
free trade, a common tariff for all the
colony and common control of the national
defence. Such a consummation was as
much to Great Britain’s interest as - to
Australia’s. What was good for Australia
was clearly good for the whole Empire.
The Empire rejoiced at this great, free,
progressive movement, which was a
monument to legislative compctency'and
worthy of all the great labor that had
been expended on it. ;

After explaining the difference between
the Australian proposals and the Canadian
legislation, Mr. Chamberlain pointed out
that as foreign countrics were concerned in
the new legislation it was important that
measures which might involve the im-
perial government in the most serious re-
sponsibilities should be 'interpreted by a
tribunal in which all the parties had full
confidence. The government could not
consent to clause 74 relating to the appeal
court because it meant the abolition of
the imperial veto, which would be pre-
Jjudical to the unity of the Empire, and
might lead to a conflict of authority be-
tween the proposed new high court and
the pnvy council. There was by no means

unanimity on the subject in Australia, and
the government would ask the House of
Commons to so far amend the bill as to
retain the power of the court of appeals.
The government purposed to introduce in-
to the House of Lords forthwith » scheme
to appoint for seven years a representa-
tive each of Canada, South Africa, Aus-
tralia and India to be members of the
privy council and would act as lords of
appeal.

Life peerages would be conferred on
them so that they would continue to sit
in the House of Lords, although they
would not as judges be paid the same as
lords of appeal and at the cost of the
imperial government.

Mr. Chamberlain said the new consti-
tution, though in important respects un-
like any now existing, more closely re-
sembled the constitution of the United
States than any other. State rights
throughout were jealously preserved. In

Australia the senate would be elected by
thie same electorate as the legislature and
the members of both bodies would re-
ceive the same salary.

The Liberal leader in the house, Sir
Henry Campbell-Bannerman, said he
thqught it unfortunaate that the govern-
ment had not acceded to proposals which
had received the unanimous approval of
Australia, and, he added, the opposition
would refuse to support the government
proposals in reference to the court of
appeals.

After Sir Charles Dilke and others had
spoken the bill Passed its first reading.

The second reading was fixed for May 21.

THE GREAT ST. LOUIS

" STRIKR IS ADJUSTED.

St. Louis, May 14—There were import-
ant developments in the street car situation
today. At a conference held between the
officials of the Suburban Railroad Com-
pany, the only system in St. Louis not
controlled by the St. Louis Transit Com-
pany, and on which a strike was inaugu-
rated ten days prior to that declared on
the Transit system, and the officials and
employes of that road, an amicable ad-
justment was effected and the men will
return to work tomorrow morning. On
just what basis the strike was settled
could not be learned tonight but it can
be positively stated the union received full
recognition. In many quarters it is figured
that the settlement of the strike on the
Suburban, presages an adjustment of ihe
difficulties between *the Transit Company
and its 3,600 striking employes in the near
future. In fact it was learned tonight that
at a conference held this afternoon of the
officials of the Transit Company, the chair-
man of the employes’ grievance committee
and some of the members of the citizens'
committee, matters were adjusting them-

selves for a settlement of the difficulties,
when a member of the citizens’ committee
injected into the proceedings a proposi-
tion of such a character that the discus-
sion was brought to a close with matters
1o nearer a settlement than before. It is
thought, however, that a future meeting
of the same parties will result in estab.
lishing a basis for the settlement of the
strike.

In maintaining a running schedule today.
On the Transit Company’s system, in one
instance, the police were obliged to charge
on a cyowd of strike sympathizers to dis-
perse it and in a number of instances
used the flat side of thir sabres. No casual-
txcs. of a serious nature were reported
during the day.

EMPEROR OF AUSTRIA

COQUETTING WITH RUSSIA.

Berlin, May 14—Political cireles in Gor-
many are much displeased at the reply
of Emperor Francis Joseph to the ad-

dresses of Her Jaworski and Herr Zilagyi, ,

presidents of the Austrian and Hungar-
ian delegations respectively. The paksage
iw which the -Austro-Hungarian ruler de-
clared a steady entente with Russia on
the subject of Oriental questions neces-
sary and that in which he referred to
such an entente as a good compliment to
the Austro-Hungarian alliance with Ger-
many are particularly criticised.

