We must remember that charging Sir Wilfrid with treason 
is no new thing. When in 1911 he advocated reciprocity with the 
United States, he was represented as a traitor to the Empire. The 
charges of today are no stronger, no more virulent, the cartoons 
no viler, than they were then. And yet today we have a fair 
measure of reciprocity with the United States; we have borrowed 
money from the United States by the scores of millions, and we 
are relying upon the United States to finance the grain crops of 
Western Canada. We have gone further towards continentalism 
than Sir Wilfrid advocated, and no one has suggested that treason 
has been committed. Thus it is only natural that men should] 
look upon the present charge of treason as the time-dishonored cry 
of “wolf” and consider the present charges as untrue, unjust, and 
reprehensible. There are few Liberals who do not believe that the 
accusations of treason to the Empire in 1911 were inspired by mis­
guided party enthusiasm. Can they be blamed for regarding accu­
sations of treason in 1917 in the same light? To attack Sir Wilfrid 
as a traitor, is to raise a battle cry for war horses retired from duty 
through lack of employment.

It must not be forgotten that six months ago Sir Wilfrid had 
the biggest personal following of any man in Canada. Leave Que­
bec out of the situation; Sir Wilfrid was the biggest Liberal in 
Ontario, the biggest Liberal in Manitoba, the biggest Liberal in 
each of the Western Provinces, in New Brunswick and Prince Ed­
ward Island. In Nova Scotia alone was his prestige disputed, and 
that by Premier Murray.

Charging that their names were obtained by deceit and fraud of a sort to 
disgust decent people of every political sympathy, six prominent Liberals of 
Southwold Township have directed to Hon. Thomas W. Crothers, minister of 
labor, and to the returning officer of West Elgin, an open letter, in which they 
repudiate their supposed indorsation of Crothers.

For ways that are dark and tricks that are vain, the minister of labor is 
well known. Today he is fighting a candidate who Is certain to be elected, in 
the person of William Tolmie, and this Borden minister is resorting to the most 
deliberate trickery ever known in Ontario.

The following is the letter addressed to the minister and to the returning 
officer:

WILLIAM HEARD, Esq.,
Returning Officer for West Elgin:

The undersigned Electors of West Elgin complain
1. That the name of each of them, and of many others, appear in the

6. We state that we do not believe that Heard and Balkwell, although parties 

to it, either originated or concocted the above base fraud and deception, and we 
think that it was done for the benefit of one individual only.

7. We are from Southwold and have reason to believe that the above decep­
tion was perpetrated in all the other townships in this riding.

Another Mighty Effort.
Washington, Nov. 28.dGreat activ­

ity among the Austro-German divi­
sions all along the Italian front, and 
reported in official dispatches from 
Rome received here today, are de­
clared to forecast a still greater of­
fensive in the northern sectors, with 
elaborate preparations for a mighty 
effort to break through.

Italians Preparing.
The roads leading to the battle- 

front showed increasing masses of 
troops being brought up for con­
centration on the threatened lines. 
Much artillery was coming in. The 
men and horses seemed to be in 
good condition after the hard drive. 
Miles of infantry moved forward, the 
ranks showing fresh and youthful 
troops. They wore steel helmets 
and were getting ready to go into 
action. Many had little pink boxes 
in their hands which looked like 
packagesof candy, but when they 
were opened it - ___ - candy which
was seen, but long thin bullets which 
fit Into the Italian rifles. Every 
cartridge belt was full of the pink 
boxes.

Passing the headquarters of the 
4th army, which holds the vital line 
between the Brenta and Piave riv­
ers, a staff officer of Gen. Robilant, 
commander of this army, summed 
up the general situation as “satis- 
factory,” the reports showing that 
the enemy was being held.

London, Nov. 28. — The

As the British press toward Cam­
brai from the west they encounter 
more stubborn resistance. Heavy 
fighting is In progress around Fon­
taine Notre Dame, less than three 
miles from Cambral, and near the 
village of Bourlon, about one mile 
northwest of Fontaine. The villages 
were occupied by the British last 
week, only to be lost in the face of 
strong German counter-attacks. 
General Byng’s men. however, are 
making progress against the strong­
ly reinforced enemy, from whom 
more than 500 prisoners were cap­
tured Tuesday.

