I am enclosing a letter from Mr H. W. Vander Veen of
Ucluelet, which has been written at the request of four
Indians of the Ucluelet Band, As the Indians and Mr Vander
Yeen were not satisfied with my deeision, I advised them to
refer the matter to the Commissioners.

A few of the Ueluelets claim part of Ne. 8 Equis Res-
erve and kmown by them as Ke~na<ah, They have been in the
habit of oceupying this piece of land "during the dog fish-
ing seasom, but they have never been reeognized as the
rightful owners, It is not the band as a whole who are
making the complaint, but these four men, mentioned in Mr
Vander Veen's letter; in fact, ome of these men has aban-
doned his claim and has given his house to Chief Shewish
of the Seshaht Band, the rightful owners of this Reserve.
At the time of my last visit to Ucluelet, April 5, I orderd
the Ucluelet Indians to vacate Ke-pa-ah and to remove their
houses, Angther matter which must be taken into consider-
ation is that if the e¢laim of the Uclulets wws recognized
it would form a very zoor precedent and would be taken ad-
vantage of all along the Oomst, as there are very few re-
gerves which some Indlan or Indians of another band do not
elaim. I am enclosing skefich of the reserve in question,.

gotten there, as they have their fishing station at Alberni
The Shshahts have &% the present time their houses built
on Bquis, which is, as you will know, another portion eof
this No. 8 Reserve, They have more room than they can oe¢-
cupy there, so that it is not because they are desperately
in need of it that lies behind their action.

Hoping that you may see your way clear to allow
these Indians to remain in possession of this land, which

I undaratand that some months ago somsons acting on bshalf
of the Company,infomally suggested to the Indians that
they wmld hs willing to pay $200,00 an aors for the land,
one half to ba paid to ths Indians in oash,and the other %o
the Dapartment to a fund for their banafit as provided in
the Indi~an Aot. At firat tha Indians wars inolined to
fccapt this,hut later on theay sald they sxpsoted at laast
$200.00.nn anvs paid to them all in oeash,and later still
they spoke as 1 theay would not sell at all, I would
oconsidar $200.00,an aore was a fair price for the land,
the adjaoent land was,I halisva, nold for that s, althéugh
the arsa being smallB it would not hirt the Raillway cCompany
Af they raid rather mora var asra,but so far as any valus
to the Indians go#s,$300,00 an acre i8 osrtainly vary manvy
times 1ts value to them, As to who ars the acknow-
ledgad owners of the Ressrve,l would say that I have alwavs
