I fhi,: met the author of ‘“The Ha-
bitant’’ at his residence in Montreal
early in 1896. He stood before me
the very embodiment of perfect man-
liness. Well grown, large of frame,
with firm step, and an open, yet dig-

. mified, deportment, he would. have
been singled out amywhere in a
erowd. Like David, he bhad ‘‘a beau-
iful countenance and goodly to 1ooky
at.’’ His features were regular and
bandsome, his forehead high and
brnoad and his dark eyes illunrinated
by the fire of gemius. The flush o'f
bealth on his sumburned cheek' testi-
fied to his abiding passion for Lhe
life in the open; by meandering
stream with rod and line, or in soli-
tary forest shades with fowling piece
-a48 beloved dog, ever drawrn on by
e lure of the wilderness. After
Souching on many topics in our talk
we finally settled down to a discus-
slon of the Irish poets, both the liv-
ing and the dead. He named Sir
Semuel Ferguson as his prime fa-
vorite, and proceeded to place him
on the throne of supreme modern
Irish poetic gemius. 1 ventured to
state some of the claims of Thomas
Moore to such am exalted positiom,
dbut without effect, although 'the cri-
tics are on my side. Them I hinted
that the Doctor was partial to his
fellow north of Ireland man, and, to
show the error of the contention, he
highly preised Jemes Joseph Calla~
man, and declared James Clarence
Mangan to have been ‘‘the mystery-

Edgar Allen Poe of Ireland.”

Pasaing on to Irish-American poets,
the Doctor chose the Rev. Abram
Ryan for the highest place in his es-
timation. On my makjng a reference

to John B. O'Reilly, the Doctor
warmly declared that ‘‘he was a
profound amd sane thinker, Yike

Thomas D'Arcy McGee, and could,
when at his best, evoke a captivat-
ing music.”

What surprised me most in all this
was the astounding amount of Irish
poetry that the Doctor had by
heart. While spealMing about Sir
Samuel Fenguson, for an example, he
recited page after page of his best
poetry, without a single referemnce tio
a book. Callanan’'s tuneful ‘“‘Goug-
ana Barra’’ he repeated emtire, “‘out
of his own head,”’ as the - children
say, with a power I have mever heard

equalled. Father Ryan's ““Sorg of
the Mystic,”” and also his pathetic
“Rest,”” were bleautifully rendered

without the aid of the printed page.
He ended his charming entertainment
by quoting copiously from O’Reilly,
and highly praised the eulogy of
Wendell Phillips, whom the Doctor,
with a twinkle in his eye, declared
“was good enough to have beer Irish
At length, when the Doctor grew
weary of reciting Inish poetry for
an audience of one, he suddenly arose
and stnode over to a window that
opened on to a yard. Beckoning me
to his side, he poirted proudly to
two dogs, crouched on either side of
the burrow. ‘‘“They are Irish ter-
riers,”” he explained, “‘and they will
there at their post without bit
or sup till the enemy appears, end
then woe betide it.

In e letter the doctor wrote to
me about this time he gives 'what
he would probably have called the
raison of his literary method. “‘You
ask if I have ever written upon a
serious subject,” he wrote, ‘“Well, I
scarcely, know if I have or not.” So
many choose this style and do 80
well that maybe the fact has the
grain,’ as it were. ‘I seidom feel
really serious emough; my digestion

humble servamt.”” In effect, the
Doctor wrote humonously, and had
the good sense to follow his natural
bent.

In amother letter I find a passage
containing more truth than poetry.
Here it is: ““It’'s all very well for
men like President Elot, of Harvard
University, to talk as he did before
an Irish audience the other day, and
assure them that ro bigotry or hat-
red of the Irish race exists ir ‘liber-
ty-loving Massachusetts.” What rot!
Took at the American papers and
see how the Irish are maligred—oani-
catured. You have never Seen any-
thing like it in am English comic
paper or magezine. They are decent
on the other side of the water.’

This letter contains more in the
same strain, but want of space pro-
hibits further oitatiom here.

He writes of a poem I liked and
sent to him: “‘Pretty little thing
that of Miss Perry, ‘Riding Down,’

very pretty; I have copied it.” In-
deed, his invaniable habit was to
copy in his legible, ‘beautiful chino-
graphy the passage in 'his reading
that took his fancy. Gemerally, -by
the time the lines were written out,
they were, I imagine, indelibly
stamped on his memory.

Poor Drummond mever went large-
ly imto his own merits and achieve-
ments, and very seldom into the de-
merits and shortcomings of his con-
temporaries; his whimsically express-
ed desire for “‘roasting”’ notwith-
standing. The following! bit of
sharp criticism of a. pretemtious wol-
ume of verse published about the
time he wrote has a value aside from
the subject that suggested it: ‘“‘Have
yvou ever read s poems? I es-
sayed the task, but their effusions
are clearly not for me. They are far
too stilted—too rhetorical. They
want heart and they want soul.
Candidly, little of what passes for
Canadian poetry will survive many
years. But the little—the exception
—1is really good, and when Johnny
Canuck shall have amassed sufficient
wealth to emable him to rest ‘under
his own fig tree’ from driving logs
and piling lumber he may do some
great things. This is the way in all
history. Elegance and refinement
are always the last effort of opul-
ence and leisure.’’

Soon after the receipt of the fore-
going I was given a lengthy epistle
from the same kind pen. . This letter
fairly brimmed over with laudation
of the verse of Moira O’Neill, the
poet of the storied glems of An-
trim, a writer also beloved of Kate
Douglas Wiggins, the diverting au-
thor of ‘““Penelope’s Irish Experi-

NY even numbered section of

Dominion Lands in Manitobe,
Saskatchewan and Alberta, except-
ing 8 and 26, not reserved, may be
homesteaded by any person who is
the #sole head of a family, or any
male over 18 years of age, to  the
extent of one-quarter mestiom of 160
acres, more or lews.
Entry must be made persomally at
the local land office for the district

in which the land is situate.

Entry by proxy mey, however, be
made on certain conditions by the
father, mother, som, daughter, bro-
ther or sister of an intemding homes-
teader. ¥ ’

The homesteader is required to per-
form the conditions commected there-

(1) At least six months’ residence
upon and cultivation of the land in
each year for three years.
