Now, if C. H. H. did not know any better 
than to refer us to the above authors for 
proof of the statement just made, it might 
be supposed the editor of the Christian 
Messenger would have had more prudence 
than to have adopted the sentiment which 
he appears to have done, by saying : ‘ The 
letter of C. H. ÏL on another page will also 
show the vast importance of extending the 
circulation of oar journal.’ 1

Being recommended to read the authors 
named above for proof of the antiquity of 
the Baptist Church, we have done so ; and

Kitto, McKoigbt, Ac ; and hie “ Wesleyan 
f riends” to Wesley, Benson, Adam Clarke, 
Burkett, Ac.

1 will leave his “ Presbyterian friends,” 
but our Presbyterian brethren, to answer 
for themselves, which they ala quite com­
petent to do, and will only reply for his 
Wesleyan friends.

But 1 am at a loss ! C. H. H. refers his 
“ Wesleyan friends” to BarkstU Whom does 
he mean? There certainly never was a 
We.-leyan writer named “ Burkett." I know 
the name “William Bnrkitt,” who wrote 
“ expository notes on the Now Testament," 
but I cannot divine why C. H. H. should 
refer his Wesleyan readers to William Bur- 
kilt, any more than his Baptist readers, for 
Burkin was not a Wesleyan, and knew 
nothing about John Wesley, mnsmoeh as he 
died in the year 1703 the very year John 
Wesley was born.

With the other writers named by C. 11. 
II. we have to do, viz., Wesley, Benson, 
and Adam Clarke.

Now Mr. Editor, as tamqf these writers 
John Wesley, and Adasa Clarke, are so oft­
en referred to by oar Baptists friends, as 
teaching the exclusive hypothesis ot “dip­
ping” for Baptism, and at many of our own 
people really believe this, it becomes neces­
sary lu! y to state what those writers really 
have said on this matter.

The Rev. John Wesley, the Founder oi 
Methodism, wrote a Treatise on Baptism, 
in which be says It is true, we road of 
being “ buried with Christ ia baptism.”— 
But nothing can be inferred from such a 
figurative expression. Nay, if it held ex- 
iiotjy, it would make as much for sprink­
ling as for /dunging ; since, in burying, the 
body is not plunged through the substance 
of the earth, but rather earth is poured or 
sprinkled upon it.

And as there is no clear proof of dipping 
in the Scripture, so there is very probable 
proof of the contrary. The Jailer and all 
his house were baptized in tb# prison. Cor­
nelius with his friends, and (so of several 
households) at home. Now is it likely that 
all there bad ponds or rivers ia or near their 
houses, sufficient to plunge them all? Every 
unprejudiced person must allow I be con­
trary is far more probable. Again, tlireç 
thousand at one time, and five thousand at 
another were converted and baptized by 
St. Peter, at Jerusalem, where they had 
none but the gentle waters of Siloam, ac­
cording to the observatioo of Mr. Fuller.— 
There were no water mills in Jerusalem, 
because there was no stream large enough 
to drive them ; the place therefore, as well 
as the number, makes it highly probable that 
all these were baptized by sprinkling or 
pouring, and not by immersion. Te sum 
up all, the manoer of baptizing whether by 
dipping or sprinkling, is not determined in 
scripture. There is no command for one 
rallier than the other. There is no example 
from which we can conclude for dipping, 
rather than sprinkling. There are probable 
examples of both; and both are equally 
contained in the natural meaning of the 
word. Treatise on Baptism, Sect 1.

With such a statement from his own pen, 
we knovT not which is the meet astonishing, 
the sheer ignorance of C. H. H. in referring 
us to the writings of John Wesley, for 
proof that dipping is the only mode of bap­
tism ; or the Uare-laced impudence ot some 
Baptist preachers, who in the Pulpit or from 
the backs of their Jordan* assert that the 
founder of Methodism wrote in favour of 
their dipping hypothesis.