Emperor William and the German for-
eign _oﬁice had not -expected such am em-
phatic bid for Russian favor %o sonn after

the return of Emperor IFrancis Joseph
from  Berlin. Political circles here say
this must be the consequence of (ex-
many’s refusal to enter with Austria upon
binﬂing «engagements bearing upon future
Oriental complications. It is also assert-
ed that Prince Von Hohenloke, the Im-
perial chancellor and Count Von Buelow,
the former minister, acting at the ex-
plicit wish of Emperor Williath, have left
no dpubts in the minds of Count Goluch-
owski, the Austro-Hungarian foreign min-
ister, that Germany wishes her hands
free in the case of prospective troubles
in Macedonia and elsewhere, partly ow-
ing to Germany's frieudly entente with

Turkey.

Lord Roberts replied on April 22 that
he was glad to receive President Kruger’s
assurance, but pointed out that no dit-
ference was made by the British authori-
ties in regard to the Boer prisoners against
whom there might be reasonable grounds
for: suspicion that they would try to es-
cape, adding that such exceptions gave
room for abuse by officials without the
knowledge of the authorities.

* SIGNIFYING NOTHING

Mr. George E. Foster Ranted

House Yesterday--False Attack to Cover Inconsistency,

Ottawa, Ont., May 14.—There’ was an
hour’s discussion when the House met to-
day on the adoption of the report of th:
debates committee. For years past there
has been a great deal of trouble over the
French translation of the Hansard. The
difficulty began in 1887 when the late Sir
Adolphe Chapleau, then Mr. Chapleau,
dismissed two of the translators for taking
part in polities in Quebec.

This introduced politics into the ques-
tion of appointments and to get finally
rid of all this the committee made all
the members of the staff stand an ex-]
amination as to fitness. This was done
and the result of the examination was
tembodied in the report of the committee
presented to the House. By this report
the name of S. Gelinas, who had been for
16 or 17 years on the staff was dropped.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier said that it was rep-
nesented to him that Mr. Gelinas was weil
qualified for the work although not so
expert as some of the others and on ac-
count of long service his claims on the
government ought to be recognized. He
had not spoken to any member of the
committee on the subject but laid the
matter before them as it was told him.
The result of the debate was that the
House decided to adopt the report.

Dr. Borden introduced a bill to amend
the militia act. He explained that the
amendment was for the purpose of giving
power to the government, to appoint col-
onels. At present the highest officer
that could be appointed was a lieutenant-
colonel. The only exception was that the
quarter-master-general and adjutant-gen-
eral may be colonels. There was a de-
mand for this in the militia.

Sir Charles Tupper wanted to know why
the act was going to be changed, but on
being told that General Hutton was in
favor of the proposition, his opposition
died away.

Dr. Borden pointed out that a great
many gentlemen now were appointed
honorary lieutenant-colonels of regiments
and it was thought that in the case of men
of high position in this country the same
as in England, they might be made col-
onels. Besides there were members in
the militia foroe who were well qualified
to be colonels. The bill was read a first
time. ! p

Hon, Mr., Fielding introduced a bill to
“act. It provides for
junior class clerks,at present no clerk can
be appointed now between the temporary
clerk “at $400 and $1,100 for second class

- Sir
Mackenzie wanted the bill made general,
but Senator Watson explained thdt in
Manitoba flax was grown for seed, while
in other provinces it was grown for fibre.

Mr. Dandurand’s usury bill was report-
ed in the Senate.

Ottawa, May 10—When the House of
Commons met today, Sir Wilfrid Laurier
moved that for the balance of the session
the government take Mondays. This was
agreed to by Sir Charles Tupper. The
premier pointed out that government or-
ders weuld have precedence after ques-
tions put by members. He said that this
was done owing to a stage of the session
being reached when members on both
sides of the house ought to be anxious to
see the business of the session ended. He
would fix a day later on for a further
discussion of the prohibition question.

Mr. Flint said that he had another bill
regarding the Canada Temperance, act
which he would have liked to get an op-
portunity to.be debated in the house. Mr.
Flint was joined by Mr. Richardson ‘in
asking for another Monday. The latter
had a bill in respect to the tazation of
railway lands. :

Sir Wilfrid Laurier said that he would
look into Mr. Flint’s bill, but he could
not promise to take up Mr. Richardson’s.
The motion was, adopted.