On Italian Front.
Undismayed apparently by the 

losses sustained in their fruitless ef­
forts of the past two weeks to break 
the Italian line between the Brenta 
and the Plave valleys, the Austro- 
Germans continue to hurt fresh 
troops against the defenders of the 
passes to the Venetian Plains. The 
latest attempt was against the left 
wing along the Brenta Valley. An 
entire division was used in an at­
tempt to break the Italian defences. 
It attacked five times in massed 
formation, but was unable to break 
the defence of the Italians.

Seeking An Armistice.
Contact has been established be­

tween the Bolsheviki leaders in Rus­
sia and the German military author- 
ities, and negotiations for an armis­
tice are presumably in full swing 
behind the German lines.

Whatever the ultimate result of 
these negotiations, it seems clear 
that at present the Russian neaoti- 
ators are representative of oniv a 
fraction of Russia. General Kry- 
lenko, nominal Commander-in-chief 
by Bolsheviki decree, whose repre­
sentatives have crossed to the Ger­
man side for the parley, has been 
unable to take over the actual com­
mand of more than the Northern 
Russian armies.

Communication between North and 
South Russia has been cut off and 
General Dukhonin, the de facto 
commander of all but the Northern 
forces, whose headquarters is at 
Mohilev, opposite the Galicien front, 
has refused to treat with the Ger­
mane.

FEAR OF LOSING It is announced today that 235 stu­
dents at the Normal School will write 
on examinations at Christmas equi- 
valent to the Lower School exams, of 
the high schools.

The announcement by the depart­
ment of education at Toronto some 
days ago created somewhat of a sen­
sation, but in London the students 
were somewhat prepared for the state­
ment, and have been getting ready.

been grounded sufficiently on these 
subjects, and the department is see­
ing to it that they are properly equip­
ped for their work.

"About 235 students at the Normal 
will write on these examinations," 
said Dr. S. J. Radcliffe, the principal. 
"A few will escape on account of at­
tending the Normal last year. I 
warned the students early in Septem­
ber, that they might expect this, and 
I think the majority arc working hard 
on the subjects in question to prepare 
themselves properly."

Unless the much advertised butter 
substitute, oleomargarine, appears for 
sale in Canada within the next three 
weeks, it is predicted by local dealers 
that butter will reach its top winter 
price, which will be around the 60c pci 

‘pound mark.
If the provisions of the order-in- 

council allowing the importation and 
sale of oleo had been carried out at 
the time of the Government sanction 
of the law, it is certain, say these 
dealers, that butter would have re­
mained stationary and that present 
prices would have ranged from 38c to 
40c.

Two weeks ago, when local butchers 
and cold storage men were questioned 
on the probability of being able to 
purchase oleo in this city before De­
cember 1, they expressed the opinion 
that unless the food controller ex­
pedited its sale the advent of margar­
ine into the country would be of lit­
tle benefit to Canadians.

"The order-in-council allowing the 
sale of oleomargarine was passed with 
the object of reducing butter prices," 
a local cold storage man said. "The 
effect of margarine on butter would 
not be evidenced until a month or so 
after the coming of oleo into the coun­
try. If margarine had been allowed 
importation one month ago, today we 
could have obtained butter at 40c per 
pound. As it is, the present high price 
of butter will remain unchanged for 
the next few weeks, and unless oleo 
appears in the meantime prices will 
ascend as high as 60c and 70c."

Since it was announced that an or­
der-in-council had been passed allow­
ing the sale and manufacture of oleo 
in the country, the granting of licenses 
governing its sale has been postponed 
several times. Prospective dealers in 
oleo received word some days ago that 
the butter substitute will come into 
the country on December 10. One 
butcher in the city expressed the belief 
that margarine would not be allowed 
importation until after the election, 
owing to the Government fear of the 
antagonism which such a move would 
create among farmers.

THE QUININE THAT DOES

Ald.