Let us now hear what Dr. Adam Clarke 
say? on this subject, in his note on Math, 
iii. 0 “ And were baptized of him in Jor-
den, confessing their sins,” he say* :—

Were the people dipped or iprinkled ? 
for certain fust» • bapto’ and fans,;- « bepti- 
zo" mean both. There were all dipped, say 
some. Can any man support that it was 
possible for John to dip all the inhabitants 
of Jerusalem and of all the country round 
Jordan? Were both men and women 
dipped, for certainly both came to his bap­
tism ? This could never have comported 
either with safety or with decency ? Were 
they dipped in tbeir clothes ? This would 
have endangered their live* if they bad not 
change of raiment with them ; and aegsuch 
a baptism as John’*, however administered 
was in several respects, anew thing in 
Judea, it is not at all likely, that the people 
would come so provided.

“ But, suppose they were dipped, which 
I think it would be impose»!# to prove, 
does it follow that in all regions of the 
world men and women most be dipped in 
order to be evangelically baptized ? In the 
eastern countries bathings were frequent, 
because of the beat of the cliente, it being 
there so necessary to ckaaBnqw aad health ; 
but, could our climate, or a awe northerly 
one, admit of this with safety, for at kest 
three-fourths of the year ? we may rest as­
sured that it could aot, And, may we not 
presume, that if John had opened hie com­
mission in the North et Qroti Britain, for

After some 
more rant about ‘ the Baptist Church ’ be­
ing ‘ the Church of Christ ;’ ‘ the Baptist 
Churches ’ being ‘ the only Churches form­
ed after the primitive model :’ * the only 
Churches which have existed a* pure com­
munities of Churches from the ascension of 
our Saviour until now," See., Szc.K Ac.—C.
H. II. has the folio* ing 'sentence : “ All 
the Protestant sects, though they have 
come out from (he Church of Rome, and 
abandoned many of her idolatrou* and cor­
rupt practices, still retain many of the rites 
and trappings of the beast, such as sprinkling 
or pouring, infant .baptism, baptismal regen­
eration, episcopacy, apostolic succession ; —
Baptists alone rrjri-t all of these traditions 
of men.”

Here the un-Protestant character of the 
Baptists is again crowned. ‘ All Protes­
tant sects have come out from the Church of 
Rome but not the 'Baptists : for they
• DISCLAIM THE NAME OF PROTESTANTS ’ !
But it certainly is ridiculous for C. H. H. 
to put ‘apoetolk succession ’ among the
* trappings of the beast,’ and say, • Baptists 
alone reject all those traditions of men,’ 
while the very article which be was then 
writing is headed, 1 Baptists and Baptist 
Chorches, the Genuine Apostolic Succes­
sion.’ The whole article of C. H. H. is in­
accuracy and absurdity from beginning to 
end.

But before C. H. H. closes his article we 
most have a little more about the antiquity 
of the Baptist*. ‘ \Ve have seen that the 
Baptist Church was founded in Jerusalem, 
a.d. 33 ; the Papal Church was founded a. 
d. 606 ; the Lutheran was founded 1525 ; 
the Church of England, a.d. 1534 ; the 
Presbyterian, a. d. 1511 ; and the Metho­
dist, 1729.’

From this synopsis of Church history, I 
make two selections both of which are gla­
ringly aud palpably incorrect.

1st. The Methodist Church C. II. II. 
tells his readers (which statement is en­
dorsed by the Editor of the C. M.j * was 
founded in 1729.’

it cannot be conceived that C. H. II. has 
ever read a page of Melholist history in his 
life, nor does he appear ever to have seen 
the rules of the Methodist Society which 
are scattered over the earth by tens of thou­
sands : otherwise be would never have made 
this blunder ; for he makes Methodism 10 
years older than we say it is. The Me­
thodist Society was not founded in 1729, 
but 1739. XVhat can sncli a man know 
about Methodism ?

The other selection is, • the Baptist 
Church was founded at Jerusalem in 33.’
This is a similar blunder, for it does not 
synchronise with what his brother Baptists 
have told the world.