In reply to Mr. Clarke (Toronto) Dr.
Borden said that Messrs. Gunn & Co,,
Moir & Co., and H. D. McKenzie were
the names of the contractors furnished
by the imperial . authorities from whom
supplies of provisions for the Canadian
regiment at Halifax could be obtained.
Moir & Co. supplied 1,371 pounds bread;
Gunn & Co., 1,000 pounds of straw, and
H. D. McKenzie, 6,000 pounds of hard

Messrs. - Servins & Co. supplied

1,854 pounds of bread; John Fry, 21,182
pounds of bread; J. B. Shaffner & Co,,
1,854 pounds of hay, 27,867 pounds of
straw and 2,020 pounds of oats; W. A.
Marling & Co., 24,387 pounds of beef.

In reply to Mt Clarke (Tox:onto) Dr.
Borden said that the Allan line and the
Flder-Dempster people were were the com-
panies who transported the two Canadian
contingents to South Africa. For the first
contingent the company charged £35 per
officer, £30 for non-commissioned officers,
and £22 each for mén and horses.

On the second contingent the charge was
20 shillings per. ton and the company sup-
plied the provisions for the men for which
they will be reimbursed at reasonable
prices.

In answer to Mr. Powell, Dr. Borden
said that the Fenian raid and Red River
rebellion medals were now being distribut-
ed in & number of military districts and
New Brunswick would soon be taken up.

Mr. Chariton called attention to the
cable from Paris that it was stated the
Canadian exhibition was not to be closed
on Sunday, while the United States ex-
hibition building was to be closed.

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Birmingham, Eng,, May 11—M¥, Joseph
Chamberlain, secretary of state for the col-
onies, presided this evening at the annual
meeting of the grand committee of ¢the
Isiberal, Unionists of Birmingham, the oc-
casion being his first appearance here since
the outbreak of the war. An immense
audience greeted Mr. Chamberlain who
was accompanied by his sons.

Resolutions of sympathy with Mr. and
Mrs. Chamberlain in their recent bereave-
ment, the death of Mr. William C. Endi-
cott, were adopted, and, in expressing his
thanks, Mr. Chamberlain said: :

“I am deeply touched by this expression
of your sense of the loss which my wife
has lately sustained; !

“It would have been congenial:to me to
avoid all public appearances at this time;
but Mr. Endicott was, perhaps, more than
any other man 1 ever knew, imbued with
a sense that all private feelings should
give way to public duty. I feel, therefore,
that I am best honoring his memory in
keeping these public engagements which
I had already made prior to his death.”,

Proceeding! then to discuss public af-
fairs, Mr. Chamberlain observed: i

“The peace-at-any-price party does no
harm at home; but it does much abroad.
Its members must accept the responsibility
for numerous attacks upon various states-
men by persons who are always willing
to think ill of England.

“We are in the midst of a great war,
our ultimate success in which I have never
for a moment doubted; and a war which,
under Lord Roberts’ skilfu] guidance,
seems almost within measurable distance
of a satisfactory conclusion. It is*an in-
sult to my colleagues to say that I am re-
sponsible for the war or to say that it is
a war of capitalists. i

“I would not be ashamed to take the
whole responsibility for the war; but if
there is any special responsibility it rests
with those who misted Kruger and who
engauraged him to resist ‘demands whose
moderation had been acknowledged. If
England has erred, she has erred in being
too leniént.”

Turning to the question of the condi-
tions of South African settlement and the
fate of the republics, Mr. Chamberlain
said: : i :

“While the government do not wish to
be vindictive, they are determined that
never again shall ‘the republics be a nur-
sery of conspiracy; and they will see that
justice is*done to those who' are determin-
ed to be loyal. The government are not
prepared to recognize thé indépendence of
the Béer rephiblics (Cheers); and we are
determined that the republics shall be
finally incorporated under the British flag.

‘“For an interval there must be a crown
colony, such as India is, but we hope they
will ‘eventudlly become ‘a great self-gov-
erning colony like Q:-a_xzau.:md Australia.”

Rockland, Mass., May 12—There is a
movement on foot whereby the entire
South Shore and Boston street railway
may become a part of the Massachusetts

Street Railway Company’s system. While
no papers have as yet been passed, it is
stated that the sale is likely to take place
at any time.

The Marquis of Salisbury paid a high
tribute to the neutrality of foreign nations
during the present war m his speech at
the Primrose League meeting when he
said: “TIt i impossible to speak too highly
nf’,the careful, calm neutrality which has
heen observed by all the govcrnments of
the world. Yet, notwithstanGing tnis care-
ful, calm neutrality on the part of the
governmenis of the world, the British
premier felt impelled to say: :

«Hereafter external affawrz will occupy
a considerably largsr place among the
problems we have to so'vc  Not neces-
sarily because in themscives they are more
important, but if w= took around we can
see the elements and cuuses of menace
and peril slowly accumulating, and they
may accumulate to such a point us to re-
"quire our most carnest and active efforts
to repel them.