The personalities of the men who 
joined hands fifty years ago to bring 
together the provinces into one Do­
minion were sketched last night by 
Public Librarian Fred Landon, in the 
second of the series of university ex­
tention lectures being held in the public 
library. The chair was taken by Prin­
cipal G. F. Rogers of the Collegiate 
Institute.

The lecturer pointed out that in 
English-speaking countries at least it 
was the custom to abuse and run down 
politicians individually and as a class. 
Those who would eulogize the Fathers 
of Confederation must remember that 
they too in their own day were politi­
cians, and some of them regarded as 
of a pretty sharp type. There were thus 
the various stages by which a politician 
developed into a statesman and later 
into a father of his country. The special 
merit of these men was that at a criti­
cal time they all set themselves to a 
definite task, and didn’t let go until 
they had accomplished it. Then they 
went back to party quarreling. Mac­
donald and Brown, who had not spoken 
to each other for ten years, came to­
gether on union, carried it through, 
and afterwards were as bad friends as 
ever in their lives.

The very great part that was played 
by Cartier in leading the French- 
Canadians was one of the interesting 
features of the address, in view of the 
attitude taken by French Canada to­
day. Cartier possessed great influence 
in Quebec, and both Macdonald and 
Tupper had testified that without his 
help confederation could never have 
been accomplished. The part played 
by Macdonald and Brown was well 
brought out. Macdonald was, after all, 
the great factor in the carrying on of 
the union government. His hold on 
men was greater than that of any of 
his contemporaries, and his placé in the 
public life of Canada was well shown 
by the fact that for 23 years after con­
federation he was the greatest politi­
cal figure In the country. The human 
side of Macdonald was set forth, that 
combination of rare qualities which 
made his followers ready to go through 
fire and water for him.

Confederation, as accomplished by 
this group of men who gathered from 
all the provinces, had changed the 
character of half a continent and had 
set an example that other British 
dominions had since followed. The 
adaptability of British constitutional

OTTAWA, Nov. 27.—For over an hour tonight Sir Wilfrid Laurier ad­
dressed a crowd which crammed the Russell Theatre. Outside there was a long 
queue of people who vainly sought admittance. E. J. Daly, vice-president of the 
Ottawa Reform Association, in his Introductory remarks as chairman, asserted 
that five thousand had been turned away.

The old chief was at his best, he fairly scintiliated.
Sir Wilfrid dealt with charges made against him In reference to recruiting, 

and with recent disturbances at public meetings. Referring more particularly 
to the incident at Kitchener, when Sir Robert Borden was unable to speak, Sir 
Wilfrid expressed sincere regret that it had occurred. “I do not approve," he 
said, "of any interference with free speech. The gag is the gag, whether it is 
applied by a turbulent crowd in a public meeting, or whether it is approved in 
parliament by the obedient majority of a cold-blooded Government."

After it became law he had been

His answer was that 
he would not, but that he would insist 
on a referendum. It was a matter for 
the people themselves to decide.

The Government, he said, had manu­
factured a franchise law to suit itself, 
although the former one was perfectly 
satisfactory. In provinces where the 
women had the right to vote, he con­
tended that these women were also en­
titled to vole in the Dominion elec­
tions. The Hon. C. J. Doherty had done 
his best to prove that they were not 
entitled to vote, on the ground that a 
woman was not a "person."

Sir Wilfrid concluded by appealing 
for the support of all present, but only 
if they felt that he was right. He 
made a strong plea for unity and said 
that if returned to power he would try 
to give Canada a strong government, 
such as when formerly in power.

Regina, Nov. 28.—In the Saskatche­
wan Legislature yesterday afternoon 
Hon. W. R. Motherwell, minister of 
agriculture, made an announcement on 
behalf of the Government of the plan 
which will be followed by this prov­
ince in the Dominion-wide campaign 
for greater hog production. In brief, 
the plan of thc provincial government 
is to extend the work of the agricul­
tural department in the matter of pure 
bred cattle to include hogs. The 
Government intends to buy young 
sows off thc Winnipeg or other stock- 
yards and ship them to central dis­
tributing points in Saskatchewan.