Baptist preachers have everywhere pro­
claimed that John the Baptist was their 
founder ; but C. H. 11. seems to have disco­
vered that this is a mistake, for he express­
ly tells us the Baptist Church was found­
ed, a. d. 33. Nobody pretends to say that 
John the Baptist was alive in the year 33.
According to the best chronologies, John 
commenced his ministry in the year 29 or . , .’f . V
30 of the vulgar era ; and was beheaded in 
the latter end of 31, or the beginning of 32.
XVho then, we might ask C. IL H., was the 
founder of the Baptist Church ? Not John 
the Baptist surely, if he had been dead 
□early two years before it was founded. D a

science in accordance with the Divine word r 
I, lias been denied ; but he could give an' 
affirmative reply. God tells us ihat ii is 
Jo, by the heavens above, and by the earth 
beneath our feet.

If we go back to the first ages of the 
world, we find that for many centuries the 
dogma prevailed of the eternity of matter.
It was thought because man could not de­
stroy a particie of matter it must be inde­
structible in its nature ; and that therefore 
there could have been no time in which 
matter did not exist. This doctrine doubted 
the Scriptural account of the creation of the j 
world. The question is settled, however, ; 
by Divine record. God formed all things : '
ly the word of His mouth ; or, as we arc COITlWaliiS CirCUlt.—SCOtS Bay. 
•.old in the Mew Testament, by the Son ol 
His love.

This great truth, which man never could 
have solved, is reiterated in the Old, and 
repeated in the New, Testament ; but 
through the lapse of ages it might be for­
gotten or misunderstood. We find from the 
record of creation that there was one net of 
the creation ol nature, and one act of the 
creation of Spirit, although any eh were 
formed before the succession pf spiritual ex­
istences was wrought by Divine Providence.

By the simple and clear declaration of 
Scripture of the work of creation, a blow is 
given to the erroneous doctrine of the eter­
nity of matter.

There was an interesting explanation of 
the apparent inconsistency in the account of 
the creation of the light on the first day, 
while the lights in the firmament were not 
made until the fourth day. There must 
have been, therefore, a light independent ol 
the sun. Philosophers, only one hundred 
years ago, would have said that the Sun is 
the centre and source of light, and without 
it must be total darkness ; and reading ol, 
the formation ot light before the Sun existed 
they would have pronounced the account of 
Moses to be erroneous. And indeed it 
would be difficult for the philosopher to 
argue otherwise. Rt*c< nt discoveries prove 
the consistency and truth of the Divine re-, 
cord, that Revelation is infallible, and only 
requires to be carefully studied to be under­
stood. The declarations of Scripture are to 
be received as indubitable, and it science 
does not accord with it, it must be in its 
infancy. If we examine the original we 
shall find that the word translated ‘ light,’ is 
not simply light as we understand it : it 
means electricity—light, not in certain par­
ticles, hut a pervasive fluid filling all space.
This theory was held ages ago, and was lor 
a long time dropped, but is now resumed.

The book of Moses does not give us an 
insight into astronomy, and the account 
would seem, to imply that the earth is the 
centre of our system. Not till Pythagoras 
was propounded the true theory ; and we 
find that the sacred writer does not oppose 
this theory, in relation to us the planets 
perform certain cilices, and would stem lo 
be subiraient; and we have to consider 
that the Divine record was not intended to 
teach us science, but to lead us in the paths 
of holiness, and to inform us of God’s deal­
ings with his people.

We find the promise of a Redeemer 
traced through every dispensation till the 
fullness of time was come ; arid it was lor 
this great object of Divine compassion that 
the Scriptures were written aud preserved.