«T am nervous at using langnage of such
a kind, lest it should be thought I am
indicating.that something is known to the
foreign dffice, by pointing out this possible
danger. But I wish most emphatically
to say I have no idea of that kind. The
state of affairs as I know it ‘and so far
nsj the government is concerned, is. peace-
ful’’ 4

This peaceful aspeet of affairs, however,
does not induce Lord Salisbury to believe
that there may never come a change, for
he goes dn to, say;

LA certain (section of our subjects, not
important, a very large though a very
noisy one, has at the present moment a
great prejudice against this country. It
does not, however, follow that we have no
precautions to take. Governments may
come and go, and feelings may change
from year to year. That root of bitterness
against England which I am unable to ex-
plain, may be meére caprice to satisfy the
exigencies of journalists today, or it may
indicate a deep-seated feeling which, later,
we may have to reckon with. There can
be no security nor confidence in the feel-
ing or sympathy of other nations except
through the efficiency of our own defence
and the strength of our own right arm.

THE PRIMROSE LEAGUE. -

The. speech of the Marquis of Salisbury
at the meeting of the Primrose League
shows that the Conservative party in Eng-
land, so far as it is controlled by its lead-
ers, is wedded to a policy of imperialism.

{hat the Primrose League, which repre-
senis the strongest possible union between
the colonies and the mother country,
should have been founded. in honor of a
man who was an advocate of. the dismem-
berment of the Empire. “Phose wretched
colonies,” was the phrase which Lord
Beaconsfield used to describe those faith-
ful daughters of Britannia, and yet all this
is now forgotten and the man wlio spoke
in such slighting terms of the colonies is
honored as the first great imperialist. The

policy of imperialism. as outlined by Lord

‘Halisbury will .embrace-the: strengthening.

of the bonds between-the coloniés and 'the

meént that'although the navy is sufficiént
it is not well for them' to place all their
eggs in one basket. In other words the
strong navy must be supplemented by a
powerful force for land defence. We
quote:
- “As to l.:md defence, so far as I can see,
anything in the nature of conscription is
not a remedy the country is prepared. to
accept. Therefore, we must induce, the
peopl_e to voluntarily put themselves in a
position to defend their homes and coun-
try. The Primrose League can do much
to foster the creation of rifle clubs. If once
the feeling could be propagated tinat it is
the duty of every able-bodied Englishman
to rp_ake himself competent to meet an in-
vading enemy we would have a defensive
forcg which would make the chances of an
assailant so bad that no assailant would
appear.” .

~ THE COMING STRUGGLE.

The sparring which is just now going on
in desultory fashion at Ottawa is merely
preliminary to the decisive combat be-
tween parties which must in the very
nature of things before many
months have passed.

What is needed abowe all things
just mow is the aksertion of that ‘high’er
form of patriotism whioh looks ahead to
the hearty and sympathetic co-operation
of all races and classes for the upbuild-
ing of a strong and prosperows and united

Canada.

A HIGH TRIBUTE.

It is a significant tribute to the strength
of the fiscal policy of the government that
the opposition have not dared to attack
it .as a whole. They have got down to
assailing it on small items, which are
really of no importance. And this could
very well be allowed to pass unnoticed if
what they say were founded on fact and
not grossly misleading. A case in point
arises in Mr. Clancy’s recent speech on
the budget. IHe said:

“The first thing the minister did was to
take $15 off seed beans and to put $17,322
on uncleaned rice.

%102,200 off binder twine and he put on

the poor man’s tobacco $1,051,446.”

It must be admitted that if the Liberals
bad nothing else in their favor than a re-
duction of $15 on seed beans they would
not have a strong-case upon which to ap-
peal to the people; but happily Mr. Clancy
has only stated what is helpful to his argu-
ment in dealing with tax reductions. That
was perhaps to be expected.

What we object to in this connection is
the palpably unfair method which the Con-
servatives arve following in criticizing the
tariff. Mr. Clancy knows very well that
the Liberal tariff as introduced in 1897 did
not contain an increase of the customs
rate on cottons or woollens or any of the
other articles alluded to with the single
exception of tobacco.