Dewart on Mewburn.
Hartley Dewart of Toronto criticized 

General Mewburn for a statement at- 
tributed to him that he regretted that 
the military service act limited the 
number of men to 100,000, and expressed 
the opinion that 25,000 men in the first 
six months of the act was a pretty poor 
record for the military service act. It 
had taken the Govern nent 103 days to 
pass a bill to aid soldiers, and only 29 
days to put through the C.N.R. deal.

Hon. Charles Murphy expressed the 
opinion that the kaiser, if given a 
chance to vote, would vote for Premier 
Borden, who, according to Sir Sam 
Hughes, has stopped recruiting under 
the voluntary system.

"The . gentlemen who signed the. 

commission were unknown to me. It 
is a long standing practice of mine—I 
receive letters of indorsation on many 
subjects—it is a long standing habit 
of mine never to indorse anything until 
I know the parties who make the ap- 
plication. I did not know the gentle­
men. I presume they were respectable 
men. The object they had in view 
was perfectly satisfactory to me, but I 
wanted to know more before I gave an 
affirmative answer. I asked to be ex­
cused for the moment, and asked for 
some delay. Upon this the prime 
minister of Canada, who knows what I 
have done in the past, throws a doubt 
on my sincerity in advocating the war.

ITALIAN HEADQUARTERS IN 
NORTHERN ITALY, Nov. 27.—By the 
Associated Press.—The reports from the 
Italian line on the northern front are 
favorable today. The heavy fighting 
is continuing, with the Italians hold­
ing in the main.

Five determined attacks by Austro- 
German forces on the left wing of the 
Italian fourth army, near Monte Per- 
tica, between the Brenta and the Plave, 
were delivered yesterday. The enemy 
rushes were broken by the defensive 
troops, with neavy losses to the at- 
tackers.

Not only the left, but the right wing 
and the centre of the army holding 
this sector was subjected to attack, 
the enemy effort now attaining its 
full force here. On the right and the 
centre the struggle raged from Monte 
Monfenera westward, with the Italians 
holding their lines at all points.

Filled With Confidence.
The fluctuations of the great battle 

have now developed to a stage where 
the resisting power of the Italian army 
has been demonstrated to be sufficient 
to retard, if hot to prevent, any sud-

It is reported from the Friuli region, 
occupied by the enemy, that the civil 
population has been required to turn 
over all copper articles, grease and oils 
in its possession within five days. Em- 
peror Charles Is said to have made an­
other visit to the Invaded region, go­
ing to the coast cities of Grado and 
Monfalcone.

ATTACKED BY DIVISION.
ROME, Nov. 27.—An entire division 

of the enemy made an attack yesterday 
in the Brenta Valley in an effort to 
break through the Italian northern front. 
Today's official statement says these 
troops, which attacked in massed for- 
mation. were driven back.

Austrian troops made another attack 
on the Italian lines in Albania on Sun­
day. in which they scored an initial, 
success, the war office announced to­
day. Regulars came to the assistance 
of the Albanian bands that had been 
driven back in the region southeast of 
Berat, and the Austrians were forced 
to retreat with heavy casualties.

The announcement from the Italian 
front follows:

"Yesterday afternoon the enemy, after 
bombarding furiously our positions on 
Col Della Derretta, to the east of the 
Brenta Valley, launched against it a 
massed attack of an entire division of 
infantry. The ensuing struggle was 
very fierce, and the defenders, isolated 
by a violent barrage fire, would per­
haps have been compelled to give way in 
view of the size of the attacking force 
and the violence of its assault, had not 
their support, composed of splendid 
Sicilians of the ancient and glorious 
Aosta Brigade, with parties of the 94th 
Infantry and the Brenta Valley Bat- 
taiion of Alpini, arrived in time.

Rush Through Death Zone.
"Having crossed the death zone with 

elan, our gallant troops rushed against 
the enemy with irresistible impetus, 
carrying all before them and compell­
ing him to retire with very severe 
losses, leaving prisoners in our hands."