He contrasted the vast ness of the uni­
verse with the smallness of the earth, only 
a lesser planet in one of the systems. Not­
withstanding its comparative insignificance, 
events have been enacted here which in 
their interest transcend all creation ; for if

and this Redemption restores it to a posi­
tion better thi n that from which it lay fallen.
Infidelity doubts the doctrine of the world's 
Redemption, because of the comparative 
unimportance of the earth in the great ax- 
tent of the Creator’s works. We hnaw, 
ltowever, but a small part of tl.e scheme ot 

■^Redemption. We know not how wide .its 
influence. Every world may enjoy its 
effects. The coi.t"st between light and 
darkness mast have some place lor the scene 
of its struggle—if matters little where. The 
fate of great empires has often been decided 
in small and unimportant places. God's 
operations, in the first place, are not limited 
by time and space ; and, in the second 
place, it is unimportant where the contest is 
decided. Wo know not, either, lo how 
great a number of beings its blessings may 
lie extended.

We may argue from analogy that other 
planets and systems are inhabited by beings 
like ourselves ; and indeed we cannot esti­
mate or comprehend the benefits which 
have resulted from the work of Redemption.
We can only, while impressed with adoring 
wonder, devoutly exclaim : “ When I con­
sider thy heavens the work of thy lingers, 
the moon and the stars which thou hast 
ordained, what is man that thou art mindful 
of him ?”

The lecturer now referred to the miracle 
which God performed by Joshua —the stand­
ing still of the Sun upon Gibeon. The 
record would lie sufficient for us; hut it is 
pleasing to find that the occasion is con­
firmed by eon current testimony. The cir­
cumstance has been distinctly mentioned by 
those who did not possess the Bible—uni­
versal tradition is a witness to the pheno­
menon. In the original the words of Joshua 
are, “ Sun, be thou dumb!” The command 
in the language ol science would be, “ Earth, 
stand thou strll ! ’ If Joshua had uttered 
the latter, the people, in their ignorance ol 
science, would not have understood, and 
would not have been convinced. The effect 
of the real miracle, however, was to their 
observation as if the Sun stood still, or its 
motion so slow as to be imperceptible.

We were also directed to the circum­
stances of the shadow going backwards ten 
degrees on the dial of Ahaz. Some have 
supposed tl>at the shadow went back inde­
pendently of rature, but this is controverted 
by the fact of lire king of Babylon tending 
to inquire of Hezekiab concerning “ the 
wonder that was done in the land.” The 
effect in both these miracles was the pro­
longation of the natural day. iu the case 
of Joshua, the motion of the earth was sus­
pended : in that of Hezckiah the motion 
was reversed. It is a remarkable fact in 
the cases of Divine punishment of idolatry, 
that the objects of worship are made the 
instruments of destruction ; and it applies
»» every form oC idolatry.

Mu. Editor :—Since reading in a late 
number of your paper an account of the 
happy death of a member of our society 
here, 1 have thought that some circum­
stances connected with our branch of the 
Chutch in this place ate Worthy of teviewal, 
and therefore request a place in your wide­
ly circulated and popular journal, which I 
hope you will please grant.

Mahodism at the Bay had only a few 
f flowers until within the past year, when 
the faithful labours of the Rev. T. Harris 
were blessed of God, and an interesting 
clas= of 10 members, chiefly heads of fami­
lies, was formed. The greater number of 
these had bet n brought up in the belief that 
Methodi-m was not identified with Chris­
tianity—hail no sympathy with it ; that its 
mode of administrating one of the ordin 
ances of religion was utterly unscriptural— 
that its subjects had no right or privilege 
to commemorate the dying love of the Re­
deemer ol the world ! But, in spite of all 
t*is, they continued to attend our meetings 
—there they fell the manifested presence 
of God—experienced the saving power of 
His grace; and were fully convinced that 
tl,,; Lord was with us of a truth, and with 
out hesitation evinced the resolution lo 
which Ruth gave utterance, “ This people 
shall be my people and the it Gcd my God.”