The question of amusements is attract-
ing the attention of the Methodist Epis-
copal Church of the United States, having
been brought forward by the bishops in
their annual address at the opening of the
conference of the church. The address
which is that of the entire bench of bish-
ops, was read by Bishop Andrews and oc-
cupied an héur and a half in delivery.
After dealing with the shameful degra-
dation of the theatre, the concert, the
dance hall and the race course, the ad-
dress went on to speak of the tendency to
excess in other and comparatively inno-
cent forms of recreation. The bishops ex-
pressed the belief that the seriousness of
life was largely forgotten, the love of the
passing world gaining in master fulness.
1t was easy to forbid amusements, much
harder to regulate them. We quote a
few sentences from the address:

“Experience has shown that it is im-
possible to impose on youthful and im-
mature Christians a law which many a
saintly soul, of thoughtful choice, imposes
on itself. The attempt to enforce abso-
Jute abstention {rom recreative amuse-
ments reacts towards unrestrained indul-
gence. A discrimination between the ad-
missible and the inadmissible is therefore
imperative.

“In this time of excessive and question-
able amusements, this principle should be
‘oftcn reiterated and strongly emphasized.

Towerman Stept at His Post—Five Dead.

Philadelphia, May ]'2.—"1‘hrnugh the neg-
‘ligence of a tower man, who lay asleep at
“his post, a disastrous and fatal Yreight
train wreck oceurred here last midnight
in actunnel of the Baltimore & Ohio rail-
way. An engineer and fireman were Kill-
ed and five unknown: trantps are suppored
to be dead in the wreck. The propetrty
loss' is estimated at :$185,000. The mah
who was responsible for the accident,Frank
Lamtell, surrendered himself late this af-
ternoon to'C. 0. Bent, superintendent n
the employ of “the Baltimore & Ohio rail-
way. He is now under arrest. ‘'I'he
known dead are George Lamb, engineer,
and George Hinchman, fireman, both of
this city. Their bodies and those of the
trampd are buried beneath the wrecked
cars and cannot be récovéred umtil the
Hames which followed the eollisionarc ex:
tinguished. About thirty firemen. of the
city fire department were either burned
or overcome by smoke while fighting the

flames. None of them, however, were
seriously injured. = °

The tunnel runs under 25th street from

Callowhill street, to Iairmount Park, a

distance of 2,800 feet. The tracks are up,

Fire immediately broke out and three
il cars, each containing 4,000 gallons of
oil, exploded. Soon the wreckage was a
mass of flames. The fire department was
called out bt although they have heen at
work all last night and all today, it has
been itipossible as yet to extinguish the
tlames. s

Qwing to the heat.and smoke and gase-
ous air in the tunnel the firemen entered
only a short distance without being over-
come. Holes were dug in.the street to
make vents and the roof of the tunnel
was blasted, but to no. avail. The bodies
of the engineer and fireman and the five
tramps who -were said to be on the train
have doubtless been . cremated.

Shortly affér the collision Lamtell dis-
appeared and could mnot be found until
he gave himgelf up late this afternoon.

When questioned he caid: “I did 1t.
Why the white signal remained in place
1 do not know, but it was there and the
train went through as usual.

His strategy was to jab and get
away and when Jeffries stood over his
quivering form his face showed marks of
the punishment that he had inflicied.
Corbett went down to defeat that was re-
cretted by a vast majority of the men
who filled the hall. The money %vas against
him, but he had a wealth of sympathy. It
was probably h'e natural heritage as the
short ender, but after the battle had De-
gin he won more support by his display
of speed and skill. Jefiries won wilth his
strength, both that strength that lies in
the . power of maksive muscles and that
strength which is the essence of vitality.

bett. He seemed angered by the jabbing
at his face and wanted to end it with a
swing from left or right. Corbett had
begun to show the pace, but while his
punches lacked force, he was still speedy
on his feet. He contented himself with
avoiding punishment.