The text of the statement regarding 
the Albanian clash reads:

"In Albania on Sunday the enemy 
forced a passage of the Osum River 
between Cipan and Kobkara, southeast 
of Berat, attacking our Albanian bands 
there. The prompt intervention of regu­
lar troops drove the enemy back with 
the infliction of heavy losses upon him­
self.
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BRITISH HEADQUARTERS IN 
FRANCE, Nov. 27—(By the Associated 
Press.) —The British have made an­
other advance in the Cambrai area, 
and, according to the latest reports, 
have worked their way forward through 
the northwestern part of Fontaine- 
Notre-Dame which they captured at 
the beginning of the attack last week, 
but subsequently lost.

They are now said to have advanced 
almost to the main street which runs 
east and west through the centre of 
the village

The British continued to press their 
attack in the face of strong enemy 
resistance.

The Germans poured a heavy machine 
gun fire against the British from the 
windows and roofs of buildings, and 
a large concentration of enemy machine 
guns in LaFolie wood, south of 
Fontaine, was also brought into action 
against the attacking troops.

This machine gun tire presented the 
main difficulty to the advance, for 
the Germans in the hamlet were work­
ing from behind walls and other cover, 
while it was necessary for the British 
to charge across more or less open 
stretches, giving the enemy a good 
chance to sweep their ranks with an 
intense fire.

Heroes Are Liberated.
The battle on the southern edge of 

Bourlon village continued last night. 
As a result of a determined drive 
against the German line the British 
were enabled to break through at one 
point and bring back a party of Eng­
lish troops that, had been isolated for 
some time.

Thanksgiving Will Celebrate a 
New High Record of 

Prosperity.

TOTTENHAM, Nov. 27.—Declaring 
that at the present time 50 per cent 
of the fall plowing was unfinished, and 
not 25 per cent of the usual acreage 
of fall wheat yet planted, farmers from 
Beeton and Alliston in Simcoe County, 
passed a resolution of protest, to be 
forwarded to the minister of agricul­
ture, at farmers' sons and farm labor­
ers being refused exemption under the 
military service act when their places 
could not be filled.

Washington, Nov. 28.—Thanksgiving 
Day (tomorrow), finds the United 
States' horn of plenty with new high 
record fullness.

Responding faithfully to President 
Wilson’s appeal and the needs of a 
war-torn world, American farmers 
produced a great gross total of $21,- 
000 000.000 worth of farm products, 
equalling in value the nation's total 
expenditure in one year of war. That 
great total, being the value of all 
crops animals and animal products, 
was $6,500,000.000 greater than last 
year’s and more than the combined 
value of any two previous years. There 
were record crops of corn, oats, rye, 
white and sweet potatoes, tobacco and 
beans.

Corn, the country’s greatest crop, 
accounts for about one-third of the 
increased total farm products value of 
this year. It is estimated at about 
$4.659,000.000, compared with $2,296,- 
000,000 last year. In point of quantity 
corn this year saw its largest produc­
tion, being 66.000,000 bushels more than 
the 1912 record crop, and 608,000,000 
bushels more than last year.

Washington, Nov. 28.—The confer- 
ence at Petrograd today of Russian 
political leaders, which, according to a 
London Times dispatch, is for the pur- 
pose of forming a government repre- 
sentative of all parties, added to the 
interest with which official Washington 
is watching the march of developments 
in that changing capital.

What really lies back of the confer- 
ence it was too early for officials to 
judge. It was significant that former 
members of the Kerensky cabinets 
were among those who assembled 
along with the Bolsheviki leaders, al- 
though the calling in of some members 
of an overthrown regime, it is recog- 
nized, may be a strategic move for ef- 
fect on the diplomatic corps at Petro- 
grad, who have uniformly refused to 
indicate any recognition of the newly 
sprung element in power, while Russian 
diplomats and consuls in this country 
openly repudiate. Details of the con- 
ference were awaited here with con- 
siderable concern.

The economic effect on Germany 
would be to make available to it the 
vast stores of the great Russian em- 
pire and the restoration of German 
prisoners held in Russia and their util- 
ization for service again at the German 
front.

Meantime it is believed that the al- 
lied conference at Paris is keeping in 
close touch with the developments.