About ten ol these had never received 
water baptism and they were of opinion 
that i.nm rsiun, or sinking the body entire 
ly und, r water, was essential to give validi­
ty to tiiii sur..ment. No marvel that they 
indulge such thoughts ; the influence of 
early education is strong ; and for years they 
had heard sounding, in soft j/ut oft repeated 
whispers—“what good can a little water 
do V &e., & and had heard the reiterated 
thundering, ol stentorian lungs shouting — 
“ This is the only way,” until at length 
they were almost persuaded to believe that 
dipping under water and solvation were one 
and the Mam thing ; that Baptism was really 
the «„:•!! tiling needtul,”—as it was the 
Alpha and the Omega of every sermon, and 
the sub tance of rv<_ry conversation they 
were accustomed to hear. No wonder they 
attach' J so much importance to it, especial 
ly as otliT mod's were repudiated, or held 
lip to ridicule, and every person who did 
not believe in >' much water” Were regarded 
as little, if any, bettter than unbaptized in­
fidels.

When the Rev. .Air. Taylor came to this 
Civ oit, he of course soon became acquaint­
ed witiiMncse 1 a-i-j ; the parlies waiting for 
hap'run wore presented to him. lie did 
not hurry the matter, but appeared to think 
that the Baptism of the Holy Spirit, which 
they had received, was as good a safe guard

It 1s trite they were greatly surprised— 
nay n-tcii bed — because they had heard 
that the Bille was full of such proofs, and 
had been told that the word sprin/.lc was 
not in the B cl; BcrUnps they hud flatter­
ed them-elvcs that they w, uld get the 
preacher under the water without much diffi­
culty.

Their t'wtrr faith certainly came by 
Iworinz lint what they had heard they now 
found had not been by the word of God but 
by the word of man. This was very evi­
dent—the entrance of that Word gave light, 
and they became “ Bible Baptists.” They 
no hui '- r wntiib ted that an '* union ” of the 
advocates of immersion had undertaken to 
give a new version which would favor their 
vii w—f.,r according to the authorized copy 
of lire Scriptures, their position is untenable.

At the time appointed Mr. Taylor came 
to attend ti.e meeting called lor the purpose 
ol learning the results of their investiga­
tions un i the clicet ot truth in answer to 
prayer upon tluir minds, lie requested 
the.u to state ill turn their present views.— 
They did so, un l in the presence of some 
Baptists, and the foregoing facts were 
elicited, all, without exception, distinct­
ly dec!..! mg that tte'ir minds were com­
pletely changed in reference to the mode. 
In some cases the struggle that had taken 
place between the admitted truth and 
ihfir former predilections arid strong pre­
judices, together with the difficulties they 
had encountered from the opposition of the 
advocates of immersion, were presented in 
detail, while all acknowledged that the 
Scriptures do not teach that dipping is es­
sential lo constitute Christian baptistp.

The next day, the Sabbath, thss* candi­
dates were bap izcd with water poured upon 
them in the name of the Father, Son, and 
Holy Ghost. Ii was a solemn and affect­
ing scene", and will he long remembered.

HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY..
Tuesday, Ffb. 17.

Hon. Mr. Johnston concluded his speech, 
which has been characterised as one ol the most 
powerful ever delivered on the floors of (hr 
House. The peroration is reported in the 
Morniny Journal as follows : —

The bon. member for Annapolis commenced 
by rematking upon the disadvantage of being 
compelled to rise a third tithe in the: same clos­
ing address, and that in coniequence he should 
leave many subjects unnoticed, and those hr 
might allude to he would touch briefly.

He trusted the occasion of yesterday's inter­
ruption would not again occur. He had ex 
perienccd and borne he believed with patience, 
like manilyldtions ol popular disfavor. When 
they were directed against himself they gave him 
leas pain then they now would wher aimed ai 
his opponents. They were calculated to injure 
essentially the cause ; and were inconsistent with 
the freedom ol debate necessary for a delibera­
tive Assembly ; and as it bad been shewn that 
any member could clear the Gallery, he trusted 
no member would again be subject to any inter­
ruption.