At the twentieth round it looked as if
Corbett would stay the limit, and popu-
lar judgment awarded him victory. He
had so far avoided any serious punish-
ment. His defence was still perfect and he
was smiling and confident. Jeffries was
hammering away, however, and was strong
and game. The end came with the sud-
denness of a shock. The men had had
two fierce rallies, followed each time by
long range sparring and were in together
again. They were both fighting fast and
hard.” Suddenly there was a report of a
sharp blow and Corbett dropped. It
needed no count to tell that Corbett’s
hopes of the championship again were
vain. The excited spectators sprang to
their feet, and for a moment there were
roars and calls. The confusion was but
momentary, however, and in a silence
that was most remarkable Corbett was
carried to his corner. Some one cailed
for cheers for Jefiries, but the crowd re-
fused to give them. When a moment
later a friend of Corbett’s'put the ques-
tion a thousand throats echoed a kindly
tesponse. It was in the corner of the
defeated man too that the crowd gather-
ed and there weve more solicitous offers of
aid for him than there were congratula-
tions for the victor.

Corbett
came in with a left to body and in the
breakaway swung a terrific right to the
jaw which made Jeflries 100k very groggy.
Corbett sceing his advantage put his left
and right quickly to the head and hooked
hard left to the jaw.

Corbett
was the cleverer in the exchanges which
followed and he landed his left with pro-
voking regularity on Jeffries face, much
to the latter’s detriment.

Round  20—Jeffries rushed at his man
like a mad bull, but Corbett sidestepped
and sprinted out of harm’s way, sending
straight left to the ribs as he went. «Jef-
fries rushed again, but Corbett got in-
side his lead and fooled him. He threw
his body against the champion’s chest and
blocked every blow. Corbett stepped to
cither side every time Jeffrics tried to
land and.dodged to hard left swings: Jef-
fries succeeded in landing left on the
neck. Corbett countered on the ribs.
Corbett's footwork was extremely clever
in this round and he surprised all who
watched him. Jeffries seemed disgruntled
at not being able to land a telling blow.

Round 21—Corbett opened with left on
the face. Jefiries rushed hizlun. into a cor-
ner where Corbett slipped quickly and
svaded a right swing for the head. Jef-
fries kept bhoring in, but Corbett met him
at every turn, blocking ‘clevetly. Corbett
hooked right to the stomach-and Jeffrics
sent two rights to head. Jeffries jabbed
left hard on the chest and hooked to the
face, Corbett countering with his right
to the ewr. At close quariers Jcffries
hooked right to head and in the clinch
which followed lay heavily,over his op-
ponent.

In sidestepping Corbett out-
generalled the champion, but Jeffries put
a left to head and a right to the jaw, fol-

Jim considerably. Jeffries was very strong
at the end of the round, while Corbett
ecmed 1o be weakening. .

Round 23—After a couple of passes Jef-
fries swung his right to Corbett's jaw
and then rushed him across the ring to
the ropes to a neutral corner. At close
quarters Corbett hooked left twice to the
face, sending the blood spurting again
from Jeffries’ face. Jeffries threw two
hard lefts into the body and smashed his
left again on Corbett's face, sending Cor-
bett’s head back. Then Jeffries crowded
him to the repes and with ‘a full swinging
left smash on the jaw sent Corbett rolling
down and out. Corbett’s head struck the
floor heavily and he rolled over in a vain
attempt to regain his feet, but he was too
far gone to recuperate within the call of
ten seconds. Corbett lay like a log after
rolling ower twice on the ring floor, but a
monient after Referee White had counted
him out he was able to rezain his feet
and the seconds had little difficulty in
reviving him.

Boston, May 14.—The. lower branch of
the Massachusetts legislature this after-
noon passed a compromise resolution oh
the Boer war, congratulating President
McKinley upon the attitude which he has
maintained, with an amendment express-
ing a hope that peace might soon be de-
cared with honor of Great Britain and
independence for the I'L'[)lll?lics.

The resblution had its inception some
three months ago, when representative
Watson (Democrat) of Boston, introduced
one congratulating President Kruger upon
lis attitude towards Great Britain. After
a hearing the committec on federal regu-
lations reported it, bub substituted Pres-
dent McKinley’s name for that of Presi-
dent  Kruger. Representative Watson
then offered an amendment expressing
the hope that peace might soon be declar-
ed, and it was on this amendment that
the House debated. After nearly two
hours of warm discussion, participated in
by nearly u score of members, the amend-
ment was finally adopted and the resolu-
tion passed by a vote of 98 to 16.

The total expenditures of the past year
were $4,678.63; 385 grants were made for
amounts which aggregate $3,943.80. Ex-
penses of all kinds, including rent, clerk,
printing, ctc., amounted to $734.83. The
society assisted the burial of eight an-
nuitants during the year. The total ex-
penditures of the year were $434.10 less
than those of the preceding year.