Canada
T OROXTO.—In the commercial article of Mon­

day’s Globe, there is a_ comparative statement ot 
the exports and imports of Toronto for the fast 
two years, as well as of the duties collected on 
them. From this it appears that the exports 
(speaking in round numbers) are to 'be value 
of £550,000 in 1856, against £404,000 in 1855, 
showing an increase of £146,000 ; that the 
imports; have increased from £1,400,000 in 
1865 to £1,748,000 in 1856—diflerence in fa­
vour of 1856, £347,000,—and that theiduty col­
lected has increased fiom £152,000 to £ 195,000. 
These figures, it is observed, speak well for the 
growing prosperity ol our commerce, and show a 
steady increase—the more gratifying, as it is not 
based on speculative experiments, but founded 
on the actual requirements of the country. It is 
also alleged that those figures do not represent 
the whole of the trade, as a large amount of the 
produce is «hipped to Canadian and British ports, 
which is, of course, not entered at the Custom- 
House ; and also, that some of our mc i chants are 
in the habit of entering their direct importations 
in Montreal.—Mrntreal ! Vit.

Deaths by Poison.—Two cases of poison- 
ing by mistake have recently occurred, which 
show the necessity of extreme caution in the pre­
paration of medicines. It is, perhaps, wonderful 
considering that hundreds of persons, many of 
them inexperienced, are employed in the dis­
pensing of medicines, that so few mistakes are 
made ; nevertheless, their occasional occurrence 
leading to fatal results, ought to show the necessity 
of having persons distinctly indicated, and edu­
cated persons to dispense drugs. At Baltimore 
a child lately lost its life through the substitution 
ol poison for Carbonate of Potash, and tha Drug­
gist not believing that he had made an error, 
drank the remainder of the poison, and fell dead. 
A gentlemen was recently poisoned at London 
through a similar mistake.— lb.

New Catholic Cathedral at Moxtuk- 
al.—A project has been started in the Roman 
Catholic Churches of Montreal for the erect on 
ol a splendid Cathedral, which In size and mag­
nificence is to rurpass any edifice of the kind on 
the continent of America. The location selec­
ted is near the present residence of the Bishop 
by the old French burying ground in the Saint 
Antoine Suburbs, which being a commanding 
position, overlooking the western and lower parts 
of the city, will disp ay the building to the best 
advantage, and add another- attraction to the 
already handsome appearance of the city. It is 
to be built after the model of St. l'e'er’s at 
Rome, and will resemble that structure in every 
respect hut size, being somewhat smaller. • The 
length is to be three hundred and fifty feet, 
breadth one hundred and seventy-five feet, and 
height of dome three hundred feet. It will 
contain ten or twelve separate chapels and two 
large organs, and the time calculated upon for 
its completion is not less than twelve years.— 
The cost of the erection, estimated at nearly a 
million of dollars, is to be defrayed by a yearly- 
lax levied upon every man, woman and child in 
the diocese of Montreal ; but large as is the sum 
required, the Catholics in the diocese are so 
numerous, being over one-half the population, 
that the tax on each individual will amount to 
very little per annum.

United States.
Washington, February 7.

It is said that certain Senators, hcretofoic 
considered as prudent and conservative, have 
lately, in the debate, in secret session, on the 
Central American treaty, indulge ! in a good 
deal of bombast about war with England and its 
consequences. This rumour is to he taken with 
the less allowance for exaggeration, for the 
reason that like remat ks have fallen elsewhere 
from the same Senators. Mr. Mason strongly 
advocated the treaty as it is, and was supported 
only by a few Southern conservative Senators, 
Butler, Evens, 8co. But Presidential aspirants, 
the Northern Democrats, Know Nothings, and 
the Republicans were for the most part, strongly 
in favor of testing the forbearance of Great 
Britain, by an indignant rejection of the treaty. 
Thus there were but eight votes against the re­
commitment of the treaty.

The treaty is based on the assumption that

M Mora will do well to disregard the 
summons, for although the Inquisition is not vet 
officially established, he would be imprisoned in 
a dungeon from which be certainly would not 
emerge until a popular outbreak occurred. The 
prisons of the vit-ariat are quite as horrible and 
impenetrable as those of the Holy Office, and the 
civil authority never troubles itself with the fate 
reserved for the unfortunates who chance to in­
cur the hatred of the upper clergy."

Prussia and Switzerland.
The Future of Neuchâtel.—The Pros- 

sian Government, if we may credit the Nation­
al Gazette, of Berlin, has it in eonteuiplatio i to 
come to an understanding in a private manner 
with France oil the negotiations for the defini­
tive settlement of the Neucha’el affair. It has 
communicated confidentially to the French Gov­
ernment, the rumour goes, the conditions on 
which the King of Prussia would renounce the 
sovereignty ol that Canton. He will reserve to 
himself the right of property over the domains 
and chateaux which were not appropriated to 
public purposes before 1818. It will not he ad­
mitted that these shall be the property of the 
state, and in fact since 1848, the Prussian Gov­
ernment has protested against the sale of a cer­
tain part of this property, for which it will ve- 
niand an identity. The renunciation of the 
sovereignty by the King will not, however, do 
away with bis title of Prince de Neucl a eL— 
Lastly, k would appear that his Majesty IS de­
sirous, as was be foie mentioned, of retaining a 
protection over several charitable foundations. 
It is thought that the conferences will take place 
in the middle of February. “ It is besides pos­
itively stated,” adds the National Gazette “ that 
the diplomatic relations between Pru.-sia and 
Switzerland will be speedily resumed, and that 
France will also become the mediator on this 
subject.”

sians near Tarter Kariessi, announces that ,the 
Circassian Chief Ibrahim Bey, Son of Sclcr 
Pacha, has had two successive encounters with 
the Russians on the two rivers which traverse 
the road from Stavropol to Anapa- The moun­
taineers are reported to have inflicted a,severe 
lo s on the Rusians, and to have massacred all 
the prisoners who fell into their hands. It was 
said that a Russian General was amongst the 
fallen at Giumka.

Physical Causes of Suicide.
The death of Hugh Miller, the célébra 

cd geologist, under circumstances which 
render it cetlain that he died by his own 
hand, will direct public attention anew to 
the fact that suicide does not alwsys arise 
from moral, but sometimes from physical 
cautes. fn other wards it is not always the 
dread of disgrace, remorse for crime, or oth­
er moral influences, which induce men to 
put an end to their own existence, but often 
a temporary or settled insanity, the first Ire. 
quently arising from congestion of the brain, 
the last from permanent monomania.

In reference to this particular case, there 
seems no doubt that Hugh Miller took his 
own life while under temporary insanity 
from physical causes. Ilia religious stnti- 
mems, his well-balanced mind, and his 
great force of character, precludes the ides 
altogether of hie resorting to such an act de­
liberately, for if no one alone had been suffi­
cient to present such a suicide, their cum­
ulative force would hare heen^irresistible. 
Hugh Miller had passed through too many 
trials in his younger years, moreorer ever to 
shrink ftom the comparatively lighter ones 
that beset him in his latter career. He was 
a'so a man cf herculean mould, with nerves 
like rock, so that it is almost impossible that 
he look his life designedly.

It is incontestible, however, that men of 
less nerve, but equally strong in moral and 
religious principle, have committed suicide, 
they have done il, however, under a morbid 
pressure of blood to the brain, producing 
what may he called, with great propriety, 
temporary insanity. Physicians say that 
there are phases of congestion of the brain, 
during which life becomes so insupportable, 
that suicide often follows, through a physi­
cal instinct to find relief by opening the 
blood vessels. Instances hive been known 
in which the unhappy man, after lacerating 
his throat, has woke ,as if from a dream, the 
flow of blood giving relief to his brain and 
restoring him from the insanity of the hour. 
In such cases,when aid was al band life has 
been preserved. Always in these congest­
ions, if a competent physician could be call­
ed in the victim might be relieved aod a su­
icide prevented. Among the mo t famous 
examples of suicide from physical causes 
are those of Sir Samuel Romilly, and the 
Marquis of Londonderry, the latter better 
known as Lord Caatlereagh. Sir Samuel 
Romüly, by habit of mind, was particularly 
averse to suicide ; but he was of a highly 
nervous organization ; he had overtasked 
his brain ; and he died by his own hand, 
umlar a sudden access of congestion of the 
brain.

Professional men, literary men, artists, 
and other persons of sedentary habits, accus­
tomed to severe and protracted mental la­
bor, cannot be too careful, else they may, 
alter some period of unusually violent appli­
cation, fall a prey in s similar manner to 
congestion and suicide. The necessity of 
ftesh air and exercise, or rather exercise in 
the open air, it not sufficiently realized by 
these classes in society. Hundreds of cler­
gymen die annually through diseases super­
induced by over-confioemeni.and over-work, 
and though they rirelv die by their own 
hands, as Sir Samuel Romilly did, it is is 
much accident when they do not, as it was 
when he did. Had the violated laws of na­
ture taken a different way to avenge them­
selves, many a pious pastor,who had died of 
hr.iin ft-ver, would have perished by suicide, 
So also of lawyers, and even merchants.

To conclude, there is no doubt that the 
climate ol England, by depriving men of 
their fui I degree of fresh sir exercise, has no 
little influence in making suicide more fre­
quent, m that country tl>an ou the continent. 
There is as little nuestion that the almost 
total abscence of suicides, among the Nea­
politan luzzarooi, is attributable in a great­
er or less degree, to their delicious climate, 
and the open air life which il induces.— 
Perhaps euicide arises oftener from physical 
causes than even physicians hsve heretofore 
thought. — I'liilatltl/ihia Ledyer.

Railroad Management
The recent severe weather has been partic­
ularly trying to Railroads. Intense frost 
nênkens the tenacity of iron; bridges as 
as well as rails lose their elasticity under its 
influence and become brittle as glass ; rails 
covered with beaten snow and solid ice af­
ford no hold for rapidly revolving wheels; 
tires 11 y like hammered icicles and hubs are 
broken like crockery We doubt that any 
railroad in America pays its real running 
exp-rises while the mercury in FahrenhtiVs 
thermometer is below or but little above ze­
ro ; w bile on many the accidents of them- 
se ve* absorb more than the entire receipts. 
The Eiie and the Harlem have been espect 
tally unfortunate during the last menti, bu 
nearly every road in America has been run­
ning at a positive loss since the 1st of De­
cember. In our judgment, the Winter 
management of- our railroads is radically 
wrong. Take the Erie for example : It is 
now running three express trains daily out 
of this city, and we presume an equal num­
ber into it Does any one believe that the 
navel justifies such an expense 1 In our 
judgment these trains would not pay their 
way, even if there were no accidents, ss 
there notoriously and frequently are There 
is a systematic effort to run most all of 
these trains nearly or quite on Summer 
tune when the thing is quite impossible.— 
I; twenty-live miles an hour is maximum 
speed in June —as we think it is—then fif 
teen miles per hour is all that should be at­
tempted in January. We speak with refer­
ence yo the Erie Road, which encounters 
great difficulties in grides and curves ; but 
the principle is of general application. No 
tr-iin should ever be run over snowy and 
solid frozen ground at a higher rile of speed 
than twenty miles per hour, even on the 
smoothest plane or prsrie. The attempt to 
maintain Summer rates of speed in weather 
intensely cold is at once perilous,destructive 
and (utile. Not one train in every dozen 
runs on time ; connexions ire habitually 
missed , and disasters iucurred in endeavor­
ing to make them ; and two-thirds of the 
travellers actually lose time which would be 
sared if the schedule speed were a fourth 
less than it is. These strictures may be too 
late for use this season ; but we entreat 
Rai'road managers to remember and heed 
them. Let next December open on ill the 
■cads with fewer psssege trains sod lime 
tab'es graduated to the exigencies sod pos­
sibilities of Winter; and let these regulations 
hold sway till the 1st of April.—JV. Y. Tri­
bune.
